G. T. R. Crossings At Richmond and Rectory Streets Worst 
Features of System—Seventy-Five Per Cent of 

Rolling Stock Con sidered Obsolete.
Complete revision of the existing 

street car system is necessary, accord- 
ing to the supplementary report of the { 
Hydro-Electrio Commission recently 
submitted to the city council.

Its chief suggestions are that efforts 
should be made to get the heaviest 
traffic running along Dundas street in­
stead of Richmond; to reduce car mile­
age where it will serve the same pur­
pose; to rearrange service so that a 
proper two-way service can be given; 
to bring radiating lines into the centre 
of the business part of city, and allow­
ing passengers to transfer instead of 
providing belts.

One of the first impressions hydro 
engineers got of the road under exist­
ing conditions was the general low 
schedule speed and a slow acceleration. 
They urge an average regular speed 
of eight or nine miles an hour.

Worst Features.
The G. T. R. crossings at Richmond

Without going into the question of 
the necessity of subways, from obser­
vation. it would seem that conditions 
could be much better here if it could 
be arranged to have the G. T. R. gate- 
man favor the street railway a little 
more instead of the opposite, the report 
states.

"It is also probable that traffic po­
licemen, especially at Richmond and 
Dundas, could be of great assistance in 
shortening delays. The matter of stop­
ping points should also be gone into 
thoroughly, and adjusted, not only 
where short blocks occur, but where 
stops come too close to passing points. 
With signs showing plainly, and strict 
adherence to them, much unnecessary 
slowing up of schedule could be avoid­
ed.

Specific Cases Submitted.
It is pointed out that the question sub- 

mitted was merely a reference with 
regard to whether the court was re­
quested to give an opinion. A distinc­
tion must be drawn between a finding 
on such a reference and a ruling with 
regard to a question arising out of a 
suit at law.

The court, however, was requested 
to give a ruling also on certain specific 
cases. It was asked for instance to 
give a ruling as to whether the board 
had authority in law to restrain cer­
tain Ottawa clothiers from offering for 
sale clothing by the addition of 50 per 
cent or of profits on the cost price; and 
as to whether it had lawful authority to 
require the registrar or other authority 
of the Supreme Court of Ontario to 
cause the order so restraining them to 
be made a ruling of the court.

Justices Anglin and Migneault, answer 
"Yes" to the questions. On the ques­
tion one. Justices Iddington. Duff and 
Bordeur answer “No.” and consider 
that, having done so, question two does 
not require an answer. The justice de­
partment hesitates at present to ex­
press an opinion as to the effect of the 
judgment, merely contenting itself with 
drawing a distinction between a refer­
ence and an actual case at law.

What Will Be Board’s Fate?
The whole judgment will be care- 

fully gone into before any further 
action is taken, and in the meantime 
the fate of the board of commerce is 
heavily clouded in mystery, as it ever 
was.

Senor De la Huerta declared that he 
had members for the cabinet in mind, 
but that he had made no appointments. 
He added that a secretary of the in­
terior would not be named for some 
weeks.

"Up to the present time, the belief 
of all is that Mr. Small is kidnapped, 
and is held for ransom. For some time 
my solicitors have been receiving let­
ters asking ransom, and we have been 
waiting for the letter writers to ask for 
a reward. Up to a month ago many let­
ters were received, but since then we 
have heard nothing and we think that 
the large reward will give the kidnap­
pers a chance to come out instead of 
risking a chance of capture by asking 
a ransom.

“The kidnappers, of course, have con­
tinually signed fictitious names, but the 
letters were all written in the same 
handwriting. The letters came from a 
solicitor in New York, and were writ­
ten from another American city, being 
forwarded to New York. The New York 
solicitors think the man mentioned is 
Mr. Small, but they are in the dark, as 
the letters are signed anonymously, and 
it has been in the hope that a sum would 
be mentioned that the delay in offering 
the reward was made.

Ottawa, June ,1.—(By the Cana.
dian Press).—Parliament has com.
pleted its third month of session, 

• and there Is still much Important 
business to be done. The last four 
weeks, however, have seen Import­
ant developments. The Grand Trunk 
bill, keenly ought in Its passage 
through the House, has received the 
royal assent and the temporary 
board of management has been ap­
pointed. The franchise bill, after a 
total of seventeen days’ considera- 
tion in committee, has not yet been 
reported, although it Is not expect­
ed that the bill will now occupy the 
House for more than a couple of 
days or so. But of chief interest 
during the last month has been the 
return of the prime minister after a 
five months' holiday, and the pres­
entation of the budget.

Chief criticism of the budget has 
centred on the "luxury" taxes, a 
new tax, ranging from 10 to 50 per 
cent of the purchase price levied on 
certain articles when sold over a 
specified figure. Since the budget 
proposals were laid before the 
House a fortnight ago, communica­
tions and delegations have Invaded 
the finance department like a flood; 
and the budget debate, with Its al­
ternating criticism and praise, still 
wanders along In the House. The 
aim of the luxury taxes, as Sir 
Henry Drayton has explained, Is to 
achieve one of two objects—either 
to bring down the cost of living or 
to produce revenue. The luxury 
taxes are already in force, but how 
far they have reduced prices, If at 
all, is not yet apparent.

In his speech also Sir Henry an­
nounced a "thorough revision of the 
tariff," and laid down the general 
lines which the revision would fol­
low. The Opposition wished to go 
further. Hon. W. S. Fielding sub- 
mitted an amendment, still under 
consideration by the House, that 
pending a wider revision of the 
tariff substantial reductions should 
be made in the customs taxation, 
with a view to reduction in the 
high cost of living, and, secondly, 
to reduce the cost of the Instru­
ments of production. No doubt Is 
felt that the amendment will be 
defeated.

Close Divisions.
The month was marked by a re­

markably close division on an Im­
portant question of Government 
policy. Announcement had been 
made of an agreement with the 
governments of the United King- 
dom and of the United States for 
the appointment of a Canadian 
minister plenipotentiary at Wash­
ington. Mr. Fielding had raised the 
whole question on an amendment 
to a motion to go Into supply, an 
amendment requiring production of 
all correspondence before arrange­
ments for the appointment of a 
Canadian representative were con­
summated. Debate came on a Mon­
day. Many members were away. The 
Government carried Its motion on a 
mere majority of five. It was a 
“snap" vote, but the Opposition 
were jubilant, and there has been 
heart-burning on the Government 
side since.

Practically no supply was voted 
during the month. The great bulk of 
the estimates still remain to be 
passed. Third reading was given to 
the bill extending the time limit for 
manufacture and sale of oleomar­
garine and a bill to amend the in- 
dustrial disputes in investigation act. 
Both bills aroused considerable de­
bate. Among legislation still to be 
considered Is a bill Introduced by 
the minister of justice on Friday 
last. It seeks to amend the criminal 
code, and among other things deals 
with racetrack betting.

Taken altogether, there Is every 
indication that the session will last 
until the end of June.

In connection with a resolution now under con­
sideration by the house foreign affairs committee 
to “recognize" the Irish republic and to send an 
American minister to be “near" its government. 
No one can prevent such fool resolutions from 
being introduced: but it is supposed to be the busi­
ness of a responsible committee to throw them 
into the receptacles conveniently provided for 
rubbish. Chairman Porter of the foreign affairs 
committee, however, in order that he might do, or 
seem to be doing, something in the affair, wrote 
to the department of state to ask how the adminis­
tration would view the passage of such a resolu­
tion. In reply. Secretary Colby was polite but curt. 
He would not undertake to "deter your committee 
from any action which is dedicated by good judg- 
ment, and which it may feel unconsciously im­
pelled to take."

In all this the partisan manoeuvring is not 
hidden. The Republicans evidently hoped that a 
Democratic administration would sternly frown upon 
the proposed folly. Then they could turn to the 
Irish and say: "You see. we can do nothing against 
Wilson with his implacable hatred of Ireland." But 
now the Republicans are left free to go ahead and 
recognize Irish independence if they dare. It is. of 
course, almost inconceivable that they should do it. 
The Senate would block the move if the House were 
mad enough to make it. In the last resort the 
president would be bound to disregard it. He could 
let Congress know, as President Cleveland did when 
it was a question of a congressional recognition of 
the Cuban Republic, that the opinions of senators 
and representatives on that subject were eminently 
intersting. but could have no effect upon the sworn 
duty of the executive himself to receive and appoint 
ministers and ambassadors.

DODCHIVALRY IN EXCELSIS.

The Maoris, now showing themselves, not for 
the firat time, the loyalest of subjects, once proved 
the most chivalrous of enemies. Sixty years ago. 
when misunderstandings led them Into rebellion, the 
Maori chiefs heard that Gen. Cameron’s force, oper­
ating against them, while waiting for the river 
steamers, had run short of food.

INDIANAPOLIS, May 31.—In the 
most spectacular finish ever witnessed 
on the Indianapolis Speedway, Gaston 
Chevrolet, driving a car of American 
design, rode to victory in the eighth 
renewal of the 500-mile automobile 
race today before a record-breaking 
crowd of 125,000 persons. Chevrolet’s 
time was 5:40:16.14. an average of 88.16 
miles an hour, the second best time 
in the history of the event.

In addition to winning the $20,000 
first prize, Chevrolet also won approxi- 
mately $5,500 more in lap prize com- 
petition and cash prizes offered by ac- 
cessory firms. Rene Thomas thundered 
across the finish in second place, hav- 
ing covered the distance in 5:43:02.29. 
His average was 87.45 miles an hour. 
Tommy Milton pulled up in third place, 
and Jimmy Murphy, winner of the 
Santa Monica road race, finished 
fourth.

Thrills in Final 30 Miles.
All of the thrills came in the last 

30 miles of the race, when Ralph De 
Palma, the favorite, with a lead of 
ten miles to his credit, seemed certain 
of winning. But with victory within 
grasp, De Palma’s car burst into flames 
on the north turn of the two and a 
half mile course, and a few minutes 
later the car driven by Joe Boyer, who

led during the first 250 miles, skidded, 
overturned and crashed into a brick 
retaining wall, within a few feet of 
the spot where De Palma’s car caught 
fire. Neither Boyer nor his mechani- 
cian were seriously injured.

De Palma was racing at breakneck 
speed when a sheet of flame licked its 
way to his gasoline tank. While his 
mechanician heroically fought the 
flames, De Palma, broken-hearted over 
his misfortune, ran to the pits for a 
fresh supply of gas, staggering back 
under the weight of the heavy cans.

Undismayed, De Palma resumed the 
grind, but after going about a mile his 
car was wrapped in flames for the sec- 
ond time. With the aid of his mecha- 
nician De Palma pluckily extinguished 
them and managed to finish the race 
in fifth place. He was given a tre- 
mendous ovation when he thundered 
across the finish line.

NEW SPORT IN MANILAW F VE TWO Attempts to Get C. P. R. Train Ferries 

for Traffic Carrying Falls.
WINDSOR. May 31. —Basing calcula- 

tions on the attendance at the Wood- 
bine track, Toronto, George M. Hen- 
drie, president of the Windsor Jockey 
Club, is anticipating record crowds at 
the local track when the racing season 
opens locally there in July. It is now 
estimated that the present accommo- 
dation will prove utterly inadequate 
for the crowds, and it was announced 
today that plans are now under con- 
templation for the erection of another 
large grandstand, equalling in size the 
present structure and paralleling it, on 
the oval inside the track. President 
Hendrie declares that, provided the 
crowds can be handled across the river 
here, he will guarantee to look after 
them at the track.

Negotiations were opened with the 
Canadian Pacific Railway in an en- 
deavor to get that company to convert 
one or more train transfers to the use 
of automobile and vehicular traffic, 
which would materially aid in solving 
the problem of getting racing followers 
across the river from Detroit and 
Michigan and other points in the 
United States, from which a majority 
of the crowds are drawn. The C. P. R., 
however, has refused to consider the 
appeal for aid, and some other means 
will have to be devised, as the ferry 
boats are now working at capacity and 
are proving unequal to the task of 
handling the regular traffic.
