SECRET SESSIONAn investigation of the possibilities 
of obtaining cheaper fish for London, 
will be undertaken by a special com­
mittee which was appointed by No. 1 
committee of the city council Wednes­
day. This course was decided on after 
W. .). Forrestal had asked permission 
to open a fish stall in the basement of 
the market house. The municipality- 
owned stall is located there already.

Mr. Forrestal declared that the fish­
ing industry had never been in such a 
state as the present. Large supplies 
are held up in various parts of the 
country because the owners cannot get 
rid of them. He claimed that he was 
in a position to obtain large quantities 
of these and to sell them at prices 
considerably below those now being 
charged at the city market. Fish is 
being sold at the city stall for 23 cents 
a pound, which could be sold for a 
profit at fourteen cents a pound, he 
asserted.

Highest in Canada.
Ald. Watkinson declared that London 

had the highest prices of any city in 
the Dominion. More competition is 
needed here, he said. Ald. Harley con­
tended that if anyone should be able 
to bring down the price of fish, it 
should be the city fish stall. He saw 
no reason why it could not buy as 
cheaply as anyone else. Ald. Cameron 
Wilson said it was too important a 
matter for off-hand decision, and moved 
the appointment of Aldermen Watt. 
Wenige and Watkinson as a special 
committee to investigate the matter.

The committee's protest against the 
gas bill now before the Legislature was 
reiterated. Dr. Stevenson will be asked 
to continue his opposition to it, but 
will also be told that neither of the 
amendments he introduced are satisfac­
tory to the city.

City Press Agent.
Aid Wenige’s plan to appoint a city 

press agent, was laid over. He declared 
that London was badly in need of such 
an official because many pamphlets and 
other booklets printed in the United 
States and elsewhere still credited the 
city with a population of 38.000. where­
as it was nearer 70.000. City Clerk Baker 
reported that he had done some work 
along this line by sending 200 copies 
of the official year book to the tra­
velers’ club.

The Helena Power Company gave 
notice that it would close its plant May 
1 for repairs, and could not supply heat 
or power until October or November. 
None of the city buildings will be af­
fected by the shutdown.

Alderman Watt and Cameron Wilson 
were appointed delegates to a mass 
meeting to be held at the Chamber of 
Commerce Saturday to urge the Gov­
ernment to make an appropriation in 
its supplementary estimates for Port 
Stanley harbor improvements Ald. 
Watt attacked the policy of building 
an overhead bridge there. A jack- 
knife or swing bridge would be much 
better, he declared

The Hydro Radial Electrical Asso­
ciation’s account for $180 for the city’s 
membership was filed. The committee 
some time ago referred it for payment 
to the public utilities commission, 
which referred it back again.

Restricted Area.
Provisions were made for expanding 

the bylaws governing restricted areas 
in the city. The committee will recom­
mend that all classes of buildings 
which provincial laws permit the city 
to exclude from certain areas be pro­
hibited in the new bylaw. This will in­
clude undertaking establishments.

Ald. Watt asked what had been done 
with the money paid by the city for 
the high cost of living committee’s ac­
tion against the City Gas Company. 
Examination of the minutes showed 
that the amount had been passed for 
the purpose of paying the account of 
J. M. Donahue, the solicitor of the 
committee.

This came to $.350 and was duly paid 
over to him. J. F Thompson, who 
happened to be an onlooker at the 
meeting, stated that the high cost of 
living committee had paid Mr. Dona­
hue $85 on account before the grant 
from the city was received. As a re­
sult the committee was in the hole, 
he said.

of the Home Bank here last Monday 
morning, in which Russell Campbell met 
death by a bullet fired from one of the 
bandits’ revolvers, is etill high. The vil­
lage has been visited each day by curious 
people, and Manager R. E. McCandless 
of the bank has been asked numerous 
questions as to how the would-be rob­
bers attempted the hold-up. Nearly all 
have been shown through the bank and 
pointed out the marks the bullets left. 
Some of them even attempted to ex­
tract a bullet from the ceiling of Man­
ager McCandless’ office. Pieces of glass 
in the door of the manager's office that 
had been hit by a bullet were taken as 
souvenirs. One unique fact was made 
known by an owner of a local store. A 
party from London was shown through 
the bank, and when shown the place, 
where a bullet had lodged in a telephone 
pole at the front of the bank, succeeded 
in carving out a piece of the wood 
which still bore the mark of the bullet.

Was Campbell's Pal.
A. B. Handley, a transport driver of 

Wolseley Barracks in London and a pal 
of Russell Campbell while overseas, did 
not know until arrival in the village 
this morning that the unfortunate vic­
time was the one he knew while in 
France until he saw the remains in the 
home. "I had read," he said, “in the 
papers that a Russell Campbell had 
been killed, but I never noticed his pic_ 
ture. We were in the trenches side by 
side, and were together practically all 
our time while in France.

Numerous Congratulations.
Numerous telegrams of congratula­

tions from different branches of the 
Home Bank throughout Ontario have 
been received by Manager McCandless, 
Miss Aggie Campbell and Miss Ida 
Wright, for their heroic work in as­
sisting in the capture of the bandits. 
It was intimated that Miss Campbell 
will be rewarded by the head office 
of the Home Bank. Miss Campbell 
turned the combination of the safe, 
although a revolver was held at her 
breast. Both Miss Campbell and Miss 
Wright are in a nervous state and will 
not return to duty at the bank till 
next Monday A teller and ledger 
keeper from London are taking their 
places.

Mr. McCandless is still suffering from 
the wounds on his head when he was 
hit with the butt of a revlover.

Although 
some of the liquor was not fit for 
internal use it was good enough for 
external purposes.

The practice of donating the seiz­
ures to the hospitals saved those in- 
titutions considerable sums of money. 
No donations were made to them until

claimed to be living in absolute ignor- 
ance of the institution, even though the 
reporter carefully explained that he had 
no evil intentions toward the eating 
place. After tiring of evading questions 
he said: ,

“Why not you go there, ask them. 
“But they don’t talk English well.
“I no talk English either," and he 

turned away with a shrug of the shoul­
ders. ...

A Chinese laundryman living in the 
vicinity proved to be more talkative. 
Although he claimed that he did not eat 
there he said that it was a restaurant 
where Chinese dishes were served to 
Chinese patrons only. He admitted that 
the frequenters of the establishment 
ate with chop sticks and everything.

He smiled disdainfully when he was 
asked if a person could buy a meal 
there for 10 or 15 cents.

“Fifty cents; maybe a dollar, he re- 
plied.:The place was discovered by R. H. 
Sanders, the city’s sanitary inspector, 
and as far as known, Mr. Sanders is the 
only white man who has been inside of 
the building. He told the proprietor 
that unless the place was cleaned and 
renovated he could not recommend it to 
the London Board of Health.

MOTHER OF FOUR IN 
DESPERATE PLIGHT

There is one restaurant in this city 
where white men may not eat or where 
no one else may enter who cannot prove 
that his ancestral tree originated in the 
ancient land of the lotus and plum tree. 
It is a Chinese cafe operated in the 
heart of this city by Chinese for China­
men only.

That anyone but Chinamen would 
have a difficult time entering the eating 
house was discovered by an Advertiser 
reporter this morning, when he sought 
to visit the place just before noon. Lib­
erally interpreting two new Chinese 
signs on the door to read "Chinese 
Restaurant," he turned the knob, but 
before the breach had widened beyond 
a few inches, the crack was filled by a 
Chinaman who spoke English with the 
utmost difficulty. While effectively 
blocking the door by bare toes, peeping 
out of ragged straw sandals, the Ori­
ental made it known that only Chinese 
could enter the place.

Regular Eating House.
The disciple of Confucius admitted, 

however, that it was an eating place af­
ter he had been questioned about sev­
eral tables covered with oilcloth which 
could be seen in the dim interior 
through the narrow opening. That fact, 
however, was all that he would or could 
make known.

PUBLIC WORKS “

Although a settlement was reached 
with several of the local cigar fac­
tories one week ago, conditions among 
the cigarmakers of this city are still 
bad, according to officials of the Cigar- 
makers’ Union. Owing to the fact that 
some of the largest factories in the 
city are still considered unfair by the 
unions, there are many cigarmakers 
unemployed at the present time.

Becoming discouraged after almost 
four months of unemployment, and 
seeing little prospect for an early com­
plete settlement, many cigarmakers 
are leaving this city to take positions 
in the United States, where the trade 
is reported to be in a flourishing con­
dition. More than 30 men have left 
London for this purpose during the 
past two weeks, according to local of- 
ficials.

E. N. Compton, the fair wage officer 
of the department of labor in the Do­
minion Government, is expected in the 
city again this week. Although he was 
in London only one day last week he 
effected a settlement with several of 
the shops. It is expected that he will 
endeavor to open negotiations with 
some of the larger firms during his 
next visit.

PARTY OF IMMIGRANTS 
ARRIVE IN LONDON Your Roof

Ninety Per Cent Married Men —Twenty 
Placed on Middlesex Farms.

A large party of immigrants arrived 
in London on Wednesday night in con­
nection with the scheme of the Ontario 
Government for supplying help to the 
farmers in this part of the country. 
The party was in charge of John Far- 
reil of the department of Immigration 
and colonization, who was recently an- 
pointed immigration officer here.

The immigrants came out on the 
steamer Corsican, which sailed from 
Liverpool, and they were mot at To­
ronto by Mr. Farrell, who conducted 
them to London On their arrival here 

they were taken to the Chamber of 
Commerce and directed to places where 
they might stop for the night, and this 
morning they were all distributed to 
different farms in Western Ontario.

About 90 per cent of those who came 
out on the Corsican are married men 
with their families, and about twenty 
families have been placed on farms in 
the London district, besides a number 
of single men. The immigrants are 
English, Irish, Scottish and Welsh, ami 
they come from all over the United 
Kingdom. They are mostly men with 
experience In agricultural work, and, as 
a local officiai remarked, "are a very 
good-looking bunch."

A few immigrants who came out in­
dependently of the Ontario departmental 
scheme also passed through the city, 
and one or two of them have found sit­
uations here.

There were about 900 third-class pas­
sengers on the Corsican, and the ves­
sel carried altogether about 1,300.

Another large party Is expected by the. 
Victorian, which is now due. In port, 
and Mr Farrell has gone to Toronto to 
meet those who are bound for points in 
Western Ontario.

Officer C. M. R. Graham. SHINGLESPaul Smith, 20 years of age, resid­
ing at 378 Hill street, this city, was 
dismissed when he appeared before 
Judge J. C. Judd in the county court 
this morning, charged with stealing an 
automobile from Lloyd Chapman, tills 
city, on Good Friday last. This action, 
however, did not save Smith from a 
scathing lecture on his conduct in gen­
eral.

"I have given tills decision on the 
mere turning of a hair," said Mr. Judd. 
"I certainly do not. believe all the de­
tails of the story told by you and your 
companion, but I cannot conscientious­
ly say that your story is not possible, 
although I do believe it improbable. 
The whole case hinges on whether 1 
believe your story reasonable, because 
no evidence has been given by the 
prosecution.”

“If I convict anyone of stealing a 
car I will not let them off with a com- 
mon jail senetnce, for they will go to 
penitentiary, which means at least a 
two-year sentence. There are only 
three reasons why a man will steal a 
car. He either wishes to commit rob- 
bery, to go in search for drink, or else 
to go on a joy-ride. I do not think 
that you wished to commit a robbery, 
nor do I think you were seeking liquor.

"You must quit smoking cigarettes 
and loafing about. More trouble re­
sults from boy s hanging around pool- 
rooms than anything else. I can as­
sure some of your friends who are 
here just to see what is going to hap­
pen to you that they can take this les- 
son for themselves, for it looks as if 
they are doing nothing but loafing.

"You are a young man, so I do not 
wish to ruin your life. I must be care- 
ful I will take Into consideration the 
fact that you served overseas and that 
von come from a good family. I want 
vou to remember what I have said, for 
it is only for your own good. A few 
months ago I lectured two other boys in this court, but despite their prom­
ises they did not heed my warning,

Their total cost to 
date is $8,785. Many of them cost only

This phase of building work, as well 
as an unprecedented amount of home- 
building, is giving the inspector plenty 
of work to do. Building figures today 
were within a few hundred dollars of 
the $400,000 mark. There is not the 
slightest doubt that another $100.000 
will be added to this before the end of 
April, thus attaining a total of half a 

million dollars.
The total number of permits issued to 

date is 104, representing an expenditure 
1of $141,525. With previous months' 
total of $257,215, this aggregates $398,- 
740.

WIDE DISCONTENT
IN RUSSIA WITH 

EXISTING ORDER

NEW YORK, April 18.—Without any 
definite realization of the fact on the 
part of the present generation, the old 
time book agent, who until compara­
tively recently was a familiar figure in 
all parts of the country, is vanishing 
slowly from contemporary life. His 
boon companions, the lightning rod 
agent and the raucous voiced vender of 
nostrums, who sold his salves and vari- 
ous other compounds under the flare 
of the gasoline torch, already have 
slipped into oblivion.

The increasing intelligence of both 
the rural and urban populations has 
done much to eliminate the traveling 
quack doctor and the lightning rod 
man from our social life. But it is the 
growth of advertising —the realization 
on the part of the publishers that books 
can be sold in greater quantities at a 
lower cost through the medium of 
newspapers and magazines than by the 
use of agents—that is responsible for 
the passing of the last figure in the 
once familiar trilogy of itinerants.

It was only a comparatively short 
time ago that publishers commenced 
to learn how to advertise their wares 
effectively—how to appeal to the 
emotions and curiosity of the book- 
buying public. Several nation-wide 
campaigns of publicity and advertising 
were conducted very successfully. The 
phrase "finish this story for yourself" 
became, and still is. one of the best 
known of all advertising slogans. The 
works of O. Henry. Kipling, Mark 
Twain, Jack London. Du Maupassant 
and other noted authors were exploited 
according to modern commercial prac­
tice and the results obtained were ef­
fective. You cannot slam the door in 
the face of an alluring magazine ad 
and it is folly to set the bulldog on 
your favorite newspaper just because 
it is atempting to sell you a set of 
short story masterpieces or a universal 
compendium of knowledge. So, in the 
publishing business, as in many other 
enterprises conducted along lines that 
permit of advertising, the printed word 
has taken the place and usurped the 
function of the personal salesman.

The book agents who 
were successful, however, probably 
could have reaped rewards as great. If 
not greater, selling oil stoves in equa­
torial climes. For the book agent gen­
erally was considered a public nuisance 
and he was given a greeting that ac­
corded with his reputation at the ma­
jority of doors at which he knocked. He 
needed cunning of Machiavelli to se­
cure an opportunity even to start his 
tales talk, and before a sale could be 
"closed" he must have recourse to a 
forceful and insidious type of salesman-

Who 
is there who does not remember the 
type of agent who lacked the faculty 
of salesmanship altogether? He may 
have been a young cherub cheeked 
college student who sold books in the 
summer to pay his tuition during the 
winter months at school; it may have 
been an old man with a goatee and an 
air of faded respectability; but in 
either case, once having gained ad­
mission to a home or office, he would 
recite his sales arguments in a sing- 
song, mechanical manner which at once 
disclosed their origin to an observant 
person.

The “Instructions" to agents included 
not only various statements intended 
to prepossess the prospect In favor o 
the set of books or the ponderous tome 
which the agent was exploiting, but 
they also presented to pacify the irr 
tation of the busy housewife, whose 
workaday temper was never improved 
by finding an agent at the front door 
after she had discarded hastily her apron and dust cap in response to his 
knock.

Easiest of Victims.
The book agent, however, preferred 

to deal with women; he found them 
easier victims to his wiles than men,

England Sure Her Latest Will

LONDON, April 13.—Rear-Admiral SirI 

Walter Cowan, who has taken over 
command of the battle cruiser squadron 
of the Atlantic fleet of the British 
navy, replacing Rear-Admiral Sir Roger 
Keyes, will have the distinction of 
flying his flag aboard what the British 
call the world’s most powerful warship, 
the Hood. British naval experts think 
that the Hood will hold her position for 
at least two years before she is out-, 
classed by America or by Japan. By, 
then, however, Great Britain’s four new 
capital ships will be well advanced in 
building.

Rear-Admiral Sir Walter Cowan is one 
of the youngest flag officers in the Brit­
ish navy, being still under 50 years old. 
He was last employed in command of 
the Baltic forces.

The British think that America dis­
regarded the lessons of the Battle of 
Jutland in planning and building the 
battleship Colorado, but this criticism 
is, perhaps, due to the fact that they 
have no information about the Color­
ado’s protective qualities.

Too Slow, Says Russell.
Attention was called to the fact that 

while the United States naval con- 
struction board declined to adopt the 
so-called "bulge" principle, applied to: 
the sides of warships, which proved 60 
successful in the British navy, it has 
not yet disclosed its alternative prin­
ciple of defence against submarine 
attack.

Sir Herbert Russell, naval correspond- 
ent for the Western Morning News and 
Mercury of Plymouth, thinks it is rather, 
a remarkable fact that the ships of the| 
Colorado group are only designed to 
make 21 nautical miles an hour.

“They were not planned until after 
the Battle of Jutland, and so there had 
certainly been an opportunity to embody 
all the more obvious lessons of that 
fight in their specifications," Sir Her­
bert says. “And surely one of the most 
self-evident of these lessons was the, 
high value of mobility. Admiral Vis­
count Jellicoe told in his history of the, 
Grand Fleet of the disadvantages which 
he found himself placed in by the un­
suspected speed of the new German 
capital ships. Yet for some inexplicable 
reason the American naval designers 
appear wholly unimpressed by this tac_ 
tical demonstration."

Sir Herbert admits that what is gained 
in speed is lost in power and in other 
directions, the principle of which is 
illustrated in the distinction between 
battleships and battle cruisers. He

The primary object is 
to clean up attics, cellars, backyards, 
and remove hazardous conditions, 
the underlying thought being to pre­
vent fires by removing the cause, 
and thus save our homes.

There are powerful weapons for the 

exorcism of demons. They are hurled 
into the ground by the lamas, or holy 
men, to whom they are the most sacred 
and revered of all religious objects. Re- 
gala made of human bones, carved 
elborately: “potted lamas,” made of 
clay and crushed lama bones; lamaistic 
rosaries of shell; amulets and charms 
against bad dreams and fears in the 
dark, sickness, and the snow-leopard 
and wolf; prayer-wheels and sheaves 
of prayer-leaves; Buddhist idols; dice 
for use in divination; sacred temple 
bnners; these arc among the religious 
objects collected by Mr. Marx.

Supplemented by what we know of 
T betan religious practices they invoke 
a striking picture of the sacred tem- 
pies, the pilgrimages and sacrifices, the 
self-inflicted mortifications, and the 
great religious communities in which 
the lamas, living thousands strong, as 
in a vast, barbaric monastery, carry 
on their weird traditions and cere­
monies.

Of weapons there are in the collec­
tion daggers and sabres, ancient bows 
and arrows, and poisoned implements 
of war and the hunt. And there Is a 
heavy Tibetan gun, with its attached 
rest on which the Tibetan always sup­
ports his gun when firing. The spark 

for shooting off the gun is struck from 
the tinder box. The favored of all his 
gods must be that Tibetan who is able 
to hit a moving target by means of this 
clumsy firearm.

Imitation Skull Also.
Harness and trappings for their 

horses, drums and bells, are also in­
cluded in the Tibetan military outfit. 

To this also belongs the imitation skull, 
trimmed with artificial teeth and long 
hair, in which the warrior catches the 

blood of his slain enemy, which he 
drinks to gain some new vigor for the 
fight.

In his calmer moments the Tibetan's 
savage breast is charmed by the 
strains of his primitive guitar and 
three-stringed banjo, the double flute 
of reed or bamboo, and the oboe, which 
is particularly the instrument of the 
beggar. And for his enjoyment he has 
fashioned pipes for smoking (both dry 
and cooled through water), and opium. 
These are all represented in the new 
collection In the American Museum, 
as are also books in commercial and 
the more ornate classical Tibetan writ­
ing, and the first Tibetan newspaper 
which was printed on the. Leh Mission 
Press of the Moravian Missions.

By no means the least interesting 
among so many curious objects are 
the bright, thick Tibetan rugs, and the 
primitive scale consisting of a bamboo 
rod, with a carved stone weight at one 
end, and at the other a square of skin, 
suspended by thongs, for holding the 
article to be weighed. And always at-

“The tramper is not. a fickle person, 
but there is a touch of the gypsy spirit 
in him that keeps him ever on the watch 
for new worlds to visit. Often such a 
new world lies within but a mile or two 
ot one of his favorite or well-known 
routes, and is revealed through the dis­
covery of a hitherto unknown trail. All| 
that they are waiting for is the infor- 
mation which the circular will naturally 
give—that the way is open, that the i 
trails are clear and well marked at all 
otherwise blind turnings, and that bed 
and board or camping-places are aval- 
able at the end of the normal day 
stages.

“Probably New England has been de­
veloped more completely than any other 
district in the United States to meet 
the peculiar whims of the walker, but 
it has required fifty years of intensive 
cultivation on the part of the Appala- 
chian Mountain Club and similar organi­
zations to make it what it is in that 
respect.

Early in May. ALLIED CONFERENCEWhole Dozen Chivalrous 
Yanks Seek To Marry Marie,

They Have Many Chances To

Paris, April 13.—Decisions of the ut­
most importance regarding Germany 
will be sought by the supreme allied 
council at a conference to be held, 
probably in Paris, early in May. This 
conference is regarded by France as 
decisive, it is declared here.

There is speculation in this city 
whether President Harding’s policies, 
as outlined before Congress yesterday, 
do not foreshadow the presence of a 
United States representative.

London, April 13.—The Crown Prince 
of Japan is expected to arrive at Ports­
mouth on the morning of May 9, and 
will be met on behalf of the King by 
the Prince of Wales, who will accom­
pany him to London. For three days 
the Crown Prince will be the guest of 
King George at Buckingham Palace and 
for a week subsequently he will be the 
guest of the Government.

The place of residence for the royal 
visitor has not yet been decided. There 
will be three banquets given in his 
honor, one by the King at Buckingham

Even the idea of taking 
him to the Dutch Indies would meet 
with the refusal of the Holland Govern- 
ment."

Mention of the American opera 
star’s name in connection with the 
crown prince did not surprise monarchist 
followers here, who remember the crown 
prince’s favors toward her. It is com­
monly stated that his influence brought 
about her first hearing before royalty.

Lures Are Numerous.
Recently the owner of a large Berlin 

woodwork company offered the crown 
prince a directorship, but it was im­
possible for the crown prince to return 
to Germany, even in a private capacity.

Another proposal provided a Hungar­
ian estate for the crown prince, but the 
Hungarian Government could not per­
mit this without the entente’s approval.

The former kaiser’s desire to settle 
in the state of San Paulo, Brazil, is 
vouched for by Otto Friedrenuch, a ser­
vant who accompanied the ex-kaiser into 
exile and then became a sailor and has 
recently visited at Doorn. Friedrenuch 
declared the former kaiser planned to go 
to South America as soon as the former 
empress’ health would permit.

supplanted with entire changes of au­
thority in the Ukraine since 1917, says 
the Vollia Rossii, a Russian daily paper, 
published here by Socialist Revolution­
ists. The revolutionists, it is said, have 
been due to the struggles of the peas­
antry against the successive rule of the 
Germans, the Cossack hetman, the land 
barons and, finally, the Bolsheviki.

After telling about the revolts of the 
Little Russians against “authority Im­
posed upon them without their consent,” 
the article says:

“A radical change has occurred tn the 
psychology of the peasant masses, a 
change which may be termed ‘psycho­
logic atavism.' It is as if the souls of 
the people were changed back to the 
times of the sixteenth and seventeenth 
centuries, the times of the Tartar inva­
sions, the slave markets of Constanti­
nople in the struggle for the right to 
live on the ground drenched with the 
blood of their forefathers.

“Starving North Russia has sent forth 
scores of thousands of Soviet em­
ployees and bag speculators (persons 
dealing In foodstuffs carried in bags on 
their backs) to the fertile Ukraine prov­
inces, in quest of food, while about 
200,000 Soviet troops are stationed in the 
cities, towns and hamlets of the Ukraine.

“Many families from North Russia are 
migrating to the south to escape death 
by starvation. At the same time, the 
Soviet authorities have taken steps to 
mobilize the male peasant population 
and send them away to the north and to 
the Ural, in an effort to combat the re­
bellion of the peasantry. The cruelties 
of the Austro-German period of occupa­
tion are as nothing compared with the 
horrors of the Soviet activities in the 
Ukraine.”

The earlier cruelties toward the peas­
ant rebels, such as flogging, confiscation 
of farm implements and depletion of 
their resources, has been followed, the 
article says, “by punitive expeditions, 
wholesale executions, hangings and 
shootings.” The peasants in reprisal are 
reported as ambushing Bolshevik de­
tachments many of which “disappear 
without a trace.” Cases are on record, 
the newspaper states, where "commun- 
ists have been buried alive by the 
score.”

OTTAWA, April 13.—(By Canadian 
Press.)—Sub-standard shops, an effi­
cient nursing system, sheltered em­
ployment, the establishment of indus­
trial colonies and the development of| 
clinics in all centres throughout Can­
ada, were recommended as efficient aids 
in the fight against tuberculosis by 
Colonel William M. Hart, tuberculosis 
expert of the department of Soldiers 
Civil Re-establishment before the par­
liamentary committee on soldiers’ civil 
re-establishment this afternoon

Colonel Hart presented the report of 
the board of tuberculosis sanatoria con­
sultants, which was compiled after an 
extended examination of the whole 
problem, both among the soldier and 
civil populations throughout the Do­
minion.

In explaining his report, Colonel Hart 
said that the care and continued treat­
ment of patients discharged from sana­
toria was indorsed by medical experts 
all over the world. Adequate compen- 
sation was necessary. Pensions of one 
hundred per cent should be supple­
mented in order to give patients an op­
portunity to care for themselves. The 
relationship between permanency of 
sanatorium results and sufficient in­
come was exceedingly close.

TORONTO, April 13.—The report of 
Hugh L. Cooper and Company, New 
York, on the Chippewa-Queenston 
power development was tabled in the 
Legislature this afternoon by Hon. H. 
C. Nixon, provincial secretary, as well 
as reports from other experts dated later 
than the Cooper report.

Premier Drury, in a brief statement, 
made it clear that the whole of the 
Cooper report was not being tabled. At 
the request of the Government at Ot­
tawa certain matters were not being 
made public, he intimated, because of 
their international importance.

Basing calculations on the develop­
ment of power with a flow of 15,000 
second feet and a development of 
about 450,000 horsepower, Mr. Cooper 
estimates the total cost of the under­
taking at $71,988,626. He figures that 
up to May 1, 1920, $14,000,000 had al­
ready been spent on the work. Another 
estimate calculating on the basis of a 
development of 20,000 second feet with 
a production of approximately 600,000 
horsepower, amounts to $88,930,506.

Much Lower Estimates.

TORONTO, April 13.—When the Lon­
don City Gas bill came up for com­
mittee consideration in the Ontario 
Legislature today. Dr. H. A. Stevenson. 
Labor member for London, stood abso­
lutely alone in opposing the imposition 
upon London citizens of the increased 
gas charge schedule, drawn up by the 
sub-committee of the private bills, and 
approved by the whole committee. He 
voted alone in the House for his amend­
ment to make the price of gas $1 per 
1,000 cubic feet, with 25 cents additional 
to be set aside into a possible refund 
account, and in face of overwhelming 
opposition was compelled to withdraw 
a second amendment to delay the In­
creased charge until the Gas Company 
refunded to the citizens the $60.000 it 
had illegally exacted in service charges.

Although the London member lost 
out in his fight on behalf of London 
citizens, he may have secured gratis 
for them the services of one lawyer, 

: generally regarded as a pretty fair one, 
to fight the Gas Company for a re­
fund of $60,000 service charges. Vigor­
ously opposing Dr. Stevenson’s amend- 
|ment, stipulating a refund of the $60,- 
1000, R. L. Brackin, Liberal member for 

West Kent, declared that if one London 
citizen secured a division court de­
cision for the return of his particular 
contribution in illegal service charge, 
the company would have to refund the 
claims of every gas user in the city.

“If the London citizens get one di- 
ivision court decision in their favor, and 

the company does not pay all the 
, others," declared Mr. Brackin, "I will 

take the suit of all the others into 
court and sue the company for nothing.”

Dr. Stevenson was hardly satisfied 
with even that proposal. He pointed 
out that the amounts at issue were dis­
tributed in $1. $2 and $3 lots between 
thousands of London citizens, every one 
of whom would have to go to court 
Despite, however, his plea that surely 
the Legislature, supposed to protect the 
rights of the people, would afford that 
protection, the committee passed the 
bill as it went through the private 
bills committee.

Railwaymen May Strike.
While the miners are thus losing the 

support of the general public, organized 
labor is steadily consolidating on the 
side of the miners. The Amalgamated 
Society of Locomotivemen and Firemen, 
whose attitude previously had been 
doubtful, decided today to strike with 
the Triple Alliance. The executive of 
the Railway Clerks’ Association also 
recommended joining the strike. The 
Electrical Workers of London, but not 
of the whole kingdom, threaten to 
strike.

There is still some question as to 
whether a strike of all the members of 
the Triple Alliance is possible Friday. 
According to the constitutions of the 
respective sections, the railwaymen may 
be called upon to strike without a ballot, 
but the transport workers are required 
to take a ballot before a strike is called.

Disgrace to Trade Unionism.
A manifesto issued late tonight by 

the Triple Alliance, in which this body 
emphatically supports the miners' 
claims, contends that such re­
ductions in. the miners’ earnings "no 
trade union In the past ever accepted," 
and declared that if accepted "it would 
be a disgrace to trade unionism of the 
world."

It continues: "The Miners' Federa­
tion fully realizes that the present 
position of the industry is as bad as 
it has ever been in its history. They 
are prepared to do their share in help­
ing the industry by accepting a re­
duction in wages of a national and 
uniform charactear, but not such as will 
reduce the miners below their pre-war 
standard of living.

He 
argued that there was a considerable 
element in the United States which 
would be glad if the reciprocity agree­
ment were adopted. He referred to the 
Fordney emergency bill as having mani- 

fest disadvantages to Canada. The bill 
was again before Congress. There was 
danger of it becoming law, and both 
countries would et along better with 
friendly trade relations. As the reci­
procity agreement was still on the 
statute books of the United States. 
Canada was justified in assuming that 
it was still open for adoption.

“There never was a time," Mr. Fiield. 
ing declared, "when good commercial 
relations were so needed between Can­
ada and the United States." It would 
he a good thing, he thought, for Canada 
to make a move for adoption of the 
reciprocity agreement.

Encourage Cordial Relations.
Sir Henry Drayton, minister of 

nance, asserted that the most cordial 
i relations with the United States should 

be encouraged. But there might be 
difference on ways and means of ob­
taining those relations. It might look 
like sharp practice to try to put the 
reciprocity pact through under pres­
ent conditions. As to the suggestions 
that Canada should take immediate 
action in view of the Fordney bill, 
Sir Henry did not think a retaliatory 
measure would be proper.
