C. A. of to-day and the Young Men's
Society of over haif a century ao
Wherî about the year 1830, David a~-
smith visited Toronto (then York) and
organized the Youn g Men's Society
(practically a Y. M, C. A.) Mr. ]Lesslie
identified himself ivith the work, and
continued bis connection with the So-
ciety until its dissolution about the
year 1839. During that period lie filled
the offices, respectively, of Secretary
and President. H1e became a member
of the Toronto Y. M. 0. A. early in its
history. and to his liberality the Asso-
ciation was Iargely indebted for niany
comf orts in the commodious roonis so
long occupied on King Street (of which
roperty he iras the owner). Our

bis contributions.
