An Act to incorporate the Canadian Society of Joiners
and Carpenters of Montreal.

W IIEREAS an Association under the name of the Canadian Society Prearmble.
of Joiners and Carpenters of Montreal, has existed for several

years in the City of Montreal, having for its object the aid of its mem-
bers in case of sickness, and the ensuring of like assistance and other

5 advantages to the widows and children of deceased members; And
whereas the neibers of the said Association have prayed to be incorpor-
ated, and it is expedient to grant their petition: Therefore Her Majesty,
&c., enacts as follows:

25 establish such rules, regulations and by laws, in no respect inconsistent
with this Act, nor with the laws then in force in Lower Canada, as they
may deem expedient and necessary for the interests and administration
of the affairs of the said Corporation, and for the admission of members
thereof; and the same to amend and repeal, from time to time, in whole

30 or in part, and also such regulations and by-laws as may be in force at
the tine of the passing of this Act; such majority may also execute and General pow
administer, or cause to be executed and administered all and every the trofadtinis.
business and matters appertaining to the said Corporation, and to the
governrnent and management thereof, in so far as the same may come

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III. Ail real and personal estate at present the property of the said
Association or which may hercafier be acquired by the members thereof
in their capacity as such, by purchase, donation or otherwise, and ail
debts, claims and rights which thcy may be possessed of in such capaci-
ty, shall bc and they are hereby transferred to the corporation constitu-
ted by this Act, and the said corporation shall be charged vith all the
liabilities and obligations of the said Association ; and the rules, regula-
tions and by-laws, now or hereafter to be established for the management
of the said Association, shall be and continue to be the rules, regulatiôns
and by-laws of the said corporation, until alitered or repealed in the
manner prescribed by this Act.

IV. The members of the corporation, for the time being, or the ma-
jority of them, shall have power to appoint administrators or managers
for the administration of the property of the corporation, and such
officers, managers, administrators or servants of the said corporation as
may be required for the due management of the affairs thereof, and to 20
allow them respectively a reasonable and suitable remuneration ; and all
officers so appointed shall have the right to exercise such other powers
and authorities for the due management and administration of the affairs
of the said Corporation, as may be conferred upon them by the regula-
tions and by-laws of the said Corporation.

V. The said Corporation shall be bound to make annual reports to
both branches of the Legislature, containing a general statement of the
affairs of the Corporation, which said reports shall be presented within.
the first twenty days of every Session of the Legislature.

Public Act. VI. This Act shall be deemed a public Act.
