An Act respecting the County Town of the County of Halton.

W HEREAS the Act of the Parliament of Canada, 16 Victoria Chapter Preamble.
218, whichseparated the County of Halton from the County of Went-

worth, fixed the County Town at " Milton,'' although petitioned against
by a large number of the inhabitants of the County, praying that the

5 Election of the place for the County Seat might be left to a vote of the
Rate-payers ; And ihereas large Petitions have been présented at the
present Session, setting forth that "Milton" is not the most fit and con-
venient place for the County Town, and would not be selected by the
Rate-payers of the County, and that as the present Jail bas been de-

10 clared insufficient by the Government Inspector, and therefore the
County will be called on at great expense to erect a new Jail, and they
therefore pray that the County Seat may be selected by a vote of the
Rate-payers of the County ; And whereas it is expedient to grant the
prayer of the said Petitioners. Therefore, Her Majesty &c., enacts as
