In addition to the General Index to the Journals, there will be found at the end
of this volume (see page 507) a General Index to the Sessional Papers of both Houses
for the same period, so prepaied that all Accounts and Papers, Returns to Addresses
and Orders are arranged alphabetically, showing the year, the number of Sessional
Paper, and whether they have been printed-or otherwise.
