“THEREAS certzun Disputes have existed respecting the

Boundary Line between the Provinces of . Canade and

New Brunswick in North America ; and pending such.

Disputes certain Funds have arisen from the disputed Territory, and
have been received by the Govemments of such’ Provmces respec-
tively : And whereas, with a view to the Settlement of such Disputes,

the - Governor General of Canada and the Lieutenant Governor of

New Brunswick, by the' Advice of, thelr respective Councxls, agleed
that,_the, Matter. in . dispute. should be_ referred to Albltxators, who

~ should bc dxrected to report to Her MaJesty s-Government, and that

such Governor General and Lleutenant Govem01 should each name
an -Atbitrator on behalf. of the said .respective; Provmces, and that

~ such Arbxtrators should name a Thlrd Anbltmtor, the Awaul to be

made by the Three Atbitrators or any Two of them}; and it was also

agreed by such Govemor General and Lleutenant Governm, with

‘the Advice aforesaid, that  the net Proceeds ‘'of ~the Funds in. the .
Hands.of the said Governments arising. from the dlsputed Teritory =
should be apphed first, to defray the Expenses of the Arbitration, |

the Licutenant Governor of New Brunswick named Travers Tuiss

‘Doctor of Laws, to be another of the said Arbitrators, and the

said Thomas Fulconer and Travers Twiss named the Right Honour-
able Stephen Lushington, Judge of the Admiralty Court, to act as
the Third Arbitrator: And whereas on the Seventeenth Day of April
One thousand eight hundred and fifty-one the said Stephen Lush-.
ington and Travers Twiss made an Award concerning the said
Bound.ny, and transmitted the same, together with a Pla.n therein
referred to, to the Right Honourable Earl Grey, One of Her
Majestyv's Pnumpal Sccretmeq of State, and such Award is in the
following Terms:
