Newport, Now.4~The Chartists ave in pos-
session of the town. Thismeroing about 8,000
of the most desperate, headed by Frost, the ex-
waghvrete and Chartist demagogue, marc bed
into Newport from the hilis, stmed with mus-
kets, guns, pistols, pikes, *sords, and other
offensive wenpons, and havin also twosmall
Jieces of cannon, and commenied a violent
sttack on the Westgate Hotel, where the ma-
gwirates were sitting,  The mil re
p mptly called out, and as the attuck wa
the most ferocious and bloody character, 1
were obliged to fire upon them, and fru
20 were killed. It is reported that some ¢
soldiers were killed; a sergeait named Daly
was wounded with slugs in the forehead, and
soother wounded in the arm, Mr. H. Wil-
liams, ire-:menger, received a slug in the fore
bead, w sabre cut on the knee, and several
severe contusions—his life, however, is not in
danger. Mr. Morgan, draper, was also wound
ed b a musket, but hopes are entertained for
his lile.  The 45th soldiers acted bravely
they acted like men, and but for their noble
exertions tie town would probably by this time
have been a mass of smoking ruins.
