If there is nol a verb “to democratize,” we are in a
fair way lowards proving the need of the word in the

Motherland . “Paternalism™ answered very well to

deseribe the attitude of the present British Govern-
ment, so long as it persisted in its  old-age  pension
and personal Tabilitv scheies . Governments cateh
steh habits and schemes ke measlesc and goenerally get
over them all right, when time eveals there full bear-
ing. Bul the present Chaneellor of the Fxchequer,
Mon. Llovd George, wenl hevond anything he ladl ev-
er attempted before in his Budeet of last week, e
i= now about to indulge in an instrance azainst nnem-
plovment o campaion against tuberealosis, and also he
infends toreduce the British [Touse of Commons to the
level of ofher legislatures, and to make its memhers
paid servants of the nation . "Theoretieally this is op-
posed {o fthe bhaste principle of British Government,
but that factwill have no effeet upon the ieonoclastic
Chancellor. There i nothine fundamental, but - the
expeciency of the moment in Demorracy . That is in-
evitable, as a momentary glance at the history of the
past and the philosophy of the movenment will convinee
any doubter.

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TRADE BOYCOTTING.,

A most importint dedsion was handed down by the

Supreme Court of the Unifed States last week, which

ought not to go unmoticed, as is not unlikely because

of the popular interest in the other judgment againsl
Standard 0il, rendered about the same time.  The
cise adjudicated was that of the labour leaders, Samuel
Gompers, Frapk Morrison and Joln Mitchell  who had
heen sentenced to imprizonment because of the trade
hoyeott of the Buck Stove and Range (ompany by a
District Supreme Conret, The Judges in final appeal
decided that onldy a fine and pot imprisonment should
have bheen imposed . inaccoidance with the ploa enter
ol against the prisoners, and reversed that sentence.

The judgment went further, however, and detor-
mined thata {rade hoveott of the character complained
of by the Buck (oo was i itelf illegal. and punish-
able by law, the remmarks of Judge Lamar. who deliver-
el the opinion of the Supreme Court, heing as follows:

“The defenee on this part of the injundion raises
no question as to an abridement of free speech, huf
mvolves the power of o conrt of equity to enjoin the
defendants Frome continuing a boyeott which hy words
anel 2ienalg, ]»I'ill!t‘tl or .\']ml\wlL mused or threatenal
ireparable damage .

SNociety itsel s an oramization and does not ob-
jeet to orgainimtions for sacial, veligions, husiness and
all lezal purposes. “The law therefore recognizes the
richt of workingmen to unite and to invite others to
join their rapks, therely making available restrainmt,
influence and power that come from such association.
By virtue of this right powerful labour unions have
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been organized, but the very fact that it is lawful to
form these bodies with multitudes of members means
that they have therely acquired a vast power, in the
presence of which the indivilual may be helpless.

“This power when unlawfully used against one can-
ot be met except by his purchasing peace at the cost
of submitting to terms which involve the sacrifice of
rights protedted by the Constitution or by standing on
such rights and appealing to'the preventive powers of
a court of equity. When such an appeal is made it is
the duty of government to protect the one against the
many as well as the many against the one.

“I'm the case of an unlawful conspiracy the agree-
ment to act in concert when the signal is published
zives the words “Unfair,” ‘We don’t patronize’ or simi-
lar expressions, a force not inhering in the words
themselves and therefore exceeding any possible right
of speech which a single individual might have.

“Under such circumstances they become what have
heen called ‘verbal acts” and as much subject to in-
junct'on as the use of any other forece whereby pro-
perty is unlawfully damaged.  When the facts in such
case warrant it a court having jurisdiction of the par-
ties and subject matter has power to grant an injunc-
tfion. ™

BRITISH EMPIRE TRADE MARIK.

Apparently the disposition to establish an Lmpire
Trade Mark, which shall serve to distinguish any ar-
ticle stamped with it as being of British-Imperial
manufacture, is general, It is not a pleasant comment=
ary on the times, to lave the acknowlelgment on all
¢ides that it is necessary fo have such a Mark. Pri-
vate marks have a certain efficacy, but more has he-
come needful, when the British name, and reputation
for good work, isliable to be, and indecd often is, pil-
fered by foreign manufacturers.

Mr. R. Walton, President of the British Chamber
of {'ommerce in Paris, recently declared at a meeting
ealled in London by Lord Avebury to discuss this very
(lll(‘si lon:—

“There is no article made on earth, in heaven, in the
seas or under the seas, that has not been imitated hy
our foreign competitors, Ome of the Directors of the
Paris Chambar was over in Hanover a few years ago,
ane was invited to go over a large bt factor.. or
Gtelier,” and as he was walking round the large work-
shop he saw a belt being made, and every three yards
was having stamped on it: ‘Made in England’ At
that period we had conducted a campaign  against
these fraudulent marks, so he asked what was the
meaning of putting on the words ‘Made in England.’—
‘Oh! the foreman replied, ‘that belt is for Russia, and
unless they see that stamp upon it, they will not buy
it”  There is not an article sent from England that is
not imitated either by Germany, Austria or Belgium.
If you take for instance ome of the largest articles of
consumption, although of low valie—note-paper—not
a twentieth part of the note-paper sold as Fnglish is
made in England at all, There is an act, called the
Madnid (‘onvention, intended to prevent all frandules!
use of British marks, or those of other mations, buf
when that act was applied by the French government,
it came short in this way.  Let me explain that you

have a public presecutor in this country whose powers
extend to all delinquencies; in France, the sane offi-
cal has not this extended power. so when the
French douane, or customs, discover these frauds, and
my Chamber gets a message from the dosane that
certain goods have arrived at the frontier, there is no
action by the official prosccutor.  Our Chamber is not
recognized as an interested party. norare we there for
sich a purpose.  We  have asked many merchants fo
undertake thege prosecufions, hut none vet have done
so, and we believe for reasons of expense.

We have every dav csces of complaint ; but we do
not relax our efforts in trying to shame people who
mark these goods.  And in many cases we sueeeed .”

M. Hamning, another merchant interested in Euro-
pean trade,is of the opinion that in future. the British
Government, which of Jate vears has heen more in-
clined to grant concessions than to take a firm stand,
should determine wpon a policy of =quid pro qua™ in
the matter of profeciion of trade marks,  lle says:—

“We oare aware that the “Merchandise Marks Act
does give some protection to forcign marks in Great

dritain, bul that ¢t is mainly intended for the pro-
tection of British marks, and, as further protecion
could be accorded to Foreign marks in this country,
such extended protection could be made  conditional
upon British marks being hetter profected in foreign
countries.

As regards France, for instance, would it not be
possible to bring about some convention or arrange-
ment between Great Britain and IFance, by which, sub-

—"To the crimimal mateh can be attributed a very large
pucentage of the fires which have occwrred, but if statistics
were compiled, showing the number of fires, with their conse-
quent loss, which were started by cgarettes, we believe it
would not be much smaller than that of fires caused by mat-
ches.”

—The Merchants Association of New York is taking steps
to have the charter of that city so amended as to provide for
better fire-prevention regulations.  This association is a very
influential organization and many of its recommendations in
the past have been carried out.

—The annual report of Viviam M. lLwewis, commissioner of
banking and insurance for New Jersey, shows that the fire
losses inenrred in that State during 1910 amounted to +%,-
982,642, These. he states, were $1.075.300 in excess of those
incurred in 1%09. In his report for that year he gives the in-
curred losses as $3,956,362. On  this basis the losses incurred
in 1910 would only be $1,026,280 in excess of those incurred
during the previous year,  Whichever figures are comrect, New
Jesey experienced more than its share of losses, as the total
for the United States and Camda in 1910 exceeded those of
1909 by only $30,821,500. In his report the commissioner
gives the premium receipts for last yar as $10327,169, which
he says is an increase of $231,710 over the previous year.

The Boston board has voted that “each fire insurance com-
pany doing business in Boston shall be allowed to appoint
or continue but one representative for the corporate city of
3oston,” and that “‘the said representative shall be the ouly
one allowed to write and sign policies upon property located
in said Boston.” This i8 said to be in accordance with the
general commission plan of the Castern Union,

In a joint resolution Congressnan Jackson of Kansas has
proposed an  investigation of the abmnormal loss of life and
property by fire in the United States and the collection of
statistical data on rates. saying that “the determination of

reasonable fire insurance rates for any State requires a con-
sideration of the facts and history of fire losses in all the
States, and such work will be greatly facilitated and made
more perfeet by a central bureau of research, which must of
neeessity be condueted by the Federal govermment.”

—Maine law has been amended to the affect that no cas-
nalty or accident policy may be invalidated by failure to give
notice of injury or death within thirty days of oceurrence.
sotice given within reasonable time shall be held to be valid
and binding on company. Insurance placed in unauthorized
companies is taxed five per cent, excepting that placed by
brokers specially licensed to deal with nonadmitted compan:
ies. Statements must be made by the assured on December
firat of each year of all insurance thus placed during the pre

celing year. Falure of compliance entails a peuulty of not
less than $100 nor more than $500 for each otlence.

—An mterestg table pubiished m a recent wssue of “The
Spectator” s one showing the underwriting and investment
profits and losses of one hundred leading fre msurance com
panies last year and since 1898, compled rrom records of the
New York insurance department. 7This shows that the aver-
age underwriting profit of these companies last year was 7
per cent. For the year 1909 the average underwriting profit
of one hundred companies was 8.3 per cent and for 1908 the
average profit of one hundred and seventeen companies was
2.5 per cent. In the year 1907 the average profit of one hun-
dred and twentyone companies is given as 11 per cent. The
previous year, being the one in which the San Francisco fire
occurred, shows, of course, a very high percentage of loss.
This was 55 per cent, and offsets much of the profit of other
years. The years 1904, 1901, 1900 and 1899 all show an un-
dierwriting loss . For the past thirteen years there is shown
to have been an average underwriting Joss of 1.8 per cent.

RAILROAD EARNINGS.

Railroad gross carnings make a slightly closer comparison
with last year than a week ago, the total of all United States
roads so far reporting for the opening week of May aggregate
$7.933.536. a loss of 1.3 per cent as compared with the earn-
ings of the same roads for the corresponding period last year.
A larger number of roads this week show gain, notably in the
South, among them Central of Georgia, Mobile and Ohio,
Southern and Seaboard Air Line. In the Southwest and West
a number of important systems report 1088, but more or less
gain is made by Missouri, Kansas and Texas, Minneapolis and
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St. Louis and Missouri Pacific. Among the roads in other
parts of the country making increased returns are Chicago and
Alton, Jowa Central and Wabash., In the following table are
given the gross earnings of all Uniteld States railroads répol't-
ing to date for the first week in May and the loss as com-
pared with the carnings of the same roads for the correspond-
ing period a year ago; also for the two preceding months, to-
gether with the percentages of gain or loss compared with last
year:

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WILY ORIENTAL TACTICS.

It appears that Japan which is yapidiy becoming an indus-
triad navion, s wide awake to take advantage or any tradd
openings, at the expense of British or other competitors.

“The cotton people at home are very insistent that the
Government of India should go out of thewr way to extend
the arca of cotton cultivation and improve the staple. |1
wonder if they would quite so eager if they reabsed that all
the eflorts of the State in that direction have so far bene
fitted nobody so much as the Japanese mill idustry, w hich is
becoming so formidable a rival to the British textle trade in
the Far last.”  This is the remark of the Bombay correspond-
entof “Capital,” who elaborates the implication by declar-
ing that from the cultivators’ point of view this Japanesc
competition is a perfeet godsend. It has dealt a staggering
blow to the Bombay cotton-huying ring, which long tyrannis-
ed over the producer. The Japanese pay fair prices on the
spot, and they will rise several points to retain the footing
they have secured in the cotton districts by their foresight,
vigilance, and enterprise.

It would be a remarkable irony of fate (continues the wri
ter) if the new agricultural bank, which at long last has been
conceded to the importunity of Nir Vitaldas Thackersey and
Mr. Lalubhai Samaldas. prove an indircet ally to the Japan
ese cotton-buyers.  The bank is to lend money to co-opera-
tive credit societies only on the recommendation of the regis
trar. In the Bombay Presidency the cotton cultivator is the
special coneern of the co-operative system, and he will have
the first call on the agricultural bank. That will be good
for him. hut stul better for the Japanese agent. who with his
long purse will be there or thereabouts when more and bet-
ter cotton is on sale. And to think that it was due to the
furions swadeshism of the sedition-mongering days that the

Japanese slipped into the cotton ficlds!

FIGHT AGAINST TRUSTS.

The Washington Government is sull deternnned  upoa
poucy ol repression of mergers.  lavidently, the decsion ol
the supreme Court in the Standard Oil case, which contamed
i oatsell the germ ol toleration of what were not properay
nionopolistic mergers, has not bred toleration in the minds of
the President and s advisers.

FORE-ORDAINED  CONDEMNATION.

It would probably be impossible for a foreign country to
colleet damages from the United States for ruining the ex-
port trade to it. throngh the evil habit of the Washington
authorities publishing broadeast the secizures of foodstuffs by
the Pure Food Commission on suspicion.  Undoubtedly, Tur-
key would have pretty good ground for such an action if it
were possible to bring it about.

TLast Tall about 20.000 cases of figs were seized in New
York: it was announced because they were wormy and un-
fit for food. Now ‘orders have been sent from Washington
to release the figs and allow them to go into the ordinary
channels of trade!

Evidently. there must have bheen mistakes made in effect-
ing the original seizure, since a “wormy” condition would not

be improved by storing them for eight or nine months. Pa-
pers frienwy to the administration are driven to the poor de-
vice of claiming that the Turkish ambassador was able to

ercise some powerful influence in the matter!

The excuse is worse than the implied mistake. for it is a
fairly scrious thing if the Pure Food people are to take their
orders from the political exigencies of the moment. However,
a flat denial is offered to the statement, and it is evident a
blunder was made in the first instance.

A worse blunder was made when publicity was given to the
fact of the seizure and the alleged reasons for it. It will not
be casy to overtake the slander upon imported figs, and the
trade is bound to suffer from it for some time to come.

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yield 50,000 tons of fuel, 3,600 Ibs. of
this fuel has the calorific value of a ton
of anthracite coal. At the current price
of anthracite coal, therefore, the value
of the product of 28 acres of peat would
be $162500. All bogs do not show a
clear depth of nine feet. but from the
figures given, it is easy to see the im-
mense value of this fuel. The provin-
ces of Ontario and Quebec send $20,000.-
000 annually to the United States for
coal. A proper development of our peat
areas would save to the country a con-
siderable amount of this money. The
Department of Mines at Ottawa  have
made practical experiments on a three
hundred acre bog which was purchased
for the purpose. A plant with «a capa-
city of 30 tons a day, working over a
period of 140 days. produce fuel at a
cost of $1.40 on the field. With a lar-
ger plant ,and with the introduction of
mechanical excavators, it is believed that
this cost could be materially reduced.
The establishment of a Canadian Peat
Society, which has just been accomplish
ed. to study the problem in its local
phases, should do much to arouse a
more general interest in the natural re-

source.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even-numbered section of Domin-
ion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not re-
served, may be homesteaded by any per-
son who is the sole head of a family, or
any male over 18 years of age, to the ex-
tent of one-quarter section of 160 acres
more or less

Application for entry must be made in
person by the applicant at a Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-agency for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate. En-
try by proxy may, however, be made at
any Agency, on certain conditions by the
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or
sister of an intending homesteader.

DUTIES:—(1) At least s«1ix months’
residence upon and cultivation of the
land in each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sires, perform the required residence du-
ties by living on farming land owned
solely by him. not less than eighty (80)
acres in extent, in the vleinity of his
homestead. He may also do so by liv-
ing with father or mother, on certain
conditions. Joint ownership in land will
not meet this requirement.

(3) A homesteader intending to per-
form his residence duties in accordance
with th above while living with parents
or on farming land owned by himself
must notify the Agent for the district
of such intention.
