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Christian Covenant for the 
New Year.

A hundred and fifty-four years ago, a 
servant of Jesus Christ, who was honored 
in accomplishing much good in the world, 
wrote as follows on the first day of tbe New 
Year :

“ Acknowledging my continued depend 
ance upon God as my Creator, Preserver, 
and chief good, and ray continued obliga­
tions to him in duty aa my Lord and Ruler, 
and in interest as my Benefactor and Pro­
tector, believing that be is, and that he is 
(be re warder ol them that diligently seek 
him ; relying upon the merit, mediation and 
everlasting righteousness of my dear Lord 
and Saviour Jesus Christ, who loved me 
and gave himself for me, as my way to the 
Father, and the spotless robe wherein alone 
I can appear before Him ; and submitting 
my soul to the operation and influence of 
the blessed spirit of grace, without which I 
am nothing and can do nothing; thankfully 
owning God’s goodness to me ttie last year, 
in lengthening out my life, health, comfort 
in soul, peace, plenty, settlement, relations, 
liberty and opportunities ; and admiring his 
patience, forbearance, long-suffering in spar­
ing me in his vineyard, who deserved to 
have been cut down and cast into the lire as 
a barren tree ; lamenting my foolishness, 
the foolishness which is still bound up in 
my heart, and that which still breaks out in 
my lile ; and particulaxly that my improve­
ments in grace and usefulness last year, did 
not answer the covenants that begun it : 
Because of all this, I make a sure covenant 
and write it ;—

“ In the strength of the grace of Jesus 
Christ, on which alone I depend to work all 
my works in me, and for me, I covenant for 
ibis New Year, for my whole life; to walk 
closely with God, in all holy conversation, 
to keep my heart with all diligence : and to 
Thee, O my God, I commit the keeping of 
it : To take heed to mv ways, that I sin not 
with my tongue ; and do thou set a watch 
over the dour of my lips. I covenant to 
redeem my time ; and to thee, O God do I 
consecrate this year, and all the hours of it. 
The Lord enable me to fill it op with good, 
according as the doty of every day re­
quires. I bind myself to follow the Spirit 
of God in all my affections, and the Provi­
dence of God in my affairs, whatever God 
shall appoint mi- to, this year ; to health or 
sickness ; to plenty or loss ; to evil report 
or good report ; to liberty or restraint ; to 
the house of mourning or the bouse of re­
joicing 1 to life or death : behold, here 1 am ; 
let him do with me as seemelh good in hie 
eyes. Only, whatever tbe Providence of 
God allots for me, let the grace of God be 
sufficient for me, to enable me to accommo­
date myself to it, and then welcome tbe will 
of God ’’

Such was the covenant recorded by the 
Rev. Matthew Henry, tbe author of the 
Commentary on tbe Scriptures, on the first 
of January, 1704.

A Difficulty Considered.
A gentleman on being expostulated with 

on his own neglect to seek earnestly the 
salvation of bis soul, excused himself on 
the very common but insufficient plea, “ That 
the Christian world waa divided into so 
many sects that he should beat a loss to de­
cide wi;h which one to unite."

The reply he received was substantially 
as follows : “ You greatly deceive yourself 
if you regard this as a satisfactory excuse 
for an irreligious life. You make that a 
primary which is only a secondary ques­
tion. There are various sects which have 
distinguishing peculiarities, but there is a 
great foundation—* repentance toward God, 
and faith in our Lord Jeses Christ ’—on 
which they are ell agreed. Now your first 
consideration should be to get a safe standing 
on that foundation, and then yoe will be able 
without danger, more deliberately to deter­
mine with which sect to unite. You may 
lose all, even the precious life of your soul, 
if you wait in your present perilous situation 
to settle this really secondary question. 
Look at that vessel trembling under the 
power of the gale, her sails rent, her seams 
opening, her rudder lost, and she driven 
helplessly toward tbe rocky shore ! Ot 
what are her crew thinking ? la it not tbe 
main and absorbing object with every one to 
secure a safe footing on shore ? Suppose 
one of them, with death staring him in the 
lace, should refuse to make in exertion for 
bis safety, because he bad not determined 
whether he should be entertained at this 
house or that which be descries on the tend. 
This is your case. Get to shore first, set 
your foot firmly go that rock, then you may 
mfely take time to decide to which ho*

Progress.
When lie American Board teas formed 

in 1810, the whole annual income of all tbe 
Protestant Foreign Missionary Societies 
then existing probably did not amount to 
$200,000. The receipts of the English 
Church Missionary Society were then a boat 
$15,000 per annum ; those of the English 
Baptist Missionary Society not far from 
$20,000,; and those of tbe London Mis­
sionary Society perhaps $80,000. Tbe few 
other the» existing societies have ever been 
comparatively small. Since that time, while 
the number of distinct organisations for the 
prosecution of this work has greatly in­
creased, (amounting now to more than forty,) 
the income of the older, as well as of many 
of the newer societies, has also largely in­
creased. For the year last reported, the 
whole income of English Church Missionary 
Society exceeded $800,000, that of the Lon­
don Missionary Society-was about $420,000, 
and that of the English Wesleyan Society 
$615,000. The English Baptist Society 
received $100,000 ; the Foreign Mission 
Scheme of the Free Church of Scotland 
$80,000. Thus the united income of these 
six societies, for the last year, exceeded 
$2,000,000. In the United Stales, tbe in­
come of (be American Board for the last 
financial year was about $334.000 ; of the 
Presbyterian Board, $224,000 ; of the Bip- 
tist Uniop, near $97.000 ; and of tbe Epis­
copal Board, near $68,000. The receipts 
of the Methodist Missionary Society for 
Home and Foreign Missions were about 
8254,000.—N. T. Advocate and Journal.

Religious Intelligence.
Evangelization of the Chinese in 

Australia.
Our readers have been already made 

aware of the fact that the Bishop of Vic­
toria ( Hong Kong) has been on a visit of 
health to Australia. We are glad to find 
that his Lordship’s visit has been turned to 
good account by the personal investigation 
which Le baa been enable! to make into the 
religions condition of the vast and rapidly 
increasing Chinese population of these Brit- 
i-h Colonies. The Bishop's report is given 
in the September number of tbe Church of 
England Record for Melbourne diocese in 
the form of a letter, addressed to tbe Bishop 
of Melbourne, dated August 6;h, 1859.— 
He opens by slating that be had visited both 
Geelong and Ballarat, and had received a 
kind Ctirislian welcome, both from the 
Church of England Clergy and the minis­
ters of various Protestant Denominations. 
His meeting with Lo-sam-Yuen, the native 
Catechist, after a separation of three years, 
was an event of great joy to both. On 
Sunday afternoon, July 3rd, he accompanied 
the Catechist and six lay gentlemen on a 
visit to the Chinese encampment at Golden 
Point, near Ballarat :

“ In accordance with the usual practice 
they (tbe visitors) commenced singing, with 
uncovered heads, the Hundredth Pralm, in 
the English version, in an open space in 
front of some of the Chinese tents ; during 
which time a crowd of Chinese was attracted 
to the spot, and at the close, a little congre­
gation of two hundred Chinese was assem­
bled. Lo-sam-Yuen delivered a lengthened 
address to them in the Canton dialect, on 
tbe more prominent truths of the Gospel, 
and afterwards interpreted from me a few 
remarks spoken to him in the Mandarin 
dialect, concluding with a prayer in Chinese, 
during which they generally preserved a 
respectful silence. We afterwards visited 
a tew of tbe tents, and one or two shops and 
taverns,Jin which a number of the Chinese 
gold-diggers were idling their time on this 
day of weekly rest from their toil. Thence 
we made our way to a little weather-board­
ed chapel a mile distant, raised exclusively 
from ttie subscriptions of the Chinese, at the 
cost of nearly two hundred pounds, contri­
buted by several hundred donors in small 
sums*)! from half-a crown to one pound 
each. A liât of the donors, with the Chi­
nese names, and tbe amount given, was sus­
pended from the wall, inscribed on a piece 
of white calico. The chapel is calculated 
to contain three hundred persons, and was 
generally well attended, until the gradual 
removal of the diggings to an inconvenient 
distance; which of late has rendered neces­
sary an early removal of the building to a 
more eligible vicinity to tbe present Chinese 
encampment.

“ On the following Thursday evening tbe 
Council Chamber Rooms (the largest public 
building in Ballarat) were filled with an at­
tendance of above lour hundred persons to 
receive from me an address respecting tbe 
slate of the mission. On other occasions, I 
accompanied Lo-sam-Yuen and some Chris­
tian friends to tbe gold-fields, and witnessed 
the Chinese and European miners engaged 
in their laborious work.

“July 6th. I returned to Geelong, and 
on the following day delivered a lengthened 
address to eight hundred persons, in the 
large room of the Mechanics’ Institute.— 
Tbe Archdeacon and all tbe virions Pro­
testant Christian Ministers were present.— 
Tbe same hearty welcome and Christian 
fellowship were afforded to me as at Bal­
larat.

“ At tbe present lime Lo-sam-Yuen is the 
only native agent in connection with tbe 
Mission ; and since the disconnection of Mr- 
Young from its superintendence, there has 
been no one in the colony qualified by an 
acquaintance with the Chinese language to 
undertake the work of watching over and 
controlling the labours of the Chinese cate- 
ehisL This is not a satisfactory state of 
matters. Tbe natural effects of this defi­
ciency of European superintendence, and 
the want of an English clergyman capable 
of tooting the work and following up the 

mils of Lo-sam-Yeen's daily vieitt to the

• • * • Another subject for my re­
mark offers itself in the consideration of the 
actual present results of tbe Mission- There 
have been very few, if any, cases of baptism, 
though five or six applied for baptism in tbe 
last year, and three are now candidates for 
b.iptism at Ballarat. Of tbe 5,000 Chinese 
gold-diggers and others at Ballarat, miny, 
after a time, return to China, or migrate to 
other gold-fields, and any impression made 
upon such is likely to be lost from the want 
of a more extended system of native agen­
cy, as well as of European clerical euperio- 
icndeocy. If possible, additional Chinese 
missionary agents should be employed at 
various assigned posts in the different gold­
fields ; and those Chinese who have been 
under more private religious instruction in 
one locality, should continue to receive the 
same individual attention from native Chris­
tian fellow-labourers in their new plaee of 
residence end toil. Allied to this difficulty 
is also the fact brought to my notice by the 
representations of Lo-sam-Yuen, that van" 
ous promising cases of candidates for Chris­
tian baptism have been apparently lost to 
us through the want of prompt individual 
a'tention and the presence of an ordained 
Christian Minister speaking the Chinese 
language, and ready to administer tbe sacra­
ment of baptism

“ I should be sorry to express any senti 
menu likely to endanger that friendly and 
fraternal harmony hitherto so happily sub- 
listing in reference to the local Chinese 
Mission. Tbe co-operative principle of as­
sociated agency of all protestant Christians 
interested in the spiritual welfare of the 
Chinese, may possess some advantage at 
(be outset ; but in a more advanced state of 
a mission when the fruits of conversion be­
gin to appear, it is beset with embarrassing 
difficulties, and the question of particular 
Church membership arises, involving a more 
than ordinary degree of delicate and cau­
tious action. A delay of baptism until the 
latest period is likely, under such circum- 
stance», to be the general rule ; and the 
question of attachment to a particular com­
munion roust necessarily arise sooner or 
later to embarrass all schemes of a co-oper­
ative mission. Tbe ten or twelve cases re­
ported by Lo-sam-Yuen ,of individuals ap­
plying for baptism and afterwards removing 
to other districts,’without being admitted to 
this sacrament, may possibly have been those 
of men unripe and unfit for tbe solemnity ; 
but apart from these individual cases, the 
larger question involved needs an early sola 
lion, and admits (as I believe) of only one 
easy and simple remedy. I beg to suggest 
to your Lordship, and to many kind Chris 
ti.in friends whose acquaintance it bas been 
my privilege to form in this colony, tbe de- 
siratileness of terminating this embarrass 
ment by an amicable arrangement of tbeir 
respective and distant spheres of labour and 
the dis ribolion of their Missionary endea­
vours in the channel of their several Church 
organizations and Missionary Societies

To yourself and the members of the 
Church of England, I beg to submit tbe 
desirableness ot engaging a Missionary 
clergyman, to be sent out from the Church 
Missionary Society, or the Society for tbe 
Propagation of tbe Gospel in Foreign Parts, 
to act as a General Superintendent of your 
Chinese Mission in Victoria. I have two 
young Chinese Christian teachers in St. 
Paul’s College, who volunteered their ser­
vice! for Missionary work in this colony, 
hut whom I deemed at present too immature 
in religious character, in knowledge, and in 
general attainments to be sent to this distant 
field, and to be exposed to Ihe temptations 
arising (torn tbeir eligibleness and value as 
English interpreters in the pressing wants 
ol your local Government. It is not impos­
sible that at no distant time they, or some 
native Christians unacquainted with Eng­
lish, may be available in China, and sent to' 
help you in this Mission. Each of them 
might be fixed at one Mission station at the 
several gold-fir Ida, and an English clerical 
Superintendent already acquainted with tbe 
Chinese language, might be entrusted with 
(tie pastoral supervision of the whole Mis­
sion as an itinerirat Preacher and visitor 
from place to place.

“ For this purpose 1 recommend that a 
clergyman designated for this post ol useful­
ness should first visit the South of China, 
and for a period of two years occupy him­
self in the sole endeavour to acquire the dia­
lect of the Chinese immigrants. • • • • 
As our dear friend and brother, the Bishop 
of Sydney has expressed himself ready to 
fall m with any feasible plan in co-operation 
with ourselves in this work, your clerical 
supeNn'endent might also extend his sphere 
in occasionally visiting tbe Chinese gold­
fields in the adjoining Colony and Diocese 
ol New South Wales ’"

The Bishop then gives some account of 
districts in China whence the immigrants 
mostly come, and concludes by suggesting 
the establishment of a systematic corres­
ponding agency between English Christians 
in Australia and in China, in respect to the 
phinese immigrants. Probably (be says) 
ten thousand Chinese every year leave tbe 
haibor of Hong Kong for tbe shores ol 
Australia—Record.

weirs planted there. The lake was of a 
pear shape, only the narrow portion was 
prolonged some thirty miles south of the 
body where the travellers stood. There 
was an inhabited mountain Island near the 
beginning of the narrow part. The broad 
portion might be from tweoty-five to thirty 
miles broad. Its length might be from sixty 
to seventy miles, not including the southern 
narrow portion of thirty miles, Tbe height 
of tbe lake above Chibisa’e Island, where 
they left the ship, was 1,800 feet, and 2 000 
leet above tbe level of the sea. Mount 
Zomba, in its neighbourhood, was 6.0Q0 feet 
high- The natives reported that the Shir- 
wa was sepatated from a roach larger lake, 
called tbe Nyingesi The whole region was 
well, though not densely, peopled. The Por­
tuguese did not even pretend to know Shir­
wa. Frequent inquires were made of the 
natives as to whether any while man bad 
ever visited tbdte before, and they iovariably 
replied in the negative. Dr. Livingstone, 
therefore, claimed tbe first discovery for 
himself and Dr. KTrk, who accompanied 
)Sm, al hough the Portuguese claimed tbe 
honour for themselves- The travellers bad 
proceeded 150 miles without once coming 
into collision with the natives. Tbe Man- 
ganya cultivated the soil very extensively, 
and mere men than women were sometimes 
seen at ibis occupation. The soil was very 
rich, the grass generally from six to eight 
feet long. A few yards’ distance often com­
pletely hid a companion, and guides were 
always necessary. Gardens were common 
high up tbe hills, and on tbeir tops. Cotton 
was cultivated extensively, and tbe farther 
they went the crop appeared to be of tbe 
greater importance. Tbe women alone were 
well clothed with the produce, the men be 
ing content with goat skins and a cloth 
made of the bark of certain trees. Every 
one spun and wove cotton. Even chieta 
were to be seen with the spindle and distaff. 
Tbe process of manufacture was the most 
rude and tedious that could be conceived.— 
There were two varieties of the plant, and 
there were no insects to spoil it. Tbe Man 
ganya bad no domestic animals except sheep, 
goats, fowls, and dogs. Provisions were 
cheap and abundant. The weapons of the 
men were large bows and poisoned arrows. 
Every one carried a knife, and almost every 
village, had "a furnace lor melting black 
magnetic iron ore. A people to the N.N.W. 
had manufactured a rude imitation of a pis­
tol, which (bey fired only on occasions of 
mourning. They were not aware that 
could propel a bill During this joorney 
Dr. Livingstone and Dr. Kirk slept twenty 
nights in the open air and on the ground.— 
Still they returned from their march of 
twenty-two days to tbe ship in good health. 
A paper was also read fiom Dr. Living­
stone, which was leceived on Nor. 12,1869, 
on the navigation of the Zambesi, which be 
stated to be navigable. In ascending the 
river they burned no less than 150 tons of 
lignum vitae to generate steam, tbe value of 
which, 'at London prices, was .£900. In 
the midst of great disadvantages they had 
travelled no less than 2 350 miles of river. 
From October, 1858, to June, 1859, 5 782 
elephants’ tusks had gone down tbe Zero 
besi from Tette alone. Two-thirds of these 
were large, or upwards of 301b. each, and 
tbe weight of the whole was lOO.OOOlbs.— 
The merchandise was conveyed in unwieldy 
canoes, which cost from £60 to £70 each 
The Americans were absorbing all the trade 
of the east coast below Zanzibar. Tbe Dr. 
said tbe only paper be received waa oae 
containing an account of a meeting of tly 
society, in which it was affirmed that tbe 
river Zambesi was not navigable.

Dr. Livingston’s African Expe 
ditioo.

On Wednesday night a meeting of the 
Royal Geographical Society was held at 
Burliugton-honse, Sir R, I. Murchison pre­
siding. Dr. SliawVtbe secretary of the 
Society, read a papfer giving the latest ac­
counts of tbe Central African Expedition, 
transmitted by Dr. Livingstone. The pa­
per was veiy long, and only the most inter­
esting portions were read. Tbe first por­
tion, which was dated May 12, 1859, and 
addressed to the Earl of Malmesbury, gave 
ao account of. Dr. Livingstone's journey to 
Shirwa, a large inland lake. It bad no 
known outlet, and according to the report of 
the natives on its banks it waa separated 
from lake Nyingesi by a tongue of land only 
five or six miles broad, and the eon them 
end they discovered to be no more than 
thirty miles distant from a branch of the 
navigable Shire. Much delay bad been 
occasioned by tbe formalities necessary to 
convince every little great man that they 
were not a company of marauders. The 
water of the Shirwa had a bitter taste, but 
it waa drinkable. Fish abounded, and also 
alligators and hippopotami When the 
southerly wind blows strongly the water 
was said to retire sufficiently from that aide 
to enable the people to catch the fish in

“ In private exhortations at people's 
bouses, let these be represented as persons 
very turbulent, and continually importuning 
for readmission ; and let their sad late be in­
dustriously aggravated, who, after exelusion, 
happen to come to an untimely and miser­
able end.”

Chap. xin.—“ How to pick out young 
men for the society."

“ Let us endeavor, with the utmost pru­
dence, to pick out young men of a good ge- 
uins, an agreeable person, a noble family, or 
at least such as excel in some of these.

“ That they may with greater ease be 
drawn to us, let the masters, who have the 
care of their instruction, both during and 
after school time, by a particular mildness, 
prepossess them in our favour, and inain 
uate bow acceptable an offering it is to the 
Almighty when any one dedicates himself 
and all I hat be bits, to him, especially in the 
society ol his Son.

*’ At proper opportunities, let them be en­
tertained in our college gardens, and some' 
times at oar country seats ; let I hem accom­
pany oar members at times of recreation 
and by little end little be drawn into famil 
iarity ; bat, however, with such proper c»u 
lion as may prevent its breeding in them 
contempt.

“ Let not tbeir masters be allow* d to chas­
tise nor keep them in subjection, as other 
scholars.

“ Let them be allured by little presents 
and indolgment of liberties agreeable to 
their age ; and above all, let their affections 
be warmed with spiritual discourses.

“ Let it be inculcated that their being 
chosen out of so large a number, rather than 
any of their follow collegiales, is a most 
pregnant instance of Divine appointment.

“ On other occasions, hot e-pecially in 
exhortations, let them be terrified with de 
noEciations of eternal punishment, unless 
they accept of the heavenly invitation.

“ Tbe more earnestly they desire admis 
■ion into our society, the longer let tbe grant 
of inch favour be deferred, provided at the 
same time they seem steadfast in tbeir res 
(dation ; but if tbeir minds appear to be wav­
ering, let nil proper methods be used for the 
immediate firing of them.

“ L-t them be cautioned not to. make the 
least discovery of their calk to any intimate 
friends, nor even so much us to their pa­
rents, before they are become one ot us, the' 
if afterward any temptation to fall off arises, 
both they and the society may be wholly al 
their liberties ; and should we get the belter 
of such inclinations, it will always be a han­
dle from tbeir past irresolution to stillborn 
to firmer perseverance for tbe future, il this 
happen while they are novices, or after they 
have made but simple vows.
•“ But since the greatest difficulty occurs 
ia drawing in the sons of noblemen persons 
of distiociion, and senators, while they are 
under ihe wing of their parents, who endea­
vor to train them to servesd in tbeir em­
ployments : let our friends, rather than mem­
bers, persuade I Lem to seed their children 
into other p ovioees and remote universities, 
wherein some of c-r order are intors; pri­
vate instructions concerning ’heir quality 
and condition being finit transmitted, ibat 
they may be the better enabled, by touch­
ing open *ibe right springs, to secure tbeir 
affections to tbe society.

“ In troubles and afflictions we must ad­
minister comfort to every one according io 
tbeir several qualities and conditions, by lay­
ing before them how often riches are a curse 
to tbe possessors, and privately exhort them 
not to contemn the call of God, the doing 
which exposes the offender to no less a pen­
alty than that of hell-fire.

That parents may more readily conde­
scend to their sons’ desires of becoming 
members ol our society, it will be highly ex­
pedient to extol tbe excellency of our insti­
tution in comparison of that of all oiber or­
ders. Let us show that nothing is more 
pleasing to God tbsn that young men should 
devote themselves entirely to him, especially 
as companions in the society of bis Son; but 
if any difficulties be stated, by reason of the 
tenderness of tbeir age, let the easiness of 
oor institution be explained, whÿh contains 
nothing in it difficult to be observed, ex­
cept the keeping of the vows ; and [which is 
very remarkable] not any one ruie, whose 
non-observance woold be Ihe commission 
even of a venal sin.’’

A Terrific Cavern in Russia.
Mr. J. VV. Aikinsoo, F. U. G S., deliver­

ed a lecture, in tbe course ol which tie des­
cribed a fearful cavern with which he met 
in tbe course of his travels. While travel­
ing along the steppe, near the loot of the 
Alston Mountains, he eaid he came to the 
brink of one of tbe dry riv*-r-h-.ds frequently 
found in those regions. We shortly entered 
a chasm, which I found, was about one hun­
dred and twenty yards wide, covered with 
fallen rocks, among which a torrent was 
foaming with great fury. Our way was a 
rough and dangerous one ; sometimes several 
hundred feet above the stream, and then 
descending nearly to a level with the water.

Within its short history Methodism may­
be said to have twice supplied itself with 
chapels or chuicbes. lu earliest structures 
were of the humblest pretensions ; many ol 
us who are yet compstatively young can re­
member when it had scarcely a stone build­
ing in tbe New World, and not one with a 
steeple, bell, pqrtico, or any pretension to 
architectural taste. In this, as in most other 
things, it consulted only its cotemporary 
necessities Its chapel sites were generally 
in suburban and obscure localities, where its 
labors were most required ; iu bouses were 
cheap, free sealed, and but temporary ac­
commodai ions. Within little more than a 
quarter ol a century it has renewed almost 
its entire chapel previsions in tbe New World 
and within little more than half a century in 
England. Tbe aggregate of iu expenses in 
tbi* respi ct, if it could be accurately pre­
sented, would afiotd one of the most extra­
ordinary ■ xamples of liberality known in 
ibe modem church. Tbe census of the 
United S'xies for 1850 reported the property 
of tbe Methodist denominations (churches, 
oot parsonages) at $14,636,671. The an­
nual Minute» now show the valuation of ih- 
eburebti and parsonages ol the Methodist 
Episcopal Church (N.-rth) alone at $21,- 
24V 808, a gain of 63,341,624, or nearly 17

gate give- an average of more than 150

These (acts are given not so much as 
matters of i-oogratulation as evidence ol the 
responsibiliy ol Mitbodism I or our common 
lauli, here and throughout the world. We 
doubt whether any other single form of Pro­
testantism has nuw an equal responsibility 
in this respect. How carefully shouid the 
l.aders of such a cause guard its welfare by 
the wisest counsels, bow liberally should it# 
people endow and work its mighty agencies ! 
H ,w watchfully should we all nriinlain its 
spiritual pui ty and energy ! “ Tiie world
is toy parish," said Wesley tbe history oi 
Mrihodism has already and literally exem­
plified the m ixim. Let ns remind ourselves 
that the advance we have attained is but the 
vantage ground for a still sublimer future.

line seel eon be beatowed. There ate new «bout 
forty such diocisrs, tome of which, like those of 
Boptrt’» Land, Hong Kong, and Sierra Leone, 
are rather Missionary than Colonial, and another 
recently projected by Ibe two Universities will 
l/e purely Missionary to the Arab and Negro 
races ol Eust-Cemral Africa. On the opposite 
coast cf that Continent, the first three Anglican 
Bishops went out, with martyr-spirit, to “ tbe 
white man’s grave," and one after another bav- 
iog periefced there within n few years, a fourth 
has just received hie deaignelion to the same post, 
bet with better hopes that bis constitution, sea 
soned by tropical labours, will endure Ibe climate. 
It will be remembered ihvt the second ol those 
Bishops, the lete Dr. Weeks, when he accepted 
tbe appointment to Sierra Leone, stipulated ibat 
bis episcopal title should not be encumbered with 
the adJition of •• lordship.’’ In the Colonial 
Sees generally, however, we find united iu one 
person the dignities of bishop, prelate, and lord ; 
a distinction ol rank, both ecclesiastical and 
secular, being soperadded to tbe primitive office 
or fuoc.ion of ibe Elder, Superintendent or 
Bishop. The natural consequence is thet a supe­
riority and exclusiveness are effected alike by 
the chief pester and his clergy and people, which 
are too opt to be farther entrenched by those 

(tensions to Apostolic Succession and priest It 
prerogative which impair tbe force ol a pore 
Gospel Ministry, and plant the fatal seeds pi 
strife and division in the virgin soil from which 
future nations and Christian Cburchei are to 
irise. We do not find in the speeches at the 
Mansion House, when the Bishop of British 
Columbia took his public lareweli, the slightest 
recognition ol any Protestant agency having 
preceded him in bis new diocese. “ The temple 
of the Lord are we" was not said ; but any per 
son who drew his information solely from the 
facts staled on tbit occasion, must have con 
eluded Ibat no temple bad been opened in that 
remote lend before.

A great debt, according to tbe Bishop of Ox 
ford, is due by Britain to America, on account ol 
Ibe lete period at which the Anglican Episcopate 
•u erected on thet Continent. To introduce 
ibe Church without a Bishop is, in hia opinion, 
unless be has been mianeporled, “ detestable ” 
Tbe moral and political evils existing in North 
America be attribut* to tbe tact that, in the first 
nstancr, tbe mother country did not send thither 

- Christ’s Church in its completeness, Christ’s 
Gospel in i's freshness ? snd ihst thus “ the 
régénéraiing influence of tbe Church" was ab- 
lent or enfeebled. These are the ideas with 
which the Bishop ol Ux ord bids God speed to 
his bio her Bi-bop, and which be hopes will be 
ake too' on the borders of tbe Pacific. There, 

st least, ba ibunks Heaven, 11 ibe Cbuich wi l 
-ent ou’, not iri its weakness, not in its impei- 
isetioos, not in a way in which we do not have it 
st heme, and wbkb he thought detestable.’’ Tbe 
Bishop of London was a lime shocked, and qua­
lified these strung words by a lecogniticn ol 

tbe regenerating influence," net “ cf the 
Churchbut of the Spirit. “ After all,” be 
ssid, “ it is not the fotm we lock to ; tb.ee in. 
stitutions ot the Church ’might be found at the 
isst truly powerless if the Spirit of God did not 
breathe through them " Tbe value ol the Colo 
nisi Episcopate will depend on tbe predominance 
of the one or the other ol these views, both ot 
which are now la-gely represented in it. Tbar 
piscopate is one of the roost important facts ol 

onr age, and tbe political as weli as the eccleci- 
rstical history of remote Continents and of rising 
Empties will be influenced by it for centuries.

Sir Georg- Urey mentioned two other Colonies, 
which be I ad torn *-rly known without “ tbe spi­
ritual priv leges’’ <1 tbe Church ol England, in 
each ol which be Lvl seen a Bishop placed by 
tbe “ liberality ol tie same gentle lady.’’ These 
are by no means the only instances of the kind, 
though it is well known that “ the awful trust ol 
wealth" hes been d - charged by Mias Burdett 
Cuutts in numberless other ways besides that ol 
establishing what deserve to be called, by a tine 
of honour, and not ol reproach, an elect lady’e 
bishoprics Dr. Tait was careful to rematk that 
Ibe same trust and responsibility devotee upon 
thorn who bsve less wesl.b, in proportion to that 
which has : alien to their lot.

This bo-intifol lady in uer times, and tbe Coun­
tess of Huntingdon in those of oar lather», were 
no doubt distiogeisbed from most ol their siaiers 
by other pecoliaritiee besides those of ample 
fortune avd comparai ive freedom Irom ordinary 
cl*mil upon it.

Necessity for Arousing the Pro­
testant Feeling of Britain.

Tbe pope, it ia reported, is becoming ex- 
aeptrnicd against tbe emperor ol the French. 
A crusade ia being everywhere preached on 
belialt ol the papacy.

Iu Ireland, Dr. Paul Cullen and hi.-t par­
tisans are making dcrnoostiationa and utter­
ing the most outrageous falsehoods to sup­
port their position. They know that they 
have to deal with a people whom they them­
selves have retained in g-oss ignorance, and 
they feel that they are thus able to practice 
on their credulity.

One might suppo-e that we live in the 
middle ages, when there was little interna­
tional intercourse, and when a journey of a 
month or two was required to reach the 
Italian shore. It will Ihot do, however, to 
treat these deoioasiràiiéos wilh contempt. 
They are not tn'ended fur intelligent men, 
but are designed to ash, into fury Ibe popu­
lar sentiment, and to sway the policy of the 
parliament and government.

The Irish priests have the cotroul ol an 
ignorant population,and, through them, they 
arc determined to sway tbe course of the 
British government, and to force it, it pos- 
sible, to prop up the papal system. If out 
wretched parly politics are to be allowed to 
control us in the laoe of such danger, there 
is no doubt that this country will be made 
’be tool of the couit of Home.

It tt- above all things necessary that the 
whole Protestant feeling of Britain be arous­
ed to do battle against there insolent attempts 
—that the popish Archbishop Uulltn and his 
ignorant parti-ah* be shown that no jealous­
ies or rivalries wilt prevent Britain from 
taking her true place in the vanguard of the 
anti-papal forces—at.d that »e will stand 
faitbtully by any such minister •• Lord John 
Kussi II, who in an honest and manly way 
professes his hatred of" the papal policy, and 
his desire lor I alian Independence.

___champions el
Catholic emancipation revived the question 
in 1805, agate in 1811, end with more hope, 
fuloeo* in 1817. Ie 1821 George IV. vWt- 
td Irelard, presuming that his rotsl pres­
ence would esiablish a bond of amicable re­
lations between ell classes, but his pagean­
try was as mtfficieni as it »*« evan -ssent.

Monster meetings for repealing tie Union, 
government prosecutions and tithe ntfrays fol­
lowed, and Ireland remained • boring cal­
dron of strife and sectarian animosity till the 
providential interposition of tbe potato blight 
in 1847. Few would have augured a blessing 
from tuch an occasion, bet God’s xveys are 
not man’s ways.

This led to the Encumbered Estates Act, 
by which the land of the country was eman­
cipated from worse than an Egyptian bond­
age. The overflowing population, too, 
streamed forth aa by a miraculous exodus; 
perhaps not leas than two millions of the 
people became emigrants to other shores. 
The benevolence of British Protestants dur­
ing tbe potato famine was not lost on the 
people whose sufferings had been relieved. 
Sympathy, awakene by grievous want 
among the peasantry, led Christian* of Eng­
land to increased of evangelical enterprise 
and to prayerful exertions to diflu.-e Scrip­
ture truth ; and natives of Ireland who bad 
gone to other lands and associated with en­
lightened Christians in America autl in Brit­
ain, reflected back on the homes of their fa­
thers the light and freedom which ’hey now 
enjoyed.—EnglishCorrtrpondtid JSurthwat.

More Romish Kidnapping.
This disgraceful practice is singularly il­

lustrated by a case of rotant abfiuc ion, now 
awaiting the final decision of the Dublin 
Court of Queen’s Bench. The tollowing 
history of ibe aflair is given in th: Dublin 
baity Ktyrttt

** Mary Mathews, a child five or -six years 
old, is the daughter of Henry and Martha 
Mathews. It appear» that tbe mother went 
to the West Indies as a servant V bile she 
was there ber husband died, end, eccording 
to the alliiiavit, he committed tbe infant to 
the care of Mary Jordan, charging her to 
bate it brought up in tLe Roman Catholic 
faith, in which it was baptized. The fact of 
ibis dying injunction rests on the role testi­
mony ol Mary Jordan. This wo nan pro­
ceeded at once to gel rid of her charge.— 
She went to M.ies Margaret Aylwnrd, spin­
ster, who describee herself as the I’restdeot 
ot St. Bridget's Orphanage. This ‘ tdy took 
possession of the child, and the s .me day, 
about the third of April, 1858, con.oaitted ii 
io the eare of a nurse, uam -d Elizabeth 
Kenny, ol Saggard, in the Dubi a moun­
tains.

“ When tbe child was thus tran/'erred to 
the r.orse by Mis* Aylward, she look upon 
ber to change it* name Irom Mary Mathews 
:o Mary Farrell. That zealous bu y swears 
positively that Ibis change ol neon was not, 
adopted lor tbe purpose of cottcei ment — 
Site was merely ceiled after a bet clactress 
ot the Institution. It would be de.-itable to 
know who this bene tact re* ie, or ii it is tbe 
i-ustom thus to change tbe sornaie -s ol all 
ibe beneficiaries of Ihie charity ; but on this 
point depoo'tnt sayetb nothing. In the 
meantime the mother retorned h -me, and 
went to Chancery-lane (Mary Jordan’s 
home) in search of her child. O i the 8tb 
of May she served a notice on Miss Ayl­
ward that she required to have l ie infant 
restored to her aa her natural und legal 
uuardtan, and in pursuance of this notice 
she made tbe demand in person on tbe 5th 
ol June, accompanied by her solicitor — 
Miss Aylward refused to see them. In an­
swer to the conditional order ehe declared 
that ehe had not the child, and for ’ obvious 
reasons ’ she wonld not tell where it was.— 
What were the ‘obvious reasons ' that could 
induce a charitable laity to keep un infant 
concealed Irom its mother? Wo cannot 
imauinn any, except that the mother is a 
Protestant, and ought on that acci unt to be 
deprived of her natural and legal tight».’’

This refusal to give up the custody of the 
child to its mother throws a great deal of 
light on what follows. On tbe 8th of June 
—just three days after Mrs. Mathews, ac*. 
com pan nd by her solicitor, Mr. Martin, 
made a formal application for ber daughter, 
which was refused by Miss Ay’ward—a 
woman arrived at Saggard early in the 
morning. This woman was to far in the 
’onfidtnee of tbe kidnappera Ibat . he knew 

ol the change of tbe child’s name; she 
knew, ai-d, that she was engaged in • deli­
cate mission, concerning which questions 
might be asked in a court of justice, so sbe 
dtu not tell her own name.. The child re­
cognized her, however, from which it ep- 
fieurs that she was either the nurse from 
Cbaov.rry-lane, or some Irieod of hers, lor 
the poor iirtie child had no lime to form ac­
quaintance at the orphanage, hating been 
removed to tbe country the day sbe was 
taken into custody. This mysterious etran­
ger produced a letter in the words nod 
figures following : ‘ 6, Berkeley S net, Jooe 
8, 1858.—Mis Kenny,—Be ple«»» d to give 
my messenger the child Mary Farrell, as 1 
require her io Dublin in haste. I h tve given 
her the sum ot A! 10». for yon, on account 
ol my removing the child before the proper 
time.—M. A vlward.’ Miss Aylwi’fM swore 
that this letter was a forgery. The first 
*be heard of the removal ot the child ?was 
on the 19th of June, wlten Nur-e Kenny 
went to ber and ^pressed her regret for the 
occurrence. • What child V asked Miss Ayl­
ward. ‘Little Mary,’ answered the nurse.
* Did ( ou not write for bet /’ She swears 
that this caused ‘considerable sot prise and 
acnuyeace to her, as she was in no way pri­
vy to or cognisant of ouch act ’ Counst I 
declared that Mi»s Aylward is a t.iost res­

If Mus Aylward testifies truly, a double 
crime was committed by somebony, which 
she should have exerted herself to punish, 
if possible.

Tbe answer to this 
was that sl.e bad been placed in the custody 
of Miss AylwatU. Ado; her order was is­
eutd agaiiist that lady, who said she gave 
the child to a nurse, whose uarae sbe with­
held for ‘ obvions reason*.’ Ever since Ibat 
time tbe Coort, as Mr- Bremen E xpressed it, 
waa • battling with tbe air.’ Well might be 
say that there was not on tbe records of that 
Court, or of tbe Court of Queen’s Bench in 
England, so barefaced an attempt to deleat 
tbe order of tfce Court. Whoever the of­
fending parties are, the ubole thing was 
manifest;/ an artful contrivance to bafila 
justice and deprive the mother of her child, 
contrary to law. No one can tell where tbe 
child is now. Sbe may be in a nunnery in 
Dublin or Tuam : she may be at nurse io 
tbe Wicklow or Kerry mountains ; sbe may 
be Iran spot ted to England, Fiance, or Am­
erica ; ur sbe may be dead and buried.

“ In the Dublin Court of Queen’s Bench 
on Friday, Miss Ayiward’s counsel asked 
leave to hand in the return,but was opposed 
by counsel on the opposite side, on tbe 
ground of tbe insufficiency of the return, 
and, after a brief discussion, the Court fixed 
the second day of next term for hearing the 
arguments pro and con."

Political Romanism.
The Chuich of Rome is apolitical as well 

as an ecclesiastical organization. Its arro­
gant claims wilh respect to dominion in po­
litical government, are no less comprehen­
sive than iu ecclesiastics. Universal empire 
in both is demanded for the pope. Many 
innocent Protestants labour under a sad mis­
take when they suppose this temporal do­
minion can consist only with the personal 
reign ot the pontiff, or at any rate can only 
attach to utonarchial forms of civil govern­
ment- Romanism is deeply imbued with 
Jesuitism ; ej much so, indeed, that in the 
affaire ol temporal dominion they are iden­
tical. It is not so much a direct personal 
reign that is often sought, as a' controlling, 
Rrtnaoi-ing influence in (the management 
and direction of government.

Whoever supposes that the papacy can 
adapt itself only to a monarchy, dues great 
injustice to the elasticity and jesuitical cun­
ning of the system It finds no difficulty ip 
winding tie slimy, serpent-like folds around 
every form of government that will consent 
to its poisonous embrace. Whoever ex­
amines with tolerable care tbe present at­
titude of tbe different governments ol Eu­
rope must be persuaded of this fact.

The American people are more vitally 
interested in the political character of Ibe 
Church of Rome than they are led to sup­
pose. A thorough acquaintance wilh its 
nature and history, in this respect, should be 
regarded as an iudimpensable qualification 
for the intelligent exercise of the elective 
franchise. No citizen should remain desti­
tute of the means of information. Moat es­
pecially, should every American aspiring to 
aa active and responsible position m the af­
fairs cf government, make himself familiar 
with a #)stem whose influence he is to meet 
at every stage of advancement, and in all 
the departm»ms ol government, legislative, 
judicial and executive.

Hitherto a book upon the subject, setting 
forth in a convenient form the teachings ol 
the church, drawn from authoritative sources, 
has been wanting. We are happy in sta- 
ing to the public that this lack is about to be 
supplied. Our friend, Rev. Dr. Cbarles El­
liott, ol Iowa Wesleyan Umveisity, bas now 
ready for the press the tirs: volume of a 
work upon Political Romanism. No man 
in Europe or America is belter qualified for 
tbe performance of such a task.

Our friend's profound learning, familiarity 
with papal authorities, and intimate person 
al knowledge of the machinations and prac­
tical workings of ibe system on both side* of 
the water, eminently qualify him for tbe 
work he has taken io band.

Hu former work upon the ecclesiastical 
and religious phase* of the system has pas 
sed through several editions in London and 
I» now the acknowledged standard in both 
tbe old and new world.

Dr. Elliott never trifles ; whatever he 
writes is written in sincerity, under the 
promptings of religions coviction, and with a 
research and care that render his statements 
and opinions of more than ordinary weight.

We hope soon to have tbe pleasure ol ao- 
eouncing the appearance of the book, and 
thus early bespeak for it the attention of 
all onr friends and the public at large.

The Aurora of the Thirteenth.—This 
Aurora, which i« considered by some a# the mo,t 
brilliant o: ail that have occurred heie in many 
yeais, lays the Bus’cn Traveler, was #l»o in 
utt er respecte qui’e re markaolc. One observer 
informs us that rome ui the -l.rcamere iroiu the 
N. E. did not rise lo near ibe z nab, as wasgt n 
era ly the ca*e, tut passed neatly t.oriroui* Iv 
toward tie north wg»r, when they disappeared 
Moreover tbe Aurora which ended about turn ire. 
wa* succeeded by a pillar cl light over the Sun, 
too low to be generally seen iu this ei y, but ol 
which, aa it appeared at the Observatory ot 
Cambridge, we bave received tbe toilowlng ac­
count :—

At sunrise a bright column of light was seen 
vertically over the sun, reaching to a distance ol 
five ar six degree*. It# edge* were clearly do- 
fined and nearly parallel, the bread b about 
equal lo the diameter of the sun The light was 
very intense, and of a golden or rmy hue, wilh 
prismatic tints. Altogether it wa* à strikingly 
beautiful exhibition, though it lasted but a few 
minute a

Meteorologist» may perbap* connect it wiih 
tbe auroral exhibitions which proceeded with 
morning twilight, and wilh tbe storm which be 
can on ibe toUownig day. The phenomenon has 
been witnessed before, but it ba* rarely it ever 
been described in scientifis works

The Sax Juan Difficulties.—Quite un. 
expectedly Gen. Scott arrived at New Yoik 
from tbe Pacific, last week. Hi* despatches 
werelorwarded lo Washington, and immediately 
considered io Cabinet Council. It appeal* that 
General Scott did not accomplish all that our 
government sought tor and required ; the cor­
respondence, however, between Geo. Scott and 
Gov. Douglas* haa resulted iu restoring Sen 
Joan to Ibe joint military occupant)- ol the two 
government#. Gov. Douglaee purposed ibat it 
be in the joint occupancy ol the civil magistrales. 
This waa objected to by Gen Scott, and af er a 
long correspondence a military occopauy wa* 
finally agreed upon It conus'» ol not more 
ban 100 men on each aide. Wilh the excep­

tion ol thia number all our troop* have been 
wiihdrawu from the ulaud, and peace and gond 
let ling are re-c»tabli*bed. Un the whole the 
administration ia exceedingly gratified at the 
veteran"* success, and" hi* course i* entirely ap­
proved.—Zion’s HervlJ.

Great Discovery of Silver Mixes is 
California.—The surprising informaiiuu i* 
brought by che Aspinwall alterner, in teller* 
from unquestionable source* ill San Francisco, 
that large quantities cf very rich silver ore have 
begun lo come in from the Eastern slope of the 
Sierra, where it abounds, apparently, in inex- 
hauilible quantities. The ore i* described a* ol 
(ar superior nebucs* 10 any ever obtained from 
Mexico or Peru, and improve* in quality a* il is 
dug from 8 greater depih A specimen of Ibe 
ore received in ibis city «bow* ibat tbe mine* 
are very finely granuiated and intermingled 
with iron pyrite* The silver is not visible to 
ihe eye ; but yef, aa is well known, that is no 
argument again*! its abundance. All lead ore 
ol that kind (Galena, or «ulphuret ol lead) con­
tains silver, and often in considerable propor­
tions. This, Irom the aceouo's received, ie 
richer than any other known. T he ore i# said 
to abound on the eurfaue, cropping cut in rock» 
over a considerable extent cf the country. Tbe 
place is only three or four days journey East­
ward trem San Fraecieco, al Wenboe ; ana a 
great excitement is expected to bo life result ol 
ibe discovery.—A. Y. Cour, j- Knq.

Tbe 
Government baa given ordeta tor a levy of 50,- 
000 men next mouth—a proof that it has undet- 
taxen a greater ta-k ibau waa anticipated Spain 
haa no glory to reap by Ihe comes! beyond the 
glory ol fighibing, lor sbe has distinctly pledged 
herself to the Briloh Government that tbe will 
not, it successful, take an inch ol territory fiom 
Ibe tremy.

A strange piece of intelligence comes to us 
from Hungary, to tbe eflect that ihe young Em­
peror ol Austria is about lo vacate tbe ihror.e. 
The assigned reason is a fear ot figuring in his­
tory as “tbe last ol tbe Hapsburgs." A com 
munkaiien so startling has necessarily excited 
much attention, and ii is found that tbe birth­
place ol tbe rumour is “ibe high political cir 
cles ” of ilie city ot Pcsfh ; but until tbe state­
ment is veirfied ibe public may arrive at the 
possible conclusion that “ the wish is taiber o1 
the tbouiiht"—Ihe Ernperor.it i* further added 
abdicate# ni lavour of bis ton, born only recent­
ly, but tbe Emperor’s brother. Archduke Max­
imilian, ta lo be appointed Regent dating ihe 
minorily. It would b« prema'ure lo Speculate 
on statementa like these. Whether true or false, 
they serve one end to show the present instabil­
ity of the Austrian empire. All ihe ou-tyieg 
provinces, anti more especially Hungary, are 
r pe lot revolt, and without a i-petdy change in 
ibe system of government the t-tenia ol ilia! me 
morabie year 1848, maybe repeated, wish Ibis 
difference—i bat Russian aid cannot be u i cu «:

Tbe com­
bat lasted till nightfall The Moors lost many 
m.-n, but we bad more then SO0 hilled, among 
wlinm were 40 officers, and nearly 1,000 wound­
ed.”

A telegraphic despatch from Madrid, dated 
Saturday alien.oon. gives tbe following vetsioo 
ot ibe engagement between Ibe Moors and 
Spaniards, near Ceuta, on Wednesday last, tbe
7tb inst. :_The Spaniards bave just obtained a
new victory. Tbe Moor», tb™ lime 10,000 
strong, attacked ibe redoubt». They were glo­
riously repul ed by tbe second corpa d'arroee, 
which entered into line for tbe 6r»t time, under- 
Ibe command of the biave General Z .h,!a — 
Tbe numb r of dead on the aide of ibe M ors is 
more ibao three hundred, and 1,000 wounded. 
The Spaniard» have 40killed and Ï80 wounded. 
"Tbe sea conlinuee tetnpesiuous, and it i» lor ibe 
moment imposiible to'ettect flesh embarkations.
