Christian Covenant for the

New Year.

A hundred and fifty-four years ago,a
servant of Jesus Christ, who was honored
in accomplishing much good in the world,
wrote as follows on the first day of the New
Year:

“ Acknowledging my continued depend.
ance upon God as my Creator, Preserver,
and chief good, and my continued obliga-
tions to him in duty as my Lord and Ruler,
and in interest as my Benefactor and Pro-
tector, believing that he is, and that he is
the rewarder of them that diligently geek
him ; relying upon the merit, mediation and
everlasting righteousness of my dear Lord
and Saviour Jesus Christ, who loved me
and gave himself for me, a8 my way to the
Father, and the epotless robe wherein alone
I can appear before Him; and submitting
my soul to the operation and inflaence of
the biessed spirit of grace, without which I
am nothing and can do nothing ; thankfully
owning God’s goodness to me the last year,
in lengihening out my life, health, comfort
in soul, peace, plenty, settlement, relations,
liberty and opportunities ; and admiring his
patience, forbearance, long-suffering in spar-
ing me in his vineyard, who deserved to
have been cut down and ‘cast into the fire as
a barren tree; lamenting my foolishness,
the foolishness which is still bound up in
my heart, and that which still breaks out in
my life; and particulaily that my improve-
ments in grace and usefulness last year, did
not answer the covenants that begun it:
Because of all this, I make a sure covenant
and write it :—

“ In the strength of the grace of Jesus
Christ, on which alone [ depend to work all
my works in me, and for me, I covenant for
this New Year, for my whole life; to walk
closely with God, in all boly conversation,
to keep my heart with all diligence : and to
Thee, O my God, I commit the keeping of
it: To take heed to my ways, that I sin not
with my tongue; and do thou set a watch
over the dour of my lips. I covenant to
redecem my time ; and to thee, O God do I
consecrate this year, and all the hours of it.
The Lord enable me to fill it vp with good,
according as the duty of every day re-
quires. I bind myself to follow the Spirit
of God in all my affections, and the Provi-
dence of God in my affairs, whatever God
shall appoint me to, this year ; to bealth or
sickness ; to plenty or loss; to evil report
or good report ; to liberty or restraint; to
the honse of mourning or the house of re-
joicing | to life or death : bebold, bere I am ;
let him do with me as seemeth -good in his
eyes. Oaly, whatcver the Providence of
God allots for me, let the grace of God be
sufficient for me, to enable me to accommo-
dats myself to it, and then welcome the will
of God ”

Such was the covenant recorded by the
Rev. Matthew Heary, the author of the
Commentary on the Scriptures, on the first
of January, 1704.

A Difficulty Considered.

A gentleman on being expostulated with
on his own neglect to seek earnestly the
salvation of his soul, excused himself on
the very common but insufficient plea, * That
the Christian worid was divided into so
many sects that be should be at a loss to de-
cide with which-one to unite.”

The reply he received was substantially
as foliows : “ You greally deceive yourself
if you regard this asa satisfactory excuse
for an_irreligious life. You make that a
primary which is only a secondary ques-
tion. There are various sects which have
distinguishing peculiarities, but there is a
great foundalion —* repentance toward God,
aud faith in our Lord Jesas Christ’—on
which they are all agreed. Now your first
consideration should be to get a safe standing
on that foundation, and then you will be able
without danger, more deliberately to deter-
mine with which sect to unite. You may
lose all, even the precious life of your soul,
if you wait in your present perilous situation
to settle this really secondary question.
Look at that vessel trembling under the
power of the gale, her sails rent, her seams
opening, her rudder lost, and sbe driven
helplessly toward the rvocky shore! Of
what are her crew thinking ? ls it Dot the
main and absorbiog object with every one to
secure a safe footing on shore? Sa
one of them, with death staring him in the
face, should refuse to make an exertion for
his safety, because he bad not determined
whether he should be entertained st this
house or that which be descries on the land.
This is your case. Get to shore first, set
your foot firmly gn that rock, then you may
safely take time to decide to which house

pllsynpir.

. Progress.

When the American Board was formed
in 1810, the whole annual incoms of all the
Protestant Foreign Missionary Societies
then existing probably did not amount to
$200,000. The receipts of the English
Charch Misdionary Society were then about
$15,000 per annum ; those of the English
Baptist Missionary Society not far from
$€20,000,; and those of the London Mis-
sionary Scciety perhaps $80,000. The few
other thep existing societies have ever been
comparatively small. Sioce that time, while
the number of distinct organizations for the
prosecution of this work has greatly in-|
creased, (amoun!ing now to more than forty,)
the income of the older, as well as of many
of the newer societies, has also largely in-
creased. For the year last reported, the
whole income of English Church Missionary
Society exceeded $800,000, that of the Lon-
don Missionary Society.wasabout $420,000,
and that of the English Wesleyan Society
$615,000. The English Baptist Society
received $100,000 ; the Foreign Mission
Scheme of the Free Church of Scotland
$80,000. Thus the united income of these
six societies, for the last year, exceeded
$2,000,000.
come of the American Board for the last
financial year was about $334,000 ; of the
Presbyterian Board, $224,000 ; of the Bap-
tist Union, near $97.000 ; and of the Epis-
copal Board, near $68,000. The receipts
of the Methodist Missionary Socicty for
Home and Foreign Missions were about
$254,000.—N. Y. Advocate and Journal.

Rcfigious Intelligence.

Evangelization of the Chinese in
Australia,

Oar readers bave been already made
aware of the fact that the Bishop of Vie-
toria (Hong Kong) has been on a visit of
bealth to Ausiralia. We are glad to find
that his Lordship’s visit has been turned to
good account by the personal investigation
which Le has been enabled to make into the
religious condition of the vast and rapidly
increasing Chinese population of these Brit-
ish Colomes. The Bishop's report is given
in the September number of the Church of
England Record for Melbourne diocese in
the form of a letter, addressed to the Bishop
of Melbourne, dated Augast 6:h, 1859.—
He opens by stating that he had visited both
Geelong and Ballarat, and had received a
kind Christian welcome, both from the
Church of England Clergy and the minisx-
ters of various Protestant Denominations.
Hie meeting with Lo-sam-Yuen, the native
Catechist, after a separation of three years,
was an event of great joy to both, On
Sunday afternoon, July 3rd, he accompanied
the Catechist and six lay gentlemen on a
visit to the Chinese encampment at Golden
Poiat, near Ballarat :

“ In accordance with the usual practice
they (the visitors) commenced singing, with
uncovered heads, the Hundredih P:alm, in

- the English version, in‘ an open space in

front of some of the Chinese tents; during
which time a crowd of Chinese was attracted
to the epot, and at the close, a little congre-
gation of two hundred Chinese was assem-
bled. Lo-sam-Yuen delivered a lengthened
address to them in the Canion dialect, on
the more prominent truths of the Gospel,
and afterwards interpreted from me a few
remarks spoken to him in the Mandarin
dialect, concluding with a prayer in Chinese,
during which they generally preserved a
respectful silence. We afterwards visited
a tew of the tents, and one or two shops and
taverns,” in which a number of the Chinese
gold-diggers were idling their time on this
day of weekly rest from their toil. Thence

we made our way to a little weather-board- |

ed chapél a mile distant, raised exclusively
from the subscriptions of the Chinese, at the
cost of nearly two handred pounds, contri-
buted by several hundred donors in small
sumsgof from balf-a-crown to one pound
each. A list of the donors, with the Chi-
nese names, and the amount given, was sus-
pended from the wall, inscribed on a piece
of white calico. The chapel is calculated
to contain three hundred persons, and was
generally well attended, until the gradual
removal of the diggings to an inconvenient
distance; which of late has rendered neces-
sary an early removal of the building to a
more eligible vicinity to the present Chinese
encampment.

% Oa the following Thuraday evening the
Council Chamber Rooms (the largest public
building in Ballarat) were filled with an' at-
tendance of above four hundred persons to
receive from me an address respecting the
state of the mission. On other occasions, I
accompanied Lo-sam-Yuen and some Chris-
tian friends to the gold-ficlds, and witnessed
the Chinese and European miners engaged
in their laborious work.

“July 6th. I returned to Geelong, and
on the following day delivered a lengthened
address to eight hundred persons, in the
large room of the Mechanics’ Institute.—
The Archdeacon and all the various Pro-
testant Christian Ministers were present.—
Tbe same hearty welcome and Christian
fellowship were afforded to me as at Bal-
larat.

“ At the present time Lo-sam-Yuen is the
only native agent in connection with the
Mission ; and since the disconnection of Mr-
Young from its superintendence, there bas

no one in the colony qualified by an
acquaintance with the Chinese Ignguage to
undertake the work of watching over and
controlling the labours of the Chinese cate-
chist. This is not a satisfactory state of
matters. The nataral effects of this defi-
ciency of European superintendence, and
the want of an Eoglish clergyman e
of M? the work and following up the
results of Lo-sam-Yuen's daily visits to the

¢ * * * Another subject for my re-
mark offers itself in the consideration of the
actual present results of the Mission. There
bave been very few, if any, cases of baptism,
though five or six applied for baptism in the
last year, and three are now candidates for
baptism at Ballarat. Of the 5000 Chinese
gold-diggers and others at Ballarat, many,
after a time, return to China, or migrate to
other gold-fields, and any impression made
upon such is likely to be lost from the want
of a more extended system of native agen-
cy, as well as of European clerical superin-
tendency. If possible, additional Chinese

| missionary agents should be employed at

various assigned posts in the different gold-
fields; and those Chinesé who have been
under more private religious instruction in
one loeality, should continue to receive the
same individual attention from native Chris-
tian fellow-labourers in their new place of
residence and toil. Allied to this difficalty
is also the fact brought to my notice by the
representations of Lo-sam-Yuen, that vari-
ous promising cases of candidates for Chris-
tian baptism have begn appareatly lost to
us through the want of prompt individual
attention and the presence of an ordained
Christian Minister speaking the Chinese
language, and ready to administer the sacra-
ment of baptism

*I' should be sorry to express any senti-
ments ltkely to endanger that friendly and
fraternal harmony hitherto so happily sab-
sisting in reflerence to the loeal Chinese
Mission, The co-operative principle of as-
sociated agency of all protestant Christians
interested in (he spiritual welfare of the
Chinese, may possess some advantage at
the outset; but in a more advanced state of
a mission when the fruits of conversion be-
gin to appear, it is beset with embarrassing
difficulties, and the question of particular
Church membership arises, involving a more
than ordinary degree of delicate and cau-
tious action. A delay of baptism until the
latest period is likely, under such circum-
stances, to be the general rule; and the
question of attachment to a particalar com-
munion must necessarily arise sooncr or
later to embarrass all schemes of a co-oper-
ative m ssion. The ten or twelve cases re-
ported by Lo-sam-Yuen ,of individuals ap-
plying for baptism and afterwards removing
to other districts,'without being admitted to
this sacrament, may possibly have been those
of men uoripe and unfit for the solemnity ;
but apart from these individual cases, the
larger question involved needs an early solu-
tion, and admits (as I believe) of only one
easy and simple remedy. I beg to suggest
to your Lordship, and to many kind Chris-
tian friends whose scquaintance it bas been
my privilege to form 1a this colony, the de-
sirableness of terminating this embarrass-
went by an amicable arrangement of their
respective and distant spheres of labour and
the disiribation of their Missionary endea-
vours in the channel of their several Charch
organizations and Missionary Societies

* To yourself and the members of the
Church of Eagland, I beg to submit the
desirableness of engaging a Missionary
clergyman, to be sent out from the Church
Missionary Society, or the Society for the
Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign Parts,
to :ct a3 a General Soperintendent of your
Chinese Mission in Victoria. I bave two
young Cninese Christ’an teachers in St.
Paul’s College, who volunteered their ser.
vices for Missionary work in this colony,
but whom I deemed at present too immature
in religious character, in knowledge, and in
general attainments to be sent to this distant
ficld, and to be exposed to thie temptations
arising trom their eligibleness and value as
Euglish interpreters in the pressing wante
of your local Government. It is not impos-
sible that at no disiant time they, or some
native Christians unacquainted with Eog-
lish, may be available in Chioa, and sent (o’
belp you in this Mission. Each of them
might be fixed at one Mission station at the
several gold-ficlds, and an English clerical
Superintendent already acquaioted with the
Chiness language, might be entrusted with
tue pastoral supervision of the whole Mis-
sion as an itinefant Preacher and visitor
from place to place.

“ For this purpose | recommend that a
clergyman designated for this post of useful-
ness should first visit the South of China,
and for a period of two years occupy him-
sclt in the sole endeavour 1o a¢quire the dia-
lect of ‘the Chinese immigrants. ® * * ®
As our dear friend and brother, the Bishop
of Syduey has expressed bimself ready to
fall in with any feasible plan in co-operation
with ourscives in this work, your clerical
superiniendent might also extend his sphere
in occasionally visiting the Chinese gold-
fields in ihe adjoining Colony and Diocese
of New South Wales.”

The Bishop then gives some account of
districts in China- whence the immigrants
mostly come, and concludes by suggesting
the establishment of a systematic corres-
ponding agency between Engiish Christians
in Austral:a and in China, in respect to the
Chinese immigrants. Probubly (he says)
ten thousand Chinese every year leave the
barbor of Hong Kong for the shores of
Australia.— Record.

Dr. Livingston's African Expe
dition.

Oa Wednesday night a meeting of the
Royal Geographical Society was held at
Burlington-house, SirsR. I. Murchison pre-
siding. Dr. Sbawllbe secretary of the
Society, read a paper giving the latest ac-
counts of the Central African Expedition,
transmitted by Dr. Livingstone. The pa-
per was vely long, and only the most inter-
esting port:ons were read. The first por-
tion, which was dated May 12, 1859, and
addressed to the Earl of Malmesbury, gave
an account of, Dr. Livingstone’s journey to
Shirwa, a large inland lake. It bad no
known outlet, and according to the report of
the natives on its banks it was separated
from lake Nyingesi by a tongue of land oaly
five or six miles broad, and the southern
end they discovered to be no more than
thirty miles distant from a branch of the
pavigable Shire, Much delay bad been
occasioned by the formalities necessary to
convince every little great man that they
were not a company of marauders. The
water of the Shirwa had a bitter taste, but
it was drinkable. Fish abounded, and also
alligators and hippopotami. When the
southerly wind blows strongly the water
was said to retire sufficiently from that side

to esable the people to catch the fish in

weirs planted there. The lake was of a|
pear shape, only the narrow portion was
prolonged some thirty miles south of the|
body where the travellers stood. There|
was an inhabited mountain Island near the
beginning of the narrow part. The broad
portion might be from tweanty-five to thirty
miles broad. Its length might be from sixty |
to seventy miles, not including the southern
parrow portion of thirty miles, The beight
of the lake above Chibisa's Islend, where |
they left the ship, was 1,800 feet, and 2,000 |
feet above the level of the sea. Mount |
Zomba, in its neighbourhood, was 6,000 feet |
high. The natives reported that the Shir-|
wa was separated from a moch larger lake,
called the Nyingesi. The whole region was
well, though not densely, peopled. The Por-
tugaese did not even pretend to know Shir-
wa. Frequeot icquires were made of the
oatives as to whether any white man had
ever visited théin before, and they invariably
replied in the negative. Dr. Livingstone,
therefore, claimed the first discovery lo‘
bimself and Dr. Kirk, who accompanied
¥<m, al'hough the Portuguese claimed the
Looour for themselves. The travellers had
proceeded 150 miles without once coming
into collision with the natives. The Man-
ganya cultivated the soil very extensively,
and more men than women were sometimes
scen at this occupation. The soil was very
rich, the grass generaily from six to eight
feet long. A few yards’ distance often com-
pletely hid a companion, and guides were
always necessary. Gardens were comwon
high up the hills, and on tbeir tops. Cotton
was cultivated exiensiveiy, and the farther
they went the crop appe:red to be of the
greater importance. The women alone were
well clothed with the produce, the men be-
ing content with goat-skins and a cloth
made of the bark of certain trees. Every
one spun and wove cotton. KEven chiets
were to be seen with the spindle and distaff.
The process of manufacture was the most
rude and tedious that could be conceived.—
There were two varicties of the plant, and
there were no insects to spoil it. The Man-
ganya bad no domestic animals except sheep,
goats, fowls, and dogs. Provisions were
cheap and abundant. The weapons of the
men were large bows and poisoned arrows,
Every one carricd a knile, and almost every
village, had a furnace for melting black
magnetic iron ore. A people to the NN.W.
bad manufactured a rude imitation of a pis-
tol, which they fired only on occasions of
mourning. They were not aware that it
could propel a baill. Duriog this journey
Dr. Livingstone and Dr. Kirk slept twenty
nights in the open air and on the ground.—
8till they returned from their march of
twenty-two days to the ship in good health.
A paper was also read from Dr. Living-
stone, which was 1eceived on Nov. 12, 1859,
on the navigation of the Zambesi, which be
stated to be navigable. In ascending the
river they barned no less than 150 tons of
lignum vitee to generate steam, the valae of
which, ‘at Loadon prices, was £900. In
the midst of grea: disadvantages they had
(ravelled no less than 2350 miles of river.
From October, 1858, 10 June, 1859, 5.782
elephants’ tosks had gone down the Zam-
besi from Tette alone. Two-thirds of these
were large, or upwards of 30lb. each, and
the weight of the whole was 100,000ibs, —
The merchandise was conveyed in unwieldy
canoes, which cost from £60 to £70 each.
The Americans were abeorbing all the trade
of the eas: coast below Zunzibar. The Dr.
said the oanly paper he reccived was ome
containing an account of a meeting of the
society, in which it was affirmed that the
river Zambesi was not navigable. That
read strangely to him who was then naviga-
ting the river.

The President also read extracts from
letters which had b-en addressed to himself,
and announced that he had the assurance of
Lord J. Russell, the Foreign Secretary,
that every aid which he could afford would
be given to Dr. Livingstone.

“ Liet us endeavor, with the utmost pru-
dence, to pick out young men of a good ge-
nius; an agreeable person, a noble family, or
at least such as excel in some of these.

“ That they may with greater ease be
drawn to us, let the masters, who have the
care of their instruction, both during and
after school time, by a particular mildness,
preposscss them in our favoar, and insin-
uate how acceptable an offering it is to the
Almighty when any vne dedicates himself
and all that be bas, to him, especially in the
society of his Son.

“ At proper opportunities, let them be en-
tertained in our college gardens, and some-
times at our country seats ; let them accom-
pany our members at times of recreation,
and by little and little be drawan into fumil
iarity ; but, however, with such proper cau-
tion as may prevent its breeding in them
contempt. ’

“ Let not their masters be allowed to chas-
tise nor keep them in subjection, as other
scholars.

“ Let them be allared by litile presents
and indolgment of liberties agreeable to
their age ; and 'above all, let their affections
be warmed with spiritual discourses.

““Let it be inculcated that their being
chosen out of so iarge a number, rather than
any of their fellow collegiates, is a most
pregnant instance of Divine appointment.

“On other ocessions, but e:pecially in
exhortations, let them be terrified with de-
nurciations of eternal punishment, unless
they accept of the heavenly invitation.

“ The more earnestly they desire admis-
sion into our society, the longer let the grant
of such favour be deferred, provided at the
same time they seem steadfast in their res-
olation ; but if their minds appear to be wav-
ering, let all proper methods be used for the
immediate firing of them,

¢ Let them be cautioned not to, make the
least discovery of their call to any intimate
friends, nor even 50 moch as to their pa-
rents, before they are become one of us, that
if afterward any temptation to fall off arises,
both they and the society may be wholly at
their liberties ; and should we get the beiter
of such inclinations, it will always be a han-
dle from their past irresolution to stirihem
to firmer perseverauce for the future, if this
happen wbile they are novices, or after they
have made but siraple vows.

@« Bat since the greatest difficalty occurs |

in drawing in the sons of noblemen. persons
of distinction, and senators, while they are
under the wing of their parents, who endea-
vor to train them t6 succced- in. their em-
ploymenis ; let our friends, rather than mem-
bers, persande them to send their children
into other p-ovioees and remote universities,
wherein some of o-r order are tutors; pri-
vate insiructions concerning ‘their quality
and condition beiog first transmitted, that
they may be the better enabled, by touch-
ing upon jthe right springs, to secure their
affections to the society.

A Terrific Cavern in Russia,

Mr. J. W, Atkinson, F. R.G 8., deliver-
ed a lectare, in the course of which he des-
cribed a fearful cavern with which he met
in the ccurse of his travels. While travel-
ing along the steppe, near the fooi of the
Alaton Mountains, e said he came 10 the
brink of one of the dry river-beds frequently
found in those regions. We shoriiy entered
a chasm, which I lo‘und;was about one hun-
dred and :wenty yards wide, covered with
fallen rocks, among which a torrent was
foaming witk great fury. Our way wasa
rough and dangerous one ; sometimes several
bundred fect above the stream,and them
descending nearly to a level with the water.
At last we reached a spot beyond which to
all appearance we could not proceed. We
were now a little above the torrent, which
was hidden from our view, and.cloze in front
of us the rocks rose up like a wall to an
enormous height. A loud roaring of the
water was hesrd, which induced me to sup-
pose it was rolling over a deep fall. The
old guide told me it was Shaitan’s Cavérn
swallowiug up the river. The mouth of
the cavern was formed by a rugfnd arch
about fifty feet wide “und seveaty feet high.

steeple, beil, portico, or any pretension (o
architectural taste. In this, as in most other
things, it consulted cnly its cotemporary
necessities. Its chapel sites were generally
in suburban and obscure localities, where i
labors were most required ; its houses were
cheap, free seated, and but temporary ac-
commodaiions. Within little more than a
quarter o! a century it has renewed almost
its entire chapel provisions in the New World
and withiu little more than balf a century in

this respict, if it could be accurately pre-
sented, would afford one of the most exira-
ordinary «xamples of liberality known in
the modern church. The census of the
United S+utes for 1830 reported the properiy
of the Methodist denominations (charches,
oot parsonages) at $14,636,671. The an-

one and » half for each working day of the
two>years During the sagé period 366
parsonages were built—about one for every
two days When it is remembered how
large a proportion of these edifices bave been
rebuili, or ~uperseded by new structures on
new sites, their number and expendiiure
must exce.d vastly the above estimates.
These facts are given not so much as
matters of congratulation as evidence of the
responsibili'y of Metbodism for our common
faith, here nnd throughout the world. We
doubt whether any other single form of Pro-
testantism has now an eqaal responsibility
in this respect. How carefully shouid the
leaders of such a cause guard its weliare by
the wisest counsels, how liberally should its
people endow and work its mighty agencies !
H,w watchiully should we all maintain its
spiritual pus ty and epergy ! “ The world
is wy parish,” said Wesley ;_the history ol
M«ibodism has already and literaliy exem-
plified them xim. Let us remind ourselves
that the advsace we bave aitained is but the
vaniage ground for a still sablimer future.

Colonial Bishops.

The “awful trust of wealth,” according to the
Bishop of London, meets with one who com-
pletely understands its obligations in Mies Bur-
dett Coutts of whise munificence the endowment
of the Bi-hopric of British Columbia by a con-
tribution of £25,(00 is the last public example.
Sir Georg- Grey mentioned two other Colonics,
which be tad forn+rly known without “ the spi-
ritual priv.leges” cf the Charch of England, in
each of which be L+l seen a Bishop placed by
the * libe ality of 11.e same gentle lady.” Tbese
are by no means the ouly instauces of the kind,
tbough it is well known that “ the awful trust of
wealth” has been d:chbarged by Miss Burdett
Coutts in ‘numberless other ways besides that of
establishing what deserve to be called, by a titie
of honour, and not of reproach, an elect lady’s
bishoprics  Dr. Tait was careful to reinark that
the same irust and responsibility devolve upon
tbose who have less weal:b, in proportion to that
which bas fallen to ibeir lot.

This bountiful lady in cur times, and the Coun-
tess of Huutingdon in those of our fathers, were
no doubt dustinguisbed from wost of their sisters
by other peculiarities besides thore of ample
fortune aud comparative freedom from ordinary
claims upon it. It wust pevertbeless be a ques
tion bow both appeared to stand 8o much in ad
vance of their Contemporaries in the dedication
of thewr resources to religious objects. The
Countess 1ot only became the centre of a move-
ment which has not yet ceased, though it bas
spread in directions where its identily is but
faiutly discernible ; but also the ruler of a de-
nomination which was not originally calculated
for isolation, which was organized too late and
too imper'.ctly for permanence, and which bas
been almos' entirely absorbed in this part of the
kingdom ; its life not baving become extinct, but
diffused among other Churches. To the other
lady not only prelates and clerzymen publicly
pay respect—as Wesley and Fletcher, White-
field and the Calvinistic Methodists, did to the
Countess of Huntingdon—but Statesmen and
Cabinet Ministers also. The Ex-Secretary for
tbe Colonies, S8ir E. B. Lytton, transmitted to
bor. through the Primate, the tbanks of the

Sywmpathy, awakepe by grievous want
among the peasantry, led Christian- of Eng-
land to increased of e elical enterprise
and to prayerful exertions to diffue Scrip-
ture truth ; and natives of Ireland who had
gone to other lands and associated with en-
lightened Christians in America and in Brit-
ain, reflected back on the homes of their fa-
thers the light and freedom which 1hey now
enjoyed.— English Correspondent Northwest,
ern Chris.

More Romish Kidnapping.

This disgraceful practice is singularly il-
lustrated by a case of intaot abduc ion, now
awaiting the fioal decision of ihe Dublin
Court of Queen’s Bench. T'he following
history of tbe aflair is given in the Dublin
Daity Ezpress :—

“ Mary Mathews, a child five or six years
old, is the daughter of Henry and Martha
Maihews. It appears that the mother went
10 the West Indies us a servant. While she
was there ber husband died, and, sccording
to the affidavit, he committed the infant to
the care of Mary Jordan, charginz her 10
bave it brougbt up in the Roman Catholic
faith, in which it was b.aptized. The fact of
this dying irjunction rests on the cole testi-
mony of Mary Jordian. This wo.nan pro-
ceeded at once to get rid of her charge.—
Ske went to Miss Margaret Aylwsrd, spin-
ster, who describes herself as the ’resident
of St. Bridget's Orphanage. This i1dy took
possession of the child, and the =.me day,
about the third of April, 1858, con mitted i
10 the care of a nurse, namcd Ilizabeth
Kenny, ot Saggard, iu the Dubi a moun-
lalos. ’

* When the child was_thus tran:‘erred to
the r.urse by Miss Aylward, she 100k upon
ber 10 change its name from Mary Mathews
0 Mary Furrell. That gealous lucy swears
posiively that this change of num« was not,

She was merely called after a bencfactress
of the Institation. 1t would be de-irable to
know who this benefactréss is, or il it is the
custom thus to change the surnam-s of alil
the beneficiaries of this charity ; but on this
point deponent sayeth nothisg. In the
menntime the mother retorned home, and
weot 10 Chuncery-lane, (Mary Jordan's
home) in search of her c¢hild. On the 8ib
of May she served a notice on Miss Ayl-
ward that she required to bave tae infant
restored to her as her natura! und legal
zuardian, and in pursuance of tl13s notice
she made the demand in person on the 5ih
ot June, accompanied by her solicitor —
Miss Aylward refused to see them. In an-
swer Lo the conditional order she declared
that she had not the child, and for * obvious
reasons ' she would not tell where it was.—
What were the * obvious reasons ’ taat could
‘nduce a charitable lady to keep un infant
concealed from its mother? We caanot
ymagine any, except that the mother is a
Protesiant, and ought on that acccunt to be
deprived of her natural and legal rights,”

“ T'nis refusal to give up the custedy of the
child to its mother throws a great deal of
light on wbat follows. On the 8ih of June
—jast three days afler Mrs. Mathews, ac-,
compasied by her solicitor, Mr. Martin,
made a formal application for ber daughter,
which was refused by Miss Ayiward—a
woman urrived at Saggard early in the
morning. This woman was o far in the
confidence of the kidnappers that +he knew
ol the change of the child’s name; she
knew, ai«d, that she was engaged in a deli-
cate migsion, concerning Which questions
might be asked in a court of justice, so she
dia nos tell her own vame.. The child re-
cognized her, however, from which it ap.
peara that she was either the nurse from
Chbapccry-lane, or some friend of hers, for
the poor iittle child had po time to form ac-
quamtance at the orphanage, baving been

Political Romanism.

The Chuich of Rome is a political as well
as an ecclesiastical organizauwon. Iis arro-
gant claims with respect to dominioa in po-
litical government, are no less comprehen-
sive than iu ecclesiastics. Uaiversal empire
in both is demanded for the pope. Many
innocent Protestants labour under a sad mis-
take when they suppose this temporal do-
minion can consist only with the personal
reign of the pontiff, or at any rate can oaly
attuch to monarchial forms of civil govern-
ment. Romanism is deeply imbued with
Jesaitism ; so much &0, indeed, that in the
affairs of temporal dominion they are iden-
tical. It is not é0 much a direct personal
reiga that is often sought, as a" controlling,
Remani.ing influence in {the management
and direction of government.

Whoever supposes that the papacy can
adapt itself only to 8 mooarchy, does great
injustice to the elasticity and jesuitical cun-
ning of the system It finds no difficulty ip
winding its slimy, serpent-iike folds around
every torm of government that will consent
to its poisonous embrace. Whoever ex-
amines with tolerable care the present at-
titude of the different governments of Eu-
rope must be persaaded of this fact.

The American people are more vitally
interested in the political characier of the
Charch of Rome than they are led to sup-
pose. A thorough acquaintance with its
natare xod history, in this respect, shoald be
regarded as an indispensable qualification
for the intelligent exercise of the elective
franchise. No citizen should remain desii-
tute of ihe means of information. Most es-
pecially ehould every American aspiring to
aa active and responsible position m the at-
tairs of government, make himseif familiar
with a system whose influence he is to meet
at every stage of advancemest, and in all
the departments of government, legislative,
Jjudicial and execative.

Hitherto a book upon the subject, setting
forth in a convenient form the teachings of

| the church, drawn from authoritative sources,

has been wanting. We are bappy in sia-
ing to the pobiic that this lack is about to be
supplied.

Tue Sax JuaN DirricurTiss.— Quite une
expectedly Gen. Scott arrived at New Yok
from the Pacific, last week.

The silver is not visible to
the eye; but yef, as is weli known, that is no
argument against its abundance. All lead ore
ot that kind (Galena, or sulpburet of lead) con-
tains silver, aud often in considerable propor-
tions. This, from the accoun's received, is
richer than any cther known. 'The ore is said
to abound on 1be surface, cropping out in rocks
over a considerable extent of tbe ¢ountry, ‘T'he
place. is only three or four days journey East-
ward trcm San Francisco, at Washoe ; and a
great excitement is expected to be the result of
the discovery.—N. Y. Cour. § Engq.

 Moreover this seems 1o be a plsio in-
ference from the Scripiures--ihat is, 1hat
the Jews must have been accustomed (o the
rite of baptism, and expected tbe Messish,
when he came, 10 practise it ; or else how
cen we accoun: for their propounding to
John.the question, * Why baptizeth thou,
then, if thou be not the Christ 7’

* From this, then, we learn that 1be bap-
tiem of proselytes by Jobn, snd by the dis-
ciples of our Savior, was no new thing.
But Jewish baptism, it is true, was not
Christian bagtism ; neither was the baptism
of Jobn Christian baptism ; else why were
his proseiytes baptized over again when
they became proselytes to the Chrisiisn
faith, and believed that Jesus was the Son
of God? See Acis xix. 3-5.

“I am aware that many of our Bapiist
brethren find it necessary 10 insist ibat there
was no re-baptism, as that truth spoils their
argument : but [ only wonder that a cause
which requires so plan a statement of Scrip-
ture 10 be denied, should be thought worth
defending The word of God says, ‘ Unto-
what were ye baptized? Aond they eaid,
Uato John’s baptism. Then said Paul,
John verily bspiized with the baptism of
repentance, saying unto the people that
they should believe on him who should
come alter him, that is, on Christ Jesus.
When they heard this they were baptized
in the name of the Lord Jesus. And whea
Paul had leid his bands on them, the Holy
Ghost came on them.’ Mr, Carson, an
eminent Baptist author, admits, p. 372, iha
in Acts x:x. 1-6, some who had been bap-
tized with John's baptism were baprized
over again: ¢l kuow this is disputed,’ says
he, ‘but for my part I never doubied it.
[ cannot see how this can be denied wih-
out tortaring the word of God.’

“ Now the reasons for this re-baptism to
me are evident from the nature of the csse.
(1) John bapuzed none but Jews—his |
mission was to call the Jews to repentance;
