A CHANGE NEEDED.
In a speech at Ashton, Mr- Hugh 

Mason, m. p , lately said that Lord 
Salisbury had ‘ refused’ land for a 
Wesleyan chapel, and that worship 
was conducted in a barn. Lord Salis­
bury's attention being called to this, 
he wrote : ‘ Mr. Hugh Mason’s state­
ment ia not correct.’ Mr. Mason 
thereupon asked the Liberation 
Society to make inquiry, he being 
prepared to withdraw hie statement if 
it could not be substantiated. The 
following is the result of the inquiry : 
—There is no Nonconformist place of 
worship in Hatfield standing on Lord 
Salisbury’s land. There is a large 
‘ Union’ chapel in Park Street, dating 
from 1826, but that stands on a free­
hold. The only other place of Non­
conformist worship is that of the 
Wesleyane, which ia not a barn, as 
was said, but a portion of a stable at 
the back of an inn, from the landlord 
of w hich it is rented. It is a feather- 
edged board structure, and is only 
about fourteen feet square. The tiny 
area is occupied by nine benches, a 
harmonium, and a reading-desk. It 
has been so used for twenty-six years. 
In it are conducted a Sunday-school 
consisting of about sixty scholars, 
services on Sunday afternoon and 
evening, a class-meeting in the week, 
and a Communion service on a week- 
night once a month. During this 
long period applications have been 
made to the Maiquis of the time for a 
lease, but these have received either 
evasive or otherwise unfavorable 
answers. About two months ago, how­
ever, presuming on the friendly atti 
tude of the Marquis towards Wesley- 
aus as manifested in Cornwall, where 
he went to promote the electoral in­
terests of Mr. Atkinson, the Tory 
Wesleyan candidate for West Corn­
wall, another application was made. 
After about a month his lordship’s 
agent, in au interview with the local 
representative of the Wesleyan body, 
stated that the request had been for­
warded to the Marquis, who would 
consider the subject upon his return 
from Scotland. Up to the present, 
however, the request has not been 
granted.

Lord Salisbury pleases himself with 
regard to his own property and his 
treatment of Nonconformists. We 
give him credit also for having had a 
generous feeling towards Dissenters at 
least for a moment when he made his 
speech in favour of Mr. Atkinson’s 
candidature in C< rnwall last summer. 
And wo do not wish to press him too 
closely because his assertions about 
Dissenters in general, and Hatfield 
Wesley ans in particular, do not fully 
agree with one another. But the dis­
closures now made in respect of land 
for the erection of a Wesleyan chapel 
at Hatfield are more than wo can 
overlook. It is plain that repeated 
applications for a ‘ bit of land’ have 
been refused. We should rejoice to 
see such a change in the law as would 
make it impossible for landowners to 
withhold a site under such circum­
stances. Meanwhile, Lord Salisbury 
may save himself the trouble of trying 
in Cornwall or elsewhere to show why 
Churchmen and Methodists ought to 
be reconciled. Actions are louder 
than Words.—Methodist.

Commerce is a wonderful ally of | 
Christianity. For centuries Portugal 
has claimed sovereignty over the Con­
go basin. It has imposed heavy cus­
toms upon commerce, and has every­
where hindered, and to a great degree 
prevented, the entrance of a pure 
Gospel. But now the International 
African Association undertakes to 
open the Congo Valley as a new field 
tor trade ; and it is manifestly to the 
interest of England and all commer­
cial Powers to allow it to act as guard 
iati of the river in order that its banks 
and waters may be free. Mr. Stanley, 
in a speech recently delivered in 
Manchester, England, presented the 
question in a very skillful manner. 
He said that he had calculated that 
if every inhabitant of the Congo basin 
■heuld have one Sunday dress every 
year, 320,000,000 yards of calico 
would be required ; if two Sunday 
dresses and four every day dresses 
were used, the enormous total of 
3,840 000,000 yards, of the value of 
£10,000,000, wou’d be required. He 
eatimatid that a trade of £20,000,000 
annually could be secured, and said 
that it was the easiest matter in the 
world to induce Africans to wear cot­
ton, when the basin of Congo would 
be ni< re profitable to England than 
even India. The traders on the 
Congo last year imported £884,000, of 
which £600,000, or three fourths of 
the whole, came from England. This 
putting of the case will no doubt ap­
peal powerfully to that love of gain 
which has so often shape d the govern­
mental policy of England. It is cer­
tainly an odd combination of sur­
roundings that makes the nakedness 
of African savages a pivot on which 
the most important international com 
plications turn. But to the thought­
ful Christian the most important fact 
connected with the “ Congo question” 
ia the direct bearing that its solution

The London Watchman has an ac­
count of a fortnight’s mission conduct­
ed at Stockton on-Tees, by the Rev. 
T. Waugh, Conference Evangelist ■

On the first Sunday a special service 
for the young was held in the after­
noon, and at its close a large number 
of scholars decided for Jesus. On the 
second Sunday a special service for 
men only was held, and it was a grand 
sight to see the spacious chapel crowd­
ed mainly with working men. Mr. 
Waugh also conducted a service for 
women only on the afternoon of the 
second Wednesday. Each week two 
afternoon meetings for the promotion 
of holiness have been held. Mem­
bers of other Churches have been 

very constant in their attendance at 
the holiness meetings. The Sunday 
morning praycr-scetings at seven

o'clock were “ times of refreshing 
from the presence of the Lvrd.” It 
ia difficult to speak in sober language 
of the success ot the mission. The 
whole town has been moved. Noth­
ing like it in Stockton has been known 
before. Night after night the grand 
old chapel has been crowded to its ut­
most capacity. Crowds have besieged 
the gates long before the time of open­
ing. Oil the second Monday, when 
the preacher related the story of his 
life and his remarkable conversion to 
God, hundreds were unable to obtain 
admission. The closing service was a 
scene never to bo forgotten. The new 
converts nearly tilled the body of the 
chapel. Affectionate words of counsel 
and hope were addressed to them by 
Mr. Waugh. While the congregation 
remained sitting the new converts 
stand up with the preacher aud choir 
to sing, “ <) happy day that fixed my 
choice.” Many wore moved to tears 
at the touching sight of so many hun­
dreds—old and young, rich and poor 
—starting out for the kingdom. Then 
the preacher made a most solemn fare­
well appeal to the unconverted, with 
the result that 58 adults came out to 
seek Jesus. Altogether more than 650 
persons above 14 years of age have 
gone into the inquiry rooms. Many 
of the converts belong to other 
Churches. Every denomination will 
be benefited, from the Church of Eng­
land to the baivaiioil Army. Al­
though we have printed and advertised 
vesy extensively the expenses will be 
more than met by the voluntary con­
tributions of the people.

The waters of the Chesapeake 

Bay, in the vicinity <>i i iie group 
of islands which form the princi­
pal scene of our narrative, bave 
been the theatre of many stirring 
incidents in the days of the Rcvo- 
lutiun; and also subsequently,dur­
ing the war of 1S12. Tlie British 
fleet made Tangier harbor and 
island the con tie of their opera­
tions while the bay was being 
ravaged, the capitol burned, and 
the city of Baltimore bombarded.

During the years 1813-14 a 
large reinforcement came over 
from the English shores ; and a 
squadron of about fifty or sixty 
sail entered the Chesapeake Bay. 
Brother Joshua Thomas, the 
“ Parson of the Islands,” and who 
lived on Tangier, describes the 
see lie :

“in a shot t time wo heard their 
firing again, and four large ships 
appeared coming in. They cast 
anchor in Tangier harbor, and 
landed about two hundred men on 
the lower beach, where they pitch­
ed their tents, and immediately
went to work with all theii might, 
clearing oil’ the ground and build­
ing forts.

“We watched their movements 
as they continued their work, and 
I discovered that, they were cut­
ting down ail tho timber before 
them—wil i cherry trees, pines, 
and cedars, without distinction.

The next day I re­
solve i to go and try, when I saw 
his flag streaming at the top of 
the staff; fin by that sign we 
always knew he was on shore. 1 
went to the sentinel that was 
stationed near, and told him 1 
wished to see the Admiral ; he 
raised his little flag, and the Ad­
miral came that way, and asked 
me what I wanted. 1 answered :
‘ Sir, 1 have a request to make of 
you.’ * Well, what is it ?’ said he. 
‘ Why, sir, it is this : if you can 
spare any of these trees, I am very- 
anxious you will keep your men 
from cutting just round hero; for 
this is the grove in which wo wor­
ship, and where our camp meet­
ings were held before the war ;

WISE WORDS OX SOCIAL 
UA BITS.

The eminent lecturer, Dr. J. 
II. Vincent, recently'spoke in the 
great hall of the Young Men’s 
Christian Association, of New 
York, on the following : ‘Ought 
Christians to abstain from the 
wine-glass, the card-table, the 
dance and the theatre ?”

“ I admit,” he said, “ that it is 
difficult to say that there is any 
wrong in a glass of wine after 

ilinner, or in a card, or in a dance 
in the parlor or in an innocent 
play in the theatre. And yet I 
must object to them all.

First, because if all the people 
of this country would abstain 
from these four amusements, no­
body would be hurt.

Secondly, their tendency is bad. 
I speak not of a glass of wine, 
but of the wine glass as a social 
habit. I speak not of the cards 
themselves, as an innocent amuse­
ment ; I speak ot the card table. 
1 speak not of a dance in the par­
lor under favorable circumstances: 
but I speak of a dance on the 
whole. So 1 do not speak of an 
innocent play' in the theatre ; but 
of the theatre as an institution ; 
and on the whole, it cannot be 
denied, their tendency is bad. 
For instance, there is a mother in 
Wisconsin whoso boy left home 
for Chicago. Every day she grew 
more uneasy about him, for she 
heard nothing from him since ho 
left. Once day a man entered 
her house and said : “ I have seen 
your boy in Chicago: ho says ho 
has a good time. Ho is taking 
dancing lessons, goes to the 
theatre almost every evening, 
and when I was about bidding 
him good-by, ho invited mo to 
drink a glass of wine with him 
and play a game, as ho says ho 
enjoys it very much.” That 
mother went to her chamber, and 
with tears offered up a most 
earnest prayer to God, and that 
night she could not sleep. Why 
did that mother grieve ? But six 
weeks later she received a letter 
from her boyr. Ho wrote, “ Dear 
mother, I changed my life. I 
gave up dancing lessons, the card 
games, the theatre, and the wine. 
Mother, pray for me !” What a 
different impression this letter 
created from the former message 
in the mother’s heart, perhaps 
some can imagine. She went into 
her room, and bowed with pro­
found thankfulness and joy before 
the Lord, and that night she went 
to bed peaceful and happy. Why 
is she so happy now ?

Thirdly, the voice of the church, 
on the whole, objects to them. 
Ask the ministers who have had 
experience with young people 
who got into the habit of these 
amusements ; ask the pioos par­
ents; there is only one voice— 
they object to it

Fourthly, the world itself d'8' 
approves if it finds Christians in­
dulging in them. What would 
the world say, for instance, if the 
papers would tell the news to­
morrow morning, “Rev. Dr. John 
Hall, Rev. Dr. W. M. Taylor, of 
this city, and the great evargelist, 
D. L. Moody, enjoyed themselves 
in dancing last evening, in a par­
lor on Fifth avenue ?”

The roars of laughter that 
greeted this last remark of the 
speaker gave additional emphasis 
to his sound and sensible words.— 
St. Louis Christian Advocate.

A WEDDING IN INDIA.
Our readers will bo interested 

in the following account of a wed­
ding in India, written by Mrs. 
iforrison, of the Ambala mission :

When I last wrote to you we 
had been to a very grand wedding. 
The lather of the bride is Head 
Master Kir pa Kam of the Sadr 
mission school in Ambala canton­
ments.—Kirpa Kam lives, how­
ever, in the city of Ambala, 
which is five miles away from 
the cantonments. He is a Brah­
min. His little daughter Dropti 
was the fair bride. She was united 
in matrimony to Sri Ni was, the 
son of a Brahmin priest to the 
King of Nabba. While the bride 
was with her mother and several 
female relatives, her father, Kirpa 
Kam, went to fetch the little 
bridegroom, who is ten years ot 
ago ; and here let me say, the 
little bride will be ten years old 
on her next birthday. The bride­
groom, with two or three relatives, 
was seated on an elephant. The 
howuah was a very line one ; 
of carved wood, thickly overlaid 
with silver, belonging to the king 
and lent lor the occasion. 
Tiio elephant, with its grand 
riders, went slowly along through 
the narrow streets of the city, 
toward the bouse of the bride. 
Following in carriages were 
friends and relatives of ihe bride 
and groom. There was such a 
crush of people on the road that 
it was dangerous <o walk in their 
midst. What do you think a 
number of people were carrying ? 
A long piece o4‘ cloth fastened to 
two bamboo sticks held in each 
hand. It looked at first as if 
they wore carrying banners in a 
procession. They turned out to 
be a sort of net, by which the 
owners would catch coins thrown 
by the riders of the elephant 
broadcast through the crowds. 
Both roofs and streets were crowd­
ed. At first the coins thrown 
wore coppers; as they got nearer 
the bride’s house, small silver 
coins were thrown. At the head 
of this lane we had to alight from 
our carriage in order .o make our 
way through the crowd and pass 
the elephant, to reach the house 
where the festivities were going 
on.

There was one policeman and 
several other men making a way 
for us, or we might have been 
crushed. There was a grand 
feast of candy tli at afternoon, and 
at night the little bride and groom 
were married. Two or three days 
after the father of the bride dis. 
tri bated native sweets to his ac­
quaintances in cantonments. The 
wedding ot Sri Ni was and Dropti 
lias cost a great deal of money— 
several thou-ands of rupees. Her 
husband’s family are very licit, 
and if Sri Ni was lives Dropti will 
never know want, but have riche - 
and affluence for her lot in life. 
But if Sri Ni was should die, then 
—ah, me !• tor Dropti — she be­
comes a Hindow wi low, drudge 
ni her husband’s family, with no 
brightness in her life, and know 
ing nothing ol the love ot Christ 
that can brighten and sanctify the 
darkest hour, or of the bright 
hereafter for tlio-o tluV know and 
trust him, where, “God shall
wipe away a 4 tearo from their
03"os ; ami there shall be no more 
death, neither sorrow, nor crying, 
neither shall there be any more 
pain, for the former things are 
passed away.”

PETROLEUM.
Twenty-live years ago, writes a 

correspondent of the Boston Adv­
ertiser, was ushered into existence 
a most distinctively American in­
dustry—petroleum-producing. Pe­
troleum and its illuminating pro­
perties had been widely known 
for centuries before ; on the banks 
of the Irrawaddy, in British Bur 
mah, in Afghanistan, in Persia, in 
Turkestan, in Sicily, and else­
where, but it remained to the 
United States to produce it and 
place it among the great articles 
of the world’s commerce. The 
total production increased rapidly 
from 82,000 barrels in 1850 to 9,- 
000,000 in 1876. Then came the 
great Bradford field, and the pro­
duction jumped in one year to 
13,000,000. Since then theyearly 
increase has been about 5,000,000 
barrels. The greatest production 
was obtained in 1882, when it 
reached toe er.ormous total of 31,- 
789,190 barrels. Petroleum was 
shipped to market at first in 
barges down the Allegheny, and 
by teams and rail. Then came 
the pipe-lines, which are to-day 
connected with 21,000 wells, re­
ceiving from them daily 65,000 
barrels of oil. In addition they 
hold stored in iron tanks over 
41,000,000 barrels, representing

the surplus or accumulated stock. 
To transport and store this enor­
mous quantity of oil requires 
about 5,000 miles of pipe-line and 
1,600 immense iron tanks. Be­
sides the 5,000 miles of branch 
pipe-lines in use in the region, 
there are 1 200 miles of trunk 
line tor piping oil to the refineries 
at the sea-board, at Cleveland, 
Buffalo, and Pittsburg. Between 
Olean, N. Y., and New York city 
nearly 20,000 barrels are piped 
daily. Most ot the tanks at pre­
sent being built are of 35,000 bar­
rels capacity, and are uniformly 
twenty-eight feet high and eighty 
feet in diameter. Their average 
co-fl is i8,000. The onOrrnou' 
stocks (41,000,000 barrels) are 
the oil man’s bane, keeping prices 
at times below the cost of produc­
tion. Tiic oil is represented by- 
pipe lino certificates, negotiable in 
any of the great money centers ol 
the country. The oil in stock 
hears a daily charge for tankage 
of 41$ cents per 1,000 barrels.

Who hath woe f this verse contains 
a strong warning against the vice of 
intemperance, by means of a vivid 
picture of its ruinous results. “ The 
sharp touch of the satirist produces 
fin the “ oy”] the actual inarticulate 
■Iterances ot drunkenness.” Sorrow, 
grief brought on needlessly, such as 
Srink brings on. Redness of eyes, 
“ blurred eyes.” Tarry long, often 
till daylight and sonfotimes days to­
gether. Wine “ yayin,” the general, 
terms for wines of all sorts. Oo to, 
the same term used elsewhere to in­
dicate searching for knowledge ; 
there is evident sarcasm in this use 
ef the word. Mixed wine, mingled 
with spices.

Tarry long, lest thou be tempted to 
taste. Oiveth his color, sparkleth. 
Moveth itself aright, or “ glidetb down 
smoothly,” a picture of “apellucid 
stream flowing pleasantly from the 
wine-skin jug into the goblet or the 
throat,” At the last, its end ; not at 
first or it would not be touched.

WATCH THE FLUES.
A careful farmer's buildings should 

not burn unless set on fire by light­
ning. On the farm there are no tires 
for manufacturing purposes ; fires 
cannot be communicated from one’s 
neighbors ; that class which furnishes 
incendiaries is lacking : andall house­
hold fires can be kept under the eye 
of the farmer and his family. The 
newspaper reports of the burning 
of farm buildings show that the files 
can nearly always be traced to negli­
gence, and in more than halt the 
cases to faulty flues. The season is 
now at hand when all the occupied 
rooms will be heated, aad the danger 
front, defective flues is consequently 
great. Let there be no delay in ex­
amining all flues, to make Hire that 
they are perfectly safe. If any are 
found defective repair them at once. 
The most dangerous place in a flue 
is the point where the pipe enters 
it. If the flue is not built irom the floor 
up (a common way ot construction 
once,) this point is in the garret, and 
rarely noticed. Unless the pipe fits 
the opening very closely, sparks will 
escape, and tailing upon the adjacent 
wood-work, made dry and combusti­
ble by the heat from the pipe and 
flue, will occasion a conflagration. 
At least twice every year, the joints 
about where the pipe enters the flue 
should be plastered, pressing the 
mortar firmly against the flue and 
into the crevice between it and the 
pipe.—American Agriculturist.

HEADS AND HANDS.
Even in families that do their own 

work the ability in the mistress of 
the home to direct the labor of others 
is quite as important to comfortable 
and successful housekeeping as the 
strength and skill to do herselt what 
is necessary to bo done. The most 
willing hands of the youn» and inex- 
peiienced must be guided or there 
will be a great waste of time and 
material. The necessity caused by 
a lack of physical strength often dev­
elops the talent to do this until the 
weak woman surpasses her stronger 
sister in making the best use of a 
small income. System and division 
ot duties in the home work arc also 
a constant discipline in order and 
economy ot time ot almost inestima­
ble value to boys and girls’ forming 
their habits tor life. So the half in­
valid mother need not be a burden 
to her family in any sense, liind 
can multiply the power ot muscle, 
and enforced leisure will give time 
for intellectual culture and attention 
to all the amenities of family and 
social intercourse. — Western Adv.

If the boys’ bedroom is kept neat 
and in order, and furnished as com­
fortable as possible, the respect thus 
shown to their tastes will tend to in­
crease their self-respect and the cul­
tivation of gentlemanly habits.

It is a poor economy for a farmer’s 
family to stint themselves in cfeam 
and eggs that they may have more | 
money to buy coflee and tea. Health 
and convenience would both be served 
by using what was on hand.

Resolve not to be poor. Whatever 
you have, spend less. Poverty is a 
great enemy to human happiness. It 
certainly destroys liberty, and it 
make» some virtues impracticable 
and others extremely difficult.

Many old pastures cannot be con­
veniently ploughed. If tree Irom 
weeds, harrowing the bare places 
late in the tall and sowing a little 
timothy and June grass will insure a 
much larger ann^nt ot feed next 
season.

It is well to have one or two late 
hatches of chickens. With a warm 
place during winter, they will be 
ready to begin laying early in spring 
and will continue laying later in sum­
mer th in those which hatch earlier 
thus insuring eggs during a longer 
season.

There is a great danger to health 
this time of the year from staying too 
long in cold, rooms, arranging draw­
ers and cleaning out closets. Carry 
llie wor.k to the fire, or do it a little 
at a time, rather than take the risk 
of a fall cold. By bringing box or 
bag to tlie sitting room, one can work 
and join in the family chat at the 
same time.

In boili -g potatoes, Prof. Mattieu 
Williams states that if pared first a 
considerable portion ot the potash 
they contain is lost in the water ; aud 
that on this account they should al­
ways be boiled in their skins. But 
some think steaming potatoes is bet­
ter than boiling, particularly if they 
crack open, as the best potatoes gen­
erally do.

Canned articles from the best 
houses may sometimes be unfit for 
use, hut probably a very large pro­
portion of cases ot illness lollowing 
eating canned viands arises Irom 
carelessness in leaving a portion of 
the food in the can alter it is opened. 
Bad effects do not invariably follow 
this, but it is a most dangerous prac­
tice where fruit or fish is put up in 
tin. Of course, in glass there is no 
danger.

THE CENTENNIAL CON E'ER 
EN CE.

The city of Baltimore is at present 
a centre of religious interest. The 
great Catholic Plenary Council was 
commenced there on the 9th irist. with 
a display calling up the memory of 
the Middle Ages. With such display 
Rome still seeks to dazzle and im­
press, while of logical argument she 
has the same wholesome fear as of 
old. Man’s responsibility to Christ is 
not even admitted ; he is under the 
control of human teachers guided by 
a vast human corporation. The free­
dom of the will Rome dreads ; hence, 
before the members of thé Council 
shut themselves up iu secret con­
clave for the discussion of matters of 
which the public shall know nothing 
at present, tho Archbishop warned 
the thousands of the faithful to sub­
mit only to the teachings of the 
Church. “ Among tho disciples,” ht 
taught, “ there was one of free will, 
and he went out and sold Jesus Christ 
for thirty pieces of silver !”

On the 10th of next month the 
aarne city will witness another vast 
gathering—the meeting of representa­
tives of the several sections of 
Methodism on the continent to cele­
brate the centenary of their organiza­
tion in America and to study their 
position in the face of the great pro­
blems of the present. In the great Ro­
man Catholic gathering no Protestant 
should be uninterested. Viewing 
Roman ism as a great conspiracy against 
the freedom of man, no man can 
afford to be careless of her record. 
In the great Methodist gathering, 
however, a deeper interest should be 
felt by us. No curtain will fall as her 
leaders leave the pulpit, no effort will 
be made to conceal their purposes and 
plans, no statement of their discussions 
will be forwarded to a foreign figure­
head before the American people 
shall have heard a whisper of their 
proceedings. On the contrary, every 
possible effort will be made to spread 
the intelligence of that gathering 
wherever man can be found. These 
facts are worthy the attention not 
merely of Americans, using that 
word in its most extended sense. 
The world has here a challenge to 
decide which best suits our times, our 
spiritual needs, the demands of our 
social and public and personal life— 
that which pleases men with mere 
show while it denies them the right to 
judge ; or that which makes all 
possible effort for man’s enlighten­
ment according to God’s plan, and 
then appeals to him after Scriptural 
fashion, “ 1 speak unto wise men, 
judge ye what I say.”

The Methodist delegates spending 
a week of Decembeftin Baltimore will 
will have an immense population at 
their back. They will represent, 
according to published statistics, a 
total of 3,718,288 communicants in 
the United States and Canada, a nun-

15,000,000 ; or, allowing two adher­
ents for each communicant, there 
will still be a population of over 11,- 
000,000, as against the 7,000,000 
claimed for the Church of Rome.

The Centennial Conference wil^ 
meet in the Mount Vernon Place 
Church, Baltimore. It will begin with 
a formal welcome and the communion 
of the Lord’s Supper on Tuesday 
evening, Dec. 10th, and continue in 
session for seven days, adjourning on 
the 17th. Twenty three essays, on 
historical and other matters relating 
to the rise and progress of Methodism 
on the continent, will be read. Be­
sides the principal meetings others 
will be held in other Methodist 
churches, four oi which will be 
African. On the Sunday during 
which the Conference sits, the Meth­
odist Sunday-schools are invited to 
meet in twenty of the churches and 
hold in the afternoon appropriate 
commemorative services.

According to arrangement Bishop 
Andrews will give the address of wel­
come, to which Bishop Wilson, of the 
M. E. Church, South, will respond if 
health will permit. The latter minis­
ter has been ill with what is known as 
the “ break-bone’’ fever, a painful 
and aggravated type of malarial dis­
ease peculiar to Southern latitudes. 
This will be the first occasion on 
which the Methodist Episcopal and 
Methodist Episcopal, South, and 
other Churches of the Methodist 
family, have met together in the 
United States. Three years ago a 
much number of delegates
crossed ocean to meet the Metho­
dists of Gv cat Britain and other lands 
in Lond . but no such meeting has 
taken p'a^e on American soil. Ten 
years ago such a Conference would 
not have been practicable.

A paper called the Daily Methodist 
will be issued each morning of the 
Conference, by the Rev. W. K. Boyle, 
editor of the Baltimore Episcopal 
Methodist. It will contain full reporta 
of all proceedings, and the text of all 
papers read or addresses delivered. 
The subscription will be 60 cents.

We have observed with interest the 
various statements respecting condi­
tional engagements between certa.n
Methodist preachers and congregations,
but have felt it to be our wisest course 

; to report only such announcements as 
may reach us from official sources.

Bishop Taylor, who before his de­
parture for Africa is making all possi­
ble arrangements for his South 
American work, asks us to publish a 
call for 11 new recruits.” We do so, 
while thoroughly aware than our own 
field is not yet fully manned, and 
can hardly therefore be looked upon 
as a recruiting ground. Mr. Taylor 
requires the following workers :

A young minister for 
Port Limon and Greytown, Central

The wide difference in opinion exist­
ing in the Church of England is some 
times pleasantly and sometimes sadly 
illustrated at cemetery gates. In 
England, the ether day, the town 
council of St. Alban's, at the opening 
of a new public cemetery, resolved 
that no part of the ground should be 
consecrated, and that only one chapel 
should be built for the use of all part­
ies. In accordance with this decision the 
Bishop of St. Albans, accompanied by 
clergymen, two Wesleyan ministers, a 
Congregational minister, a Primitive 
Methodist minister, and a concourse 
of people, conducted a ceremony 
which was not an act of consecration 
in any legal sense, bat a solemn set­
ting apart of a burial-ground for its 
purpose. The Bishop also expressed 
the pleasure he found in accepting the 
invitation to preside at a set vice 
which he regarded as a peaceful solu­
tion of a difficulty which had been 
disturbing many minds. About the 
same time, in Ireland, an Episcopal 
minister replied to a notification of tho 
intended interment of a much-esteem­
ed Methodist minister by warning the 
writer of the note—amther Metho. 
diet minister—that “ should he or 
any other minister or other person 
officiate at any service in Clabby 
churchyard, he would make himself 
liable to an action at law.” It is re­
ported that the incumbent called his 
vestrymen together to close the gate 
and prevent the interment, when they 
all refused compliance and attended 
the Methodist service at the grave.

The Rev. Hugh Price Hughes, 
a Wesleyan minister is engaging in 
evangelistic work outside of English 
Methodist circl es with much success. 
A correspondent of tthe London Chris­
tian thus reports :

A wonderful wave of blessing has 
come over Norwich (the old city of 
churches and gardens) during the past 
weeks. All the Nonconformists, sink­
ing minor differences, for the time 
being at any rate, banded together for 
a united mission to the unconverted ; 
the conduct of the mission was in the 
handsof the Rev. Hugh Price Hughes. 
St. Andrew’s Hall was the base of 
operations. Here, night after night, 
between 3000 and 4000 people crowd­
ed in to hear the word of life ; and 
hundreds, nay, possibly thousands, 
under the working of God’s Holy 
Spirit, have accepted Christ as their 
Saviour. The grand old hall, fitted 
up as for the recent Norwich Musical 
Festival, with huge galleries all round 
and bright with scarlet cloth, packed 
to the fullest extent with a sea of 
anxious faces, has been a sight to 
gladden the hearts of all Christians.

Onr brethren of the St. John Dis­
trict have been discussing in their 
Sunday-school Convention the rela­
tion of children to the Atonement. 
In speaking of the child’s title to bap­
tism, Dr. Curry, Editor of the Metho­
dist Review, states the generally- 
accepted Methodist position on this 
subject in a single sentence : “ The 
child’s title to baptism—the Christian 
seal to the covenant of Salvation—is 
not that he is regenerate, nor that he 
is a believer, bat that Christ has died 
for him, and that he is among those 
for whom the provisions of eternal 
salvation have been made, and which 
will become effectual unconditionally 
in those who never arrive at a state of 
free personal self-determination to or 
away from Christ, and in respect to 
all others on the conditions of their 
fsith and obedience.

Another bishop of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church has found a grave 
in the East. On Friday last Bishop 
Isaac W. Wiley died suddenly and 
unexpectedly at Foochow, China, from 
tumor of the stomach. Bishop Wiley 
was in his sixtieth year. He gradua­
ted as a medical student in 1846, bnt 
almost immediately joined the Phila­
delphia Conference, and was sent as a 
missionary to China in 1851 where he 
remained for five years. After having 
served the Church in various depart­
ments, he was elected Bishop in 1372. 
As an editor he rose steadily in repu­
tation, and as a minister he was genial 
and easy in his manner, with a thor­
ough command of language and a 
delicate precision in the use of words.

A statement given by the Rev. C. 
H. Kelly, at a Methodist Sunday- 
school anniversary at Maidstone, 
England,will be of interest to Sunday- 
school workers generally. “ At the 
last general election he looked with 
great interest to the result, and 
specially to see how those candidates 
who were Sunday school workers got 
on. He found that oat of seven chair­
men of the Old Bailey Sunday-school 
Union six of them were returned as 
members of Parliament. * What a 
pity the other one was not returned,' 
some one would say. Not at all. The 
seventh was Lord Chief Justice Lush, 
of the Court of Appeal. Going a little 
further he found that the ex - Lord 
Chancellor was a Sunday-school teach­
er ; and that the ex-ex-Lord Chancel­
lor was a teacher in a Sunday-school.”

Dear Mr. Editor,—Possibly a 
few items of general interest .and con - 
nexional news from “ the most ancient 
colony” may be of interest to your 
readers. We are suffering from the 
effects of

A POOR FISHERY,

both on the shore and at the Libra- 
dor. In some places, it is true, a good 
deal of fish has been caught, but tak 
ing the country all around it is the 
worst season we have had for many 
years. Not only has the catch been 
far short of the average, but the 
price has been exceedingly low ; and 
short catch and low price together 
have told heavily upon the people, 
and many a household will find it hard 
this winter to keep the wolf from the 
door. Indeed, in the extreme north­
ern bays, on the French Shore, so- 
called, and at Labrador, many peo­
ple are already in want, and govern­
ment relief has had to be dispatched to 
some of the most needy and far-away 
places. In St. John’s, the depression 
is much felt. Business men complain 
of the scarcity of money, and some of 
the factories are partially shutting 
down, and reducing the number of 
their hands.

OCR HEW DOCK,

one of the lamest and finest of its 
kind in the world, is rapidly approach­
ing completion. It has been pushed 
forward with astonishing rapidity by 
Messrs. Simpson, the contractors, and 
is a splendid piece of work. The 
railway is making haate slowly. It 
will probably be opened for traffic as 
far as Harbor Grace, before the end of 
the present month. The road so far, 
when completed, will it is said be in 
good condition. Burchell, the newly 
appointed Government engineer, is 
doing his work faithfully, and the 
present efficiency of the road is at­
tributed largely to his oversight,

in course of construction that will 
greatly add to the beauty of our city. 
The Church of England Cathedral, a 
piece of beautifully pure Gothic arch­
itecture,has already begun to'show how 
handsome it will be when completed.

A new Masonic Hall, on 
a commanding site, is being built by 
your Halifax contractor, Mr. Brook­
field, who is also building a large and 
handsome hotel, for a joint stock 
company of the city, in the near 
neighborhood of the steamboat 
wharves.

Although there is still a fearful 
amount of drinking here, and a large 
number of public houses, yet temper­
ance sentiment has been gaining

ground quietly, the traffic is more and 
more looked down upon and held in 
disrepute, and the posaiblity of put­
ting a stop to the sale of intoxicants 
ardently urged. A committee, charg­
ed with making arrangements for the 
immediate testing of the question, 
has already been formed, and it is 
probable that a general canvass of the 
voter."?, to feel the public pulse on the 
matter, will ere long be made. It is 
too early yet to say what the result 
will be, or even to hazird an opinion 
on that head, but rumor says that the 
publicans are feeling anxious, and 
that a nieeting has already been held 
among them and a large fund has 
been subscribed to help their side of 
the struggle. There is little doubt 
that if this question is put, as it ought 
to be, away entirely from all issues of 
creed or politics, the conscience and 
reason of this community of all creeds 
and classes, and shades of politics 
will vote solidly for liquor selling to 
cease.

Sunday- 
schools have called into existence a 
psalmody and a distinct literature of 
their own. There are in the world 
about 1.7f‘0,000 teachers and between 
12 and 13,000,000 scholars. The 
spiritual education of our children is 
the one point on which we need edu­
cation ourselves. Parents ought to 
care for the salvation of their child­
ren. Other requirements are : A 
large supply of suitable teachers ; 
careful training of teachers ; close 
connection between the Sabbath 
schools and the church. The paper 
was discussed and warmly commend­
ed.

Miss Smith proposed the question, 
“ Is the grading of schools advisable?” 
Remarks thereon were made by Mr. 
J. E. Irvine, Rev. Messrs. Dobson, 
Shenton, Crisp, Johnson, Treadrea, 
Marshall and Mr. R. Wills. The 
afternoon session opened with sing­
ing and prayer by Rev. Mr. Marshall. 
The discussion of the morning was 
continued, several lady teachers ex­
pressing their views.

Rev. Mr. Dobson read a paper on 
the Relation of Children to the 
Church. He summed up his remarks 
under the following heading :

1. We claim that all children are 
born in a justified and regenerated 
state.

2. That they, through the grace of 
God, have the same relation to Christ 
And the church as adult believers.

3. That all our teaching should as­
sume this fact unless the child gives 
evidence of having fallen from grace : 
in such a case we should urge upon 
them the necessity of conversion.

Discussion on these points followed, 
lasting until 4 o’clock.

Mrs. J. W. Smith taught a senior 
class of young ladies the lesson en­
titled, “Solomon’s Choice.” The 
young ladies answered the questions 
put to them promptly and correctly.

Mr. James Marnie then taught a 
junior class of boys the lesson called,
“ Solomon’s Sin.” The boys acquit­
ted themselves well in replying to Mr. 
Mamie’s systematic questions.

In the evening, after devotional ex­
ercises and reading of the minutes, 
Rev. J. Shenton delivered an address 
on “ The Influence of the Teacher 
upon the Children in and out of 
School.” He summarized his ad­
dress :—

1. The influence of the teacher must 
be good.

2. Deep sense of the value of the 
work.

3. Value of the child as belonging 
to Christ and His church.

4. The future moral possibilities of
the child. |

5 Brevity of time in which the work 
is done.

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BOSTON LETTER.
~ Mr. Editor,—Your paper is regu­
larly received, and as its presence 
was hailed with pleasure while at 
home it is much more welcome to 
me here. In the reading room of 
the school of theology there are 
about thirty religious weeklies,among 
which are the Wesleyan and Chris­
tian Gnardian, which, with only one 
or two exceptions, in general in for* 
mation and spiritual food compare 
favorably with any of them. Per­
haps some may think that love for 
mv own country warps the judg­
ment, or, in keeping with Gough’s 
story of the Irishman and his wives, 
that I have a slight “ kink in the 
neck toward Biddy.” Such might 
naturally be expected, but it is not 
the cas»-. The papers speak for 
themselves.

It is needless to say that the ad­
vantages are very great and the 
associations broad in Boston, “ the 
hub of the universe,” and living in 
the midst of such the difficulty one 
encounters in attempting to write is 
not so much what to write as what 
not to write. However, to keep the 
promise good which I made to some 
of your readers before coming here, 
that they would hear from me oc­
casionally through the Wesleyan ; 
the attempt must therefore be 
made,—even should I fail to interest 
any of your intelligent readers save 
those who desired me to write. At 
the outset let me assure you that 
the length of this letter will not ex 
tend beyond the space accorded in 
your valuable columns to corres­
pondents.

The schools of the University have 
a large attendance and bave the 
outlook of a very prosperous year. 
Although it might be interesting to 
many of your readers, time and 
space forbid the entering upon a 
description of the Schools of Medi 
cine, Law, Music and Arts, and for 
the present I must pass them over 
by saying that they have each a 
large staff of professors well calcula­
ted to sustain the reputation of 
the University. Feeling assured 
that the homes, the most 'at least of 
them, which receive the Wesleyan 
are more or less interested in the 
schools of theology everywhere, a 
line or two about the

may be in order just here. The 
Faculty, numbering seven, are too 
widely known to need mention. 
These professors, like the professors 
at Mt. Allison, are very approach­
able and kind and take a deep inter­
est in the welfare and advancement 
of the students. The number of 
students in attendance this year 
K about eighty. Nearly every 
State, also India, Japan, Turkey, and 
last but not least, Canada (by three) 
are represented. To regular stu­
dents there is no tuition fee, but 
to specials the sum of $15 per year 
is charged. We board in the club at 
a little less than $3 per week. The 
dormitory is quite comfortable and 
pleasantly located in the most cen­
tral and business part of the city. 
The chief part of our room furni­
ture is provided for us free of charge, 
but each student has to pay for the 
year $20 to meet heating (dormitory 
and college) expenses. The students 
a.- a boil y are the most devoted and 
gentlemanly I ever associated with ; 
and as a consequence the class ami 
prayer-meetings are well sustained, 
and are attended with deep interest 
and power. The weight of recila­
th n work is done in the afternoon, 
continuing till half past live. This 
arrangement i^ indeed good. It 

-ahles us to get up our lessons in 
the forenoon and have the evenings 
free for reading, attending enter­
tainments and lectures, without 
interfering with our class prepara­
tion. A large percentage of the 
students preach on the Sunday, re- 
ct iving salaries ranging from $325 
tu $550. A few of the older, wiser, 
holier, and more fortunate ones 
r.-cvive even more than the latter 
sum.

tionists; the license party, who 
seems to advocate "that the proper 
way to control the traffic is by this 
means ; while the third supports the 
theory of so training and educating 
the people that they may drink if 
they desire and yet not fall victims 
to the horrible plague. These divis­
ions no doubt explain to some extent 
at least whj the prohibition candi 
date did not poll a larger vote. It is 
the opinion of the most thoughful 
and observing that the morning of 
the day is breaking when the 
election platform of this country 
will he “ liquor or no liquor.” 
Would that the sun of that day 
were already shining above the 
eastern hills. It may he honestly 
conceded that in several of the 
states the temperance cause is fully 
abreast of any part of the world, 
yet who can survey the whole scope 
of the liquor traffic in this country 
without being appalled? The writer 
heard a very popular preacher state 
on one of the public platforms of 
the city: “This king of iniquity 
buries a city like Cambridge with 
her colleges, her wealth, her intel­
lect, her industries—her all each 
year. The amount spent in liquor 
every year would more than bread 
and clothe the whole nation.” 
Another prominent gentleman, from 
the city of New York, stated on 
Tremont Temple platform that in 
that city alone there were 10,000 
saloons, and that there last year 
70,701 persons were arrested by the 
police, and that of that number the 
crimes of 56,000 could be traced di­
rectly (the balance indirectly) to 
liquor, and that among this num 
her 17,500 were women. Let it be 
stated to the honor of this great 
nation that the whiskey tide flows 
principally through the hands of the 
“ foreign element" and not through 
those of the native born. The 
* children ol Erin” perhaps are 
‘of all .the most conspicuous on 
this sea of death. In conclusion, a 
word from the

political field.
The heated excitement has almost 
passed away. Cleveland, “ for bet­
ter or for worse,” goes to the 
“ White House.” The push and 
energy which characterize the Amer­
ican people are not absent in their 
political contests. All classes talk 
politics, women as well as men 
claim it their unbounded right to 
discuss the questions before the 
pulls. The preachers are not con­
sidered quite abreast of the times 
unless they breathe and move in 
the political atmosphere to a greater 
or lesser extent. The ablest politi­
cal speeches that I have heard were 
delivered by preachers, but it is 
right to further say they were along 
the line of temperance reform. A 
preacher here can and is expected 
to express his opinion and vote 
without having a heavy falling off 
in his congregation, as would be the 
case in Canada, especially in the 
Maritime Provinces. This has been 
the case since the days of the advo­
cacy of the emancipation of the 
slave, to which cause the pulpits of 
the land rendered valuable assist­
ance. It is estimated that this 
recent campaign cost the country 
millions of dollars. Some of the 
torchlight pr. -cessions were really 
grand and amusing. Of one I shall 
speak more particularly. It pro­
ceeded t hrough the principal streets 
the evening previous to the election. 
The men, who were said to number 
14,000, were principally dressed in 
military costume, carrying artiticial 
guns on the end of which were burn­
ing lamps. Among them were sev­
eral regiments of cavalry, in uni­
form. One regiment, called "Mother 
Hubbard’s,” was dressed in women’s 
clbthes, having long hair flowing 
down their shoulders. A few of them 
wore masks. The music which the 
hands furnished was good. The 
transparencies told the good and 
gracious nets of one party and the 
lollies and sins of the other. The 
Harvard students had the most ex­
pressive and amusing transparency 
of the procession, which showed the 
portraits <-f Blaine, Cleveland and 
Butler, and the words in large letters 
were written respectively under 
each, "the world,” "the ilesh,” 
“ the devil,” and St. John was repre­
sented as drinking on the sly. The

ANDREW ANDERSON.

Most of your readers have observ- 
; ed the death of our lamented brother 
Andrew Anderson. As he was well 
known to scores of our ministers 
and people, some notice of his de­
voted life and eminently Christian 
eiinr.ioter will ne looked for and de­
sired.

He was born in Lerwick, in the 
Shetland Isles, and lost his father 
wl)i-n only seven years of age. He 
came to at. John in the year 18-50, 
and was converted to God during the 
extensive revival of that year, in the 
Centenary church, under the minis­
try of the Rev. Robert Cooney. He 
had been brought tip a Presbyterian, 
hut united himself, on his conver­
sion, with the Methodist church, 
joining the catechism class of the 
late Edward E. Lloyd, Esq., who was i 
his highly prized adviser and friend. ! 
From that time till his sudden death

—for thirty-four years—he was act­
ively "engaged in the work 
of the Master. For the past 
eleven years he has sustained on the 
Hopewell circuit the office of circuit 
steward, local preacher and Sabbath- 
school superintendent, and during 
no period of his life has he been 
more evidently alive to God, and 
more anxious to do what he could 
to advance the interests of the 
church than during the last few 
vears. “ Faithful until death,” 
seemed his motto. Living or dying 
he was the Lord’s. He often sang 
with much feeling the following 
lines,

“ I know that life with Him remain», 
Protected by His power.

Whst I've committed to His trust,
Till the decisive hour.

Th-n will He own His servant’s name 
B-fore His Father’s face,

And in the New Jerusalem 
Appoint my soul a place. ’

Soon after his death I received 
several letters from those of our min­
isters who had known him best,bear­
ing testimony to his worth, and the 
esteem in which they held him. One 
of them, whose Recording steward 
he was for the last three years, writes 
as follows :

“ As a business man Bros Ander­
son was faithful and diligent, and 
strictly truthful and honest. Social­
ly he was very kind and of the 
most obliging disposition. His be­
nevolence and generosity were only 
limited by the utmost extent of his 
means. His money, time, and 
strength of body and intellect were 
freely given to aid some worthy 
cause, or assist some needy person. 
He often gave at self-sacrifice. The 
Temperance cause, the Bible Society, 
and the Sabbath-school all lose in 
his death an earnest, faithful advo­
cate and supporter. As a Christian 
and member of the Methodist 
church he was consistent, devoted 
and pious. As a local preacher he 
was intelligent and faithful, making 
careful preparation for his pulpit 
work, and his services were general­
ly very acceptable to the people. He 
was always deeply interested in 
everything pertaining to the cause 
of God and the prosperity of Metho­
dism. Even his failings leaned to 
virtue’s side. He will be generally 
missed, as one of the very best of 
men. You can scarcely say too 
much in favor of his memory.’’

After such a testimony from one 
of his most intimate friends—only 
one among many similar testi­
monies—we need only say further 
that our deepest sympathy is with 
his bereaved wife and family. 
May the God of the fatherless and 
widow bless and comfort them.

THOMAS STACEY
was horn at Gaharus in 1802, and 
died Oct. 6th, 1884. He was convert­
ed early in life and joined the Me­
thodist church. His Christ-like 
walk convinced the most sceptical 
that his profession was sincere. 
Living in a place where there were 
hut few Methodists, he soon began 
to exhort the people to turn from 
the error of their ways to God. He 
was soon appointed class and prayer 
leader, which offices he held for 
many years, with credit to himself 
and for the good of the church. 
Till within a few years, he was a con­
stant attendant at the House of God. 
lie loved the communion of saints. 
Lately he was afflicted with lame­
ness, which rendered it impossible 
for him to attend Divine Service. 
His last sickness was brief. Strick­
en with paralysis, ho only lived 
three days. He gave no dying 
testimony, and none was needed, 
for ho “ walked with God.”

JOHN CRMISTON. SR,
was horn in Edinburgh, Scotland, in 
1812 When he was live years old, 
his parents came to Nova Scotia and 
settled at Porter's Lake, but not lik­
ing that place they soon moved to 
Halifax. When sixteen years of age, 
he went to Lunenburg where he re­
mained fur some time, and then 
came tu Gabarits. For fifteen years 
he was engaged in fishing, when he 
built a brig, and soon aftei a vessel 
of which he took command. For 
thirty-four years he sailed in his own 
vessel as captain. He was just about 
giving up the sea when on the 11th 
of Oct. his schooner,the Chas. Valen­
tine, was lost with all on board. 
Three weeks later his body was 
found and was buried in the church­
yard at Gaharus.

About twenty-six years aço he 
was converted during a series of 
special services held hy the Revs. F. 
W. Moore and 9. T. Teed. Having 
been for some time under deep con­
viction, he was prepared to appreci­
ate a sense of his sins forgiven. His 
life showed that 1ns conversion was 
real ; and until his death his 
daily walk and conversation were 
such as are becoming to the child­
ren of God. On land and at sea, 
the Bible was his constant com­
panion, and he was ever the same 
humble, trusting follower of Jesus. 
Thoroughly converted, he consecrat­
ed his increasing wealth to the ser­
vice of God. As he prospered his 
liberality increased ; and many a 
poor widow and sick person knew 
what it was to seethe kindly face of 
Capt. Ormiston as he came to speak 
a word of comfort and give substan­
tial proof of his benevolence. In him 
the poor and needy found a faithful 
lrieud. When Methodism waa young

in Gaharus his house was open for 
the preaching of the Gospel, and 
when the church was built he was 
its foremost supporter. Until the 
parsonage was built, he entertained 
the minister free of charge ; and 
each succeeding one found in him a 
true friend and a trusty adviser. In 
speaking with the writer a short 
time before his death be said that 
he had the impression that he would 
find a watery grave. But notwith­
standing this, when the storm came 
he did not fear,for he felt confident 
that if he did not live to see his home 
again, he would reach his home in 
heaven. He leaves a wife and seven 
children, besides a large number of 
relatives and friends to mourn their 
loss.

NELSON 8. STACEY
was home at Gaharus in Aug. 1857, 
and was drowned Oct. lltb. 1884. 
He was converted last winter during 
a series of special services, and joined 
the Methodist Church. Going to 
sea during the summer months, he 
was to a great extent depri red of 
the means of grace, but he still 
maintained a sense of his acceptance 
with God. In speaking of his ex­
perience a short time before his 
death he said that he was trying to 
live for Jesus. Light hearted and 
kind, he leaves many friends. He 
was married only about ten months. 
A wife and many friends are left to 
mourn, but not as those who have 
no hope.
