There has been a big s rab for canned peas, and still jobbers are sho t. The trouble is that there was no
a sufficieot quantity packed to supply all demands and there is not the remotest chanee of prices coming down

One jobber states that he could only secure 250 cases ont of every 1,000 ordered. Another fays that there
will be no more than a 69 per cent. delivery.

In Toronto this week some wholesalers didn't have a case of peas to sell for present delivery, so low have
the old stocks been run.

Retailers, therefore, who have not contracted for their canned peas, should de lay no longer. Prices are
sure not to he lower and there is every possibility of them going up.  Of course there is the limited price when
stock will be imported.

Demand for peas has rapidly been soaring in recent years and retailers should pay particular attention to

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No attention was paid to delivery in
Chatham, and poor service was the rule.
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see deserted farms and dilapidated farm
buildings. The stability and prosperity
of our eountry is dependent on the farm-
ing industry., We are glad to see what
is being done to edueate this important
portion of our population to the dignity
of their ealling, as well as in improved
methods to eoax from Mother Earth her
most bountiful yield. We, in the town
centres, will prosper as we are sur-
rounded by healthy, contented, prosper-
our tillers of the soil. We were told by
’rofessor Robertson, at the eonservation
commission meeling that Quebee’s ship-
ment of 1,000 tons of hay, returning to
that provinee about $14,000, took more
of the elements of fertility out of this
country than did the $50,000.000 of but-
ter shipped from Denmark. The differ-
! in return is enormous and is cer-
iainly worth considering as how it may
be remedied.
Eulogy for the Farmer.’

‘‘Encourage anything that will pro-
mote farming, as we need the farmer.
We have in every county of these pro-
vinees abandoned farms—not always de-
scrted because they have run out, but
hy the spirit of some years ago when
the young people went to the States and
the older ones dying off left the places
o erow up; their children not being
acenstomed now to farm life prefer to
leave them as they are. It would be
well if the Dominion Government eould
he urged to send some responsible par-
ies through the provinces to take note
of these and get information about the
owners, and then devote some of the
energy and money they have been ex-
pending on the west in getting a good
class of farm settlers for the east. We
ave our advantages in nearness to Bri-
tain, in easily-reached home markets, in
schools, churehes and neighbors that
would appeal to some who might not
-are for the solitude of the western pro-
vinces. Too mueh attention has been
siven the west, and our turn should now
have arrived.

Heritage of the Water.

““Then we have our fisheries—so im-
portant to these provinces. Are we
setting all we should from this heri-
tage of river, and lake, and sea? Can
we improve our methods and enforee
our laws and enaet new laws that will
preserve to us our salmon, lobster, eod-
lish, mackere!l, smelt and other fish in
steady supply, rather than a diminish-
ing quality and quantity.?

““Our eoal, iron and other mines should
he conserved to our people, and the ex-
port of ore from our provinees should
he stopped, so that industries asking
iron and steel and using these produets
may grow up in our midst. This should
he possible where eoal, iron and lime
are all available. Large preparations,
which we hope to show you before you
leave, are now being made on this river
to ship ore from the Drummond mines,
i (Gloucester County, to the United
States, Germany and England. This will
not give much employment to our peo-
ple, and only a small revenue to our
provinee. They may require to do this

D. F. MCLEAN, PORT HOOD, N .8

Mr. McLean was firsi vice-
president of the Maritime Board
in 1910. He gave way to the
pressure of Nova Scotia to
give the presidency to New
Brunswick for another year,

D. F. McLean is a strong ¢har-
acter. He is a Highland Scoteh-
maa, born, however, at West
l’l-l.\'. ('.l[m Breton, N.S., Dee.
30, 1847, He is over six feet
in height, and the heather is
written on his face. That he
was big enough mentally to give
up his chance for the presidency
owing to a peealiar exigeney
a mark of his streneth.
Thae eondition of the Board of
Trade was such that a certain
plan of action had to be adopt-
ed which preeluded a Nova Sco-
tiar from taking the chief of-
fice. To this Mr. MecLean ae-
ceded with good grace. At Port
Hood, his plaes of residence, he
is one of the first eitizens in
every way. He owns and edits
a neat weekly paper, called
““Greetings’’; he sits in the
mayor’s chair, and he holds the
presidency of the Board of
Trade. Business versatility and
business aeumen are his out-
standing points.  During thirty
vears of life in the arena of
commerce he has dipped sue-
cessfully into many branches.
He calls himself a ““general mer-
chant,”” but the shingle over his
office door reminds his fellow
citizens of Port Hood that in
addition, he ean be called upon
fo disecharge the funetions of
fishery officer. Lloyd’s agent.
notary publie and insurane
agent. He is an acknow'edoed
authority on trade down east
No doubt he will be president
at some future date.
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for a year or two to test the ore fully
and to get some return for the heavy
investment made, but this should not be
permitted fo continue many. years.

““The Transcontinental eoming down
through our provinees and reaching out
througih new country to Winnipeg and
the farther west, will open up new ter-
ritory for manufaetured articles that
should be as readily manufactured and
supplied by our people as by those of
Ontario and Quebee, and we should pre-
pare to capture a fair portion of that
trade.

Encourage Small Industries.

““We are pleased to see the activity
of the St. John Board of Trade to bring
their eity to the front and to increase
industrial aetivity in their midst. May
iheir eftoris be an inspiration to the rest
of the boards. I would suggest to towns
in these provinees the encouragement of
small industries natural to the place,
started, if possible, by local men that
know the business, and that will grow
naturally, rather than big industries in-
duced by bonuses, grants and exemp-
tions, that often fail and leave the place
worse than before. Encourage your own
people and you will have more permanent
results. Make a point not to over-tax
industries and deal leniently with them
through your civie control, remembering
that they are the nerve tonie of your
commnunity, and while a little bitter at
times, are a necessary evil for the
hearty, vigorous growth of the place.

‘“We have in our provineces people
with money who could go into the manu-
facturing trade that would build up our
provinees in population and inecrease the
value of properties, but they selfishly
prefer investing in bonds, stocks, lands
in the west and get-rich-quick schemes.
They should be more loyal to our pro-
vinees and start industries here when
land value would improve and we would
have a boom in the east. Talk to them
and show them their duty to their pro-
vinee.

Money to Mail Order Houses.

““Too much money is being sent out
of our provinees to the large departmen-
tal stores of the western ecities. Our
people should have it impressed on them
that where money is earned i1t should
be spent, as far as possible, if they wish
to advance the prosperity of the towns
in which they live. We need the mer-
chants, and they need the customers,
and only as they help each other ecan
hoth prosper. The merchant must cater
to the wants of the community by keep-
ing what goods are required at reason-
able prices, and the ecommunity should
patronize home merchants if they want
good shops.  Money kept in eirenlation
in a town does good in that place, but
send it away and it helps the other
place. We also have too many idle dol-
lars in banks and stockings. Idle dol-
lars and idle men are both useless to
the state.

An Insurance Lesson.

“T am sure we all sympathize with
the Town of Campbellton in the great
disaster that has overtaken that thriv-
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ing town. Such a catastrophe has never
overtaken any other town in our pro-
vince. We feel for them in their pres-
ent difficulties and hope that provineial
and Dominion aid toward their bonded
indebtedness may be fortheoming until
they are again in a position to shoulder
the responsibility

““From this calamity we should learn
a lesson on insurance. Those who have
property owe it to themselves and others
dependent on them, as well as the place
in whieh they live, to keep properly in-
sured, and if Campbellton had had rea-
sonable insuranee there would not be
the privation we see to-day. Merchants
should be insured for the proteetion of
those from whom they buy, as well as

themselves. 1 remember one large firm
of manufacturing elothiers used to have
on their invoices in red, ‘*Are you in-
snred?’” and it is a reasonable question

for them to ask, even although the buy-
er may be well rated.

““The lutereolonial Railway is being
diverted from Nelson to Chatham, to
follow a route near the river, and
through the Town of Chatham, along the
river front. This will open up oppor-
tunities for industries along the bank
f the Miramichi, giving both rail and
water shipment. and this improved fa-
eility should prove benefical to both
Chatham and the Government railway,
by inducing industries to establish here.

Technical Education Coming.
““We have diseussed at many of our

meetings technical education and the
necessity of branches along these lines
being established in our schools. We
will, therefore, be pleased to note that

THE
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the Dominion Government has taken the
matter in hand and that a commission
is now touring our provinees taking evi-
denee, and with sueh an enthusiastie edu-
cationalist as Dr. J. W. Roberston as
chairman, we will look for practical re-
sults.

‘‘Never lose an opportunity to speak
well of your town, your province and
your ecountry, and if you ean’t say any-
thing good—keep quiet.

““I hope our deliberations may be pro-
duetive of mueh good to our provinces
and that a cordial feeling of friendship
may be engendered, that petty rivalry
may be eliminated, and all work to-
gether for the advancement of the Mari-
time Provinees of Canada.’’

Using Our Possessions.

Dr. Robertson was then called upon.
He expressed his pleasure at being pres-
ent. The commissions upon which he
was serving were important. The basis
of national life was the conservation of
what belonged to the people, as a eoun-
try and individually, on the one side,
while technieal education on  the
other side, had a primary mission of
helping men to do their work by being
edueated along [n';ll‘tit‘;ll lines.

The reason for the conservation com-
mission was to take stoek of what the
ecountry possessed. Our enormous re-
sources were unknown in detail.

This eommission was not only to seek
what we had, but how we conld make
best use of those possessions. He illus-
trated how badly arranged was some of
our knowledge. The people should be
well informed as to the best way of min-
ing eoal, as an example. 'He, in an at-
iractive way, pointed out how property
owners were so responsible to all the
people for improving that property. The
conservation eommission had a mission
to teach property owners how to make
the best of their heritage, subject to the
will of the people.

We owed a great deal to our neighbors
in the United States. They were one of
the originators of the conservation eom-
mission. The eommission was a per-
petual organization, founded by Aet of
Parliament. He named over the various
series of committees announced by Par-
liament. He happened to be chairman
of the ecommittee on land. They co-oper-
ated with the various provineial gov-
ernments. They had authorized a sur-
vey of a hundred farms to find out if
the land was as produetive as it was ten
yvears ago; whether new weeds had made
their appearance, or if the farmers were
holding their own.

Health Conditions Investigated.

In many cases weeds had beaten farm-
ers out of their property.

They were also investigating the wa-
ter supply, such as old-fashioned wells,
which often absorbed sewage and filth of
all kinds. He likened the farms to the
days of Sodom and Gomorrah. If they
could uncover three farms out of these
hundred, that eould be models, it would
be worth while living to see it brougt
about.
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In fisheries the same thing is being
done. The same prineiples are being ap-
plied to all branches of industry. Oyster
beds were almost disappearing, owing
to ignorance. The commission had found
remarkable losses on. the fisheries.

The commission on industrial training
and techneal eduecation was all-import-
ant.

In passing he mentioned that tariff
for protection was only a temporary ar-
rangement—make it a thousand years
if necessary.

In the provinces the people were most
eflicient in many ways. They were effi-
cient politically. He did not say they
were always right. The commission was
out to find to what extent the people
everywhere were efficient industrially.
Leading men everywhere had been gen-
erous in offering co-opration. They were
gathering information as to what oppor-
tunities existed now for industrial train-
ing.

Nova Scotia a Good Example.

Nova Seotia had a system of indus-
trial training that would surprise most
men. It had schools for training men
to mine ecoal. Every sub-foremen, every
head of the men had to be trained now.
The stories some of these men told the
commission were wonderful. He eited
how men developed themselves before
the Government came to their assistance
on technieal schools in 1886. They found
only one man in all their enquiry who
worked in eoal mines who was not a
native-born Canadian. All were edueal-
ed in Nova Seotia. As a result they
found that there were fewer accidents
and less loss of life in the eoal mines
of Nova Seotia than in any other plae:
in the world. (Applause).

He noted the different sehools of Nova
Scotia, and found that at Liverpool, N.
S., there were 250 teachers from differeni
parts of the province spending five weeks
of their holidays and $25 of their own
money to improve their teaching effi-
ciency.

He was pleased to see the fine indus-
tries growing up in small places. The
idea of dragging workers into the eities
was ridienlous. Any work which did
not give the worker’s children a chance
for health and edueation was not de-
sirable.

The boys leaving the farms was all
right, but the boy staying on the farm
should have as good a training indus-
trially as the boy who leaves. The farm
and eity should work together. He cited
Sackville’s stove factories, where men.
owing to the fine air and good surround-
ings, did better and longer work on that
account. They were shipping stoves
west and eompeting with others beeause
of their energy and ecourage.

The commission had diseovered that
small towns were the places for greaf
industries, which would have all Can-
ada for a market. The small town would
not hurt the big eity. The lure of the
city and the lure of the west had heard
its loudest call. (Applause).
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What Education Is.

Before elosing, he gave some points
for thought, mentioning that nothing he
<aid was private. He referred to the
olusive eharaeter of the meaning of edu-
cation. Most men who came before
them thought that all knowledge ob-
iained outside of schools was not educa-
tion. That was a mischevious idea. A
<«chool was only a human device to get
an experience. Telling things was not
teaching. All edueation meant simply a
-cries of experiences, aiming at increased
imtelligence.

They had asked men why they want-
o edueation. The answer generally was
<o as to be able to earn a living. Then,
Jionld not the schools be readjusted so
that they would meet that desire? They
<urely should be made to help the child
not only to make a living, but to make
ite worth living. He did not think the
three ““R's’’ were enough for edueation

Your letter has now, however,
been considered by our eouneil and the
unanimous feeling of those present was
that, while they would like very much to
co-operate with you and felt loath in-
deed to forego the pleasure of a visit to
(Chatham, they counld see no good results
to be aceomplished by again joining the
Board.

We have not, in the past, been able to
sce that the Maritime Board has aceom-
plished mueh, if anything. The difficulty
has seemed to be to find subjects general
enough in character to be dealt with by
represenfatives of the three Provinees,
and yet personal or loeal enough to
bring out a good attendance. The in-
terests of the three Provinees. as far as
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Boards of Trade are eoncerned, are quite
different. Many questions that affeet
one provinee do not affeet the others;
and furthermore many of the questions
which Boards of Trade are interested in
must eome before the Legislature. In
this respect the Maritime Board has but
little influence, as the New Brunswick
members ean be of no assistance to their
confreres from Nova Seotia or Prince
Edward Island in matters affeeting
those Provinees, and viece versa. It is
only on questions coming before the Fed-
eral Parliament on which we can unite.
In these cases the other Provinees of
the Dominion are usually equally inter-
ested, and to accomplish anything their
co-operation is needed.

It seems to me personally, without
speaking for our Board, that the only
Board of Trade organizations whieh ecan
be effeetive are Provineial Boards from
wiich perhaps representatives eould he
rominated to  eonstitute a  Dominion
Board.

THE AFTERNOON SESSION.

After dinner the Board resumed its
sittings. D. F. McLean, vice-president,
opened the session by referring in com-
plimentary terms to the splendid address
of the president. He had pleasure in
moving the adoption oi the president’s
address. C. E. Bentley seconded it
(Carried.)

The president announced that automo-
biles were at the disposal of delegates
who wished to visit the big manufactur
ing industries of the town and neighbor-
hood, including pulp mills, rossing
works and lumber mills. Loggieville, a
neighboring town would also be well
worth visiting as several fine industries
were located there

Mr. Williams, of Moncton, was unanim
vusly chosen auditor.

Freight Rate Reduction.

The question of the reduction of
freight rates over the 1.C.R. and govern-
ment subsidized railways, and the advis-
ability of the government taking over
all such subsidized railways, was taken
up by D. F. Hood, of Port Hood, C.B
He pointed out that the rates for pas-
senger and freight service had been in-
creased on the I.C.R. He found that
any surplus in carnings went over to the
general fund of the nation.

A resolution was moved by Mr. Mc-
Lean and seconded by (. E. Bentley, the
seconder urging that the latter part of
the resolution with which the Board had
already dealt with. Mr. McLean agreed
to the suggestion.

Jas. Paton, of Charlottetown, P.E.I.,
thought no reference should be made to
any surplus.

Captain Read, of Summerside, P.E.I.,
spoke in favor of the resolution as
amended. He spoke of the government
having abolished canal tolls. He said
the talk of surplus on government rail-
ways was all clap-trap. None of these
systems should pay.

Hance Logan did not think the pas-
senger rates were excessive. He thought
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THE CANADIAN GROCER

perhaps local freight rates were exces-
sive. He cited instances in his own
town, of excessive freight rates. On the
other hand, the freight for long distance
hauls was very low. He would advise
naming something specific in the resolu-
tion, such as mentioning the local
ireight.

Mr. Williams referred to the increased
wages occasioned by union aggression,
and hence the railways were compelled
to increase their rates. He also pointed
out that as a rule the rates were in no
way excessive. He did not believe there
was any real surplus on the I.C.R. He
was treasurer of that road for years
and he was in a position to know.

James Nicoll, Chatham Board of
Trade, did not think their neighborhood
was suffering. However if others were

ufiering, some way of helping them out
could be arrived at.

D. A. Morrison did not think the
ircight rates of the I.C.R. were in any
wav excessive. He had businesses in
three different points and found all the
rates fairly reasonable. The only point
lie thought of was import rates which
were excessive. Some isolated cases
might be discovered but these should be
dealt with in some other way.

W. S. Davidson, of Halifax, agreed
with Mr. kogan that none of the general
rates were too high.

Resolution too General.

W. B. Snowball, president, vacated the
chair, asking the vice-president to take
it. He thought the resolution was too
ceneral, and that the mover should have
come with a tabulated list of the exces-
sive rates, etc. He noticed one speaker
said we should be able to run a railway
as cheaply as they could in the United
States. That was wrong. We had not
the population and no railway could be
run on the same expenses as in more
populous countries. He would like to
see the resolution changed so that de-
tails would be given.

Mr. Mcl.ean, the mover, then stated
that he was possessed of data to prove
his case, but had left them at home in
error. He could see that the consensus
of opinion was against his resolution
and he was willing to leave the matter
over until anothet vear or to a com-
mittee. He would then qe fortified.

Quick Mail Despatch.

W. S. Davidson then submitted the fol-
lowing resolution :

“Whereas the C(anadian Government
payvs a very large subsidy for the quick
despatch of the English mails to Can-
ada, specifiving the speed the steamers
shall be capable of, and whereas that
portion of the mails for the Maritime
Provinces, for the past two years have
been subiected to very great delays at
Rimouski and Campbellton, during the
period from the opening of the Guli of
St. Lawrence route until the second
daily through train is put on from
Montreal to Halifax, thus defeating the
object for which the subsidy is given,

“Be it therefore resolved that the
Maritime Board memoralize the Gov-
ernment asking that arrangements be
made for the next and subsequent sea-
sons, for the immediate despatch of
said mails and passengers by special
train during the said period.”

Captain Read in seconding the motion
said he felt sure more attention should
be paid to special trains bringing mails
to the east.

J. 1.. Stewart, of Chatham, thought
that Dr. Robertson’s reference to the
political efficiency was right as the peo-
ple got very little to benefit them.

Want More Attention.

I.. . Rhodes spoke on the necessity of
greater attention heing paid to the Mar-
itime Provinces by the Department of
Immigration at Ottawa.

lle believed a great deal of the tend-
ency of ruination to the Maritime Prov-
inces was that more attention was paid
to politics than to the country. It was
a delicate matter for himseli perhaps as
a Toryv politician to discuss these ques-
tions, but there was in fact no element
of partizanship in this matter. He then
read a few notes on the beauties and
area of the provinces. Mr. Rhodes did
not agree with the Lieut,-Governor that
the stream of immigration could not be
diverted. He believed it could be divert-
ed and they should do it. He quoted an
interview given by Beckles Wilson, Eng-
lish journalist who said that in the Do-
minion Government offices in the Old
Country scarcely any data was available
about Nova Scotia.

‘““According to the census of 1901 the
population of the Maritime Provinces
amounted to 893,953 and of this number
all but 14,732 were British born ; that
is to say, all were British born except
1.6 per cent. and of all the total Mar-
itime population, 93.1 per cent. were
born in tne Maritime Provinces. Men-
tion is made of this fact to show that
it has been little if any disturbed by im-
migration. Comparing the area of the
Maritime Provinces with that England we
find Maritime Provinces 51,163; and Eng-
land 50,903 square miles. Yet England has
a population of 605 per square mile and
the Maritime Provinces 17 persons per
square mile ; that is to say, England,
with the same area has from 16 to 17
times more people. The significance of
these figures, having regard to the future
possibilities of this country, must be
readily perceived ; because in every re-
spect the Maritime Provinces compares
favorably with England. Our climate
perhaps is not so equable, but we have
the advantage in moisture and in quan-
tity of sunlight enioved ; while compar-
ing our climate with that of Scotland,
we perhaps have the advantage in every
respect. In natural wealth it is fair to
say that we are at least equal in cvery
way.

“To my mind, in many respects we
have superior resources. Our soil in
many places is of unequal fertility. Un-
der a similar system of cultivation to
that ecmployed in England, our fields
would vield as plentifully as the richest
in England. A practical demonstration
of this fact has been afforded in many
portions of the provinces. Our average
hay crop, with interior cultivation, is
the equal of that of the British Isles.

Wheat for example, when carefully and
properly cultivated, has been known to
vield from 40 to 50 bushels to the acre.
The fruit growing possibilities of these
provinces have been amply demonstrat-
ed. For example in the year 1907, one-
sixth of the total exports of apples from
North America to the United Kingdom
went from Nova Scotia alone. Our tim-
ber resources are well known. Our min-
eral wealth shows almost boundless pos-
sibilities. Our coal deposits are prac-
tically inexhaustible and each year new
areas are being discovered. Iron is lit-
tle less plentiful than coal. The recent
developments in Albert County give every
every promise of an abundant yield of
oil and natural gas. We have gold, sil-
ver, lead, manganese and copper. Our
fisheries are a great source of wealth
and each vear grow more profitable. In
view of these facts, it must be abundant-
ly evident that we have room for more
people and that we would be more pros-
perous with a larger population

How to Get the Capital

“The great question is, how are we to
increase our population and thus add to
our wealth and prosperity ? Could the

fact be brought home to the possessors
of Old Country capital that we have
these tremendous resources, located a
full day’s journey nearer to them, I be-
lieve that a portion oi the stream of
capital yearly flowing into the Dominion
coulé¢ be turned our way. The time at
my disposal and the intelligence of the
hody which I have the honor to address
forbid me to enlarge upon the benefits
which would accrue to these provinces
by reason of immigration or the influx
of new capital and I think I can fairly
assumed that the sole question for us to
consider is how it is to be secured.

Up to Federal Government.

“In view of the limited resources at
the command of the local governments
and the fact that the Dominion Govern-
ment has ample funds, it does seem to
me that it alone is the proper agent to
bring about this much desired result. A
prosperous and contented settler in the
Maritime Provinces is as great an asset
to Canada as is one located in any of
the Prairie Provinces. Then again, the
Dominion Government has the machinery
at hand and in working order. With lit-
tle extra efiort attention could be paid
to securing immigrants for us in common
with the whole Dominion. As a business
proposition I hold it is the duty of the
Dominion Government ; as a matter of
justice, it is much more so. In the ear-
lier years of Confederation we paid our
full portion of the price of confederation
in the securing of the addition of the
Province of Prince Edwarh Island and
British Columbia and of the acquisition
of the North West Territories. We sent
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our men to fight the country’s battle
during the North West Rebellion; a
share of our money went to the building
of the ("fanadian Pacific and more recent-
ly to the Grand Trunk Pacific and I firm-
ly believe that we have not in these
Maritime Provinces received a fair re-
turn for the resources and energy we
have expended in the upbuilding of what
should be our common country.

‘‘In fact we have been hewers of wood
and drawers of water for the whole Do-
minion. For years an advertising pro-
paganda has been carried on in Great
Britain and elsewhere, partly with our
money and the fruits have gone towards
the building up of other provinces Ii
this alone were the result, the condition
would be regrettabie, but by reason of
this advertising and the consequent de-
velopment of the Prairie Provinces our
own sons have become unsettled and we
have found it difficult to hold our own
It does to me seem extraordinary that
all of these vears we have remained
quiescent while for a period of six
months each vear a constantly increas
ing stream of immigration has been pas
sing through our ports of St. John and
Halifax and we have hardly lifted a hand
to help divert some of it, which isiI be-
lieve rightly ours

Themselves to Blame.

““No blame is to be attached to (he
Dominion Government. T believe we
have nobody to blame, if blame there be,
but ourselves. The  condition thus
crudely pointed out is apparent to out-
siders.”’

He then quoted from an interview giv
cn recently by Beckles Wilson, journalist
and author, to the Amherst Daily News

“I would suggest,”” he said, ‘‘that an
active committee ot this Board be ap-
pointed to gather statistics and to put
the issue in concrete form, acting if pos-
sible in conjunetion with representatives
of the Provincial Governments : and
when the matter assumes practical form
that it be laid before all the Maritime
members of parliament in convention, to
the end that the attention of the Domi
nion Government may be demanded in
Parliament.”

The following resolution was moved by
E. Rhodes, and seconded by H. Logan

That this Maritime Board of Trade
demands that more attention be paid
to the Maritime Provinces by the Im-
migration Department at Ottawa to
the end that these provinces may re-
ceive their fair proportion of immi-
grants coming to Canada.

And further that a copy of these
resolutions be sent to the Maritime
whips at Ottawa, with the request
that the matter may be vigorously
dealt with in parliament -

Hance Logan said there was one need
that struck him forcibly and that was
that the Government of Canada should
be reminded that there was an east as
well as a west. He did not envy the
‘west. He wanted to know what was
practical in this matter. Referring to
his fal_'mmg operations he found it al-
most impossible to get farm help. He
would like to see the intelligent small
farmers of central and north of England,
of Ireland and of Scotland.

He found the British press was loud in
praise of the Maritime Provinces. He
Qid not believe there was a man in the
immigration department in London who
knew a single thing about the Maritime
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Provinces. They all lived, moved and
had their being, west of Winnipeg.

He suggested that Mr. Rhodes’ reso-
lution be brought beiore the whips at
Ottawa, so that something should be
done for immigration in the provinces.

Holding What They Had.

Mr. Bentley, of Charlottetown, said
that while he admired the resolution
they ought to devisc some method of
keeping their young people irom leaving
the provinces. That was more vital
than getting new people.

He found some of the immigrants from
Ingland were unsatisiactory. They were
too slow and were unaccustomed to
maritime methods of farming. The far-
mers on the Island who were making
money were those who utilized all the
products of their land to feed animals
and poultry.

English immigrants had come over to
the island and some had returned disap-
pointed. It was therelore necessary that
all immigrants should be told exactly
the conditions existing out here. kEvery
detail must be supplied and then some
satisfaction might be obtained.

James Paton said he had gone to meet
some of these immigrants. They were
good people. No farms had been select-
ed tor them and farmers having land to
sell, certainly did not lower their
prices. !

He was glad to say that the majority
of the immigrants were delighted with
the island. Only a small percentage had
heen disappointed. He often asked west-
erners if they were happy in the west.
Ten out of twelve told him that they
were not pleased with the west. Any
man who lived in the beautiful east, and
who denounced the provinces, ought to
he put in the penitentiary.

He paid a glowing tribute to the
provinces and was loudly applauded.

Municipal Indebtedness.

““Municipal Bonded Indebtedness’’
was the next subjeet. It was brought
forward by the Moneton Board. Mr.
Williams referred to the terrible fire at
(‘ampbellton, a happy and prosperous
wn of about 6,000 inhabitants, which

a few hours was a heap of ashes, only
7 or S homes being left of what was a
sy, thriving place.

**St. John, Quebee, Hull, Windsor and
her towns have had their conflagra-
ns,”” he said, ‘‘entailing great de-
ruetion of property, but in their cases
¢ destruetion was only partial. Larger
rilons of those towns or cities were
wed, and many of their industries un-
iched, while in the case of Campbeli-
n all were swept away, making the dis-
ster complete.

*‘Like most modern towns, Campbell-

had its water supply. sewerage sys-
m, schools, ete., in payment for which
honded indebtedness of some $300,000
ul been ineurred, with an annual in-

est eharge of $13,000. With the de-

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‘“Now what has been the fate of
Campbe!lton may at some future time
be the fate of Chatham, Newecastle,
Moneton or other Provineial towns given
the same conditions.

A Remedy Suggested.

““Such being the case, it behooves the
business men of these Provineces to give
the subject consideration and if possible
make provision to meet contingencies of
this character. It appears to me that
this could be done in the most effectual
way by the Provinece guaranteeing the
principal and interest of municipal and
school bonds issued under Aects of the
Local Legislature. At the present time
school  distriets and small municipal
bodies litt'e known in financial eentres
have to issue bonds bearing a larger
rate of interest than those of large een-
tres better known to the financial world,
and vet the smaller municipality may
be much better security for repayment of
the loan than a larger municipality
swamped with debt. The Provinecial
cuarantee would tend to place all the
municipalitics on an equal footing, and
enable them to secure loans on much
better terms.

““The guarantee fund could be aec-
cumulated by setting aside from the
proceeds of each loan bearing the Pro-
vineial guarantee 14 or 1% of one per
cent. of the prineipal sum, to be invest-
ed and interest added half yearly or
vearly. At the maturity of each loan if
no call had been made con the fund by
the munieipality the amount at eredit
would be paid over.

Would Enhance Bond Value.

‘“As the Provincial Government’s
enarantee would enhance the value of
municipal bonds more than the 14 or 14
of one per eent. taken for the guarantee
fund. the guarantee practically costs the
municipalities nothing.

““If a disaster as far reaching as the
Campbellton one occurred in future the
guarantee fund eould be drawn upon to
pay the interest eharges until the muni-
cipality was in a position to assume its
interest charges again, and the money
thus advanced would be recouped by the

guarantee fund by assessments spread
over several years.

““In view of the destruetion of the
security and the default in payment of
interest in the ease of Campbellton, it
appears to me that provineial towns and
eities will in future have a difficulty in
floating bonds ¢n as good terms as in
recent  years unless some satisfaetory
guarantees can be given.

Sinking Funds.

“Guoing carefully over the returns is-
siued by the New Brunswick legislature
of the bonded indebteduess of towns.
cities, and eounties, I find that in earlier
years the provision relating to sinking
funds for paying off the bonds in part
or whole at maturity did not obtain, with
the result that bonds aggregating up-
wards of 3 0.000 wi'l have to be re-
newed in full.

In Nova Secotia better provisicn has
heen made with respect to sinking funds,
but there one of its towns is $34.000,
and another $9,009 in arrears with these
funds.

‘‘Besides the fac! that amounts for
sinking funds are assessed annually is
no guarantee that the amount will be
there at the maturity of the bond. When
a re-organization of the finances of St.
John city took place a few years ago it
was found, I think, that several of the
sinking funds had been encercached upon
to meet emergencies; and I am told that
in the case of Campbeliton the assess-
ments had been made annually, but the
amount treated as eurrent revenues and
used to pay current expenses. What
has happened in these instances has no
doubt occurred in other muniecipalities
as a full investigation. if had, would
establish.

More Direct Control.

‘“A Provinecial guarantee would earry
with it of necessity a Sinking Fund for
each Joan and government management
of the Sinking Fund.

““From the fact that the New Bruns-
wick government has been called upon
to come to the assistance of Campbell-
ton in the way of paying its interest
for a term of years seems to me to
make the present an opportune time for

Shipping at Chatham. N.B., where the Convention was held.
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the several Provineial governments to
review the situation with respeet to
Municipal Bonded Indebtedness and in
the interest of the municipalities take
a more direet control and supervision of
the bond issues.”’

The following resolution was present-
ed:

““*Whereas the almost total de-
struetion of the town of Campbell-
ton by fire has removed to a large
extent the security on which bonds
to the extent of some F300,000 have
been issued and has placed it out of
the power of that municipality for
a number of years to pay the inter-
est charge on same, necessitating an
appeal to the Dominion and Provin-
cial governments to assume for a
lengthy period the payvment of that
charge;

““And whereas this disaster may
prejudicially affeet the sale of muni-
cipal bonds in future;

‘Therefore be it resolved that it
is the opinion of this Board that all
future issues of munieipal bonds.
¢ity, town or eounty. under author-
ity of the loeal Legislatures, shall
be cuaranteed by the special pro-
vineial governments, both as to
prineipal and interest: and that a
gnarantee fund be provided by eaeh
lnl'n\'ill.‘t‘ from the Pl'll('l'l‘l]\ of sale
of such bonds to meet calls upon
them arising from extraordinary
emergenctes similar to the Camp-
bellton fire.”’

Captain Read =aid the [slanders
would never stand for that resolution.

D. A. Morrison spoke in  favor of
memorializing the covernment regarding
the reczulation of bonded indebtedness.

The zovernment should keep a strong-
er check on the lending of money to
towns, ete. The borrowing was an easy
matter on bonds and this step if evolved
properly would be highly beneficial to
the Provinee.

The following ecommittee was seleeted
by the president to place the matter of
Ive Jovern-

P. E. Island’s Problem.

D. W. Bentley then voiced the subject
of the Charlottetown hoard. He detail-
ed many of the diffieulties of the Island
in the way of transportation. He sug-
wested that a ecommittee should be form-
ed of representatives of the different
Provineces who would go before the gov-
ernment, with the elaims of the Island.
One means of benefiting the different
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provinees. and of enlarging the efficien-
ey of the Maritime Board was to have
a vigorous commitiee appointed.

Jas. Paton spoke in favor of Mr.
Bentley s suggestion and he was sure if
the board made it a point of staying
with the government till they got what
they were after, it would be a blessing
to all eoncerned.

The president called attention to the
resolution regarding the betterment of
steamship service, whieh was passed last
vear, should be reaflirmed as he had a
man in sight who was most likely to do
something in the way of establishing a
serviee from Chatham to Charlottetown,
Summerside and  other points.  Mr.
Bentley said he would be willing to move
that the resolution of last year re the
steamship service should be reaflirmed.

D. A. Morrison said the resolution
looked ridieulous. Few boards  would
undertake to pay their expenses to Ot-
tawa. The president said the resolution
was already earried, but that Mr. Bent-
ley was willing to reeonsider it as long

s neeessary.

F. W. Sumner thought a resolution
ought to be made to make an appropria-
tionr for defraying expenses.

W. S. Logeie  thonght  a ecommittee
could be formed of members of Parlia-
ment and no outlay would he neeessary.

(. E. Bentley also thought the expense
part of the resolution was absurd as the
board had no funds to send any com-

mittee anywhere.
Should Back Up Resolutions.

D. W. Bentley remarked that the
whole question was one of expense. If
representative business men could not
afford to pay expenses to Ottawa then
the institation was of little importance.
Last year St. John men said the board
was engaged in resoluting and it looked
that way to him. Surely there was some
way of finding the money to back up the
resolutions. The expense was an over-
whelming thing and so they wounld elim-
inate the expense elause.

W. H. Edgett agreed with Mr. Bent-
ley, and that maiter of expense was the
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erux of the situation. Some means of
backing up these resolutions must be de-
vised. He agreed also with Mr. Loggie,
and suggested a committee of five mem-
bers of Parliament.

Mr. Davidson said the Halifax Board
was paying $60 of the Maritimes Board’s
revenue and any extra expense would
be turned down.

H. Logan sympathized with the reso-
lution and as an experienced parliament-
arian he could not agree with Mr. Log-
vie.  There would be no foree like the
small eommittee, which would go to Ot-
tawa or elsewhere, mueh in earnest about
the work. Mr. Bentley's resolution re
expense was not safe. It would tend
to lessen the membership. The president
of this board owes the members some-
thing. He should be able to go to Otta-
wa and put the ease before the members.
He suggested that Mr. Bentley give a
notiee of motion re the expense side. If
the president would not pledge himself
to 2o to Ottawa then they would refuse
to eleet him.

D. F. MelLean, viee-president and by
usual order president eleet, jumped to his
et :ll!<l ,\:Iiul ]ll' ;l:’l'u'!l \\i”l \ll l.u‘_’!iq
in full.

The oecasiol
of the toast to President Taft was the
presenee of Mr., Adams, of New York.
as guest of Mr. Tweedie, and to whie
he responded.

The speakers included W. S. Loggic
M.P.. E. Rhodes, M.P., H. lmj:.'lll. o
M.P.. D. F. MeLean, and W. B. Snow
hall, the president.

W. F. Sumner proposed a toast to the
Lieut-Governor with a vote of thanks
which was heartily presented.  Hi-
Honor gracefuily replied.

Good singing, aceompanied by ai
orchestra, combined to make a grea
sueeess of a signal honor to the visiting
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delegates. The excellent arrangements
made for the banquet were ereditably
carried out in the capable hands of the
Governor’s A.D.C., Lieut.-Col. J. D. B.
I*. Mackenzie.

THURSDAY MORNING SESSION.

The president ecalled the meeting to
order at 9.30 when Bonded Indebted-
ness was the continued subjeet.

Capt. Read econsidered that Prinee
Fdward Island could not be indueed to
take up the matter. [f he thought that
it wonld benefit Campbellton or any
other town should a similar disaster oe-
aar he would assist the matter in every
way. He considered that some scheme of
wunieipal insurance could be worked out
on a very low rate.

The president proposed a resolution of
<«vmpathy for the people of Campbell-
Lon,

Recarding the question he (the presi-
dent) eonsidered it too large to deter-
mine quickly. He thought that perhaps
Moneton would withdraw it from the
present session and give notiee it would
he brought up at the next.

Mr. Williams considered that the mat-

Mr. Bentley (Truro) considered it a
very important  matter.

ree short haul rates which, when add-
vl together, puts the Island provinee of
far removed from the consumers and:

i~ is Ontario, and

“*Whereas, the peaple of the Maritime
Provinees freely and generously submit-
ed to the abrogation of canal tolls for
e benefit of the Maritime Provinees,
¢luding Ontario and Quebee.

“*Be it therefore resolved, that the
csovernment of the Dominion of Can-
ada be urged to so readjust the

rates on the Intereolonial Railway

and  Prince Edward Island Rail-
wayv and conneeting links as to re-
ieve the unequal barden of trans-
portation  suffered by these Mari-
time Provinees so as to give one
lone haul rate between points in the

Provinee of Prince Edward Island

and the mainland, eonforming in a

reasonable degree with the long haul

rates  obtaining on earriage from
points in Ontario and Quebee.’’

This was seconded by D. F. MeLean
and carried.  Capt. Read explained the
short haul rates that P. E. 1. was obliged

to pay and elaimed the Island was pay-
ing too much in proportion to the other
provinees. He made an emphatiz speeci
saying that the East had done a great
deal for the West and it was time that
the Maritime people got some consider-
ation from the government.
Killing of Sheep By Dogs.

““Dog nuisance in  regard to sheep
raising,”” then eame up, being broughi
forward by Bear River, N.S., board.

Mr. Williams explained the damage
dogs had done to sheep-raising in his
territory near Moneton. He moved tae
resolution as it appeared on the azenda
paper as follows:

““Whereas, sheep-raising was formerly
a very important industry in the farm-
ing distriets of the Maritime provinees:

““And whereas, thereis being a large-
Iy reduced number of sheep raised than
formerly and the reason given for this
unfortunate condition is that the ravages
of dogs make sheep-raising practically
prolibitive.

““Therefore resolved, that the
provineial government be urged at
taeir next session to take this mat-
ter into consideration and place a
suitable tax upon all dogs in the
provinees, with the expeciation thai
this course will eause the disposal of
many destruetive animals.

““It is further resolved. that the
several Boards of Trade 1o these
provinees and the Maritime Board
of Trade be requested to unite with
this board to support this movement
in urging this course upon the said
Lecislatures, and also that the sev-
eral governments be urged to en-
courage as far as possible the rais-
raising of sheep.”

(. E. Bentley spoke in favor of the
resolution, and said there were zood op-
portunities for profitable sheep-raising
in the provineces.

D. F. McLean handled over a thou-
sand sheep in a year and he sympathized
with the resolution.

J. Nichol spoke of the advanced priee
of lamb and mutton generally.

Relations with the U. S.

Jetter trade relations with the Uni-
ted States,”” was taken up by the Sum-
merside P. E. I. board.

Captain Read led the debate. He
said the leader of the Federal govern-
ment had pronouneed his poliey in favor
of better trade relations already and
there was little use of passing the reso-
lution.  He believed that reeiproeity
would be a great blessing for the Mari-
time provinees, that was provided it was
satisfactory and on natural  produets
only. The reason that they had put this
subjeet on the list was beeause Montreal
and other eities had passed resolutions
denouneing reeiproeity in any form.

He mentioned the unique suitability
of potatoes for food and ('.\',»l't'i.‘l”_\‘ were
the provinees suitable for growing po-
tatoes,

He spoke at some length pointing out
his reasons why reciprocity wonld he
a benefit. He remembered the old reci-
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procity treaty with the United States.
Trade had never been so good since. The
population  of the Island doubled.
Everything was more prosperous. It was
simply marvellous the new life that the
ireaty put into the Maritime Provinces.
The time to make a treaty was when
the makers were independent.

Mr MeArthur, of Summerside, =up-
ported Captain Read.

D. W. Bentley read some extracts from
the daily press, showing that the matter
in the resolution was already arranged
by the zovernment.

Captain Read said he thought perhaps
is was as well to let the resolution drop.

““The proteetion of inlet and eoastal
fisheries and the encouragzement of the
fishery industry’" was dealt with briefly
by D. F. MeLean, Port Hood. He de-
cided, owing to the ecomplexity of the
subjeet, he would leave it over for an-
other meeting.

*Therefore resolved, that in the
opinion of this Maritime Board of
Trade, mueh more attention should
be civen to the protection and devel-
opment of all onr natural resources
than they at present receive, keep-
ing in  view the great benefit the
country will reeeive from each ad-
vanee toward the finished produoet
in manufaeture within the Maritime
Provinees of the produets  of the
<aid resourees, and that all laws on
the statute hooks, designed for their
conservation, should be strietly en-
foreed withont fear or favor. and
that pariy polities, in or out of Par-
llament, should not be allowed to
interfere with the presevation of our
natural resources.”’ -

While there are localities lere and
there for miles in southern Manitoba
ihat are looking well, the. most of it is
not worth eutting until yvou get west of
Souris and then it gradually improves.
When you reach Regina you find one of
the best erops they ever had. Agzain
from Regina all along the main line of
the C.P.R. east as far as Poriagze La
Prairie or in faet to Winnipeg there is
comparatively little grain that will not
be ecut.

It may also be a surprise to those who
are not familiar with the western con-
ditions that even in southern Manitoba
all alonz the railway lines there are
thousands of aeres which never have
heen touehed with the plow.

With all the drought in many parts.
the distriet north of Portage La Prairie
to Gladstone and farther north has had
plenty of rain and the erops are above
an average vield. Binders are busy and
what a few days ago was a vast sea of
wheat is now changed to countless shocks
which are again rapidly disappearing to
build up the stacks ready for the thresh-
er. All through to Neepawa and Min-
nedosa, the place from which I am
writing, the country is in good shape,
the farmers are busy, and the merchants
look forward to a good fall trade.

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Chatham, N.B., an Important Industrial Centre

Has Splendid Shipping Facilities — Lumbering is the Most
Prominent Industry—A Delightful Residential Town.

Staff Correspondence.

Chatham, N.B, Aug. 26.—Chatham,
where the Maritime Board of Trade held
its sixteenth annual meeting, is the larg-
est town in the northern hali of New
Brunswick. It is admirably located at
the threshold of the Miramichi, tapping
the largest lumber producing region of
the province. It ofiers good facilities
for all industries directly or indirectly
allied to the trade

(‘hatham has fine deep water facilities
and when the deep dredging is complete
it will be a port worthy of call for the
largest ocean traffic. In fact in the ex-
portation of lumber and other kindred
products, including pulp-wood, Chatham
has risen to be the third largest export
ing port oi New Brunswick, and in this
special line is surpassed only by the
commercial capital of the Province—St
John

The population is only six thousand,
but the variety of manufacturing plants
located in the town is so great that one
would think it had four or five times
the population. Within a radius of two
miles of the town there are two large
pulp mills—The Miramichi Pulp & Paper
('o., and the Dominion Pulp Co.'s mill,
employing the vear round four hundred
men. Four lumber mills, including the
J. B. Snowball Co.’s plant, the Mira-
michi Lumber Co.’s saw-mill (formerly
the Ilutchinson mill), the Damery &
MacDonald’s mill, and the Lyman mill,
operated by the J. B. Snowball Co ;

Two wood-working factories, those ol
the John A. MacDonald Co. and Walsh
Bros., have large outputs and are to be
further extended and equipped

The Miramichi Lumber Co. also oper-
ates two large rossing-mills, the output
of these mills being so large that a pulp
mill is emploved requiring twelve hun-
dred men

opposite the town is the
Turnbull and Monroe ;
and right in the town itsell are two
foundries—The Miramichi Foundry &
Machine Works and the Miller Foundry

In addition to these the W. S. Loggie
(‘0. ‘own a fish packing and canning fac-
torv, as well as a freezing plant. The
fishing industry upon which this and
other canneries depend for their supplies
is also of great importance and contri-
butes largely to the wealth of the in-
habitants. Spring fishing alone, extend-
ing from .January to March, is worth
thirtv thousand dollars to the fishermen
outside of those who work in the can-
ning-factories or are otherwise engaged.
The principal fish include smelts, salmon,
bass, tom-cods, as well as the crusta-
ceous clams and  lobsters. The oyster
output is also considerable, second only
to P.E.L.

At present the Dominion Government
is being tendered for the entrance of the
railway into the town, same being a
new route which will open up to deep-
water frontage a large stretch of land
heretofore almost untouched by railway
facilities. The manuitacturing possibil-
ities are great. The authorities are will-
ing to give all possible encouragement
to all industries locating there and even
in the event of no exemption being given,
taxation is light, the assessment being

made on a low rate. The action of the
Federal Government in putting the 1.C
R. through the town is considered one
of the greatest accomplishments that
could befall the town. W. S. Loggie,
the member for Northumberland, is giv-
en a great deal of credit for getting the
railway to Chatham, he having consider-
able influence.

Chatham is the divisional point of the
public works department in the northern
and eastern portions of New Brunswick.
It has handsome churches, good schools
(a new grammar school having been
crected recently), splendid bank build-
ings, good newspapers and fine exhibi-
tion grounds. Several amusement houses
are in the town and the Miramichi Na-
tural IHistory Association is a wide-
awake body It has a fine museum and
has recently completed the building and
furnishing of a large edifice. Hotel Dieu
is one of the best equipped hospitals in
the province and a new addition has re-
cently  been made to it. As a place of
residence, (Chatham is delightiul. Locat-
ed on the southern slope of the Mira-
michi river about twenty-five miles from
the Guli, gives it immunity from fog,
and insures it enjovable warmth and
cool nights.

The Miramichi Steam Navigation Co
have an ample service during the sum-
mer months, both up and down the river,
giving a frequent service between New-
castle, Douglastown, Nelson and Chat-
ham. The hotels of the town are all

Steamship ser-
viee is adequate, and it is the headquar-
ters of the Charlottetown Steam Navi-
gation Co., whose boats ply between the
island and the mainland.

Plans for the entertainment of the
out-of-town visitors to the Congress are
proceeding rapidly, and already the ad-
vance guard has commenced to arrive.
Local dealers are making their visiting
customers at home in their places of
business, and all report that the pros-
pects for a large volume of business, both
loeally "and outside, are bright. Even
now trade shows the stimulus received,
and the restaurant men report fine busi-
ness,

There is to be a big dairy show for
Montreal if the plans of its promoters
do not slip up. It is to be held in the
Arena, Nov. Tth, to last a week, and wil!
be ecalled the Canadian National Dairy
Show, being held under the auspices of
the soeiety of that name.

The refined sugar situation is attraet-
ing a great deal of attention just now.
It seems to be the eonsensus of opinion
that an advance is not far off, but stili
there is a strong desire evineed to hold
back for a time and see how matters
t‘.('\'('zup.

The advance in canned meats this
week has given considerable stimulus to
the buying of these lines, although they
already had their full share. Camping
and outing parties have made free use
of this line of goods of late. if retail
sales are any indication.

Trade with the eountry round about
presents the astonishing feature of the
week. It would not be strange if ecity
trade were to show a sudden increase,
but to have a big jump in the out-of
town shows that there must be a healthy
condition of affairs throughout the pro-
vinee.

Sugar—Rumors are flying regarding
the prospects for a sugar advance in the
near future, and from present market
conditions this seems to be the logieal
outcome. Refiners will make no pro-
phecies at present, however, and it is
hard for the outsider to guess which
way the eat will jump. The raw market
shows added firmness this week, and
New York refiners have recently made
an advance. This all goes to show the
general trend of prieces is upward.

TORONTO.—There has not been much

change in canned zoods during the week.

The prices of new corn and tomatoes
have not been given out yet, and there
is something of a rumor to the effect
that the supply of tomatoes will not be
enough to entirely fill the orders, and
that the surplus of corn will be meagre.

The stocks of salmon are light and
with weather similar to that whieh has
been felt of late the demand should not
spend itself yet awhile. The new pack
will hardly reach the trade until about
the end of next month, and by that time
it is expected that the old stocks wiil
have been well eleaned up.

The pack of canned lobsters is likely

to be small this year, judging by re-

ports from the fisheries along the east-
ern coast.

Advices from Smyrna indicate
that Sultanas are not by any means a
full erop and California seedless have
apparently suffered if recent despatehes
from the western coast are true. Cur-
rants are showing unmistakable signs of
strong prices and the opening, speeula-
tive though it is, shows prices above
those of last year at the same time.
Prunes and apricots are firm. Likewise
Persian dates are said to be a short erop
and Smyria figs have suffered a loss of
about 15 per eent. in comparison with
last year.

These reports are of course estimates,
but in almost every case they seem to
be wel! founded and particularly in the
case of raisins and eurrants. Olives are
also short this year and low priees can
hardly be expected.

Nuts are also unusually firm and
prices have already been advanced.

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DESSERTS IN DEMAND.

In getting his share of the summer
trade the grocer should not forget the
dessert portion of the midday meal.

On his shelves he has arranged ice
eream powder, corn starch, tapioea. cus-
tard powders and jelly powders of all
flavors: he also has riee and various
other artieles of this kind. People want
to eat these light desserts. The time for
suet dumplings, plum puddings. ete., be-
long practically to winter. The weath-
er is too warm for them now.

Therefore, in the average house there is
a demand for goods of the deseription
above and it is a good chance for the
grocer. Of course, he buys these arti-
cles, for the traveler points out to him
the business that ean be built up from
handling them, but is the grocer doing
his share? Is he satisfied to run along
easily handing out a package oY this and
that, when some one asks for it or is he
creating a demand?

The days are already beginning to get

shorter. Summer will be waving its
hand from the distanee in a short time.
It will then be too late to ent into the
fidal wave of summer business. Plunge
into it now; in other words grasp the
opportunities of the present.

IT PAYS TO STUDY THE ADVER-
TISEMENTS.

It will pay the dealer to read and
study the advertisements in this issue
of The Groeer, for the reason that they
contain many profit-making suggestions.
In this connectign it is interesting to
note that one merchant recently told us
he had made $200 within a comparative-
ly short time through reading Grocer
ads.
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$100 A MONTH CLERKS.

There is a vast difference in the use-
fulness of clerks in retail stores.

In some stores you enter vou observe
two or three indolent fellows who have
no energy whatever in them. You walk
up to the counter, but nobody makes a
move to serve you. Then you make a
circuit about the store and look at
various articles, but the same indolence
prevails. Not until you pick up an ar-
ticle and carry it to one of them does
he make any effort to assist. They are
simply machines ; they wrap up the
parcel and take your money.

These are every-day occurences and
particularly in small towns and villages
in various parts of the country.

In other stores, however, there are
clerks waiting to serve you the moment
you step inside the door. They are
polite, active, and anticipate your
wants. They suggest new and season-
able articles ; they are cleanly dressed
and invite custom.

This is the class of clerk that is
worth something to the proprietor. He
is usually ambitious, of an inventive
nature and actually makes money for
his employer by attracting more cus-
tom through interior and window dis-
plays, ete., and by means of little in-
ventions which aid in carrying on busi-
ness more economically.

The Grocer knows of one clerk of
this character who is receiving $100
per month in a Canadian grocery store,
which goes to show that an employer
will recognize ambition and genius.

Mere machines cannot expect to rise
very high in the commercial world—
yvouths of ambition and who are careful
in their work, are those who become
successful.

WHY TEA WILL BE DEAR.

The displacement of tea plantations
in the far East by rubber is likely to
liave a serious effect upon the produection
of the world-famed beverage. As every-
one knows tea has gone up in price con-
siderably during the last - couple of
yvears. This extra cost of course, has
not been borne by the retailer or con-
sumer, or if any very little of it. It is
due to the inereasing demand for tea in
the East and England, in Russia and
North America while an inerease in the
production has not been proportionate.
In fact we may expeet a deerease in th=
acreage in the future as long as the
present price of rubber obtains.

There is a good reason for this. One
of the largest tea plantation companies
of the East recently issued its annual
report showing that a number of their
plantations yielded $25 an’aere profit
and an extra good one $35. Of this they
were extremely proud.

But how does this eompare with rub-
ber? The profit per pound for the

growers on rubber is estimated at 37
cents. Taking 400 lb. to the aere this
profit runs up to $150 or six times that
on an acre of tea. The rubber figures
represent a poor year for rubber and the
tea figures a good year for tea.

In other words, therefore, an acre of
rubber yields as much profit as 6 aeres
of tea.

From the present outlook the pros-
peets for rubber in the East are good
and sound and there does not appear
to be anything that will equal the profit
made by the growers on it.

An eminent financier of London,
Fng., says that India and Ceylon have
not been inereasing their outputs of tea
in a reasonable ratio to the demand,
while owing to rubber interplanting
some 70,000 acres of tea are going oul
f bearing.

There is no liklihood therefore, of tea
becoming cheaper for the next few years.
On the other hand firmer prices will
probably rule.

TWO IMPORTANT ITEMS.

Cleanliness counts.  Begin in the
morning by ecleaning the floor and chase
the dust from counters, shelves, ete.
Whiere water is needed apply it. A clean
neat store is an advertisement that ecan-
not be expressed in money.

Keep a close eye on your eredit sheets.
The groeer who is thoroughly modern
has a sheet which at a glanee furnishes
him with eomplete informaticn regard-
ing what he owes and what others owe
aim: what business he did yesterday and
what the week before and he ean also
compare it with last year. This serves
him in the same manner as the steam
cauge warns the engineer.

In trying for quick delivery the trav-
eler must not spoil things by sending
in such hurried and abbreviated orders
that the house cannot make them out
clearly. Mistakes are worse than delay
in shipment. Travelers must write out
their orders clearly and distinctly so
that there shull be no confusion. Tak
ing care does not mean taking undue
time, and the traveler can make his
connection, whether he writes his order
out carefully or whether he secribbles
it, under the idea that he has not a
minute to lose.

Grocers at times read of suggestions
of what to do now and then, but never
act upon any of them. This is a buti-
ness sin of omission. New departures
now and then brighten up the store and
generally draw attention which would
not be gained by following the same
old methods that were in use forty
years ago.
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REVIEW OF THE FRUIT CROPS.
The crop of peaches this year prom-
ises to be well up to the average. +The
(‘rawford and its kindred varieties
should reach the market about the first
week in September although there may
be arrivals before that. The bulk of
the shipments will be received about
the time of the National Exhibition and
will continue for some weeks. A visit
to a 140 acre orchard at Jordan, Ont.,
recently found a splendid yield of
peaches slowly ripening. The prices
should be fairly reasonable.

As stated in a previous issue, the
fruit erop in British Columbia is a
heavy one.

In regard to Ontario apples the crop
in the Lake Huron and Georgian Bay
distriets is not at all good. 't is es-
timated that it will be only irom 10
to 25 per cent. of the usual erop. One
man last year shipped 20,000 harrels.
This year he is in doubt whether he
will have one car load. That may be
taken as a ecriterion of the distriet. In
the central part the outlook is brigiter
and in the eastern end of the province
apples will be variable. The apple crop
is not gcing to be anything like the
average considering the entire yvicld.
In Nova Scotia it is also poor. Just
what the winter apple crop will ;;mount
to it is yet difficult to estimate.

The demand for early apples has been
heavy this season and there should be
money awaiting those who grow early
varieties. The price has been about
sixty cents a basket to the consumer
until recently and just what that would
mean with a good erop is not difficult
to estimate.

There is going to be a good crop of
pears if present favorable conditions
prevail. The crop promises to be fairly
abundant and prices are lhikely to be
lower than last year. Plums are also
looking well and a good yield is expect-
ed. A prominent fruit man looking over
the situation declared that he believed
prices would be reasonable this au-
tumn, with the exception of apples. The
other erops will likely be fairly abun-
dant and should have the effect of main-
taining easy prices.

MARITIME MAIL ORDERS.

W. B. Snowball, past president of
the Maritime Board of Trade, touched
the right key when in the course of his
address at the annual convention in
(‘hatham, N.B., last week, he referred
to mail-order competition.

He is one of New Brunswick’s big
husiness men and knows the effect that
the continuous sending of money out of
a community will have on that com-
munity. This is what he said :

“Too much money is being sent
out of our provinces to the large de-
partmental stores of the western
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cities. Our people should have it
mmpressed on them that where
money is earned it should be spent
as far as possible, if they wish to
advance the prosperity of the
towns in which they live. We need
the merchants and they need the
customers, and only as they help
cach other can both prosper. The
merchant must cater to the wants
of the community by keeping wnat
goods are required at reasonable
prices, and the community -hould
patronize home merchants if they
want good shops. Money kept in
circulation in a town does good in
that place, but send it away and it
helps the other places.”

He has pointed out that both the
prosperity of the community and sf the
merchants are interdependent and wmust
be always associated if ultimate sucecess
is to be reaped. The merchant, how-
ever, must fill the desires of the con-
sumer at reasonable prices, quality,
quantity and service considered.

Just now one of the large mail order
houses is sending or preparing to send
some 100,000 c¢atalogues—fall and win-
ter goods—from Toronto and 350,000
from Winnipeg to houscholders all over
(‘anada. If no energetic plans are
worked out by the merchants to coun-
teract these books, how much money is
going to go from all parts of the coun-
try to this mail-order house ?

This is a problem to be looked square-
ly in the face.

HIGH HONEY PRICES EXPECTED.

In regard to the new honey prices in
formation obtained from the Bee-
Keepers’ Association would indicate
that the figures already named are like-
ly to hold. In the western part of On-
tario the yield has not been heavy, but
in the eastern section of the province
there has been a good crop. The trade
must now take into consideration the
demand from the west which has been
growing larger every vear. Manitoba
and parts of Saskatchewan obtain the
majority of their supplies from the east
as there is little honey produced in
those provinces. Further west the sup-
plies are nearly all received from the
western states.

In recent reports published it was
stated that the number of new apiaries
was inereased this year by 60 p.c. This
should have been that the number re-
porting to the association was greater
by that percentage. Wholesalers state
that they will have to raise their prices
if the quotations the kcepers have sel-
ected are adhered to. Tt would there-
fore seem that honey is to become
dearer unless the holders change their
plans.

Buckwheat honey will soon be offered
but only a small portion finds its way
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to the general market. The most of the
vield goes to the various lumber camps
in the north. The quality of the elover
honey that has as vet found its way
to the market, is claimed by the as-
sociation to be good.

A POOR ADVERTISEMENT.

Newspaper space as an advertisinge
medium is either valuable or not. It
depends on the size of the space and the
quality of the copy used in it. A small
space can he made profitable and 2
larger one in proportion. Of this there
is no doubt, because we have thousands
of examples to point to.

Imagine 3 space 1 inches by 4} inches
used to give the following information
to the public: “Watermelons, 2ie¢ a
pound ; special for Friday and Satur-
day; J. E. Merryfield, Third Ave.”
These words were printed in four lines
with from a half to an inch and a half
space between each. This ad was rup
in a newspaper which lies before the
writer.

The only redeeming feature is the
fact that the price is civen. How much
better would it have been from a finan-
cial standpoint had there heen an at-
tractive talk ! For instance, there was
enough space to have said something
like this : “Special price for Friday and
Saturday” in fairly heavy black tvpe
as the first line and followed by 3 “This
is the season for eating the cool, juicy
and refreshing watermelon. We have
them fresh and thoroughly ripened. On
Friday and Saturday we are offering a
special price of 2} cents per 1b.”” The
price should be printed in blacker type
than the words hefore and after.

Retail advertisers who pay no atten-
tion to their ecopy cannot expect to reap
much benefit from their advertisine. The
space in itself is valueless ; it depends
on what is said and how it is dis-
played.

BENEFIT OF GOOD ROADS.

There is one work that the merchant=
of the country villages and towns
should take up, and that is the move-
ment for good roads. The merchants
ought to co-operate with the farmers in
this work and aid in every way to cet
the roads, especially in the country,
put and kept in first-class shape.

Country roads are the means of per-
sonal communication not only between
the farmers and the retailers in the de-
livery of country produce, but between
the retailers and the consumers. Every-
thing that can be done to bring the
country towns into closer contact with
the country people should be done. Bear
this in mind, and if there is a eampaign
on foot to better the roads in a com-
munity, merchants there should get
busy and help.
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as they are simply used to illustrate the
working of the system.) Mr. Walden
represents all outgoings with red« ink
and inecomings with black ink.

The “‘General Summary’’ seetion
<llows  the totals every 3 months or
qunarter. It will be observed that the
end of this first two months the total
onfeoings is represented in this seetion
by the bt opposite the $190 mark, the
oricinal being in red ink. This must
tallv aiwavs with the sam total of the
“expenses’’ and ““purchases’ seetions.
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Money Received Also Indicated.

The same explanation applies to the
money coming in. At the end of the
first month the total ‘‘cash received’’
was $100; April showed receipts up to
$110 making a total of $210, which is
shown in the ‘‘general summary’’ by
the black unbroken line.

It should be eclearly understood that
the three under sections are kept month-
Iv; the top or general summary is con-
tinued from one quarter’s balaneing to
the next.

In the seetion headed ‘“amount ow-
ing lo ereditors,”” Mr. Walden is able
to see at a glance just what his liabilities
are and what they were from week to
week.

Has Saved Him Pounds.

Regarding the use of the entire sys-
tem to him Mr. Walden writes: ““I sin-
cerely hope it will be of help to my fel-
low tradesmen on your side of the water.
It has saved me pounds, in this respect,
that it keeps me from going beyond my
means. If at the end of the second
week of the month T find that the pur-
chases and expenses (these including
my private drawings) are above the eash
received, T put the stopper on for the
rest of the month and no more ordering
is done than is absolutely needed.”’

It would be diffieult to disecover any-
where an ad. more closely approaching
perfeetion, when judged by the well-
known rules for the construction of good
retail advertising. than the ad. of
‘““Yerxa’s’’ reproduced here.

This ad. oceupied a space about nine
inches double-ecolumn in the Daily Glean-
er, Frederiecton, N.S., and there is very
little in it that a fair eritic ean find

fanlt with. Its size is just about right
for regular use by the average good gro-
cery. Its layout, while not striking, is
neat and attraetive, and places emphasis
where it is needed—in the headlines.
But its ehief merit lies in its well-ex-
pressed  suggestiveness.

Not long ago the writer read, in an
advertising journal, the eriticism that
comparatively few retail merchants made
as mueh of the advertising value of the
telephone-order as eould easily be made.
In this ad., however, the advisability of
ordering by telephone is made the chief
feature. 1t is almost beyond question
that if this feature be emphasized eon-
tinually in the advertising of retail mer-
chants, more and more of the better elass
of eustomers will do their shopping by
telephone. leaving the seleetion of the
zoods to the merchant; and by so doing
will be less and less likely to transfer
their trade to competitors.

In striking eontrast is the ad, of C.
P. Eagan, St. John’s, Nfld., also repro-
dueed here. If the Yerxa ad. is above
adverse eriticism, here is an ad. that is
almost below eommendation.  One ean
imagine, in a place so situated, thart
communieation with the outside world is

Glucose was not made from sugar at all,

therefore it was not treacle; and an arti-
cle which eontained glueose syrup eould
not be sold as golden sy rup, which was
merely an elegant synonym for refined
treacle.  In these circumstances the
question arose, Was the article sold to
the prejudice of the purchaser? and he
came to the conclusion that it was, be-
cause there was no doubt that treacle
or golden syrup had certain laxative
qualities which it was admitted glucose
did not possess. He must come to the
conclusion, generally, that the article
sold was not the article demanded, and
that it was sold to the prejudice of the
purchasers.

There must, therefore, be a convietion,
but he was bound to say that he regard-
ed the offence as a teehnical one, and he
had no hesitation in expressing his
opinion that those who sold this mixture
of golden syrup and glucose had no in-
tention of eommitting any fraud on the
publie, and that there seemed to be no
harm to the purchaser in the faet that
he had glucose mixed with the syrup.
He imposed a penalty of 20s., with ten
Luineas costs.

This Retail Grocer
Paid his Rent by
Using Nail Puller

*When I was in the groeery business,”’
satd Johm Mischel, retired grocer, of Si.
Louis, U.S.A., to the members of the
St. Louis Retail Grocers® Assoeiation,
*I paid my rent by using a nail paller.

‘I did it by saving all the boxes and
barrels and selling them at the end of
a month or so. I could sell them at a
zood profit, because I did not take a
hammer or a hatehet and knoek the
heads in, or rip off the lids, but because
I used a nail puller and extracted the
nails in the right way, without injur-
ine the heads or lids.

**Suecess in the groeery business,’’
he eontinued. “*eomes from watehing the
business end and taking care of the
little things. You have to wateh the
business if you want to make money.

T would
not be afraid to go baek into the gro-
cery business again if T had my health
or was as young as I was when I first
started in, 25 years ago.

Productiveness of the Annapolis Apple Area

One of the Greatest Apple-Producing Districts in the World,

Says Writer—How Nature Protects it From the Fogs of the
North and Cold Sea Breezes From the South—One Example
of Thrift Resulting in Good Reward.

By David Williams.

Of all fruits there is probably none
that exeels the apple. It is a universal
favorite; it is suited to men of every
stage of life. The youth feasts upon it,
the middle-aged enjoy its luscious taste
and health-giving qualities, and those of
more advenced years still find pleasure
and healthful enjoyment in its mellow
sweetness. There are many sections in
this great Dominion that produce the
apple in rich quality and abundant
varieties.

What is known as the Annapolis Val-
ley, situated on the north side of the
western end of Nova Scotia, and com-
prising a strip of eountry about 100
miles long, varying from five to fifteen
in width, ehiefly in the Counties of King
and Annapolis, is a distriet that is prob-
ably surpassed by none anywhere in its
capabilities for the growing of this king
of fruits. Of course, this year the erop
is not of the best; but all distriets some
time or another suffer to a certain ex-
tent from unfavorable conditions.

This valley extends east and west from
Windsor town on the east, to Digby on
the west, ineluding the famous village
of Grant Pre, the reputed home of the
Acadian maiden, Evangeline, whose
pathetie story is so beautifully told by
Longfellow. It is sheltered on the north
by a ehain of mountains, known as the
North Mountains, which keeps out the
fogs of the Bay of Fundy; and on the
south by another chain called the South
Mountains, proteeting it from the stormy
winds of the Atlantic ocean. In this
favored section vast quantities of apples
are annually grown, a large proportion
of whieh is shipped to Europe, while a
gzood market is also found in the loeal
towns and cities of their native provinee
and the adjoining Provinces of New
Brunswick and Prince Edyard Island.

An Old Apple Country.

The Annapolis Valley has been grow-
ing apples for the last 200 years, but
the secientifie eultivation of them is only
in its infaney. The apple-farmer is
rapidly getting away from the idea that
the methods pursued by his fathers are
zood enough for him and his orchard.
Under more advaneed cultivation the
quantity and quality of the apple erop
has vastly inereased of late years and
is still rapidly developing. It was esti-
mated that the amount exported last
season reached the large figure of 700,-
000  barrels. There is probably no
braneh of industry that produeces such
exeellent results for the amount of labor
and capital expended as apple-raising.

I the Annapolis Valley, rough, slight-
Iy-improved land ean be bought for $10
to $40 per care. The amount of labor
required to put this land in order is not

large. It may then be planted in trees
that ean be bought for $20 per hundred
from the loeal nurseries. Of ecourse,
there is a wait of some years before
mueh return can be obtained from this
outlay.

However, the space between the apple
trees is usually planted with plums and
cherries, which come to bearing much
sooner than the apple and are cut out
when the latter attains its larger growth.
When the apple trees have reached
bearing size they rapidly repay the out-
lay of toil and capital bestowed upon
them, and in the valley they appear to
attain to a great age.

Average Yield Per Tree.

There are trees near Grand Pre bear-
ing many barrels of apples annually that
were planted and bore fruit long before
the Grand Pre people were expelled.
Many apple trees are known to be over
100 vears old and are still bearing abund-
antly. A tree, when it has attained its
egrowth, will produce from 18 to 20 bar-
rels of good apples per year, providing
the season is a favorable one. Many
farmers who had the sagaeity to go into
apple farming a few years ago and pur-
sued it along modern lines are to-day
reaping a rich harvest.

As an instance of this we might re-
late the experience of a Berwick farm-

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er. Twenly-six years ago, then a boy
of 16 without money, he purchased a
farm of 200 acres for $1,400, whiech he
suceeeded in mortgaging for $1,600. The
farm had upon it about 80 old trees,
producing from 20 to 50 barrels of ap-
ples per year. These trees were care-
fully looked after, the farm was gradu-
ally put into better shape, more young
stock was added as his limited means
would allow, and thus he steadily in-
ereased its value and productiveness, un-
til at present he has 83 acres in trees,
a large number of which are bearing
abundantly. Last season he packed 4,-
000 barrels of good apples, worth $2 per
barrel at the trees. He also shipped $1.-
000 worth of plums, and another $1,000
worth of strawberries, potatoes and other
produets. During the intervening years
he ereeted large barns and storehouses,
in addition to'a dwelling house, at a
cost of $3,000, and another for his par-
ents, costing $1,500. He has also built
for his six employes eomfortable houses,
at a eost of six to seven hundred dollars
each. What he has accomplished others
with his capacity, business ability and
patience ean do.

More Advertising Necessary.

The Annapolis Valley affords abundant
opportunity for enterprise and secien-
tific methods. If it were situated in
California or some other far-away region
its fame would. no doubt, be heralded
round the world. As it is, with all its
unsurpassed advantages of produetive-
ness, quality of its fruit and nearness to
the great European markets, it is eom-
paratively little known.

A Believer in Quantity Price.

Summerside, P. E. 1., Aug. 25.—In
siving his opinion on quantity price one
of the local merchants says he is a be-
liever in it under certain econditions. He
thinks that a man who has the buying
power behind him should get a better
price when he purchases in quantities.

He, however, does not believe in price
cutting and thinks that no merchant
should use his buying power to cut be-
low the established prices. In faet, he
considers sueh a man a fool because he
could just as well obtain his extra profit
and keep business on a better basis
When a priee is eut a eompetitor usually
but often unwisely attempts to meet it
with the result that soon a low estab-
lished price is made—one that does not
zive a fair return on the investment,
risk and labor.

_Therefore, he thinks well of the quan-
tity priee, but not of the priee-cutter.

Advocates Use of Scale.

St. John, N.B., Aug. 25.—Speaking of
the method of selling by weight, a iv:a’
crocer  expressed himself as heartily in
accord with it. He said he would inelude
a large number of articles in the list
and expressed the opinion that it would
not be long uniil the custom was praeti-
cally universal. Under this plan, he
stated, everybody is treated alike. There
15 no pieking the goods over. In selling
lish, {here is no chance of some getting
ail the large ones, while those who eome
later receive small ones. When fish are
sold by weight, as with herrings, every-
body buys a pound and geis a pound.
This is one of the strongest poin*s in
ils favor, he believed.
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Also in selling apples by the bag, if
so many pecks were given, every cuslom-
er would aot be getting the same
weight. But it would be a single matter
to weigh every bag and thus there would
be no diseriminating. The groecer men-
tioned other articles which conld also be
weighed satisfactorily.

Fighting Mail Order Competition.

Bathurst, N.B., Aug. 25.—Local mer-
chants have organized for the purpose of
fighting the mail order houses. At a re-
cent meeting one merchant expressed the
opinion that from $1.500,000 to $2,000,-
000 found its way from that province to
the departmental stores of Toronto and
Montreal each year. Resolutions were
passed inviting the co-operation of the
other northern counties of the province,
having in view organization all over New
Brunswick, and a committee was ap-
pointed to take charge of arrangements,
‘“The question is not so mueh who is to
blame for this condition, as how best to
find a remedy,’’ said a Bathurst mer-
chant discussing this question.

““The action of the Bathurst mer-
chants is an important step in the right
direction, but many other steps are
necessary. Boards of Trade should be
organized in every ecity, town, village
and settlement of the province and the
people of the country distriets should be
induced to become members of suech
boards. At the meeting of these bodies
it should be pointed out that no eounty
or province can become prosperous

where money that should be spent by
the people among each other is being
sent out in barrelfuls to enrich the busi-

ness people of other provineces. Against

the argument that people should buy in
the cheapest markets. it ean be shown
that if the farm producer does not deal
with the home merchant and the home

With such a store
at home, of which the whole neighbor-
hood has reason to feel proud, there is
not mueh danger that the people will
send their money away to build up
stores in large cities, which they seldom
see, and which do nothing to improve
the conditions of their homes and sur-
rounding country.

Good stores in any town will largely
increase the value of the farm and town
property, and it is in the interests of
the entire community that the merchants
do their best to give the buying publie
the best possible service.

Careful Handling of Fruit.

The Cash and Bank Book and its Use in Business

In this Book of Original Entry, Sheets may be in the Form of
Loose Leaves Ruled on Both Sides and Bound Each Day —
Treatment of Cash Discount, Sales and Expenses in the Cash-
Book—The Accounts in the Ledger.

In a recent issue we discussed the use
of the modern journal and its general
bearing on the ledeer aceounts in any
set of books. g

In this issue it is our purpose to in-
troduce another bhook of original entry,
viz., the cash book.

In the illustration given below, the
sheets may be in the form of loose leaves
ruled on both sides and bound either at
the end of each day or periodieally as
desired. By earrying out this idea the
hookkeeper may have the use of the
sheets for posting purposes, while at the
<same time it will not interfere in any
way with the eashier who is making en-
tries all through the day.

It there 1s any doubt about  these
sheets not reaching their destination in

Wellington.

The next eolumn in order i1s for the
account to eredit—this being the account
to be ecredited in the ledger with the
amount of eash received. A column may
be here introduced for the eash discount
allowed the customer—this amount of
discount may be posted in one amouni
with cash received to customer’s credit.

Cash Sales—Dr. Side.

A column may be here introduced for
the cash sales in each department of the
business for each day. These daily sales
should be totalled on a recapitulation
sheet and compared with the recapitula-
tion in the back of each ecash sales book
and may be entered individually in the
cash hook or in one amount for each de-
partment at the end of the day.

The Debit Side.

On the debit side we have a column
for the amount of cash received either
by cash or eurreney, and the amount de-
posited in the bank. These items are
not posted fo the ledger, but are simply
checked off with similar amounts appear-
ing on the eredit side of the cash book
under the title of *‘deposits.”’

The Credit Side.

The first eolumn is for the amount
paid out in eash; the next for the
amounts of each cheque drawn on the
bank and the third for the account to
which either cash or cheque is to be
charged.

If cash discount is earned, the amount
should be entered in the next column
and the amount posted along with the
amount of eash paid, to the debit of the
correct account in the ledger.

Following these columns, we have the
various headings for expenses, suggest-
ing—express, general expense, ete.; and
if the business is departmentized,
columns may be easily added for ex-
penses of each department. so as to avoid
posting more than one item each month.

ket. In other words, the bulk of the
loeal demand is shared by them. In the
course of their growth they have gained
the reputation for carrying a line of
flour that makes '_'n\ml bread or ‘_’-uul
pasiry, as the case may be.

Care is Necessary.

Grocers admit that eare must be ex-
ercised with this department of their
business, for it is almost impossible to
win back a eustomer who has purchased
a bag of flour only to find that it did not
possess the qnalities she had looked for.

Just how some of these groeers build up .

their flour business is diffieult to even
cuess at, but one grocer is known by
the writer who made a careful study
of different brands and their respective
merits before he had his business hegin-
uing to show Its.

He did not eonfine the brands to one
single factory’s make, but had two. and
sometimes earried a third—because peo-
ple oft find out good brands, so far
as they themselves are eoncerned, and

are satisfied with them: and as another
reason, flonr is not a one-price artiele,
and one mill’s make may be dearer, but
better than another. There are some
who, even in the matter of flour, will
take a cehanee on the quality just be-
cause there is a difference of fifteen or
twenty-five ecents.

Thus. there are good reasons for one
groeer’s success in handling flour in eon-
trast to another’s failure in the same at-
tempt. The main essential is seeuring
a brand or brands whieh make the best
bread or pasiry, as the ease may be

The Term Patents.

In the history of the evolution of
flour-manufacture, grinding bhetween
stones was the only known method for
countless years. The grain was placed
in a hollowed stone and was redueed to
flour by being ground by another stone.
There was not much variation of this

primitive system until rollers were first
used in Hungary. The grain passed be-
tween rollers, which were operated by
water power.

The reduction to flour as thus easily
accomplished by harnessing water power.
In this brief article it is not necessary
to go into the history of the growth of
these mills and their huge water-wheels,
which every schoolboy remembers from
““The Miller of the Dee’’ of his school
days.

At any rate, the Hungarian idea was
patented, and was known as the ‘‘Hun-
carian Patent.”” It was not long until
the method became general, and the
word Hungarian was dropped and al-
most forgotten. That, then, is the ex-
planation of the word ‘‘patent,”’ but in
everyday use there are first and seeond
patents, according to the quality of the
flour.

Some Other Terms.

The wheat is broken by passing
through the first pair of rollers. It is
then earried by hoppers to another pair
a little eloser together, and is still fur-
ther reduced. Thus the process econ-
tinues, the flour being gradually reduced
and cleaned until the best grade is reach-
ed.

As many as six reduetions are used
in some mills, and it is interesting to
follow the wheat from its first to final
staze, and to see the different constitu-
ents of the grain being separated in the
various stages.

““First Patents’’ refer to any mill’s
choicest bread flour. It should be snowy
white; and ‘“Second Patents’’ are read-
ily distinguished in eontrast, because it
is not as elean; it does not possess the
same degree of whiteness. Nevertheless
it is good flour, and is largely demanded
by bakers. “‘Strong Bakers’’ and
‘“Straight Rollers’’ contain less of the
best flour in the wheat, and naturally
are inferior to the first patents.

““Strong Baker’’ is a term applied to
a grade that is even darker than second
patents. ‘“‘Blended Flour’’ might be
termed ‘‘general purpose.”’ Tt is eom-
posed of half Manitoba, or bread flour,
and half Ontario (winter wheat), or pas-
iry flour. It is naturally not as good a
bread flour as are Manitoba patents, and
not as good a pastry flour as Ontario
patents.

The grocer who buys a particular
brand because it is flour, negleeting to
consider whether it is the kind his cas-
tomers will want, ecan searcely expeet
to build up a strong business.

The adviee to know the goods that are
handled and to be capable of intelligent-

to any other goods.

Shortage in Bean
Crop Now Seems to

e Quite Probable

Chatham, Ont., Aug. 26.—Reports jusl
received from the vieinity of Blenheim.
one of the important centres of the
bean-growing industry in this country,
indicate that there is a strong danger
of this year’s bean erop falling eonsid-
erably short of the estimates based on
favorable conditions earlier in the sea-
son.

The diffieulty is that the beans are
not podding out as they should. There
is a splendid growth of vines, so that,
viewed from the road, a bean field cer-
tainly looks well; but closer investiga-
tion is most instances will show that the
pods are nothing like they should be in
naumber or size. In a single field there
will be streteches where the beans are
podding out in first-class style; while
immediately adjoining are other patehes
where the pods are hardly worth men-
tioning.

Growers state that the spell of wet
weather in July, following a long
drought, is to blame for this condition.

In June the general eonditions suar-
rounding the bean erop were pronounced
most encouraging by local experts, and
predictions were freely made tkat if
these conditions continued equally fav-
orable, the 1,000,000-bushel mark for
which growers have been constantly aim-
ing would be reached this year. It was
not at that time anticipated that, in any
event, the total Canadian erop, which
is praectieally confined within the limits
of Essex, Kent and Elgin, would fall be-
low the record of last year, which was
pretty nearly 850,000 bushels. Failure
of the beans to pod, however, means nol
only that the 1,000,000-bushel mark wili
not be attained, but that there will pos-
sibly be a considerable shortage from
last year’s 850,000-bushel erop. Just
what the shortage will amount to ean-
not be accurately told till the aetual
harvest.

Beans were quoted locally to-day at
from $1.50 to $1.65 per bushel, the lat-
ter price, for hand-picked, being a 5e
advance from last week.

New York City Wants Ontario milk
and cream, and has sent one of the in-
spectors of“its health department to in-
speet the dairies from which it is pro-
posed to draw the supplies of milk and
eream.

Owing to the largely deereased stocks
of olives it is said that the 10 and 15-
cent varieties will likely be taken off
the market.

The production of butter anh cheese
has not decreased to any appreciable ex-
tent yet and the output is close to the
average with the prospects in favor of
fairly good conditions for some time to
come. Cheese men state that conditions
have been very favorable this year for
both butter and cheese. Reports from
Montreal for the week show but a slight
decrease in the production of butter and
cheese as compared with the production
of butter and cheese as compared with
the production for the same time last
vear. In some quarters an advance in
butter is looked for almost at any time.

(‘ompound lard is firm owing to the
advanced price of cottonseed oil. This
kind of lard is likely to go higher. Ow-
ing to varying demands for different
brands of pork the market has been va-
riable of late. lxtra large hams are
easier but those of other sizes are ad-
vanced a cent. There has bheen a de-
cline of fifty cents in all lines of barrel-
led porks according to a report from
Montreal. Trade on the whole is quite
satisfactory.

There is a good demand for select eggs
with the supply being about adequate.
A slight advance is reported irom Mont-
real The export egg trade has declined
gradually during the past decade and it
is fully expected that the figures for
1910 will be even lower.

Estimate of Wheat Crop Almost 100 Million

Harvesting has Already Begun in the West, and New Wheat
has Reached Fort William—Flour Market is Quiet, and Trade
Seems to be Uncertain, Waiting for More Settled Conditions—
Prices Have Not Changed — Rolled Oats Steady—Change in
Prices not Expected for the Present.

Throughont western Canada harvest-
ing is rapidly advancing and the work
of threshing the new erops is slowly pro-
oressing. Al one stage it scemed as if
some seelions of the press were not go-
ing to leave sufficient erops for a har-
vest. The estimates fell with a
swoop, and it has taken weeks to
re-establish  a  spirit  of  conlidence
akin  to  that which existed before
the dry weather began  to  make
itself felt. A recent estimate of the new
crop has now execeded the one hundred
million-mark, and the daily press is
making an effort to reassure the coun-
try that the statements they made were
impulsive and uncalled for. It might
also be remarked that they were neither
wise nor patriotie.

The more eonservative grain men look
askanee at reports of that charvacter,
sugeesting that a surface examination
of conditions is not sufficient. Xt any
rate, the grain 1s being threshed "now
and some of it has found its way cast.
e western grain proviuees were goue
over with a fine-tootir ¢comb, and as a re-
sult, there is a pleasing feeling of seeur-
ity abroad. Business houses are feeling
it and the undertone of prosperity that
is manifest may be attributed to this
sentiment that conditions were nothing
like what they were painted. Of course,
one year's failure would hardly have the
elfeet that some are inelined to expeet,
but Canada is not going to have a
chance to try it this year. A\ despateh
from New York says taat the feeling ol
seenrity there has recently manifested
iself by a deeline in the price of food-
stuffs,

Among the trade there scems to be a
feeling of uneertainey, as it they were
waiting for the market to assume a set-
Lied condition.

Now, having passed the drought per-
tod, the Canadian erop must run the
wauntlet of the frost. It may be taken
as a fact that the wheat is so ripe that
it cannot be affected by whatever fros:
is felt now. Regarding future prices,
mueh depends upon the quantities of
grain that are shipped before naviga-
tion closes.

Regarding Ontario wheat, there have
been reports of smut, but just how true
this statement is it is hard to tell. Eng-
lish and continental grain markets con-
linue to recede. There seems to be an
anxiety in some parts of Kuropean coun-
tries to market their grain as quickly as
possible, and this has a tendency to de-
press prices. The oat erop in Ontario is
much better than last season, according
to reports to hand.

NOT PTOMAINE POISONING.

Another Case Where an Erroneous Item
was Circulated Through the Press
re Canned Goods.

Editor Canadian Groeer,—A day or so
ago our attention was drawn to the fol-
lowing item whieh appeared in a Ham-
ilton paper under date of August Hth:

Poisoned by Canned Goods.
(G. N. W. Despateh.)

Toronto, Aug. 5.—James Hardy
was brought to St. Michael’s hos-
pital to-day suffering from ptomaine
poisoning, after eating canned goods.
He is slowly reeovering. Hardy ar-
rived here from England two weeks
ago. His wife and family are there
yet.

Jeing largely interested in canned
coods of all kinds, we took the trouble
to investigate this ecase, and it would ap-
pear to have been reported by someone
who apparently was not ecognizant of
the faets.

Upon inquiry we find Mr. Hardy at
dinner at a restaurant at 12 o’clock
noon, partaking of roast beef, and at 6
o’clock ate at the same restaurant, his
meal comprising a beef stew and rasp-
berry pie. At 8.30 on this evening hLe
had severe pains and sent for a doctor,

who preseribed for him and sent him
to St. Michael’s hospital.  The nexi
morning the patient was very much bet-
ter and in the course of two or three
days, discharged, and is now in normal
health again.

Mr. Hardy had neither eaten eanned
vegetables, eanned meats or eanned
goods of any deseription for a period
of at least a week previous to his at-
tack. A number of similar cases have
been reported recently and the ecause
aseribed to eanned goods, whereas on
investigation the- ecause has beer found
to be entirely different.

The doctor in the Hardy case advised
the writer that in his opinion Mr
Hardy's attack was not caused through
ptomaine poison.

As the eanned goods business in this
country has grown into a large indus-
iry, it seems unfair that items such as
the above should be published without
careful evamination of faets.
