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CHRISTMAS CAKES.

- Farmers’ Fruit, Cake.—Chop fine half
4@ pint of dgied apples; cover with half
@ pint of cold water and let {hem soak
over night. The nex{ morning add &
cupful of golden syrup; simmer genily
for one hour. . Sland aside o cool, Beat
Galf.a cupful of bulter to a cream; add
one cupful of granulated sugar. Dis-
wolve a teaspoonful of soda in two
1ablespoonfuls of water and add it to
half @ cupful of buttermilk or sour
wmilk; add this to the batiler; add two
~deaspoanfuls of cinnamon, half a tea-
gpoonful of cloves, and one egg well
.eaten. Sift two cupfuls of flour; add
@ lillle flour, a liltle of dried apple mix-
iure, and a little more flour until you
bave the whole well mixed. The bat?
ter must be the thickness of ordinary
cake batter. Pour this into a well greas-
¢d cake pan, and bake in a moderate
oven for one hour.

Poor Man's Fruit Cake.—A delicious
cake, but must be made most careful-
Iy 1o bring about good results. It, like
all fruit cakes, is ihe better for stand-
ing. Seed and chop fine one pound cf
dayer raisins. Dissolve a quarter of a
deaspoonful of soda in two tablespoon-
fuls of warm water; then stir it into
half a cupful of New Orleans mloasses;
wdd to this half a pint of thick sour
cream and a cupful of dark~ brown
sugar. Sift three. and a quarter cuo-
duls of pastry flour; add to it the mix-
dure, and beat thoroughly; then add a
tablespoonful of allsplce and a table-
spoonful each of cloves and cinnamon;
&dd the raisins, floured. Turn into a
square or round pan and bake in a
groderate oven for one hour and a hall,

Domino Cakes.—Dominoes are not
diflicult to make. Beat half a pound
<! bulter o a cream, adding gradual-
Jy two cupfuls of sugar; add the yolks
©! four eggs. Beal thoroughly; then
fold in the well bealen whites and
three cupfuls of pastry flour sifted with
gwo teaspoonfuls of baking powder.
Pour into greased shallow pans to
the depth of half an inch. Bake in a
moderale oven for fifteen ~ minutes.
‘When done turn out on a cloth to cool,
and when cold cut with a sharp knife
into oblong pieces the shape and size
of a domino. Cover 1he top and sides
with white icing; when this has hard-
e¢ned dip a wooden skewer into melted
chocolale and draw the lines and make
the dots of the dominoes. Children al-
ways are delighted with 1hese little
cakes.

Sand Tarls.—Beat half a pound of
bulter to a cream and add half a pound
of granulated sugar; then add the yolks
<’ three eggs and the whites of twao,
beaten logether; add a teaspoonful of
vanilla and just a little grated nulmeg.
Mix in suflicient-flour o make a dough.
Dust your ‘baking board thickly wilh
granulaled sugar., Take out a piece of
dough, roll with a thin sheet, cut with
round cullers and bake in a_moderale
oven until a light brown. Dust the top
ol the sheel wilh sugar instead of flour,
{o prevent the roller from sticking. By
adding half a pound of cleaned currants
do the above recipe you will have
Shrewsbury currant cakes.

CHRISTMAS CANDIES.

Confectlionery is one of the prere-
quisiles of childhood and is looked for
& Christmas by people of all ages, and
as choice French candies are beyond
-the capacily of many a purse, and
cheap ones ave often made unwhole-
some, if nol posilively dangerous, by
adulteration, home-made candies have
pecome popular, many delicious and
altractive varieties being as casily made
as any. olher toothsome dainties.

A preparalion called fondant—made
by removing boiled syrup from the fire
jusl before it will harden is the foun-
gdation of ncarly all French candies,
and-awhen once the art of making this
is masfered, a large variely of candies
are casily made,

Fondant.—To one pound of sugar
add one-half pint cold waler and one-
dcurth teaspoonful cream of tartar and
boil rapidly for ten minules without
slirring. Dip the fingers into ice walter,
drop a lillle of the syrup into cold
waler, then roll it between the fingers
vnlil it forms a sdft. creamy, inadhe-
sive ball. If not hard enough boil a
Jittle longer, and if {oo hard add a lit-
ile water, boil up, and lest again, Sef
aside in the keltle lo become lukewarm,
then stir the mass with a ladle untij
il is while and dry at the edge. |t
should then be taken out and kneaded,
cxaclly as one would knead dough,
amtil it is creamy and soft. By cover-

ing with a damp cloth and keeping in
- )

© cool place it will keep well for sev-
eral days, and several times this
amount may be made at one time. In
making several pounds it is better to
divide the mass before kneading, and
cach parl may be flavored differently.

Chocolale - Creams:~Dust the mold-
ing board wilh as liltle flour as pos-
sible and roll- a piece of fondant into
a eylindrical shape. COl in into regu-
lar shaped pieces, roll  belween the
palms of the hands unlil round, lay on
pm-ngm paper, and lct harden until the
next day. Mell a cake of chocolate in
a rather deep vessel that has been set
in a pan of hot waler, add a picce of
paraflin half as large as a walnit, the
same amount of butter, and one-fourlh
teaspaonful of vanilla. Raoll the cream
in this by using a sleel fork or erachet

Cream
butter and sugar, add the yolks of the
eggs, the milk, and brandy, and spice,
after that the fruit, dredged with flour.

Grandma's Spice Cake.—Two cups
brown sugar, scant half cup of-butter,

- faur eggs (save two whites for icing),

ane cup seeded raisins, one ‘cup cur-
ranis, one-half -teaspoonful ‘ground
cinnamon; flavor with vanilla; gne-half
feaspoonful of alispice, one-h tea-
spoonfut of cloves, one-half teasgoon-
ful of graled xutmeg.gne-tup of Sour
milk or buttermilk; save about a tdabls-
spoonful of milk in a cup; two cups of
flour; dissolve one-half teaspoonful of
soda in milk previously saved; add
soda last.

Fudge Nougat.—This is
fudge that is a welcome relief from the
usual chocolate, Boil two cupfuls of
granulated sugar, one cup of milk,
butter the size of a walnut. and a pinch
<l salt, until they - form a soft ball
when dropped in cold water. Then add
the juice of half an orange. Take from
the stove, and after bealing a minute,
stir in one cup of chopped nuls, rai-
sins, and figs. Pour into a buttered
pban, and when cool cut into squares.

Prune Whip.—Take thirteen piunes,
chip meat from seed, whites of three
eggs beaten 1o a stiff froth. Add to
the eggs five heaping tablespoons of
granulated sugar, then stir in prunes.
Bake in slow oven thirty minutes.
Sauce—Take one quart of milk; let
come fo a boil; stir in yolks of three
eggs, two tablespoons of sugar, one
tablespoon of eorn starch, and half a
teaspoon of vanilla. .Serve over pud-
ding hot or cold.

Imperial = Oyslers.—Drain “and wash
a quart of large oysters, reserving li-
quor. Butler a baking dish, cover bot-
fcm with coarse bread crumbs. then
add a layer of oysters, season with
salt, pepper. and a lillle minced
parsley. Sprinkle lightly with
minced ham," then add another layer
of oysters and bread crumbs; continue
till oysters are wused; have top layer
with bread crumbs; cover with small
bits of butler, pour over half the oy-
sler liquor and enough cream or milk
o moisten; bake in a moderate oven
till brown.

Useful Tea Leaves.—Tea leaves have
many uses and should not be careless-
iy thrown away. Drain them and they
are useful to strew over a carpet or
floor to keep &he dust from rising
while sweeping a room. They are good
to clean glass waler botiles; it is also
good to leave fish knives arjd forks
i the wet leaves to remove the dis-
agreeable odor,

Cook’s Hints.—Egg slains on silver-
ware can be removed by rubbing them
with common table salt.

In
baking bread or rolls put a saucepan
ef boiling_water into the oven; the
steam will keep the crust‘smooth and
tender.

CAREERS,

Druscovileh, the famous detective, once
declared thai while it was wonderful how
some of -the famous criminals he cap-
tured had become criminals, there were
others who appeared as if they could
never have been anything else. The first
step in crime was made by persons of
the first class under the most varicus cir-
cumstances—passion, = temptation, de-
spair—but by the persons of the second
class, through what seemed sheer crimi-
nal instinct,

Many - of the mosi notorious wrong-
doers have, if their own impressions are
tn be relied on, been tempted to launch
into crime by the most accidental cir-
cumstances. “Jim thé Penman,” the
great forger, whose forgeries created a
panic among London bankers for several
years, and who was at last brought to
justice by the confessions of two of his
accomplices, when he was condemned to
penal servitude for life said that the idea
of forgery never occurred to him till it
was suggested by the chance remark of
a casual acquaintance whom he met in a
Lendon restaurant where he was dining.

'HIS FIRST FORGERY.

The stranger chanced to allude to a
forge.y that had been commitied, and
remarked how clever a penman must
be to be able to imitate a signature so
cksely that a skilled bank-clerk ceuld
not distinguish the forgery from the real
one. “Jim” thought it would be easy,
and pen, ink and paper were brought for
him to 1ry his hand al imitaling the
siranger's signature. The rsull was so
wonderful that the stranger remarked :
- “You possess a dangerous gift, sir. A
man mighl be terhpted with it to do
much, at a pinch.”

Till that moment “Jim the Penman"—
then James Saward, the barrister, des-
perately in want of money—declared he
had never thought of forgery as a means
of livelihood. The words rang in his
ears as a revelation of how he might
gain thousands. He became the clever-
est forger of modern times.

A man does not become a coiner all
= once. It requires long, laborious, and
constant practice to acquire the profi-
giency- to turn out base money which
will pass undetected from hand to hand.
But the most casual chance has led men
tc adopt coining ¢s a ineans of preying
on) their fellé s. ’

His
lips are sealed as to previous offences,
and no one knows how the awful first
step was taken.

A priscn chaplain in one of our largest
convict establishments once remarked
that he was appailed by the continual
lament of the criminals he found in that
place. of terror over “just one litile
thing.” The “liitle thing” was the first
step which had launched them on the
career of wrongdoing which had brought
them there.—London Answers.
