AWARDS FOR GALLANTRY.

The Commissioners will visit St.

The launching of the Queen Eliza­
beth, Britain’s latest huge battleship, 
wras accompanied by the publication 
of the usual details concerning her, 
in the course of ’ which such terms 
as “displacement,” “gross tonnage,” 
“dead-weight capacity,” and “net reg­
istered tonnage” were used. To all 
but shipping men, these terms are 
confusing, if not misleading.

The word “ton,” for instance, is not 
used as it is ordinarily applied, but 
is a measure of capacity, and not of 
weight. Each ton in such cases re- 
pf^sents 100 cubic feet.

“Displacement” means the avoirdu­
pois w’eight of water displaced by a 
steamer when she leaves a port laden 
to the Plimsoll mark. în this particu­
lar case, “ton” means weight—that is, 
2,240 lb. Thirty-five cubic* feet of 
water weights a ton, and after the 
number of cubic feet occupied by the 
vessel below the w’ater-line is ascer­
tained, all you have to do is to divide 
the total by 35, and you get the dis­
placed water in avoirdupois weight.

The “gross tonnage” of a vessel is 
obtained by dividing its cubic con­
tents by 100. It is ascertained by 
measuring all spaces below’ the sec­
ond deck, as well as all permanently- 
enclosed spaces on that deck, and on 
all decks above.

“Net tonnage” is the actual capacity 
of a vessel for cargo carrying. It is 
obtained by deducting from the gross 
tonnage the cubic contents of all 
spaces that cannot be utilized for car­
go and passengers, and they include 
the crew’s quarters, the lavatories, 
engine and machinery rooms, coal 
bunkers, chart-rooms, and spaces 
needed for ventilation, etc.
