Paris, June 4.—10 p.m.—About
half past eight to-night a terrific ex-
plosion startled = the community,
when it was found that the Sal-
vation Army barracks, a brick build-
ing of some 30 feet by 60, had been
completely shattered by an explosion
of natural gas, so that barely one
brick was standing upon andther. In
a few seconds after the explosion, a
large number of men were soon to
the rescue of those imprisoned - be-
neath the ruins of the building. The
first gotten out were the young lads,
Leonard Sparks and Andrew Lewis,
both being severely cut and bruised.
Captain Hill of Chatham, was se-
verely shocked, as well as cut and
burned about the body and limbs,
he being taken to the A Brantford
hospital, Mrs. Charles Knight was
badly cut about the face and ‘head,
while strange to say, a little baby
was unhurt. Two lads, Willte Bragg
and Alfred Bridgewater, were both
found to be cut and bruised when
taken out. A sad feature of the
lad named

Earl Etherington was killed. He'is
the only son of Mr. and Mrs. James
Etherington, of Upper Town. The

terrific force of the explosion was
such that the heavy plate glass win-
dows of the Hawley and Newton gar-
age, 100 feet away, were completely
shattered, while two or three men
standing outside the garage,
thrown completely off their feet. A
house next to the barracks, strange
to say, only had a few windows bro-
ken and some plaster knocked off,
the explosion taking a westerly -
course. The front of the Salvation
Hall was blown completely out, hun-~
dreds of the bricks lying at the op-
posite side of the street, and two
or three young ladies who were just
passing the building, had 2 most
miraculous escape, the force of the
explosion seeming to have thrown-
them just clear of the building when
the.front wall fell. We understand
that a jury has been called, and .an
inquest will be held to-morrow. The
explosion was ' so loud that people.
from around Glemmorris heard it;
and came to Paris to learn what it
was. Much sympathy is expressed for
Mr. and Mrs. Etherington, in their:

French Chamber of Deputies in Secret

- Session— Voices This Determination
by Overwhelming Majority — Text of
the Resolution Adopted '

Paris, June 5.—By a vote of 453
to 55 the chamber of deputies, in
secret session, has adopted a resolu-
tion declaring that peace conditions
must include the liberation of terri-
tories occupied by Germany, the re-
turn of Alsace-Lorraine, to France,
and just reparation for damage done
in the invaded regions. = The resolu-
tion which was accepted by the gov-
ernment, also favors the creation of
a league of nations for the mainten-
ance of peace. The secret session,

;| which, was adjourned from Saturday,

continued all yesterday afternoon
and evening until midnight.

When the doors were thrown open

President Paul Deschanel read fonr
resolutions which had been sub-
mitted. One was drawn up by depu-
ties Klotz, Charles and Dumont, re-
presenting the opinion of the major-
ity group, the other three were pre-
sented by different sections of the
Socialists. The first resolution,:
which was accepted by the Goveran-
ment, read.

“The Chamber of Deputies, the
direct expression of the sovereignly
of the French people, salutes. the
Russian and other allied democra-
cies and endorses the unanimous
protest which the representatives of
Alsace-Lorraine, torn from France
against their will, have made to the
national assembly. It declares that
it expects from the war: imposed
upon Europe by the aggression ot
Germany, the return of Alsace-Lor-
raine to- the-Mother country, together
with liberation of invaded territories
and just reparation for damage..
“Far removed from all thoughts
of conquest and enslavement, it ex-
pects that the efforts of the armies
of the Republic and her allies will
gecure, once Prussian militarism is
destroyed, durable guarantees for
peace and independence for peoples

tions such as has already been fore-
shadowed. ;
“Confident that .the government
will bring this about by the co-ordin-
ated military and diplomatic action
of all the allies and rejecting all
amendments, the chamber passes {o

Speaking to the resolution, Pre-
mier Ribot said: :
‘“The government asks you to vote
for the Dumont-Klotz resolution.
The iong debate now drawing to an
end, has shown with-what spirit of
gincerity and patriotism the eham-
ber is animated. This resolution af-
firms our national soverignity, it de-
clares that in a demofracy like ours

Simcoe, June 5.—The town fath-
ers got down to business at 8.40,
Members all present. After reading
of minutes, the dangerous condition
of trees on Metcalf St. north of Ma-
ple, came up. The special committee
on the matter was not ready to re-
port.
Mr. Wm. Turney was present to
request council to make some im-
provement at the gore in the north
ward. The residents there wish a
watering trough and some curbing.
Alderman Doughty estimated the
probable cost at about $160 without
the trough. The question was refer-
red to the parks committee.
The usual report of the finance
committee on current accounts was
read and passed.

Ald. Langford gave a report of the
special committee appointed to offer
for sale school and local improve-
ment debentures. The committee
had received seven tenders. The best
tender meant a discount of some
$1600, and the committee reported
that they entertained the idea of at-
tempting to sell locally, or buy di-
rect retail, as it were. The matter
was referred back for further action
as the committee shall decide.

The Estimates for 1917.

Chairman Langford. of the finance
committee presented the committee’s
estimates for the year, and announc-
ed a levy of 23 mills. which he ex-
plained was due to additional deben-
ture debt. and increased county rate
to meet the patriotic fund deben-
tures,

Fortunately the town treasurer
was present and detected an omis-
sion of provision for $967.12, which
he had neglected to include. in his
statement to the chairman. This was
happily offset by the chairman’s ne-
glect of a cash balance -of $164.90
from 1916, and the statement was

¢ [ promptly adjusted by increasing the

contingency allowance by $674.78.
The amended estimates then stood
as hereunder, and though the treas-
urer registered his disapproval at
almost every item, the committee’s
report was received and adopted, and
the necessary by-law for the levy and

collection of 23 mills was passed.
Reeve Carter thought that both
the board of works and the fire, wa-
ter and gas committees should get
along with less money. The increase
in street lighting is due te an in-
crease of $2 per light per year on

Monday morning’s session of the
Hamilton Methodist Conference in
the Wellington Street Methodist
Church, presented for discussion,
one of the most important items that
has yet been considered by the con-
ference ,a resolution proposed by the
Rev. W. J. Smith, to be forwarded
by the Conference to Premier Bor-
den, requesting that he exercise his
powers to bring about legislative
conscription. The motion was
strongly supported by Mr. John
Gibson, a laymen and several others
including Dr. Scanlon, of Port El-
gin, also advocated that support be
given to the measure for compulsory
gervice now being contemplated by
the Government. The propounding
of the resolution was preceeded by
a stirring address pulsating with
loyalty that was delivered by Lieut.-
Col. Williams, assistant chief re-
cruiting officer of the Dominion,

“I want to tell you,” he said, “the
Methodist Ministry is not afraid of
selective conscription. There are
three issues facing the nation at the
present time, victory, stalemate and
defeat, and if it is to be victory,
every man in the Dominion must be
prepared to shoulder his share of
the burden. What would be the
result of defeat to the country? It
would mean the loss of our demo-
eracy. And what is democracy? It
is the greatest amount of personal
liberty consistent with the welfare
of the state.”

He stated that it was the duty of
everyone to enlist and do his duty,
he did not believe that the average
Canadian appreciated the value of
Canada. It was a noble land of our
fathers, but its sterling qualities
were recognized. Be careful that
our Christian spirit does not tend
toward the extreme, we will wake
up, to find all those things which
we cherish most will be lost.” He
contended that the foe must be beat-
en to the extreme, and the control
of the schools and education of the
coming generation be kept in the
hands of the people,

He recognized the fact that the
Methodist Church had always been
opposed tn~ military training, but the
compulsory military training which
was proposed was for the saving of
our country and the maintenance of
the Christian religion. “‘But soon
the horror and agony will be over
and the highest of the day will dawn
and I think it will be only the dross
that will perish in this holocaust.”
He strongly appealed for subjuga-
tion of petty party politics and the
submergence of all internal strife to
the benefit of the Empire.

The Rev. W. J. Smith thought
that the most important item to be
dealt with by the conference was
that suggested by Lt.-Col. Williams.
It was also the greatest issue that

tion or body. The leaders of the
country were facing one of the most
serious crisis that had ever confront-
ed Canada, and that both leaders
‘were prevented by elements in their
parties. He therefore moved the
following resolution, seconded by
Mr. John Gibson, who also spoke in
support of the motion. To those
who opposed the measuré he cited
the instance of the two republics
of France and the United States.
who had adopted conscription, and
claimed that only he was entitled to
enjoy the privileges of democracy
who was willing to fight for that
democracy.,

Dr. Scanlon, of Port Elgin, sup-
ported the motion most strenuously.
He thought that the greatest need of
the hour was leadership, and severe-
ly condemned he party politics sys-
tem now prevailing. ‘I would ra-
ther have every one of my family
pay the supreme sacrifice than have

Jthem lack in their heroic qualities.

The Rev. F. M. Mather, of Water-
loo, called attention to the fact that
to-day was the 52nd birthday of
His Majesty King George, and that
it was an occasion to be remember-
ed. He moved that the secretary be
instructed to wire Jongratulations to
His Majesty.

It was announced that arrange-
ments had been completed for the
supper for those members of the
conference whose sons were serving
under the colors, and that the event
would take place to-night in Cromp-
ton’s tea rooims at 6 o’clock.

A resolution was passed instruct-
ing the secretary to draft a letter of
sympathy expressing the attitude of
the conference, and that the same
be forwarded to the Rev. Dr, Scan-
lon of Port Elgin, who has recently
suffered the loss of his son, Lieut.
Walter L. Secanlon, who died of
wounds on April 11th. The deceased
hero was formerly editor of the Re-
gina Leader,

Mr. Sam Carter, M.P.P., of Guelph
took a prominent part in the session,
rising to his feet on one oceasion,
and protesting agalnst excessive and
superfluous clapping of hands, which
he claimed had been indulged in teo
frequently under unjustifiable cir-
cumstances. He thought that confer-
ence members should remember to
reverence the house of God. He also
spoke: o the subject of the susten-
tation fund, emphasiizng the fact
that a deficiefhicy of $1000 existed,
and pointing out the sharp contrast
that existed between the Presbyter-
jan and Methodist churehes in this
respect. He maintained that the de-
ficiency should immediately be
made up.

The Rev. W:. W. Prudham, of
Wiarton spoke on the summer
schools operated under the direction
of the Methodist church, and asked
that the ministers and laymen exert
their influence to ensure a full at-
tendanee during the coming summer
months, He stated that even those
citizens of Wiarton who appeared to
serve the devil more than they did

CONSCRIPTION ENDORSED AT
THE METHODIST CONFERENCE

Subject Came Under Discussion Yesterday, and Received Approval of Delegates;
Conscription of Wealth Also Favored; Report of the Committee on Social

Service and Evangelism

“Whereas it is almost universally
recognized throughtout the Domin-
jon that the duty ef paramount im-
portance before Canada at the pre-
sent time is the prosecuting to a sue-
cessful conclusion of the great strug-
gle for world-wide liberty.

“And whereas it is an absolute
necessity to continue sending more
men to the front if our effective
Canadian forces are to be kept at
theiry present strength and the glor-
ious record of our Canadian heroes
during the past three years, is to be
maintained.

,  “And whereas this necessity has
been emphasized again and again not
only by our leaders on the field and
in the Government, but also by the
great numbers of wounded men who
have returned.

“And whereas the voluntary sys3-
tem of recruiting has apparently
ceased to be effective,

“Therefore be it resolved: That
this Hamilton Conference of the
the Methodist Church place on re-
cord its earnest endorsation of com-
pulsory service on a selective basis
and urge all parties to unite in mak-
ing immediately possible this great
national movement.

(2) That while we recognize that
the necessity of the hour is selective
conscription of men to fill the de-
depleted ranks of our brave soldiers
on the fighting line. We desire also
to urge upon the Government the
justice and necessity of the imme-
diate conscription of wealth and all
other national resources. :

(3) That this report be wired im-
mediately to Sir Robert Borden, tae
Premier of our Dominion.”

Such was the text of a resolution
determined upon by the Hamilton
Methodist Conference yesterday af-
ternoon after being amended from
the original resolution submitted by
the committee appointed at the
morning session for that purpose, af-
ter the address given by Lt. Col.
Cecil Williams, Assistant Chief Re-
cruiting Officer for the Dominion.
As the resolution was originally sub-
mitted in the expressed opinion of
a large number of the members,
enough stress on the ‘“‘conscription of
wealth and commandeering of sur-
plus profits” was not emphasized,and’
after considerable discussion, the
above wording was finally agreed:
upon. As chairman of the committee
appointed to draft the resolution, the
Rev. W. J. Smith presented it to the’
conference. The predominant senti-
ment in regard to this question was
summed up in the opinion expressed
by one delegate to the conference,
who declared that it was unfair to
enact a measure that would force
tens of thousands of young men to
place their lives at the service of the
state,"and '§acrifice’ théir ciréers and
future prospects, and at the same
time allow corporations and manu-
facturers, and war profiteers to reap
rich financial benefits as the resuit
of their struggles and yet contribute
comparatively little, and undergo no
sacrifice to assist in bringing to a
successful conclusion, the war n
which the Empire is now engaged.

Mr Fred Mann of this city, was
not satisfied with the resolution, tak-
ing the stand that representations
should be made urging that a coali-
tion government be formed. It was
pointed out however, that this action
would probably lead to hotly coun-
tested debates that would not result
in adding to the dignity of the con-
ference and would only cause dis-

Extreme regret was expressed in
the report at the death of Frank S.
Spence, who as associated with the
Dominion Alliance, had been instru-
mental in the cause of temperance.

A representative of the Brother-
hood of the Federation of Canada
was present and addressed the-gath-
ering on the work of that organiza-
tion, pointing out the advantages of
the united efforts of the different
protestant denominations. Latterly
the energies of this body have ‘been
devoted to war relief work and over
$30,000 has been raised during the
past year for European refugees,
particular attention being paid to
the suffering and destitute Belgians.
The Federation is this year under
the direction of Dr, Shearer of the
Presbyterian church. 7

The report of the committee on
social service and evangelism was
submitted showing the wide scope
covered by this department of the
church, and proving a revelation of
the magnitude of the task that is
being accomplished.

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THE SITUATION.

The fighting on the Italian front
has reached a very acute stage and
the Australians are now making des-
perate resistance. They succeeded in
penetrating some of the Italian tren-
ches but were quickly ejected. The
struggle is of the greatest intensity
from the region of Gorizia to the
head of the Gulf of Triest.

On the western front the compara-
tive lull still continues but it is gen-
erally regarded as the presage to
another strong allied offensive.

The Canadians although they were
unable to hold their Sunday gains
near Lens, were not pressed back
further than their own lines which
they still hold against all asaults.

Gen. Alexieff who was appointed
to succeed Grand Duke Nicholas, in
command of the Russian armies, has
resigned and is succeeded by Gen.
Brussiloff, who some imaginative
people believe to be the late Hector
Macdonald, the famous British Gen-
eral, reported to have committed
suicide. The Russian Minister of
‘War reports the power of the army
to be increasing daily, although as
a factor in the struggle they can at
best be q'uite negligible for some
months at any rate.

After getting beaten on the con-
seription issue complete returns
show that Premier Hughes has swept
Australia with his Nationalist party.
The figures read for the House Na-
tionalists 53, Laborites 22, Senate
Nationalists 24; Laborites 12.

THE RUTHLESS HUN

Mr. F. C. Penfield, late American
‘Ambassador at Vienna, before he left
for home visited the region in
France so wantonly devastated by
the Huns. Here are some extracts
with regard to a recent statement
jssued by him in the States;—

«Seores of towns and villages, iso-
lated chateaus and factories, were
razed to the ground. The entire
Aisne department seemed destroyed
beyond repair. = The Germans ap-
pear to have an antipathy to
Catholic churches, for battering
had reduted all to shapeless piles
of debris. The destruction every-
where was complete, outrageous,
fiendish. During the day we saw
no living native to the land—no
cow, sheep, or horses; 'no dog, cat
or fowl. We visited many stately
chateaus that had been destroyed
beyond man’s ability to repair. At
one place we found the private
chapel of a historie family  of
France whose coffins had been
opened by vendals searching for
plunder. Everywhere French sol-
diers told us that it had been only
five weeks earlier when the rout of
the Germans had become so urgent
that they hastened through villages,
plundering and burning as they
went—but not until all art objects
and furniture of value had been
dispatched beyond the Rhine. Crit-
jes of Germany claim that one has
but to visit the northern depart;
ments of France to learn that the
refinement of barbarism is not con-
fined to Germany’s program  on the
seas, for it is.expressed in the in-
vaded zone of France in a manner
causing revulsion to witness. From
every town and village, men and
women had been. driven into Ger-
many like animals by the infuriated
and beaten Teutons.

The two lads were better dressed
than the others and wore neat suits
of cotton corduroy. I engaged the
elder of thesé brothers in conversa-
tion by asking where the garments
came from, and he promptly replied:
«<From the American Clearing House
committee; which has fed and cloth-
ed us ‘since the Boches were driven
away.”’ : Gx 4 )

*Have you any relatives?” I in-
guired. To this the boy answered:,
“Yes, niy poor mbther lies sick in
that cottage there,” pointing -to. a
poor peasant house. ‘‘Have you sis-
ters?” I asked, and this was the re-
ply: “Two, aged 19 and 21. Both
were outraged by the Germans and
carried off by the reétredting army.
©Our poor father, who tried to pro-
tect our sisters, was shot dead by
the Boches, who said he was disobed-
jent, and his body lies buried there
by the roadside.” : :

Canadian Army Headquarters, June
§.—The electric light station south-
west of Lens, for the pessession of
which two flercely contested engage-
ments have taken place, and where
many hundreds of German, British.
and Canadian soldiers have been
killed and wounded, appeared to be
safely withihn the Canadian lines

this morning.

The German guns turned on it on
Monday afternoon, is fairly econclu
sive evidence that the enemy had
found it untenable upon his
return on Sunday night. ' Early
this morning, the Canadian
troops taking the treneh in the
vicinity of the station pushed out to
the east of it.

The situation is not quite clear on
the front, but generally it was a very
lively night.

The enemy dropped bombs behind
the lines and also sent out a raiding
party which was discovered before it
reached our trenches. It was driven
of leaving 5 dead or prisoners. They
were able to carry off the wounded.
From information that has come
through it has been established be-
yond doubt that the new enemy for-
mations now in training in Germany
and which were intended to supply
von Hindenburg with his next army,
are being broken up to supply the
sorely needed reinforcements. A
single division has recently been
strengthened by the addition of a
considerable number of these young
lads of nineteen years. Their train-
ing is insufficient, although their
morale appears good and they are
physically fit. Among the older
troops, who, stand at front for a
considerable time, the war weariness
is spreading, aided greatly by the in-
cessant pounding of the British guns
and the deadly nature of the gas to
which they are now so frequently
subjected. ;

Faith in the U-boat as # means to
vietory is dying out and as it dies
the morale of the men is lowering.
They fight because they must, but
many, perhaps the majority, would
welcome peace at any price. Discip-
line holds this discontent within
bounds, but is is significant that
many prisoners  express . pleasure
that they have been captured. :
As the man power fails, Germany
is turning more and more towards
machinery to make good the losg in
fighting strength. There has been
an increase in the use of machine
guns.

1t would appear that it is the in-
tention hereafter to equip each com-
pany with more light machine guns
in addition to heavier machine guns
of the machine gun companies. Re-
liance of the individual rifle fire of
the soldier is very slight. If the war
is much prolonged, the Germans will
rely on the final defensive on ma-
chine guns. These will be carefully
placed wherever a protective spray
of lead from well handled machine
guns would be more dangerous for
treops to move through than -even
intense artillery barrages, although
not so terrifying., The rations of the
German troops in the field* are barely
sufficient to keep them in good con-
dition. "

One of the most demoralizing ex-
periences to which the German in
the field is now subjected, is the
bombing of the trains in which he
travels and the places where his rest
billets are located.

As our aerial supremaey becomes
more secure the zone in which this
nerve-racking form of ‘warfare is
carried on is extended. The bombs
cause widespread , destruction.
In the operations  two nights
ago two trdins were wreck-
ed during the raid, one of which
is believed to have been crowded
with troops. To these raids the ene-
my makes reply in the same kind,
but his facilities for this form of
warfare are manifestly less than
those of the allied armies and the
men behind the lines still sleep
soundly and without apprehension of
any fearful awakenings.

Jesus Christ had not been discour-
aged even in the face of apparently
the greatest odds that could be en-
countered, but had labgored on in
the work of establishing His King-
dom here upon earth, being sustain-
ed by the confidence that His ef-
forts would surely triumph, and to-
day we witness the truth of the
ideals which He propounded.

upon the special committee investi-
gating the affairs of the board of
works. Ald. MacBride and English
arraigned Ald. Kelly for his stand,
:.irltlclzing it as ‘“petty, peanut poli-

cs.”

The council set a new record for
promptness for the entire year, being
only five minutes late in obtaining a
quorum and less than ten minutes
in commencing their business.
Minutes of the last meeting wer2
taken as read and adopted. The
usual time lists and other reports
were submitted and read.
The mayor advocated action in the
matter of collecting incomie tax from
government officials, suggesting a
sujt in the division court, followea
by action to have the case trans-
ferred to the High Court of Justice,
as a test case.
Ald. MacBride queried the advis-
ability of bringing the case before
the county judge, who has already
given a decision against a similar
action. He suggested co-operation
with other municipalities to secure
a judgment.

Their busiest moments were
between 5 and 7 examining all refuse
in cans ready to be emptied into the
big wagons. It was a case of “first
come first choice” of all he surveyed.
This man or woman generally had
things to himself, for no one was
astir so early, and each picker came
to know where the best spoils were
and what kind of wares might be
found there. Not much is ever left in
the hods when the concierge has run
through hers. As she empties her
trained eye scrutinizes everything,
from a piege of half burned coal_ to
an old shoe. What coal or embers the
concierge does not think worth the
trouble, the first one that examines
the can after her takes away, for all
ashes are shifted by the beggars and
this explains how they can afford to
have a fire when coal is so dear Any-
thing else they take a liking to in
the trash is taken away in the basket
which they never forget to bring in
the early morning quest. .

. 'Cam Now Be Leisurely -
.The ragpickers may now nap till
noon;-for -often hods stay on the
sidewalk twelve hours awaiting at-
tentiofi.. If the customary examiner
is not “on the job™ an earlier bird
is, and if the other waits too late,
he’ll get no plums. Some of these
persons vicit apartments at New
Year’s and when they gain an aud-
ience with the housekeeper, inform
her that during the year they have
each day searched through the cans
but- found nothing of value thrown
away, but that if in the future they
should they will take the object to
the. ¢oncierge, to be returned to the
rightful owner. As a matter of fact
the rag-picker has never won fame
for honesty.

People_dre wondering if war will
stamp out the beggar. With the re-
newed organization of labor, there
will be a paying place for every
man and woman, and as factories
and looms will be crying out for
workers, it will be something like
an offence for any one to turn down
labor for ‘“‘chiffonniering.”. Anyway
begging and the like has gone out
of style in certain European coun-
tries, and such a thing as the ‘“‘es-
teemed chiffonnier” had not existed
for ten years prior to the war. -Be-
fore that time it was something to
hold the post of ‘‘first-beggar” in
one of the big churches. All day
long on Sunday and fete days these
citizens lined up at each side of the
doors. A very pitiful looking one
was Chosen as spokesman by the
band—a leader in is way—whio
had a sympathetic volce and a sad
eye.

The “Master Beggar”
This ‘“Master Beggar” stood ready
to open the church door when the
worshippers came out, and he would
begin his pleadings, to be echoed all
along the line. At the end of each
da.,y this leader had to divide alms

ProﬁdinévFor The
Returned Soldiers

The Ontario Gfovernment is appar-
ently deeply interested in the wel-
fare of the returmed soldier, as was
evidenced by a letter received this
morning by Mr. George Macdonald,
secretary of the local branch of the
Soldiers’ Aid" Commission, from the
department of Lands and Forests,
Toronto. It was pointed out in the

letter that at intervals, groups of
returned men are being sent to the
training school at Monteith, North-
ern Ontario, where they are training
in the culture of the land, at the
same time being paid $1.10 per day
and their board. Of this amount $12
per month is allowed to the soldier,
the balance being, in the case of men
with dependents, turned over to
the families, and in the case of
single men, being held in trust until
they take charge “of -their own clear-
ing. Separation dllowance equal to
that provided 'when the men were
overseas, is also granted to: depend-
ants. ¥

Board is also supplied during the
time the men are-engaged .in clear-
ing their own land, which is turned
over to them free of charge on con-
dition that sufficiént work .is accom-
plished to warrant ownership. In
addition, the government will supply
the men with stoék and implements
to the value of $500 as a loan, the
money to e repald within twenty
f'vears at 6 per cent. Furthér particu-
lars, regarding the proposition, de-
scription of the soil and the climate
and other useful information is con-
tained in a circular that accompan-
ied the letter. Mr. Macdonald ex-
pressed his approval of the provision
that has been made for the returned
men, and thought that it would
be a splendid opportunity for any
who wished to enter the farming
profession.
