THE SITUATION

A despatch from Tokio announces
that the Japanese Premier made ‘the
statement in the House  of Repre-
gentatives that Japan had not yet
reached a decision with regard to
the despatch of troops to Siberia
and that ‘the Government would
take the utmost care and precaution
in dealing with this momentous
situation.” In what respect - the
halt has occurred does mot. yet ap-
pear. It does seem 'to be certain,
however, that negotiations are pro-
gressing hetween the Mikado’s Min-
isters and Siberia and the final out-
come would not seem to be in much
doubt.

It is rumored that Germany is
considering another so-called peace
offer, this time on the basis' of re-
storing matiers in Europe as they
were before the war and recognition
of her present status in the East.
John Bull and his associates would
certainly not consider any such pro-
posals for a moment.

The London Daily Telegraph con-
tains a review by Dr. E. J. Dillon,
who says that from Archangel to
Odessa, from Moscow to Vladivostok,
Russian' voices are uplitfted, asking
in bitterness of anguish, whether
among the nations of the many and
mighty allies of yesterday there is
none who will help her.

The trouble of it s that hitherto
the Bolsheviki element have gpeei-
fically stated that they did not want
any outside assisiance. 'They may
be coming, to their senses in this
regard, but Lenine has certainly,
given no sign and most. people have
an idea that he and Trotzky have
been deliberately playing into the
Lands of Germany. Meanwhile the
ships of the Russian' fleet at Finland
are reported to Have been ‘deseried
by their crews, although it is said
that an effort will be made to re-
move the Dreadnougnis to Kron-
stadt. The chances, however, woald
seem to be that the whole lot wdllr
soon be in German hands. '

The latest air attacks upon Paris
was of a particularly severe nature,
@lthough four enemy planes were
trought down, and the Yorkshire
coast has -«also been visited. The,
blood-thirsty Tages Zeitung is now
calling for the destruction of four
hundred English towns by this
means.

Hamilton, Mar. 13—The" finding
of the beheaded and naked body of a
man in an unused gravel pit near
the high-level bridge yesterda¥y morn-
ing about 7 o’clock led to the discov-
ery of one of the most brutal mur-

bTherg’ was nothing on the body at
the time it was found by J. Carley,
a G.T.R. section foreman, dnd A.
Cross, a G/T.R. telegrapher, while
on their way to work, to identify it,
but later in the morning the police
found ‘a bundle of clothing a short
distance from where the body was
In one of the pockets was
found a metal disc issued to em-
ployees of the National Steel Car
Co, and through this it was learncd
that the vietim was Thomas Georg-
jeff, a Bulgarian, who”boarded at 1
Alplm street. He was about. £9
years' of age,-and had been in this
city for a few years. «His wife and
three children survive him in Bul-
garia. Coroner Hopkins ordered the
removal of the body to the Morgue,
and directed that an inquest be held
on Tuesday next.

The body when dncovoral was
lying -near a mound of snow on
which theére was a blood stain, and
the belief is that the murderer or
murderers had taken it there.after
hacking the head off with a knife,
and thrown it over an embankment
some time after midnight. The m
had been dead four or five hours
before the  body was found. It is
thought that the clothing was / re-
moved then and left near the Grand
Trunk tracks, were it was found
aften a search by the pelice.

Robbery believed to . be motive

Though no clues to the .ddentity of:
the murderer have been found, it °s
bélieved that robbery was, the mo-
tive. It ,was stated. at Georgieﬂ"
boarding héuse that he usually car-
ried a large sum of money, as he
was in steady employment, and it is
thought that when he . left -~home
about 8.30 last night he had consid-
erable money on him.' What hap-
pened from the time he left home till
his body was found this morning. or
whom' he was with. are matters still
to be discovered, but the detective
staff is hard at work on the case,
and, having established the victim’s
identity, are hoveful of eclearing up
the mystery of his-death.

Murder was Deliberate
