'MUNIOIPAL ELEOTIONS.

The Result Yesterday in Some of the
Towuships.
REAR YONGE AND ESCOTT.

The elections passed off very quiet-
ly here. The result of the polling was
a surprise to many. The resignation
of Mr. Taplin at the last moment was,
to say the least, astonishing to his
fiiends and supporters at the caucus
meeting, We regret that the feeling
of antagonisi between the village and
the township should have lead to so
much bitter feeling and acrimony as it
did. The people of the village desired
a number of local improvements,
which as part and parcel of the town-
ship they knew very well the 1epresent-
atives from the country would never
grant them. Consequently they de-
sired and obtained a separation, which
will not, however, come into effect un-
til the first of January, 1890. The
decision of Mr. Johnston’s friends to
press his acceptance of the nomination
for Reeve, in opposition to the decision
of the cauchs, was done more through
a foeling of rivalry between the town-
ship and village, than from any feeling
against Mr. Taplin. High school'mat-
ters were dragged into the contest, as
well, the people from the township
charging the villagers with extrava-
gance in conducting the school.  This
is something in which the people have
not and cannot have directly, any
voice. The County Council appoints
the trustees, and any sum they may
ask the Township Council for, must be
raised. Therefore, although the coun-
cil may all e elected in opposition to
the_village, they can practic:lly do
nothing towards reducing the amount
raised for the support of the high
school. - We trust, now that the elec
tions are over, that all will move on
harmoniously.  Below we give the re-
sult-of the polling in the ditferent sub-
divisions.  Mr. Moles, whose ‘name
appears on the list, resigned before th.(-
morning of the election, and his friends
were requested to cast their ballots for
some of the other candidates. The
few scattering votes recorded for bim,
were probably cast by those who did
not know of his resignation.

The weatber here has been so far
very fine, The roads are dry, and as
dusty as they are in June or Jaly in
Canada. ~ It has been a favorsble fall
to pick corn, and as there is so much
of it the moré warm and dry weather
we have, the better for onr corngath-
ering. We had two hundred acres
this season, and have ten thonsand
.bushels, - Corn is king..in Nebraska.,
We have our eattle %’a&turing in the
stalk fields. We turn them out of
the corrall in the morning and brin,
vhem in ot evening. Our horses,
head, are living in the corn stalk fields.
Our corn crop also furnishes us #&h
nearly all our fael, in the shape off
cobs. We have forty head of cuttle
in our feed yard now, and a few days
ago sent a carload to Omaha, We
have also filty-eight Lead of stockers
that will winter in the stalk fields.
We raised forty calves this season.
Thero are also sixty hogs on the place.
Our hogs are not like the Irishman's
hogs. Did you ever hear the story?
An Irishman had 15 or 20 long noged,.
Lungry hogs. Coming onc day from.
his barn to the house, all of these hogs
were following him, and squealing a8
only & bungry pig can squeal. Pat
stopped and looked round at them,
and, says he: “For a mess. of poor
divi's loike yez are, ye're d—d merry.™
We keep our hogs so buey cating corn
that they don’t have time to cultivate.
their musival talents:

Last winter we wintered 125 head:
of caitle on three hundred acres of
stalks.

We also had this season 100 acres
of oats, and raised syme 4,000 bushels.
We have 720 ucres of land, every
acre of which can be caltivated. There
is not a stone us big as u hen’s egg on-
the whole place. There is a railroad
three wiles south cf us, another three
miles west, and another six miles
north. Our railway facilities are bet-
ter than they were in Canada. Av
Friend, the town at which we do most
of our business, they have ten traius
per day, and a cattle train every day.
[ have counted 86 cars of cattle in
one train, and tho agent tells me there
are scldom less than twenty.

We are 90 miles from Omaha, a
second Chicago for cat!le and hogs,
there being large packing houses therc.
Lincoln, the capital of the State, is.
40 miles d'stant. Friend has 2,000,
inhabitants, fonr banks, two elevators,
three hardware stores, six dry goods
gtores, threce weekly papers, three
clothing and two boot and ehoe stores,
also four implement houses and threo
barber shope, and other businesses in
proportion. * ¥ I am content-
ed and doing faitly here.
