This is the first time in the history of 
that lake that the government has been 
prevailed upon to send bass Fish In 
times past they baye sent Salmon Fry 
and spon, but now we will have 15000 
nice little black bass minnows, which 
will increase the sporting around 
Charleston Lake in a verv short time 
in the way of angling. There will 
only be two shipments of these black 
bass in the province this year, and all 
lovers of the lake, including, of course, 
our recently formed Anglers’ Associa­
tion, will be delighted to learn of Mr 
Donovan's action in this matter.

FOR SALE.
The Dairy and Cold Storage Commis­

sioner has Just Issued a circular giving 
the recent amendments to the Inspection 
and Sale Act, with the new regulations. 
The amendments chiefly concern import­
ed fruit-

Hereafter the words “Packed by” must 
precede the name and address of the 
packer as marked on any close package 
of fruit intended for sale.

A new section is added empowering the 
Governor-in-Council to make regulations 
regarding the branding, marking and in­
specting of imported fruit. persons vio­
lating such regulations are liable to 
fine of not more than fifty dolars 
costs, or. In default of payment, to 
prisonment for a term not exceeding one 
month. The packages of fruit not pro­
perly marked may be confiscated.

In virtue of the amendment new nega­
tions have been passed, and were pub­
lished* In the Canada Gazette of June 
1913.. According to these regulations ev­
ery importer of fruit must have all grade 
marks found on closed packages contain­
ing Imported fruit erased or obliterated 
when such marks are not in accordance 

the Act or the new regulations. This 
must he done when the packages are be­
ing taken from the railway car. steam­
ship, or other conveyance In which they 
have been brought into Canada. The 
Importer must place on the end of such 
packages the proper grade marks, the 
correct name of the variety of fruit, and 
bis own name and add

Copies of ttie circular may he obtained, 
free of charge, from the Publications 
Branch. Department of Agriculture. Ot­
tawa, or from any Dominion Fruit In­
spector.

Over 1,200 wood-using industries in On­
tario contributed the data for a bulletin 
on this Industry now being issued by the 
Forestry Branch, Ottawa, 
different kinds of wood are being used by 
these industries, and tile detailed informa­
tion regarding the various uses to which 
such woods are put should be of consid­
erable value, not only to the manufac­
turer Dy showing new means of waste 
disposai, out also to the householder by 
inoicating wnai native woods are best 
fitted jo replace the more expensive im­
ported stock, for interior decoration, fur­
niture and flooring.

Tiie bulletin also shows incidentally the 
increasing poverty of Ontario with 
gard to tlie more valuable work-woo 
Almost half of the thirty-four kinds of 
wood used are obtained principally from 
outside sources and three and one-half 
million dollars are annually sent out of 
the Province for imported wood stock. 
The imported oak alone costs one million 
six hundred thousand dollars annually 
for this tree lias become commercially ex­
tinct in Ontario, while the hickory and 
chestnut groves of southern Ontario have 
also almost entirely disappeared. Even 
good, clear white pine is becoming hard 
to obtain, and its market value is stead­
ily rising, for it represents twenty-one 
per cent, of he total wood consumption in 
Ontario for industrial

The amended Dominion “Forest Re­
serves and Parks Act,” which was finally 
assented to on June 6, 1913, added oyer 
ten thousand five hundred square miles 
to the existing area of Dominion t orest 
Reserves, making a total of over thirty- 
five thousand eight hundred square 
miles of reserved forest land in the 
Western Provinces under Dominion jur­
isdiction. Of this leserved area, three 
thousand seven hundred and eighty-two 
square miles are found in Alberta, one 
thousand eight hundred and seventy-two 
square miles in Saskatchewan, and four 
thousand one hundred and eight eq 
miles in Manitoba. Over two-thirds of 
the total area is found in Alberta, ow­
ing to the fact that practically all the 
eastern slope of the Rockies has been 
set apart as a forest reserve, not only 
to perpetuate the supply of timber, but 
to preserve and equalize the flow of 
the large prairie rivers which have their 
sources in this reserved area.

Mere figures are of little value except 
for purposes of comparison. In the lat­
est report of the United States Chief 
Tortster, the area of national forests 
under reservation is given as two hun­
dred and fifty-seven thousand, eight hun­
dred and fifty-five square miles, an area 
over seven times as great as that of the 
Dominion Forest Reserves. And this, in 
spite of the fact that the area bearing 
me reliant able timber in the United 
States is considerably larger than that 
in Canada, making less pressing the need 
of reservation. Moreover, the area fit 
only for bearing timber, technically 
known as the “absolute forest soil,” is 
considerably greater in Canada than the 
United .States, making justifiable a pol­
icy « f reservation on an even more ex­
tensive scale than that followed in the 
United States.

T’liu-e western reserves are created by 
the Dominion Government as cited in 
the act. “for the maintenance, protection 
ami reproduction of the timber growing 
thereon, or which man hereafter grow 
thereon, for the conservation of the 
minerals and the protection of the ani­
mals. birds and fish therein, and for the 
maintenance of conditions favorable 
continuous water «supply.’’ 
plish tnese ends the reserves must first 
be protected from fire, and under the 
direction of technical foresters and su­
pervisors. lire-liues are being cut or 
plowed, trails are being cut, telephone 
lines and look-out stations installed, 
“caches*’ of tools distributed in acces­
sible places throughout the reserves, and 
efficient patrols established.

Nor is the timber so protected allowed 
to die of old age. The foresters deter­
mine at what diameter in each section 
tiie maximum production is attained, 
kud when the trees reach this size tliev

ds. BETTER FARMING.Whaler Who Rescued Fenian Pri­
soners Dead. Is Moral of This Food Price 

Record.The death has occurred at New York
of Capt. George Anthony, who in 1876 
rescued six Fenian prisoners from Fre­
mantle. Western Australia was then a 
penal colony, and they had been ban­
ished there by the British Government.

Capt. Anthony carried - off the pris­
oners on board the whaling vessel 
C.italpa. In 1875, John Dcnvoy, the 
whilom organizer of treason in the 
British army, conceived a scheme of 
obtaining a vessel, and carrying off six 
Irish political prisoners, who had been 
transported to Western Australia in con­
nection with the attempted revolution 
of 1806-7 by the Fenians. The barque 
Catalpa wa# purchased by the Clan-na- 
gael men, and sailed from New Bedford 
on April 29, 1875, under the command of 
Captain George Anthony, a native of 
Nantucket. In order to avert suspicion 
•from the real designs of the vessel, the 
Catalpa cruised for nearly a year as a 
whaler and did not arrive at Bunbury 
until March. 1896. Five days later the 
Catalpa anchored near the Rocking­
ham shore, and the following morn­
ing all arrangements for the escape hav­
ing been planned, Wilson, Craston, Har­
rington, Darragh, Hogan and Hassétt, 
the six political prisoners, who had been 
engaged in the open on Various works 
at Fremantle, left their employment 
were driven to Rockingham. The govern­
ment steamer Georgette went out in 
pursuit, and a coastguard boat cruising 
in the vicinity of Rockingham tried to 
intercept the boat conveying the the fu­
gitives from the shore to the ship. The 
Catalpa bore down upon her comrades, 
and so close was the race between her 
and the coast guard 
mer, on reaching the fugitives, did not 
wait for them to swarm up the sides, 
but, lowering the falls, grappled the boat 
fore and aft, and lifted it on board, with 
it* human freight. The Catalpa immedi­
ately put out to sea, and at half-past 
<; o’clock the following morning was over­
hauled by tiie Georgette, who fired a 
shot across her bows. Capt. Anthony, in 
reply to the demand by the captain of 
the Georgette, declined to heave to. and 
answered that lie had no prisoners on 
board. “You are amenable to British 
laws.” spoke the Georgette. “Heave to 
or I’ll blow your mast out." ‘i know no 
British laws,” said Anthony.

$44.50 per thousand feet hoard mea 
respectively. Tiie Forestry Branch 
already been instrumental in securing 
sales of tiie wood of worn out apple or­
chards, and is desirous of further serving 
tiie public along these lines. The bulletin 
on Tiie Wood-using Industries of Ontario 
can be had gratis from the Forestry 
Branch, Department of tiie Interior. A 
similar report dealing with the Maritime 
Provinces will appear shortly.

KING’S KINDJVORDS
Chinese Government Hits 

at Sun Yat Sea i-
Must Be Made by Banks 

Under New Act.
At Inauguration of Austral­

ian Government Building.

A Pekin, July 28.—The charter granted 
to Dr. Sun Yat Sen for the construction 
of a network of railways in China has 
been cancelled. Only one charter las 
been concluded under this charter, that 
of an English firm, providing fur the 
construction of a line from Canton to 
Ohungking-Fu, which it is believed the 
Government will recognise.

The project for a great scheme of 
Chinese railways was foremost in Dr. 
Sun Yat Sen's programme for the mod­
ernization of China, 
support of the Pekin Government, and 
involved a great extension of the priv­
ileges of foreigners in the country anti 
an immense increase in China’s foreign 
trade. Dr. Sun was authorized in Sep­
tember, 1912^ to establish a railway ct r- 
Ioration to carry out a ev 
national railways covering territory 70,- 
000 miles in extent.

Mixed Chinese and foreign companies 
were to he granted concessions through­
out. China for a period of about fort}' 
years, after which time the lines were 
to revert to China. Similar cone,evasions 
were to he given to foreigners for the 
Intermediate districts. President Yuan 
Shi Kal was to allow Dr. Sun $20.000 
monthly to promote this scheme;

Ottawa despatch: Under the provi­
enne of the new Bank Act the returns 
which the chartered banks are required 
to make monthly to the department at 
Ottawa are considerably augmented. 
Under assets there are six additional 
headings, and under liabilities two. The 
first of tbe new returns will come in at 
the end of this month. 'The object, of 
course, ie to ensure a wider measure of 
publicity.

During the hearings on the Bank Act 
some exceedingly instructive testimony 
was given by the leading bankers of 
Canada and also by James B. 1’organ, 
who is considered one of the principal 
United States bankers. A limited num­
ber of copies of these views have Wen 
printed ami will be circulated. They 
constitute an invaluable explanatory 
work on the fine point of Canadian 
tanking.

London, July 28.—King George, dress­
ed in an admiral’s uniform, to-day laid 
the foundation stone of the Australian 
Government’s building which" is being 
erected on the Aldwych site.

His Maesty congratulated the Govern­
ment on the acquisition of the splendid 
site and noble structure which it ' aa 
proposed to erect.

As to the cause of the ex­
plosion it. is quite impossible to deter­
mine. and no theory can be offered. 
Five minutes before the explosion the 
foreman of that department had gone 
through the house and examined it. as 
well as all the machinery, ami he found 
everything in order. Work only start­
ed at ten minutes before the explosion 
and the visit was the daily opening in­
spection.

Ottawa. July 28. The extent to 
which Canadian grain continues to find 
its way to tbe seaboard for export 
through United States routes is once 
more emphasized by statistics just pub­
lished by the Department of Trade and 
Commerce. The figures are those show­
ing the movement of grain for the year 
1912.

In that crop year 87,579.696 bushels 
of Canadian wheat were shipped from 
Port Arthur nr.d Fort William. Of that 
quantity 45.326.450 bushels were shipped 
to Canadian ports in Canadian vessels, 
and 42.252.246 bushels to American port», 
nearly all in American vessels. The 
total shipped from Port Arthur and 
Fort William in the crop year 1911 was 
61.666.379 bushels, of which 37,917,766 
bushels went to Canadian ports, and 
23.748,609 bushel» to United States 
ports. Of the latter quantity a million 
and a half bushels were carried in Can­
adian bottoms. Shipments by rail in 
1912 totalled 16.103.479 bushels, making 
total for the year of nearly 163,000.000 
bushels of wheat sent east from the 
head of lake navigation. Of grain of 
all kinds the shipments were 139.322,961 
bueliels in 1912, and 93.380.263 bushels 
in 1911.

Nearly 64 per cent, of the wheat ex­
ported from Canada in 1912 went by 
United States ports, the figures being, 
by Canadian ports 31,707,259 bushels; 
by United States port» 65.507.853 bush­
els, besides this. Canadian flour to the 
amount of 1.304.520 barrels went sea­
ward via American ports. From the 
port of New York alone. 22.666.120 bush­
els of Canadian wheat were shipped in 
1912.

In favor of American ports there is 
a difference in insurance rates still 
maintained, which is regarded in this 
country as a discrimination against the 
St. Lawrence route, and in regard to 
which protests have been made for 
years. The rates of insurance on grain 
cargoes from Montreal to Liverpool last 
year ranged from 25 cents per $100 in 
summer tq 46 cents per $100 during the 
latter part of November. From New 
York and Boston the rate of insurance 
was 16 cents per $100 throughout the 
whole year.

HUMID WEATHER HARD ON CHICKS 
The hot weather of summer is now on, 

and the average poultry raiser finds 
that many conditions have changed in 
poultry yard from that of earlier in the 
season. Late-hatched chicks require but 
little if any heat in the brooder. The 
chicks that are mothered by the hen 
must have roomy quarters, for if during 
the hot nights they do not obtain plenty 
of fresh air it saps the vigor from theln, 
and, while they may not die, they will 
not grow as they should, and when fall 
comes will be undersized specimens. Care 
must be exercised in the feeding. Many 
■till adhere to the wet mash, and, if 
used, care should be taken to see that 
it is cleaned up in ten or fifteen min­
utes when fed, and not allowed to stand 
and become sour. Do not allow foul 
>lacee where the watering fountains are 
tept. In emptying the water scatter 

it. A light scattering of lime now and 
then in the poultry runs will be of bene­
fit. The fight on lice should now he 
doubled, and the poultry house given ex­
tra cleaning.

Poultry during the summer tuonths 
feel the depressing effects of heat the 
same as the human family, and extra at­
tention in this respect of keeping 
as comfortable as possible will enable 
the poultry keeper to increase the egg 
yield, as well as obtain a steady and 
profitable growth in the growing stock. 
This means /or the growihg stock 
roomy, well-ventilated quarters, -kept 
clean, ami not crowded. Separate the 
cockerels from the growing pullets as 
soon as possible—the cockerels to be fat­
tened and sold for market as soun as the 
broiler age is reached, the pullets to he 
kept for winter layers and. kept stead­
ily growing. Keeping too many in one 
flock means retarded maturity, and it is 
here that many poultry keepers are 
disappointed when the pullets do not 
lav at the proper time for the breed.

It (should be remembered that each 
and every time, by improper feeding, 
housing, lice or crowding the chicks are 
checked, it will take that much longer 
for them to reach the laying period. 
Poultry of different ages to do their 
best should be separated. In feeding, the 
older crowd or cow the younger chicks, 
and they do not obtain the food requir­
ed. At night the younger fowls 
crowded and do not get proper rest. 
These are small things, but they are «s- 
sentiate to follow out, if the best results 
are to be obtained. Again, the old fowls 

^require different feed than the growing 
stock. Fresh water plays an important 
part and is one of the essentials that is 
most neglected, because of the extra la­
bor involved. The grain can be fed in 
hoppers or scattered in the poultry yard 
or house twice a day. The mash i® fed 
in hoppers, if dry mash is used, or in 
troughs twice a day if wet mash is used, 
but to water—properly—one must carry 
it four or five times a day during the 
heated term, and it means extra !al*>r. 
Yet it repffÿr-ti*Kj>ouHry 
times, for water lV one of the first 
essentials during the summer months.

Shade should Ik* provided in some 
form and green food never neglected. 
Feed less corn and more oats and wheat 
in the grains, and in the dry mash a 
good mixture of 200 pounds of bran, 100 
of middlings, 100 ground oats, 60 pounds 
of high-grade beef-scraps, will be found 
a good growing ration, as well as laying. 
Poultry will lay well during the 
mer until moulting time if given good 
care, but they cannot prove profitable 
if infested with lice, unclean quarter», 
poor feeding and tight houses that sap 
the vitality from them during the sum­
mer nights.

50 Buttermilk that cannot 

be disposed of would have to be 
thrown away were it not for the pige. 
Whether the dairy be for the produc­
tion of milk or of butter, the necessity 
for having the hogs is about the same, 
unless where the man has a contract 
with a city man to take all the milk 
he can produce.

Rancid butter is caused by leaving 
buttermilk in the butter. Buttermilk 
cannot be worked out; it must be 
washed out while the butter is in the 
granular stage. Pour in about as 
much cold water as there was milk and 
turn the churn over a couple of times. 
Strain off this water and wash the 
butter a second time. Always have 
the wash water a few degrees colder 
than the butter, so as to keep the 
gianu-es finn.

The best time to cut oats when used 
for hay or when use is to be made of 
the straw for feed is to cut when the 
grain is in the tough dough stage. The 
grain shrinks slightly, does not shatter 
badly, and the straw is relished by 
horses, cattle and sheep. Care should 
be taken to shock securely and protect 
the grain frqm the sun and the rain, 
and. as much as possible, from birds if 
they happen to lie numerous. Oats 
make excellent feed for horses, and it 
is worth while to use care in harvest­
ing.

Remember in using commercial fer­
tilizer® that nitrogen is the element lies* 
needed to stimulate the growth of foli­
age, tender branche®, etc. Phosphoric 
acid is needed for kernel® of corn, grains 
of wheat, oat®, rye, etc.; pr%ash for 
rigid stalks, root* and stems; flavor, 
color and quality in fruits.

It ia a well-known fact that the cow 
that makes the largest profit is given 
the best care and most comfortable 
shelter.

It i® w rong to expect the cow to yield 
a large profit simply because she is 
well bred. She mutt have feed and 
care or the breedUlg will amour* to 
nothing.

Many dairy farmers are working hard 
to feed, care for and milk 20 cow® every 
day. when 12 or 15 opt of the same 
herd would pay a decidedly better pro­
fit. The idea is to find the cow* that 
ate doing the best work and sell the 
rent.

The Kansas Experiment Station has 
an experiment comparing the manufac­
ture of milk from grain and silage ra­
tion. It found that the grain ration 
when used cost $1.05 to produce the 100 
pound® of milk, and when silage was 
subsituted in the same ratio for half 
the grain it reduced the price to 68 
cents per 100 pounds, a difference of 37 
cents. It also found that it cost 22

discovered that this was the work of 
bacteria, that these bacteria secure tree 
nitrogen from the air. which is turned 
into plain food in the soil. This process 
has been termed ‘'nitrogen fixation.” 
There is another process of fixation 

which takes place in the nodule® on the 
hqi/ h roots of luguminous plant®. Both of 
uae/h these proevese® originate from bacteria, 

but theer is a difference i nthe organ­
isms. Nitrogen in the soil is not fixed 
by the lxtcteria which operates :n the 
nodule®, and those that work in the no­
dules of legumes.

The bacteria which produces free ni­
trogen in the «oil are capable of per­
forming their work rapidly. It has been 
proved that they arc able to fix consid­
erable amounts of nitrogen in a fort­
night. provided nil of the controlling 
factors which control their work have 
been determined, but some of the 
important ones are kiift^nT*'

It has been demonstrated that line 
added to the soil is one of the most im­
portant factors, ns 
these organisms in performing 
work. These usually operate in that 
portion of the soil reached bv the plow, 
but, as already mentioned, they may 
also work in soil that has never been 
cultivated. They

After 
announcing the eighth plague, the 
locusts. Moses went out from Pharaoh's 
presence, indicating that negotiations 
were near an end. Pharaoh had engaged 
in a contest from which lie could not 
retire without submission, but he would 
not grant Jehovah's demand for the re­

than a germ of disease.

It is a good rule in calculating wiiat 

the weight of the broiler will be when 
dressed to get the live weight and de­
duct from it 12 percent. The result will 
be a very close guess of the weight when 
dressed.

The guinea* are now hiding their 
nests. Be on the lookout for them. 
Generally they lay between the hour* of 
10 o'clock in the morning and 2 o'clock 
in the afternoon. By the way. guineas 
are great hug and worm hunters, and as 
they do not scratch can safely be allow­
ed in the garden.

In dressing poultry, especially lucks, 
it is profitable to save the feathers. It 
will require the feathers of about five 
chickens to weigh a pound, and thu-e of 
ten ducks to gain the same weight. A 
pound of geese feathers will require tour 
geese. The feather* from dry picked 
turkeys command a better price t:iah 
do those from fowls that are scalded. 
They should be marketed late in the 
fall, during the winter, or early spring.

The famous spring chicken must he 
hatched not later than this month, and 
placed on the market when from two to 
three pounds in weight.

The turkey crop brought out this 
month shouh^ have good growth by No­
vember, in the case of male bird* reach­
ing ten or twelve pounds.

Just about this time there ia consider­
able complaint that the wing feather- of 
the chicks of the Leghorn variety in par­
ticular grow so fast that they droop, 
causing great loss of vitality, home 
poultry men pull out the large wing 
feathers as soon as the chicks droop, hut 
this is a risky operation, as it is possible 
to injure the socket where the feathers 
come. The safest thing to do is to clip 
the tips of the wing feather® when the 
chicks are ten days old. This send * t he 
strength hack to the body, just on fiie 

principle that we trim the vl 
of trees in order to add strength to the 
parent body.
