But if there is a mountain
in the tropics the top of it will be-
covered with Snow, because away up
there it is cool., It would snow at the
Equator just as it does in the Arectic
regions if it were not warmer at the
surface of the carth at the Equator
than it is in the Arctics.

ALWAYS FOR LIBERTY.

How Flanders Grew Famous in
History.

No part of Europe has a more ro-
mantic history than the stretch of,
land between Calais and the
Scheldt, over which the counts of
Flanders held rule for centuries, ob-

serves the Manchester Guardian. As
far back as the first tentury of the
Christian era, when it formed part of
the Roman province of Belgica Secund,
this region was distinguished for its
industrial towns—remarkable even
then for their large populations  and
democratic rule.

From the middle of the tenth to the
middle of the sixteenth cemtury was,
however, the golden age of Flanders.
It began with the introduction of the
woolen §ndustry by Count Baldwin
and the growth of the municipalities.
Flanders became the pioneer of the
development of civic democracy, but
neither upon that nor upon industrial .
progress did the country’s face alto-
gether rest. It was the struggle of
ler people against tyranny thaf wrote
the name of Flanders upon the pages
of the world’s history.

Her rulers were, for the most part,
noted warriors, bent on defending
their land and on guarding their boun-

‘daries against the invasion of French-

men or Englishmen. The Flemish
people were hred of a fighting stock,
and the king of Franca came to learn
that in attempting to extend a des-
.potic rule in Flanders he had to reck-
on which more than trained seldiers
and knights of chivalry. In the bat-
tle of the Golden Spur, fought at
Courtrai over six centuries ago, the
cloth weavers of Bruges, Ghent and
Ypres routed and destroyed the proud
French horsemen; wnile at a later
date a powerful French army was de-
feated at Courtrai by Flemish
burghers under the leadership of Peter
de Conyne, master of the cloth
weavers, )

Indeed, until the country passed into
the "possession of the dukes of Bur-
gundy the whole history was filled
with stririrng deeds. To-day, although
the name Flanders is applied to two
Belgian provinces, of which Ghent ang
Bruges are the capitals, it still stands
tor an undefined stretch of country,
which has been the battle ground of
Europe for centuries. The war in
Flanders” was as familiar an expres-
sion to British ears in the seventeenth
and eighteenth centuries as it is at th¢
present moment, and there is not ar
inch of ground in that heroic country
but has been stained with the blooc
of patriots and loyalists.
