The Clerk read the detailed statement 
and report of the auditors for the year of 
1921 which was on motion adopted after 
which the old council was dissolved.

The Sir Robert Borden Chapter, I. O.

‘ ‘ Last year all municipal bonds issued 
in this province bore interest at six per 
cent, but In the opinion of local bond houses 
the day of six per cent municipal bonds in 
Nov#T5cotia is practically over, arid new 
issues will be down to the per cent before 
the year’s end, During the past twelve 
months the value of municipal bonds in 
this provnce appreciated from five to six 
points, and some 6 per cent issues are now- 
quoted above par. Some Nova Scotia six 
per cent provincial bonds traded in at 
Halifax recendy sold for 104:

“Very few Nova Scotia towns are in 
such financial condition that they would 
have to pay six per cent for money at the 
present time and as it is difficult to per­
suade investors to pay over par; future 
issues will doubtless be on a lower interest 
basis.

"In 1921 twenty Nova Scotian cities, 
towns and municipalities issued bonds to 
the value of $1834,000 all at six per cent. 
In 1920 Nova Scotia’s municipal borrow­
ings totalled $2,500,000. During the past 
year the city of Halifax sold $061,000 of 
six per cent ten ypar bonds to local brokers. 
Glace Bay. the largest borrower of the 
year, marketed $425,000 six per cent out­
side the province. The city of:Sydney 
sold $235.000 six per cents; Dartmouth 
$154.000, and Truro $100,000. Outeide of 
Halifax the municipal borrowings riurine 
the past two years were about$2 per capita 
per year. ’’

AMERICA CLOSES ITS SÈCOND 
YEAR UNDER PROHIBITION

a st

J. F. CALKIN
In order to obtain the best results froir 

the gardén, it is a well known fact that 
good seed of the best varieties is one of 
the important features which will insure 
certain success. In this regard many of 
the old standard varieties are still giving 
satisfactory results, but it is a good plan 
at this season of the year to study the 
records of past years, to ascertain if the 
crops obtained then, compare favorably 
with the requirements of today.

Procrastination on the part of those 
i ’tending to order seed may end in dis­
appointment. because the bulk of seed 
orders received by seed houses are received 
late in the season Those orders that are 
sent in early, are liable to receive exactl> 
what is asked for, whereas, orders sent ir. 
later may receive many substitutions.

The requirements, whether general or 
specific, as the case may be, will have some 
influence on the choice to be made. How­
ever, it is a well known fact, and most 
people are well agreed upon it. that earli­
ness, yielding ability, uniformity and 
quality are the chief deciding factors 
when making a choice of varieties for a 
garden, whether commercial « for home 
use. It is here, tliat discrimination has 
to be applied, because, there are many 
novelties being offered which may prove 
satisfactory and may be not. Where it is 
desired to introduce new early varieties, 
it is a good policy to refer to definite data 
dealing with this particular question, and 
in this way, find out from the reports of 
experiments the perfbi .nance of such sorts. 
For instance, in the case of early corn, 
there is Early Malcolm and Sweet Squaw, 
both of which are fully ten days earlier 
than our best early variety. Both of thes? 
are white, but possess such quality, eaiti- 
ness and yielding ability, that they can 
be recommended to the public with cer­
tainty. The same performance holds in 
the case of tomatoes, of which there is 
the Alacrity. It has become quite well 
known as a variety for earliness, quality 
and yielding ability. If such varieties are 
added to the garden tests, or other varieties 
that have become knôwn, there is little 
doubt, but that the results will be very 
satisfactory.

which the mest vigorous ones can be 
selected.

$ Health, Nova Scotia.)

On account of the Epidemic prevalence 
of influenza in England and France, and 
the fact that cases ,have been reported 
from a few localities in this Province, tis 
doomed wise to issue the following notes 
relative to this diseaie. While it is felt 
that there is no present cause for alarm, 
and that we need not dread such an ex­
perience as that of 1918, it is well that 
precautions should be taken in the interest 
of individual as well as of the public safety.

Asjs.the case with any infectious dis­
order of the respiratory (breathing) system, 
influenza infection is usually if not always 
acquired by coming into contact with 
someone suffering from the diséBSe.

The disease may exist in an grade of 
severity, but it is especially thé milder 
cases which resemble an ordinary cold, 
and do not excite suspicion of the real 
nature of the trouble, which are responsible 
for the spread of infection. Those who do 
not feel ill enough to lay up a^e apt to go 
about quite innocently communicating 
the disease to others.

There is little danger of being infected 
in the open air, ovin well ventilated houses,

/ shops and offices where there is no crowd­
ing. But those who would avoid the disease 
should shun crowds, and especially indoor 
crowds.

The infective germ is given off in the 
discharges from the throat and nose, and 
in the spray which is ejected in sneezing, 
coughing and loud speaking. Discharges 
should be immediately destroyed by bum- 

' ing’or be covered with a disinfectant fluid. 
A handkerchief or preferably a small 
square of gauze or-soft paper should cover 
the mouth and nose when one has to 
cough or sneeze. The cheaper articles may 
be destroyed at once by burning, or may 
be enclosed in a paper bag until an opport­
unity to bum them comes. Handkerchiefs 
should not be shaken when taken from the 
pocket, and it is an excellent idea to have a 
removable lining inserted in the handker­
chief pocket, which can be boiled frequently 
and which prevénts soiling of the pocket.

Keep out of range of anyone who does 
not “cover every cough and sneeze" for 
such a one is "sure to spread disease."

One's power of resisting infection Should 
be maintained by doing everything possible 
to keep the general health good. Houses, 
offices, etc., should be well ventilated. 
Get several hours in the open air daily. 
Have sufficient sleep in a w^l ventilated 
room. Do not overeat, but eat enough of 
plain nourishing, easily digested food. Keep 
bowels regular. Avoid chilling. Keep 
Clothing and footwear dry.

Let everyone try to escape^Ânfection, 
and to avoid infecting others should he be 
to unforunate as to develop the diseas.e

Some have found a solu­
tion in letting the squirrels and Muejays 
reforest cut-over tracts by their habit of 
secreting nuts and tree seeds in the ground, 
Where, later on, if the animals or birds 
have forgotten about them, they will 
begin to grow. A more ambitious scheme 
to the enrolment of twenty thousand boys 
in a society the members of which are 
pledged to plant so many trees per year. 
It is naively asserted that a boy can plant 
and care for five acres of trees without 
interfering either with his sdiool work, 
Or his doing the “chores". While these 
schemes show a considerable lack of know­
ledge, both of trees and boys, not to speak 

jn of squirrels, they are nevertheless import­
ant in that they show that the public is 
waking up to the need of doing something 
to reforest denuded acres, where the soil 
Is not fit for agriculture, but is suited to 
growing trees. The greatest power in 
aacuring reforestation is public opinion, 
and from the amount of discussion now- 
going on it is evident that that power is 
being enlisted in this work.
