Liberal Leader Would Reform Di-
vision Courts Act.

Ontario Bar Association Met Behind
Closed Doors.

Toronto, March B. Lucas
(Centre Grey) gave notice of an import-
ant resolution prior to the adjournment
of the legislature yesterday, with a
view of grappling with the whole tele-
phone problem from a provincial stand-
point. “At present,” he observed, “there
is a divided jurisdiction, and the Domin-
ion Minister of Railways has not im-
properly taken the position that if the
people  want the Government to take
hold of the telephone guestion they
should go first to the Legislatures. I am
acting on the suggestion.

“In a Jarge sense” continued the
member for Centre Grey, “such a pro-
ject. would mean the encouragement of
rural telephone systems. At the present
time the Bell Company works to retard
the development of rural ’phones. With
Government control or supervision we
would soon have a valuable network of
rural systems,”

Hon. A. (.. MacKay also gave notice
of an important bill to amend the Divi-
sion Court’s act. The Liberal leader
proposes to do away with the $60 re-
striction against appeal in the matter of
personal accounts. He also provides for
allowing appeals to the Divisional Court
in all cases where the amount in dispute
is $75 or over. The limitation is now
£100, and one of the objections to this
figure is the fact that in nearly all rail-
way and corporation contracts the lia-
bility of the corporation is limited to
$100, thereby preventing the possibility
of appeal.

(Speeial Despatch to the Times.)
Toronto, Ont., March 25.—The South-
western Traction Company’s bill was
knocked on the head by the Railway
Committee of the Legislature this morn-
ing. It asked power to run on Sunday
and also permission to increase its bonds
from $25,000 to $33,000. “We have been
striking out that Sunday clause from ev-
ery bill,” said Hon. Frank Cochrane,
chairman of the commitee, “and we have
also decided against the other clause.”
The bill of the Simcoe Railyay & Pow-
er Company was passed. It gives the
company power to operate a line from
Penetang to Midland, and to sell steam,
heat or natural gas to the country it
passes through. The rates will be deter-
mined by the Ontario Railway Board.
There was no opposition to the bill
authorizing the Niagara Peninsular
Railway Company to build a 17 or 18
mile xall\\'u line from Port Colborne to
St. Catharines. The Canadian Portland
Cement Company, which is locatefi at
Pogt Colborne, wants the line built to
connect them with other railways, and
80 create railway competition. “Our
works at Port Colborne cost $600,000,”
said a representative of the company.
Clause 16 of the bill to incorporate the
Tillsonburg & Southern Counties Rail-
way pruvoked an objection from the
chairman. ““It gives the company the
right tq go into any township and build
and operate its hnc without the muni-

cipality’s consent,” he said, and the
clause went out. A
