Be it enacted by the Mayor, Aldermen and
Commenalty of the City of Frederwton as
Sollows :—

1, Every day in the year, Sundays, Christmas
Day, and Good Friduy excepted, shall he and
is hereby appointed to be a Public Market day
within the City of Fredericton, and ehe follow-
ing place and none other shall be taken and
considered to be and is hereby declared to e
the Public Market of the said City ;

Phanix Square in 8t. Ann's Ward, and such
parts of the cellar of the new City Hall
Building therein, as is not used for
Butchers” stalls, be, and  the same is
hereby sct apart for the purpose of a
Country Market, to be called Phanix
Square Market.,

2. Such parts of the Phanix Square Market
House as arc or may hereafter be fitted up
with stalls, shall be taken and considered to
be and shall be the Butchers' Market.,

3. For the purpose of a Country Market
Phanix Square shall be considered to extend
to low water mark aud to the platform on
Queen Street, to the Barrack Fence on South
East side, and outer edge of the platform on
North west side,

* 4. The several stalls so lwing the Butchers'
markets, shall be oftered for lease by Public
Auction yearly, by order of the City Council,
under the direction of a committee of the ity
Council, to be called the Market Committec,
at such upset price or prices as may from
time to time be determined by the City
Council, and in case any of the said stalls
shall not he leased at the time first appointed,
or shall during the year from any cause
become vacant and unoccupicd, the same may
from time to time as may be necess
leased by and under the direction of
suid Market Committee,

5. The said Market shall be kept open
from sunrise till sunsct on every Market day,
and on Saturdays, Christnas  Eve, and New
Year's Eve the said market shall not e kept
open later than 11 o'clock at night.

6. No person shall exercise the trade or
calling of a Butcher in this City, unless he be
a ratepayer of the said City, or duly licensed
to carry on business within the said City and
unless he shall receive a licens: as a Butcher
from the City Council, under the penalty of
twenty dollars for cach and every offence:
and no Butcher's License shall be for a longer
period than one year, and shall expire on the
first day of *May next succeeding the date of
the License, provided that it shall be lawful
for the City Council at any time to revoke
and amend the license of any Butcher for im-
proper conduct or any breach of this law or
any law that may hercafter by passed for the
government of the Butchers of the said City,
or for the breach of any Market Law or regu-
lation,

7. Any Butcher desiring to procure License
as provided in the foregoing scetion shall pay
the sum of five dollars to the City Treasurer to
form part of the revennes of the City, and the
Uity Clerk on receiving from  any  such
Butcher a receipt signed by the City Treasurer
for said sum, shall forthwith issue a license
as heretofore provided.

8. Any duly licensed Butcher wishing to

carry on his busin trade or occeupation as
such in any other house, shop or place within
the City other than the Butehers' stalls in the
Phanix Square Market may be licensed there-
fore by the City Clerk, on the recommendation
of the Market Committee. The house, shop,
or place in such case shall be designated on
the License of such Butcher, and every such
permission and license shall expire on the first
day of May next after the granting thercof,
9. License may be issued by the City Clerk
annually to such and so many persons, as
may be recommended by the Market Commit-
tee for the time being, to sell partridges, wild
fowl, fresh meat, and poultry within the said
City, such recommendation to designate the
place or shop to be oceupied by the person so
to be licensed, and to be filed by the Ccommit-
tee with the City Treasurer, who may there-
upon receive from any of the persons named
in such recommendation the swm of five dol-
lars, and on filing a receipt of such paymen
with the City Clerk, he shalk issue a License
accordingly, stating, however, in such License
the place or shop to be oceupied by the person
licensed, and such License shall not be assign-

Preparing Rennet.

It is always an advantage to the
cheese that the rennet should be pre.
pared some time before it is wanted
for use ; an English dairyman recom-
mended that it be made in Fobruary
or March, and that as large a quantity
be provided as can be conveniently
done consistently with the ~ize of the
dairy. They find large olive jars use-
fal for steeping the rennet, some of
which will hold thirty galllons. A
hole is made at the bottom to draw
the rennet, and they think it much
better to be drawn in thic way, from
the bottom, than disturbing at the top
by dipping out. A wooden tap should
be used, a8 the ascidity of the liquid
has an injurious etfect on a4 metal one.

They have a piece of board, with
holes perforated in it, to put into the
jar under the veils or rennets 1o Ppre-
vent their getting to the bottom and
obstructing the liquid running out b,
getting against the taps. Therennet
is prepared by first making a brine
strong enough to bear an egg. It is
then boiled for half an hour, and, when
quite cold, put into the jar. For every
two gaullons of brine six veils are add-
ed and one lemon sliced. An ounce
of saltpetre is also added to every two
gallons,

They claim that rennet shouid al-
ways be prepared at least two months
before using.—Germantown Telegraph.

Asparagus.—Every farmer might
easily have a grand asparagus bed.
Sow the seed this spring in rows,
fifteen inches apart, in rich, mellow
soil. Keep the bed free from weeds
by the frequent use of the hoe. Next
spring, set ou’ pnts in a deep,
well enriched suii 1a ~3 three feet
apart and two feel.upar. in the rows,
Lt took me several years to learn how
Lo raise good asparagus. The mistake
I made was in setting out old plants
and in setting them too thick. If I
wus going o ~¢t out a large bed for
warkeling 1 uld mark out the land
with a corn marger, three and a half
feev-each way, and set oul the plants
where the rows cross. The grouund
should be rich and mellow, and a little
well rotted mauvure raked intu each
hill before setting out, the usparagus
roots will be of great benetit. Keep
the land entirely tree from weeds by
the frequent use of Lhe cultivator aud
hoe.  Tne more muoure you use and
the cleaner you keep the land the
larger aud better will Le the aspuragus.
An annual dressmag of sali, say two
pounds to the square rod, will be found
Leuelicial.—Harris' Catalogue.

MiLKiNG.—In milking do nol seize
the teat between the thumb and fore
finger and drag down until tke end
slips from the grasp of the digits. Do
not grasp, with the hund pressing the
nails into the teat, with a squeeze and
a pull. Grasp the teal wiih the
thumb partly upwarls, and the tingers
in their natural positioa when closed,
next the udder, and closing the ingers
in succession, force the milk down-
ward, with a gentle pull on the udder.
So proceed alternately with each hand
going farther and farther up into the
udder us the flow ceases, untit you
nave all the milk drawn, Thos you
may milk eusily for yourselt aund the
cow ; in iact, the cow soon comes to
like the manipulation.

1f a few simple rules founded upon
common sense were observed in milk-
ing, instead of kicking cows and hold-
ing up of the milk, we should soon
find our cows gentle to handle, and
much vexation would be spared 1~ the
milkers. It should, however, be re-
membered that in milking cows gentle
ness is a cardinal virtue.

coming monotonous by repetition. It is,
however, not an unpleasant subject, and we
wish we had to say it more often in the
course of a twelvemonth than we are able to
do at present.

PHOTOGRAPHY IN BANKING.—The Lon-
don News reports that the Bank of France
has for some time past employed a photo-
graphic detective to examine suspicious docu-
ments; and more recently has placed an in-
vigible studio in a gallery behind the cash-
iers. Hidden behind some heavy curtain the
camera stands ready for work; and at a
signal from any of the cashiers the photo-
grapher secures the likeness of any suspected
customer.

pense that cannot be, at present, rightly esti-
wated, a railroad may be constructed, through
a country which presents almost insurmount-
able difficulties, and through communication
be had with a Province, (whose importance
is still in the far future,) with a few thou-
sand white inhabitants, who, represented by
such men as Bunster the pugnacious, and De
Cosmos the

disputatious, can keep their
claims so ringing in the ears of Pariiament,
that, the Government out of sheer weariness,
and deperation, have been forced to pledge
the future of the Dominion <o as, if possible,
to stop their mouths.

It is sheer delusion for the Government to
try to make it appear that they will receive
aid or encouragemest from the British Gov-
ernment in proceeding vigorously with the
construction of this great railway. We do
not think that, the Earl Beaconficld’s Im-
perialist ideas extend so far as to aid and
s.bsidise a railway across the northern part of
this continent, though such a railway may be
said to bind three continents together, and to
offer a route shorter thau any that can be
named, to Asia, in which his Lnr\lahip is sup-
posed to have a pecnliar interest. Nor will
English capitalists touch such an enterprize,
They do not now look upon sinking money in

American or Canadian railways as a profit_
able mode of investment. The Dominion
Government will have to find the money to
build it, by the old expedient of hwll'l‘w\\'\jng,

he idea that suflicient money can be raised
to construct this gigantic work by appropriat-
ing 100,000,000 acres of land and selling it
at 82 an acre—seems, searcely feasible. The
idea that this railway will be built without
imposing burdens on the people of Canada,
without vastly increasing the public debt, as
Sir Jobn A. McDonald seemed to intimate,
is absurd.

Dutch or English Declino?

The Toronto Mad had, last Monday, the
following short article on the fall of the |
Dutch :—

From what a height the Dutch have fallen.
First there were fisheries questions, including
English jealousies, which resulted in the
revoeation of Dutch licences to fish in Iig-
lish waters; then there was the whaling
business, and next the fight for the carrying
trade of the seas ; and it may be mentioned
that Cromwell did a good deal to break down
foreign trade to England and Datch shipping
which was largely employed by English
traders, by imposing heavy customs upon
foreign psoduce, and making the employment
of home-built vessels compulsory. Then the
Dutch. just as England has done, went into
stoek-jobbing and foreign loans. In 1700
the Dutch were the bankers of Furope, and
had claims uapon fireign  debtors to the
amonnt of 3,000,000,000 guilders. At the
height of their prosperity their decline began.
Daring the wars with France and Spain,
Holland lost much of her trade to France,
1 England progressed in industrial work
and commerce. England presently challeng-
ed her trade with other countries. First the
Inglish got hold of the Dutch trade with
Russia; then they securd most of her
Swedish and Danish trade ; then they imposed
fierce duties on foreign fubrics and shuat out
Duteh Tinens : they fought her for the com-
meree of the Mediterranean : France and
England beat the Dutch in their .competi-
tion for the Indian trade. .

Strike on the Pacific Railway.

There was a strike among the laboreis in
the Pacitic Railway at Cross Lake, last week.

rated at the station, and at the order
of the Stipendiary Magistrate five of the ring
leaders were arrested. An account given in
a Winnepeg paper as telegraphed May 9th
states :—

That they were placed in a box car for
safety, the other strikers at once leaving the
place. The volunteers occupied the boarding-
house and odlices for the night, sentries being
posted, it being conjectured that the comrades
of the arvested men would make an attempt
to rescue them, which a small number in-
effectually did at three o'clock this morning,
The reveidle sounded as a dark moving mass
was secn coming round the curve of the road
which was soon ascertained to be a large
body of the strikers. The military were
ordered to fall in as three hundred of the
strikers rapidly approached in a solid mass.
Lientenant-Golonel Smith ordered them to
halt, when one of them asked him what his
authority was and used some insolont remarks
Most of the strikers were armed with sticks, |
and some of them had revolvers. The sticks |
was flourished, and those in the rear shouted |
to those in front to advance.
