Montenegro has been notified of the 
approaching surrender of the town, but re­
fuses to enter it until all the Mussulmans 
have departed.

A despatch from Athena says the Greek 
army Of Epirus has shifted its camp nearer 
the frontier, The Constantinople Valit as­
sured the Turks with great graviter that the 
United States are burning with a desire to go 
to war with England, and insinuates that 
Turkey is about to enter into an alliance with 
“ Columbia ” to punish the common foe.

A despatch from Badsic states that al­
though, as reported, the Albanians resisted 
by force of arms the approach of Dervish 
Pasha to Dulcigno, there were no casualties.

QUEEN TO PRESIDENT.

A Gift from Her Majesty to President 
Hayes—A Souvenir of the Rescue of the 
Rejointe Arctic Expedition.
Washington, D.C., Nov. 23.—A large box 

was received and unpacked at the White 
House to-day, which-was found to contain a 
massive desk or writing table, a present from 
Queen Victoria to the President. It is made 
of live oak, weighs 1,300 lbs., is elaborately 
carved, and altogether is a magnificent speci­
men of workmanship. Upon a smooth panel 
is the following lnacriDtioa :

“H. M. S. Resolute, fMining part of the ex­
pedition sent in search of Sir John Franklin 
in 1852, was abandoned in let. 74.41, long. 
101.22 west, oa the 15th May, 1864. She was 
dieoovAed and extricated on Sept. 8,1855 in 
lat. 67 north, by Copt Buddington, of the 
United States whaler George Henry. The 
ship was purchased, fitted out, and sent to 
England aa a gift to Her Majesty Queen Vic­
toria, by the President and people of the 
United States, as a token of good-will and 
friendship. This table was made from her 
timbers when she was broken up, and is pre­
sented . by the Queen of Great Britain and 
Ireland to the President of the United States

Verdict of Murder Against the Wife 
of the Deceased.

flVTOBNOE AT THE INQUEST.

History and Surroundings of the Navin- 
• Family. S

L SAVIN'S ACCOUNT OF THE AZT AIR

Nap an EE, Nov. 22.—A very brutal mur­

der, im which a woman was the main partici­
pator, has just been brought to light by a 
coroner’s inquest. Edwin Navin, residing 
on the farm of Mr. Frederick Ham, conces­
sion 2, lot 12, township of Ernes town, is the 
victim. He was a labourer, and lived in a 
log house with his wife and four small child­
ren. ' Poverty and debauchery were stamped 
on all their surroundings. In the house 
thhre were very fèw home comforts. A 
few decrepit chairt, a table, and two 
bedsteads, besides the family etove. composed 
die household goods. Upon » shelf reposed 
thé crockery, consisting of a number of dishes, 
chips, Ac., of nondescript character. A bot­
tle tor whiskey occupied a prominent position 
on the shelf. There was a fiddle hanging on 
the wall, which, in times of revelry, was used 
to make music tor the lpvers of Terpeichore 
who frequented the house. The neighbours 
regarded the house as one of ill-repute, and 
to consequence were vary reluctant to go near 
the place. This is the reason why so much 
apparent apathy was evinced regarding the 
murder.' As will be shown in the evidence 
given below, the husband wss a hardworking 
and bcmest felow, but he was

The murdered mao waa about 37 years of age, 
and an Irishman.

Navin had, gone. The latter has often been 
at their place in a very besotted cpndition. 
She was never allowed to enter the house.

As it was necessary to hold a post-mortem 
examination in the house an adjournment 
took place to Bath.

A GHASTLY APPARITION.
A Strange Spectre Haunting Nia­

gara’s Lone Places.

Evidences of Nocturnal Appe i of an
Extraordinary Nature.

Niagara, Nov. 18.—The town is in a state 
of excitement over a ghastly apparitiondvhich 
has haunted the place of late. Tale* of a 
blood-curdling nature are told by belated 
travellers. The appearance is differently de­
scribed by thoee passed by the spectre, pos­
sibly owing to the unnerving nature of the 
occurrence, and these contradictions haejc 
given ground for contemptuous scoffing at the 
whole story by the. incredulous. The experi­
ences are nevertheless growing more numerous, 
and even men are chary of going abroad after 
dark. A farmer leaving town I 
about Seven o’clock, the moon 
avers that he saw the thing rise from among 
the tombs in the churchyard, and trail toward 
him. Itnhad the semblance of a woman with 
long white garments and fair hair, apparently 
floating, or else with tor more than the aver­
age length of limb. The farmer closed his 
eyes, andfairning his horse drove back into 
town at atnrious gallop, his animal seeming 
to #hare the fright. He never looked round 
until safely to the heart of the town. Another 
account states that at one of the lonely miss­
ings in the outskirts of the place the woman was 
seen crouching beside a low fence. The speo 
tators, two in number this time, did not at 
first recall the stories of the apparition, and 
went toward the thing under the impression 
that some vagrant was crouching there for 
shelter. As they went near, a peculiar sen­
sation affected them both, and without «peek­
ing to each other or exactly knowing, why, 
they stqflped involuntarilytond turned away. 
As theÿ did so a shuddering thrill went 
through them, as they say, and they broke 
into a wild tun for the nearest lights.

Other tales have contradictory points, but 
all agree that ties apparition has the form of a 
woman, and possesses a strange floating mo­
tion.

If the allega­
tions of the complaining seamen are found to 
be correct the vessel is not to be allowed to 
proceed to sea till she is put in a fit state to 
do so. If they are not correct the men mak­
ing the complaint are to pay the costs of the 
survey.—Halifax Mail.

Again it becomes our painful duty to re­
cord the demise of an old and well-known 
citizen of this place, in the person of Donald 
Sutherland, Esq.—which sad event occurred 
on Friday evening last, November 12th, his 
birthday—aged 65 years. Deceased was bom 
at Caithness, Scotland, and waa the eldest 
son of Mr. Jamee Sutherland. He came to 
Canada about forty years ego, and settled in 
Schomberg, township of King, where he en­
gaged in milling for a period of some fourteen 
years. About the year 1856 he moved to 
Newmarket, engaged in the milling business 
here, and soon after also opened a general store.

He also 
served a term or tto as School Trustee, and 
hi* been a member of the Cemetery Board 
ever since its first formation. For many 
years he held a commission as Justice of the 
Peace. When the license law was changed 
and a Board of Commissioners appointed by 
the Government, deceased was named as a 
member of that Board. In politics deceased 
waa a Reformer of pronounced type. In 
religious faith a Presbyterian. The funeral 
took place on Monday afternoon last and was

TUE MEETING OF PARLIAMENT.
In the minds of most people in Can­

ada the coming session of Parliament re­
solves itself, to the present, into a meet­
ing for the purpose of assenting to the 
Pacific railway negotiations. There need 
be no disrespect to Parliament if we as­
sume that consent will be given, not with­
out dissent of course, not without criticism, 
not without even anxiety, but still given 
with confidence at once in the wisdom of 
the Government and in the future of the 
country. All other considerations, all 
other measures, all other legislation, have, 
for the present, small value beside the one 
main question of the railway. As we have 
many times said,, with perfect belief in the 
truth of • it, the people are anxious to see 
the bargain completed and the work of 
construction begum There has been so 
much delay, so much doubt, so many 
questions as to the propriety of routes and 
section# and contracts, that people will be 
glad to sweep away alf such Cobwebs from 
the great question, and see it clearly and 
plainly as a work on ite,way to completion 
without any probable hindrAice. This 
being, as we are sure it Is, the piiBBc feel­
ing in the matter, no doubt Parliament 
will reflect that feeling in a greater or less 
degree. Members fresh from their con­
stituencies will be moved by the general 

’desire to action, to finality, for construc­
tion ; and we assume that before the ad­
journment at Christmas the Whole subject 
mil have received the consideration and 
the sanction of Parliament. It is to be 
hoped that the Government will be thus 
prompt and energetic in a work in which 
promptness aqd energy have hitherto been 
their characteristic». Parliament will cer­
tainly respond to. the action of the Govern­
ment ; and the Ministry of Sir John Mac1 
donald will be enabled to make to the 
country a Christmas gift, the noblest in ite 
way ever offered to the peupla

There is only one point on which we feel 
any degree of anxiety, and that was stated 
in a recent article in theee columns. We

the main line of the Pacific railway from 
all probable rivalry, especially from the 
danger of being tapped on the borders for 
the purpose oL deflecting the trade of She 
Canadian North-West tp, American chan­
nels. We notice our contemporary the 
Gazette has discussed the question in a 
very Able article, and has come to the con­
tusion that for the present at least there 
is no danger from existing lines. But it 
is for the future that we wish .to see pre­
cautions adopted. There can be no doubt 
Whatever that the great trade of the North- 
West will be a sore temptation to present 
and projected tines over the border ; nor 
can there be any douht at all that the rail­
way system of Canada has a claim to be 
protected in its .natural right to all the 
benefit likely to arise very speedily from 
the increased development of the Western 
lands. For these reasons we venture 
•gain to press very .strongly on the Gov­
ernment the necessity of firmness in deal­
ing with all new projects of railway 
struction in the North-West

TIIE DEAD LOCK IN ENGLAND, 
The report published a short time since, * 

that Mr. Gladstone is looking care-worn 
and irritated, is in all probability true. He 
is naturally a sensitive man, of an ardent 
and impulsive temperament, and at his 
tige, considering the wear and tear of a 
restlessly setive fife, it ia not to be won­
dered at that he shows traces of it on his 
countenance. Unlike Palmerston, whose 
jaunty spirit tided him over every trouble, 
or Lord Beaconseield, who is self-contain­
ed and undemonstrative except when it 
serves his turn, Mr. Gladstone seems so 
possessed of nervous energy that he knows 
no «est. There are many reasons why he 
should be anxious at the present moment, 
since neither 6tv home., nor abroad has it 
fared well with his Administration. There 
can no longer be any doubt that dissen­
sions have broken out in the Cabinet, and 
that at the present moment there is a 
dead-lock. That this would come to pass 
sooner or later no one who considered the

3institution of the Government could 
oubt, but perhaps few imagined that 

it would occur so soon. The very success 
of the party has contributed ' to its disin­
tegration. When in the midst of the caa- 
vasa, the broad differertos which were ap­
parent amongst the Liberals were ignored. 
They were in the face of the common 
enemy, and, for the time, appeared uni­
ted. Then, when the triumph came, 
and Mr. Gladstone was home in upon the 
popular wave, everything for which any 
section of the party liad contended seemed 
on the eve of accomplishment. A Cabinet 
was formed fairly representative of all the 
phases of Liberalism, and then came thp 
inevitable hitch. The oil would not mix 
with the water, still less with the vitriol, 
and all things are at sixes and sevens.

The Irish question, as might have been 
expected, is the chief bone of contention. 
How far Shall the proposed scheme of land 
reform be carried ; and, meanwhile, hpwfar 
are the agitators to be kept under restraint» 1 
It is hardly possible that-Lord Helboenk

The truth 
is the Cabinet could propose either a 
revival of the Peace Preservation Act or 
the suspension of the Habeas Corpus Act 
until theyrhave matured their plan of land 
reform, and that is what they will at least 
require tip* to do.

THE NEW COURT HOUSE.
The new court house question will pro­

bably remain in abeyance until the meet­
ing of the Local Assembly. The city and 
the county have agreed to build it, the 
former paying two-thirds and’ the latter 
one-third of the .cost ; but unfortunately 
the eity haa borrowed to the extreme limit 
of its charter, viz., six million dollars, 
and the législature will be asked to em­
power it to exceed» that sum. If Mr. 
Mowa,t should oppBse the request, and it 
is not unlikely, the city will then be com­
pelled to -borrow its quote to the new 
court house from the county.; and no 
doubt a mutually advantageous bargain 
will be'struck. The county can raise a 
portion of its share by disposing of the old 
cour^ house and old gaol properties ;

IRISH EMIGRATION.
Thirty odd years ago, when the Irish 

people Were fleeing from plague and famine, 
ten thousand of them died of cholera in 
thé Gulf, and a monument jon Grosse 
Isle marks the spot where hundreds of 
them perished while in .quarantine. The 
Canadian people did their duty during 
that awful summer. The orphans, and 
their name was legion, were adopted into 
French-Canadjan families ; and heroic 
priests and ministers, among them the 
historian Fe^and, administered to the 
dying at tlieir own imminent peril Since 
then there has been no organised movement 
looking to.the settlement of Irish emigrants 
in Canada. The Dominion Government es­
tablished agencies some years ago in Dub­
lin, Cork, and Belfast, but the game was 
not worth the candle : the tide was run­
ning so strongly to the United States. 
But now that the North-West is about to 
be opened up, and muscle and sinew are 
wanted to develop its resources, the Gov­
ernment should see to it that Ireland is 
thoroughly canvassed for emigrants. In 
the west and south there are thousands of 
tenant farmeis who would be glad to 
escape from the broils and agitation from 
Which the country is now suffering. Of 
course, they would require some assistance 
at the start ; but if the Mennonites and 
Icelanders were aided liberally, why not 
the Irish also Î

Moreover, it is probable that the Im­
perial Goremment could be induced to co­
operate with the Department of Agricul­
ture. It has oast them £6tbûQ0 to hum# 
Boycott’s potatoes ; and a ’similar sum 
advanced to deserving tenant» would,en­
able then? to lea*e their small holdings 
tod find! homes in a virgin countiy where 
tj?ere would be no earthly excuse for 
failure. Hitherto the priests and land­
lords have opposed emigration, but in the 
present crisis they would probably en­
courage it At all events, the subject is 
well worth the consideration both of the 
Government and the members of the rail­
way syndicate.

THE LIMITS OF TOLERATION.
In England and Scotland at the present 

moment the public mind is much agitated 
over • recent case occurring almost simul­
taneously in each.

-This time the learned 
professor haa been summarily inhibited for 
six months, pendihg a decision facan the 
General Assembly, i It is exceedingly pro­
bable that he wjll then be reinstated. His 
offence consists, as before, in â rather free 
handling of the Oljl Testament Scriptures 
in the modern critical spirit. Mr. Robert­
son Smith will, no doubt," deny, as he did 
before, that he desired in any way to 
question the authority of 'the Jewish 
sacred literature ; all he claims is hi» right 
to treatthe books in the same searching man­
ner ae scholars examine any other literature. 
He is 'Satisfied that the received views con­
cerning authorship and the comparative 
chronology of these books, or parts of 
them, 1» flearly,erroneous ; tod he further 
claims the right to assert that some of 
them are written in a loftier tone than 
others, and so on.

We are accustomed to speak of manhood 
suffrage as prevailing fin the United State», 
but ae a matter of fact there are several.
States in which the right of franchise is more 
or less restricted. In Massachusetts great 
number* of the poorer class are kept away 
from the polls by the poll, tax of 82, which ia 
practically a tax on voting, being seldom col­
lected unless it la paid in, to qualify for the 
suffrage. The seme State has also an educa­
tional qualification which is sometimes en­
forced, and the provision requiring registra- 
tration every year, at considerable trouble to 
the voter,’ tends to thin out the voting list 
A more remarkable anomaly, however, exists 
in Rhode Island, where a clear majority of 
the adult males are excluded by a provision of 
-the constitution that all of foreign birth must 
’possets real estate to the value of 8134 to en­
title them to vote. The manufacturing in­
dustries of the State have been the means of 
bringing in large numbers of foreigners, and 
as a consequence minority "rule prevails. The 
total vote of Rhode Iskuid in tbe Presidential 
election was only 29,000 ont of a total adult 
male population of 79,000. There are other 
States in which registry and poll tax laws 
operate as a practical limitation of the suf­
frage. ____________

The New York See points ont thatyjn esti­
mating the chances of suocess of the,Irish 
Land League it will not do to overlook the 
rapid growth of the Irish element in the 
popuUtion of England—an important factor 
upon which preceding agitators could not 
rely to anything like the same extent The 
number of Irien 'settled in England is com­
puted at two millions, or nearly nine percent, 
of the population. They are so concentrated 
in the large urban constituencies as to wield 
a share of elective power out of proportion to 
their actual numbers. They do not amalga­

Recent developments respecting the preva­
lence of bribery at English and American 
elections have led the Belleville Intelligencer 
to compere the election system of Canada 
with those of our neighbours and the Mother 
Country. A* regards purity at elections, 
which tty ballot and other improvements of 
the electoral system were enacted to bring 
about, the Intelligencer holds that the Domin­
ion shows rather more favourably, and for 
two reason». Firstly, the candidates for 
Parliament and their friends are too poor to 
bribe aa lavishly as those in the Mother 
Country, end, secondly, the law ie too 
strictly administered to permit of each out­
rages as are quadrennially practised in the 
United States. While this is doubtless an 
acclirate general conclusion, the records of 
our election courts demonstrate that the Re­
form purists committed wholesale bribery m 
London, Niagara, Lincoln, North Simcoe, and 
other constituencies. Those acts occurred, 
however, before the Liberals were convinced 
that the law was so etringent that it could 
not be wantonly broken by wealthy candi­
dates, and recent elections have been con­
ducted with, exemplary purity, as is proved 
by the comparative absence of election peti­
tions. This marked improvement in public 
morals is one of net tty least encouraging 
signs of Canadian progress.

Reform journals are waiting for a cry. 
Senate abolition, repudiation of the railway 
engagements made by Mr, Mackenzie with 
Lord Carnarvon, exodus, hard times, all these 
attempts to raise the wind of public "favour 
having failed, these journals are waiting for 
aspiration.

United States. In spite of‘the* remarkable 
prosperity of New York, there are npmy 
hundreds of this class looking in vain for em­
ployment.

Old Reformera rubbed their eyee on Friday 
and almost declined to believe that our King

As we 
statél two or three days ago, a Cobourg firm, 
wljich was brought into existence by the new 
tariff, has received enquiries from Europe 
regarding Canadian-built cars, and expects to 
secure some foreign .orders. But the Globe's 
question i» extraordinary in viejg of the fact 
that the late Liberal Government encouraged 
American not Canadian car builders, the re­
sult being that our roads were occupied by 
American cars. Our contemporary has far­
ther discovered that “ we have enough, we are 
building Chough, railways to afford a Urge 
trade in our home works/",whatever that m»y 
mean.

Firstly, tbs candidates for 
Parliament and their friends are too poor to 
bribe aa lavishly as thoee in the Mother 
Country, and, secondly, the law is too 
strictly administered to permit of such out- 
rages as are quadrennially practised in the 
United States. While this is doubtless an 
accbrate general conclusion, the records of 
our election courts demonstrate that the ite- 
iorm purists committed wholesale bribery in 
London, Niagara, Lincoln, North Simeon, and 
other constituencies. Thoee acts occurred, 
however, before the Liberals were convinced 
that the law was so stringent that rt could 
not be wantonly broken by wealthy candi­
dates, and recent elections bave been eon- 
ducted with, exemplary purity, as is proved 
bp the comparative absence of election peti­
tions. This marked improvement in pubKe 
morals is one of net tlje least encouraging 
signs of Canadian progress.

Sad Results of a Dissipated Life—“ Another 
Unfortunate Gene to Her Rest."

According to previous announcement, Dr. 
Riddel held a coreuur’e inquest at the gaol 
«6t Friday morning on the body of a young 
nôman named Jessie Layton, <ühu Nellie 
Pearson, who died in that institution the 
.revious afternoon, after a day s imprison­
ment. A jury, composed of one-half prisoners 
ind the other half of citizens residing in the 
neighljonrhood, were summoned, and selected 
Mr. B. Tomlin as their foreman. After the 
usual oath was administered the jury pro­
ceeded to a room in the garret where the 
body lay and viewed it. Before the arrival 
of the jury a voM-morkm examination had 
been made by Dr. Richardson, in order that 
lie might have a statement rtady relative to 
the cause of death to hand in as medical 
testimony. Notwithstanding that the re­
mains bore traces of a hard life, 
none could look upon that frail form without 
being impressed with the idea that when the 
deceased was young, and her life pure and 
unsullied, she was handsome and attractive, 
and all turned away with a feeling of sorrow 
at the sad spectacle presented. in this little 
room from the effects of dissipation. The 
jury having rent riled to the turnkeys rooms, 
the following evidence was taken :—

Jask Vincent, sworn, said :—I live at 
57 University street. I saw the body of’the 
deceased, whose name, I understand, is Jessie 
1-ayton, and whose fictitious name was Nellie 
l’earson. She came from London, Ont. I 
was sick last week, and I sent Miss Morrison 
to my other house, in Edward street, to take 
care of the place. I saw the deceased a year 
ago in oy house on Edward street, when I 
had it rented, bet as she was a
stranger to me I did not speak to 
her. That was the last I saw of

told Miss Morrison that she would have to go 
home to my house on University street, and 
that the other girl, the deceased, would have 
to leave. Deceased dressed herself and went 
i-ff toward Yonge street, and Miss Morrison 
accompanied m3 toward the avenue.

IL> said that the deceased 
Jessie Layton (alia« Nellie Pearson) was ad­
mitted toto the gaol about noon of Wednes­
day. Ho wae there at the time, and had her 
taken np to the sick ward immediately, and 
had her clothes Removed. She was put to 
bed. She had on very good underclothes, 
but aa far as he could recollect she had no 
warm outside clothing. . Warm drink was 
given her, which she took, resting on her left 
eux)w. She waa then very much chilled. 
Her face was very pale, her skin cold, her 
pulse was weaker than natural, but other 
wise it was natural. Her breathing was 
natural ; after ehe had been placed mto bed 
she was asked her name, but although she* 
evidently understood ahe wotild not at first 
answer, but when the question was repeated she 
declined, stating that if she told, it would 
be carried all round, or something to that ef 
feet. He tried to get her to tefi something 
about herself, but aim would not answer. 
She turned over on her left side and put her 

beneath her bead, and ploecd her eyes. 
He asked her whether she was commencing 
to feel warm, and she said she was, thus 
showing that she uaderstoed what was said 
to her. He then prescribed for her and left 
her, and the next morning he got word that 
she was very ill and had several fits ; and 
upon his arrival at the gaol she had another 
fit He saw that she was sinking, and she 
died about 2.20. After death he- examined 
the body, and found it well nourished and 
healthy, except from the effects of dissipa­
tion. He fdund several contusions on her 
limbs and body, but he did not think they 
amounted to much, as she may have caused 
them herself during her fits. He found, how­
ever, four contusions on the top of the head, 
and upon removing the skull he found that 
the membrane between the skull and brain 
for about 2J inches by 2 inches had been de­
tached from the skull, and showed signs of 
a collection of blood, winch, however, bad 
been mostly absorbed. This injury might 
have been caused three Weeks before, ant 
may have been accidental or by a fall. His

She did not resist 
1 asked her name, but ahe waa not able to 
tell me. The only thing she said which I 
understood waa tiiat she asked me to warm 
her. She put her two arms around my left 
arm and held me till we got to the station. 
She seemed dull, but was not drunk. She 
acted kind of foolish. She gave no account 
of herself, and we could get no name from 
her. Sbe was put in a corridor beside a stove.
I did not see her again until I saw her dead 
body. She did not complain of anybody hav­
ing beaten her.

John Or*», Governor of the gaol, 
said i—Deceased waa committed to gaol on 
remand by the Police Magistrate at noon on 
the 17 th. She waa very weak, and had to bir' 
assisted in. Dr. Richardson wte present, and 
sbe was immediately removed to the hospital, 
She would answer qp questions. She ap­
peared at times oonsdona, but I was not sure 
aa to that About seven o’clock the next 
morning the matron told me she was dying. 
The matron said ehe had fits durinn the 
night I went to aee her, and sfre appeared 
much the same ss the day befofB. Aa soon 
as the men returned from l their breakfast 
sent one for the doctor. She never seemed 
rally, and died at 2.20 exactly.

Martha Crawford, sworn, said :—I an* 
matron of the gaoL The deceased waa ad­
mitted on Wednesday, and was unable to 
speak when ehe arrived. Dr. Richardson 
asked her her name, and if she was very ill 
She djd not tell him, but in reply to a nurse 
she said it would not do to tell—that it would 
soon spread. I took it to mean that ahe did 
not wish her name to be known. We got her 
some tea, which she had much difficulty m 
swallowing. She wae evidently dying, and 
should have been «sot to the hospital. When 
in the stetson on Tuesday night, » 
should hsdfe been called in to see tiip poor girl. 
During the night we opened her fltoth with a 
spoon to give her some tea, but she could not 
take much. I waa aroused about three o’clock 
yesterday morning by a watchman who told 
me I was wanted in the hoepitaL When I 
ggf there the girl waa in a fit. She bad lèv­
erai afterwards, and died about half-past two 
o’clock.

This closed the evidence, which the Coroner 
briefly reviewed, pointing out the probable 
cause of death, which, to his mind, had been 
fairly set forth by Dr. Richardson in his 
medical testimony.

FLOGGING AN APPRENTICE.
Hearing of the Charge Against

In the Connecticut State prison at Wethers­

field a man by the name of Stephen Abbott is 
serving out a life sentence for the crime of 
murder, and in the gaol at Elmira, N. Y., he 
has a son who is to Be hanged for a like crime 
on Friday of next week. It is a ease almost 
without a parallel. The father, sixty years 
of age, in prison for a murder committed 
twelve year» ago, and the eon, only nineteen 
years old, facing the gallows for taking 
A human life a few months since. In some 
respecte the cases are similar. Both claim to 
have committed the deed in self-defence. On

twelve year». The story of bis crime in brief 
aa related by himself is as follows :—He w 
on terms of intimacy with a man -by the nai 
ef Apolloe Bronson, of West Haven, in this 
State, and at the time of the killing Abbott 
was at work for the former, and we infer that 
the pair had been drinking freely for two or 
three days One morning at about 6 o’clock 
Abbott aays Bronson woke np cross and they 
had some words. Bronson m a fit of anger 

in axe that stood close by, and 
ad between them for its posses­

sion. Abbott finally wrenched it from him 
and Bronson snatched a piece of board and 
struck Abbott on the head with it Abbott 
retaliated by tapping Bronson on the head 
with the back of the axe, the blow bringing 
him to hie knees. Then Bronson tried to 
throw Abbott, and the latter gave him a 
second blow with the axe. And'seeing that he 
was in for it finished the job with one or two 
Mows more. Abott says “ I then raised 
hi» head and exclaimed, ‘ My 6od. have I 
killed you Î’ He made no answer. I then 
laid bHn back on the ground, and started to 
give myself up. If I had done so it might 
have turned out different, as I couffl have 
shown the marks where he struck me a heavy 
blow with the board. But the devil was at< 
my elbow, whispering, • hide him under the 
bam floor.’ I did so, and here I anL"

I When the father waa convicted he left an 
innocent little boy, only seven years of age, to 
be buffeted about by the wavee of fortune- 
net old enough to realize the terrible fate 
which had befallen his father. If a kind hand 
had been stretched-out to him tbe little fellow 
might have been saved. But as it was, he' 
went to the bad,-and brought up ig prison 
when yet a boy. Tbe crime for which the

Such was some of the talk circulating that 
afternoon in the smoking-room and the saloon 
of the steamer.

Those who had experience remember­
ed how safe previous voyages hyi been ;

about the safety of the ship was part of the 
customary disquietude of a sea-voyage.

Meantime the captain, officers, and en­
gineers were really anxious, though they, re-

Something 
fa due to tiie civilization we live under, and 
that civilization precludes sails.

Colonel Wolcott, just off a sea-voyage, and 
not constitutionally disposed to sea-sickness, 
walked the wet decks, and thought over his 
situation. The Crimea seemed to be steaming 
past ‘* the land of fog and mist. ” A darkness 
that could be felt was settling down upon 
them.

Six Months After Marrying a Girl Hot 
Yet Thirteen.

AN ASTONISHING FAMILY HISTORY.

Brook, a little hamlet two and a half miles 
south of Eatontown village, last night Wil- 
lfam Voorhees Grover, an army veteran for- 
merly sergeant of the 14tli New Jersey revi-

Oleo­
margarine having been thoroughly discredited, 
this new compound is taking a prominent 
place among fraudulent preparations, and is 
said to yield an extensive margin for profit. 
The uq^nt need of some more efficient sys­
tem for the prevention and punishment of 
food adulteration is shown by the extent to 
which such compounds are foisted upon the 
publie.

The Summeraide, P. E. L, Progress states 
that some thirty holdings in King’s County, 
in that province, are advertised for sale by 
the sheriff; at the -suit of the local Govern­
ment, because the occupante have been un­
able to fulfil the obligations they entered into 
as purchasers of Government lands. This 
the Progress denounces as “ worse than land­
lordism." Why not, it says, extend the time, 
and giye them a chance to pay, especially as 
in many cases the Government will realize 
nothing from the sales, as sheriffs’ and law­
yers’ fees, Ac., will eat up the receipts. Too 
much of this sort of red tape will prove poor
policy in the long run.

The rate of interest is 
constantly falling, and loansjare being rapidly 
paid in by .the people of this'province, it is 
a feeling of confidence as to the future of this 
country which has led tt> the investment 01 
large amounts of capital in Canadian securi­
ties. The same cause had advanced the 
prices of stocks. If asked to explain what 
led to the development of that confidence, 
there is but one explanation—the adoption of 
the present tariff ami the able administration 
of public affairs by the present Government.

, The stock-raising industry has been re­
markably prosperous in the western sections 
of the province this season. The shipments 
of cattle from the county of Elgin during the 
past twelve months aggregate close upon

Distempers have been widespread 
among horses and cattle in. some North 
western and many of theSoutU-western States, 
and scab and foot-rot among sheep are re­
ported from fifty-five counties. Tne swine 
plague has caused enormous losses in Mis­
souri and the North-West, and hog cholera, 
sheep rot, and minor diseases have appeared 
in some parts of New England. .

The Peterborough Review recalls the fact 
that immediately before the general elections 
it pointed out that in the pievious year we 
had imported 2,732.520 bushels of American 
wheat, and that it urged that the imposition 
of a duty would have the effect of shutting 
out that wheat and giving Canadian wheat 
the home market. It aays its prediution 
that a tariff could be framed to affect “ a 
very large percentage of Canadian wheat ” 
has been fully realised. ” Fully realised, inas­
much as while previous to the imposition of 
the duty spring wheat ruled from five to ten 
cents below white fall wheat, it now rules 
about the same amount higher than the same 
white wheat.”

Last w eek Mr. Norris Humphrey, of the 
township of Senemujtilled a young pig which 
weighed when dressed 228 lbs. It waa of the 
Suffolk breed, and was farrowed on the 1st 
of April—being therefore seven months and 
seven days oldL

During the past month upwards of 230,- 
000 pounds of butter have been shipped from 
7'eterboro’, at an average price of 21 j cents per 
jound, or a total expenditure among pn> 
hirer* of abput $50,000. Six car loads were 
shipped direct to Liverpool

Mr. R. B. Dent, of Oshawa, has been en- 
rtfced in shipping apples to England from the 
county of Oxford, and has experienced the 
peculiar!tiee of the trade. One lot of 864 bar­
rels, he is iiijormed by cable, has realized #27 
sterling, while another of over 600 barrels 
has resized £4.

It is stated that two Amherst, N. 8., 
dealers have concluded a contract with 
Messrs. Adamson A Roland boh, of London, 
Eng., to ship 400 head of cattle and 400 
quarters of beef per month from Halifax for 
one year, the first shipment to be made about 
the first of the year.

Mr. Leak, of the township of Logan, has 
purchased My. Gravy’s farm of 100 acres, 
being lot 20, in the 4th concession of Logan, 
for the sum of $1,850. Mr. W. Pepper/of 
Hibbert, has purchased Mr. G. Woo<Vs farm 
of 50 acres on the 1st concession of Ihe same 
township, for the sum of $2,100.

Mr. Dreecoll, of Edmonton, has arrived 
from the south with twelve hundred head of 
cattle, part of which he will takd into that 
plaqe. The rest of the herd will be wintered 
in % upper part of the Battle River valley, 
wnicb experience has proved to be as well 
anapted for wintering cattle as the Bow River 
country.

It is estimated that the amount of wheat 
raised during the past season on the Mennon- 
ite reserve west of Emerson will aggregate 
300,000 bushels. A traveller statesthat re­
cently in driving from Emerson to Peinbina 
Mountain he met one hundred and fifty"teams 
laden with wheat, about two-thirds of the 
number belonging to the Menuonites.

Maitland A Rixon, of Owen Sound, have 
complet»l a contract for supplying 250 tons 
pressed hay and 12,000 bushels oats for the 
Pacific railway.

Im area 
planted in potatoes this year is about equal 
to last year. The total crop, however, allows 
P decline in the yield per acre. This year it 
ia 91 bushels, against 98 last year.

A new Albany industry ia a steam eider 
mill, which turns out fifty barrel» of cider 
every ten hour», but ie unable to keep ep 

ita-_ordere. The firm expect to refine 
1,000 barrels of the juice before the season is 
over. The champagne eider is refined in 
sand, and sells for from ten to fifteen cents a 
gallon, while the sweet cider Wrings from five 
to ten emits. The pomace is naSHor manure.

The fair held at Durham on Tuesday last 
waAot so well attended as the October one, 
norwel-e sales so brisk The cattle that were 
brought in were mostly lean cattle and work-' 

#

ing oxen ; and this class were not much en­
quired sfter. The pricee asked for" oxen 
ranged from $80 to $105, steers from $18 to 
$80, and rows and heifer» from $1% to $25. 
Considerable business was done during ths 
day, and the usual horse-trading in the efter- 
noon.

The last monthly cattle fair held in Listo- 
wel was a great improvement on a number of 
those that preceded it, in as hr as the num­
ber and quality of the animal» offered for 
sale are ooncerned. There were upwards of 
160 bead of young cattle ranging from one to 
three yean of age on the ground, and though 
there waa no scarcity of buyers scarcely more 
than one-half of them were sold. The ruling 
price offered for this kind of stock was from 
24 to $ cents per pound, and only the beet 
were bought np at these figures.

A new fraud has been discovered at the 
London hay market. A farmer brings in a 
toed of straw, which is sold by the load, and 
makes np his mind that it ought to be made 
to look a little larger. Aooorditnrly he un­
fastens the binding pole, and the released 
straw swells up to wonderfully increased pro­
portions. He thinks he can do still better, 
and mounting the load he pitchforks the 
straws in the centre to the side» until the 
load looks positively gigaptio to a person who 
dose not look closely into the matter.

Between the first day of August last and 
the day of the Carleton Place cattle fair Mr. 
Andrew Burrows bought the following num­
ber of cattle at the following price» :—71 
head at $1,799 ; 70 at $1,800 ; 2b.at $500 ;

M, A. de Lalpnde, who was one of the

THE BRITISH "DAIRY SHOW.

The Cheeee Kxhlbltloa—Canadian Cheese' 
the Beit She*».

The following account of the cheese exhibi­
tion at the recent British dairy show is taken 
from the Loudon Agricultural Gazette of No­
vember 1.

The Gazette says >—Of Stilton, first of 
the olasaes for British cheese,- the entry was 
much leas than we have seen of this variety. 
There were five entri' », all from the neigh­
bourhood of Melton Mowbray, but two only 
of the three prizes were awarded.

Cheshire cheese had ten entries, Mr. G. 
Mosford, of Tattenhall, taking first and third 
with two sample». We greatly question the 
pdicy of allowing exhibitors to*make dupli­
cate’ entries in the classes for cheese and 
butter'-with produce of identical make, and 
which priifesses to be a sample of the same 
dairy. Mf. Mosford'a cheeee" had not much 
of the distinctive character and the loose tex­
ture of Cheshire cheese, but had some reeem- 
blauce to the Cheddar type. Mr. O. Walley's 
second prize lot wss more the Cheehire style, 
and exceedingly rich. Mr. Hart, who won 
-two first prizes at the fine show of Cheshire 
cheese at Crewe, had » very handsome entry, 
but it did not bore quite rich enough.

Cheddars were a larger entry than any of 
thé other classes of British cheese. Mr. H. 
Cannon’s first prize lot was a very fine sample 
of pure-flavoured Cheddar. The well-kuowp' 
names as exhibitor* of prime Cheddar of 
Messrs. Hoddinot and Allen appear as the 
other'prize "winners. We did not think the 
average quality of the class as good as usual.

The class for Cerby and-’ Leicester cheese 
was of very good quality, and the judges 
awarded an extra prize, in token of their ap­
preciation of its merit. There was only one 
of the entries (fceicestek cheeee) which" Aas 
rich, but some of the ebaedea were quite out 
of flavoar. The Aldford. aàd Alton Cheese

The Moniteur Acadien relates how the 
agricultural banks work in Prince Edward 
Island, and announces that one has been 
founded at Barachoia N.B. It says :— 
“ Fanners telling their produce in the 
fall and having to feed daring the 
winter on a certain balance they kept, are 
veiy often in the spring without seedgrain, 
and are obliged to buy it at . heavy interest. 
The mode of operation of those banks is as 
follows :—One or two hundred farmers take 
shares in the bank ; the share» consist of 
either ten bushels of oats, or three bushels of 
wheat, or five bushels of harjey, *r seven 
bushels of buckwheat, which are delivered in 
the sheds of. the bank. If a shareholder 
wants any seed at all in the spring he 
borrows it from ths bank, and binds himself 
to. return it ia the fall at the rate of five 
bushels to four borrowed. The interest is, it 
is evident, very low, and is no burden to the 
farmer. The bank at Egmont bay has been 
obliged to build additional sheds.”

Mr. Gagrge Taylor, of London, Ont, who 
keeps aboht » hundred plants 'in his house, 
heated by two coal Stoves, and haa all the 
wiilter flowers he wants and some for friends, 

.gives, in the appended extract from a com­
munication to The Fruit Recorder, gn Ameri­
can journal, a hint of the reason for his suc­
cess :—'* A lady asked roe to look at her 
oleander. She said she thought it vas dying. 
When I looked at it I told her it was, and 
very fast, too, for a drink of water. *Ohl 
it could not be that, for she gave it water 
only the day before.’

FARMING LANDS OF COLUMBIA.
The Agricultural Resources of Our Pacific 

Province.
The widely extended stretch of country 

known as the electoral district of Cewiuhan 
and Salt Spring Island includes within its 
bounds several distinct communities compara­
tively isolated by geographical position, each 
of which will at some future day doubtless 
acquire a separate municipal organization. 
Commencing at the north, there is first the 
Chemainns settlement, situated on a river of 
that name, at the head of Oyster Bay. 
Though by no means thickly settled this dis­
trict includes some fine farms on which sub­
stantial dwellings have been erected and 
other improvements made. The locations 
meet favoured by settlers are the bottom lands 
along the river, which possess inexhaustible 
fertility. For many years large logging 
catnps were in operation at Cbemaimis, at 
which a great deal of timber of foperior quality 
*«*»ot ont. The wood» next the river have 
been" pretty well cut over and the best of 
the timber taken out ; but by going a little 
further beck good logs can still be obtained 
in abundance. Oyster Bay, at which the 
steamer calls regularly on its way to and 
from Nanaimo, is, as its names implies, well 
stocked with oysters, and would be a favour­
able location for the cultivation of that 
bivalve for the market, all the conditions for 
ita successful propagation being present.

. There is plenty of land eligible for settle- 
nStent around Chemainua still unoccupied, 
the early settlers having taken up only choice 
spot», and the railway reserve having latterly 
acted aa a hindrance to settlement here as 
elsewhere on the Island. Parties in search 
of homesteads, who may like the locality, 
need not, however, be deterred from taking 
land in this or other localities, as they 
will have no more to pay for their land 
than three who mav purchase after the

Cce is declared. Somenoe is the next 
stioa to Chemainns in which any con­
siderable number of farms have been 

taken np, although the road between the two 
placée, a distance of four or five miles, has 
settlers’ homes at intervals along its borders. 
Somenoe may be reckoned the northern limit 
of the Gowichan district proper. It is a beau­
tiful district, its scenery possessing much the 
same appearance as that of some parts of rural 
England. Groupe and clumpe of trees near 
by with heavier masses of wood in the dis 
tanre set off with fine effect the intervening 
glades of open land, either. cultivated or 
covered with a grqjrth of luxuriant fern. The 
Nanaimo road, which traverses the centre of 
the settlement, is built with fartps on both 
sides, and all the settlers appear to oe thriv­
ing. The natural advantages of Somenoe met 
with earl}! appreciation, it having been one 
of the first localities in the Gowichan 
valley to attract settlement. The vicinity 
of the Indian reserve, which was for many 
years unfenced and abounded in rich pasture, 
kept settlers’ stock in "good condition with 
merely the trouble of herding and at no ex­
pense. The great benefit this was to farmers 
has come to be fully appreciated since the 
Indians have fenced their laud. There is 
still a good deal of vacant land in Somenoe, 
though inferior in value to that which was 
tint occupied. Tne next place to it od the 
Victoria road ia Quamichan, a widely ex­
tended and well occupied district. This is 
the most central part of Gowichan. It the 
beet furnished with roads, which here join 
from all directions, and contains the principal 
church in the valley. It boasts of many tine 
farms and an industrious and, in most cates, 
thriving population. The country from 
Qnainichan to Maple Bay and thence to Somen 
os ie occupied at intervals, though not 
to its full capacity. There is a good deal 
of land witbin the angle the base of 
which is tiie road from Somenoe to Quami­
chan and the apex at Maple Bay that will 
one day be considered of value, still unoccu­
pied and unclaimed. Good lend is, however, 
to be obtained much more easily on the othér 
side of the Victoria-Nanaimo road, towards 
the upper part of the Gowichan river. All 
this large section is almost wholly unoccu­
pied, only two or three adventurous settlers 
having aa yet invaded its solitude.

We think the judge* might very well have 
been leas chary of the prizes.'-Although no 
prizes should be given where entries are abso­
lutely devoid of merit it is worthy of a prize 
in the absyire of a better sample.

There was a good display of cream or soft 
cheese», the first and Second prizes going .to 
one exhibitor in Dorset. A fine sample of 
sage cheese from the Aston faotosy won first 
in a class for any other British variety, an 
entry of Camembert cheese (made in "Eng­
land, wo presume) being Second.

American or Canadian cheeee was exhibited 
in two classes for coloured 'and uncoloured. 
The number of entries was not large, but the 
average quality was stated by the judges to 
be the highest of any clcut in the hall. We saw 
the prize samples bored, and can testify to 
their admirable quality, texture, and colour. 
Messrs. W. Titley * Son, of Bristol, and 
Meter*. Thurber were the successful exhibi 
tqts, and we doubt not they had used great 
skill in selection of the finest American cl 
available. The samples were all from the 
United States, and we noticed the prize col­
oured cheeses were branded with the date of 
their manufacture, September 1, so that the 
cheeee would be juet eight weeks old. The 
various classes of foreign cheese possess im­
mense variety of form and colour, many of the 
shapes being abeurdly fanciful. Many of the 
entries were from the Loudon dealers, Messrs. 
Jubal Webb, Ludevie Noel, and W. Lingner. 
The’ competition was very good in moat of 
the numerous varieties.

There were Gruyères, thin, flat cheeses of 
large circumference, many of which are made 
on the co-operative principle en the mountain 
farms of Switzerland : black-looking Parmesan 
cheeses with crust so hard as to be almost im­
penetrable; and Edam eheeee, round bells 
uolouxedsAright red or yellow, and the flat"! 
Gouda cheese with carved edges. There was 
a very large display of Dutch cheese, being 
part of the large collection of dairy produce 
sent over under government assistance from 
Holland. This Dutch ch*ee«iis useful, clean- 
flavoured cheese, but not very rich, and often 
too salt. In one class was a large number of 
entries of round cheese specially prepared, 
spiced, and put in bladder» on lead paper for 
exportation to tropical climates. There were 
some excellent entri s of Kussiaa cheeee in a 

as. When factories were first atart- 
in Derbyshire, a : Russian lady of

various theories hare been advanced and one 
by one disproved except the one of tungus 
growth. Professor Burn 11 has made extend­
ed investigations as to the cause and cuarac- 
ter of the disease, experimenting with a large 
number "of trees, including the quince, pear, 
and apple. He concludes that the exciting 
cause of the disease is a listing organism 
which’prodnoes fermentation in the carbon- 
aceous Compounds, starch, etc., in the cells of 
the plants affected. Professor Burrill has 
discovered bacteria in the fermenting juices 
of the diseased twigs. He believes that 
these organisms are the destructive aggnta 
which destroyed by fermentation the starch 
in the cells and produced a deadly vtirns. He 
gathered a small quantity of the fermenting 
juices-of diseased twigs and experimented by 
inoculation of healthy trees. He found that 
application of the virus to the outer bark of a 
healthy twig produced no effect. But by 
pricking the Dark with a needle dipped in the 
virus he was able to inoculate healthy trees. 
He made experiments upon sixty-six trees of 
the peer, apple, and qninoe. inoculation was 
successful on 63 per cent, of the pear, 20 per 
cent, of tiie apple, and 100 per cent, of the 
luince. He exhibited a small vial of the 
leadly virus in solution which contained the 
living bacteria. He said that there waa 
enough to destroy a whole orchard. He re­
garded the disease as one of the bark. It is 
evident that the only remedy for the disease 
is the cutting of the affected branches andde- 
struction by fire. Otherwise the fermenting 
fluid will involve new and healthy bark and 
elowlv destroy the whole tree. Ifis probable 
that Profeesor Burrill has discovered what 
occurs m the progress of the disease, but the 
ultimate cause, like the cense of yellow fever, 
ie yet to be found. There is a fungoid growth 
in connection with the disease which has been 
hitherto regarded as a cause, but it may be an 
effect or coincident with the decay of the 
diseased twig.

Montreal, Nov. 17.—The season having 
now arrived when the export of poultry to 
Great Britiin on an extensive scale will com­
mence from Ontario, preparations are being 
made here by shippers to receive large con­
signments. Last year dead poultry was ship­
ped to the English market upon an extensive 
scale from Western Canada, and notwith­
standing the fact that some shippers lost 
heavily upon their ventttres, it is understood 
that steps are already being taken in tiie weet 
for the -shipment of large quantities of dead 
turkevs to Liverpool, London, and Glasgow. 
One firm west of Toronto, it issaid, has made 
arrangements for the shipment of several car­
loads of turkeys to Liverpool via Boston, in 
time for the Christmas holidays. It appears 
that eomè of tiie heavy losses complained of 
last season resulted from large consignments 
of American as well as Canadian poultry ar­
riving in England a few days after New 
Years, just at a time when the demand had 
been satisfied. Deèpite these losses, a few 
later consignments netted bur profits. From 
December 18th to 23rd is about;" the best time 
for poultry to arrive in England for the 
Christmas markets. Some cases of dressed 
poultry have already been received in this 
market from the West, and if the present 
seasonable weather continues the supply will 
shortly be large, aa it is reported there ai 
considerable quantities ready for killing in 
the distriete around Belleville, Napanee, Mor- 
risbnrg, Perth, Cornwall, and Lancaster. 
Shipments for this market should arrive here 
from the beginning to the middle of each week. 
Mr. Thomas Shaw, of this city, who is a good 
authority, gives the following useful inst ruc­
tions to shippers of dressed poultry :—“ In 
dressing poultry for the Montreal market ob­
serve the following directions. Do not feed 
for twenty-four hours previous to killing. 
Bleed well and plnck well, leaving on the 
head, wing, and tail feathers, and entrails not 
drawn. Pack in oases ef about 100 to 160 
pounds, and mark each case distinctly with 
the number ef birds and the gros» weight 
and tir&' AVeld'teahHng poultry, as it means 
a,loss evWN’time. By observing the above 

pie method* yoti will have quicker returns 
better pricee.”

Tie latest figure* from the làverpool mar­
ket give turkeys five tg ten stillings each, 
according tojiize ; ducks, from four to five shil­
lings and sixpence per pair; fowls, four to five 
shillings and sixpenct^per pair. Turkeys are 
selling in this market at 8e. per lb.; fowls at 
50 to 60c. per pair, and geese at $1.26 to $1.50 
per pair. _________________

Lonlslana*» Great Orange Crop.
There are not many persons who appreciate 

the extent of our orange trade, or who realise 
what an enormous source of revenue the cul­
ture of Abie delicious fruit may he made. On 
the 96th ultimo there were shipped from here 
on tty) Chicago, St Louis and New Orleans' 
railroad eleven car-loads of oranges, destined 
to Denver, St Louis, Cincinnati, Chicago, 
and Evansville. There were in this shipment 
1,320 bands, and, averaging the barrel at 
300, we have a total of 396,000 oranges sent 
in one day by one railroad, to supply the in­
creasing demand in the west for Louisiana's 
juicy and luscious fruit which is far superior 
to the oranges of Cuba, ami even tiie much- 
vaunted fruit of Florida. Between the 1st of 
October and the 26th\there were shipped by 
the same road to the we^terl cities 21,000 
barrel», a total of 6,000,000 oranges.—New 
Orleans Democrat.

PRODUCE.
The market has been fairly active elnoeour 

last, and that It was not more so seems due to 
" small offerings. An active enquiry has prevailed 
tot both floor and grain, but there has been but 
very little available, save of barley, which 
hoe been held very firmly. Prices have been 
firm ail over, and cloee at a considerable rise on 

- last week's quotations in the case of flour, wheat, 
and barley. The week has been marked by an 
advance in railway rates consequent on the cloee 
of navigation, but for which we might probably 
have seen a still greater advance in prices. Stocks 
in store have not, on the whole, raised very much. 
They stood on Monday morning as follows:— 
Flour. S.500 bbls. ; fall wheat, 45,187 bush. ; spring 
wheat. 40,419 bush. ; oats, 2,100 bush. ; barley, 
2974188 bush. ; pees, 33,630 bush. ; and rye, 8,064 
bush., against on the corresponding date last 
year—flour, 9,850 bbls. ; fall wheat, 150.182 hush.; 
spring wheat, 90437 bush. ; oats, 220 bush. ; 
barley, 245,413 bush. ; peas, 8,777 bush. ; 
and f?e. 742 bush. English ad vice» show a con­
siderable advance In prices. Flour Is up 3d. ; red 
wheat, 8d-; red winter, 5d.; whlteld.; and corn. 
2d. Markets have been excited during the last 
three days ; they have certainly been advancing, 
but along with the advance there seems also to 
have prevailed unsettiement and a wide margin 
of values. During last week unsettled weather 
seriously delayed wheat-eowing, and threshing 
continued to show that the wheat crop has been 
very deficient. Prices were advancing both for 
home-grown and foreign wheat. The sup­
ply for last week was again large. Hales at 
home-grown wheat were 183428 quarters, and 
Imports were 280,003 to 286,000 quarters of wheat, 
and 170,000 to 1754100 barrels of flour, maUqg a 
total supply of equal to 539463 to 647,365 quarters 
of wheat," against a weekly consumption of 454,- 
000 quarters. The quantity of flour and wheat 
in transit on the 18th insL showed a dcrease, 
end was 1,835,000 quarters, against 1463400 on 
the 4th Inst., and 2,472,000 on the corresponding 
date last year. The total quantity of wheat In 
sight on this continent and in transit for Europe 
on the 5th tost was 48406400 bushels, against 
«0,471,000 Last year, and 35440,000 throe weeks e*o. 
Mail advices show the markets to have been 
firm and operators confident. Beerbohm esti­
mate» that the required imports of wheat into 
the United Kingdom for the nine weeks to end 
December 31st, 1880, will be about 2463446 qm, 
of which 1,233446 qrs. must come from Ameri­
can Atlantic ports, or 206,641 qrs. per week ; to 
be shipped in the six weeks wiHiny December 
12th ; and that of the remaining 1400,000 qra. 
there will be 1,100400 supplied from the quantity 
In transit on the 4th "Just., and 200400 more by 
shipments from India and the Baltic, not then 
despatched. In the two weeks ending on the 
6th and 13th Inst, the supply wse considerably In 
exoee of the consumption, so that Beerbohm 
does not seem to have been expecting anything 
too much so tar. Stocks, however, are very low 
In Great Britain ; and are estimated to be more 
than two million quarters below those held at 
this time last year, a fact which must tend to 
make the market very sensitive. The knowledge 
that the stock of flour at Liverpool on the 31st 
ult. was the smallest on record, while that of

At Danslg the supply of 
wheat continued to be small and was expected 
to remain so. as prices In the Interior were high. 
Large quantifiée of sprouted wheat were tying 
sold to Stejting and Berlin, where these low de­
scriptions ore used to make up the wept of rye. 
Fdt exportation there was very Utile demand, 
nevertheless the general firmness of the trade had 
Its influence here, and made prices rather dearer. 
At Hamburg there was a fair demand for wheat, 
with smaU receipts, and millers had to pay full 
prices. At Death, on the 31st October, wheat had 
given way on the spot, but dosed Arm for future 
deliveries. Rye was quiet, and ordinary quali­
ties of barley were cheaper. The flour market 
was also very quiet. In Russia several of the 
Baltic Ports were eloeed by ice, and at Cronstadt, 
where last year navigation did not olose 
till. • the . beginning of December, about 
forty steamers were frozen in. Ship­
ments thence of oats are consequently at a 
standstill. In the South the weather was not so 
severe, but the last accounts received from 
thençe held out but Utile prospect of any ma­
terial increase in the export movement. The 
large fleet of sailers which usually congregates 
in the Azof ports will probably have to seek em­
ployment elsewhere, the trade at Taganrog 
being about as dull as possible, and at Odessa 
also, the state of things was Utile, if any, 
better. On the 1st Instant, receipts remained 
small, prices high .and exports reduced to a mini­
mum, with no hop» of improvement apparent. 
On this continent the week has been marked by 
the close of navigation ; but with railroad com­
munication so efficient as it has now been made, 
this feet will not exercise much influence on 
markets. A more important point is the appear­
ance of a renewal of last year’s “ cornering * 
operations in the States, and signs of success in 
them. Western authority says “ it is known 
that there have been quite large speculative pur­
chases recently in Chicago on Eastern account;* 
and at New York we And the Bulletin saying 
that appearances indicate a repetition of last 
year’s folly In another gigantic- wheat deal, In 
which the outsiders are an important factor.
