THE facilities (or handling outward bound pasaengeri 
at the Canadian Pacific dock at Liverpool, England, 
are as perfect end speedy as any in the world. As will be 

seen from the picture above of future Canadian citisens 
boarding the “Montcalm", the travellers pass from the 
street.and railway station levels to waiting rooms on the 
dock side, apd crossing the bridged wharf, board the 
ship by the saloon deck where they are received and 
aMbnfd to quarters. Their baggage is handled from 
betoaSand with, despatch. A travelling belt carrier 
opseated by an'electric dynamo eti minâtes the aeoeerity 
of many noisy and slow moving winch hoists which, 
when used and pot too carefully operated, are the cause

ig damaged, so thst the 
baggage is carefully loaded and distributed almost se 
quickly as the passengers are received. It is usually 
planned to have all the passengers aboard at least half 
an hour before salting time, and the gangway is down 
for their reception about three hours before that time 
unless special trains are scheduled to arrive earlier.

Rev­
enues reached $3,460310 providing 
a surplus of $266,362.

Forest rangers of the Quebec and 
New Brunswick forestry depart­
ments will cooperate to the extent 
of covering firee on either side of 
the provincial border.

A second party of Swiss immigrant» 
recently arrived at St. John aboard 
the Melita and are en route for the 
West, where they will engage in.

Twenty-two thousand immigrants 
to Canada from the United States 
were inspected on trains and high­
way crossings at the 33 points frona 
Port Arthur to Kingsgate, B.C., dur­
ing March of this year.

Two thousand maples and one 
thousand green ash trees, natives of 
Saskatchewan, were shipped to the 
Canadian War Memorial * Park at 
Poperinghe, Belgium, recently.

Vancouver is to have direct con­
sular trade relations with Spain. 
A vice-consulate has been estab­
lished there which embraces the 
prairie provinces and is the only 
one west of Montreal.

During the year 1922 boring oper­
ations for the discoXMy of oil and 
gas in Alberta were continued) to 
the extent of 230,000 feet, result­
ing in the discovery and develop­
ment of a field with an output of* 
180,000,000 feet per day.

To date the port of Vancouver ha» 
shipped or booked 17,000,000 bushels- 
or wheat to the Orient and South 
America. The railroads expect at 
least 2,500,000 additional bushels to- 
be shipped this way in the near 
future.

The memory of the early mission­
aries of the Oblate Order will ba 
perpetuated by the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, and several stations on the 
extensions of their lines between 
Kipawa and Quinze will bear names- 
of early members of that organiza­
tion which did so much for the- 
colonization of the country.

Despite reports of adverse con­
ditions in the prairie provinces, Sas­
katchewan officials estimate that 
after pairing all expenses the farm­
ers of that province last year had 
$100,000,000 in net proceeds to ap­
ply on debts.

In 1906, in Iowa, a single head 
of oats was selected as being a de­
sirable variety. In thirteen years 
this single head had multiplied to 
the extent that 1,500,000 acres were 
sown to it and showed an increased 
production of 6,600,000 bushels.

One of the largest timber sales 
that the Canadian Pacific Railway 
has made in several months has just 
been made on Vancouver Island. A 
group of Seattle lumbermen have 
acquired 12,000 acres of timber land 
at Horne HilL The timber on this 
stand exceeds 200,000,000 feet

Part of the plane for keeping the 
St Lawrence open all winter sub­
mitted by Dimitry Jonavici, Rou­
manian engineer, to the Federal and 
Provincial Governments would call 
for the erection of a nine mile dam 
at the east end of Belle Isle strait, 
which would prevent the cold cur­
rents from the north entering the 
river.

There are thirteen new paper 
making machines being installed in.

When erected and running full these 
machines will consume more than 
850,000 additional cords of wood a 

/year. Canada is already annually- 
consuming and exporting more than 
6,000,000 cords of pulpwood, repre­
senting the growth of a century or 
more on 1,250,000 acres of land.

inaugurated between Bellingham and 
Victoria. The Motor Princess, with 
a capacity for fifty automobiles and 
250 passengers, plies twice daily be­
tween the ports. This boat is motor 
driven and the first of its kind to 
be operated on the Pacific side of 
the continent.

In 1922 Canada produced 2,418 
tors of salt ccke, valued at $64,80-1, 
and 1,323 tons of Glauber salts 
valued at $42,719, according to gov­
ernment figures. There are a num­
ber of immense deposits of Glauber 
salts in the province of Saskatch­
ewan, which are at the present time 
only in the initial stages of develop­
ment, but it is anticipated that the 
next few years will see a consider­
able increase in production.

The Bungalow Camps to be 
opened this year by the Canadian 
Pacific Railway in the French 
River, Nipigon and Lake of the 
Woods districts of Ontario will con­
sist of a community house, con­
taining a dining room with stone 
fireplace, surrounded by severe! 
double and single bungalows com­
fortably furnished for the accom­
modation of from one to four per­
sons. A number of canvas houses 
will also be used.

The official opening of the Banff- 
Windermere Highway will take 
place on June 80th at Kootenay 
crossing, B.C. Motorists from all 
over Alberta, British Columbia and 
the Western States will be present 
in large numbers. A lunch will bo 
provided for several thoward peo­
ple • at Kootenay Crossing. Promi­
nent representatives will o present 
frdm the Canadian and United 
States Government» and from pro­
vincial and state go vers mente on 
both side* of the line. The official 
openinr will be marked by the cut­
ting of red white and blue ribbon» 
stretched across tiy roadway.

The Canadian exhibit at the Brit­
ish Efhpire Exhibition, to be held in 
London from April 20th to October 
81st, 1924, is to be financed, con­
trolled and directed by the Federal 
Government. The estimated cost is 
$1,000,000. The two Canadian rail­
roads are planning exhibits on ad­
joining sites, each with a floor space 
of 10,000 feet. The cos; of the Cana­
dien Pacific exhibit is estimated at 
$300,000.

The Canadian Pacific steamship 
“Empress of Russia,” upon her last 
sailing, carried a shipment of Cana­
dian frogs for Japan. Cool space 
was reserved in the hold of the liner 
and the travellers were well packed 
in ice. On being taken ashore at 
Yokohama these frogs will be gradu­
ally warmed until they are ready to- 
be let loose, when they will be lib­
erated on the lawns of Japanese 
importers, with the idea of giving 
the Japanese a new industry in the 
production of frogs legs.

The dingy interior of the headquar­
ters of the extraordinary commission 
In Petrograd, with its bare stairs: sad 
passages, is an eerie place at allouâtes 
of the year, but never is Its somber, 
sorrow-laden gloom so intense as on 
a December aftertioon when dusk is 
sinking Into darkness.

While we made our preparations, 
there sat in one of the inner cham­
bers at No. 2 Gorohovaya, on wooden 
planks which took the lîlace of bed­
steads, a group of women, from thirty 
to forty in number, their faces undis- 
tinguishnble in the growing darkness.

LUMBERMEN MAKE 
YEARLY PAYMENTS

More than a quarter of a million 
dollars has been received at the De­
partment of Lands and Mines dur 
ing the last week in payments from 

i lumber operators of New Brunswick 
due August let.

August 1 is the date upon which 
i apnual - payments of stumpage are 
I due from the licenses operating up- 
! on the Crown Lands of the pro­
vince, and upon this date also li­
cense fees as well as the provin­
cial fire tax are payable. These 
make the present the busiest per­
iod in the year for the receiving 
branch of the Department, and It 
was stated that the returns so far 
were "highly satisfactory.” This year 
n addition to the usual amounts 

due on August 1st, payments were 
also due in connection with the 
bonus fixed in 1913 which leases al­
so expired and were renewed for 
twenty years. The arrangement 
at that time called for fifty per 
cent of the bonus sums to be paid 
down and the remaining fifty per 
Cent, about $300,000 was to be paid 
on August 31st, 1923. but as a re­
sult of representations which were 
made some time ago the government 
extended the period for payment and 
only fifty per cent of balance which 
would be twenty five per cent of 
the original gross ? mount was or- 
lered paid, the balance being earn­

ed over for a year.

PRESIDENT HARDING 
DIED THURSDAY

President Harding died from apo 
plexy at 7:30 Thursday evening as 
Mrs. Harding was reading to him 
from a magazine, doctors were sum 
moned and pronounced the President 
dead. He died from apoplexy or rup­
ture of a blood vessel In the brain. 
Death came with remarkable sud­
denness, the President being report­
ed as vastly improved after several 
examinations during the day by five 
physicians attending him. The body 
was sent by special train from San 
Francisco at 7 p.m. Friday to Wash 
ington and later to Marlon, Ohio, 
Harding’s home city for burial.

The total elevator capacity of
Port Arthur and Fort William will 
reach 66,000,000 bushels by Sep­
tember of this year. By the end 
of 1924 the elevator capacity is ex­
pected to reach seventy millions.

Immigration returns of the Ca­
nadian Government for the first 
five months of the present year 
show a one hundred per cent in­
crease in immigration from the 
British Isles over the figures for 
the same period of last year.

The 1923 apple crop of the Okan­
agan Valley will amount to 4,620 
cars according to the estimate of 
W. T. Hunter, district horticultur­
ist This is an increase of 20 per 
cent over last year and a record 
for the district The annle crop 
for Kootenay and boundary dis­
tricts will approximate 380,000

A new high record of pro­
duction was established by Cana­
dian newsprint mills during May 
with 110,252 tons, an increase 
of nearly 10.000 tons over the month 
of April and 15,750 over May of 
last year. The daily production in 
May was 4,084 tons, the highest in 
the history of the Canadian indus­
try.

Following the opening of the 
Banff-Windermere Motor Highway, 
Lieutenant Governor Nichol of 
British Columbia and Randolph 
Bruce were honored by the Koot­
enay Indians who made them an 
honorary chief and full chieftain 
of their tribe respectively. The In­
dian celebrations were held at In- 
vermere in the beautiful Winder- 
mere Valley.

Several new air stations are to be 
opened in Ontario and Quebec in 
the near future for the purpose of 
extending the forest area to be pa­
trolled by airplanes. A base is to 
hr- established at Ramsay Lake near 
Sudbury, and from this point all 
Ontario work will radiate; opera­
tions being carried op at Orient 
Bay. Rcmi Lake and at least two 
other substations not yet announced.

If thv Canadian nre-war exports 
of flour are considered as 100, the 
Dominion's average export total 
between 1921 and 1923 can be con­
sidered as 207. Comparatively, 
pre-war exports t>f the United 
States being rated at 100, its pres­
ent export is at the rate of 147. 
This indicates that Canada has 
more than doubled her export trade 
in flour while the United States 
has increased its trade by 47 per 
cent. Before the war Canada ex­
ported 3,832,000 barrels, while at 
nresent her exports average 7,885,- 
000 barrels a year.—“Journal of 
Commerce.” .- ,

Mr. Georges Delrue, one of the 
most important personages of 
France arrived in Montreal by the 
S.S. *4Minnedosa” to take up resi­
dence at St. Johns, Que. Georges 
is two and a half years old and has 
spent most of his life with his grand 
parents in Tourcoin, a small town 
on «-the border line of Belgium and 
France. The journey from the old 
homestead, via Antwerp, Georges 
made alone but never out of sight 
of the watchful eyes of the officials 
and servants of the company.

Major General Lord Lovett, a
Ïiassenger on the Canadian Pacific 
iner “Montcalm,” and delegate to 

the British Empire Forestry Con­
ference, Ottawa, said in connection 
with his investigations into Cana­
dian forestry methods and applied 
science, “England has but a small 
forest area in comparison to Can­
ada. nevertheless, her forests were 
depleted two-thirds to meet the 
emergencies of the War, and now 
we are determined to recover this 
loss by practical reforestation. We 
have been working at this for the 
last three years and expect to make 
a completion of our work in aux 
other year.”_ g --- ----------

Negligence of Authorities of Groat
Copper Mine Gave Him Hie Qp., 

portunity, and He Took It

The letters yoff have been printing 
ibout gold seekers in the Far West re 
rail the following incident of copper 
Mining in Montana, writes a corre­
spondent of the New York Herald.

Day after day about 20 years ago a 
ickety old open wagon, drawn by a 
ms-been horse, used to venture out 
îrom Anaconda and garner rags, hol­
ies, sacks and old iron. One day, 
>n its return to town, a hind wheel 
wabbled off as the vehicle was cross- 
ng a culvert, and wheel and load slid 
iown into a greenish-looking little riv­
al et that passed under (he culverL 
The junk dealer recovered the wheel 
md drove on sadly Into Ana- 
:onda. But, being thrifty, he went 
aack one day to salvage the old iron, 
perhaps a whole dollar’s worth. This 
be fished out of the little stream.

He found that every horseshoe, 
ivery stove lid, every old broken tool 
that he clawed out of ihe shallow 
water was thickly coated with copper.

He kept'his mouth shut and in town 
he melted off that pure copper, for 
the greenish stream was an outflow 
ol waste water from the great Ana­
conda smelter, where copper was 
aiel ted out of the rocky ore of that re­
gion j

Regularly, long after nightfall, the ! 
junk dealer used to go out on that j 
road with a load of old iron and dump i 
it into the greenish stream on this or 
that side of the culvert and fish out a j 
load earlier deposited.

The copper company detectives be­
gan reporting mysterious high-grade 
shipments of pure copper from Ana- ! 
condu, but no direct thefts could be I 
discovered. . Not- an employee could i 
be caught red-handed. Finally the • 
junk dealer’s nocturnal trips came ! 
under suspicion and he was watched 
and his secret discovered, but not be­
fore he had realized a total of about 
$34,000 In melting off pure copper 
from the deposits on liis loads of junk 
iron. The company sought to enjoin 
him, sought to recover the values he 
had secured, but the dourt held that 
it was waste water in a public high­
way, and the lucky junk dealer wai 
well within his rights.

And the lesson was worth more than 
the lost value to the copper company, 
for It resulted in a catchment dam be­
ing built inside the company’s fence, 
where serq^p iron was used to recover 
copper values that long before had 
been running to waste. Accidents

They cause ten 
times more damage than fire, and ac­
cording to the Departmnet of Agricul­
ture, the annual tax Imposed by insects 
Is greater than prewar expenditures of 
the United States.

XX). The Mexican chinch bug eats up

for damage to corn amounting to three 
times that sum. The pnnual cotton 
loss is $85,000,000 and the damage to 
live stock is considerable.
