Abandoned; Edict
Issued By Wilson

WASHINGTON, 'D. C., March 24—
With a warning against profiteering,
President. Wilson yesterday ordered
abandonment of government control
over bituminous coal and asked min-
ers and operators to negotiate a new
working agreement on the basis of
the majority report of the coal strike
settlement commission.

The President ordered termination
of price control on April 1st, when the
new working ‘agreement becomes
effective. This will permit at least
partial absorption’ in 'coal prices of
the increase in miner’s wages, estab-
lished at 27 per cent, by the commiss-

ion’s majority report. The increase,

in wages the commission estimated,
will entail an added -annual cost of
$200,000,000 and inctudes the 14 per
cent /inerease awarded the miners.in
settling the recent strike.

The operators, however, were re-
minded by the President,that unrea-
sonable prices must not result from
the relinquishment. of * price control
and the addition of increased wages to
their expenses. ( »

the entirg width of the tremch. -
Grain seed drills aye divided ‘into

four kinds, according to the type of

single disc and the closed delivery
single disc, the double dise, the shoe,
and the hoe drills. The open delivery
single ‘disc furrow opener deposits
the seed between the shield and:the
convex side of the digsc. The space is
open from the end oftheboot between
the disc and shield to the bottom or
lower end of the shield. Thé shield
prevents the falling seed from beeom-
ing mixed with the loose earth and
surface trash and insures its free pas-
sage to the bottom of the tren¢h made
by the disc. It will also do excellent
work in highly cultivated soil that is
free from trash.

The closéd delivery sgingle disc fur-
row opener has a closed boot, similar
to a hoe furrow opener, which comes
down at the rear edge of the disc and
deposits the seed about twq inches
back of the dise. i does not plant
the seed at as even a depth as either
the open delivery single disc of the
double dise, but deposits it at least
eight inches in rear of the disc hub,
and wherevep it meets with an
ohstruction, rock or hard frozen soil
th'e disc riges up and carries the boot
with it, ‘broadcgsting the seed on
the surface,

There are many styles of double
disecs, but the one that plants -the
seed under or slightly back of the
digc axle, or hub, is the one to use,
for that point is the deepest part
of the furrow. The furrow opener
that shoots the grain forward of this
centre is to be avoided, for the rea-
son that the seed reaches the ground
before the furrow is fully formed,

soil as the seed trench is being made,
causing what is termed “wavy” sow=-
ing. The double disc type of opener
tends to spread out the seed more
than other kinds, so that each 'seed
has a somewhat greater area from
which to draw moisture.

The hoe  furrow opener ' or
shovel opener does not penetrate the:
ground readily and clogs easier than
any of the other types. - The shoe
opener does no better work, and rath-
sr than clog will run over trash and
thus plant the seed at varying depths,

In selecting a drill the bearings
should be given careful inspection.
They should be dust proof. The hard
oiler must be considered superior to
all others for this kind of work, as
the oil can be forced into the bear-
ing from the centre, and as it works
put it carries all the dirt with it, It
should have a well-braced seéed hox
with steel hopper bottom (o allow the
seed to pass freely ‘into the cuph;
strong frame and substantial wheéls

|are important features, The distance

between the furfow opener varies to
some extent but gix inches is the
usual spacing, . The seed tubes may
be of rubber or of steel ribbon, The
rubber tubes give good satisfaction,
but are not durable if exposed to the
weather, The steel ribbon tubes gerve
the purpese wéll, and if painted will
last a8 long as the drill.—Jno, Evans,

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HUUSEGLF.ANING TIME

In the Spring a Woman’s Fancy
Turns That Way.

Some Very Practical Hints as to
Doing the Job — Recipes for
Cleaning and Polishing.
(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)
OUSECLEANING for the
most part is fascinating
work, that is, after we pass
the cellar. After all, this is
really the most important part of the
house and should receive first con-
sideration in the spring. Probably it
will never be known how much of
the low state of vitality found in
some families is to be charge to illy-
ventilated, badly-lighted, poorly-
drained cellars, where decaying vege-
tables are kept;'sending its foul germ=
‘laden air to every part of, the house.
It vegetables are stored in the cellar
.they should be carefully picked over
and all growth and decayed ones re-
moved. In addition to thoroughly
cleaning, the walls should be white-
washed, and if the cellar is at all

damp, it is well to keep a metal or
earthen receptacle containing unslak-
ed lime constantly present. Not a day
should pass without -the cellar being-"
properly aired. In the very hot sum-
mer days, the windows should be
opened every night and closed dur«
ing the day. The reason for this is,
that the outcCoor air in the daytime
{8 much warmer than in the cellar.
This warm, moist-laden air enters the
cooler atmosphere of the cellar, and
- the moisture condenses and rests c¢n

cand warm.- By opening the windows

clean, It is well, tog, before leaving
the cellar to see that the screens are
.placed 'properly in the windows—
gereens of fine wire netting to pre-
-vent filies, or insects entering. - We
cannot emphasize too emphatically
the need for proper protection against
flies. More diseases are caused by
flies thah we are wont to believe,
and while doing the spring cleahing

it is well to see that each room.is |
screened properly to prevent the en- !

trance of flies.

If we attend to the little things
before we start the actual cleaning,
such as sorting and cleaning drawers,
putting away furs, winter curtains,
extra blankets, etc., and laying in a
supply of cleaning materials, this
will save a lot of time. It has been
customary to envy the home with new
furniture. We think it would be easy
to make the house look well if we
just had some new chairs, dressers,
tables, etc., but, as.a matter of fact,
it does not make the housgecleaning
half as interesting as if we have some
old furniture (which we have longed .

| to discard for years) to.transform |

| into something new. What could be
| more fascinating than the painting
| of chairs, tables and other fur;uture

in order to have it harmoniZe With

the walls, the drapery, the woodwork,
| and ite floor. ;

It is not only' that a fAoor looks
much better if it iz painted or pol-
ished, but it saves time and energy
in cleaning. The rough surfaece col-
i lects greasy moisture, dust settles in-

to it and soon grimy discolored and
unhealthy conditions exist. -Pine
floors are hard to keep clean. ‘The
following methods of treating them
may be of value:

1st. Spread over the floor strips
of old sheeting; to this add two coats
of paint. This will secure a very sat~
isfactory border for the floor and the
centre may be covered with a rug.

2nd. Apply 3 coat of linseed ail,
Then fill cracks with “Crack and Cre-
vice Filler,” and apply an oak stain
and two coats of floor finish.

It is difficult to say which rooms
in the house should receive the most
careful tonsideration. The bedroom
is impoftant because it is in the bed-
room the person should receive that
perfect--sléep which will insure phy-
gsical and mental strength.

The kitchen, too, is important, be-
cause-here the woman spends a great
tdeal of her time. It will be found
most satisfactory to have linoleum
placed on the kitchen floor. This is
easily kept clean, and is soft, warm,
elastic and wears well. There should
be notking in the kitchen which can-
not be washed. The furniture, walls,
ete., should be washable. While
cleaning this spring it is especially
important that we should see that
all the utensils which are being used
constantly should be in a convenient
place, and if possible, closed cup-
boards should be placed in the kitch-
en. The following recipes and in-
formation may be found of value in
doing the spring cleaning:

Washing Windows.—Always dust
first and clean the woodwork before
the glass. The glass may be washed
with warm water and soap, ammonia,
or kerosene, or whitening and aw-
moenia. In washing wring the -cloth
almost dry, rinse off the. window, and
dry with a soft eloth and polish with
a soft paper or cloth.

. Painted @ Woodwork.—Wash in
warm soapy water with a soft cloth,
doing a little at a time and drying
as you go along. For light painted
waod use whitening paste.

* Vanished Woodwork.—If very soil-
ed use soap and water. Dry very
thoroughly and then ‘rub with am-
monia or kerosene. To use kerosene
jugt dampen the cloth and after rub-
bing on the varnished,woodwork rub
again -with:a dry cloth. If not, you
will find a white glow will result. 3

Dustless Dusters.—Dip the cheese
cloth in a mixture made from 4 cup
melted parowax. ”

Note.—These dusters may be wash-
ed several times before they require
to be dipped again.

Guesswork Is the Poorest Method to
Adopt—Get the Land Levels and
_ Then Arrange for Tiling — How
" to Protect Drainage Outlets.

If he does not ask himself these ques-
tions he is like a builder without a
plan; he is working in the dark; his
work cannot. ba efficient. All these
guestions the drainage plan answers,
and more.

A drmage plan shows first of all
the differences in height or elevation
between all parts of the farm over
“which the survey extended. This al-
‘lows the owner of the land to plan
;his own system of drainage. The pos-
sesgion- of the levels for all parts of
the farm lays bare the most advan-
tageous routes for tile draing, from a
study of the levels and contours of
a plan it is possible to calculate the
acreage which each main tile must
drain. This ,information together
‘with the fall or grade procurable is
the only true guide to help us decide
‘tipon the size of tile needed in any
given drain. It isonly when the plan-
ner has a picture of the whole pro-
jeéct before him that he can draft'an
‘efficiént yet economical plan of drains
for any piece of land.
Future Benefits,—The benefits of
a plan do not end with the comple-
tion- of the drainage system. Only

whi¢h was nowhere recorded, know
the value of guidance such as is of-
fered by a planf When a tile-drained
farm is offéred for sale the existence
of -a plan of drains adds greatly to
the value of the farm. The plan is
of equal value to both the seller and
buyer. - With proper care- well-con-
structed tile drains will give good
service for several generations;
therefore for the convenience of our
children and grandchildren it is ne-
cessary io have a plan of our under-
groynd drainage work.

There is another way in which a
draipage plan is very heipful to a
‘farm’' owner; it is a splendid guide
toward’ ascertaining the acreage of
any ficld or part of the farm. Fences
are lecated on the  plan, and the
‘whole plan drawn to scale, so that
with the aid of a rule it is possible
to measure the area of any part of
the land surveyea. This is of great
assistance . in planning a season’s
grops @s well as in églculating yields
per acre.

Tile drainage pays; but, before you
start even @ small system by all
means secure a plan—G. Heimpel,

Protecting Drainage Outlets,

Tile, particularly clay tile, should
not run out to the mouth ofathe
drain. If a piece of old gas pipe,-
eight or ten feet long, can be secured,
this should be placed in the draid 1n
place of the last few tile. Failing
this a piece of corrugated steel, or
even a plank trough is much better
than running the tile right to the end,
where they will be broken, washed in-
to the outlet, or otherwise destroyed,
allowing the earth to roll in and stop
the flow of water. |

Under any condition the bank is
liable to wear away. Animals pastur-
“1ing in the field may tramp it down,
and block the tile, so in the second
place, 2an abutment should be built
through which the outlet discharges
its water and the bank will be kept
in a state of preservation. This may
be made of concrete, stone or plank,
and should be a permanent structure.
In‘some cases where the flow is heavy
and the water would have a tendency
to undermfne the wall, it iz well (o
build an apron on which the force
of ‘the falling water is broken.

There 1s still another precaution
which should be given due considér-'
ation. -Frequently small animals,
muskrats, coons, ground. hogs and
others, seek refuge in the tile, Here
théy are entrapped, ‘and form a dam
to the flowing water. To overcome
such, the outlet should have bars
aorogs the end, These may be' quite
smgll, and” _close togéther 8o that
natﬁing can’ get through, A screen
may be fittéd over the end, but un-
léss the mesh is quite large the water
Is retarded in {ts low, Sometimes the
first tile is threaded with wire, Thisg
forms & good protection, -

When all these devices ars given
ittention, the outlet should remain
In a-state of efficieney for years, and
