FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer
and His Household.

Coming down to business, says the
Woodstock Sentinel-Review, prof. Robert-
son said: In starting a station this
would be my proposal. There are two
possible ways of carrying on the business,
either by taking milk or cream to the
creamery. If the patrons have on the
average not more than ten cows it would
be better the first year to draw milk only
and make cream into butter at the
factory. To save the farmers the expense
of buying new milk cans, the ordiniary
milk cans used for cheese factory purposes
would do just as good forsupplying cream
in. - The 18 inch milk can isas good a
vessel as can be obtained for the
purpogse. If the milk be put in

| that can just as soon after the cows

give it as possible and the can be put
into a tank of cold water and left there
for twelve to fourteen hours, you will
get practically all the cream off. Every
farmer will be allowed to skim his own
cream, and then put the cream into a can
and keep it cold, and when the gatherer
comes around fwice a week he would
take this cream and take a sample of it
in a tube prepared for the purpose, and
every farmer would be paid for the quality
of his cream. Thespeaker expected there
would be no difficulty in paying an
average of twenty cents per pound for all
the butter their cream would make. The
butter would be sold in the best markets
available, and the proceeds turned over
to the farmers, with the exception of four
cents on the pound, which would go
towards paying for the drawing of the
cream, etc. The actual expense to the
government would be fully five per cent
per pound for the first year. ‘

If there was enough milk in every
factory to warrant drawing it every
second day, the farmers would have to
wait, perhaps, only half an hour and they
could get their skim milk home with
them and in this case the work could be
done for three cents a pound, all appara-
tus to be furnished by the government.
After the establishment is going for about
a year, the speaker thought there would
be no trouble in getting a great many
farmers to have their cows calve in the
fall and begin their milking season then.

Wherever the factories are started every
cheesemaker who desired would have
the privilege of learning all he could in
regard to the methods employed.

At the conclusion of the address, several
questions were asked prof. Robertson,
which he answered to the satisfaction of
all. The following are some additional
points brought out in his replies:

Not more than twenty-three inches of
milk should be kept in thecans for raising
cream, as it takes longer for the cream to
come to the top when this amount is in-
creased.

If the creamery was established it
would be run by the government for two
years, after which the plant would be
disposed of to the factory, providing they
would continue to run it. If not, it
would be removed to some other district.
The building would, of course, be left in
as good condition as when found.

If the butter was to be made from cream
alone, the whole expense involved would
not be more than $300. If it was to be
made from milk it would cost about $250
for an additional machine. It was pro-
posed to make at.least 250 1bs. of butter
per day.

HELPFUL HINTS.

Such as Young Housewifes may well
make a note of.

Equal parts of sweet oil and vinegar and
a little gum arabic make an excellent furni-
ture poligh.

Rubbed with a woolen rag saturated
with kerosene, a tin kettle or coffee pot
becomes as bright as new.

A gargle of salt and water before retiring
at night will strengthen the throat and
keep off bronchial attacks.

Thick sweet cream sweetened and flavor-
ed and thickened with a little flour or

cornstarch and baked between two crusts

is excellent.

Powdered flint glass ground to an im-
palpable powder and mixed with the
white of an egg makesone of the strongest
cements known,

Galvanized iron pails for drinking water
should not be used. The zinc coating is
readily operated on by the water, forming
a poisonous oxide of zinc.

Beware of that common practice of
dipping the comb in water when arrang-
ing the hair. It promotes a decomposition
and rancidity of the natural oil, and so
leads to “rotting.”

Roasts that should be juicy come to the
table as dry as pasteboard because the
oven was not hot enough at first to
instantly harden the outer surface and
prevent the escape of its juices.

To get rid of fleas, place the common
adhesive fly paper on the floors of the
room infested, with a small piece of fresh
meat in the center of each sheet. The
fleas will jump toward the meat and ad-
here to the paper.

To preserve ribbons and silks, they
should always be !aid away for keeping
in brown paper as the chemicals used in
white paper often combine with those in
the material and produce discoloration. A
white satin dress, however, is somewhat
better preserved in blue paper,with brown
paper outside.

The hottest liquids can be poured with-
out fear into glass or china receptacles if a
metal utensil, such as a silver or steel
fork, knife or spoon, be put in first.
This simple preventive is most useful to
the housewife when canning fruit,or to the
hospitable hostess who wishes to prepare
at table her cups of cocoa by pouring boil-
ing water on the powder in her dainty
china cups.

Among the inexpensive and useful little
things for kitchen use to be found at Jap-
aneses stores are the dark blue bowls that
come in many sizes, costing from seven
cents to seven times seven. They are fire-
proof and endure the heat of the oven
without loss of beauty. The small yellow
bowls that are even less in price will also
be found most convenient to be used in the
refrigerator and in warming other food in
a steamer. They save much of the labor
that comes from keeping many tin utensils
bright.

To prepare common whitewash, take
clean unslaked lime and pour on warm
water just fast enough to keep the iime
slaking without burning, but not enough
to drown it. It is desirable to have it
glake dry and then be mixed with water
to a thin wash, but not pasty. If puton
too thick it will not take a firm hold and
after a few coats are applied it will flake
off. Ifthe wallis véry rough mix salt and
ashes with the first coating; if smooth,
salt only. A very little bluing in the last
coating will make it look a clear white.

RELICS OF THE BUFFALO.

Prairies Covered With Their Paths —
Making Commerce of Their Bones.

After travellers on the Canadian Pacific
are fairly launched upon the great plains
west of Manitoba they see many reminders
of the buffalo. Stretchingover the plains
as far as the eye can reach, crossing each
other in a net work, are the innumerable
paths in which the buffaloes trod one be-
hind another in almost countless numbers.
The little knolls, too, are thickly dotted
with baffalo wallows, where the animals
had dug up the earth with their horns
and then rolled in the dust, or, what suit-
ed them better visited the wallows after a
shower and enjoyed the luxury of a mud
bath. Here and there, too, one sees the
skeletons of the noble animal. But not
many of them are seen from the railroad
cars, for nearly all the skeletons within
seven miles of the track have been gath-
ered together and brought to the railroad,
where they are piled up ready for ship-
ment. At many of the stations, and in
some places far from the stations, these
great piles of buffalo bones are heaped.
Ihex are laid up as regularly as so much
cordwood. The piles are about eight feet
high, twelve feet wide, and anywhere
from fifteen to fifty feet long. The outer
layer is made by pilingup the skulls with
the frontal portion outside, and within
this wall the bones are heaped promis-
cuously.

It will give an idea of the enormous
quantity of these skeletons when the fact
is mentioned that within a radius of two
miles of a station on the railroad to Prince
Albert 3,800 skeletons were picked up.
Out of sight of the railroad track these
skeletons may still be found in countless
numbers, and the industry of gathering
them will be continued until they have
all been removed from the prairies.

These animals were the victims very
largely of the Indians, who killed the
stupid beasts frequently only to get their
tongues, which were esteemed by the In-
dians as a particularly delicate morsel.
The bones are taken to Chicago and other
places where sugar is refined, are ground
up, and play some part in the work of re-
fining. A favorite diversion of the tour-
ists when the train stops is to visit one of
the bone heaps, knock out a few buffalo
teeth, and carry them away as relics.

The wood buffalo, which is allied to the
bison now exterminated, still roams in
the forests far north of the Saskatchewan.
His numbers, however, are constantly de-
creasing, and there is ever prospect that
he will meet the fate of his prairie rela-
tive. In the course of time, as ranches
are extended and grasses are sown, the
buffalo paths and wallows will be ob-
literated, and no relics of the bison will
then be found on the great prairies
which were once all his own.

STRANGELY BIRTHMARKED.

There is an interesting phenomonon at
Millvale. It exists in the form ofa girl
baby, born perfect in body with the ex-
ception of one arm, which terminates ab-
ruptly between the elbow and wrist. Ap-
parently, there is nothing phenomenal
about this fact, for children born with
bodily deformity are numerous. But to
the medical profession the case is exceed-
ingly interesting. The cause of such
freaks in human nature was once consid-
ered inexplicable. When one occurred it
was simply termed a “ freak ” and allowed
to go at that. But now they can be ex-
plained.

Mr. and Mrs. Henry Ginter are the par-
ents of the child. They keep a butcher
shop in the north end of Millvale Borough,
at a little place called Bowerston. Eight
children are in the family, four boys and
four girls, all of whom are sound and
healthy.

One day, some months ago, the father
was called away on business, and, as usual,
left the shop in charge of his wife. The
shop adjoins the kitchen. Hearing a
knock at the kitchen door, Mrs. Ginter
proceeded to answer it. Opening the door
she found awaiting her an old peddler
familiar to that neighborhood. - The ped-
dler was a foreigner, by no means a hand-
some man, and having but one arm. The
other was but the stump of an arm,which
the man always exposed to excite the
sympathy of the people. Yarn for knit-
ing purposes constituted the wares of the
peddler. He was informed that nothing
was wanted, hut like other representa-
tives of his trade, he insisted that a pur-
chase be 1nade.

The misfortune of the man was empha-
sized by a special exhibition of his arm.
The lady of the house become very much
terrified, and finally to get rid of the ped-
dler she made a purchase. The husband
learning of the affair became indignant,
but as time passed by the incident was
forgotten.

THE CARE OF BLANKETS.

For real comfort and service the blanket
is the most desirable of all covernings,and
if one understands how to care for her
blankets and how to wash them properly
an expensive blanket is more economical
inthe end than a perishable comfortable.
A facing of fine cheese cloth a quarter of
a yard in depth across the upper edge
of a blanket serves to protect it from soil-
ing, and this may be repalced several
times before a new blanket will require
washing. All bed coverings should be
well aired frequently. Choose a bright,
windy day and hang them out of doors
for an hour or so. It is wel“o whip
blankets lightly with a rattan dusting
stick. If treated in this manner they
will not require frequent washing. When
it does become necessary to wash them
rip off the cheese cloth protectors, whip
out the dust; and if bound with colored
braid, remove it and replace with white.

Then make a very strong suds with
warm soft water. Let them soak only a
few moments, then rub lightly on the
board, ring out and rinse in fresh warm
water to which a little ammonia has been
added. Wring very dry, shake and stretch
into shape, then hang out of doors in the
sun and wind todry. Ifthe foregoing di-
rections are carefully followed one’s
blankets may be kept soft, white and
downy. Impure soap and careless wash-
ing on the other hand, will ruin the
handsomest blankets.

SILVER MINE STORY.

HOW TO ROAST A TURKEY.

Select a large, fat, tender turkey, and
have it nicely dressed, drawn, washed,
wiped dry and well singed, says Ladies’
Home Journal. Rub it all over, inside
and outside, with pepper and salt. Make
a stuffing of the following ingredients:
One pound of light bread crumbs, half a
pound of butter, a heaping teaspoonful of
finely mixed onion, salt and pepper, one
raw egg and enough water to mix rather
soft. Stuff the breast first, and sew it up,
then stuff the body. Rub the turkey all
over with melted butter, and dredge well
with sifted flour. Lay it in a pan on its
breast, and pour in a quart of cold water.
Have the oven well heated but not too hot,
as the turkey must cook slowly to be done.
Allow a quarter of an hour to each pound.
Have some butter in a plate with a lard-
ing mop. From time to time baste the
turkey with the gravy in the pan, rub
over with the larding mop and dredge
again with flour. As it browns turn from
side to side, and last of all brown the
breast. Frequent basting, dredging and
turning, will insure perfect cooking.
When done it should be a rich dark
brown all over, and when a fork is stuck
deep into it no red juice should run. Re-
move it to a hot dish and if the gravy is
not thick enough, add a teaspoonful of
flour creamed smooth with some of the
grease skimmed from the gravy. If, while
cooking, the gravy in the pan boils away
too much, more water should be added.
When the turkey is done, there should be
about a pint of gravy.

TRADE IN SHEEP.

We are pleased to learn that an effort
is being made by the provincial govern-
ment togive an impetus to the opening up
of a trade in sheep from New Brunswick
to Great Britain. We believe all that is
needed to create a profitable and exten-
sive business in this direction is a knowl-
edge of the requirements of the trade and
a little pluck and energy on the part of
our business men. The department of
agriculture, we are told, is now seeking
for information in the proper quarters ; if
the information be found practical it will
be immediately communicated to the pub-
lic. No doubt under ordinary circum-
stances private and individual enterprise
should be chiefly left to work up business
enterprises, but if there is anything a live
government can do within its means in
aid of individual effort no one will be dis-
posed to question the propriety of its
doing it. ‘The secretary of agriculture
under direction of the government is now
ascertaining what facilities could be made
available for the shipment of cargoes of
gheep from St. John te London. The
Furness line of steamers plying between
that port and London with regular bi-
monthly sailings is the only possible line
at present, and if the agents of that line
will be able to provide the necessary ac-
commodation, and the public can be as-
sured of their willingness to do so, a step
in advance will have been made. When
the English farmer delegates, Messrs.
Darcy and McQueen, vigited the province
last fall, they took a great deal of interest
in this question, made many inquiries and
spoke highly of the adaptability of the
province for sheep raiging. The sheep to
be sent to England should be of the
quality described as store sheep, that is
in condition for fattening but not fat. A
large proportion should be wethers and
they would be bought for the purpose of
being fitted for market and would bring
prices fifty per cent better than are
now realized. We suggest this matter
for the consideration of our farmers
and business men. If the descrip-
tion of sheep required for export are
not now to be had, the farmers should
raise them, and it would be a very simple
matter, if the sheep required are to be had,
for shippers to find reliable firms at the
port of destination to handle the cargoes,

The government of Brazil has asked
governor Portella of the state of Rio
Janeiro to resign. The latter refuses. It
is expected martial law will be proclaimed
in the state.

POLITICAL NOTES.

Mr. Abbott has not yet reconstructed or
filled up his government. The ministers,
we are told, have all had their resignations
in the premier’s hands for several weeks,
and are, therefore, only acting ministers.
This state of things ought not to be al-
lowed and would not have continued so
long, we are willing to believe, if there
was any help for it. Mr. Abbott is in
difficulties, and has been all this time
casting about forrelief. That he has been
so long searching without finding what he
seeke, does not promise well for the per-
manency of his reign.

‘What an amount of undiluted humbug
the tory press is capable of getting off
when occasion demands it? Not long
since we had a Rielite agitation and a
few liberals were in it. The Sun —and
this was before the paper was disposed
of at sheriff’s sale — held up the liberal
party to scorn, as disqualified for office
because of the Rielite sympathies of these
few liberals in Quebec. Now we have
col. Ouimet, the leading Rielite and
nationalist, taken into the cabinet, the
first and only product of the long promised
reconstruction. We have so little con-
fidence in the sincerity of those who are
parading their patriotism and loyalty as
a political ware that we should not be
surprised if when the conservative party
are turned out of office, to find their press
very soon hinting at annexation.

It is said that Mr. Chapleau is again
kicking and the statement has a good
deal to support it. Our impression is
that there was no treaty of peace signed,
that it was only a hollow truce. Mr.
Abbott signified, so we believe, to Mr.
Chapleau that he (Abbott) being a Quebec
man should have an important portfolio,
which Mr. Chapleau could not help ad-
mitting was reasonable. The premier
then said he would take railways and give
Chapleau agriculture, and the latter, en-
trapped in a moment, yielded. Thedelay
in completing the reconstruction has
given him a chance to draw back. Mere-
dith is likely to be put in for London,
with the portfolio of public works, and
this is said to be gall and wormwood to
Chapleau. It is even now stated on ap-
parently good authority that the Rielite
col. Quimet rather shook himself clear of
Chapleau and jumped into the cabinet,
accepting the office of secretary of state
before hisfriend intended that he should.

It is decrying the country now if any
one points to our decreasing population —
to our failing markets and ehrinking
values; but when Alexander Mackenzie
led the government, the most doleful
pictures of the state of things then ex-
isting were drawn by the consérvative
press. We should like to reproduce some
of the speeches of conservative speakers
and articles from the press of that day.
We would see how utterly transparent is
minister Foster’s blue ruin cry.

By the way,some of our leading con-
servative friends are feeling around to find
out how minister Foster would take as a
candidate for York — should he be driven
out of Kings. Welearn that the encour-
agement has not been very pronounced.

THE ELECTION COURTS.

Sir Richard and His Accusers - Seats
Held or Declared Vacant.

Chief justice Macdonald and judge
Meagher delivered judgment on the 8th at
Halifax in the Guysboro election case. D.
C. Fraser holds his seat.

Dr. Borden has been renominated by the
grits of Kings county.

Hargraft, liberal, of Ontario, was unseated
on the 8th, cause,corrupt practices by agents.

William H. Hutchings, of London, Ont,
has retained his constituency, the case
against him being dismissed at the requmq
of petitioner’s counsel.

There is a ramor current that R. H. Pope,
M. P, for Compton, intends to resign his
seat in the house of commons.

The candidates nominated by each party
caicus for the late Sir John Macdonald’s
constituency, Kingston, are Gunn,liheral,
and Metcaife, M. P. P., conservative. The
latter will resign his seat immediately in
the Ontario legislature.

The Peel election trial has been adjourned
to December 23rd.

Joseph Marshall, tory member for East
Middlesex, was unseated on the 10th. The
principal charge moved was that one of his
leading supporters voted twice.

The hon. David Mills, of Bothwell, and
Mr. Bowman, M. P. for North Waterloo,
both liberals, haye passed through their
election trials unscathed.

Tory managers have been trying to get
the petition against McLennan of Glengarry,
withdrawn on condition that they dropped
protest against Prouix, of Prescott county,
but the proposition has been refused.

Liberals of North Lanark nominated D.
G. Macdonne]l, ex-M. P., as their candidate
for the house of commons, to fill the
vacancy caused by A. Jamieson’s elevation
to the bench.

Speaker White has issued warrants for
new elections in Montmorency, Que., Vic-
toria, N, 8., Lincoln, Ont,, Halton, Ont.,
and North Perth, Ont.

The petition against the return of Mr.
Semple, liberal, as a member of parliament
for Centre Wellington, was dismissed with
costs, and so was the petition to unseat Dr.
Roome, conservative M. P. for West Mid-
dlesex, the petitioner acknowledging that
he had not sufficient evidence to justify his
proceeding with the case.

The petition against the return of Sir
Richard Cartwright as member of parlia-
for South Oxford was dismissed, counsel
for the petitioner announcing that it had
been decided not to offer any evidence in
support of the charges made in the petition.
Among the charges were that Sir Richard
Cartwright, Mr. Laurier and Erastus Wiman
had conspired together to win the election
for the liberal party, and that Sir Richard
had made illegal agreement with the G. T.
R. for the carrying of electors to vote in
the election. In dismissing the case the
judges declared that there was no evidence
to show corrupt practices had been used to
influence the election of Sir Richard.

In the Nova Scotia supreme court chief
justice McDonald and justice Townshend
set down for trial the election cases of
Kisenhauer vs. Kaulback, the Lunenburg
case, April 6th, the place of trial, Lunen-
burg ; McGillivray vs. Thompson, the Anti-
gonish case, at Antigonish, April 12th;

Dwyer, M. P., for Brome, was declared
unseated on the 10th by judges Brooks and
Charland owing to irregularities by agents.
Dwyer will again run and be opposed by
Fisher, ex-M. P. 2

The protest against the return of Kennedy
F. Burns, M. P., came up before judges
King and Tuck at Bathurst on the 10th.
The objections taken by Mr. Currey were
sustained but the amendments to the par-
ticulars allowed, the petitioner to pay cost.
The court then adjourned.

This makes a total to date of twenty-
two seats vacant, twelve of which returned
conservatives, and ten of which are returned
liberals at the last election.

UPPER KESWICK.

More About the Boguardus Property
— History and Value.

Much has been said about the Bogu-
ardus estate. The people of Keswick are
getting warmed up in the matter, as it is
their last chance. If something is not
done soon it will be forgotten, and die
down as it has formerly. A little exertion
will satisfy the minds of the people. A
copy of the old record has been found,
also a lot more of valuable papers. Two
of our heirs intend leaving for New York
to look after their rights, hoping that
the supposed heirs will liberally throw in
their mites to help the thing along.

The Dutch settled the island of Man-
hattan and were the lords of the soil.
They persecuted nobody. They wel-
comed everybody. They welcomed all sects
and conditions of men, stipulating only
that their own customs, moral and reli-
gious, should not he meddled with. The
worship of the Dutch was in the language
of Holland, but their talk and traffic were
in English. A few Episcopalians, who
came over early, found New York a
genial soil, they opened worship in the
English language. To the great sorrow
of the Dutch, their children ran off to the
Episcopal church, because the worship
was in English. Yet the Episcopalians
were made welcome, and were allowed to
occupy the Dutch church one-half of the
Lord’s day. As aseparate parish, Trinity
was organised in 1697. Their house of
worship was a small, square edifice, with
a steeple. The wealth of Trinity corpor-
ation is hundreds of millions. It origin-
ated with a farm in the then upper part
of New York, now in the centre of busi-
ness, which was leased by the government
to Trinity church. Subsequently one of
the governors of the colony gave it to
Trinity church in fee: The papers were
sent across the waters for approval, but
the home government refused to ratify
the act of the governor. The estate be-
came the property of the state. It got
back into the hands of Trinity ; but New
York has a claim which has never been
settled, which will cause trouble shortly.
Nearly all this farm is covered by the
most elegant and costly buildings of New
York, and the property held by Trinity,
as a whole, is in parts of the city where
the land is most valuable. It lies on
Broadway, between the battery and

Fourteenth street, and spreads out like a’

fan. It embraces wharves, ferries, dock
privileges and depots ; immense blocks on
Broadway of marble, granite, iron and
brown stone; splendid stores, hotels,
theatres, churches and private mansions.
The most costly and splendid buildings
in New York stand on leased ground, and
the owners pay a ground rent. The
Trinity church lease, with its peculiar
privileges and covenants, is one of the
most desirable titles in the city. Dec. 11.

The Week's Events it Brief—-The Cream
of our Exchanges.

Twenty million acres of the land of the
United States are held by Englishmen.

Four children have been born to the
wife of Alfred Boiteau, of Lorette, Que.,
at one birth.

Lord Dufferin has been appointed am-
bassador at Paris, in succession to the late
Earl of Lytton.

The 8t. Croix Courier says an ex-
perienced miner reports deposits of plum-
bago near St. Stephen, and hepes to find
it in workable quantity. 1

Prince Albert Victor will be married to
Princess Victoria Mary on March 10th,
the 28th anniversary of the wedding of
the Prince and Princess of Wales.

Le Canadien, Mr. Tarte’'s newspaper,
was issued for the first time in Montreal,
Monday. There are now two French
morning dailies.  Le Canadien supports
Mr. Mercier.

A despatch from Pekin states recent
victories of imperial troops in Mongolia
have brought the insurrection to an end.
All disturbances in the country appear to
have terminated.

The negro prince Theodore, son of the
late king John, of Abyssinia, who was
brought to England to be educated, has
got a week’s imprisonment in Brussels for
being concerned in a street row.

W. D. Southwich, said to be the leader
of a gang of bomb throwers, one of whom
was blown up in the attempt to assassinate
Russel Sage, was arraigned in New York
and held for five days for examination.

Lohpy, the New York wife murderer,
was electrocuted in Sing Sing prison a few
minutes after twelve on the 7th. Lohpy
died easily and went to the chair com-
posedly and with apparent indifference.

W. C. Anslow, editor and proprietor of
the Advance, met with a painful accident
on Saturday evening. He fell upon his
right knee striking the sharp edge of a
hatch and badly breaking the cap of his
knee.

The .little four year old daughter of
Abram Dakin of Grand Harbor, N. B,
while playing with some matches recently,
set fire to her clothing burning her so
severely as to cause her death in a few
hours.

Joseph Lane, a man under arrest for
the non-support of his wife, in Halifax
is to be prosecuted on a charge of bigamy.
It is alleged that he married another
woman named Mary Tupper, in Halifax,
two years ago.

The Malissori tribe from Albania, Bel-
grade, have raided and burned two vil-
lages in Servia, and killed four of the in-
habitants. They afterwards attacked five
hamlets, plundered the houses and killed
geven persons.

The potato shipments per week from
upper Aroostook averaged ten times as
much in bulk last year as this, and the
cash receipts more than ten times as
much. The farmers are blue in the pros-
pect of realizing much out of the crop
this season. S

A. L. Coombes, St. Leonard’s, passed
over to the great majority the first of last
week. . Mr. Coombes was a native of York
county but had spent the most of his life
at St. Leonard’s. He was sheriff of Vic-
toria county at one time and was seventy-
three years of age.

There has been and is at present much

 rioting going on in Topichula, Mexico.

It is due to the dissatisfaction of the
people with the government. Troops are
held in readiness to proceed to the scene
of the disorder whenever the government
may deem it necessary.

Fred Bohanon and Miss Americus Legg,
living near English, Indiana, have been
married. The groom is aged eighty-six
and the bride eighteen. The bride was
reared by the old man who had no family
of his own, and the marriage is thought
to be a plan to make her his sole heiress.

Fred. Breen challenges any man in
America to skate him a five mile race.
He has sent a challenge to Alfred S.
Franklin, of New York, to skate him a
twenty-five mile race on January 13th in
Victoria rink for $200 a side. The whole
of the gate receipts allowed by the rink,
and Franklin allowed $50 for expenses.

Recent developments at the Britton
mine, Carleton county, are said to be ot
the most encouraging character. There is
now a steam drill at work which facilitates
operations very much. The shaft has now
reached a depth of 154 feet, with the re-
sult of not only, as we are told, of expos-
ing apparently rich ore, but, as well, prov-
ing the correctness of Mr. Gould’s pre-
dictions.

The department of agriculture have ar-
ranged with S. L. Peters, of Queens county,
to address a number of meetings in On-
tario on the dairy interest and to give
practical illustrations of butter making.
A traveling dairy outfit has been furnished
by. professor Robertson, of the experi-
mental farm, Ottawa. Mr. Peters will
operate during December in Kings, Queens
and Sunbury counties.

A convict named Peters was among a
gang from the penitentiary working in the
woods at Dorchester on Monday morning.
He asked permission of the guards to go
to a brook near by for a drink, which re-
quest was granted. Peters did not return
and is still at large. Peters was committed
for forgery at St. John about a year ago
and was arrested at Fredericton. He had
ten or eleven months more to serve.

Advices have been received at London
from Rangoon, to the effect that the
Chinese have fired a number of blank
shots at the British post recently estab-
lished on the Nampoung stream, and are
strengthening their own stockade on the
other side of the river. Serioustrouble is
apprehended, and the authorities have
despatched reinforcements from Bhamo,
a Burmese town forty miles west of the
Chinese frontier, to the British position.

The Advocate, Sydney, C. B., reports
the death of a widow named McDonald,
of Sydney Forks. Shortly before she
died she sent a telegram to her daughter
at Boston to come home, and the same
day the telegram was sent another was
received saying her daughter had died
and the remains would be sent home for
interment. The casket arrived in due
course and was taken home. The shock
was evidently too severe for her mother,
and she died two hours afterwards. Both
funerals took place the same day.

The hearing in the Sawtelle petition
was resumed at Concord on the 17th.
Isaac B. Sawtelle took the stand and testi-
fied at great length to the circumstances
of meeting his brother Hiram at Roches-
ter, February 5th, 1890, and the carriage
ride to the woods in Maine. He told
Hiram he must sign a paper relinquish-
ing the right to the Boston property or
he would shoot him. Hiram jumped
from the carriage and ran. The prisoner
shot him some time after. He shot him
three times more to put him out  of his
misery. Isaac said Dr. Blood suggested
the course be pursued, that he told where
the head was as he wished to be buried
by the side of Hiram, and wanted all of
Hiram’s body to be in the grave. He
said after shooting Hiram he turned the
revolver towards himself, but thought of
his mother and that he must live for her.

The reporters’
seats in the gallery will be opened for the
public, the reporters to have seats on the
main floor, where they will be nearer the
speakers. The work will be done in the
best shape, and when painted and com-
pleted, the room will be far in advance of
what it has been.

A Seasonable Hint.

To THE Eprtor oF THE HERALD:

Sir, — It is surprising what is lost during
the winter in cellars in the way of decom-
position, ot the law of cause and effect. The
cellar is generally banked up to keep out
frost on the eve of winter. The few cold
days pass away and a mild spell takes place,
when the cellar becomes too warm. Apples,
celery, potatoes, and most all vegetables or
garden products begin to prespire. A’
bruised one rots, that effects the others, and
away goes the whole® barrel or box, if not
observed in time and sorted over. As pre-
vention is better than cure, we all admit a
reminder is sometimes of great value. The
writer claims a low temperature to be the
secret of success in this important and yet
often neglected department—say not higher
than 40° nor lower than 32°. A little ther-
mometer, price fifteen or twenty-five cents,
should hang in every cellar. Hot air
furnaces spoil the cellar for keeping the
above mentioned articles unless a separation
wall is made, and then it is almost impos-
sible to maintain a low temperature. Roots,
such as beets, carrots, parsnips, etc., are
much better stored in sand or earth;
celery, ifin a damp cellar and frost proof,
is better planted in an upright position with
the roots just covered with earth or sand;
if not frost proof, then circumstances in
this case, as all others, must be taken into
consideration. It should be covered in a
slanting position almost entirely, as a pre-
ventative from frost. Dry sawdust does
wonders in the way of protection from
frost ; air slaked lime is a good absorbent
where it is too damp. Let every morsel of
decayed vegetable  matter be removed once
a week. This item may appear dogmatic,
but who daresay it does not contain mostly
the truth.

What the Farmers Say.

To Trr Epitor oF THE HERALD. z
Sir,— It is the general opinion™ that the
abundant crops of the past season have ad-
ded much to the wealth of the farmers, but
farmers do not think so. Before harvest
grain was scarce and the price was accord-

ingly high but as soon as the new grain |

reached the market the price fell. A large
crop on which nothing in the way of cash
can be realized is of little benefit financially.
True there can be more pigs, horses, cattle
and .poultry fed than on the poor year’s
crops, but these cannot be sold either.
There has been nothing that the farmers
could sell for cash this year except sheep.
The farmers say that they can raise all nec-
essary produce, of the best quality, if they
had a market for it. York county alone
can supply a dozen cities like Fredericton,
but as there is but one Fredericton what is
to be done with the produce for the other
eleven towns. Ifsome of those who boast
of the farmer's prosperity under the present
system will stand up and explain what the
extra crops can be converted into to pro-
duce cash, the farmers will very readily
adopt the plan. Leaving aside our few fac-
tories and the lumber industry the farmers
are the only producers of wealth. If they
cannot get cash for their produce, they.can-
not pay the merchant. He will therefore
have no cash to pay them in return. The
country is productive, the farmers are wil-
ling, will some one tell them how to work
their farms for cash not trade. Tons of pork
have been raised this year, what will be
done with it? Where will it find a market ?
What is wanted is more consumers. Our
young people leave the counntry, no one
will dispute that, and there is thus fewer
consumers than there were a few years
since. A change, either. better or worse,
must come. Yours. ONE oF THEM.
