OPINION OF THE ONYARIO LEGISLA-

On the 4'h March, 1896, the Lib-
eial majority in the Ontario Legis-
lative Assembly carried a resolution
from which the followiny is an ex-

Such being the case, I
think the argument of the Hon.
David Mills (18th March, 1896,
Hansard 462) is unanswerable.
“Now, Mr. Speaker, let me say that
it is also a well settled rule that
where there is a right by law in the
suppliant to seek for relief, there is
a corresponding duty to bear his
complaint, and if a substantial right,
or privilege, be injuriously affected
or destroyed, to redress the griev-
ance and restore the privilege taken
away.” The principle to which Mr.
Mills referred is well known, but in
order that- it may, for the purpose
of the school case;/tnput beyond
dispute, I quote from a speech of
Mr. Dalton McCarthy (March 1889)
when be was urging the Dominion
Parliament to interfere with the
local legislation of the Province of
Quaebee with reference to the
Jesuits' Estate Act.

Had Mr, Blake been
in Canada he would have been a-
ware  that’ the authors of the Re-
medial Bill did not in any way &on-
cede the existence of the difficulty
to which he refers. His mind, no
doubt, was directed to one point,
aamely, that the Dominion Parlia-
ment could not slter the destination
of money voted by the Liocal Legis-
lature. But the solution of what
Mr. Blake suggests to be a diffi-
culty in no way depends upon that
question. The solation was of the
very simplest kind. As is well
known, the ownership .of the lands
in Manitoba is vested in the Dom-
inion authorities. By a Dominion
statute certain of the Manitoba
lands were “se" apart as an gndow-
ment for purposes of edacation,”
and the administration of these
lands was retained by the Domin-
jon Government. Moneys derived
from the eale of them were “ to be
invested in seourities of Canada to
form a school fand.” The interest
avising from this fund was to “be
paid annually to the Goverament of
the Province . towards the
support of the public schools there-
in, and the moneys 8o paid shall be
distributed for that' purpese by the

Government of such Province . . ¢

TaE total vote polled at the elec-
tion for the House of Commons; in
West Prince, on the 27th ult., was
Jess.than the vote at the genersl
election in June, by 360. Mr.
Perry’s majority over Mr. Hackett
is 89 ; but had the total vote been
polled it is not impossible that
the majority fully as large, would
have been on the other side. It
would be difficult to conjecture the
causes of the reduction in the
number of votes polled. No
doubt, they were numerous and
varied. In view of all the facts;
the Grits being in power at Otta-
wa; the promises of lavish ex-
penditures of public money in the
riding; the intluence exerted on
behalf of Mr. Perry, by the Dom-
inion and Provincial Governments,
, the other “human devices”
"o which recourse was had by the
Grit emissaries who overran the
riding, it is not all wonderfu! that
Mr. Perry was elected ; but his
comparitively ~ small majority
shows that the Conservatives are
very much alive in West Prince.
Mr. A. B. Warburton, Mr. McWil-
liams, Mr. Rogers, of Alberton,
and even Mr. Bell were relieved
from attention to their duties in
the Legislative Assembly, and
went into the riding to exert their
persuasive powers to secure votes
for Mr. Perry. Nor were these
all the outsiders who came to as-
sist the Orit candidate. There
was Mr. John Yeo, M. P., with his
bland smile and with those per-
suasive arguments so well under-
stood and so frequently exerted in
the western section of our Pro
vince, and there was no less a per-
sonage than Mr. Bayfield Williams,
Private Secretary to Mr. L H.
Davies, -Minister of Marine and
Fisheries. Our QGrit friends are
wont to boast about Mr. Davies’
being a Minister with portfolio;
but in this ease, it is said that his
private secretary brought a port-
folio with him when he came from
Ottawa. When this important
personage was journeying from
the capital towards his native Pro-
vince, the Minister of Marine is
said to have exerted all his powers
to have him carried across the
straits in his favorite steamer, the
Petrel ; but the miserable tub was
stuck so fast in the ice that it was
impossible to start her. The con-
sequence was that the poor little
fellow and his portfolio were
obliged to make their way across
the straits as best they could. No
doubt there are some electors in
‘West Prince, as well as in other
portions of the Province who need
seed grain and fishing outfits at
this season of the year. 'In such
cases & portfolio is very conven-
ient. In addition to the emissar-
ies already named, there was in
the riding between nomination
and election day, another mission-
ary upon whom & word should be
bestowed in passing. He is no
other than Mr. Bernard D. Mec-
Lellan, assistant clerk of the Leg-
islative Assembly. The Legisla-
ture was in session at the time,
and one would suppose that if
there are any duties at all devolv-
ing upon an sssistant clerk, that
would be the time for him to per-
form them. The .particular part
of the programme assigned to the
agsistant clerk, seems to have been
to instruct the Catholics in their
conscientious duties regarding the
« gettlement”  of the Manitoba
school question. - He pointed out
to them that Mr. Laurier’s “settle-
ment” of this question was sabis-
factory to him, and that should be
sufficient for anybody. When was
Mr. Laurieror Mr. McLellan given
authority to speak ez cathedra on
questions affecting the conscien-
tious convictions of Catholies ?
Better should be expected from
one whose early environment was
such ~ a8 his. ‘It is pain-
fully evident that he has proved
himself unworthy of vhe auspices
under which he budded into man-
hood, and that his political aspira-
tions are in an unenviable direc-
tion.

Supposing, for the sake of £
ment, it were true that such “div-
isions” existed, why should the
facts be blazoned forth in the Ex-
aminer ?

What attitude has the Examiner
assumed towards this question, as
itadifferent phases presented them-
selves to the public? -When, early in
1895, in consequence of the decision of
the Imperial Privy Council, the ques-
tio was relegated to the Dominion
Government, the Examiner-began to
shiver as if it had been struck by a
cyclone. It hoped the Dominion
Parliament would not undertake to
assent the right vested in it in this
matter lest ¢ Manitoba should resist.”
It declared that “ interference on the
part of the Dominion Parliameat
would be abnormal and contrary to
the spirit of the constitution,” and it
was appalled at the thought that tne
interference of Parliament would “re-
sult in divisions and contentions in
both parties I’ We pointed out at
the time that the course of the Ex-
aminer was neither “ manly nor in-
dependent.”  Subsequeotly when
the question came before Parliament
and before the people, the Examiner
appeared to fayor the contentions
advanced in behalf of the min-
ority in Manitoba. We say it ““ap-
peared” to favor these contentioos ;
for when the “settlement” of Mr.
Laurier was made public, a settle
ment the Manitoba minority did not
accept, and which Catholics cannot
accept, the Examiner expressed the
hope that “ the Catholics of Manitoba
wculd acquiesce in the arrangement,”
and that we should hear no mcre
about the question. We certainly
think the evidence bere furnished
shows the Examiner’s course on the
Manitoba school question to have
been sufficiently chameleon-like to
please the most insincere. And this
is the arbiter, forsooth, to whom is
submitted imaginary ¢ divisions a
mong the clergy.” We would once
more point out to the Editor of the
Examiner that he shonld rise above
acting the part of the jackal to s
tartuffe.

Provincial Legislature.

(Held over from last week.)

Mr. Blanchard followed Mr. Gordon.
He pointed out that the Piopeer news-
paper reported the Leader of the
Government as saying in his Lyceum
speech in 1893 that he would not at-
tompt to impose taxation until he con-
sulted the people at. the polls. He
showed the rediculousness-of the Pre-
mier's boast about certain reductions
in expenditures when his average
annual expenditure was far in excess
of that under Conservative rule. Where
then had the money gome? On the
question of abolishing the Legislative
Council, he showed that the Premier
need not claim much credit; for had
the Grit members of that body permit-
ted the Conservatives to abolish it, not
$15,000 as Mr. Peters claimed, but $60,
000 wonld have been saved to the Pro-
vince, After some farther remarks Mr.
Blanchard moved the adjournment of
the debate and the remainder of Thurs-
day’s sitting was devoted to other mat-
ters.

After routine on Friday Mr. Blanch-
ard completed his remarks on the bud-
get. It was, no doubt, the intention of
other members of the Oppocition to
speak before Mr. Speaker left the chair
and score the Government for the man-
ner in which they have mismanaged
our public affairs; through some mis-
understanding the motion to go into
committee was now put and carried.
In committee, as the different items
came up for considerstion, onslanghts
were made on the Government,s
position, and their condoct was severly
criticised by Hon. Mr. Gordon, Mr.
Shaw, Mr. Campbell and other mem-
bers of the Opposition. The most a-
musing feature of the afternoon’sde-
bate was an admission made bv Mr.
Sipclair. The expenditure for ferries
was under consideration, and the mem-
bers of the Opposition took strong
ground against the extravagance and
wrecklessness which characterized the
management of the Sounthport ferry.
Mr. Sinclair rose to defend the Govern-
He admitted that the, éxpenditure was
large; but he thonght it would be diffi-
cult tolessen it il justice to the peo-
ple. There were, he said, six mem-
bers in the House whose seats depend-
ed on this expenditure and the accomo-
dation fornished in consequeuce, - This
admission by Mr. Sinclair was
hailed by the Opposition as “ letting
the cat out of the bag.” They knew all
along, they said, that the Premier, and
Mr. Cummiskey; Mr. Forbes and Mr.
Hector 0. McDonald; Mr. Farquharson
and Mr. Wise owed their seats in the
H ouse to the expenditure and beodling
in tohpection” with the Southport and
Rocky Point ferries; but they had
hardly been prepared to hear s mem-
ber of the Government admit this fact
point blank, as Mr. Sinclair had done.

He must have made the admission
either in ‘s moment of weakness” or
in a moment of political honesty. Mr.
Bipclair rose t» his feet more than once
and tried to explain away his unfortp-
nate admission; but like Banco’s ghost
it wonld not down,

with. The House then sdjourned till
26th.

The proceedings of the House on Mon-
day, the 26th, were for the most part of
a routine character. -Some bills “were
advaneed s stage; but no debate of a
very exciting natare took place. Tues-
day’s proceedings also were quite mod-
erate. The following resolution, moved
by the Premier, elicited considerable
discussion. It was, however, of a com-
paratively friendly nature, both sides of
the House agreeing with the general
scope of the resolation :

Whereas the Dominion Government
has proposed tosurvey the Hillsborough
River with the object of building a
bridge to connect the contempl 1ted Bel-
fast and Murray Harbor railway direct
with Charlottetown.

And Whereas, it is desirable, in order
to save the cost of the ferries and to bet-
ter accommodate the travelling public,
that the bridge be constructed so as to
be suitable for passenger and carriage
traffic across the said river as yell as for
the railway.

Therefore Resolved, that in the opin-
ionof the Legislative Assembly the Gov-
ernment of Prince Edward Island should
co-operate with the Dominion Govern-
ment in arranging for the construction
of & bridge for the pirpose aforesaid at
as early a time as possible upon such
terms a8 may be agreeable to both gov-
ernments. 1

“Ag soon a8 the sitting was fairly start-
ed on Wednesday, Mr. ﬁlgay. inaecord-
ance with notice ‘previously \given,
moved that the House resolve itself into
committee of the whole on the following
resolution :

Whereas, the present Government
gained power at the election of. 1893 by
leading the people to believe that the
dsys of taxation were far off, and by
promising through economy and reform
to make revenue and expenditure meet.

And Whereas, that by certain resolu-
tions submitted doring the several ses-
sions of the Legislature, and by the de-
clarations of Liberal speakers at the late
elections, both Federal and Local, the
people were given to understand that
Fiee Trade with the United States in the
products of the soil would be obtained
by the return of the Liberals to power
at Ottawa.

And Whereas, that notwithstanding
the enormous amount collected in taxes
during the past 3 years, the yearly re-
ceipts have not been equal to the expen-
diture, and as a consequence s public
d btof an alarming magnitude has been
rolled up that threatens to jeopardize
the future interests and well-being of
this province.

Therefore Resolved, That the present
Governmenthaving violated the pledges
made to the people previous to the elec-
tion of 1893, and by their extravagant
and reckless expenditure largely in-
creased the burdens of the people,
have therefore forfeited the confidence
of the electorate of this province.

This was the signal for a wordy com-
bat. Mr. Speaker's prayers, at the
opening, for wisdom and moderation in
the deliberations of the assemblod legis-
lators, were evidently lost sight of. The
Premier contended that the resolution
was out of order at that stage according
to the usages of Parliament. Other
members of the Government took the
same ground. - Mr. Shaw, Mr.b‘umpbol]’
.he Leader of the Opposition, Mr. J A.
McDonasld, and other members of the
Oppositién argued that the resolution
was in order. -For a short while the
scene was extreme ly lively ; both sides
appealing to Mr. Speaker for his ruling.
The latter took time to consider, and in
the afternoon decided against Mr. Shaw.
The member for New Perth was not t
be outdone, however, 8o he put & notice
on the order book that he would, on the
following day, bring the matter up
again, by simply moving the resolation
without asking the House fo go into
committee on it.

On Thursday afternoon Mr. Shaw
moved his resolution and , followed it
with a speech of over three hours dura-
tion, in which he severely scored the
Government. for their many and glaring
shortcomings. The Leader of the Gov-
ernment, he pointed out, had spoken
for about three hours in his budget
speech but ic was a speech of the great-
est weakness. It was an apology for
the Government’s shortcomings. He
went on to show how vain was the
boasting of the Premier regarding the
economies of the administration. For
instance the savings effected in the Jus-
tice Department. It is well known that
the Sullivan administration bad re-
duced the number of jurors. In 1893
the expenditare in that department had
reached $19,000. This year, the expen-
ditare of the department of justice
would, on the Premier's admission, be
larger than for some years past, onsten-
siby on ac~ount of the McGowan mur-
der trial ; but really on account of fees
paid to the lawyers who were perform-
ing the Attorney-General’s duties, when
the latler was earning $756 a day before
the Behring Sea arbitration. At this
point, Mr. Shaw referred to the contra-
dictory statements on the expenditore
for the administration of justice, and
Mr. H. C. McDonsald, rose to a point of
order. This created quite & lively dis-
eussion agross the floor of the House.
The point was that Mr, Sbaw shounld
not quote from -the report of the Pre-
mier's budget speech as reported in
the Patriot. The statements made by
the Leader of the Government relative
to .savings -in the Land Offics, Mr.
Shaw said werp fallacious and dishonest
The Premier quoted the expenditare. in
the Land Office under the late Govern.
ment, during years when that expendi-
tore was unusually heavy ; but when
he referred to the rpceipts in the same
office, the Leader took altogether dif-
ferent years, when the receipts were
unosually small. Mr, Shaw here
endmerated the average expenditure
per year under. the respective Govern-
ments, He next referred to the Regis-
try office, and refated the extravagant
boasting of the Government regarding

their egonomies snd excellent manage-
ment in that ofice. During the last

—

five years the present Government paid,
in that office, $2,500 more than the
late Government paid during their last
five years of office. The matter of dis-
counts in the Land Office next came in
for criticism. In thrge yearsfrom 1892,
according to the Land® Office reports ;
thus showing that $95,035.73 was given
in discounts. He said that, according
to his own aceounts, the commissioner
was like clay in the land of the potter,
in his relations to the Leader of the
Government. What justification had
the Government to make for this coo-
dition of things? As.to the matter of
printing, he gaid the saving would ap-
pear to have been effected in' conse
quence of not three contracts in ten
being now let by public contract. Then
there was the expenditare for type
writers. Taking these facts into con-
sideration, practically no saviog had
been effected by the present Govern-
ment under this head. Regarding the
expenditure for education, the Govern

ment deserve no particular eredit, in as
much as this expenditure is to a great
extent uncontrollable. It was the duty
of whatever Government was in power
to afford the best education possible to
the youth of our Province. He said the
teachers’ salaries should be paid from
the public treasury of the Province.
Rich and poor should be treate? alike,
in the matter of education. What is
the; Government doing for the educa-
tion of those whose calllng ié that of
agricultarists? They abolished the
.chair of agriculture in the Prince of
Wales College. If the Government had
effected saving in different departments
as claimed by the Leader of the Gov-
ernment, where has the meney gone?
The snnual expenditare of the Govern-
meet has been nearly $29,000 more
than that of their predecessors
in the same number of years. Only in
1893 was there more money spent on
the rosds by the present Government
than\by their predecessors in office.
But that was election year ; hence we
must conclade the increased expenditure
was for the purpose of obtaining votes.
Mr. Shaw then showed how Mr. Farqu-
barson, when acting Premier, refused to
pay road orders given in October, Nov-
ember, and December; but carried
them over to be charged to the’present
year. The excuse given was that the
money had not been voted by the Leg-
isiatare ; but no sooner had the new
year come in thban these orders were
paid, notwithstanding the money had
not been voted. He pointed out how
Supervisors returns for 1893, after hav-
ing been removed from the table of the
House, had been tampered with, and
additional certificates of expenditure
attached to them. During 1893, the
sum of $15,000, nearly one third ot the
expenditure for roads, had heen ex-
pended in the Fort Augustus and West
River districts. This shows that the
members from these districts are very
expensive. The expenditure on wharves
by the present Government, was on an
average, $2,000.a year less than by the
Conservative Government. O! $1,556.-
61 spent on wharves in 1896, only $33.-
75 in Prince County, and $206,45 in
King’s County. Nearly all the remain-
ing $1,250 was spent in the Fort Augus-
tus and West River Districts. The same
argument held good regarding bridges.
On an average $5,195.26 less per year
were spent on bridges by the present
Government, than by “the Conservative
Government. Neither was the money
spent on the Provincial Building. A
portion of the $185,000 of debentures
asked for by Premier Peters, was said
to be for repairing the Provincial
Building. Bot he did not spend the
$9,000, or $10,000 asked for, for that
purpose. He only spent $1,342 alto-
gether on the building in the last five
vears. Therefore, notwithstanding the
$29,000 spent ancually by the present
Government over and above their pre-
decessors, the money had not been
spent in the public works enumerated.
Where did the money go? A great por-
tion went for ferries. The gross deficit
on the ferries since the present Govern-
merit came into power reached $75,000
The opposition claimed this service
could be performed for much less. He
bere referred to the statement of Mr.
Sinclair as to the six members who
owed their seats in thc House to the
ferry expenditure. These six men were
very expensive laxuries. It was
ratber hard for the farmers, when they
paid their taxes to understaud that for
every dollar, fifty cents went to kesp
these six men in the House. The
steamer Hillsborough next came under
consideration. $13,500 was the con-
tract price of the steamer. . The Leader
gave his word in the House that no ex-
tras would be allowed. But the. re-
turns showed that $4,265.40 had been
paid in extras, A great portion of
these extras were paid to *‘other per.
sons,” according to the statements in
the public accounts. Who were these
« other persons ?” He nextshowed how
the interest had increased. The pres-
ent Government paid $8,741(78 in inter-
est on an average each year more than
their predecessors. For every dollar
the late Government drew from Ottawa
tLey put a good two dollar bill in lien
thereof. What did the present Govern-
ment ever add to our capital at Ottawa?
