The Ruins ot
Monastic England.

The whirligig of time brings in its 
contrasts as well as its revenges, and 
ofttimes the contrast and the revenge 
are convertible terms. Picture the 
workmen of the official commissioners 
of Henry VIII in the act of despoil» 
ing the great monastic bouses of Eng­
land ; they began while the monks 
were still in the cloister by stripping 
the roofs and pulling down the gut­
ters and rain pipes ; melting the lead 
into pigs and castings, throwing down 
the bells, breaking them with sledge 
hammers and packing the metal into 
barrels ready for tbè visit of the spe­
culator and his bid for the spoil. 
And “ what had been a monument of 
architectural beauty in the past,” says 
Dora Guqust, “ was now a bare, 
roofl :as choir, where late the sweet 
birds sang. ”

But the England of today is of 
another mind. Toe birds are no 
more, their cages have been ruthlessly 
destroyed, but the broken fragments 
-the would preserve, as precious me­
morials of what once contributed in 
no small part to England’s greatness. 
Here and there a few walls of the an­
cient monasteries are Btill standing 
Neglect and smouldering hatred of 
the old Church succeeded in after 
generation* in completing the wreck 
and ruin which the monster of lust 
and cruelty brought on the realm. 
Tewkesbury Abbey kept us wall 
paintings almost intact until 1809, o** 
thereabouts, when an enthusiastic 
Protestant vicar smeared ; he whole of 
the interior with yellow wash.

According to the 
custom on the*e occasions, the newly 
elected member of the Academy 
gave an outline of the career of his 
predecessor, who, in this case, was 
the essayist and historian, the Y s- 
count Eugene Melcboir de Vogue, 
and it was to this speech that M 
de Man had to make answer. Sel­
dom, even at the Academy, was so 
eloquent, harmonions and felicitous 
a speech lis’ened to by aq audience 
where the flower of the literary 
world in Pranr e was b illiandv re­
presented. ween M. de Regnier 
and M. de Man there are lew points 
in common beyond the fact tnat both 
of them era men of letters, that both 
are highly cultivated, and have made 
their mark in the history of modern 
Frencn liters' are,

M. de R jgaier, a p >et of no m >an 
ent, is that son-in—law and the 

pupil of the still greater poet, Jose 
Maria de Heredia ; he has also 
wt it en a number of novels, bu 1 bis 
poetry, brilliant and subtle, full of 
symbols, color and charm, consti­
tutes bis obi T claim to oelebritye 
He makes no secret of being an un­
believer and something of a pagan, 
and in spite of the literary beauty ot 
many of bis writings, their theme 

often [incited to purely sensual 
enjoyment. Even his poems, ex­
quisitely chiselled, with a fascinat­
ing charm, am, in this respect, more 
open to criticism than his prose.

M, de M in’s ciiUoison were fear­
less and sometimes severe, but at. 
tered with a curtesy that took away 
any bitterness, and his generous and 
eloquent recognition of M. de Rég­
nier1s gres 1 gifts wa- charmingly 
--xpressed. Seldom were the pof Vs 
verses b '!er interpre'ud than by 
.he great Outholic orator ; those that 
he read aloud bad a mar ial ring 
and evidently tpp^ule j strongly to 
him- as-‘ an old soldier *

Not only did ha reprove the tone 
of M. de Regnier’s novels, he sLo 
rectified the julgemeot passed Çy 
the latter on M. de V -gu \ his prer 
deceseor at the F1 enoh -A^demy, 
wûom he believed to have been 
more deeply and sincerely religions 
than bis successor seam d to imply.

THE POOR DYSPEI
A. Citbolic j lurnal in France in­

forms us that the new French Pre­
mier has had nothing to do with the 
extraordinary goings on of the defunct 
and disgraced ministry of OaiHaux, 
which has baen accused of betraying 
the country to the financiers. For 
some time past Poincare, who is 
rated as the most brilliant man in 
France, has been living ip retire­
ment and has kept himself aloof from 
the political squabbles that are tear­
ing poor France to pieces. When­
ever he broke the prolonged silence 
which his lose of order and quiet, *a 
well as bis disgust lor useless parlisv 
mentary strife, imposed upon him, it" 
was only in the interests of harmony 
and peace, and to prevent his fellow 
countrymen from miking fools of 
themselves by some ill-considered 
political action.

He is a distinguished lawyer, big 
enough to fill 1 he place of the depart 
ed Waldeck-Rousseau He is a 
journalist, well known for his schol­
arly contributions to the press ; he is 
a member of the Superior Council of 
the Beaux Arts ; President of the 
Union Polytechnique de France, and 
many other things besides. He was 
a Deputy at 27, and after having been 
Minister of several Cabine s, is now 
the Premier at 52, but withal is not 
ambitious of honors or public life, 
and does not seem to care a straw for 
popularity. He is a well- balanced 
mao, who bas studied much and 
learned much, and who has always 
and everywhere been able to retain 
his self-control and keep his eyes 
closed when necessary. Physically 
he is not tall, hut carries himself well; 
he has what a press writer calls a tete 
cafree, which .probably is a square 
head ; his mustache is thin, and be 
wears bis hair close cropped. In ap­
pearance he combines the youthful- 
fulness and fire of a collegian with 
the authority of a statesman. He 
belongs to the party of the founders 
of the Republic, which, under the 
various appellations imposed upon it 
by circumstances, has endeavored to 
stand midway between reaction and 
revolution, without always succeeding. 
Too often some of the elements com­
posing it have dragged it towards de­
magogy and S ictalism, while others 
have adopted anti clericalism as their 
creed, and have empl iyed their en­
ergies in provoking religious strife.

If Poincare has always been '• lay " 
in sis politics, he has at tne same time 
denounced the measures which were 
directed against Gathq ics. He has 
shorn him self both in the tribune 
and the press a bitter antagonist of 
the persecuting ex-Minislet Combes. 
He has beçtj thus far an ardent cham­
pion of liberty of education, which he 
describes as ‘ the complemen', the 
corollihy, and the safegeerd of liber'y 
of conscience be has no eympathy 
with the rabid revolutionary party 
and a short time agi fat dvoounced 
their prtocipl -s ar >' the insidious and 
penetrating porsoo which leaves in 
the social organism the remnant of 
the revolutionary spirit, which should 
have been long sinoe rejected.” He 
on'e s upon his new office with an 
rx raorjinary wave of enthusiasm and 
hope that seems to be sweeping over 
trie ceantry. Only eight members of 

^ the Legislative refused to give him 
I their vote of confidence ; over four 
hundred voted for him.

With such a man at the helm cf 
State, Catholics may ha tempted to 
hope that they may weather the storms 
that ere growing blacker on the poli­
tic il horizon.

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Our Claims Presented

Condition of Labour.

Premier Mathieson returned 
froiti Ottawa on Saturday last, 
where he and his fellow dele­
gates had been pressing the 
claims of this Province upon 
the attention of the Federal 
Government. A hearing was 
given the delegates before the 
full Cabinet, when Hon. Mr. 
Mathieson present our claims 
in a most able and compre 
hensive manner. Afterwards 
the whole matter was referred 
to a committee of the Council, 
consisting of Premier Borden, 
Hon. Mr. Foster ; Hon. Mr. 
White, Finance Minister; Hon 
Mr.- Rogers, and Hon. Mr. 
Perely. By this committee 
the whole case was deligently 
enquired into, from time to 
time, and we have no reason 
to doubt that the result will 
be satisfactory. As a matter 
of fact, there is every reason 
to hope that the outcome will 
be a large measure of justice 
to this Province. The very 
brightest hopes are entertain 
ed of a satisfactory result.

Premier Mathieson and his 
fellow delegates took advan 
tage of the occassien to discuss 
the question of inland, fisher­
ies with the Minister of Mar­
ine, the Minister of Justice, 
and others of the Cabinet. The 
greatest difficulty in the way 
in this matter is in the word­
ing of the terms of Confeder­
ation. Uunder the act the 
title of all public harbors is 
vested in the Dominion of 
Canada, and no definition of 
the areas and limitations of 
these public harbors has been 
arrived at. In consequence 
of this incertainty it was im 
possible to fix upon the areas 
most suitable for the cultiva 
tion of the oyster fishery. But, 
through the ability and per­
severance of Premier Math­
ieson, it is pleasing to learn 
that an agreement has been 
reached, under which the 
Government of this Province 
may proceed to the develop 
merit of this source of Provin 
cial wealth.

It is to be provided by an 
amendment of the Fisheries 
Act of 1906 that the Govern 
or in Conncil may upon such 
terms and conditions as may 
be agreed upon authorize the 
Government of the Province 
to grant leases from time to 
time of such areas of the sea 
coast, bays, inlets, harbors 
creeks rivers, etc. in the Pro­
vince as the Government of 
the Province may consider 
suitable for the cultivation and 
production of oysters ; and the 
lesses of such areas shall, pur­
suant to such agreement, but 
subject to the fishery régula 
tions of Canada have the ex­
clusive right to the oysters 
produced or found on the 
beds within the limits of their 
respective leases.

It is provided, of course 
that no agreement shall pre­
judice the right or title of the 
Dominion to enjoy and use 
the same for any purpose 
than the cultivation and pro­
duction of oysters. This diffi­
culty being thus overcome the 
Province will benefit by the 
advantages and wealth which 
must accrue from the develop­
ment of our unrivalled oyster 
areas, which are now all but 
barren, in consequence of in­
discriminate fishing. Mean 
time the Dominion Govern 
ment will be responsible for 
their protection. This of it 
self, is a matter of the utmost 
importance to our Province, 
and to the Mathieson admin­
istration the credit must be 
toven.

The Charlottetown corres- 
pondentofthe Labour Gazette 
reports as follows on the 
labour conditions during the 
month of January :

A very considerable decline 
took place in the demand lor 
labour, especially in connec 
tion with building operations. 
Work on all buildings under 
construction ceased with the 
setting in of the cold winter 
weather, and as a consequence 
carpenters, masons, bricklay­
ers and plasterers were for the 
most part unemployed. This 
was also true in a large meas 
ure of unskilled labour.

In several lines of mechan­
ical industry, however, activ­
ity prevailed. This is panic 
ularly true of iron and meial 
working. In the foundry and 
machine shops business was 
quite as active al in the pre­
vious month, the same num­
ber of hands being employed, 
and the same rate of wages 
paid. In the blacksmith’s 
shops, too, business was quite 
good, particularly so of horse­
shoeing.

Tobacco manufacturers 
were fully as busy in January 
as they had been in December. 
The output of manufactured 
tobacco was quite equal to that 
of the previous month ; the 
hands employed being prac­
tically the same, and the pay 
roll undergoing no diminu­
tion.

The printing business was 
good, and printers were in 
demand, no competent me­
chanic in this line desiring 
work being obliged to remain 
idle.

Our one shoe factory was a 
little less active in its opera­
tions in January than in De 
cember, although the output 
was not materially reduced.

J he lumber business was on 
the whole quiet. Little or no 
stock was handled outside at 
our lumbet yards, but those 
having planing mills and kin­
dred woodworking depart 
ments did a good business in 
these inside operations. The 
staff of artisans employed in 
these was not reduced, and 
the wages remained station­
ary.

In the offices and mechan­
ical department of the Prince 
Edward Island Railway all 
were busy. In the machine 
shops, the car shops, and the 
various mechanical freight 
and other departments ol the 
system the permanent staff of 
skilled and unskilled labour 
underwent no diminution. 
The number of uuskilled la­
bourers of the temporary class 
was not as large as in Decem­
ber. Wages were the same.

The second of ibe special Lenten ser­
mons was preached in 8t. Dnnstan’e 
Cathedral on Snoday evening last, by 
Rev T Campbell, Rector of St. Don* 
elan’s College. His theme was tbe 
Divinity of Christ and bis text was the 
30tb verse of the X chapter of tbe Gos­
pel according to St John : “ I and the 
Father are one/' To ns, who are en­
lightened by tbe gift of divine faith, it 
s a shame, said the Rev. preacher, that 

we should be asked, whether or not 
Christ is the Son of God. Bat the key 
to this qaeetion placed in oar soals by 
faith and grace is not so apparent to 
those who have not been equally favor­
ed. Abundant evidence of Christ’s Di. 
vinity is found in the Scriptures. In 
varions places in the Gospel, in addition 
to the text quoted, Christ declared him 
eel to be the Son of @od. His whole 
public life and tbe miracles He perform 
ed were in attestation of this profession 
of His Divinity. In support of this 
attestation of Divinity He gave His life, 
and proved its troth by Hie resurrection 
from tbe dead. Tbe Apostles and De 
ci pies bore testimony to this same truth; 
wrought miradee in this faith and 
suffered death in testimony thereof. 
The faith preached and taught by Christ 
and His Apostles snd handed down to 
us by their successore and the grace Of 
God imparted to ns through tbe Sacra 
mente keep this trnfch burning in oar 
scale. Tbe Uaphing authority which 
Christ committed to Hip Chorch has 
faithfully guarded this sacred doptrine 
from ell taint of error, and from time 
to time has lopped cff all excrescences 
of error. This has been exemplified in 
every age of Christianity ; in tbe third 
century when Arianisaa was condemn- 
#d, as welt as in the twentieth centary 
when Modernism was anathematised. 
It should be tbe duty of as who are so 
highly favored to show forth by oor liyas 
that we are firm believers In tbe Divin­
ity of Christ and faithfnl followers of the 
maxims which He inculcated.

Tlje Federal Parliament.
In its reference to the debate on the Manitoba 

boundaries question in the House of Commons on 
Tuesday Feby 27th, the St. John Standard among 
other things, has this to say :

Mr Borden—“ The Government of Ontariahas 
assented to this arrangement, and the Govern 
irent of Manitoba has assented to this arrange­
ment, and every one has assented to it, except my 
hon. friends on the other side of the House."

Thus succinctly may be summed up the outcome 
of the long and at times bitter struggle in which 
the Province of Manitoba has been engaged for 
nearly forty years to obtain an extension of her 
boundaries and the full recognition of her provin 
cial rights.

The question is settled. Manitoba will have her 
Northern boundary extended to the sixtieth parallel 
of latitude, which now marks the Northern bound­
aries of Alberta and Saskatchewan ; her Western 
boundary will be the present Eastern boundary 
line of the Province of Saskatchewan tothe sixtieth 
parallel ; and her Eastern boundary will be the 
present Eastern boundary as far North as the 
Northeast corner of the Province, thence in a 
straight line to the most Eastern point of Island 
Lake and thence in a straight line to the point 
where the eighty-ninth meridian of West longi­
tude intersects the shore of Hudson Bay. The area 
of Alberta is placed at 253,000 square miles ; the 
area of Saskatche'wanis placed at 250 000 square 
miles ; the area of Manitoba is increased from 
73,000 square miles to 521,832 square miles. This 
in brief is the settlement arrived at as regards 
territory.

Fincially, a satisfactory agreement has also been 
reached. The following is a summary of the past 
and future basis for a subsidy :

Without going into an elaborate explanation it 

may be said that as far as financial terms are con . 
cerned Manitoba will be on the game basis 
as the other Prairie Provinces. For the year 
beginning July 1, 1912, Alberta will receive $1,- 
260,. 105.40 ; Saskatchewan, $1,551,820.60, and 
Manitoba $1,349,345.39- In addition, and to 
compensate the Province for the delay which has 
resulted since July, 1908, when Parliament unani­
mously passed a resolution defining the boundar­
ies now finally established, Manitoba will receive 
four years arrearages amounting to approximately 
$2,178,648.52.

The surprise of the debate was the Prime Min­
ister’s announcement of the satisfactory arrange 
ment with Ontario, by which that Province secures 
an outlet on Hudson Bay. This has been one of 
the great difficulties in the way of a settlement. 
The Laurier Government for years had been play­
ing one Province against the other with the natur 
al result that no satisfactory basis of agreement on 
this point had been arrived at. Qn the first read­
ing of the bill Mr. Borden informed the House 
that an Order-in Council had been passed on Feb­
ruary 20, transerring to the Province of Ontario a 
strip of land five miles wide within the boundaries 
Manitoba of to provide for the extension of the 
Temiskaming and Northern Ontario Railway to 
the shores of Hudson Bay. Ontario will secure 
access either to Nelson or Fort Churchill by the 
terms of this agreement at whatever point the 
terminus of the Hudson Bay Railway is establish­
ed.

The Opposition had all the wind taken out of 
their sails with this announcement. Mr. Guthrie 
demanded to know whether the Governments of 
"Manitoba and Ontario were satisfied with this 
arrangement.

Mr. Borden replied calmly that everyone had 
assented to it except his honorable friends on the 
other side of the House.

Sir Wilfrid fractiously complained that he could 
not find anything *n the correspondence showing 
the consent of the two Province^.

“ 1 do not think there is any correspondence 
Of} the subject, replied Mr, Borden, “ The Gov­
ernment of Ontario fygs been represented here by 
a member of that Government, who came and 
consulted with us on the subject The Govern­
ment of Manitoba was represented here also by 
two members of that Government, who came and 
consulted with us on the same subject.’

f‘ All this has been verbal then ?” retorted Sir 
Wilfrid, catching at a straw-

Mr. Borden obviously étyoyed the situation.
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It has all been verbal/ he re­
plied with a pleasant smile, • bat 
none the lees satisfactory.’

‘ An extraordinary jnmble, one 
of tbe most extraordinary that 
ever.e&me before Parliament/ was 
the only criticism Sir Wilfrid 
conld find to utter at the Govern­
ment's successful settlement Vf 
this long standing dispute. 'We 
shall have the new problem in the 
Dominion of Canada/ he said, 
still hopeful of complication. ‘ the 
great Province of Ontario—the 
banner Province as it likes to 
style itself—becoming subject to 
Manitoba f

Mr. Borden was not slow to 
follow up his ad vantage. ‘ I do 
not think my right hon. friend is 
very well satisfied with this ar­
rangement,'he said. 'ButI should 
have thought so old a parliamen­
tarian aa he is might have con­
cealed his disappointment much 
more cleverly than he has done. 
Under the circumstances, his heat 
is very natural, and we are not 
at all disturbed by it. For the 
extending of the Timiskaming 
and Northern Ontario Railway 
through Manitoba territory these 
5 miles have been set apart just 
in the same way as they might be 
set apart for any great railway 
corporation desiring to bnild a 
line through the Province of Mani­
toba to a port on Hudson Bay.
It is to be expected that any Pro­
vince would welcome the con­
struction of soch a line if built by 
any of tbe railway corporations 
of this country and I do not know 
why Manitoba should cot wel­
come the construction of such a 
line by the great sister Province 
of Ontario. I believe Manitoba 
will welcome it. As to the diffi 
cully with regard to jnrisdiotion, 
my right hon. friend perhaps for­
gets that the Intercolonial Rail­
way of Canada extends through 
tbe Provinces of Quebec, New 
Ijrungwiek and Nova Scotja, and 
that the Canadian Government 
has a very considerable mileage 
in Prince Edward Island. My 
right hon. friend knows that each 
one of those Provinces has jur­
isdiction within fhe terrjtpry 
through which those lines of rail­
way run, and I do not see any 
greater incongruity in the some 
what alarming picture which he 
endeavored to draw, than there 
wopld be jn baying tfie Interpol- 
onial Railway of Canada rnn 
through those four different Pro­
vinces, and perhaps in the fntnre 
through other Provinces of Can­
ada. There will be no difficulty 
in working out the proposal, at 
least none is apprehended by those 
who have given it a great deal of 
consideration. It gives to On­
tario a port on Hudson Bay and 
if the Timiskaming and Ontario 
Railway shoqld be constructed to 
that port, it would be an advan- 
rage not only to Ontario, which 
will thus secure the desired port, 
but to the Province of Manitoba, 
and to every province of Canada 
that that should be brought about.'

The- settlement of this long 
standing disput^at all points, in 
a ^ey satisfactory to all parties 
concerned, is one of the triumphs 
of the Borden Administration. 
The chargin of the Opposition af­
fords very conclusive evidence on 
that score. While it will be 
watched at a distance by the peo! 
pie of the Maritime Provinces, it 
is not without it significance. The 
question of restoring their natural 
resources to the three Prairie 
Provinces will eventually come 
before the Government. Daring 
the debate the Prime Minister 
gave an assurance to the Mari­
time Provinces that when that 
day comes their rights will be 
respected. He said : ' When this 
question comes to be considered, 
some regard will have to be given 
to the clams of some other Pro­
vinces in Canada and especially 
the three Maritime Provinces, 
whose boundaries have not been 
increased, whose boundaries can­
not very well be increased on ac 
count of their natural situation. 
That is a matter that will have to 
be taken up in connection with 
the banding over of their natqral 
resources to the three Prairie 
Provinces. I would like my hon. 
friends from the Maritime Pro­
vinces to understand that that is a 
matter which has not escaped the 
attention of the Government,*

A notice which hasbeen received 
by the Canadian goverment from 
Washington indicates how seri­
ously the old Canadian section of 
the international waterways com­
mission, which was headed by Sir 
George Gibbon, compromised the 
rights of Canada with regard tothe 
water levels of the Great Lakes and 
the power possibilities of Niagara 
Falls,

bor commission. The magnitude of 
this project is hardly realized in 
Canada

In 1903 the American war de­
partment issued authority for the 
use of 4167 cubic feet per second.
In 1910 it appeared that the canal 
was using 7,000 feet although the 
authority for this additional diver­
sion seems doubtful.

The Chicago sanitary district 
now is putting forward plana for 
an extension of the canal works 
which will require 10,000 cubic feet 
per second. In addition, it is pro­
posed to divert an additional 4000 
cabin feet per second, thus making 
the total diversion 14,000 second 
feet.

Translated into non-technical 
terms this means a stream about 
200 feet wide and 20 feet in depth 
with a considerable current, or 
works fully equal in size to the 
cuts in the proposed Georgian Bay 
Canal.

The alteration in lake levels is 
considerable. It is calculated that 
the diversion of 4,000 cubic feet 
per second has lowered the lake 
levels by 3 1-2 inches; that the di­
version of 10,000 second feet will 
cause a drop of 6 1-2 inches and 
that the 14,000 second feet divers 
ion will mean a drop of 9 1-2 
inches. This is a serious matter for 
harbors on the Great Lakes, and 
the reduction of the available 
power at Niagara is very grave, in 
this connection it may be added 
that power projects are understood 
bo have had some effect on the 
magnitude of the Chicgao plans.

In 1907 the international Water 
ways Commission paid some atten­
tion to the matter and Sir George 
Gibbons and his collègues acqui 
esced in the statement that there 
was a taict general agreement that 
no objection would be made to a di­
version of 10.000 cubic feet per sec 
ond. and in a recommendation that 
the government of the United Stat­
es prohibit the diversion of more 
then that amount.

| Iu 1910 the United States Sec­
retary of war appointed a Board 
of Engineers which reported in 
January 1911. This report stated 
that for the purpose of navigation 
the diversion of less than 10,000 
second feet was all that was neces­
sary. The general tenor of the 
board's report was adverse to the 
request of the Ohicago people. 
This board of American engineers 
noted that Canada had interests in 
the maintenance of the lake levels 
which the United States was 
bound to recognize. They also not. 
ed that every foot taken from the 
lake level lessened the power to be 
developed at Niagara Falls and 
along the St. Lawrence River 

They recommended that only 
such waters should be diverted 
from Lake Michigan as were in- 
dispensible for the sanitation of 
Chicago, and even then only after 
provision had been made for pro­
per compensating works at the 
outlets to prevent a lowering of 
their levela The water thus di­
verted, the American engineers 
said, might bp used incidentally 
for power, bqt care should beexer- 
pised to restrict the diversion to 
the amount necessary for sanitati­
on alone.

It would appear from this that 
the American engineers evinced a 
more liberal recqgnitiqn ot the 
interests of Canada then did Sir 
George Gibbons and his colleagues.

While the Canadian govern­
ment is in receipt of communicati 
ons from Canadian interests con­
cerned, the proceedings at present 
are exclusively in American hands 
Should the United States Secret­
ary of war decide to favor the 
Ohicago application the matter 
will come before the International 
Joint Commission as reconstituted'

West Land Regulations.
Any person who is the sole bead of i 

family, or any male over 18 years old 
may homestead a quarter section of 
available Dominion land in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli­
cant mast appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or 8nb-agency 
for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain 
conditions by father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or slater of intending 
homesteader

Duties—Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres solely owned 
and occupied by him or by his father, 
mother, eon, daughter, brother or sis 
ter.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre empt a quarter 
section alongside hie h mestead, Price 
$3.00 per acre

Duties—Must reside upon the home 
stead or préemption six months in 
each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent) and culti­
vate fifty acre* extra.

A homesteader who has oxhansted 
his homestead right and cannot obtain 
a pre-emption may enter for a purchas­
ed homestead in certain districts. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties,—Mnet reside 
six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty seres and erect a house 
worth $300 00.
