The Flat Barth.

To the Editor of Üic Siÿml.
1 fint^ in y°»r iuue of 

the 18th inst, a coiuiuuuieation eig„e4 
^Aaitticiw in which tho writer says ho 
“was very much disappointed aftor read­
ing Mr. Smith's letter to not be able to
•ee one particle of proof iu it of my flat 
theory.'1 Well, I set aware that it is
▼cry hard to eiaktaoa* people see, for 
foWw* known sect people ^ fall do in 
on tho street and break their now, and 
when they went homo declare that it 
was not tho result of a fall and that it 
was caused by the sidewalk tljiug up 
and hitting them in the face. Again, I 
am well aware in eailiug away from any 
object that it sinks and linally, at last, 
disappears, and that the polar star dis­
appears in the same way. But this is 
an ordinary efleet of perspective, for an 
object to appear lower as the observer 
recedes. Let any one by tho experiment 
of looking at a light house, church spire, 
monument, or other elevated object, 
from the distance of a few yard#, 
notice the angle at which it is observed: 
on going further away, the angle will 
diminish and the object appear lower, 
until, if the distance bo lufliciently great, 
the line :>i sight to the object and tlte 
apparently ascending surface of the 
earth upon Which it stands will converge 
to the angle which constitutes tho vanish . 
iu? point, at a single yard beyond 
which it will be visible. This, then, is 
tho result of the everywhere visible- 
law of perspective operating between 
the eye-line mid the plane surface upon 
which tho object stands, and has no rc*. 
tot ion uhaUpcr to rotundity. I do not 
deny that a similar depression would 
take place upon a globe; it is only con- ' 
tendtd that it would occur upon n globe 
exclusively. But if the earth is a sphere 
and the polar star star hangs over the 
northern axis, it would bo impossible to 
see it for a single degree deyoud the 
equator, or 90 degrees from (he pole. 
Tlio line of sight would become a 
tangent to there, and c>'uscq'iently 
several thousand miles out of • and 
divergent from the direction 
of the point star. Many cases, 
however, are on record of the north 
polar star diving visib'e from beyond the 
equator, ns far even an tho tropic of Cap- 
uicorn. In tho London Times of May 
13th, 18G2, under the head of “Naval 
nod Military Intelligence,” it is stated 
that Capt. Wilkins distinctly saw the 
Ronl hern L’roes and the Polsr Star at 
midnight in 23-53 degrees of latitude, 
and longitude 35 40. This would bo 
impossible if the earth were a globe.

Now as to Nauticus's calculation that 
I would not be able to see the hull of a 
vessel IV miles, and to do so 15 miles I 
would have to get up 12) foot high is 1 
about correct if the earth were a globe. 
But that the hull of a vessel of ordinary 1 
size can be seen standing on the deck of
< f another vessel from 15 to 20 miles, I
am nt liberty to state is a fact on the i 
autlw rily of Captain’s Lawson, Moran, 
Wm. McKay, 'i'. N. Dancy, Malloy and 
Mr. Wm. Lee, forwarding merchant, 
notait hstaudiug what Nauti­
lus bus said to tho contrary. Tliis then 
would bn impossible if the water has a 
curve of 8 inches to the mile as modern 
nstionomy teaches it lies. Again, it is 
commonly believed that surveyors, when 
laying out ennuis, are obliged to allow 8 
inches per mile for iho earth scurvature, 
and that if this were not done the water 
would not be stationary, but would flow 
on until ut the end of one mile in each 
direction, although the canal should 
have the same depth throughout, the 
surfneo would stand eight inches higher 
in the middle than nt the ends. Or in 
other words, that the bottom of a canal 
in which the allowance of 8 inches to the 
mi le had not boon made, would be chord a 
to the surfac - of the contained water, 
which w ould be an arc of a circle. But 
this was found whenever it lias teen 
attempted, to be altogether unsatisfac­
tory. and so irregular were the results 
in the inily days of railways, canal, and 
other surveying, that the most eminent 
engim cis libiindoncd the old “forward 
leveling” end allowing for convexity. 
So important did the ordnance depart­
ment of the Government of England
< oneider this matter, that it was deem­
ed necessary t<> make the abandonment 
of all v'eas of rotundity compulsory, and 
in a standing order (No. 6) of the House 
of Lords an to tho preparation of sec­
tions for railways, canals, Ac., the fol­
lowing language is used.

“That the section bo drawn to the 
^ame homzontel scale as tlio plain and 
to a vertical scale of not less than one 
inch to every one hundred feet; find 
shall show the surface of the ground 
n-inked oi. tho plan, the intended level 
of the pro; *»sed wrk, the height of every 
tml/finKincut, and the depth of every 
cutting; and a datum horizontal line, 
which shall ho tlio same throughout tho 
whole Itligtli of the work or any branch 
thereof respectively; and shall be ro- 
ferred to sotue fixed (mint stated in 
writing on the section,near some portion 
of aitch work; and in tho case of a 
canal, cut, navigation, turnpike or other 
carriage mad, or railway, near either of 
th , termina. ’ No. 44 of the standing 
orders of tlio House of Commons is 
similar to tlio above order (No. G) of the 
i fuiise of Lords. Thus it is evident 
that tfiu doctrine of tlio earth’s rotundity 
cannot be mixed up with the practical 
operations of civil engineers and sur­
vey- rs, mi J to prevent the waste of time 
and tin' destruction of property which 
necessarily followed tlio doings of some 
who were determined to involve the 
supposed convexity of llm earth’s sur­
face in their calculations, tho very 
Government of England has boon ob­
liged to interfere! This then is an in­
disputable and standing protest against 
Iho silly idea of all water being a curve 
,,f h inclu s to the mile, as modern phil­
osophy teaches. For nil sun-eying in 
lias mid all oilier countries, whether 
ordnance or otherwise, is now carried 
out in connection with tho huroxqntal 
datum, and therefore, as u<> other moth- 
,,,1 proves satisfactory, it is virtually an 
admission by all tlio most practical 
t-cien io in,-ii of tho ilny that the earth 
cafmiot be other than a plane.

Another argument usea to prove the 
earth's rotundity is, “Fluid or semi-fluid 
siibsi.mevfl in a state of motion invari­
ably nstmino the globular form as rain, 
bail, dew, mercury and meRod load, 
-poured from a height becomes divided 
int:■ spherical masses, as in tho raanu- 
faefuro of small shot," Ac. There is 
evidence from geology they say that tho 
earth has been a fluid or semi-fluid mass 
and it could not, therefore, continue in 
a stato of motion without becoming 
spherical. But first it is requisite to 
prove th.n'tho earth has» motion through 
space. This has never been done, so 
the conclusion that it is spherical is pro- 
mature and illogical. In addition to 
tins the tendency in falling fluids to 
become globular is owing to what is 
called ttraction of cohesion" (rot at 
frec'i -n of gravitation), 
jinpi in its operation. It is confined

The following is from the Montreal 
H-’etne»#, and is a very goo-l burlesque 
oa the modern thoory of astronomy, or 
more properly we might call it modern 
astrology, or mythology :

At the Grangers' picnic at Oak lands, 
i Saturday, Mr. Rynial, M, P., vigor­

The scribblers all seem to hare perfect 
confidence in the Minister of Education 
and the chairman of the committee, and 
to these they should not hesitate to 
submit such documentary evidence aa 
they may have to substantiate their 
statements, upon the invitation which 
will doubtless be extended to them by 
Mr. Crooks. If thw fail to do this, the 
inference to bo drawn is that they, are 
mere libellers, and the course then to 
pursue will be to give a more authorita­
tive command to these witnesses, that 
the charges may bo publicly investigated 
and condemnation meted out in the 
right quarter.
