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CONTRADICTORY EVIDENCE.

Toronto, Nov. 14—So contradictory
was some of the evidence in the elec-
tion conspiracy case before Magis-
trata Dennison today that his wor-
ship suggested that action be taken
against some of the witnesses. Crown
Counsel Juvernet later intimated that
he had referred the matter to the at-
torney general’s department, together
with the evidence and stated that he
would follow whatever line of action
was advised.

Two wit-
nesses stated that objections had been
taken on polling day against certain
of Gundry’s procedures. The latter
denied having switched ballots and
did not think any- objections were
made at all.

TEDDY GOES SOUTH.

Colon, Nov. 14—The U. S. battle
ship Louisiana, with President Roose-
velt on board, arrived here at 1.30
p.m., accompanied by the ecruisers
Tennessee and Washington.

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OF THE PRODUCER

At- the evening session of the ad-
journed meeting of the board of trade,
held in the secretary’s office last ev-
ening, the attendance was mnot quite
as large as the importance of the mat-
ters to be discussed deserved, but the
gentlemen present evinced a deep in-
trest in the matters under discussion;
and it is hoped that results of per-
manent advantage may accrue from
the consideration given to the matters
brought up. The chief speaker ' of
the evening was Mr. Thos. Daly,
who made a lengthy and interesting
address, which was designed to
show how much the prosperity of the
business ‘men of the city was bound
up with that of the surrounding far-
mers. Mr. Daly pointed out some di-
rections in which the farmers are not
now reeeiving as much benefit from
their labors as they should” do, the
business of the city suffering accord-
ingly.:

It was pointéd out among . other
things that the growing of wheat un-
der present conditions was mot ns
profitable :to -our farmers as is desir-
able or possible. '~ Whereas .in: ‘4
past our local-niills have been ~able
to pay -noticeably more than expo-t
values for wheat, this season buying
must be done on an-export - basii
Elevators are now full, and buyars
do not ‘want wheat, cdusing exce:1-
ingly “unsatisfactory and unprofitable
conditions for the farmer.

A geperal and lengthy discussion
then took place as to the cause of
this,- and - the possible remedy.  In
the course of the discussion many
facts were “brought out. = Amongst
others,” it appears that in the past
someé blame may have attached to
Toc¢al millers who were possibly not as
eareful as they should have been,
and flour that was unreliable in
guality was undoubtedly put out, pre-
judicing the local public against
local flour.- It was shown, however,
that this is' a condition which has
not existed for the past two or three
yéars, apd that flour is now produced
by the local milling concerns which
is good  enough for anything. It was
also shown that the farmers them-
sélves wére by no means free from
blameé, and could find plenty of roo
for, improvement in their methods.
Gentlemen present connected with
the milling business state that th:y
are getfing in wheat that is very bad-
Iy ‘smautted, principally the result of
careless farming. It was also stated
that many of the farms #&re unreas-
onably and inexcusably dirty, and
winch- of the wheat - is eoming -in very
badly mixed with seeds. All sides
gseemed to unite, however, in the opi-
nion thay the principal fault lies with
some of the local merchants, many of
whom do not make it a point of
pushing local flour, and some of
whom practically refuse to handle it
at all, and also with the general pub-
lic, who do not insist on getting the
Jocal product when ordering flour.
It seemed to be the opinion of the
meeting that there was now no ade-
quate reason or excuse for this praec-
tice, as the very best of bread cou](}
be and is made from flour turned
out ‘by the local mills made from
local wheat. There is therefore ab-
solutely no excuse for __Edmonton
merchants sending to mills outside
of the district for flour.The suggestion
was made that the farmers themselves,
by vigorous and united action in
making sirong representations to
the merchants who refuse to handle
or push. the sale of flour made from
wheat of their own raising, could do
a great deal towards remedying the
present conditions.

In continuing his = address Mr.
Daly suggested the need of better fa
cilities than at present exist for the
marketing of many other commodi-
ties raised by the farmers. He sug-
gested that a proper market building
where farmers could bring such pro
duce as they have to dispose of, and
get in direct touch with consumers
who needed such produce, would have
8 decided tendency to improve
prices, and lend stability to the mar-
ket and create more- - desirable con-
ditions both for the producer.. and
eonsumer. In a discussion on  this
point it was incidentally ‘brought out
thdt in some directions the principal
difficalty appeared to be not for -the
farmers to get the priee for their pro-
ducts but for the city consumer, to
get farm products at any price. It
was brought out that though good
prices usually prevail, there is a
chronic shortage of many lines of
farm produce, particularly such as
nice poultry, eggs; good butter, ete.;
while one gentleman made the state-
ment - that his family had been com-
pelled to go for over two weeks with-
out milk or cream. The statement
was also made that during the year
1905 there had geen brought into the
province of Alberta something in the
neighborhood of 75 carloads of poul-
try and eggs. These were not ship-
péd in because they were got at a
lower price than was ruling locally,
but ‘simply because they were not
procurable in the province at any
priea. It was suggested that
many of the farmers
easy reachi of this market might with
very material advantage somewhat
altér their methods of farming to the
extent of devoting mere time to those
products - for- which there was very
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keen demand at high prices, and less
of their energies to raising certain
other commodities for which they are
complaining that the market is un-
satisfaetory.

Mr. Daly also suggested” that it is
highly desirable that a closer rela-
tionship should exist betweén the
business men of this city and the
farmers in the surrounding district,
with whom they do business. The
interests of both sections of the com
munity are so nearly identical that
there should be the utmost possible
barmony between them and a careful
consideration of thgir mutual inter-
ests. Mr. Daly suggested that some
means should be devised by the
board of trade, such as a committee
who might be in touch with both
sides, to bring the business men of
the city into closer touch with the far-
mers.

In the course of his address, Mr.
Daly also made a plea for the beet
sugar growers of Southern Alberta: It
was explained that the distriet around
Raymond have been very good custo-
mers for this part of the country for
many_commodities which they do not
grow largely themselves, such as po-
tatoes, oats, and hay; and conse-
queritly it would be good-business on
our part to reciprocate by the use of
the product of the beet farms, thus
improving our markets with ' them.
The . statement was made that the
Kpight Sugar Company of Raymond
have not been receiving that amount
of support and encouragement from
the people of Alberta to which they
are considered to be properly entit-
led, though Mr. Daly has been using
Raymond sugar in his own house-
hold, 'and considers it the equal of
any sugar made anywhere, and it is
regularly sold at a slightly lower
price than other sugars, much the
greater proportion of sugar used
throughout Alberta is entirely foreign
grown and the Raymond enterprise in
consequence has still on a hand a
very ocnsiderable proportion of its
last year’s output, a condition of af-
fairs which is of course most unsat-
isfactory to the enterprise, and conse-
quently to the surrounding farmers
who furnish it with beets.

At the close of Mr. Daly’s address
and consequent discussion a resolu-
tion was passed authorizing the pre-
sident to name a committee who
should confer with representatives of
the farmers, with a view to going ful-
ly into all the points discussed, and
endeavor to arrive at some satisfac-
tory solution of the various diifi-
culties, to the mutual advantage of
the business men and the agricul-
‘ural community.

The re-
maining3s' (rortar, broken brick, stone
which has b2sn made useless by the
fire etc., is carted away usel I am
111, mainly as filling material. 1
mention these facts because the vasi
ness of the situation maxes the ordin-
ary economical uses of such material
nearly impossible. Blasting, for ‘the
destruction of unsafe walls, is heard
in .every direction, but many bu 1-
ings stand with 21most complete walis
which must come down by the sl»w
process of picking 10se brick arter
prick, and of cutting the rlvctg of
steel girders.

The bujldings
on ‘the burned side are mostly one-
storey and of wood; on the other aide
they are sometimes new, and some-
times converted residénces, All are
pretty, and the street looks something
like a ‘lot of temporary shops at-
tached to a great interrational fair.
Int he bank and office aistrict buildigs
of which were gutted, or of which ou.y
the first storey remained, have bzen
temporarily fitted up, or temporary
one-storey buildings have been built
and under sucn conditions, everybody
laughing at the discomforts, the great
vojume of business is being carriea on.
In the provision; and shippiag district
any kind of shift has been made so
long as resumption of business was
thereby rendered possible.

Objection has been raised fo the num-
ber or tempOrary and rlimsy. bulldings,
and  the risks, “are of course,evident
to any thinking person, but that they
should be built and should be welcomel
is only natural. The one thing abso-
lutely essential to do each a
business, and cover of any kind soidng
as it can be secured quickly is accept-
able.

Many buildings now regarded astem-
porary wiil remain in use for a much
longer periodthanis generally suppos-
ed because of the enormous aifficu.ties
which surround construction. Most of
the work accomplished thus far in con-
nection with permanent reconstruction
is merely in’ the way of clearing out
the debris, but many new foundations
are being built. Many buildings which
“were merely gutted are being ‘rebuilt
internally. I saw ‘one sky-bcraper of
seventeen or eighteen storeys finish-
ed, only the lover part of which was
above ground at the time of the fire.
Apoihes half-year or £0 must pass be-
fore we can judge of the ability of the
community to rebuild and as to the
character of the new buildings.

A g00d example of. managing the p;e-
sent situation and of reconstructionand
faith in the future is afforded by the
Saint Francis Hotel. This new and
prosperous hotel had commenced a
large addition when the fire gutted the
hote: completely. They got permission
to erect a one-storey wooden build-
ing on a public sjuare opposite the
hotel. In this their guests are as com-
fortably housed as could in reason be
demanded, but no cooking is allowed in
such a temporary bullding. A pretiy
grill room was, however ,arranged in
' the basement of the burned hotel, and
baere meals that would doicredit to any
hotel are served. The work of re-
building the interior of the old hotel
and of erecting the stesl structure for
the rear part are meantime being push-
ed as fast as possible. It is evident
that such people do not expect to see
the new San Francisco less impor-
tant than the old.

The workof reconstruction is, how-
ever, accompanied by many citficulties.
Thet irstisthat of labor. Workmeén of
all kinds are very scarce, and demand
very high pay, and the consejuent cost
both in wages and material is 80 much
more than normal as to be most ser-
fous indeed to those who nesd to build
at once. There is a great army at
work, but this again has made a great
scarcity of labor in the fruit and
other out-lying districts. But every
trainis bringing people and workmen
in specific trades for which very high
wages are pald are aCtually comingin
numbers from Australia. So this diifi-
culty will doubtless be lessened some-
wkal in the near futurs and labor con-
ditions may gradually become normal
again,

Another great difficulty will doubt-
less develop in obtaining loans for re-
bullding. The cost will be greater than
usual on the onehand,andthe dispo-
sition to lend freely will be less on the
other. Many of the great San Fran-
cisco estates have lost so enormously
that they cannot be looked to for re-
lief of this kind. The loss of one es-
tate was mentioned as reaching fifteen
! million dollars, andothers were men-
tioned in millions. But good rates of
interest will attract, and many Fast-
iern capitalists will come in as buyers
of real estate, and gradually all these
difticulties will grow less. The earth-
quake will detéer many, but not San
Franciscans. They talk of the fire
muck and but little of the earthjuake.
The earthjuake did serious da-
mage apart from the fire
doubtless but the damage cou:d
have had little effect on the prosperity
of San Francisco had it not been foi-
lowed by the loss of control over the
waterworks. That this view is also
widely held outside of San Francisco is
shown by the thousands of business
men, old and young, who are coming
here to look for opportunities for mon-
ey-making.

begin where they are ending.

In vindicating itself the ‘“North-
West”” has. doubled the breadth of
Canada. . The products of the west
;must- have additional outlets, hence
railways must be projected through
the northern districts of Ontario
and Quebec to Atlantic tidewater,
through central British Columbia to
Pacific tidewater and through KXee-
watin to the Hudson Bay. The ex-
plorer and the prospector are abroad
through all these districts, and are
disclosing a wealth of forest -and
mine for which the southern  dis-
tricts have no rival. Better still,
they are telling of arable land and
moderate .climate in districts for-
merly counted among the waste
places of the earth. In consequence
the thought of Canadians is turning
now toward the north and in what
were formerly considered useless and
hopeless tracts is recognized fields for
future national expansion.

regarded as useless wastes are now
the Mcceca of the settler and. the in-
veste~. Ten years ago “the north”
represented in the public mind aland
of little economic value and prac-.
tically incapable of settlement. ' De-
gpite the protests of the few |who,
knew  better, the public generslly
associated the word ‘“north’” Wwith
rocks’ end snow and regarded ‘the tep-
ritory to which it wa’n"fipphl;g'd as a

eran surveyors of the province, and
| who . surveyed a large part of the
Temiskaming district, comes the
strongest confirmatory proof of the
{ value of what is popularly - called
| the ‘‘clay belt.”” Knoéwing well from
personal observation the phenom'enai
cdepth and fertility of the soil in
| the. White River and Wahbi River
| valleys, Mr. Niven says the locality
| in which he has been surveying this
year along the Transcontinental
Railway line is “the finest he has
met with, in northern Ontario.” In
all probability, judging from - preli-
minary reports, other surveyors will
return.  prepared to make a like as-
sertion regarding the localities - in
which they have been working.

This country is essentially a rolling!
clay covered plateau 700 -to -900 feet
above the sea, the valleys of its;
streams and lakes lying generally but ;
little over a hundred feet below its |
uplands. i

The clay mantle, a hundred feet or |
more deep in the eastern portion |
and gradually thinning out west-l
wards, is the Tresult of sedimentation |
over the bottom of an ancient glacial !
lake that has been. named Agassiz,!
once covering all the lower parts
of Manitobgy: including the fertile |
valley of the Red River nearly to
its head, but now represented only
by the basins of Winnipeg, Manitoga,
Winnipegosis, and other smaller !
lakes. The waters *feeding this an-
cient lake, passing out from the face
of “the glacier, were heavily charged
with "rock flow that, in the quiet wa-
ters of the lake,~ quickly settled to
the bottom to form the deposits re-
ferred to. '

Careful records _of temperature
made during the. summer show that
the region i8 by no means so cold as’|
is commonly “supposed. - With = thes:
oxception of one night in August,
when the thermometer fell just below
freezing point, there was no frost
ffom the middle of June, when the
records were begun, until the 29th of
September

Throughout the whole nortion part
of the szrea the Indians grow pota-
toes with good success.

Some of the miost northerly Indian
‘fields were visited on July 3th, when
the potato vines were eleven inches
high, and about -ready” to blossom.
George Cowan, a trapper long settled
in the neighborhood, was harvesting
in September a‘large crop of potatoes
of exceptional size.

In latitude 4 degrees, where the
Hudson Bay ' Railway, now under
construction, crosses the Saskatchew-
an river, Indian. corn ~was quite
ready for table use, with large and
full ears; on - September 5th, and as
there was no frost until the 28th,
had ample time'to ripen.

The more southerly section of this
district,  bordering the Saskatchewan
and extending for about 70 miles to
the northeast, is underlain by flat
magnesian limestones of Silurian and
Cambro-8Silurfan age, and, owing to
the thin soil covér on the uplands,
offers only limited areas along the
fiver valleys’'that are adapted to cul-
tivation. THere are a few good for-
ests of white §pruce and much larger
areas that would furnish good mat
terial for pulp wood.  Many ‘of the
limestones dié well suited for build-
ing ‘purposds ‘breaking readily inta
blocks ofb_"ﬁé’r_v éven thickness. ;

Belts of @uronian age, underlying
the limestones and coming to the
surface geyond its northern edge, are
characterized by many of the rocks
found in that mineral-bearing ceries
in the east. ‘Traces of copper were
noticed: in. these  rocks.

The largér lakés of the district are
well stocked with whitefish, lake
trout, dore-and pike, and sturgeon
occur in some of them. One of the
large fishing companies, in anticipa-
tion of the advent of the railway, has
already put in a plant on some of
the lakes.

Canadians have not been over-
willing to push the frontiers north:
ward but that they are rising to the
opportunity is not more gratifying
than that the “northland’ is making
good, for if the area of settlement
and development-is to expand it can
only expand‘toward the north.

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba or .the North-
West Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not
reserved, may be homesteaded by any
person, the eole head of a family, or
male over 18 years of age to the ex-
tent of one quarter section, of 160 acres,
more or less.

Application for homestead entry or in-
spection must be made in person by
the applicant at the office of the local
Agent or Sub-Agent.

An application for entry or inspce-

THE LAND FOR THE SETTLER

(Toronto Globe)

The charge that the Laurier Govern-
ment has departedf rom the policy of
regerving the land for the actual set-
tler in the sale of 380,578 acres of ir-
rigation land toa company is obvious-
ly fictitious. This land {s useless with-
out irrigation, and that can be supplied
only by a government work or by a

wealthy corporation. The relative
merits of Governmental and corporate
fgrigation may be régarded as a fair
subject for discussion. There are
arguments in- favor of both
methods, armd we think that ,in view of
the ‘many uncertain influences sur-
rounding every Government, and the
instability ‘of political management, the
best plan is to make & good bargain
with a private corporation. To fa-
vor by inference, as the critics of the
Government are doing, the irrigation
of this land by the individual settlers
is nonsensical, as is also the charge
that the Government is disposing of
the land and granting irrigation pri-
vileges, has departed from the policy of
the land f or the weettler. When
the Liberals declared that all
lands should be Treserved for the
tler. When the liberals declaredthat
all lands should be reserved for the
actual settler common sense made it
clear that ‘it meant all land that fhe
actual settler could possibly use. The
land under consideration’ was not
ayailable for the settler without the
expenditure of a - gigantic sum’ for “ir-
rigation, and it could not be’ disposed
of. except - to a cértain corporation
wii.'nig to undertake the work.

.Similar land has been disposed of in
the same way to other powerful com-
apanies for similar ' uses. The chiet
‘purpase of . the Government - is to /have
it . made available for use and settle-
ment, and there is& no other way to
accomplish this desired result. This
company in addition to the paymeant of
one dollar per acre to the Government
tfor the land must spend $1,000,000 on
the irrigation works necessary to make
the land fertile. The fact that the
condition of the land entailed this ob-
ligation was the reason for reducing
the price from three dollars to one
dollar per acre. . In making this bar-
gain and securing the construction of
gigantic irrigation 'works and the
transformation of this otherwise arid
tract into agricultural land by pri-
vite enterprise, the Government ad-
opted the best possible method for the
distriet and for the Dominion at large.

In mseekingt o give the semblance of
life to this charge it is estimated that
the land has been sold too cheaply.
The evidence adduced is the glowing
prospectus’ which the company have
circulafed in Britain in appealing to
the investing public. We sincerely hope

the company will make a good profit .

on their investment, and that -their
venture will be abundantly successful,
both' to themselves as enterprising pro-
moters and investors, and to those who

Chicago, Nov. 12—A disastrous
wreck . occurred today on the Balti-
more and Ohio railroad a‘.“,Wpods-
ville, - Indiana, about thirty = miles
from thig* city. The reports so far
are conflicting, but the majority of
them place the number of dead at
five killed outright in the collision.
Forty or fifty others were caught in

: tha svreckage and burned to death

and 25 were seriously injured.  The
majority of the killed and injured
are emigrants. The accident is said
to have been caused by confusion
regarding a signal which allowed the
emigrant train to pass a station
while a freight train was approach-
ing from the opposite direction. The
two: trains , came together at full
speed and ‘the impact wrecked both
of them completely. A number of
the cars of the emigrant train were
hurled . over a ten foot embankment
and immediately caught fire. Al-
though ‘every possible effort was
made: to rescue the imprisoned pas-
sengers . from the wreckage, the
flames  spread rapidly, rendering it
imposgible in the majority of cases
and it is certain that a score were
burned; ta death before aid could be
given them. Tt is known that five of
the ‘emigrants were killed outright,
and the engineer of the emigrant
train was so injured  that his recov-
ery is impossible.

Woodsyille is a small station about
ten miles north of Valparaiso. A
wrecking train was immediately sum-
moned from the latter place. It was
dispatched along the line for medical
aid and every available 'physician
was at ‘once taken aboard and hur-
ried to  Woodsville, . The latest re-
ports from the scene of the wreck
gtate’ that the number of* dead was
only five; and that -none of the emi-
grants were burned . to, death in the
wreckage.

The proposed bylaw re early clos-
ing of town steres was discussed and
petitions from the clothing stores,
dry goods, boots and shoes, hardware
and groceries, were submitted, ask-
ing for its' enforcement. The bylaw
provides  for - closing from 6.30 p.m.
till ‘7 a.m.," except on Saturdays: and
before- holidays It is required that
three fourths of each line of business
petition for its enforcement, but as
only-ten out of fourteen grocers made
application for its enforcement it
was' allowed to stand over.

The ‘bylaw striking the assessment
at 18 mills—9-mills for school rates,
5 mills for general, and 4 ‘mills for
debentures, - besides ‘8 mills for. sep-
arate schools was read the three times
and passed.

The-bylaw amending the livery and
gale stables license bylaw was dis-
cussed. ‘It provides for the re-enac-
tion of the license fee, thus prevent-
ing ‘the indiscriminate  hiring of
horses.

Railway

Mr. F. W. Galbraith w‘rites the
Bulltin from Calgary -

‘““As a former resident of Guelph I
was much interested, as well as grati-
fied, with the very favorable showing
of the Guelph street railway upder
municipal ownership and civic man-
agement detailed in last night’s is-
sue, and I would cordially support
thosé who are endeavoring to have the
progressive city of Edmonton adipt a
similar far-sighted policy.

“The Guelph street railway owed
its inception in 1895 to the public
spitritedness of Mr. Geo. Sleemun; &
widely-known Ontario brewer and one
who has served the city of Guelph as
mayor for five or six years at different
times. He was in advance of his
time in this project, however;, as: the
city had not'enough population te
maintain the road on thé basis en
which he ran it ,and his expectations
of radial railvay connection ~from
Hamilton and other districts did not
materialize within the time antici-
pated. He turned down one or fwo
fairly favorable offers for the road as
part of a radial system, notably that
of the Grand Valley Railway company
but financial difficulties finally over-
took him and the banks took possess-
ion of the street railway among his
other assets on which some $98,000
had been spent, but which at that
time, 1898.00, did not pay running
expenses, yet alone any capital
charges. The banks were trying to sell
the road and, to that end. renewed
existing charters for radial extension
and secured new ones. The road had a
fifty-year franchise, of which only five
or six years had run, and the ecity
council, in view of the likelihood of
the road passing to outsiders, had a
provision inserted in the banks’ bill in
the Legislature concerning the road
which gave the property owners the
option of buying the road for $78.000.
Barring the telegraph and telephone
companies, this was the only civic ser-
vice which had rights on the city
streets, as the citizens had bought out
the gas and electric light and power
plants a year before.. In order to
preserve and secure full rights on
their streets, and in order to hold the
entrance of radial roads to the city on
terms satisfactory to the city, the
ratepayers bought the street railway
from the banks, though it was not a
paying concern, and:.the council ap-
pointed as directorssof the road the
mayor and chairman of reilway com-
mittee, and three vitizens rrom among
those who had been active in support-
ing the civic owners)lip scheme, these
rien were Mr. J. W. (now Ald.)

Under my ear
nest representations this ceased, and
now the mills have mostly follewed
the example afforded them,.at my
suggestion, by ‘the Slocan Star, and
are saving their zin¢ and: storiny it
for a. market. Thé Blocan Star te
my certain knowledge, within {ive
months after the alteration of  its
mill, sold, its zive savings fo.. ' .wi
000, a sum very well worth ha - ig.
The BSlocan Star, owing to the ° pre-
sent unfortunate litigation, is not
running its mill regularly, ard in
consequence the same output {2 not
now being maintained.’:

“There is no doubt,” eontinued Mr.
Jones, “that there is plenty of zine
in the country. Many a lead mine
owner will tell you that he has four
tong of zinc to one ton of lead ore.
The question is to get a market for
it.  The situation is critical. There
is a consumption in Canada of
about 2,000 tons per annum. Japan
needs from 3,500 to 4,000 tons yearly
and China about half as much: As
to the market in the United States,
from that Canadians are entirely
excluded, as it is perfectly protected
by the import duty. Hence, although
it is the highest market in the world,
we cannot get access to it because of
that duty. Now the Frank smelter,
as renovated, will be able to handle
about 30 to 40 tons. of zinc ore daily,
from which will be obtained about
10 to 15 tons of spelter, averaging 12
tons probably upon the present basis.
This means a produétion of about
4,000 tons a year, or twice the _ ré-
quirements of the Canadian' market.
But were we bounty fostered -wa
ctould then enter upon the markets: of
the Orient, and compete successfully
with the United States, and probably
be able to market. the whole of  6ur
produet.” 4

PACKING PLANT PROPOSITION
READ YFOR CITY COUNCIL

(Tuesday’s Daily.)

A.  O. Dwyer, wnu proposes build-
ing a mammoth beef and pork pack-
ing plant in the east end, will be be-
fore the council this evening with a
letter containing a proposition which
he wishes to submit to the council.

Briefly, Mr. Dwyer ‘asks for free

water and light for the use of his/
{ plant for 10 years.

The property on which he proposes
to erect his plant is not inside the
city limits, being 2 12 miles east of
the city hall, immediately east of the
subdivision known as Rosedale.

Mr. Dwyer wants the city to put
in a water main and a lead of poles
to the grounds as early as possible
and be in a position to deliver water
and light not later than Jlmex
1907.. He asks for -free service for 10
years, and at the expiration of that
period will contract to take water and
Lizht from the city at the
raanufacturers’ rates

In return, Mr. Dwyer proposes to
build a plant which will cost $500,-
000, and employ 200 men, being the
largest packing plant in Canada. He
will supply his own sewer connection
and all other improvements and asks
no bonus, no financial assistance of
any kind, nor is he asking anyone,
locally, to take any stock. Right of
way for the sewer main has been
already acquired. Tt will be a mile
and three-quarters long and will cost
$10.000.

In connection with the packing
plant Mr. Dwyer:proposes to establish
a tannery and a woollen mill.

Mr. Dwyer asks for an immediate
answer from the city as he wants to
place orders at once for plant and
machinzry.

Mr. Dwyer has had many years of
experience in. the packing business in
Cleveland, Ohio. A forecast of his
proposition was published in the
Bulletin some two months ago, since
which time Mr. Dwyer has been busy
perfecting his arrangements. He has
now reached the stage where he is
prepared to enter into an agreement
with the city council and proceed at
onee,

‘“We had also to ascertain,” said
Col. Hall, “whether the ranchers
will undertake to register a certain
percentage oi their horses for ser-
vice -in case of emergency. The Im-
perial Government offer 5s. ($1.24)
a head for whatever number they
would choose to register each year;
and this registration wonld - carry
with it a guarantee on the part of
the rancher that the number con-
tracted for would be retained on
hand in case of their being required.
In efiect, it -would be a guarantee to
raise so many horses for the Im-
perial Army” on short notice. This
is the suggestion of the War Office.
But in the event of this being incon-
venient of executi.n, ranchers have
been askd to suggest the best me-
thod which, in accordance with local
conditions, would secure a reserve
of horses.  We have been round 15
ranches, including '+ Goddard’s at
Bow river; Bevan’s, north-west of
Calgary; - H. Miller’'s, south of
Calgary; Eckford’s, at High River;
Malecolm Miller’s, 18 miles from
High - River; “Sheriff” King’s at
Caigary; MecGregor’s at Medicine
Hat; Col. Walker’s and Brown’s at
Calgary; and some others in the
peighborhood of Edmonton. We
showed them the draft agreement,
and Colonel Lessard said he would
send a copv to each one and get
their individual replies or whatever
suggestions they might have to make:
The ranchers seemed pretty favorab-
ly disposed towards the scheme, and
are likely to fall in with it.

It is hard ‘to say, however, what
percentage would be ‘available. The
horses would have to be inspected
and selected, and then they would
be registered. @ When any of them
were sold others would have to be
supplied to replace them.

“The classes of horses that would
be required are cavalry, artillery,
transport and mounted infantry
horses. I think all the different
kinds can be obtained in this coun-
try. If the scheme is entered into
by the War Office in England and
the ranchers of Canada, any shert-
age there may be at present in any
particular kind will soon' be remes-

v
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It will encourage the farmers
to raise horses suitable for military
purposes. At present they are go-
ing for meeting the.démands of the
country, raising horses for breaking
up the soil. And, consequently, they
are breeding heavier animals than
they otherwise would. Of course,
[Ticivier horses are useful for trans-
port. We want a lighter and smaller
animal for mounted infantry and
cavalry, ranging {from 15.1 to 16
hands. Height, in regard to the
others, would not matter so much,
as would their conformation and
build.
