In housework—and indeed in many 
other lines of work—there are a great 
many tasks which are monotonous 
and wearisome on account of their me­
chanical and routine character. Some 
of these tasks require so little atten­
tion that one can concentrate the mind 
on other things without being in dan­
ger of slighting them. Others require 
just enough attention to make it in­
advisable to turn the mind entirely to 
other things. Now, I think that there 
are many little devices which can- be 
used to make these tasks a trifle less 
monotonous, and J think the little 
bride-lady’s trick of counting does not 
deserve to be sniffed at, if it helped

make the work a wee bit lees dull and 
stupid.

Another device that I often use, is to 
time myself and see if I cannot ac­
complish the daily task in a little less 
time than usual. Of course, the ob­
jections to this are that too rapid 
work is apt to be slipshod work, and 
that continual “speeding up” is bad 
for the nerves, but used with discre­
tion, I find this a great help.

Still another device, and probably 
the best of all, is to try to do your 
work a little bit better than you have 
ever done it. Try making the glasses 
look more crystal like. Try to make 
the beds smoother and the cake light­
er and the toast more evenly golden 
brown, than you ever did before.

Especially, when I have anything to 
trouble me and find it hard to keep my 
mind on my work, do I find this little 
device a help. Again and again I 
have gone to some task with a mind 
distracted by other problems, and 
found it almost impossible to concen­
trate on the matter in hand. And 
then I have said, “I’ll see just how 
much better I can do this work than 
usual,” and lo and behold, before 
very long, mv newly stimulated in­
terest in the routine task has banish­
ed my troubles and problems quite 
to the back of my mind.

It often seems too bad that so much 
routine work must be done over and 
over and over and over again. It 
seems unfortunate that we cannot 
have machinery to accomplish' all 
those dull little daily tasks, and per­
haps sometime we shall. But in the 
meantime, why not employ any de­
vice that will help to make the mo­
notony a trifle less monotonous ?

Cover plaster of paris figures with 
a thick coating of starch and water; 
let it dry on the surface, and the dirt 
will brush off with the powder.

Most modern brass-ware ts lacquer­
ed and needs only to be wiped off with 
a damp doth. Work quickly and do 
not let the surface get wet.

Never dam knitted underwear with 
wool, as it will shrink and make a 
hole larger than the original one.

November, when Admiral Bridgeman, 
Vice-Admiral Prince Louis of Batten- 
burg and Capt. Pakenham became 
Sea Lords.

With reference to Anglo-Ger­
man relations, Lord Lonsdale said 
that he believed it would take some 
years to live down the feeling recent­
ly created by the Moroccan situation. 
If the Emperor had not been resolved 
from the first not to have war, it 
would have been difficult for any cabi­
net to have resisted, but the Emper­
or, Lord Lonsdale added, is above all 
a man of peace, and has a horror of 
war. He was, moreover, actuated by 
the friendliest feelings towards Eng­
land.

A recrudescence of the trouble on 
the Clyde and the northwest coast is 
now threatened over the discharge 
note system. Circulars have been is­
sued by Scotch members of the Boiler 
Makers’ Association calling attention 
to a resolution agreed upon, to the 
effect that shipbuidling and engineer­
ing employees be notified that dis­
charge notes will not be accepted or 
tendered after January 1st. If the 
members are refused employment ow­
ing to refusing to give up their notes, 
joint action will be taken by all 
trades. Many notices have been 
handed in at the Tyneside shipyards 
and 2,000 men have been locked out 
at Sunderland. The question of a na­
tional lockout will be discussed by the 
employers in a conference to be held 
at Carlisle.

FOUR PRISONERS JAILED.—Sat­
urday evening four prisoners, ordi­
nary drunks, were arrested by the 
police. In the storrn which prevailed 
they were far more secure in the cells 
than if they were allowed to roam 
about the streets, where there was 
danger of some of them being smoth­
ered in the drifts.

WILD LIFE REFUGES IN LABRA­
DOR.

The constantly increasing public in­
terest in the preservation of wild life 
is indicated by the fact that resolu­
tions, addresses and discussions on 
this subject appear constantly in 
the public prints and form a part of 
the proceedings of the various con­
servation congresses which are being 
held so frequently at the present day. 
A notable example of this is found in 
an address delivered before the Com­
mission of Conservation of Canada 
last January at Quebec and now is­
sued in pamphlet form.

In this address Col. William Wood 
discourses at length on animal sanc­
tuaries in Labrador, and, if he ad­
vances no very new arguments, he at 
least puts forth the old arguments in 
a new dress and in a very telling 
fashion. His paper in fact is an ur­
gent appeal to everyone to spread the 
gospel of wild life preservation, on 
which there is substantially unani­
mity of opinion, but too little activity 
by its advocates extending in an in- 

■ terest in it among the public at large. 
Very fittingly, therefore, Colonel 
Wood prepares his paper with the re­
quest that each reader do what he can 
to influence his or her home circle, 
that the press give the subject full 
publicity, and that experts point ou; 
mistakes or make suggestions.

A sanctuary for wild life is a kind 
of wild zoological park on a giganth 
scale and under ideal conditions. At 
such it appeals to everyone interested 
in animals, to zoologists and to tour­
ists alike. There are plenty of ex­
amples on this continent of successful 
sanctuaries. Canada has more than 
the United States, among them thi 
Algonquin, Yoho, Glacier, Jaspar and 
Laurentides Park. In the United States 
there are the Yellowstone, the Gla­
cier, the Yosemite, Grand Canon and 
a number of others. What such re­
fuges do for those animals that are 
included within their boundaries and 
there protected is an oft told story. 
The abundance of elk in the Yellow­
stone Park, of sea lions in California, 
the revival of the ibex in Spain, the 
vast quantities of game in African 
preserves, have demonstrated all this

Why not set aside in unsettled la­
brador a vast preserve for local and 
for migratory species?

Labrador—distant and unknown to 
the general public —has for many 
years been exploited for advertising 
purposes as an unexplored territory, 
although for hundreds of years the 
Hudson’s Bay and other white peoph 
have been running over it in all di­
rections. It has few inhabitants, to. 
it is neither an agricultural nor r 
stock cofantry. It is a rocky table­
land, high above the sea level, Its 
northern portion in the latitude of 
Greenland and its southern in that of 
Paris. It comprises 560.000 square 
miles and so is as large as eleven 
Bnglands. It is a country with a 
great fauna of fur-bearing animals 
and of migratory birds. It is well 
known for its seals and its whales, 
though most of these of course are 
small species. It is a great country 
for fur and was formerly the home of 
vast herds of two sorts of reindeer, 
both of which are swiftly growing 
fewer. All along the coast the de­
struction of all life is constantly go­
ing on, and if the minerals of the in­
terior are a little safer. It is only be­
cause they are more inaccessible.

It is worth while to quote some 
paragraphs to show what is going on 
at the present day.

“Take ‘egging’ as an example. The 
Indians, Eskimo and others beasts of 
prey merely preserve the balance of 
nature by the toll they used to take. 
No beasts of prey, not even a white 
man, will destroy his own stock sup­
ply of food, but with the 19th century 
came the white man market ’eggers,’ 
systematically taking or destroying 
every egg in every place they visited. 
Halifax, Quebec and other towns were 
centers of the trade. The ‘eggers’ in­
creased in numbers and thoroughness 
till the eggs decreased in the more 
accessible spots below paying quan­
tities. But other egging still goes on 
unchecked. The game laws of the- 
Province of Quebec distinctly state 
‘it is forbidden to take nests or eggs 
of wild birds at any time.’ But the 
swarm of fishermen 4ho come up the 
north shore of the St. Lawrence egg 
wherever they go. If they are only 
to stay in the same spot for a day or 
two, they gather all the eggs they 
can, put them into water, and throw 
away everyone that floats. . . . Worse 
still, if the men'are going to stay long 
enough, they will often go round the 
nests and ma.ke sure of smashing ev­
ery single egg. Then they come hack 
in a few days and gather every single

S.S. Corinthian 
in Port.

The Allan Liner Corinthian, Capt. 
O. Rennie arrived here at 11 o’clock 
last night from Liverpool with 374 
tons cargo and some mall matter;

egg, because they know it has been 
laid in the meantime and must be 
fresh. When we remember how many 
thousands of men visit the shore, and 
that the resident population eggs on 
its own account, at least as high up 
as the Pilgrims, only a hundred miles 
from Quebec, we need not be pro­
phets to foresee the inevitable end of 
all bird life when subject to such a 
drain.”

This is only on the St. Lawrence, 
where there are supposed to be laws 
and wardens, but the same thing goes 
on all along the coast where there are 
no laws, no wardens and a greater 
population to collect the eggs. It is 
as bad with the birds as with the 
eggs. “Not long ago the men from a 
vessel in Cross Harbor landed on an 
islet full of eiders and killed every 
single brooding mother. Such men 
have grown up to this, and there is 
that amount of excuse for them. Be­
sides, they ate the birds, though they 
destroyed the broods. Yet, as they 
always say, ‘we don’t know no law 
here,’ it may be suspected that they 
do know there really is one. These 
men do a partly excusable wrong. But 
what about those who ought to know 
better? In the summer of 1907 an 
American millionaire's yacht landed 
a party who shot as many brooding 
birds on St. Mary Island as they 
chose, and then left the bodies to rot 
and the broods to perish. That was. 
presumably, for sport. For the same 
kind of sport, motor boats cut circles 
around diving birds, drown them, and 
let the bodies float away. The North 
Shore people have drowned myriads 
of moulting scooters in August, but 
they used the meat. Bestial forms of 
sport are majiy and vile. ’C’est un 
plaisir superbe’ was the description 
given by some voyageurs on exploring 
work who had spent the afternoon 
chasing young birds about the rocks 
and stamping them to death."

We have all of its fresh in our 
minds the important birds that have 
become extinct recently or within a 
generation or two. The passenger 
pigeon and the Es.kimo curlew are 
doubtfully existent, but about the 
Labrador duck and the great auk 
there is no question. Large game ani­
male and fur bearers are growing 
rapidly fewer in number. It seems 
not many years ago since it was com­
mon to see conductors and motor men 
wearing bear skin coats that cost 
them from $15 to $25 and lasted them 
many years. Such coats nowadays 
would cost from $125 to $150.

Cblonel Wood urges the protection 
or partial protection of this great re­
gion, for the benefit of five great 
classes of people who are interested 
in the question from the points of 
view of food, business, the native

population of Indians and Eskimo, 
sport, and the wild life lovers.

Certain areas should be set aside 
for efficient protection, which areas 
will become reservoirs with a con­
stant outflow of their life into the 
surrounding regions. The country is 
vast and most sparsely inhabited, but 
Canada has shown what her North­
west mounted police could do in the 
old days of the wild West and those 
more recent days of the wild North. 
There should also be international 
agreements for the protection of all 
migratory animals, especially birds. 
The wild life refuges of Labrador 
should so far as possible be linked 
with the parks of Western Canada 
and with the refuges of the United 
States.

Labrador offers tremendous oppor­
tunities for the great subject so ably 
set forth by the author of this inter­
esting paper, and ills preaching should 
not fall on deaf ears. The Canadian 
Government has always been far more 
farseeing in matters of this kind than 
that of the United States. Witness 
the many parks and sanctuaries set 
aside under the Honorable Frank 
Oliver. Minister of the Interior, who 
also is responsible for the purchase 
and transportation to, Canada of the 
Pablo herd of buffalo.

We should be glad to see Colonel 
Wood's address in the hands of every 
American sportsman and game pro­
tector in the land. He may be ad­
dressed at Quebec, Canada.
