The vessel
was ordered to stop which she did
and was boarded by two officers, who
after perusing the Simcoe’s papers
and getting the desired information,
allowed the vessel to proceed to her
destination.

SAYS CROWN IS ABLE TO RE-
QUISITION ANY NEUTRAL SHIP.

London, April 1.—In presenting his
argument before the Prize Court yes-
terday in favor of requisitioning the
cargo of foodstuffs of the American
steamer Wilhelmina, the Crown soli-
citor introduced a hitherto unpub-
lished order-in-council providing that
the Crown nfay requisition any neu-
tral ship.

This order came as a complete sur-
prise to the counsel for the owners
of the Wilhelmina’s cargo. It revises
Rule 29 of the Prize Court, which
now reads:

S“Where it is made to appear to the
judge, on the application of the pro-
per officer of the court, that it is de-
sired to requisition, on behalf of His
Majesty, a ship in respect of which no
final decree of condemnation has been
made, he shall order that the ship
shall be appraised and that, upon an
undertaking being given in accord-
ance with Rule 5 of this order, this
ship shall be released and delivered
to the Crown.”

Upon the motion of counsel for the
owners of the cargo the Court ad-
journed to April 13, when counsel
will renew his former motion to have
a date for the trial set, in an effort
to get a decision as to whether the
foodstuffs destined for the German
civilians were absclute contraband
when the Wilhelmina sailed from the
United States.

POLICY OF GREECE.

The Cabinet crisis in Greece may
délay Greek intervention in the war
for a little while, but the view here
is that it is bound to come. The for-
cing of the Dardanelles makes this in-
evitable. It is possible to attach too
much importance to the relationship
by marriage of the Greek and ‘German
royal houses.  Phe” King 0Of Giéece,
after all, so far as heé is not a.Greek,
is a Dane, and Danish sympathies
would not mnaturally tend to pro-
Germanism. But even if there were a
real breach between the Crown and
M. Venizelos’s Government, it would
be very difficult for the Crown to
maintain its opposition indefinitely.
ireece is a very democratic country,
and M. Venizelos is the maker of
modern Greece, and has the greatest
political’ prestige in the Balkans. It
seems most likely that the Cabinet
crisis is a diplomatic cover for the
policy which is inevitable. It pro-
vides for a demonstration of Greek
national sentiment; by which, as all
the world must see, the King is bound
to be guided. It is just conceivable
that even if the King himself were in
favor of coming in on the side of the
Allies, this might be the best way of
introducing it. Certainly Greece ev-
en at the cost . of revolution, would
not stand out of a campaign the issue
of which will determine the fate of
the Dardanelles and Gonstantinople.
Material as well as sentimental in-
terests urge her to earn a voice in
the settlement.

-But
it is, I ‘believe, the fact that Germany
and Austria had given saxisfactory
pledges (if Germhny can give satis-
faptory pledges to anyone) to Italy as
the price of her mneutrality. Now,
however, the future of the Dardan-
elles raises an even bigger quesﬁon
fer Italy than the balance of power
in Europe—the question of the bal-
ance of power in the Mediterranean.
Politically and' commercially Italy is
a Mediterranean island, and in that
situation she is vitally interested in
the future of the Dardanelles, which
are potentially‘a great and impreg-
nable naval base. In the hands of
any great Power Constantinople
could dominate the communications
of the Mediterranean. Italy also,
therefore, cannot easily refrain now
from entering the struggle on the
side of the Allies in order to earn a
voice in settling the future of Con-
stantinople. - Italy’s  interest, like
that of Greece, would be satisfied by
the internationalisation of Constanti-
nople, or perhaps still better by a
federation of Balkan States with Con-
stantinople as its capitdl. Such a
federation would not be rich enough
or strong ehough to use the Dardan-
elles aggressively or to' dominate
Asia Minor, and it would - settle for
ever the Near Eastern * question,
which has cursed Europe so long.

THE WAR MEDAL.

It is rumored- that the War Office
proposes almost immediately to call
for designs for the war medal for the
present campaign. This is rather an
unusual step to take with the end of
the struggle not in sight, but it is de-
sired to issue the medal to all who
are permanently invalided from the
Navy or the Army, 'through wounds
or other injuries, with as little loss
of time as possiblé.” In the past men
often diéd befdore they could receive
the medal they had earned, and it is
desired that this shall not be the case
now. OwWing to the extremely large
number of medals it will ultimately
be necessary to provide, it is pro-
posed that it shall be of bronze, in
place of the customary silver, and
while the question of the ribbon to be
attached is under consideration, it is
expected to embody the colors of all
the Allies. It is regarded as prob-
able that these medals will be earliest
issued on the first anniversary of the
outbreak of hostilities.

been taken to clear off the shortage
of the revenue to meet the expendi-
ture up to June 30th last came as a
shock, if not as a4 surprise, to many
present. They naturally. thought if
that was the financial condition of
the Government before theére was any
thought of War, what must it be
now after eight months of war and
what will it be at the end of next
June. The attempt of the Prime Min-
ister to carry off the depressing news
by words of optimism failed to gal-
vanize buoyancy into his party or
those present, and the occasional
cheers by 4 few of his supporters in
the gallery served only to accentuate
the general depression. It was idle
to expect confidence from those who
had voted for the extraordinary in-
creases in taxation at the last regular
session of the Assembly. The addi-
tions to the tariff had been so great
that with normal imports of dutiable
goods, the mew taxation was calcu-
lated to bring in an extra $720,000 a
yvear, and should have given an extra
$240,000 for the four months of the
year preceding June 30th last, over
and above the provision made regu-
larly and at the usual time for the |
revenue of tHat year. Yet in spite of
the attempt after the General Elec-
tions to bolster up the pre-election
budget by an extra call of $240,000 for
that year, the Prime Minister admit-
ted yesterday their financial calcula-
uons were so much astray that there
was a deficit of $300,000 on June 30th
last, and that $300,000 had becn taken
from the nest egg of $500,000 to clear
up the deficiency of last year. More
than this, the statement is put in the
mouth of the Governor that the bal-
ance of $200,000 will have to be used
to "reduce the present year’s  deficit,
and that extra taxation must be put
on to clear away the balance. Where
and whither are we tending? Can
here be a doubt?

A large con-
course of people assembled in the
grounds while both Chambers of the
Legislature were well filled by prom-
inent ladies and gentlemen. Lining
the grounds were the usual detach-
ments from the Constabulary and
Naval Reserve;, but a feature of yes-
terday’s occasion was the presence of
a squad from the Nfld. Regiment,
forming a guard of honor. The City
Band was also in attendance and on
arrival of His Excellency rendered
the National Anthem while the guard
presented arms. After the reading
of the Speech from the Throne by His
Excellency, Messrs. Coaker and Mo-
rine, “the new members for Twillin-
gate and Bonavista, respectively, who
had been previously sworn in, were
introduced to the Speaker by Messrs.
Kent and Stone. The mover and sec-
onder of the Address in Reply was
Messrs. J. F. Downey and E. Parsons
and in the Upper Chamber, Hons. J.
Harvey and P. T. McGrath.

deficit on June 30th last and intima-
ted that they expected a bigger deficit
next June. Last September, accord-
ing to his recollection, the Govern-
ment had given the deficit of June
last as $238,000. It is clear then that
if the shortage is greater -this year,
the situation is serious, in view of the
conditions brought about by the War,
and it behoves the country to set to
work to set their house in order to
meet the emergency. This deficit had
come about in spite of the great in-
crease in taxation a year ago, and in
spite of the increases in September
another and a larger deficit is expect-
ed. The grave condition of the coun-
try was disclosed when it was ad-
mitted that the half million cash re-
serve, so carefully looked after by Sir
Robert Bond, would all be used up,
and /that other means would have to
be resorted to as well in the attempt
to meet the deficit: The outlook’ was
none too promising, the sealing voy-
age looked-like a failure and if this
should be the fact it would have a
material influence in lessening im-
ports and in keeping down the re-
venue. The Colony was fortunate in
being able to carry on its oversea
trade owing to the British fleets suc-
cess on the sea, and he hoped that
the products of our other industries

was wantonly precipitated by Ger-
many; congratulated the fathers and
mothers of families in Newfoundl!and
whose sons have volunteered; S\m-'
pathized with the families of those
who lost their lives while doing duty
A
for the Empire, and predicted gener-,
ous support for the dependents of
them. In connection with the seal-
fishery he thought a close season for
a year or so was necessary so that
a poor catch this year would be a
good way to preserve the seals.

Mr. Downey said this industry would
give an exceptionally large amount of
labor and he predicted wonderful
possibilities for it, and that it wculd
cost over ten millicns of dollars.
Another industry he was much inter-
ested in was the Cold Storage plant
proposed to be established for the
marketing to America of our annual
fish catech.
Mr. Edward Parsons followed in a
stirring and patriotic speech. Ow’;;ng
to the various paragraphs in His Ex-
cellency’s speech, being covered by
the ‘previous  speaker, he only dealt
with two matters—the fishing indus-
try and the war. He submitted stat-
istics showing what progress Canada
was making in the development of
this industry. As to the war he spoke ;
on the great sacrifices our people
were making by sending their sons
to the front and paid a tribute to the
mothers and grand-mothers who were
doing noble work with their knitting
needles.

Mr. Kent.—After complimenting the
propcser of the Address in Reply for
the carefully prepared composition
he had read to the House, the Leader
of the Opposition made a pleasing
reference to the eloquent speech of
the seconder, and then dealt in part
with the Speech from the Throne. Ee |
said when tne House met in Septem-

Statement of the
Newfoundland
Patriotic Fund.

The Patriotic Fund is not designed
to take the place: of the pensions
which it is understood will be pro-
vided by the State for those of our
defenders who may suffer partial or
total disablement, or for the widows
or other dependents of those who may
lose their lives while on active ser-
vice. *

The object of the Patriotic Fund,
as stated in the original appeal to the
publie, is “that it will be applied
primarily in making provision for the
d¢spendent relatives of those who un-
dertake to fight the battles of the
country and the Empire by land and
sea, and afterwards to such other ob-
jects connected therewith as may be

* deemed desirable.”

It having been represented that it
would be well if this statement of the
objects of the Fund were amplified so
that there might be no misunderstand-
ing as to the purposes for which the
money was to be utilized the Patrio-
tic Association referred to the Trus-
tces of the Patriotic Fund the framing
of such an amplified statement; and,
thie Trustees having prepared a draft
form, presented it to the Association
ot its meeting on March 30th, when

it was approved, and thus given of-

ficial authority, in the following
terms:—

The objects of the Newfoundland
Patriotic Fund are:— :

1. To augment. if pessible, the re-
scurces of the familes of Volunteers
#nd Reservists who have gone cn ac-
tive service, where such families are
unable to adequately maintain ‘them-
selves without such aid.

2. To assist, if possible, men invalid-
ed from active scrvice until they can
secure employment, or until the State
makes provision for them by pension
or ctherwise.

3. To assist, if pcsible, widows and
other dependents of those who lose
their lives while on active service,
until they become the beneficiaries of
legislative enactment.

4. To afford help, if possible, in such
cases as do not come within the scope
ot legislative enactment, but which
have a moral claim upon the generos-
ity of the publiec.

As a more detailed statement of the
precise effects of these clauses may be
of value in making clear to the pub-
lic what is intended, this memoran-
dum has been prepared with that ob-
ject in view, and it elaborates them
thus:—

With respect to the first clause
above set out, help is being given to
families of Volunteers and Reservists
where such families are in need. In
this course the Newfoundland Patrio-
tic Fund is pursuing the same policy

ay is being pursued in the Mother
(tuntry and in the Dominion of Can-
ada. In Great Britain the Fund is
known as the Prince of Wales Fund,
and has already reached a total of
nearly 5 million pounds (25 million
dollars). Out of this sum there has
been distributed, up to the first of
March, according to cablegrams . to
the Canadian press, a sum of approxi-
mately $7,000,000 for the relief of dis-
tress among the families of soldiers
and sailors, the total number of
households relieved being 500,000 and
grants being made through other
channels to 7,000 widows, 11,000
children, and 3,000 other dependents
cf soldiers and sailors who have died.
In Canada, as with us, the Fund is
known as the Patriotic Fund, and an
official statcment supplied by the
Hon. Secretary, Mr. H. B. Ames, states
that in January some 10,000 families
were being helped, and the outlay was
at the rate of $6,000 per day. In No-
va Scotia, last month, some 623 fami-
lies were being relieved and in New
Brunswick moqre than 400. In New-
foundland, so far, help has been giv-
en to nearly ninety families and al-
most 70 of these are in receipt of regu-
lar monthy allowances, while the ap-
plications are being received nearly
every day.

Under the second clause, the work
of the Fund will not become effective
until men begin to be sent back to
the Colony from the Regiment or the
Naval Reserve, invalided home
through illness or injury. Then,
such men will be assisted during
their period of recovery, and in cases
where they may have to claim wupon
the State for pensions, the Fund will
cafe for them until such pensions are
provided.

Under the third clause, the Fund is
already assisting dependents of some
of the Naval Reservists who went
down with the warships Viknor, Clan
Mc¢Naughton and Bayano; and as fur-
ther information regarding other
families is received, relief will be af-
forded. to them, this being continued
until provision is made for pensions
where such are allowed, and in other
cases, as circumstances justify.

With Tespect to the foufth cate-
gory, it is impossible to more than
indicate some of the various classes
of cases which will have to be con-
sidered, and which will require the
activities of the Fund to be continued
for many years. The outstanding
ones are:—

(a) Men who suffer in their eye-
sight; or hearing, or lose limbs in
the war, may require artificial eyes,
aids to hearing, or artificial  limbs;
and men with spinal trouble may re-
qiure other mechanical aids; and the
Patriotic Fuhd will have to consider
the providing and possibly the re-
newing of these from time to time;

(b) Men. who return from active
service partially disabled may find
their condition become such after
some years that the pensions provided
for them may have to be supplemented
from the Patriotie Fund;

(¢) Children who may be orphaned
may have to be assisted in addition to
such other provision as is made for
| them;

(d) Aged parents, or other relatives,
or foster-mothers, or guardians, may
require assistanee where no other aid
is available, or to supplement such.

Very many other contingencies,
which it is impossible to sct out in de-

tail, are certain to arise here as they
are arising in the Mother | Country
now and as they arose there after the
South African War; and these can
only be dealt with according to the
circumstances of each case.

In Great Britain, there is in exist-
ence what is known as the Royal Pat-

riotic Fund, whose operations have
'tontinued from the time of the South
{ African war up to the present, in car-
!ing for wounded soldiers of that war,
faud dependents of others who died
during that struggle or since; and the
same condition of things will .pro-
bably prevail in this country after the
present war €nds, and call for like
treatment.

The Newfoundland Patriotic Fund
totals thus far, roundl;’, $91,000 and
in view of the many claims likely to
be made upon it we trust that all who

ing towards enlarging it will do so
as generously as their circumstances
will permit.

HEAYY FIGHTING AT NEUVE

A despatch from Amsterdam says
that fighting is still proceeding in the
neighborhood of Neuve Chapelle. The
Allies’ artillery is bombarding the
villages of Fecomeles and Herlies. The
Germans have delivered numerous
counter-attacks, especially at night,
but have been consistently unsuccess-
ful. ' The artillery fighting in Fecome-
les region is stated to have been par-
ticularly violent.

A solution“to the mysterious disap—
pearance of Mrs. Edward Landy; who
has been missing for ‘practically six
months past, was arrived at this
morning:when her body was found in
Quidi Vidi Lake. Last
‘evening, Mr. James Maher, of Quidi
Vidi, on his way home from town,
was passing along by the N.E. section
of the pond, near Pleasantville, when
he observed in the pond, close to the
shore, something of a human charac-
ter. He stopped for a while but did
not go to make enguiries. He pro-
ceeded home and told some of his
friends, men and women, that he had
seen a strange object. At daybreak
this' moraning Mr.  Mahér, accompanied
by several peeple of the village, start-
ed out to investigate.

Just then
milkman Maxrtin, of the White Hills,
came in sight with a team, and in-
formed of the gruesome find, Martin
drove off to the city and hur'nedlv ae-
quainted the - Bast End Fire Hall
guard, who in turn communicated
with Mr. -Grimes, = Supt. of = Police.
The latter despatchd Constable Wood-
ford to look after the bedy while he
engaged Undertaker Martin who con-
veyed the dead body to the morgue,
where it remained for identification.
Mr. Edward Brophy, of Colonial St.,
on learning of the matter, called at
the morgue and identified the dead
body to be that of his  sister, Mrs.
Landy, who left her home on' Colonial
Street at 6.3 on a Sunday evening, of
October 19th last and never turned up
afterwards. It is now supposed that
«she wandered towards the Lake,‘went
into the pond  and was drowped.
When found her body was very little
decomposed; being frozen and Kkept
preserved by the icy cold water. Her
features were easily recognized. Dr.

THREE WIVES FOUND DROWNED
IN BATH TUB.

London, March 23.—Charged with
the murder of three women, George
Joseph Smith, in the Bow Street
Court to-day, heard Public Prosecu-
tor Bodkin declare he had-made away
with three of his wives, the crime in'
cach case being committed shortly
after he had married them. Each of
these women was found dead in her
bath; consequently the case has come
to be known as the “Brides in Bath”
case. ;

Smith has destribed himself as a
man of indepéndent means. Accord-
ing to the evidence of Scotland Yard,
which has been enquiring into the
deaths of these women, Smith made
use of various fictitious names in his
matrimonial ventures. The women
he married were found dead a few
days after the ceremony. Verdicts of
accidental death have been returned.

Prosecutor Bodkin said the accused
had been married five times in all.

The prisoner will now be charged
with the murder of three of these
five women,” Mr. Bodkin continued:
“The case-is remarkable for the greed
for wealth which was the dominant
motive in the taking of these three
lives. We shall show that at the
death of two of them £2,800 ($14,000)
was obtained and that the prisoner
when arresed was in a fair way to
obtain £700 ($3,500 more.”

The prosecutor related how Smith
had ardently courted. each woman
and had obtained from each a will
making him the sole legatee.

“In the death of these three ‘women
precisely similar circumstances exist-
ed,” Mr. Bodkin went on. “Each
was found in her bath: each died of
drowning, and each was first dis-
covered by the prisoner.”

The prosecutor said he considered
it remarkable that the prisoner 'had
been able to face the coroner’s juries
untrapped after each death, and that
he should enly at the last have been
brought to court on a technicality re-
garding the use of a false name in an
applictiaon *for a marriage license.

But Gen. French kept-to the theme
of what the Belgians had done to the
Germans. At last he said:

“Your majesty, collect your army
again and go back to the Yser. From
what you have told me I am led to
believe that the Germans have shf-
fered so greatly that they will not be
able to attack you again or try to con-
tinue their advance for at least two
weeks.”

The King did as Gen. French ad-
vised him. Within ten days he had
collected his army and got them:' into
trenches along the river. The Ger-
mans did not attack, as French had
surmised.
