He had just 
come through all that fighting around 
Loos and when writing was resting 
in billets. His letters were written 
upon paper captured from the Ger­
man trenches and made a much prized 
souvenir. ~/

On Oct. 30th I received a cable to, 
say he had spent 12 days in the 
trenches and was back again. He has 
found a friend, yes, another father, 
;n the person of the European man­
ager of the C. P. R., Mr. Brown, Lon­
don, who sends me all Edgar’s field 
postals and letters to him and cables 
after the battles when he hears from 
him.

Edgar is a Lieutenant in the London 
Rifles Brigade, 8th Battalion. If you 
care to publish those exracts you may 
do so.

Somewhere in France,
Oct. 2, ’15.

You have already heard how I fared 
in the recent battles and I shall en­
deavour to have* you hear each week 
by the same means (cables from the 
European manager of the C. P. R., 
Mr. Brown). But the missing of a 
week-end need not worry you, as if 
1 am foolish enough to stop a German 
bullet you will hear of it more quickly 
than anything else. Also, the people 
out here have the habit of stopping 
all mails when they fancy such a 
thing will be of military advantage, 
and from my own experience I believe 
it necessary. Now, I left a small min­
ing village before’the big figlf^ and 
marched to another ruined village 
somewhere near the trenches. We 
were delayed practically all night by 
transports which crowded all the 
roads, and we eventually took up our 
position about 2.80 a.m.. We were 
now within half a mile of the Boches, 
and everything seemed as cheerful and 
peaceful as if I were home trying to 
make myself comfortable in the cellar 
or in one of the road drains. The show 
was begin at 4 a.m. but was delayed 
until 6. Then whiz, bang! and heavy 
stuff seemed to fall near us. How­
ever, we weathered the stuff O.K. and 
moved up a bit nearer, as we were in 
support. Here we remained for the 
rest of the day and at night we moved 
across to the original first line of the 
German trenches. Then I managed 
to capture this paper I am now writ­
ing upon, and we were now as com­
fortable as bugs in a rug. The re­
mainder of the night and next day 
we merely sat tight and improved 
our firing positions in case of an at­
tack. That night and the succeeding 
night we did outpost duty on a large 
pile of slack coal on our right. Here 
we had nothing at all exciting and it 
was indeed bitterly cold, colder in 
fact than one would realize from such 
a country as France. The next night, 
we moved up into the second German 
line, which here is our particular 
front, line. Here of bourse were no 
dugouts or shelters and it simply 
poured from the heavens. At the be­
ginning of the scrap I lost my water­
proof, and I now miss it. However, 
one of the chaps managed to raise one 
from Heaven knows where and I par­
aded the trench until morning. Af­
ter three days and two nights in this 
rotten position we were relieved and 
nearly shouted for joy. as we -had 
tackled the main position for the Brit­
ish Army and had had a rotten time. 
We won the thanks of Sir John 
French and are now ready for another 
scrap.

When relieved we moved back to a 
ruined village, one of the many one 
finds around in the war zone, and 
here we remained until the next day. 
From these places the inhabitants 
have entirely departed and nobody re­
mains but swarms of troops of all 
kinds. We had a billet in an impos­
ing shack which some loquocious bird 
had named “Vermin Villa.” It was 
situated in “Quality Street” and prov­
ed-quite welcome In spite of the fact 
■that our bed was wet, the floor a hope­
less litter, the doors, windows and 
some of the walls missing; but we 
were tired. 1 slept like a top and had 
my boots off for the first time in 8 
days. The next day we started to 
march and at 7.30 we reached this 
spot, and except that d am here and 
there are troops galore around, we 
would not know that a war was on.
I have now slept for two nights upon 
a real bed and hope for the same lux­
ury to-night, and perhaps a fourth. 
You must arrange for me to have at 
the rate of two pairs of socks a week, 
and have them thick and loose. As 
for anything else, it is better not to 
try and get them tc^me. I know you 
are worrying, but don’t. It is to keep 
away from you all what I have seen 
over here that I am fighting. It is 
.because it was my duty to come that 
I voluntarily came over, and of one 
thing you ean rest assured "I had ra­
ther die in France than stay at home 
and be always harrassed with the 
thought that someone else had to come 
and fight for me, and that another fel­
low fought for all I hold dear.” I 
could not feel happy at work or hav­
ing a good time while a “man’s work” 
was being done for me, and judging 
from what I have seen already, many 
of the loafers will be needed before 
this thing is through and thoroughly 
done.

The Suppression
of the “Globe.”
The London evening news 
paper, the Globe, which 
has been suppressed by 
the British authorities, is 
said in the mes­

sage to be controlled by Mr. Cecil 
Harmsworth. This is somewhat sin­
gular as the latter has been a Liberal 
member of Parliament and a support­
er of Prime Minister Asquith. He had 
a distinguished scholastic career at 
Trinity College, Dublin, and contest­
ed Droitwich in 1900 and N. E. Lan­
arkshire in 1901. He was elected as 
Liberal M. P. for Droitwich in 1906, 
and represented this constituency un­
til 1910. In 1911 he was elected as 
Liberal member for South Bedford, 
and became Private Parliamentary 
Secretary to Mr. Rulciman, the Presi­
dent of the Board of Agriculture in 
the Asquith Liberal Ministry, and af­
terward in 1914 President of the 
Board of Trade.

It will be seen from this that Mr. 
Cecil Harmsworth’s political associ­
ations are such that it would be little 
expected that a newspaper controlled 
by him should become such an assail­
ant of the military policy of the As­
quith Government as would lead to 
its suppression. We believe, however, 
that he ceased to hold this minor par­
liamentary office when the Coalition 
Government was formed. The irony 
of the situation is that the formation 
of the Coalition Government was 
effected afte ra prolonged agitation in 
the Times and Daily Mail, which are 
controlled by Lord Northcliffe, his 
eldest brother, whose political lean­
ings are Conservative. Lord Rothe- 
mefe, another brother, is a strong 
Liberal^ who is said to have used all 
the influence he could bring to bear 
on his brother. Lord Northcliffe, to 
induce him to modify the hostility he 
has shown to the Coalition Ministry

he brought into being, since he began 
his campaign for compulsory service. 
Lord Rothemera’s efforts, however, 
proved unavailing, as Lord Northcliffe 
remained obdurate. Lord Rothemere 
is the President of the Anglo-New- 
foundland Company at Grand Falls.

The immediate cause of the sup­
pression of the Globe appears to have 
been the persistence of the Globe in 
asserting that Lord Kitchener had re­
signed the office of Secretary of War, 
after an official denial had been made 
of this statement. In the present 
state of instability in the Balkans the 
publication of such a report is cal­
culated to have amôst injurious ef­
fect, and its influence in France and 
particularly in Russia would be of a 
pernicious character. Last night 
another denial was issued officially 
which stated (1) That Lord Kitchener 
had not resigned; (21 that he had not 
tendered his resignation; (3) that his 
visit to the East was not to be taken as 
having relation to a contemplated 
resignation; (4) that the visit is taken 
in connection with his duties as 
Secretary of War and (5) that he 
has no intention of abandoning these 
duties.

The offence of the Globe is of such 
a heinous character when considered 
in relation to the existing situation 
that the authorities were amply jus­
tified in suppressing it.

THE SUPPRESSION OF T1IE GLOBE.

LONDON, Nov. 7th.
The printing plant of the Ldtadon 

G.obe together with copies issued 
yesterday and to-day were seized by 
the police this afternoon. The au­
thorities acted presumably because 
t. e article appearing in the Globe to 
nay contained a bitter attack on 
Lord Haldane, and declared Kitchener 
had oBerêd his resignation which was 
declined. The Globe said the ap­
pointment of Lord Haldane to suc­
ceed Lord Kitchener would jeopardize 
the life of the Government. The 
Globe has been chiefly noted for its 
violent attack on public men during 
the administration of the Liberal Gov­
ernment. It has been one of the 
Government’s bitterest opponents and 
since the war attacked virtually all 
members of the Government. On 
Friday it bitterly attacked- Sir Fred­
erick E. Smith, the new Attorney- 
General, who it had heretofore sup­
ported, and who the evening before 
had defended Premier Asquith against 
what he described as discreditable 
personal attacks. The Globe also 
published a report of the resignation 
of Lord Kitchener, this being based 
chiefly on the fact that the War Sec­
retary had been received in audience 
by the King on Thursday night and a 
brief announcement in the morning 
papers that a change of the utmost 
importance was about to take place 
in the conduct of the war. The 
Globe is edited by Charles Palmer 
who for many years was its parlia­
mentary reporter. The announce­
ment that Lord Kitchener is to visit 
the East did not come as a surprise, 
it was generally believed when it be­
came known he was about to under­
take a mission, that the Balkans would 
lie his destination, for there is no man 
in the British Empire bètter equipped 
with knowledge of the Near Eastern 
affairs, military and political, than he. 
It is thought his activities will not be 
confined to this theatre of war how­
ever, but that he will visit Egypt, in­
spect the defences of the Suez Canal 
against a possible German or Turkish 
attack, and Mesopotamia where a 
British expedition is doing bigger 
things than was expected of it, and 
the Dardanelles where steps are being 
taken to push operations to a con­
clusion. Besides this it is understood 
his duties will include efforts to co­
ordinate the work of the general staff 
of the Alied armies.^ It is considered 
impossible for Premier Asquith to 
hold both offices of Prime Minister 
and Minister of War for any length of 
time. Earl Derby, director of recruit­
ing, has been mentioned as a possible 
incumbent during Earl Kitchener's 
absence.

Letter From the Front
Received by W. C. Baird, Nagle’s Hill.

October 5th, 1915.
Dear Parents,—Just a few lines to 

let you know that I am well and in 
the best of health, hoping that ydu are 
the same. I haven’t much news to 
tell you, because we are not allowed 
to tell much, and when a fellow can­
not say much it’s very hard to write 
a letter.

If God spares me my life, after the 
war is over and I get back home, I 
will have lots of news to tell you. I 
haven’t got the cakes or stuff you sent 
me yet'. It would be all right if I had 
some of it now; I haven't received a 
letter from you for a long time. I re­
ceived one from Lucy and two from 
Olive. I wrote uncle Bob some time 
ago, but no answer to either. I wrote 
when we were in Cairo, Egypt. I sup­
pose you got them. Olive told me on 
her letter that she was sending a lot 
of things, but I never got anything 
from home since I left. I think I 
have told you all for this time. I will 
write again soon. Remember me to 
all.

Why did, it not allow the 
men to go further and reveal the or­
ganization with various plots?”

“Because," was the reply “these 
men were getting so dangerous we 
could not take any more chances. 
Here they were making their tests out 
in the open. Fay himself has admit­
ted that he attached one of his ma­
rine mines to a vessel for experi­
mental purposes.

“Any day he might have attached 
one for other than experimental 
purposes. For weeks we watched, 
waiting, and hoped he would lead to 
the head, but he did not, and at last 
we had no other course thah to ar­
rest Fay and his accomplices before 
they blew up factories and ships."

CHILD BURNT TO DEATH IN EAST 
END BY UPSETTING OF A 
LAMP.

No small amount of alarm was 
created ine the East End of the city 
Saturday " night when the news 
spread that a child had been burned 
to death and under exceedingly sad 
circumstances. Unhappily the re­
port was only too true and the vic­
tim proved to be James, the ten 
months old baby boy of Mr. and Mrs. 
James Wilcox, of Hoylestown. The 
facts, as told a Telegram representa­
tive, art that about eight o’clock 
Mrs. Wilcox left her home in company 
with her sister-in-law. to go up town 
to make her usual week end pur­
chases, leaving in the house her hus­
band and two children, Frank, S yeark 
old, and the infant, the latter being 
in its cot. All three were in the 
kitchen. A lighted lamp was on the 
table and the cot nearby. Mr. Wilcox, 
an upright and industrious man, who 
had been working hard during the 
week and who had only knocked off 
an hour or so previously, felt very 
tired and lay down on the couch. 
Meanwhile, fearing danger, he re­
moved the cot away from alongside 
the table over beside the ’couch and 
rocked the child to sleep. Soon he 
feel into a slumber himself, leaving 
his son Frank to mind the baby in 
case he would wake.

THE LAMP UPSET.
Unfortunately, and unmindful of 

the consequent danger, Frank trans­
ferred the cot and its occupant to 
where it was at first and in the course 
of a few minutes he lay down and in 
turn went off to sleep. It was then 
about 9 o’clock. Afterwards the child 
awoke and put its little hand up and 
caught hold of the table cloth, upon 
which the lamp was standing, and it 
is supposed gave it a pull. The re­
sult was that the lamp came off the 
table and right into the cot. Almost 
instantly the cot was a mass of flame, 
the blanket and other clothing that 
covered the child being so inflam­
mable. The screams of the baby 
aroused the father, who was horrified 
with the sight he saw and who rush­
ed to save his child. He lost no time 
in removing the burning clothes, but 
not before his dear one was burnt 
very badly. An alarm was given and 
several neighbours responded and 
those who entered the house and 
saw the heart-broken father holding 
in his arms his dying infant, who 
must have been suffering most ex­
cruciating pain, will not soon for­
get the sad sight. Nurse Bush, who 
lives nearby, was one of the first to 
offer aid. She immediately applied 
remedies. A doctor could not be 
communicated with without delay, so 
the nurse, knowing the child’s in­
juries were of a serious nature, had 
it taken to the General Hospital, 
where, after a few hours, it suc­
cumbed.

LONDON NEWSPAPERS.
» LONDON, Nov. 7.

The Times, remarking that circum­
stances lately have freed Field Mar­
shal Kitchener from the whole busi­
ness of recruiting, which had been 
his great pre-occupation during the 
first year of the war, says, Lord Der­
by’s scheme now is in full progress, 
and Lord Kitchener’s presence at the 
War Office cannot materially assist 
it. He is, therefore, at liberty to di­
vert his attention to other matters. Of 
these, by far the most urgent is the 
new developments of the war in the 
Near East, of which Lord Kitchener 
possesses a long standing and first­
hand knowledge. It would not be 
unnatural, therefore, if for the time 
being, he were to devote himself en­
tirely to consultation with the Allies 
for a settlement of that tangled prob­
lem.

The Post says editorially: The 
news that Earl Kitchener has left the 
War Office will be far from encourag­
ing confidence in the present Govern­
ment. So sudden a change can hard­
ly be regarded, except as another ex­
ample of an unstable and vacilating 
policy.

The Evening News makes the de­
finite assertion that Earl Kitchener 
will not return to the War Office, and 
adds that his great abilities and long 
experiences in. the eastern cities will 
be usefully employed.

The Globe, in its issue of Saturday, 
wbiqh was seized by the police, sticks 
to its guns and again asserts that Earl 
Kitchener has resigned because of the 
manoeuvres and machinations of 
politicians.

KITCHENER’S, MISSION.
LONDON, Nov. 8.

It is generally assumed that Earl 
Kitchener has gone east with the im­
mediate object of re-arranging the 
military personnel at the front, effect­
ing in conjunction with the Allied 
nations some central organization of 
control of the scheme of military 
operations. To unravel tangles in 
the east with Britain's partners will 
likely occupy his attention for some 
time. Whether, when his task is ac­
complished, Kitchener will, or will 
not, return to the War Office, is known 
only to a very few and must depend 
on developments. It is not thought 
that Premier Asquith would under­
take the burden of a prolonged tenure 
of the. war portfolio in addition to his 
present heavy labors, and so specula­
tion may soon be set at rest. When 
a vote of credit is introduced by the 
Premier in the Commons on Wednes­
day, there will be full opportunity for 
debate, and for the extraction of such 
information as the Government is 
then in a position to furnish. The 
London News Agency claims to have 
authority for the statement that Earl 
Kitchener intends to remain, in office 
as Secretary for War, until the end of 
the war.

KITCHENER LEFT ENGLAND.
LONDON, Nov. 8. (Official.)

Earl Kitchener, at the request of 
his colleagues, has left England for a 
short visit to the eastern theatre of 
the war. ____________

OFFICIAL DENIAL.
LONDON, Nov. 8.

The following- was issued last night: 
The statement that Earl Kitchener 
has resigned his post as Secretary of 
State for War, has already been au­
thoritatively denied. It is equally untrue'to suggest that Earl Kitchen» 
has tendered his resignation, or that 
hfs visit to the King had any relation 
to any such subjects, or that his visit 
to the eastern theatre of war may in 
any way be token that such resigna­

tion is contemplated. On the con­
trary, this visit is undertaken by him 
in discharge of his duties as Secre­
tary of State for War, which duty he 
has no intention of abandoning.

GREECE’S NEW PREMIER.
ATHENS, Nov. 8.

Shouloudis has accepted the mis­
sion of forming a new cabinet. All 
the members of the former cabinet, 
except former Premier Alexander 
Zaimis, will retain their places in the 
new body. It is practically certain 
that dissolution of the Chamber of 
Deputies will be avoided.

BULGARIAN LOSSES.
PARIS, Nov. 8.

An Athens despatch to the Havas 
News Agency, dated Nov. 5, says that 
an official statement issued by the 
Serbian Legation, estimates the Bul­
garian losses in killed and wounded 
up to the present, at 100,000.

Back From Far North

On Monday the Feast of All Sanits 
His Grace the Most Rev. E. P. Roche, 
D.D., visited officially for the first 
time the important parish of Torbay, 
and administered the Sacrament of 
Confirmation to some two hundred 
children. The episcopal party which 
arrived at 11 o’clock was accom­
panied in procession by the T. A. 
Band and the children to be confirmed 
from the foot of Piper Stock Hill to 
the Church where His Grace was re­
ceived by the Rt. Rev. Pastor, Monsig­
nor St. John amidst the acclamations 
of the parishioners. There were pre­
sent on the occasion besides His 
Grace Rev. J. J. McDermott, Admr., 
Rev. Fr. Conway (Pouch Cove), Revs. 
Dr. Greene, Frs. Nangle, Carter and A. 
P. Sheean, also Rev. Bros. Kennedy 
(Mt. St. Francis), Bro. Ryan (St. 
Bonaventure’s) and Ennis (Mt. 
Cashel), Rev. Mother and Sisters. The 
different arches bore suitable inscrip­
tions of welcome and love and es- 
pecialy the one built on the entrance 
to the parish, which read: “To the 
most illustrious and most Rev. Arch­
bishop Roche, Metropolitan of New­
foundland, the parishioners of Torbay, 
with joyful acclamation, offer hom­
age on his first advent to their parish, 
with one accord his faithful children 
in Christ nail him as the beloved 
Bishop and Pastor of their souls.”

The mottoes were written in the 
lapidary style, one in latin and the 
others in the vernacular. To Sr. M. 
John’s artistic taste was chiefly due 
the decorations in native colours of 
the Church, Temperance Hall and the 
erection of a magnificent Throne in 
the Sanctuary.

The Mass “coram pontifice” was 
sung by the Curate of Torbay, Father 
Conway. After Mass the address was 
read by Mr. Liddy, to which His 
Grace replied : “In the course of my 
pastoral visitations in the Archdiocese 
I have no greater pleasure than to 
find myself in this, the largest and 
most important parish under my juris­
diction. My visit amongst you to-day 
has a two-fold purpose, to honour you 
on this festival day which has been 
for’many years so important a day in 
Torbay.

That I should visit the parish of­
ficially for the first time on this im­
portant day is a coincidence.” In the 
course of jiis address His Grace told 
the people that he was now their 
Chief Pastor and Bishop. He refer­
red feelingly to the late Archbishop, 
who took a special interest in the 
parish,, being a familiar figure 
amongst the people of Torbay.

“You all had the opportunity of 
knowning such a great and lovable 

j character. In his death the Church 
1 of Newfoundland suffered an irrepar­
able loss, for Archbishop Howley was 

! not alone a great Churchman but a 
! Patriot, for fifty years a Priest and 
; twenty as a Bishop his name will al- 
: ways stand out prominently in the 
i history of our country.
I The passing of such a great man left 
a void that will be difficult to fill. 
After three score years and ten he 
had been called to his reward and the 
burthen has been laid on his own un­
worthy shoulders but, the stability of 
our Church depends not on individual 
Bishops but on the golden chain of 
succession.” His Grace -said that as 
far as it had been possible he had 
visited widely his diocese, for it had 
been his wish to meet as soon as pos­
sible the people in their own homes

His Grace told his flock that the 
“Good Shepherd” was his model. He 
strove to imitate the Eternal Pastor 
but, as the people reminded him in 

! their address the burthens are great 
and many but the expressions of love 
which proved their deep-seated Catho­
lic Faith will be a great consolation 
to him. The first lesson of their 
great Irish Faith has been to respect 
their Pastors. May God ever pre­
serve that Faith which will be handed 
down to generations unborn, that 
Faith that engenders temperance 
charity and all the virtues. With the 
presentation of the address there was 
a large purse.

His Grace and party were hospi­
tably received and dined by the genial 
and courteous Pastor. The evening’s 

! entertainment which reflected wonder 
ful credit on Rev. Mother and Sisters 

| was most successful and illustrated 
clearly to what a state of perfection 
in singing and dancing even children 
can be trained. The recitaions were 
clearly and intellectually delivered. 
The children suited admirably “the 
action to the word” and delighted His 
Grace and a large audience. The 
children read a beautiful address and 
presented a suitable gift and hand­
some bouquet.

In reply His Grace told the little 
ones that he loved children’s address­
es as their most pleasing feature was 
the absence of an suspicion of in­
sincerity. He thanked them for their 
gift and assured the rising generation 
of Torbay that their entertainment 
compared favourably with the many 
other entertainments that were given 
in his honour.

In conclusion His Grace compli­
mented the teachers and children. The 
fault of their entertainment was not 
the common one of liéing too long but 
the rather unusual one of being too 
short. At Intervals during the con­
cert the T. A. Band ’ rendered some 
beautiful selections which contributed 
greatly to the pleasure.of those pre­
sent.

At 7.30 the Convent and Church 
were beautifully illuminated and there 
was a pyrotecnlque display on the 
Church grounds. We are all assur­
ed that His Grace will have happy re­
collections of this his first official 
visit to our arish.
