The Japanese being now
greatly interested in fish food
production, having fleets of
small craft engaging in the
coast fisheries, while larger ves-
sels are outfitted for the Siberi-

an Banks, are looking to other|

markets than home for the dis-
posal of their catch, and already
Japanese fishing concerns have
made many shipments to Pacific
ports of the United States, and
even some small lots have found
their way into several of the
West Indian islands.
marks an attempt by Japan to
build up a large foreign trade
in fish and fish oils. During the
war the United States depend-
ed largely on Japan for sup-
plies of fish oils to meet the
emergency demand for fats
from which glycerine, used in
the manufacture of high ex-
plosives, is derived, and over
two-thirds of the common fish
oils imported into America in
1918, wer> shipped from Japan,
amounting to approximately
seven thousand three hundred
tuns. So much has this oil trade
with the Orient alarmed fish pil
producers in the United States
that a number of them appeared
before the House Ways &and
Means Committee in January of
this year, and asked that the
tariff on codoil be increased
from three cents to twenty-five
cents per gallon.

Fish oil when manufactured
from fresh liver is an edible fat,
and in addition to its value for
¢lycerine content, many grades
are used in paints, varnishes,
waterproofing materials, manu-
facture of leather goods and as
a component of lubricating oils.
Before the war most of the fish
oils imported into the United
States were purchased in Cana-
la and Newfoundland, but when
Russia , collapsed during the
struggle, Japan seized upon the
Siberian fisheries of that coun-
try and followed them by such
rapid development, that it is
now possible for Japanese pro-
ducers to deliver fish oils in any
American market in competition
with all comers. The cost of
production is so much cheaper
when the work is carried out by
Jap labor, and the latter is in-
defatigable in getting the last
possible value out of his fish by-
products. The admission of
Japanese cod oil into the United
States practically free of duty
—three cents per gallon being a
negligible sum—and the lower
competition rate at which it
could be sold, brought the situa-
tion to a crisis, and manufac-
turers were faced with an-inde-
finite shut-down. So serious
was Japanese competition that a
deputation  of fifty producérs
from American fish ports met
on January 5th and selected a
committee to present conditions
to the House Committee on
Ways and Means, but so far no
definite pronouncement has been
made on the subject of their
request. The New York Fish-
ing Gazette, discussing this
matter says:

Induction of New Pastor.

The induction of the Rev. R. J. Pow-
er, M.A,, took place last night in St.
Andrew’s Church, and the service was
under the auspices of the Presbytery
of Halifax. The storm somewhat in-
terfered with the attendance, but a fine
audience, in the circumstances, fol-
lowed the service with intense inter-
est. Rev. R. S. Coffin of Harbor Grace,
who was to take part in the seryice
failed, through the storm to be pre-
sent. Rev. J. A. MacGlashen, the Clerk
of Halifax Presbytery, presided and
inducted Rev. Frank Baird, who has
given most acceptable supply for
three months, preached a most appro-
priate and instructive sermon on the
theme “Presbyterian Means of Grace.”

The steps leading up to the induc-
tion were narrated by the Moderator,
and the questions of the formula put
to Rev. Mr. Power. After the induc-
tion prayer the Moderator gave the
right hand of fellowship to Mr. Power
and inducted him into the pastorate of
St. Andrew’s Church. He was then ad-
dressed in appropriate terms by Rev.
Mr. Baird, and the congregation was
addressed by Rev. Mr. MacGlashen. At
the close of the service Mr. Power was
introduced to his people by represent-
atives of the Session and Board of
Management, Messrs. J. J. MacKay
and R. A. Templeton.

The service throughout was a most
impressive one and Mr. and Mrs. Pow-
er enter upon their ministry to the
fine old Kirk of St. Andrew’s with
bright prospects.

These great truths Lave ever been
the essence of the Lenten observance.
They are the fundamental and essen-
tial priznglples of the teaching of the
Church. The great historic fact of the
Incarnation of the Second Person of
the Holy Trinity, the Divinity of Jesus
Christ, the establishment by Him of
a sublime code of morals by the ob-
gervance of which alone will man be
saved, the foundation of a Church to
continue His mission by means of
preaching, sacrament and sacrifice,
the ~existerice of a_future life, of a
Heaven for the reward of the-just, of
a Hell for ‘the punishment -of the
wicked—all these are elementary
principles of the Theology and
Catechism of the Catholic Church.

MISSION IN ST. JOHN’S.

In the city of St. John's arrange-
ments have been mad: for the hold-
ing of Missions at the Cathedral and
in St. Patrick’s during Lent. It is
now five years since there has been
a regular Mission, and in the ordin-
ary course the time has come for an-
other. The Mission will continue for
four weeks, two weeks at the Cathe-
dral and two weeks at St. Patrick’s
with an intermission of one week in
mid-Lent. There are special reasons
why a Mission is particulé,rly oppor-
tune at the present time. We have no-
been unaffected by the laxity that is
prevailing everywhere to-day; we
need that spiritual tonic which only
a Mission can sypply. Missions con-
stitute one of the greatest forces for

good which the Church possesses, and |
everywhere they are productive of
great spiritual results amongst the !
faithful. It is to be hoped, then, that |
our people will faithfully attend the
exercises of the Mission, and thus|
avail to the full of the great means of;
grace placed at their disposal during |
the coming weeks.
LENTEN FAST AND ABSTINENCE.
It may be that many, for various
reasons, will not be bound by the law
of Fast and Abstinence. Pastors and |
Confessors have the most amplu!
powers with regard to dispensationsi
and are expected to exercise the;
greatest leniency in this respect. Lasl,;
year, owing to prevalence of sick-|
ness, the Lenten Regulafions were'
removed altogether. This year it has
not been judged expedient to do this, |
but all who think that for any reason
they are exempt from the Lcnten ob-
servance should obtain a dispensation
from their Pastor or Confessor. Pas-
tors are requested to instruct their:
flocks that if their be any deoubt as to
whether they are bound or not they
should, not assume the obligation '
without consultation  w'th their
Spiritual Director.

CONCLUSION.

Meanwhile all the faithful
earnestly exhorted to enter into the
spirit of the observance of this sac-
red and ancient Christian Season, to
give heed to the Lenten call for a
higher and better standard of living,
and to order their daily lives in such
a manner in this world as that they
may be worthy of obtaining Lereafter
the eternal nappiness of Heaven.

Marketing Our Herring.

The value of the Bay of Islands
herring industry the past season has
amounted fo over three
thousand dollars. The fish by - the
“Scotch” pack was the finest ever
gsent from the shores of this country,
and might well be classed- as extra
large and large. There were prac-
tically no small fish put up by that
method. In fact the Government
standard of sizes being so high, that
what are classed as small, might well
be termed medium, when compared
with Alaskan and other foreign
packs. It is generally - considered,
however, that the packers did not
receive the prices for their goods this
season compatible to. market’ condi-
tions, they being at the mercy of for-
eign purchasing agents who had
covered the market early in the seas-
on and who will no doubt reap big
profits in many instances from the
sales in the New
United States markets, as well as the
rakeoff of a dollar a barrel on the
purchasing transaction.

The time has arrived when our
packers should get together and for-
mulate a system for the marketing
of their products. And this should
be an easy matter, now that New-
foundland has a trade commissioner
stationed in New York. With a wide-
awake and thoroughly competent
trade commissioner in that city, pro-
vided with the necessary facilities,
our herring and other products which
ultimately go into or are suitable for
that market could be marketed with
profit to the exporters and remunera-
tion to the Government. Besides, the
trade commissioner could watch the
requirements of the market, and note
any objections regarding goods sent
forward and advise the exporter and
in that way afford an opportunity for
improvement; for if we hope to get
full market value.for our goods we
must supply the class of goods' de-
sired by the consumer. When we fail
to do so, our goods become a drag on
the market, and have to be sold at re-
duced prices and the country suffers
thereby.—Western Star.
