THE PUBLIC HEALTH SEBYICE 

STUDIES INFLUENZA AND 
THE COMMON COLD.

The common cold le the most pre­
valent Illness in the United States 
and apparently many such colds are 
quite contagious, says the Surgeon 
General of the Public Health Service, 
few people failing to experience at 
least one attack during a twelve- 
month period, while many persons 
have three or more attacks during 
that time. These facts are borne out 
by data recently secured by officers of 
the Public Health Service In an in­
vestigation of influenze and the minor 
respiratory diseases jvhlch they are 
conducting at the present time.

That large numbers of persons 
have colds each year is common 
knowledge but just what percentage 
of people, as a rule, have attacks and 
the average number of colds per per­
son per year have not been known, as 
the disease is not required to be re- 
portd by law, therefore, the morbidity 
records do not show that Information.

In a preliminary report of the In­
vestigation that is now in progress, 
the Public Health Service shows that, 
among a fairly representative group 
of persons, only 10 per cent, had no 
colds, while 90 per cent, had one or 
more colds during a five and one-half 
month period ; the rate for the group 
as a whole for that period being 1.9 
cold per person, or an annual rate of 
3.7 cold per person should the same 
rate obtain throughout the year.

The cold was found to he the pre­
dominant form of respiratory attack. 
The relative frequency of symptoms 
was shown to be very much the same 
for all localities, and the epidemic 
outbreaks occured apparently at 
about the same time of year in each 
locality. An outbreak of colds usual­
ly occured in all localities in October, 
followed by a decline until the latter 
part of December, at which time 
another,outbreak occured.

It Is now believed that there may 
be a closer co-relation between the 
common cold and influenza than was 
formerly thought to exist. There 
seem to be cases of common cold and 
ordinary influenze which are almost 
indistinguuishable clinically, and the 
bacteriologlco! findings in the nose 
and |hroat of influenze sufferers and 

1 persons having a common cold are as 
far as the evidence goes practically 
the same. As a matter of fact, even 
in health the bacteria found In the 
minor respiratory diseases are nearly 
always present, which at once sug­
gests that good resistance provided 
by physical fitness is an important 
line of defense, since a lowered vita­
lity and lowered resistance favour In­
fection. We cannot depend upon 
physical fitness alone, however, as 
robust persons may apparently con­
tract a cold from an Infected person.

The investigation now being under­
taken by the Public Health Service is 
the first nation-wide study of influen­
za and colds ever made, and the ijnal 
results ate awaited with much in­
terest, in the hope that further light 
will be shed on these affections which 
yearly cause much suffering, incon­
venience, economic loss, and, In the 
case of influenze, even deaths, and 
which, as far as their cause and pre­
vention are concerned, are still com­
paratively little understood.

A Canadian Press despatch 

this morning dealing with the 
Labrador Boundary Conference 
in Montreal reads as follows:—

MONTREAL, Dec. 29.
Anticipating a speedy settle­

ment of the Quebec Labrador 
question, the delegates from 
Newfoundland stated this after­
noon that their mission was now 
accomplished, and that they 
were taking home for the ap­
proval of their colleagues of the 
Executive Council suggestions 
for a basis of an agreement 
which would settle a thirty-year- 
old dispute out of court. Those 
engaged in the conference this 
afternoon included Hon. W. S. 
Mofrraer^ELÊBÜet^of Newfound­
land: the'Hon. J. R. Bennett, 
Colonial Secretary! Hon. W. J. 
Higgins, K.C.. Minister of Jus­
tice: Sir Patrick McGrath, Sec- 
ietarv of the Commission; Pre- 
î-ver Taschereau, representing 
the Province of Quebec; Aime 
Geoffrion, K.C., Charles Lane- 
tot, K.C., Assistant Attorney- 
General for the Province, and 
acting in the interest of the Do­
minion, the Rt. Hon. C. J. 
Doherty and C. P. Plaxton. No 
information regarding the na­
ture of the settlement was given 
! v the Newfoundland delegates, 
who intimated, however, that a 
new boundary line was to be the 
way out of the difficulty. Secrecy 
must be maintained, they aver- : 
red, since the suggestions, after 
(hey were passed upon by the 
Executive Council of Newfound­
land as.a proposition which it 
was willing to put before Parlia­
ment, would be forwarded by 
(he Council to the Dominion 
Government as a formal proposi- 
I ion for settlement of the dis- 
fsute. Premier Monroe explained 
(liât the matter would be dealt 
with very speedily, and it was 
hoped to complete it in 1925.
1 his is the first time a delegation 
from Newfoundland has been in 
Canada to discuss mattery with 
Canadian representatives in 30 
years, and the opportunity has 
been taken by the visitors from 
the Island to discuss a number 
of important matters in which 
Newfoundland and Canada are 
concerned. The delegates will 
return home on Thursday.

From the above it would ap­
pear that the proposed agree­
ment, provided it meets with the 
approval of the Government, will 
mean the withdrawal of the 
case from the Privy Council. It 
also seems evident from the tone 
of the message that the New­
foundland delegates are satisfied 
with the terms agreed upon, 
which for obvious reasons can­
not for the moment be made 
public.

From the statement that “a 
new boundary line was to be the 
way out of the difficulty,” it can 
be inferred that the Newfound­
land delegates have made as an 
essential condition to any settle­
ment the retaining of our fishmg 
rights along the coast including 
our control of the three mile 
limit and, let us hope, the right 
to collect the customs duties. 
Needless to say no arrangement 
which did not include the first 
two provisions would be consid­
ered for a moment.

As to the quid pro quo for the

territory which Newfoundland 
may decide to hand over to Que­
bec, we must wait and see, but it 
may be taken for granted that 
the delegates have not agreed to 
part with our extensive de­
pendency without insisting upon 
adequate compensation, and the 
Government are fully alive to 
the amount which may reason­
ably be expected in return for 
the territory.

The question which will be of 
paramount importance in the 
event of an agreement being 
finalized will be the use to which 
the amount paid to Newfound­
land will be put. There can be no 
discussion as to the main prob­
lem with which the people of the 
country are faced to-day, and 
that is the high cost of living, 
owing to the enormous sums 
which have to be paid to cover 
the interest on loans. It is to be 
hoped that the Government will 
decide, to reduce as far as pos­
sible this constant drain on our 
resources, in order that a reduc­
tion in taxation may be effected 
and the public1* generally, per­
mitted to share jn any benefits 
accruing from the transaction.

TOKIO.—Since the enactment of the 
Vnited States Japanese Exclusion 
Law considerable interest has been 
aroused in the efforts being made to ; 
encourage emigration ot Japanese to i 
South American countries. Whether 
t'his movement will be successful, 
however, depends almost entirely on 
the attitude taken by the politcial 
leaders of the countries to which the 
Japanese are sent, according to Aijiro 
Ihmita, head of the Emigration Sec­
tion of the Social Work Bureau, who 
has just returned here from Brazil in 
the interests of Japanese emigration.

' If political expediency forces the i 
adoption of an immigration law 
against Japanese," said Tamita, "im­
migration from this country to South 

I America is doomed, as In the United

1 States. However, I am not in a posi- i 
tion to say whether,the anti-Japanese 
movement in Brazil has an interna­
tional political significance as sus­
pected by some. I cannot say whet- j 
her this legislation Is being fostered 
by Americans interested in so-called 
Pan-Americanism."

Much prominence is beng given in 
Japanese newspapers to reports of 
speeches by Deputy Plini Marques and 
jther Brazilian legislators, who are 
Urging a five per cent.

“Brazil furnishes an unlimited op­
portunity for Japanese immigration 
so far as the land area and resources 
ere concerned.” Tamita said. "The :

There are about 
46.000 Japanese residents in South 
America, of which about 36,000 living 
In Brazil.

However, the fact that Brazil pre­
fers European Immigration to Japan­
ese is shown by the relative assist­
ance and encouragement offered. 
Japanese receive $85 per captia from 
the Brazil government and about 2.000 
go there each year. One of the great-

tween this country and Brazil. The

Codfish—The exports for this week 
amounted to 3,108 qtls., as follows: 
By S.S. Woeaden, 11,508 qtls., from 
different St. John’s shippers, to 
Alcante; by schooner Mars, 4,000 qtls., 
from Lazo & Co., Bay Bulls, to Seville; 
by schooner Jean McKay, 3,970 qtls., 
from Burin, for Geo. M. Barr, to Per­
nambuco; by schooner Carla, from J. 
Strong, Little Bay Islands, 4,000 qtls., 
to Lisbon ; by S.S. Silvia, 2,490 qtls., 
to New York, for West Indies, from 
various shippers; by S.S. Sable I., 310 
qtls., to Halifax, and the schooner i 
Frank H. Adams 1,688 qtls., to Porto I 
Rico, and by schooner Jèan F. McRae, 
from St. John’s, 5,142 qtls., to Bahia, 
from the Nlld. Produce Co., Ltd. The 
demand in the foreign markets has 
slowed down, and dull spurt, that us­
ually comes at the close of the year, 
may be looked fhr till the latter part 
of January. There Is a weakening in 
the price, too, In Spain and Italy, -but 
It Is caused chiefly by bad quality fish, 
on which now several buyers, who 
bought “cash against documents” are 
seeking reclamations.

Perk—A sharp advance took place 
recently In the price of short cut clear 
pork. Fat hack, too, Is going up, and 
both these qualities are selling in the 
local market at 61-60 to 62 Per barrel 
less than the prices for which they 
can be imported to-day. After a long 
steady spell in the prices of pro­
visions, It would look nowas if we 
were in for a six monttt’ tara at least 
of very much higher prices.

Beef—Barrelled beef has been a 
steady commodity, at favorable prices, 
throughout the whole year ot 1924, but 
there are indications In the New York 
market that beet may advance early 
ip the new year, following the trend 
of the pork market. This will not af­
fect our local situation much till next 
spring, as most people have bought 
up their winter’s requirements. Local 
quotations are 621 to 627.50, according 
to quality.

Sugar—The American market Is 
easier since Christmas, and in all 
probability lower prices will prevail 
after the turn of the year. Prices of 
raw sugar are now lower in Canada 
than in the United States. The new 
crop will be coming forward In quan­
tity early In January, and In all quar­
ters a decline In prices is counted on. 
The stocks in St. John’s were greatly 
reduced the past two weeks In the 
Christmas demand. The wholesale 
price held at 68.25 per 100 lbs. There 
is enough on hand to supply require­
ments till the new product comes In,

Molasses—The first of the new crop 
molasses has arrived at St John, N. 
B„ and was bought at a reduced fig­
ure. It Is selling at 75 cents a gallon 
wholesale in a cleaned up market. 
This looks well for a much cheaper 
product once it begins to come In 
quantity. We are not likely to get a 
first cargo here before the latter part 
of March. The price should be ten or 
fifteen cents a gallon lowef, at least.

Potatoes—There is no change In the 
market. The stocks of imported p.E.I. 
are quite ample here now, and a good 
trade is going on since the week be­
fore Christmas, with prices at 63.20 to 
63.60 per barrel of 180 lbs., and 61-70 
to 61.80 the half sack of 90 lbs. The 
local product Is less In evidence since 
the frosty weather set in.

Herring—There is a steady export 
of herring, both Scotch paqk and split, 
going on now from Trinity Bay, Green 
Bay and Bay of Islands. The output is 
not as large as in previous years, but 
the quality is said to be-better than 
usual, and Snore care has been taken 
with the packages and their contents. 
The local price is 66 for split and 69 
to $9.50 for Scotch pack.

Hay—The quotation this week Is 635 
per ton wholesale, highest price for 
the season. The single bale rate Is 
about $40 per ton. These prices, if not 
higher, *rlll hold till next May. The 
dlose of navigation and consequent 
higher freight rates, will preclude the 
possibility of hay being any cheaper 
till next season.

Oats—The price ot oats is getting 
stronger, In sympathy with hay and 
feeds in general. Mixed oats are now 
$3.70 to 63.90; white, $3.90 to $4.20, 
and black $4.40 per four-bushel sack, 
wholesale. Black oats are very scarce, 
as there was only a limited quantity 
Imported from Prince Edward Island.

Made The Land.
When the two boats left the vessel 

they steered west, south west, both 
boats keeping side by side. This was 
on Friday night. Saturday night a 
heavy squall of rain came on and the 
two boats parted. By seven o’clock 
Sunday morning, the boat with the 
captain, boatswain, cook and sailor,# 
was out of sight. The boat with the 
mate and the two sailors kept steer­
ing west, southwest, until Monday at 
noon, when the coûrse was changed 
to west by south.

Tuesday morning, about 6.30 land 
was sighted and the boat reached Bar­
bados about noon. About four o’clock 
in the afternoon the boat with the 
captain turned up. For four days the 
men had nothing to eat but bread and 
water and when landing at Barbados 
the supply of food had become ex­
hausted. From the time they left the 
schooner until land was reached 
there was a succession of gales.

The crew said that the trip was the 
worst they had ever experienced on 
the Atlantic, the gales being continu­
ons, with" terrific seas raging all the 
time.

NICE AND COSY.
To begin with, search the bed-room 

for cracks and crevices which may 
cause draughts, see that all sashcords | 
are in good order, and provide a 
wedge for each window, to be used 
on very windy nights. A small heating 
stove of some kind should be installed 
in every bed-room, it it is at all pos­
sible, and should be lighted an hour 
before retiring.

An electric or gas fire is the ideal, 
but where this Is Impossible an oil- 
stove or gas-ring will serve the pur­
pose quite well. Even the extra work 
caused by an ordinary coal fire Is 
fully compensated by the comfort of 
the glowing coal.

Floor coverings should be warm, 
and there must always be a rug by 
the side of the bed on which to put 
bare feet

Winter bedclothes are a big Item, 
but one should always purchase the 
very best quality. Good quality blank­
ets of softj texture are much warmer 
than an Inferior heavy-make, and will 
last longer, while a good eiderdown 
quilt Is always worth Its price. For 
those who have big families, and who 
cannot supply an unlimitèd number 
of blankets, sheets of brown paper 
stitched together between flannelette 
make a good substitute.
