THE ENGLISH PRESS ON COLON-
/i IAL AFFAIRS.

The English papers received by yesterday’s
magil are unusnally filled with colonial topics.
‘The recent movement in Canada has come
upon the Foglish mind by surprise, and
the journals are busily engaged in discussing
the Federation question in all-its bearings.
That the conclusion is generally in favor of
the movement, and of ultimate independence,
a8 we ourselves expressed it at the time,

“seems very evident. OF course there ‘aie a
good many little instances of colonial im~

dencies by the mother counutry, and how in-
:¢onsiderate has been the "condact of the
colonies. Wge have the Times showing how

years ago, because that nobleman had the
audacity to forward some  remonstrance of

gdvernment, against the tariff which was
Jpressiag -hard 'upon English industry—how
¢hat tariff had steadily advanced in eightéen
-years from 2} to 20" per cent.—and how the
Imperial authorities were given to understand

THE CHILCOATEN EXPEDITIONS.

The Columbian bas the following interest«
ing acconnt of the doings of the' two Chil~
cogten expeditions, from one of Mr. Brew’s
party, who has returned to New Westminster.
We hope for the honot of human nature that
the account of thetreachery practised in the
captare of the Indiaus is incorrect :

From Mr, William Byers, late Corporal of
the Royal Engineers, who was one of Mr.
Brew’s party, and who returned to this city

on Monday, we learn the following particu-
lars respecting:the movements of the expedi-

‘tion yagainst the Indiam murderers in . the

Chilcoaten country. Mr, Brew’s party leit
Ponizeen on the 8th August, directing their
course to the sources of the Memyo River
via. Tatla Lake. After leaving Tatla Lake
struck the north-east end of the Taco Lake—
a very large lake, about 3 days’ travel in
length, and averaging 4 to 6 miles in width—
thence fcllowed an Indian trail, camping oo
the 12th, on an eminence 2,000 feet above
the lake. Party remained in camp on the
13th, sending ont scouting parties, one under
Elwyn to the sammit of the mouutain, 5,000
feet above the level of the sea, the other
under Mr. Brew, reconnoitering en the shore
of the-lake, where they found a fresh Indian
trail, upon which discovery Mr. Brew sent
two Indians to camp for provisions, and con-
tinged on till dusk, when, arriviog at a pro-
mootory, two large rafts with Indians were
descried crossing the lakg from the western
shore. A white man with an Indian were
dispatched to camp for. reinforcements.
Travelled en till dark, and after dark,
proceeded on to the top of a moantain
$,800 feet high, in order to ascertain the.
character of the surrounding country. At
break of day Mr. Brew dispatched Mr, Byers
and Mr. Mclver to reconnoiter the position of
the Indians, This party proceeded to the mar-
gin of the lake, finding nothing bat recently
abandoped Indian houses, retorned about
noon and foand a reinforcement of £ix men,
with one day’s grub, had arrived, ' Mr, Elwyn
was ordered out with this reinforcement, but
remained in camp, leaving the men to make

| the best of their way to Mr. Brew, which thep

did, arriving in ones and twos. Siarted at
noon of the 1dth, leaving trails and taking to
the trackless forest. About an hour before
dusk struck a mountain torrent, which was
crossed with great difficulty and considerable
risk. About half a mile on the other side
found an Indian encampment, deserted half
an hour previously; followed : their “trail 'till
dark and - camped. Started at dawn and
elled still about 10. o’clock,.a. #h:, when
. Brew sammoned the scouting party and
told them that as there were fio provisions
those who desired to return to camp might

"to'pash on if he should be reduced to sub-
sisting upon berries or roots for a week.
Upen this announcement, § white men and
the Bella Coola Indians retarned, 'leaving
Mr. Brew with 9 white men, one Fraser
River - Indian and  Little ‘George. of
Bate Inlet. The names of these nine brave
white- men we feel 'it'‘to be our duoty
here to record: William Deas, William By-
ers, Walter ‘Alexander, Leslie Joues, Robert
Cowan, Thomas Mills, — Mclver, Ed, At-
kins, and ' Mr. Walker. This noble band
proceeded on, and about 3 p. m., observed a
saccession of /fires start up in advance, and
foand that the Indians were ubandoning and
destroying their homes. - Followed on and
encamped ‘for the night on the baoks of the

ford.’ The Indians, 8in namber, had effeet-
ed a erossing by means of rafts on the even-
ing of the 14th, and on the 15th they sent
one of their: slaves to. Mr. Cox’s camp to
ascertain the terms of surrender.: Cox pack-
ed the slave with a sack of flour and other
articles and sent a message to the effect that
they .desired to make friends with them, and
invited, them into: the camp. . About noon of
the sante.day Tellott, with his party, acoom-
‘panied by their families, came into camp and
ound ' te their surprise that they were sur-
rounded by armed men, who informed  thew
‘that -they were prisoners, and ordered them
to h.y down their arms. All with the ex-
eeption of Tellott complied, but- he grasped
his musket by the muzzle and smashed it 10
atoms against a tree, and drawing his knile
dashed it os the gronnd, and eoolly folding
hisarms. across his breast invited ' them to
shoot him, rema:king, with ecorn depicted
on his countenance, that the *“ King George
men were great liars.” Cox’s party immedi:
ately proceeded to ereet a stockade in which
they placed the prisoners, posting a sentinel
around it night and day, keeping them there
for a few days and finally sending them off
to Alexandria, where they arrived on the 27th
August,

Mr. Brew, oo findisg that the Memyo river
could not be forded, started back for his main
Camp, which wase reached’ in two days’ tra~
ve:ling, at the rate of 35 to 40 miles a day,
without grab, save what could be procured
by the way in the shape of berries and toots.
On the morning of the 18th, Mr. Brew order-
ed Mr. Eiwyao to construet rafts, and proceed
down Taco Lake, to. where the .Homathco
takes its rise, and thencs across the Memyo
river, aud ascertain whether any Indians
were encamped on its south bank. This ex-
pedition. had oot returned when our inform-
aut lelt camp on the 220d August, with des-
paiches for  Alexandria. On. Mr. Elwyn’s
returil, the whole party woald fall back on
Pantzeen, as they Were out of provisions. On
the morning of the 22nd, they killed a horse,
and were busily engaged in'slicing it ayp,
whea Mr. Byers lefc, who breakfasted upon a
slice of it. A pack train freighted with pro-
visioos for Mr. Brew’s party, left Alexandria
"on the 28th, and would connect with him at
Pantzeen lake, when he would fall back to

do 8o, but as for bimself be ‘was determined |

. Memyo :River, ‘whieh they were unable to-

Sutleth, an Indian settlement near Nacoont
loon, and there hunt up Anaham and his
party, who, by the confession of Tellot, were
the- ehief parties in the attack on the pack
train under Alex. McDonald.

We have only to add that an Alexandria
Irdian arrived at the fort from the Chilcoaten
country orc the<20th ult.;and-reported that
nine more of the'murderers bad been secured;
but for the authenticity of this report, we do
not vouch.

From tae Norra.—The steamer Union,
Capt. Coffin, arrived from a trading voyage
up the north~west coast last night. She
brings a valuable cargo of furs, censisting of
mink, marten, bear, beaver, etc. The Union
was at Stekip on August 5ih, snd attempted
to ascend the river, but found the current too
heavy. There were no miners at:the mouth

of the river, the only white man- seen
being Captain Goin, of the trading sloop
Deerfoot. 'I'he - Indians at ‘the 'mouth
reported - that: ‘the ~ miners up the
rivgr were making wages. TFhe Union
arrived at Fort Simpson August 24th, where
Capt. Coffin heard the report of the shooting
of Mr. Duncan’s -Indians by the  Captain of
the sloop Randem. : The report there was
that Mr. Duncan hesring that. the Random
was selling whiskey, sent a canoe with five
srmed Indians to- seize her, whem her crew
wesisted shootiag one.of: the Indians dead and
wounding the four ‘others, besides a filth who
who was in another.eanoe, A canoe load of Io-
dians left Fort S8impson on the 22d, to look for
the sloop ; the Indians at the Fort told Capt.
Coffin that if they did not find her they would
kill all hands on board the first vessel they
fell in with.  Capt. Coffia says trading vessels
have more trouble with the Metlakahtlal In-
dians than any others on tbe coast. He also
fears from the excited state of the Indians
about the late affair, that serious troubles
may be the result. The Union ascended
Skeeva river, Aug. 25th. They found that
Sebastopol and party had left. No Indians
were seen on the river. Aug, 26th, saw the
steamer Labouchere, bound north. Aug, 271,
saw the schooner Langley, .bound down.
Aug. 29th, saw the canoe Native, for Queen
Charlotte Island, to prespect for copper.
Sept. 3rd, called at Port Neville; all well
at the logging camp, and about 60 spars got
out. Sept, 6th, put in at Comox; Dr.
Browa and party still there ; nothing now in
the settlement; same day, saw H. M. S.
Beaver in the @ulf of Geergia, bound up;
H. M. 8. Devastation and the Alexandra
were in Nanaimo yesterday.

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* INCORPORATION AND EDUCATION.

Ag"the meeting of the Legislature ap-
proaches, the public attention is naturally
drawa to some of those pressing wants which
have'been so sadly veglccted by the sessions
of the past. Foremost among these ill
treated moasures is an Incorporatien Bill. If
it is almost  sickening to be obliged to recur
to - this' subject for the pnine hundred and

s mivety-pinth time, it is equally nauseous to
let it alone and continue to breathe the fetid
atmosphere of our neglected  streets. We
have now, however, an opportunity of ob—
taining & good Municipal Act. The late At-
torney General who formed the gravest
cbstacle in the way of previous bills is now
gone,;and we have no reason to presnme that
his- suceessor is tinctured in the slightest
degree with the same antipathy to municipal
Government. We do not intend in the pre-
sent article to point out the numerous defects
of the old act, or offer-suggestions for a new
oné ; but we wish to impress upon our mem-
bers of Assembly the necessity of pushing a
liberal and effective measure through the
House almost as scon: as that bedy meets.
In'a month or two our streets will becomo
impenetrable morasses, through which the
waggoner, despite his shoulder to the wheel,
will be unable to make bis way, and our
side-walks so many traps to trip up elderly
gentlemen and precipitate respectable females
into ungraceful attitndes, and unsigtly mud ;
otgxer ill, of an equally intolerable character,
will be ushered ia with the coming winter,—
and it is, therefore, necessary that we should
have. & Conncil with necessary power to
grapple with the exigencies that may arise,

‘The advent of Governor Kennedy has
made a liberal Incorporation Act a feasible
scheme. In the time gone by therd was a
mill-stone carefully fastened around the neck
of every popular measure, that either clogged
its progress or throttled it in its passage.
Now, however, every facility is offered for
enlightened legislation, and , well-meaning
members need be no longer under appfehen~
sions that their liberal schemes will be
erushed by the accumulated dead weight
of a hostile Executive. ' There is no excuse
in the eoming session for any defective or
abortive bill—any patchwork of ‘incongra«
ities. " 'We want a measure-that will bear the
test of a court of law—that will give defined
powers unrestrained by Executive interfer-
ence, that will afferd a revenue ample 'to mest
all requirements, by a taxation more general
jn its character than'heretofore, and that wil!
embrace within the 'manieipal. boundaries
those extensive and valuable properties that
were so carefully excluded in all the previous
bills.: ‘We waat such -an act-and we cannot
haverit tdo soon. i

There. -is; however, another question
equally ‘important “with ' the Incorporation
bill; equally utgent, -and which has:been
equally neglected—we mean-education,, The
biil which ‘was thrown. out of the last ses-
sion, besides -being.cnmbrons and unwieldy
in-its made of raising the necessary fands,
was not to ‘comé into’ eperation uatil 1865,
There is therefore still time ‘to have' an en-
lightened sehool systemi in being, “before the
time 'mentionied * in “the. defeated bill—still
time to blot out the stigma and disgrace of
keeping the children of the poor in ignor.
ance. The school question, as well as the
Incorporation bill, has had sach ample dis-
cussion, that there is no earthly ‘reason why
a'bill embodying the principles enunciated by
our public ‘meetings’ should not, along with
its munisipal eompanion, become law before
the present month expires. His Excellency
Governor Kennedy has expressed himself sa
strongly. in favor of an edacational system
that.we feel assured whalever influence the
Executive may possess will be exerted in
bebalf of a liberal School Bill, We hope,
therefore, to see something like despatch.

evinced by the members. in bringing forward -

an educational measure, and we alse hope,
for the sake of the dignity of the House.as
well as the well-being of the population, that
po..ancbristian -elerical influence. will - be
sllowed to protrude «ts 'baneful presence in
the legislative chamber.

Tragedy at Metlakahtla,

One Man Shot and Three Wounded.

Mr. Duncan, the zealous missionary at the

Metlakahtla station, on tte North Wes
coast of British Columbia, arrived in townt
yesterday, and has favered us with the fol-
lowing particulars of a tragedy recently en«
acted about five miles out at sea, opposite the
mission :—

About the middle of last month,a sloop
arrived at Fort Simpson with a large quan«
tity of liguor on -board, and commenced
openly te dispose of it to the natives, Infor-
mation having been sent to Mr. Duncan,
Justice of the Peace at Metlakahtla, distapt
about 17 miles from  the Fort, npon testimony

considered credible, a warrant of arrest was
zt.once made ont to apprehend the master of
the sloop. The constable, and a party of as-
gistants, including the man who lcdged the
information, reached the wessel before day-
break, on Thuisday, the 18th ultimo. Ouly
one of three white men on board made his
appearance, and requested the constable, Al-
bert Hope, to "wait lill day-light before pre-
senting the warrant.  This wassubmitted to,
and all remained quiet until. the three
men on- board - were .up and dressed. - An
Indian servant -belooging to the
speaking the same language as the
T’'simpseans, told the constable that
the white men had long been expecting
to sea the constables from Metlakahtla on
board. Oa the master of the sloop seeing
the warrant of arrest he expressed ‘his wil-
lingness to proceed to Metlakahtla with the
vessel so soon as he and his crew had break-
fasted. Accordingly when breakfast was over
the anchor was weighed and they proceed-
ed towards Metlakahtla with the arresting
arty on board. All went on well, and the
fndians wera civilly treated until 4 miles from
Fort Simpson, the Captain began to evince
signs of anger. The white men frequently
partook of spirits and on one oecasion tried
to induce the Indians to drink which they
absolutely declined. The vessel was now
being .steered a little out of her course and
one of the comstables pointed out the mis-
take. The master replied that he was stand-
ing out in'order to get into a better position
for making Metlakahtla. When about haif
way the master wrote a _note whieh he re-
quested Hope to take to Mr. Duncan. Hope
reiused. Two Indians however volunteered
to take it rather than offend-the master. The
note reached Mr. Duncan.by canoe about 3
p- m., and was found to be an impudent
serawl inviting Mr. Duncan on board.

About noon Mr. Duncan having heard
nothing of the proceedings of the constables
hut presuming from the time spent that
something must have been done, sent -some
of the wives of the men on duty in a canoe,
and oo arriving alongside the vessel they
were asked why Mr, Duncan bad not come
and were told that the canoe with the:.note
had pot reached Mr. Duncan, when they left.
The. conduct of the white men now took a
change, and seating themselves down they
helped themselves freely to spirits and talked
in anger, which the Indians could pot under~
stand. The women became alarmed and
cauntioned the consiables to be on. their
guard, “The latter toid the women to return
and tell Mr. Duncan_that they felt alarmed
for their safety.  In consequence of the wo-
men being fatigued two of “the party took the’
constable’s canoe and started off to progure
further aid. After some little time; the wo~
men also left, leaving five Indians on board.
No sooner was the canoe out of sight than
the master altered ‘the sloop’s course, Jeclar—
ibg that he was pgoing to Stekin, and would
take the Indians there. The Indians remon<
strated, but. were only answered roughly.
They requested to be put en shore, when the
white men told them to take a small canoe
belonging te the vessel, but the wind was
olowiog strong, and the Indians dare not at-
tempt to‘leave in S0 small a eraft. The Cap-
tain refused to go mnearer shore, and on one

" of the constables speaking more firmly than

before,” ie seized his revolver and fired on one
of the party. The Indian, belonging te the
ship pulled the captain’s arm, and caused the
ball to'strike the deck.” The captain again
fired, and hit ‘one’ of the 'Indians in the'left
arm, above the::elbow, skattering the bona
The other two men also. presented their re~
volvers,and the Indians had recourse to the
few arms they possessed, when the firiug be-
came general. ' The white men succeeded in
hiding" ‘themselves, ‘and were not touched.
‘Fhe result of thre melee’ was that three more
of the Indians ‘dropped. Two of them fell
into the sea, and one of them was never seen
again.’ The ether undréssed himself with the
use. of only "one. hand,” and 'swam after
the sleop. The’other two wounded Tudians
escaped over the bow, and hung on to a rope.
The man who was unburt, cut the baliards,
aud "the snil came  down, which stopped the
way of the vessel, and enabléd them tosave
the man in the ‘water. He pleaded for mercy
for himself and companions, and by meang
of the Indian servaot they were all taken on
board. ‘The women who, although they were

‘out’' of sight, distinctly heard 'the firing, and

guspedting tife caunse, became 'paralysesf and
remained motionléss.  Thus the’ sad intel-
ligence did not reach Mr. Duncan 'till late in
the eveming. Fortanately, the two men who
had taken the note ashore, and were retarning
with all the speed the rough sea’ would ‘per~
mit, met the women, and were thus warned
of the danger before them. ©n getting near
the sloop they hailed their sompanions, but
receiving mo response, concluded they were
all dead, and ‘accordingly returned. 'In the
meantime, two other canoes went out in the
gurk in search of the sloop, but could not find
er.

The four Indians on board the sloop were
eventually landed on -Dundas Island; re-
mained there the whole  night, and reached
the mission next afternoon, The only man
who was not hurt, paddled his three wounded
companions in the sinall cance belonging to
the sloop. - The vessel made her escape in a
breeze, and bas not been since seen.

Mr. Duaocan has since found out that the
pame of the sloop isthe Random, and the
whiskey seller is named Jackscn. Apotber
maaq, he is told,is named Jobn Love." The
three wounded men were lying in a precar-

sloop, |

iovs state, when Mr., Dunean left. Ooe of
them had two ballet holes in his body.

The event. bas-throwo the Indian tribes in
the neighborhood into the most feverish state
of excitement.. ‘The ‘P‘simpseans, Mr. Dan-
can says, under his influence, will abide by
the law of the land, and expeet to see justice
done by the (olonial government, but it is
otherwise witd the Fort Simpson Indians,
who are determined to be reyenged on the
crew of the vessel, and if they cannot eatch

! them, they will kill the first white men who

fall in their way.

Mr. Duncan left the mission on the 25th
August in an open boat eonstructed by Se-
bastopol’s party for. exploring the Skena
river, being accompanied by four of his party
named McKenzie, Maclean,. Mansos, and
Berry and two Indian witnesses, They
reached Nanaimo early on Monday merning,
haviong passed through many dangers en the

.way io their frail craft.

SUDDEN DEATH.

Epitor BritisH Coronist,—I am sorry
to bave to head this by noting the death of
Thomas Hare, a resident of this town, whe
had been affected a long time with Asthma
Although suffering much, he left here about
two weeks ago for Utsalady to pilot the ship
Gaspee thence to this port, accerding to a
previous agreement. - On the morning of the
27th ult.,, whilst aboard giving erders, he
suddenly. fell and died within a8 few -minutes.
The immediate cause. of his death is sup-
posed to be an affection of the heart. De-
eeased was buried by his friends here last
Sunday.

Street vs. Bell. —This case came up before
Mr. Pemberton, the stipendiary magistrate.
Mr. Cary, instructed by Mr. Copland, ap-
peared for the plaintiff ; and Messrs. Ring
and McCreight, instructed by Mr. W. 8. S.
Grecen, for Mr. Bell.

Mr. Cary opened the.case, and examined

Mr. Chas. Street,sworn—I know the property
on Government street in dispute; I am tenant
under the lease of the lot produced for 20
years; I know Mr. Bell; I first bad an inter-
view with him about Wednesday in last
week about the property ; he sought the in-
terview; he asked me the rent of the premi-
ges; I told him I would.lease 3 rooms for $65
a month; the rest of the premises (ove
moiety of 3 rooms) are ‘let for an oyster sa~
lnon; Mr. Bell objecied to the rent and noth-
ing further then occarred ; he spoke to me
on. the subject several times ; he complained
about the rent ; I said that was my charge; I
said I objected to a tenant at will; he said he
might occupy it for 4 months and talked of
having his own type there by-and~bye; at the
second interview I said I would let it for
eight mooths; at a ‘“third interview
I objected to reduce the rent, and said I
thought of removing the present premises, and
placing a brick building there, and that if he
took the premises I would require a guarantee
that the rent should be paid moathly,in ad-
vanoe, whether the premises were oceupied
or not. F’e objected still to the rent. [ was
passing along Government street, and M.
Bell beckoned me to Culverwell’s office. I
again stated why I would not lease the pre-
mises to a tenant at will, and wished both of
the offices to be let till May. I said it the
rent was an object, I had a very good will
towards bim, and would let the premises on
the terms. stated, for $10 a-month less.
Nothing was finally arranged. Mr. Bell still
objected to the 8 months’ tenancy. I next
saw Mr. Bell on Friday morning. Mr. Bell
came to my office about 11 a, m. with Mr.
LeLievre, and asked me if I had changed my
mind. I sai} I had not, and he said he would
take the office. I asked no questions as to the
guarantee or anything else. He asked if he
took it from Mocday, whether that woald do.
I said yes,’and told him I would have the
papers ready on Monday morning, and would
give him formal possession. There is only-one
door leading from Gevernment street, it hada
lateh-without ahandle, and if it were closed it
could not be opened from the outside without
force. Mr. Bell asked me how he could get
in, and I replied there was no difficulty about
that as a brick was placed against the door
8o that any person might enterand look at
the premises. No mantion was then made
about the gnuarantee. Some time during the
day I was walking on Government street,
when Mr. Le Lievre asked me if there was any
keys ; I told him where he could find a key
which he might try and he must take it back.
In the afternoon I fonnd Mr. Bell'acd Mr. Le
Lievre in the premises, they had been swept.
1 exelaimed *‘too tast! too fast:!” Mr. Bell
said the walls were damaged and he would
not engage to leave the premises in. the
same Tepair.. I said that did pot signify,
but any additions made sheuld be left. He
replied that he must remove his fixtores. I
waived that matter also. On Saturday morn-
ing be mentioned Dr. Trimble as his guar-
antee. . I met Dr.T.and asked him whether
he ,would, become surety. . He declined. (I
drew:-the rough diaft of lease produced.

. [This document was - objected to and not
put in.] ‘ :

i I:tarped round to-Mr. LeLievre, who was in
the office with Dr. Trimble, and saying that
I hoped he would not take it as a personal
affront, as I was oaoly protecting my rights, 1
directed him to leave the premises‘which he
did. - {Counsel here: objected to evidence of
this.conversation being taken, unless the con-
neetion between the accused and Mr. LeLievre
were shown. - Their: objection was recorded
on the minuteés). I remowed the brick, and
fastened the door. A painter was, painting
the word “Vancouver,” in. the morniog on the
window. I did not objeetto it ; 1 had too
much respect for Mr. Bell.  When [ saw the
paintiog, I went to' Mr. Bell's house, and told
bim I was much surprised at the proceedings.
1f he wanted possession, he could have got it

-by coming to my office, and cowplying with

the terms which we had -made. Mr. Bell
said he would get Dr.Trimble. After I had
closed the doors, Mr. Bell came'to my office,
but 1 was engaged ;- he- left, but Mr. LeLievre
waited.  He asked meto go to Mr.: Qruick-
shank’s office. ' I'did not go ; I subsequently
went to the disputed office, and found no'.one
there. I stoed with my back to the door, and
my hand across it. -Mr, Bell camewith: Mr.
Green and Mr. LeLievre; Mr. Bell demanded
admistance; I told him he could not go in
except by force. Mr. Bell then took me by
the collar, and grappled with me, and pushed
me on one side, raised ‘his foot, and ‘forced
open the door. I struggled with bim, to
keep him out, but we both got in  together,
and Mr. Bell pushed me out. I was not
strong enoagh to force him-out.  The office is
kept in possession against my consent, aud |
cannot gev.-possession, except by an order. of
the Court. I do not koow upon what terms

Mr. Bell supposes that he occupies the |-

premises. :
Cross—examined by Mr. Ring~=I consented
to take $55 a-month for the rooms, the other
eonditiens being complied with. The first
payment was to be made on Monday, before
taking possession. I did not want the right
of re-entry. I had a right to make aay bar-
gain I pleased. Mr LeLievre was not present
at.any conversation with Mr: Bell regarding
the payment of the rent, He was present
abont 11 a, m. on Friday, when Mr. Bell
said ‘he would take the premises, “There was
no offer made to me to take the premises at a
higher rent. MF Gibbon ‘asked me on the
street, late on Friday evening, if the premises
were still:tolet. I said I had agreed tolet
them to Mr. Bell. I gave Mr. LeLievre . no
key for the back door. He told me there
were no keys. Itold him I bad no keys, but
he would find one ‘lying on my back room
table; which I thought would fit one of the
doors, and he might go and get it, but must
take it back again. I admit that T struck
him somewhere on the head with a stick
while he was in the act of pushing the door
with his foot. There was a head to the stick,
it was loose. Mr. Bell tendered me the rent
of $55 just previous’to the entry, in the
presence of Mr. Green, saying that it:was
not due till Monday. At the sametime he

| said that he had instructed Mr. Green to

| commence an action against me. It is very

| likely that nothing was said about a gyaraniee

| when I agreed in the presence of Mr. Par-
| sons to take $55. '

Re-examined by Mr. Cary—Possession
was to be given on Monday, after payment
of the rent. I would not have given Mr.
Bell possession until the completion of the
agreement.

Dr. Trimble examined by Mr. Cary.—Saw
Mr. Street last Saturday npear the dispated

rent '—I said, no, I believe he asked me if
Mr. Bell had been to me; he never asked me
to be security; Mr. Street asked me, and ¥
told him I could not be security for Mr. Bell
or any body else.

Mr. Cary—Did you bear Mr. Street order
Mr. Le Lievre out ot the office ? :

Thé Bench objected to the question, when
Cary called

Mr. Ie Lievre, who being sworn, testified
that he was in the disputed office gn Satar-
day as Mr. Bell’s assistant; I was ordered to
leave by Mr. Street; I did not leave then, but °
afterwards.

Cross examined by Mr. McCreight—Heard
a conversation between Mr. Street and Mr.
Bell on Friday morning ; I met Mr. Be]l 'and
went with him to see Mr. Street to obtain
possession of the office.

The announcement made in our yesterday’s
isspe in reference to the exclusion of our
vessels from Puget Sound is naturally ex~-
citing much discussion and some little indig-
nation. The order from Washington, pro~
hibiting any but American bottoms going
farther on their way to the Sound than Port
Angelos is ope that euts both ways, and can
only tend to injure American as well as
British interests.. We alladed cursorily in
our local eolumns- yesterday to the injury it
is likely to do the lumber trade of the Sound ;
but it will,®in fact, burt every other branch
of: industry and commerce in the inland
waters of the neighboring, territory with the

- exoeption, probably, of boat building. Shut-

ting out British ships from the numeroys
saw-mills on the Scund will simply drive these
veseels to seek a lumber cargo on Vancouver
Island, and will raise the American freights.
So far, then, the new arrangement would give
an immense impetus to our lumber trade,
and promote tlic érection of saw-mills in
every estuary and bay along the coast. Much
‘however, as we valae this trade we do not
desire ils increase at the expemse of an-
other, and we believe, ultimately, mere im-
portant one—that of boat-building. Be-
tween the extravagan‘iberality of our
navigation laws and tM§ intensified illibe-
rality cf thcse of our American neighbors,
the growth of this industry has been suffi-
ciently retarded on Vancover Island. The
Puget Sound exclusion mandate will aow,

‘however, be its death-blow. No shipewner

will think of spending money on a British
bottom, when an American-built vessel has
nearly everysadvantage that belongs to a ship
under the English flag, besides the very ex-
<clusive privileges enjoyed by the mercantile
warine of our neighbors across the Straits.
If there is one branch of industry more than
another to which Vancouver lsland is spe-
cially adapted,it is ship-building, With
ordinary encouragement the Victoria of the
future would be the St. John of the Pacific.
The recent'action, therefore, of the Washing-
ton authorities is peculiarly hurtful to our
jprospects in this respect, withoat, in a cor-
zesponding ratio, benefiting the pesple on the

‘Sound. We know that in the course of

#ime, we shall be able to carry out.retaliatory
measures, andpreclude ' American shipping
from enjoying many of its present privileges
in our own walers ; but two wrongs cannot

make a right, and we have no desire to
emalate the narrow-mindedness of the Ame-«
rigan Government io ils shifping regulations.

ANOTHER INLIAN 0UTRAGE!
MURDER OF TWO WHITE MEN
: AND AN INDIAN!
The Sloop Kingfisher Plundered
and Burnt !
A canoe arrived on_ Thursday night from
Nittinat, on the west coast of the Island,

bringing intelligence of the murder of Capt.
Stevenson, of the sloop Kingfisher ‘and his

crew, consisting of one white man, and a Fort-

Rupert Isdian who was acting as interpreter.

It would appear from the statement of
these Indians that some of the Achusat and
Clayo-quot tiibes took possession of the

Kingfisher, and having killed the three men
on board, they plundered the sloop and then
set fire to her.

We fear there is too much truth io this
lamentable story, as it was previously sup-
posed that some mishap had befallen this
little vessel, nothing having been heard of her
for many weeks. Captain Stevenson was
well and favorably’known in this city. When
he sailed on his trading voyage he took with
bim a quantity of blankets and other geods
purchased from the Hudson’s Bay Company.

It behooves our government to institute
prompt enquiries into this matter, and if the
outrage has been committed as represented
to inflict prompt punisbment.  The {ribes in-
volved have their habitations on the sea
coast, and can, therefore, be reached at all
times by a ship of war. It has been for
some time the boast of the Indians on the
west coast that muarders have been committed
by their tribes without any atlempt at retri-
bution.

Tee New TraiL To LezcH.—From
Muirtown to the North Forks of Leech river
is now completed, and - Culverwell’s pack
train, which is now increased to twenty-five
animals, will start from Thompson’s Landing
for the Upper Leech on Monday morning.
A branch trail from the landing has been cut
through, tapping Muir's trail, thus affording
one of the readiest ways of reaching the
higher portion of Leech river. The new trail
is represented to be & very good one, running
for the first three or four miles throngh a fine
wooded valley, and then gradually ascending
till within half @ mile from the Forks, where
it is very rough and rocky.

He says the lake is
literally alive with them, and that in a few

minutes the other morning he caught three
large sized and delicious specimens.

Tar Cascapes. SiLver Mings.— We learn
from a party who saw the specimens of silver
ore lately found by Mr. H. Winsor of Olyme
pia, that the locality of the discovery is in
the vicinity . of Mount Regnier, about four
days’ journey from Olympia.

FROM JORDAN RIVER.

Mr. Stephen Wallace who returned yesters
day by the Caledonis, formed one of a party
of seven who ascended the Jordan river a
distance up of from eighteen to twenty miles.

The river ia a. little
larger than Sooke river, but not navigable
for any craft, being rocky and full of cafions,

A party of six
crossed over from Leech river and struck
the headwaters of Jordan river, but did not
report finding any gold.

* Mr. Wallace-and his party prospected
several of the creeks emptying into Jordan,
but only found the eoler and he does not con~
sider that any diggings worth the labor of
working exist in that locslity.

The country up the river resembles that
on Leech river. There is abnndance of
splendid timber, mostly spruce, cedar and
hemlock, Wolves are numerous. They did
not see any open land although those who
erossed over said that they saw a large tract
of flat country suitable for farming at the
beadwaters. The ocourse of the river is
north-east but it winds-very much.

More Coar Discoveries.—Mr. Robinson,
Mining Engineer and formerly Superinten~
dent of the coal mines at Nanaimo, and twe

others, having recently diseovered a valuable
seam of coal in the neighborhood of Nootka
Sound, have applied to the Government for a
grant of a'lease for the same, and as they
appear to have complied with the terms of
the Governor’s proclamation of June 11th,
relative to such matters, we understand their
claim has been granted. The seam is said
to be about 6 feet thick and the quality is
represented to be superior to any yet found
on the Island. ‘The largest ship in the navy
can lis in safety within 20 yards of the
geam in a fine capacious and well sheltered
harbor.

AUSTRALIA.

New South Wales.

Upon the day after that on which our last
monthly summary was published (says the
Sydney Herald, of May 21), Parliamenr wag
prorogued by His Excelleney Sir John Young
having been in session since June last, '

The Sydney papers contain long reports
of the trial of a very notorious bushranger

He was ac-
quitted, amid the hearty cheering of the by-
standers.

Victoria.

The third Parliament of Victoria, and the
first which has died a natural death, was to
be dissolved on May 27. The transportation
question continued to occupy public atten-
tion. Mr. Kyte had submitted his motion to
the Parliament, propesing a vote to defray
the passage-money of a certain number of
expirees annually from the colony to the
mother country. Tha proposition was withe
drawn, but not before it bad evoked a strong
expression of feeling against the continuance
of transportation to any portion of Australia,

The motion for the establishment of a
braneh of the Royal Mint-in Vietoria has
been carried ic the House of Assembly ; so
that, in a very short time, we shall be ina
position to manufacture our own coin.

The salmon acclimatising experiment pro-
ceeds successfully. Over a hundred of the
spawn have come to life in the iced water
cans at the Ice Company’s works, North
Melbourne ; and at the latest dates from
Hobart Town all was going well with both
the salmon and trout ova in the ponds of the
river Plenty.

A well-known character in Melbourne,
named George Millar, who lived in great style,
and who was beliéved to be very well off,
had decargped, haviog vistimised those with
whom he was accustomed to do business to
tho _extent of something like £50,000. It
was feared that he had eailed for California,
The police, were, however, on his track.

In the
first place, we know that in a small commau-
nity the probability of obtaining clever men,
is infinitely less than in a large one ; but we
know at the same time, that the interests of
the former are much less complex than those
of the latter, and that it- may be conceded as
a general rule that every community is ca-
pable of attending to its own wants. There
may, however, be artificial obstacles created
by whieh the' voice of the whole community
cannot be ‘heard, and when thisis the case,
we may also put it down as a rule that the
interests of the community are either ignor-

were propounded to-morrow, to each of the
members individoally, what he conceived to
be the best course for settling up the coun~
try and developing its latent wealth, bow
many would be able to return a satisfactory
answer, or in fact a relevaat answer at all ?
The same might be said of the candidates
who aspire to legislative honors. They are
generally speaking quiet, plodding men, who
know when their tenant or their customer is
payiog them a dollar too short—exemplary
men if yon will as private citizens—but in
pine eases out of ten wnequal to the task
they sssume. It is, therefore, necessary,
since we must have these men as our repre-
sentatives, that they should be schooled be-
fore they go into the House—that, in fact,
the system of “ pledges,” which is not, as we
have said, in accordance generally with the
political economists of older countries, should
be adopted. It is the only protection the
voter can have, and, strange to say, the best
protection for the representative himself ; for
it will save him often from being seduced by
the anasive porers of a brother mewber into
the wrong pathway. We have had, un-

antly or wilfully igunored. . In Vancouver Is-
land we have, unfortunately, this barrier
which stands between the governed and
their ralers. The old Hudson’s Bay Company
House of Assembly of 1859, decreed, in its
wisdom; that no man should sit in the
House who did nmot possess landed pro-
perty to ‘the valme of X£300.

WILL NANAIMO EVER BE A LARGE
TOWN ?

Epitor Britise Coroxisz,—Sir, sinee I
came here 1 have been often asked, by the
;geen]‘tou wud others, “ Do you thirk that

apaimo will ever be much of a place?” I
have answered in a general way yes—witha
fine harbor—and the only good one on the
western coast of the Gulf of Ggorgia be-
tween Ksquimalt and Fort Rupert —exten—
sive coal fields,considerable good timber, and
some excellent land for grain, fruit, and
stock—Nanaimo must continue to rise with
the progress of the colony till, in ten years
from that time, it will be a large town!

But whether Nanaimo is to make a rapid
advance during the next five years, will de=
pend much on the policy pursued by the di-
rectors of the Vancouver and Harewood
Coal companies. It the latter company make
Departure Bay the terminus of their railway

and harbor of shipment, a village will spring P

nF there, which may aid the general welfare
of Nanaimo: distriot, but it will weaken the
best interests ot the town and slacken its
progress. I believe, however, that the local

Victoria i8 quite a pretty place, with wide
streets and good sidewalks. One of the most
attractive features is the well arranged go-
thic cottages in the suburbs, located on rocky
mounds, amidst groves of fir and oak, and
looking quite cosy. The harbor is small, but
well protected from storms. The mail
steamers and large ships ran into Esquimalt
harbor—three miles from the city—the water
being much deeper.

Business appears rather dull at present, but
I am informed that it is much better in the
winter and  spring, when the miners come
down from Frager river to lay in their sup-
lies, The climate during the summer is
delightful, the thermometer varying little
from seventy to eighty degrees. The country
along the Straits of Fuca and Puget Soand
will farnish employment for a larze number
of ships in the export of lamber and coal.—
It is one of the finest timber regionsin the
world. The™coal beds are numerous, but
rather indifferent in quality; bat I have seen
a superior quality of coal from-. the Fuca
Strait Mine, in Washington Territory, which
has the appearanee of anthracite, makes a
hot fire, and but little ashes and gmoke. If
found in sufficient quantities, it will be an im-
mense benefit to San Franciseo, in supplying
a much better article nearer home, and at
less expense than the imported.

At no very distant day, on this -portion of
the ceast,with its vast amount of latent wealth,
whieh only awaits the strong arm of the
miner, the lumberman and the farmer to
develop its vast resources, you will see these
beautiful inland waters whitened with sails
from every clime.

FEOPLE'S PACIFIC RAILROAD
COMPANY.

The following symapsis of the Northerm
Pacific Railroad Act may be interesting to

our readers. It will be seen that the line is
to terminate at Puget Seund; and is to be
completed in twelve years—in 1876. Wa
copy from the Pacific Tribune :—

o A bill granting lands to aid in the construction
of a Rail Road and Telegraphline from Lake
Superior to Puget Sound on the Pacific coast, by
the Northern route.” ;

Thad Stevens, from the House Select Com-
mittee, reported a bill with the above title, which
we understand passed both branches of Congress
without any img:er.unt amendments, and was
signed by the ident. The following is a
synopsis of its powers and provisions : It incor-
;ora.tes Richard D. Rice, John A. Poore, Samuel

. Strickland, and somie hundred and six others,
residents of all the Northern States and Terri-
tories, and of Maryland. Western Virginia,
Kentacky and the District of Columbia and their
associates, ‘‘with full power, to lay out, locate,
construct, fimish; maintain and enjoy, a con-
tinmeus railroad and telegraphic line, with all the
appurtenances, namely, beginning ata point on

e Superior, thence westerly by the most
eligible railroad route, as shall be determined by
said compan{, within the territory of the United
States, on a line North of the forty fourth and a
half parallel of latitude, to somé point on Puget
Sound, with a branch via the valley of the Co-
lumbia river, to a point at or near Portland, in the
State of Oregon, leaving the main trunk line at
the most suitable place not more than three
hundred miles from its Western terminus; and
is hereby vested with all the powers, privileges,
and immunities necessary to carry into effect the
purposes of this act as herein set orth,”

e capital stock is 1,000,000 of shares of $100
each, and shall be transferable. The persons
named in the act are called Commissioners, and
fifteen of them shall be a quorum; their first
meeting shall be held in the city of Boston, at the
call of five of the Commissioners residing in
Massachusetts within three months of the passage
of this act, by notice in at least one daily paper in

oston, New York, Philadelphia, Cineinnati,
Milwaukie and Chicago. - The board shall choose
from its members a President, Vice President,
Secretary and Treasarer. The Treasurer gives:
bonds, the Secretary subscribes to an oath. The
United States: grants the right of way 400 feet
wide, and other public lsnds for depots, and all
other necessary buildings, and materials, earth,
stone, timber, &c., and guarantees to extinguish
the Indian titles to said lands. The United States
also grants public lands (not mineral) to the
amount of twenty alternate sections per ruile on
each side of the railroad line through the terri-
tories, and equal to ten alternate sectionsaper mile
on the line, through the States, the titles to the
lands to be given, on the completion of every
twenty-five miles of the road.

The 5th section of the act, provides for the pro-
per construction of the road’ and appurtenances,
a uniform guage, the rails from American iron,
and a proper compensation for transportation and
tclegn hic serviee.

The total colonial
expenditure for the pasé year was £147,762
11 5, being £36,640 15 5 ir excess of the
revenue. Of this amount, salaries, fixed and
temporary, with contingemcies, consumed

£79,202 0 7 ; redemption of bonds, £11,700;
transport, £10,531 13 2; works and build-
ings, £4,082 14 5; police and gaols, £3,324
15 7 ; conveyance of mails, £1,988 6 9 ;
