of the government, the Epglish Savings
Banks were asa class barely self sup
porting. And, indeed they wers regarded
as r financial loss to the government for
some years.in eonsequence of the frequent
pecessity for realizing the funds in order
to repay the -depositors duoring times of
political distarbance, ‘when the funds were
at their lowest price. ;
The reason why Savings Banks are not
as a rule self-supporting is simply that
on the one hand the industrial class, like
any otber class,look for and expect a rate
of interest approximating the market rate;
whilst on the other band the commis=
sioners of Savings Banks are restricted
from investing . the depositors’ woney
(on: prudential grounds) ‘in " any other
than government stock, which prevents
them from obtaining for the funds en-
trosted to them, apything more than a
portion over the market rate of interest.
Consequently there is always the dise
agreeable alternative for the depositor o
either & low rate of interest, or exees-:
sively cheap management. I doubt
whether, without a very complete system
of machinery, the Home Government
would allow the General Revenue to be
pledged.

The scarcity of a commodity does not
necessarily imply that there is any de=
mand for it, and just so the absence o,
Savings Banks in this Colony does not
prove that they are wanted by the people.
On the contrary I ‘have always under-
stood that the Colony bas been blessed
or carsed—according to the caprice of
debtors and creditors—with too many
banks. Certain it is that in Victoria we
have three banks which is just one bank
to every 1000 of the adult whites.
~ But not to occupy your space with
generalities: Let me approach the
fignres on the  subject, and in doing 8o
I trust that you will pardon my assuming
nearly everything; as weare obliged to
do in this Colony. In the first place it
may be assumed that ont of a population
of 8000 we may calculate upon 500 de~
positors with an average balance at the
credit of each, say $300. The total
