Scottdale, Pa., July 18.—With the
roar of Niagara the new reserveir of
the Citizens” Water Company burst
Saturday night at midnight and more
than 200,000,000 gallons of water rush-
ed down the-valley, wrecking buildings
in its path. It was discovered about 9
o'clock that the dam was in danger of
breaking -and .messengers were hastily
sent through the valley to warn the
people of 'their danger; hundreds of
lives were thus saved, for a few hours
later the whole valley was under water.

We have
no further concessions to offer’ and we
shall insist that the- strikers be taken
back to work.”

It was intimated by President Don-
nelly.that the independent packers had
combined  for the purpose of giving the
strike fan assistance to the extent of
as much as $1,000,000. If needed, put-
ting the donation on a par capital bas-
is to be paid in small allotments.

In case the - allied trades officers
should authorize a- sympathetic strike
of the unions, the plan is proposed to-
day to ask aid of the freight handiers
and switchmen’s unions.

Officials of the packing plants denied
absolutely a ‘story to the effect that they
intended closing their works, thus at
one blow to punish the 'strikers by ent-
ting them off from work, the independ-
ent companies by shutting off cattle
supplies and the eattle raisers by cut-
ting off the market for stock.

Concerning a report that the depart-
ment of commerce and labor would nse
its good offices to end ‘the strike, the
packers said they would wait until the
department had made the offer officially
before they would say what course they
would pursue.

A “strike of strike breakers” has re-
sulted in ‘an increase of wages to the
nonunion men employed to take the
places of former employees in the pack-
ine houses. Three hundred and fifty
laborers struck for more wages. They
had been getting $3 a day. After a fif-
teen minutes strike wages were in-
creased to $4 and $5 a day.
