Quenrc, April 11,—In connection with
the (Juebec Geograpbical society’s memo-
rial to the dominion government for an ex-
ploration of the vast territory around Lake
Mistassini and extending northward and
north-eastward to James B.y, a Hudson
Bay company’s employee at Bersimis, Lab-
rador, writes to the Chronicle that it is a

A Raid by Canadian Indians.
From the Fort Benton (Mont ) Record,

On Sunday sfternoon, March 18th, Mr.
Brady, who is herding Clark Tingley’s work
cattle, about five miles below here, came 1n
and reported finding six head of Tingley’s
cattle bntchered on ‘the prairie about two
or three miles from his camp. Joe Pickett,
Brady, sod about twenty Piegan Indians
started from here to the scene of the
slaughter and _found _eight . head of
cattle (butcheted, iand neerly all the
meat taken ; they also discovered the trail
of a large wir ’g:'ny, which weres andoubt-
edly Crees, - rny between
one and two huodred warriors. After the
return of Pickett and the Pi Pickett
thought i time o look after his moles,
which were ruaning above here on the D
Fork, and Kipp slso thought it advisable
to get in his horse herd from
the same .| place,  nambering some
seventy - five  head. Four  persons
went out to bring in the stock.
Pickett and another man got his muler, but
the two men that were after Kipp's horses
ran into & party -of Creps, snd exchsoged
several shots, The Crees, however,had the
herd. This all happened between 7 snd 10
o’clock at night. 7

Immediately after the return of the
sbove mentioned party, and sbont 10
o'clcck, a party of Piegans again started
out'on the war Fﬂh headed by Little Dog,
and at daylight this morning struck a nor-
tion of the Cree party about ten miles below
here. A fight ensued in which two Crees
were killed and two Piegans wounded, but
not fatally. Oae Piegan had his horse killed
from under him,

About forty head of Kipp’s horses were
taken, and nine head, so far as Tget known,
of work cattle were killed. e mest of
eight head was gone, and when it is taken
into consideration that ke Orees were afoot
it shows that shere is 4-big perty of them.
"The two Crees killed were scalped and their
arms taken by the Piegans,

Toeday declares- the fact that when the
herdeys firs$ ran into the Orees on the Dry
Fork last night there must have been a
big lot of them, as the herders found large
quantities of fresh m.eat partially dried and
put into packs. Everything goes to show
that the Indians had their plans well laid
to get all the meat they wanted, and then
take the horses and load them with the
plunder and strike for home, and so far
they have succeeded pretty well. Taken
altogether it has been the biggest and best
executed raid that has occurred on the
Marais for s long time, Kears are enter-

KILMAINHAM JAIL,

The Fanious Prison Well Situated for an
Attack,

Kilmainham is singularly well situated
for an attempt-being made to blow up such
a portion of it as would enable a large num-
ber of those confined in it to escape, A
thickly wooded field bounds it on the south-
ern side, and although there are always two
sentries of the guards posted outside the
walls here, yet it would not be difficult on
a dark night for a pumber of men to get
under cover of the trees near enough to the
soldiers to rush upon and overpower them
before they could give the alarm, and then

blow up@the wall with dynamite and rescue
the accuted in the confusion, There is
also in this place a culvert leading under
the prison, and up which it is quite possible
for an active lad to creep far enough to
place a charge of dynimite that could
be exploded with great effect upon
the whole building., It is singular that up
to the present no stcps have heen taken to
secure the entrance of this drain, But the
authorities appear to be fully alive to the
danger from the west side where there are
two small cottages within a few feet of the
wall, In the spice between these cottages
and the jiil senticels are continually on
duty, with strict orders to be most vigilant
and to allow no one to spproach on any
pretense whatever, unless he has
countersign. On the north and east side
the jail 1s perfectly safe. On the former
the inner prison is so far from the outer
walls that it would be practically useless to
make any attempt upon them, and besides,
the high road on this side is well patrolled
by both police and military, while on the
other the jul is prorezted i)y the court
house, where there is always a gusrd of
thirty-scven mep. Qo the whole, the
chief thing to be feared, except op the south
side, is a mine being constructed from some
of the houses near the jail toa point where
an explosion would bave effect, ;

Nine Men Killed Outright—Intense Ex-
ecitement in the Vieinity.

Norway, Mich,, April 11—At Keeleridge
Mine, Menomenee raoge, Michigan iron
district, yesterday, 90 teet of greund be-
tween the main engine house and No, 1
shaft caved in, The engine house,in which
there were nine men and all the mine ma-
chinery and four large boilers, went down
one to two thousand feet.

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A BLIGHTENED PROSPEOT,

For years'and years that part of Ontario
on-t of Toronto has beeu behind the western
s oion of the province in almost every-
t1ing,’ The west is made up of flourishing
1:rig, busy gowns and thriving cities; the
easterp half is prosperous, it is true, but
not to the same extent as the western,
"T'here ie s chronic deadness in it compsred
with the other.

Why is this so !

Natursl advantages account for only 8
small smount of this greater prosperity in
the west,

Want of railway competition, and still
more, want of ordivary railway facilities
have been the prime cause,

Toronto is the natural outlet for the
whole of Oatario, hut eastern Ontario has
been almost shut out from Toronte, owing
to the policy: of the Grand Trunk, The
facilities for getting east of Toronto are few
and unreliable, The trains of the Grand
Truok to the east or from the east are
meagre in number and their being on time
is the exception, not the rmle, You can
leave Toronto and go west or north by
twenty trains starting on time; to go east
you are limited to three or four that are
often late, Tha traveling public dread
going east. As a result Toronto has lost
hundreds of thousands of dollars of trade
every year that with proper facilities wonld
have come here, And the country
east of us has lost correspondingly for the
want of belter accass to the capital, It is
even said that the rates and running of
the road are regnlated to suit Montres),
not Teronto, Why has Ottawa been an
ont-of-the-way place in relation to Toronto?
For the reason that it is so hard to get at.

"But there vias of late a prospect of all
this being changed, Of our having a direct
and competing line to Ottawa; of the Graod
I'runk being foreed to double-track its road
and run trains faster, more reliable and
greater in number than those that we
now have; of geiting' tv Ottawa
twice or three times a day o
six.or seven hours instead of in twelve ; of
four fast eight-hour expresses between
Montreal and Toronto instead of two slow
o ses ; and of the thousand and one advan-
tages that flow from healthy competition,

Bat this prospect has been rudely shaken
—if not entirely removed, it has been
greatly dimmed by the combination of
Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific. The
Oatario and Quebec may be completed and
the (irand Truok double-tracked, but the
one management and the lack of competi-
tion will leave things pretty much in the
old rut. But some day the farmers of
the country will insist on railway regulation
by the state.. In .the meantime the two
‘“‘lending journals” are mum for the reason
that they are Grand Trunk and Syndicate
organs respectively,

Sir John would have
been nearer right had he said that the
immigration would be stopped as soon as
the contractors had all the Chinese they
wanted, or conld employ. Possibly the
lnnguage heactually used may bear that
construetion, but on this point we must
swalt more precize ivformation, The true
way of putting the case is this : When-
vver the number of Chinese in the conatry
hias fairly passed the limit of as many as
cin possibly be employed on the railway,
then the bringing in of any more is no
longer necessary, a8 far ag building the
vailway is conceried, From that day the

This is s very pleasant snd rose-colored
view of what the combination means ; aod
in placing it before the public Mr, Osler
has dooe no more than is both proper and
pecessary. Nodoubt exaggerated views of
alleged probable combinstion or monopoly
resulta will be put forth, and people natu-
rally wish to hesr the other sile—the com-
bination side of the etory. 1t is suggested
that the new arrangement is more like a
mere cessation of hostilities than a combi-
pation, The main object is simply this—
to pat a stop to s destructive and ruinous
war, It wasa very stupid war withal,
Mr. Osler adds, which means that it was
needless, and quite avoidable by the taking
of s sensible business course on both sides,
"This railway war is ended, but it does not
follow that competition is thereby extin-
guished, In other words, we are still to
have railway competition, but without rail-
way war,

It would unquestionably be s good thing
for the country if this ideal condition—
that of railway competition without railway
war—were realiz-d, The World can with
parfect consisteacy advocate this as a con-
summation devoutly to be wished ; but,
sapposiog so much agreed upon, the bast
means of attaining it might still remaip in
dispute. Railway competition, unchecked
and unlimited, is something we have never
favored, Last year the Globe, referring to
t! e big batch of railway. bills then before
the local hogeo, laid duwu the exireme
free trade doctrine that every company
askingz for a cbarter should get it, pro-
vided only that no demand were made for
public money. Oa the instant we opposed
this contention as a most mischievous one,
arguing that experience bad proved the
following as the inevitable chain
of causes and  effects — unneces-
sary railways ; excossive  competi-
tion and tbe enormous waste of rail.
way war, with negotiation, combination and
monopoly as the final outcome. We held
it to be the duty of the state—of the com-
monwealth—to prevent or stop such waste-
fui and needless war, not less in the inter-
est of the people than of the companies.
This is the sound, patriotic, national policy
doctrine on the subject, though to Iree
traders it must of course appear an abomi-
nition, On this ground we opposed the
chartering of any more roads west of To-
ronte, to compete with the Great Western.
We held that we.t of Toronto there existed
already as much competition as the penin-
sula could afford to carry, bat east of To-
ronto the situa'ion was greatly different,
There ¢xisted only one line connecting To-
ronto with Ottawa and Montreal; this we
held iosufficient for public requirements
that were every year becoming more press-
ing; and therefore we supported the Quebec
and Oatario road as being a legitimate en-
terprise, and clearly for the good of the
country,

Iet us place in contrast these two radi-
¢slly and fundamentally different views of
railway policy. Oaoe is—let there be perfect
(ree trade in railways ; charter every com-
pany applying provided on'y that no public
money be asked for ; afterwards let the com-
petitors fignt it out among themselvesto their
hearts’ coutent, Should the stronger swal-
low up the wesker, or should two strong
companies amalgimate, no matter, never
minod, as Punch ouce said, about an old
standing metaphysical puzzle, Shonld rates
go up enormously, still no matter, the state
has no business to interfere in any case,
The laws of supply and demand are infal-
lible, automatic, and self operating, ard
wiil of themselves cure every evil that may
arise,

The other—the national policy view—is
that it is the duty of governwent in the
tirst place to prevent or resirict the expen-
diture of capital in supeifluous railways,
beyond the country’s ability to carry, thus
stopping as far as possible the enormons
and needless waste of railway war, which
falls both upon the companies and the pub-
lic, And, in the next place, to interfere
with the strong band whenever we reaeh
the opposite extreme swing of the pendu-
Jum—combination, monopsly and oppres-
sion of the country’s trade and traffic, It
still remains to compare this with the ideal
of railway competition without railway war,
as presented by Mr, Osler,

THIS IRRVPRESRIBLY DIROUSSION,

Tothe Editor of The World.

S1k: With all due deference to your own
opinion to the contrary, 1 think that sn
open and candid disenssion of questions
which vitally affect the well-heing of man-
kind in this world, must ultimately resnlt
in good, and in the estallishmeut of the
trath, At the same time I fully admii the
inutility of wastiog time over I ypothetics]
questions which sre, 80 far as we can nOW
see, entirely beyoud the keu of wasn to
prove or disprove, and which may remain
to humanity forever sealed in darkoess.
Among these are the existence of aper-
sonal God, and the survival of the personal,
conscious ego of man after. death. The
latter doctrine msy possibly be proved some
time in the future, provided it is true; but
the former is not likely/So be proved or dis-
preved, At any rate, to dispute and
waste precious time over such specu-
lative hypotheses is worse than folly.
Eut there are other questions open
snd debatable, which will no doubt
be eventually settled—questions which very
materially affect our terrestrial well-being,
The criticsl investigation and open discus-
sion of these must inevitably land us nearer
the goal of truth, and, therefgre, result in
good, for it is the tiuth above everything
e'se we are all,I hope,striving after, Thus
will the sum total of proven truth con-
stantly increase, while the sum‘of error will
as inevitably dimiuish.

‘I'here is yet, however, a very wide range
of unsettled, debatable questivns in_soci-
ology, ethics, religion, politics, etc. In all
these, men and women will continue to
differ in opinion and belief as long as they
continue to differ in physical and mental
make-up. Indeed, they differ now even on
questions which are regarded as proved and
settled by the lesrned everywhere, In
proof of this 1 refer the reader to
the World of 6th inst, in  which
one of the bible champions in
this  discussion, Mr. Mark O'Bown,
bo!dly impeaches the doctrine of the rotun-
dity, and rotatory motion, of the earth, on
the ground that the bible declares the con-
trary, and that the “‘globular form of the
earth and its rotatory motion on its own
axis is onlyjassumed, not roven,” But as
science advances, the realm of the secttled
will enlarge, while the realm of the no-
settled and uncertain will narrow. Io ad-
dition to these, there is yet another and
very wide field of positive error and iguor-
ance which the intelligent christian and
secularist alike will agree ought to be
cleared and planted with the tree of know-
fedge and truth. Hence there is room and
{ work for us all; yet I must say plaiuly
that I think the secularist or rationalist,
who is entirely free from the. trammels of
supernatural belief-, has penetrated much
further into the ficlis ol positive truth than
the chbristian or other religionist whose
mind is still burdened with the creeds
and dogmos of the past. If by
study, ohservation  and reflection
I have acquired more truth than my neigh-
bor, it is my duty and pleasure to enlighten
him : if he has a tiuth for me it is his
duty, and ought to be his pleasureé to give it
me. What the ckristian needs first of all
is a better and broader spirit towards those
whom he calls ““infidels;” and what we all
need is legs egoism and more altruism in the
matter of reforming our fellows and promot-
ing the truth,

When the secularizt attacks the errors of
the Bible or christianity he does so from
the thorough conviction that to destroy
these errors can only result in ultimate
good to humanity, Bat, unfortunately, the
uverage christian does not take it this way.
He resents the onslaught against the error
he cherishes as almost a peisonal attack on
himself, and at [J nce secribes unworthy
motives and imputes ¢ wickedness of
Leart” as the explanation of sincere and
well-meant effort, Then he charges
us with being mere iconoclasts—that we
wish to “destroy everything that is good
and true and give nothing in its place.”
We are *‘negationiste,” denying or doubting
everything, From mere wantbn *‘wicked-
ne &, we wish to pnll deWwn “religion, pull
down morality, disintegrate society, and
give the rein to passioo, This is the in-
dictment, but it is utterly untrue and uu-
jast. The secularist (agnostic, if you like),
doubts nothing which is true or can ke
‘| provel; devies nothing which is reason-
able or even possible ; attacks pothing but
what he deems erroneous and pernicious,
Let the christian point out a single fact in
nituie—a truth in the whole universe—
that the rationalist rejects or doubts,  Let
him state a theory, or hypothesis, or pos-
tulate that is reasonable, er plausible, or
even possible, that the rationalist denies,
The raviopalist may disbelieve cer
tain  things not proved; ~but he
never denies them until they are
disproved. As to the theoretical or prac-
tical rejection of morality by secularists, I
tnivk they have stronger belief in upright,
meral conduct, and a firmer bssis for such
—a bigher sanction—than chiistians have
The position of the scientific secularist,
broadly outlined, is this : He believes in
but our existence—the universe or nature—
which was never created, bnt is eternal, and
embraces everything that is. There is no
being, power, or anything else outside the
universe, there being no ovtside, In ac-
cordance with its inherent principles and
forcer, there is going on continually, and
always has been, change—that is, formation,
trapsformation, and dissolution, in the
“*birth and death of worlds,” no less than
the birth and death of man, who is a part
of pature, and solely its product, There is
an' unknowable force or power pervadiog
the universe and permeating matter, of the
nature or essence of which man knows
nothing ; but whose manifestations in its
vatied forms and phenomena we can study.
To study these so that we may know how
to get oursclves in right relations with
nature — with this great power — is
in our opinion the very wisest course that
beings on this earth can take; and is in
reality the highest morality ¢s well as the
highest religion. At any rate tbis is my
religion and ethics as well as philosophy ;
and with it I am more content than with
ull the supernatural religions in the world,
To get myse!f in right relations with this
nower --to do its “will” (behests) —means
to do what is best for my bodv ano mind
as a whole; and the doing |of
this is also doing. what is best for
my fellows, and neither involves nor pre-
supposes any injury or injustice to them,
T'his last proposition will he disputed, and
while I bave no space here to prove it 1
stand ready to defend it agains every at-
tack. This, then, isnot only, in my hum-

| ble opinion, the only true and wise philos-

ophy of life, but it furnishes the natursl
and ecientifi: basis of true morality, and is
quite independent of all the religious creeds
aud theological dogmas in the world,
