The haul from Western Ontarfo to Halifax is
& pretty long one, and from Winnipeg still
longer. There should be no cheaper mileage
rate by rail anywhere in North Ameriea, which
means—in the whole wide world. Between the
Intercolonial over the eastern part of the route,
and the Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific to
the west, so important an article of export as
flour ought to be carried at the very lowest
rates known. In this respect a Canadian Gov-
ernment road should not be beaten by any
American “trunk line” in existence. If ten

should be conceded by all means, And remem-
ber that the same concession would give Can-
ada the market of Newfoundland also.
¥ And one thing more the Goveérnment should
do, tostrengthen the hands of Canadian millers
in their fight with American competitors. The
ridiculously low duty of fifty cents per barrel
on foreign flour should be made seventy-five
least, to correspond with the fifteen
cents per'bushelon wheat. We should then still
be below the American figures, which are
twenty cents on whedt and twenty per cent. on'
flour. This is something that should be done
without delay, at the session of Parliament now
near at hand, It showld Eave been done in 1879,
‘but, better late than never. Or, rather, the best
thing of all to do would have been to make our
duties on grain, flour, and meal exactly the
same as the American duties, no more, no less.
This would have been fair, even-handed justice:
and it is a great pity we did not adopt it in 1879,
The ‘time has been when it might have been
- argued that poor peéople in Canada might be
glad to buy American flour to live upon. But
that day has gone by; while summer and win-
ter, seed time and harvest, continue in this
region of the globe, Canada will have flour for
export, that is, if the United States have it,
With the rapidly increasing production of the
vast Northwest before our eyes, it is mere folly
to talk of “the poorman’s loaf” being made dear
in Toronto, or Montreal, or Halifax, by a duty
en American flour. On this point our free
traders should mind their own-dictum—that

farmers and millers would raise the price of
“the poor man’s loafi”

One circumstance there is that should en-
eourage the friends of Canadian interests to
“push things” in this matter. During the late
eontest Mr. Blake owned up that the old Oppo-
sition contention of these eight years past
would have to be abandoned. The duties on
agricultural produce might be reduced, but
they could not be abolished, In this there is'
more than meets the ear, Rightly interpre-
ted, it means that Mr. Blake believes that the
tarmers will never consent to abolition of the
measure of fair play now safforded them, and
that any party interfering with agricultural
products will be wrecked, His talk of reduc-
tion instend of abolition is but disguise. What
he knows is that there will be no reduction, and
he knows‘furthermore thatno man responsible
for the Government of Canada dare propose
reduction to'the farmers. That no such man
“will propose it we feel quite sure. It will be
time enough to talk aboutsuch a thing when
our neighbors are ready to reduce too. Few of
our members of Parliament, we fear, have any
idea how widely and how strongly rooted
among the farmers this idea is: That our
duties on American farm produce should be
exactly the same as the American duties are on
ours—-no more, no less. This ap most.
foreibly to the natural sense of justice idherent
in the human breast; and the fnan who pro-
poses to show that it is wrong has undertaken
& very heavy contract, we should say.

‘While we are at it, we may as well expose &
certain fallacy that still survives in deflance of
geographical facts. Says some Halifax man,
perhaps : Why must I buy my flour from far
away Ontario, when right over here, at Port-
land, or Boston. or New York, I can get all the
American flour I want, much nearer han d?
My friend,if the flour you buy there were made
from wheat grown in Maine, or Massachussets,
or New York, there' might be some sense in
your argument. But you know well enough
that the flour, which you think lies so handy to
you in American warehouses at tide water (or
the wheat it was made from), came not from
any of the eastern states, but from Ohie, at
the nearest, or from Michigan, Indiana, Illinois,
Towa, Minnesota, Nebraska, or thereabouts.
Your talk about buying your flour near at hand
is, therefops, “all bosh.” Toronto is much
nearer to Halifax than Chicago is, and even
flour from ‘Winnipeg should be delivered at
Halifax as cheaply as from Minneapolis, 2f it
is not now, depend upon it that it will be, just
as soon as the people of this country have their
say about it. If the Halifax people would only
bear in mind that it is Chicago, and Milwau-
kee, and Minneapolis- flour that they buy in
Boston and New York, they would drop the ob.
jection that Ontario, or even Manitoba, is* too
distant a market for them to buy in,

For the benefit of those who are free traders
cn principle, let us just suppose a case., Say
that Manitoba, Assinibola, Alberta and Sas-
katchewan had all been states of the American
Union. And that our free tradersin Canada
had been told that, though they would have to
pay duties on wheat imported from the States
of Illinois, Towa, Wisconsin, Minnesota, etec.,
still there was all the vast production of the
States of Manitoba, Assiniboia, Alberta
and Saskatchewan, from which they could
import  frece of duty all they wanted:
Would not that have contented them? Would
they not have said: Well, certainly Manitoba
and Assiniboia can furnish us five times or ten
times as much whert and flour as we want to
buy; what matter if we never get a pound
from Minneapolis or Chicago? And, by the
way, there is no duty at all on wheat we get
from these northwestern states of Manitoba
and Assiniboia aforessid. That will do. We
press this point: That free trade with the
wheat producing provinces of the Canadian
Northwest is as much free trade as if it were
with states of the American Union. If we call
these Northwestern States and if we have free
trade with them, then it is free trade. But if
we call them Northwestern Provinces, still ad-
mitting their products free, then it is protec-
tion, and the eastern consumer is paying a
duty. Did ever mortal hear such stuff? Get
this into your head and you will begin to have
some light on the subject that you never had
before.
