“ opener.” In addition to. his double
face he 1is ropresented as holding &
staff in his right hand and a ke
in his left—the staff to support his
aged steps, for Father Time is always made
an old man—the key to denote his office of
opening and closing. It is from the Roman
god Janus that January, the name of the

rst month of our year, is derived. Eyery-
one and almost pverything on New Year's
Day in Roms wore the appearance of
festivity; and the common salutation was—
“May the New Year be auspicious and
happy to thee!”

Some Notable New Year’s Gifts.

King Alfred, as a New Year’s gift, gave
to the celebrated Asser an abbey in Wilt-
shire, & monastery in Somersetshire, a rich
silk pall, and as much incense as & strong
man could carry on his shoulders.
