Weekly Sun on the farm labor prob­
lem, must have caused a number of 
our older readers to reflect on the 
changes that have taken place in farm 
life in Ontario within their recollec­
tion. These changes are scarcely 
noticed lq, the hurry and bustle of 

. everyday affairs, and yet they are 
nothing short of revolutionary.

The mothers of Ontario women of 
middle age ' would no more have 
thought of bringing baker’s bread into 
the house than they would have con­
sidered a proposition to buy their 
cooked meats at the nearest store ; 
today, it may safely be asserted that 
in a majority of the farm houses in 
older Ontario, baker's bread is in 
daily use. Even so recently as twen­
ty years ago, practically every farm 
■home was heated by wood, cut in 
winter from the original forest, still 
standing on the farm ; in some coun­
ties of the province ninety per cent, 
of farmers now depend wholly on coal, 
save for summer cooking and there is 
scarcely a county in which more or 
less coal is not used in rural homes. 
So completely has the the timber been 
removed in some cases that sons, or 
at least grandsons of the men who 
cleared up the original bush could 
hardly do an hour’s real chopping if 
their lives depended on it. In the 
first decade of the latter half of the 
past century fresh meat was scarcely 
■ever seen on a farm table in summer, 
save when an occasional lamb was 
killed ; the number of such tables are 
now few which are not supplied either 
from the beat ring or nearby butcher. 
Tne fruit supply of the fathers of the 
present generation was limited to 
fresh wild berries in summer (dried 
for winter use) early apples in the fall 
.and dried apples in winter ; their more 
fortunate sons begin the season with 
strawberries grown in the home gar­
den, continue it with raspberries gath­
ered from the same Bourse, follow it 
up with cherries, plums, pears and 
grapes, and finally pick in fall apples 
which will keep fresh until apples 
come again. Dresses for the women 
and coats and trousers for the men 
■were within the recollection of those 
not yet past their meridian made in 
the home from cloth manufactured by 
hand looms from the farmers' own 
wool. In the matter of farm imple­
ments the change is even greater— 
from the hand rake to the horse rake, 
from the scythe to the mower, and the 
cradle to the binder, while the tele­
phone is rapidly taking the place of

Parents are continually being 
brought face to face with the evil re­
sults that follow this sort of child­
training, but the evil continues.

TWO CENT KATE ALL OVER THE 
U. S.

Old Three Cent Bate to Be Practi- 
lcally Abolished Across the Line, 

on July 1st.
Chicago, June 22.—The Inter-Ocean 

today says :
‘ ‘Passenger rates on all railroads of the 

United States will be reduced to two- 
ceuts a mile. The lowering of the price 
and complete abolition of the old three- 
cent rates will begin on July 1.

‘‘This was the ' decision reached in 
Chicago yesterday after a long and heated 
discussion by the leading railroad presi­
dents of all the Western and trans-con­
tinental roads.

“It was not a formal agreement, but 
is equally binding for two large loads 
doing a trans-continental business are 
said to have served an ultimatum to 
others that they would put the rate into 
effect immediately.”

BOW TO INEVITABLE.
Following the meeting, officials of sev­

eral of the roads admitted that they had 
been fbree to bow to public opinion and 
anti-railroad legislation. They said that 
no further fight would be made on the 
two-cent laws already passed, and that 
the roads would accept the inevitable.

The 
flames are applied, and while they 
burn the clothing, blankets, etc., of the 
deceased are added to the fire The 
horse of the dead man, however, is not 
burned among the Tumas, as Is the 
custom with some Indians. A day or 
two after death the wigwam of the de­
ceased, It an adult. Is burned, the rest 
of the family then going to live with 
some relative/ The Tumas make a 
great show of sorrow over their dead.

There are well educated Americans I 
who believe that a toad hops out alive 
from a slab of stone though he has 
been Imprisoned there for several mil­
lions of years.

He took twelve toads and had 
the toads put in twelve cells cut In 
sandstone, and over these he put plates 
of glass.

Toads were 
inclosed In wood, and they all died. 
The conclusion is that, deprived of at­
mosphere or without food, toads must 
die. If. a toad as a tadpole could have 
entered a crevice in a rock, It might 
have grown, but would have died In 
time tor want of air and food.
