Canadian National Railways for the 
seven months-ending July 31 shows 
an increase in the net operating rev­
enue of 84 per cent, over the samt 
period in 1923, and 76 per cent, over 
that of 1924. The gross receipts for 
the seven months this year were low­
er than the corresponding figures for 
last year by more than 6 per cent., 
but this was offset by a reduction of 
8.65 per cent, in operating expenses.

The net operating revenue for the 
first seven months of 1923 was $3,- 
070,146, which was increased in 1924 
to $3,214,680, and this year to $5,- 
667,286, despite the lower gross 
revenue.

Fighting at Damascus
Ancient Damascus is now guard­

ed by French guns following a raid 
by rebel Druses and Bedouins, who 
had hoped to pillage the city. A 
French air fleet helped to drive the 
raiders back, but the inhabitants of 
the city are in a state of panic, fear­
ing an uprising of the Arabs within 
their walls.

Patients Have a Scare
Five hundred tubercular patients 

were endangered when a fire which 
started in the staff house of the 
Mountain Sanatorium ner.r Hamilton 
threatened for a time to wipe out 
the entire million dollar institution. 
The flames however, were confined to 
the one building which was located 
only 75 yards from the preventorium 
in which over 80 children are housed. 
The staff house, valued at about $10,- 
000 was destroyed.

The French Debt
When two astute gentlemen of 

different nationalities meet to dis­
cuss in a friendly manner the terms 
of settlement of a debt of three thou­
sand millions of dollars it is -but nat­
ural that the eyes of their respect­
ive countrymen watch their moves as 
cldsdly as possible. Wars have been 
fought and whole countrysides laid 
waste as the result of disputes in­
volving mere fractions of the huge 
sum owing by France to Great Brit­
ain. But there was nothing warlike 
in the appearance of Joseph Caillaux 
the French Finance Minister, when 
he arrived in -London to discuss the 
French debt with Winston Churchill, 
Chancellor of the Exchequer. Sartor­
ially perfect and almost jovial in 
manner, M. Caillaux showed no sign 
of the “train under which he must 
have beer, laboring, and he must 
have realized that upon the success 
of his mission hangs his political 
future. Incidentally it was the first 
appearance of M. Caillaux in London 
since his return from exile.

The French press and general 
public do not deny the justice of 
Britain’s claim to the huge sum in­
volved, but there is a wide diver 
gencc of opinion in the two coun­
tries as to how it should be liquid­
ated. France, though prosperous and 
supposedly well able to make larger 
payments, expects Caillaux to ar 
range for payments of $45,000,000 
yearly; but the British press has not 
hesitated to inform Mr. Churchill 
that he dare not face Parliament if 
he accepts a proposal for an amount 
less than $100,000,000 a year.

M. Caillaux is credited with being 
somewhat of a wizard in matters of 
finance, and he is known to -be a 
man of strong practical sense. It i 
therefore believed that he will strive 
earnestly to arrive at a reasonable 
compromise with Mr. Churchill. 
Possibly both countries would be 
satisfied with annual payments of 
$75,000,000 which is less than half 
of the sum Britain is paying yearly 
to the United States and about three 
quarters of what France is actually 
receiving from Germany as repara­
tions.

Lightning Kills Three
A bolt of lightning took a terrible 

toll of life at Acadiaville, Kent Co., 
N.B., where three boys who had been 
berry-picking 'and had taken shelter 
under a tree when a storm came up, 
were killed. Only one ^member of the 
party of four survived and he was 
stunned. The boys killed were Max- 
imin Vatour, Joseph Gallant and Jas. 
Richard, all 14 years of age, and all 
residents of Acadiaville.

Entire Posse Injured
Misfortune overtook a posse that 

was searching for three hold-up men 
who made an unsuccessful attempt 
to secure the $10,000 payroll of the 
Mond Nickel Company at Levack in 
the Sudbury district. When returning 
empty handed from their quest the 
mine jitney in which the posse was 
travelling crashed into a yard engine 
fatally injuring Frank Lebera and 
seriously injuring the other eight 
members of the party. The hold-up 
men attempted to stop the speeder on 
which th : money was being carried 
over the onur line railroad, and Harry 
Stevenson, the paymaster, was shot 
m the abdvQien while running the 
gauntlet of 'heir fusiiade of bullets.

A Spectacular Potentate
'London is not easily thrilled, but 

the newspapers there lately have 
devoted an unusual amount of space 
to the Maharajah of Patiala, atones 
of whose wealth and magnificence 
have amazed the public of the Im­
perial capital. This Indian potentate 
engaged an entire floor Qf the Hotel 
Savoy for the use of himself and bis , 
retinue, and possibly could well aff­
ord the $1000 a day or so which it " 
cost him, as his income is reputed 
to be more than $5,000 a day. Al­
ways when he appeared in public he 
wore a wonderful silk turban, with 
ear-rings of pearls and diamonds, 
but otherwise was clothed immacu­
lately in English garments. The Ma­
harajah was educated in Ungland, 
plays cricket and was in k: .ki dar­
ing the war.

Bringing in the Sheaves
The Department of Immigration 

and Colonization estimates that the 
West , will require a total of 69,000 
harvesters from outside points to 
garner the crop.

Million* By Aeroplane
■ Probably the most valuable cargo 

ever carried by aeroplane was that 
which arrived at London the other 
day ffrom Berlin. It consisted of 
bonds worth approximately $48,000,- 
000 which are part of the security 
offered by Germany for a $200,- 
000,000 loan under the Dawes plan. 
The shipment was accompanied by 
nine guards.

Endorse the Trade Pact
The Associated West Indian Cham­

bers of Commerce have unanimously 
endorsed the Canada-West Indian 
trade agreement.

NEW INVENTION
TO REVOLUTIONIZE

ART OF PRINTING

.Typesetting Will Become Obsolete 
if New Device Succeeds

London, Sept. 1st.—An invention 
which, it is claimed, will revolution­
ize printing and do away with com­
positors, has recently been patented 
after four years’ ardent work by 
two men, August and Hunter. The 
invention is a new application to do 
away with metal type. It has been 
covered by seventy British and for­
eign patents, and engineers who have 
examined it say that tne claims of 
the inventors are not exaggerated. 
Already they have a large amount 
of work on hand to do for supple­
ments, books, magazines and illus­
trated periodicals.

'From Master-Film
The basis of the invention is a film 

on which letters, figures and all kinds 
of type have been photographed. By 
means of a keyboard, like that of a 
typewriter, characters from a master- 
film are projected in rapid sequence 
on to a sensitized base and photo­
graphed by frictional exposures. The 
exposed film corresponds to the set­
up type on a linotype or monotype 
machine and bears an image of the 
matter to be published. With this 
film available printing may be com­
pleted in many different ways by 
time block for letter-press printing 
by direct litho, by photographic pro­
cesses from plate or stone or by 
"offset" photo-litho.

Infinite Variety of Tpye
The camera projecting the master- 

film characters focuses automatically. 
Different sizes of type are obtained 
by adjusting the lens of the camera 
by gn automatic operation, and the 
variety of type which may be secured 
is almost infinite. A spool of master- 
film two inches in diameter and three 
inches wide contains the equivalent 
of 2,700 complete founts or sets of 
type.

The width of column, the style and 
size of the. type and the spacing be­
tween letters can all be decided in a 
quarter of a minute by the adjust­
ing of small levers. The machine, in 
the fractional part of a second, can 
bring before the camera the char­
acter struck on the keyboard from a 
range of thirty styles of type, with 
ninety characters and nine sizes to 
each style, making 243,000 variations 
in all. To correct any keyboard mis­
takes or to make any author’s re­
visions is the work of only a few 
minutes.

Jewellers are his favorite victims— 
though all are fish that come to hts 
net—and. ho makes large and costly 
purchases, offeriug bogus cheques in 
payment.

Appearance of Affected Trees.

Trees affected with this disease 
frequently present the appearance of 
having been scorched by fire, hence

blossom with the bacteria that cause 
the disease, by bees or other blossom 
visiting insects that have previously 
become contaminated by visiting 
trees that are hold-over cases from 
the previous season.
How the Disease Develops.

When a contaminated bee or other 
Insect visits a blossom for nectar or 
pollen, it leaves behind It some ot 
the bacteria that cause the disease, 
and these multiply 111 the nectaries 
and pass on down the blossom pedi­
cel Into the bark ot the fruit spur, 
where they produce a canker and kill 
the spur with other blossoms on it, 
then continue their progress within 
the bark of the twig causing canker 
and death as they go. The leaves 
on the twig then shrivel up, turn 
brown, and die giving the character­
istic fire-blighted appearance to the 
tree.
Destroy Blighted Twigs,

If the blighted twigs are allowed 
to stay on the tree throughout the 
season the disease will continue to 
work on down the twigs, sometimes 
rapidly and sometimes slowly, until 
eventually it reaches the hark of the 
larger limbs, or the trunk of the 
tree, where it becomes apparent as a 
canker. In cases where the disease

Watte, who was a rich merchant, 
Is burled In Rochester Cathedral. 
Certain portions of the Inn have been 
restored since his day. but some of 
the rooms have remained unaltered 
for over three centuries, during 
which time hundreds of poor way­
farers have partaken of the founder’s 
hospitality.

To benefit under this ancient be­
quest, a person must apply for ad­
mission before 6 p.m., and steps are 
taken to ensure that the same reci­
pient. does not receive the charity on 
two consecutive nights. Each way­
farer, on being admitted, sits down 
to a supper consisting of a pound of 
beef, a pound of bread, and a pint 
qf coffee.

1 Insects Carry the Disease.
I During mid-season other insects as 

aphids, hoppers and borers are com­
mon carriers of the disease from in­
fected twigs to healthy twigs, either 
on the same or neighboring trees.
In this way young suckers ana water- 
sprouts get infected, and, as In the 
case of the blossom-infected twig, the 
disease will pass on down the bark 
of the sucker or watersprout until It, 
reaches the trunk or large limb where 
a canker is produced leading to 
death of the affected part.'

Where the disease Is activé during 
the growing season there is Irgquent- 
ly a gummy brown exudate oozing 
out from the cankers. Thlw^udate 
contains the causal bacteria ifi im­
mense numbers. During riuu storms 
this exudate may be Sfclashed to 
other parts ot the tree, thus leading 
to fresh infections.
Hoiv to Control the Trouble.

To control and stamp out this dis­
ease it is essential to cut out all af­
fected portions of the tiue. In doing 
this, care should be token to cut 
well below the visibly affected por- . 
tion four to six Inches, It possible, as 
the bacteria are usually well advanc­
ed beyond the visibly çankerwi area 
In the bark. The saw, knife or , 
shears used should be swabbed after • 
each cut with a good disinfectant, 
e.g., corrosive sublimait* 1-1U00, for- V 
malin, or live per cent.icarbollc acid.
If the canker is in the tjunk or larger 
limbs the affected part shoulii be ,, 
removed by cutting well around the 
canker, two or three itches at leàst 
beyond the visible extdit of the efin- 
ker.

Gargoyles.
The name “gargoyle” or "gur- 

goyle” (derived from the French 
“gargouille,” which originally meant 
the gullet or throat) is given in 
architecture to a carved stone figure 
—usually having a grotesque appear­
ance—at the end of the spout which 
conveys water away from a roof and 
throws it clear of the walls of a 
building. Although the term “gar­
goyle” is generally applied to the gar­
goyles of the Middle Ages, which took 
the form of strange looking beasts 01 
men (or simply heads), with their 
mouths open to expel the rain water, 
yet gargoyles were employed In 
Egypt (where the sacred vessels, 
apparently, were washed on the tem­
ple roofs), in Greece and in Pompeii. 
Dean F. W. Farrar wrote concerning 
the. gargoyles of Westminster Abbey. 
“The projection of the gargoyles is a 
characteristic of the early English 
style. The gargoyles themselves, in 
their grotesque and fantastic ugliness 
represent the demons who are ex­
cluded from the sacred precincts.”
