Nursery Hygiene.

The three prime essentials in the nursery 
are fresh air, good food and pure water.

An infant’s thirst is not quenched fcy 
milk. It needs clean water to drink with 
regularity.

Always hold a baby in your arms when 
feeding it in about the same position os if 
nursing it.

Rubber tubes, Complicated nipples and 
nursing bottles are dangerous and should 
never be used.

Regular habits, proper food and long hours 
of sleep are necessary conditions to a heal­
thy infant.

Have a rule for feeding the baby and do 
not vary from it, Without regularity the 
mother becomes a slave.

Light and loose clothing and frequent 
bathing or cool sponging are necessities for 
the infant in hot weather.

Plain, boiled water, given between feedings 
will often aid the digestion and satisfy the 
child when rest less.

Never put a bottle nipple into your mouth 
and'then into the baby’s mouth. This will 
often prove dangerous.

Feeding at night after the third month is 
both inconvenient and unnecessary. Sleep 
at night is better than food.

An infant is a creature of habit and us­
ually responds to the wish of its mother, if 
the mother has order in her will.

More infants’ lives are taken 'by over­
feeding than by starvation. Never liken 
an infant’s digestion or diet to your own.

Do not feed the baby because it cries. 
This may be due to pain, and it is hurtful 
to fill an infant’s stomach at such a time.

Vomiting and diarrhea are indications 
that the child is either sick or approaching 
sickness, and probably needs a physician.

Cholera infantum would be cf rare occur­
rence if proper attention was always given 
to the quality and quantity of the food.

A nursing mother who worries or who is 
exhausted or who indulges in excitement 
may become a source of danger to her infant.

Cleanliness as applied to the body, the 
mouth, the food, the vessels, the clothing, 
the furniture, the floor, the carpets, the 
beds and the atmosphere should be ftrictly 
observed.

etc., should be kept where it is perfectly

than a good tight barrel with three inches of 
sand on top. Take any cheap material, old 
bran sacks are best, cut in pieces the right 
size to well cover the top of the barrel, then 
put on the sand and the following spring you 
will tiud your vegetable as fresh and plump 
as when taken from the ground. Keep the 
cellar cool, but never take any chance of let­
ting frost get in. If there is the least danger 
of this, burn a few lamps, or better, a kero­
sene stove, till The danger is over.

Broiling Steak.

The ideal way of cooking steak is to broil 
it over a bright, clear bed of coals, turning 
it quickly and often, aud cooking it till the 
dull, daik red hue of rawness turns to a 
brigh*, rich red, all through. Such meat is 
not “raw,” as the ignorant suppose; it is' 
well cot kid, but not overdone. An over­
done steak is dark all through, aud has been 
made indigestible by the hardening of its 
fibers by the over application of heat. If 
steak “doesn’t agree with you,” ten chances 
to one it is because it is cooked to death.

When a broiler and hot coals are not at 
band, don’t be afraid to heat an ungreased 
spider “goed and hot,” and lay the meat in 
it. The L< at will crisp the outside almost 
instantly; turn it over quickly and sear the 
other side. Keep turning in the same way 
till it is done. Nevei let it co k 1 ug ent ugh 
so that the juices of the meat separate aud 
form on the suiface that is uppermost;

A New Egg Preservative.

M. Bournouf recommends in a French 
journal ihe following method of preserving 
egg?: Dissolve in two-1 hirds of warm olive 
oil one-third of beeswax and cover each egg 
completely with a thin layer of this pomaUe 
with the end of the finger. The egg shell 
by degrees absorbs the oil »nd each of the 
pores becomes filled with the wax, which 
hermetrically seals them. M. Bournouf af­
firms that he has eaten eggs kept two years 
in this manner in a place not exposed to too 
greaffertremes of temperature. He thinks 
also that the germ may in this wayjbe preserv­
er a considerable time.
