RAILWAY MANAGEMENT FAVORABLE

To the Editor of the St. John Sun:

Sir,—To one who has given attention to
the manner of marketing the products of the
farm in England there is one thing that will
be particularly noticed, viz., how wonder-
fully well the shipper is served by the rail:
way services. - Kverything seems to be done
that care and expedition will do. In fact
there seems to be a greater strife among the
different companies to make them popular
with the shippers than is done to secure pas-
sengers, KFrom all the great centres of farm
production night trains are dispatched con-
stantly to the great markets. These are fast
trains which must be in time for the receiver
to put the consignment on the market ready
for exar wtion by the trade as early as four
o’clock in the morning, Hence, with all the
wonderful receipts of the choicest productions
f untries which ar y put up-

» should be followed tere. While
grapes, plams, pears and peaches are coming
in from abroad we should be putting some
tempting article on the market also, at a
minimum of cost. In order that this may be
the best possible transportation should be,
establishod.

One of our best parts for demonstrating
what might be accomplished in this way
is that part <f Annapolis Valley lying be-
tween Middleton and Annapclis town. This
part has no early train service to Halifax,
whereby perishable articles may be put on
the market on the day of shipment from the
producer. But this piece of the Valley refer-
ed to is more essentially a complement in
these matters with the city of St. John.

Wednesday and so on through the week. If
goods are required from this side and order-
ed on Monday they will arrive on Thursday
morning ; if on Thursday not until the fol-
fowing Monday njoraing ; if ordered on in-
tervening days the time taken to get the
goods will be just one day longer in each
ease.

W hat is reqaired and what the D.” A. R.
should grant 1s a train to-gather up freight
for St. John early every morning of the days
in which a boat isrun across the bay ; start-

liddleton or a station or two be-
ead of Avnapqlis as now. This
train could be taken te Lighy easily in time
for the trausfer of freight to the boat. It
could then receive the freight for up the line
and return the same night. This would give
a vastly improved accommodation to ship-
pers,and would also much increase the bus-
iness with St. John—add to the importance
of the winter port near at home,

The Gold Standard for India.

London, Oct. 26.—The 74imes publishes
this morning a long letter from Mr. Henry
Dunning MacLeod, on the adoption of the
gold standard for India, in the course of
which the writer says: ‘It was estimated
20 years ago that-sixty million pounds worth
ot gold would be required at that time to.
restore the India currency to a gold basis.
More would befrequired now. Bat it is es-
timated that at least three hundred million
pounds in gold is now hoarded in India, which
will be brought out if the India mints are
kept closed to silver while the ratio of the
sovereign to the rupee is adjusted to the
present value of the rupee.”

The 7'imes, commenting up>n Mr. Mac-
Leod’s letter, saye:  **The public is not in
possession of the facts upon which the Indian
government’s decision that it is possible to
adopt the gold standard is based, but if this
is within the bounds of possibility it ought
to be carried into effect, for it would relieve
businees all over the world from the dis-
quieting effect of bi-metallist agitation and
intrigue.”

AN INTERVIEW WITH A COLLEGE
< PRESIDENT.

His Many Duties Caused His Heaith to Break

Being of an ambitious nature,
I applied myself diligentl)"{ggny work
studies. In time I noticed that my health
was failing.

Puzzlers In Court.

An interesting volume might be written on
the curious points of law that are constantly
arising in the courts. The most expert law-
yers and jadges are frcquently puzzled by
the novel situation in which they are placed.

Agricuttural,

Gurler’s Ways.

A man who visited the cow stables on H.
B. Gurler’s farm writes:

The stables are provided with cement floors
and the Bidwell stall. The floors are flooded
and scrubbed every day, and we found a man
with water and brush scrubbing the mangers.
The stables are as white as snow, made so
with whitewash. At the end of each row of
cows ie a sheet of paper with name of milker
and nomber of cow. Mr. Gurler told me
that he had found enough difference in milk-
ers to poy a man’s wages. Milk is weighed
night and morping. We found everylhing
else about the barns in keeping—silos, pure
runuing water, salt boxes in yard, clean barn
yard, free from manure and filth.

The milk is taken direct to the dairy house,
which is a model of neatness, and there
thoroughly strained, run through an wmrator
and cooler, bottled and put into refrigerating
room, where the temperature is near freezing.
I never tasted such fine milk in all my life.
I atked Mr. Gurler why be did not pasteur-
izs. He replied he was ahead of pasteuriza-
tion. He did not need it. Pasteurization
was all right for milk that had been exposed
to unclean conditions. Me further said that
he believed some of Lhe valuable constituents
of milk were damaged by pasteurizing. "I
sm inclined to coincide with Mr. Gurler on
this point.

—As all farmers know, there is at the root
of each stalk of timothy a small tulb some-
thing in appearance like a diminutive onion.
After the hay is cut other little bulbs form
beside the o'd ones, which die. These new
bulbs are the ones from which the next year’s
crop of hay will grow. There is a very light
aftermath from timothy, and tkis grows up
from these new roots or bulbs as they are
forming and growing, and they are close to
the surface of the ground. It is important
that this aftermath and root development
should be allowed to proceed to the fullest
extent possible in the fall, for without a good
root development in the fall there cannot be
a good crop of hay next year. Ii the after-
math is kept cropped or clipped off close in
the fall, the foot growth will be light and
the consequehces as stated. The worst of
consequences follow pasturing with stock in
the fall, for in\addition to keeping down the
growth of aftenmath the roots or bulbs are
injured by the kramping of the stock. This
pasturiog of meadows in the fall, which is
quite a common practice, is most wasteful
and roinous. For the sake of a few days’
or perhaps weeks’ pasturing io the fall the
farmer, maybe unknowingly, sacrifices half
of his next year’s hay crop, and instead of
getting two tons of hay to the acre, as he
ought to, he gets scarcely one ton, and then
complains that his meadows ‘‘run out so
quick.”

A New Egg Preservative.

M. Bournouf recommends in a French
journal the following method of preserving
egge: Dissolve in two-thirds of warm olive
oil one-third of beeswax and cover each egg
completely with a thin layer of this pomace
with the end of the finger. The egg shell
by degrees absorbs the oil and each of the
pores becomes filled with the wax, which
hermetrically eeals them. M. Bournouf af-
firms that he has eaten eggs kept twe years
in this manner in a place not exposed to too
greatextremes of temperature. He thinks
also that the germ may in this wayjbe preserv-
for a considerable time.

Success Depends on Thought.

Many a farmer goes plodding along, earn-
ing but a ecanty living with no rest in eight
this side of the grave, who might by a little
reasoning, and the adaptstion of circum-
stances surrounding him to the idea in view
making a speciality of some one line of farm-
ing and make a payiog business of it. But
this takes energy, both physicial and mental
—and he drifts on in bliseful ignorance of the
chances and opportunities surrounding him,
by which he might have gained a comfort
able competence for his old sge.

—In caring for horses remember that the
farm horse doesn’t want his skin made too
gencitive by over currying. He perspires
freely. What he does need is to have his
feet and legs taken care of. Put your chief
care upon him at night, after his day’s work
is dome. Clean out his feev thoroughly,
leaving no mud to dry in. He gets rheum
atism from it. You only need simple tools
to work with; first an old broom, and finish
off with a witp of straw, rubbing legs and
feet well, hard and quick. Cut off the fet-
lock if you like; the feet, without it, dry
off more quickly.

— After fraiting, the roots of plantsshou'd
be nursed back into vigorous life, by cutting
out all old and surpius growth, cultivate
thoroughly and give a good dressing of fize
manure or wood ashes. This best prepares
them for resisting the cold winters of the
porth, and stimulates them for active work
in the early springs of the routh.

— Cabbage are best kept by turriog the
heads down on the top of a row, placing as
closely as possible.
