His Little Sister.

London, Feb. 12, '18

Dear Dorothy: Wili you enicy
short note from me? I want to tell you
about my afternoon. Several of us
had a chance to go visiting. A fine
auto all closed in came and got us and
took us quite a way through London
to a big fine stone house, where about
100 fellows came in their hospital
blues an greys. Scme had a leg off
or| hurt and were on crutches and
canes. Some had arms in slings or
splints. Some had bandages or scars
on their heads and But we all
were tickled.

The place belongs ‘to a
whg is especially kind to Canadians
and runs a club for them. 'She has
soldiers every week and gives them a
good time and knows how to dg it.

It is a swell place. We went up on
a lift ‘'to the 2nd or 3rd floor. There
we were in a big room full of rows
of chairs. 7The windows were about
o feet by+12—think of it and of only
panes! “The walls were all in
white and in gilt carving. There were
big mirrors as high as the room.

The electric lights were in little
globes on big brass chandeliers, hung
with crystals.

They had a fine entertainment for
us. Women and men both helped.
One girl made us laugh. She woul

He and Queen Mary were
in a big coach with four black horses
and men in swell clothes, driving.
The poor King looked tired and worn.

Yesterday, | saw something differ-
ent, | was at a show. A fellow had
a sea-lion or seal. What a shining
coat it had. ‘It glistened like metal
in the electrie. light., It is a queer
fellow. It fiops along on twg front
fins and two back by his bit of a tail.
The feilow came in and made believe
he was scaréd when this strange fel-
low flopped and waddled in after him.
Then he got acquainted and shook
hands. Then the seal did a ot of
wonderful tricks., He barked when
he was talked to and when he wanted
a hag to ne shook his little Ylead
and howled and barked till he got it
He would toss the hats off and ciateh
them on his head again_ then toss them
Off to the man. Ie spun balls on the
tip of his nose, little ones and a areat
big cloth one. He would roll himself
in-a ring tg Keep warm and roll out
again. He would sing some singing
a sheet of music. Must have
taken a long while to train.

I had two Sergeants from 8$5th to see
me Sunday. They weren't hurt in
Passchendale. They are going to be
officers. They. were from Acadia and
I knew them fine and was anxious
about them. They took me out in an
auty and got toast and eggs for our
supper. They say our Colomel is a
D. 8. 0. now and a lot of officers and |
men got medals. But nearly 450 got !
killed or hurt, etc., in that horrible
place.

Today, 1 had two officers in to see
me just at dinner time and sister
scolded (she is cranky at times) be-
cause I was late eating my pudding.

So don't you think I am having a
very good time? But 1 would sooner
be in Paradise than anywhere else.

Love to you sister and all in the
house. You can dream about being a
