Bede represents Lucius as sending to Rome to re-
quest admission into the Chureh—this, of course,
implies a previous conviction of the truth of Chris-
tianity on the part of Lucius ; and the existence of
twenty-five different accounts of the mission to Rome
may fully justify us in not believing the latter cir-
cumstance, and lead us to regard it as a Romish fa-
brication—so tunat the most that can be made of
Bede’s testimony is that Lucius was converted by the
preaching of a British priest { ! In the Council of
Arles, which was held long after the time of Lucius,
we find the independence of the British Church re-
cognized, and the Bihop of Rome styled brother by
the Bishops of York, London, aud Carlow, and ewi-
dently consicered as an equal—not such a brother
as he sfterwards became, when the Church in Eng-
land might have complained, in the words of ano-
ther youngster, we '* gained nothing under him but
growth, and besides the nothing that he so plentifully
gave the sometbing that nature gave his countenance
toock away.” The Churchof Rome considered Ho-
rius and his fellow-Bishops as Catholic Bishops—
