except in cases where the non-attendance has arisen fromà ilineas or abgence
from the country, i whieh cases the Board may noininate such mnember or
mnembers for re-election.

V. Each Branch Society shahl be entitled to a representative on the Gene-
-rai Board. The President of the Branch shail be. ex officio such representa-
tive, or any other resident member whom, the Committee may appoint as a
siabstitute, who shal be i member of such iPranch.

... days of some of the Society's best friends, as it is more than accounted for
by the failing off in 'bequests. Deducting these froni the in'come of
this year and last, we find an increase of $2,078, chiefly iii free pon-
tributions and payments oh purchase account from branches. This makes
the Directors hope that the low water mark has bedn seen, and that both
the income of the Society and its circulation of Scriptures will rise steadily
for years to corne. Another encouraging feature ini thé Society's records of
the past year i8 preBented in the resuits of colportage. The circulaeion of
the Scriptures through thi@.afency is greatly increàsed, and the côlporteurs'
hearts have beqn cheured by traçes here and there of the goVd effected by
former labours.

.The bequests received during the year ,have been those of the late Wil-
liam Moon, Esq., of Trafalgar, $100; the' late Andrew Cerswell, Esq., of
Tecumset h, $ZOO; the laVe James Pirrie, Esq., of Claremont, $50, and the late
Hiram McCraney, Esq ., of Oakville, $500. Mr. McCraney has left $1 ,000 to

- this work, and the balance will be paid aa soon as certain arrangements can
be made. 1 V , -1

Bosidefs the deaths of these good friends of the Society, the txfreitots,
,bave to record the departure during the year of three members of the Board.
The Rev. Dr. Willis .had indeed been living in England for, sonie years;'
but he was one of the Socicty's oldest Vice-P rçidents, and continued to the
end tbý take an intereat ini the work. IV was, tlrefore, with unfeigned réegret
that the Board heard of his death. The Rev. Dr. Topp had also for a long
tine been seldom able to attend the Board meetings; but the catholicity of

* - his spirit made himn rejoice in such a united effort to spread God's Vruth as
* the Bible Society, and he was ever ready Vo advocate its dlaims in~ the pulpit

and elsewhere. Dr. C. B. Hall has been so reoently celled froma this scene,
and was so constant in his attendaiice at the meetings, that bis face and voice

will long be missed by his colleagues who are left behind.

Ninet-hree of the stronger Branches were asked to, holditheir annLi
public meetings without the help of an Agent. Forty-six undertook to do so.
Forty-two of these have remitted free contributions Vo the amount of
$4,945. The same forty-two Branche8 sent last year $4,856. From the
other four, however, the Directora regret te, say that they have not been

-' able Vo geV any news of the success of their meetings or the prospects of
their work. Although Vhe contributions of these are now Voo late to be ac-

* Jnowledged in this report, it is hdped that they will soon be received, s0 that
they mnay help forward the work of the Society, and noV be allowed to lie
idle in the (bands of Vhe Branch Treasurers. Ljetters were addressed to
nie of Vhe Inoat important Branches offering te 'send as a deputation from
the Board of Directors, any gentleman of prominence whose presence they
might think would add materially Vo, the succesa of their public meeting.
Port Hope and St. Catharines were the only two, which availed Vhemselves
of this offer. In accordance wi4li the wishes of Vhe former Vhe Rev. Dr W. J.
Bunter wus asked and kindly cun8iented te, attend and address its, meeting.
With regard te the. latter Vhe IBuard was unfortunately unable Vo secure Vhe,
services of sither of the gentlemen desired by the Brandi.

The support reoeived fr9m. that part of the field, formerly under the laVe
London Auxiliary, stiil qhows an upward tendency, adid the increase in thie
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contributions of some of the most important branches, such as Sarnia, Chat-
ham, Eust Westminster, and East Williams ià very remarkable.

The Branches in Britishi Columbia, Manitoba and Aigoma are too far to be
visited regularly by the ordinary agency of the Society ; but cheering reports
have been received from several of them. Winnipeg bas lately had a success-
fui public meeting, at which there were expressed intentions of increas-
ing interest in the Bible cause. Emerson has three sub-depositories,
one among the Gerrnan Mennonités ; it has a particularly energetic secretary,
who also acts to Borne extent as a colporteur, and it is i many respects quite
a model branch. A recent letter from the Rèv. R. Jamieson gives hope that
the New Westminster Branch is about to revive and become more active than
it bas for the past year or two. The directors have not heard from the
Branches at Victoria and Sault Ste. Marie for some time ; but it 18 hoped
that they are not entirely negflecting their fields.

Newv Branches have been Jrganized during the year at Manitowraning, Gore
Bay, Mara, New Dundee, and Gardeni HiIl,.and a Depository established at
Little Current. Some of.these are very promising, and one of them, New
Dundee, formed by the Rev. S. Kappele, bas sent $80 as its first free contri-
bution. On the other Iiand three Branches and one Depository have been
struck off the list. Two of thepe, however, have not ceased to exist; they
have becoine sub-branches, and will, it la, hoped, continue to support the So-
ciety according to their ability, though not visited by an agent. Three other
Branches have been reduced to the status of Depositories. This makes the
Society's present list contain 394 Branches and 8 Depositories.

AGENCY.

The visitation, of those Branches requiring sucli help was assigned to, the
Rev. J. G. Manly, who was appointed Permanent Agent of the Society in
October, and twenty-one ProviBional Agents. The latter have ail tiriished
their work ; but the former liaa, of course, some of his Branches to visit in the
spring and summer. The total cost of Agency during the year bas been
$2776, which is $504 less than wus expended last year. The greater part of
this decrease, however, is due te the fact that the Society wus without a per-
manent Agent for several months. There la nothing very novel in any of
the Agents' reporta ; btxt they are, on the whole, encouraging, and one fea-
ture of the work which appears in some of them, la regarded by the Direc-
tors as very cheering. In the last anunual report the Board of Direc.tors ex-
pressed ita desire te encourage and develop the formation of sub.branches.
Several Agents report that Branches are acting upon this, holding outside
meetings, and starting these sub-branches. This wiil directly strengthen the
Branches which make the effort,' and if carried to any extent, cannot fail te
be of immense benefit to the Bible cause in more ways than one. Peterbo-.
roughi, Norwich, and Lynedocli have been mentioned as especially notewor-
thy for their efforts in thi. direction.

Prom some of the reports, however, it la evident that there are sections in
which denominational differences are ailowed sadly te hinder the Bible
cause, and that ln others, where there may be no unpleasantness, de-
nominational dlaims 'are allowed te deafen ears that ouglit to, be open
te appeals for support from a Society that lias, doue so mucli for the
Missions of ail churches. Oue agent writes ." 1 fonnd the supporters. of
the Society very mucli dispirited. Denorninational differences were mag-
nified uuduly duriug the year, and as a consequence hearty inhterest 'n thie
progressofGod's work declined. Your agent endeavoured to point ont the
bettae' rivalry lu tylng who could do most tu bnild up, and gatIher home lost
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men to God. Nor did he forget to show that ail the foilowers of. Christ could
unite in putting the Bible into the hands of the ignorant and lost." Another
says :-"1 1 certainly looked for a more geieral attendance of lercal ministers
at the meetings than 1 have been able to record. 1 cannot but feel that iiê
the miniaters of the different Protestant Churches feit, as they ouglit, the
obligation that their respective Churches are under to the Society, the num-
ber would at least ha-ýe been doubled." And a third winds up his report ini
a somewhat indignant strain, thus :-I The cry 61 'liard times' met me
everywhere. It is a needless cry g.s far as Bible Society contributions are
concerned. The contributions of the most liberal Brandi in connexion with
the Society are so utterly unworthy of the stupendous aims of this Catholic
Christian enterprise, that we shouldl'blush to, speak of ' hard times.' Whenfwe tb)*ink that $16,000 was ail that 395 Branches contributed la8t year to put
the word of life in the hands of earth's perishing millions, we should be
covered with shaine and confusion of face. .If 395 individuals would contri-Ibute the whole of it there would be no room. for boasting. May the God of>
the Bible, who says 'the gold and the silver are mine,' touch Christian
hearts, and open Christian purses till the saving Gospel shail enter every
house and every heart. "

Owing to the want of snow, bad roads have been more than usuaily a
hindrance to the work of the agents, giving them trouble ini reaching t'heir
meetings, and small audiences when they got tbere. Some cheering ex-
amples, however, are mentioned of good meetings, in spite of roads and
weather.

On the whole, the agents seem to have had les difficulty than in former
years in getting answers to their letters, and in arranging their tours of visit-
ation ; but sonie have again .is year had much trouble in this matter, and
have found it impossible t get the Branches to hold their meetings on suci
evenings as would enable them to make their visits on consecutive dates.
The agents are instructed, and are desirous, to meet the wishes of the Branches
as far as possible, and do not wish to have meetings at any time that would
really be inijtrious to the cause; but officers of some Branches appear to, be
forgetful that other Branches in the same section have to be couisidered, and

that it is impossible for an agent to, meet exactly the wishes of each Branch
assigned to, him for visitation. Those agents who took /ip their work
promptly after appointrnent appear to havè had the least difliculty in this re-
spect ; and some of the Branches which. were ur.avoidebly left to, a later date,
by the Permanent Agent and others, have written expressing their desire to
be visited at an earlier period. These and other cousiderations make it
more and more evident that autumn and early winter is the beat season for
the visitatiou in moat places.

Sometimes objections are raised, against having two meetings in one calen-
dar year by Branches that have had their last vizit since the first of January.
This is unavoidable under the present combination of permanent and pro-
visional agency, and the offioers of Branches should remember that, because
ini the previons year it was necessary to, leave them to a later and les8 favour-
able period, it is ail the more desirable to visit them, at. the beat time li the
current year,

One very important part of the duties of the agents is the inspection of
depoâitories, and the Th.rectors are glad to, gather from their reporte that
on the whole the state of the brandi depositories throughout the field is
good. But there 15 stili rQom for much improvemeât. There are not a few,
whose position or even existence is unknown in their respective neiglibour-
hoodis; there are others where unsuitable and therefore unsaleable stock i15
allowed to, lie and deteriorate ; and there are a few where the proceeda of J
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sales are not regularly paid over to, the treasurers of the Branches. The
Board wduld kindly remnind the Committees of such Branches of their respon-
sibility in this matter and suggest to them that it is in their power to do val-
uable service ini the cause of Bible circulation by seeing thaýt their depositor-
ies ,are well managed, nicely kept, and widely known.

The -Board lias, in addition, voted $500 to the Qiiebec Bible Society, in aid
of the colportage among the Frenchi Canadian population of that Prpvince,
and $500 has been, as usual, placcd at the disposai of the Colportage Coin-
mittee for work in Manitoba and the North-West. There has also been re-
xnitted to, the British and Foreign Bible Society $10,995.58 on purchase,
account.

DISTRIBUTION.

The number of Soriptures (Bibleà, Testaments and portions) which have
been issued from the Society's House during the paut *year is 81,184 copies,
being more than 2,000 copies less than the issues of th» previous- year. .

0f the above, 3,109 copies were sold,-and 743 issued grtutto.usIy, -from the-
Toronto Depository ; 22,443 supplied to Branch~ Depositories, *or sold, to, the
trade, and 4,889 were sold to, colporteurs. 0f these, 1,280 were' ii forýeignt
languages, and eleven in raised characters for the blind.

The total issues of the Society since its commencement is 1,114,884.
No change has been made, during the year, ini the% staff of Colporteurs em-

ployed by the Society; but the work of colportage has been carried on
steadily, and has shown encouraging resuits. Five Colporteurs have, in the
aggregate time of 41 months, sold 2,529 Bibles and 2,294 Testaments, and
given 196 Bibles and 292 Testaments, making a totaJwof 5,07 5 copies. lut
addition to, this, the Tract Societys Colporteurs have 9d 924 Bibles and 524
Testaments of this Society's stock, Bo that altogether there have been circft-
]ated through this agency 6,759 copies of the Holy Scriptures.

The Directors have, during the year, corresponded with the Winnipe
Branch, as to, the desirableness of employing another Colporteur in Mani-
toba ; but they appear flot to, be ready to advise such a stop under present
ciroumatances. Mr. Rouleau continues to work faithfully and encos-
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fully ini that Province, and his reports are, generally, both interesting and
encouraging.

Mr. Loivry has again been working ini the neighbourhoods of Toronto and
Hamilton, and bas sold a very large number of copies of the Seriptures to
people who would flot have corne to Depositories for t1pm.

Mr. MýcPhail lias been labouring in the counties of Ontario, Victoria and,
Sinicoe, but has flot had anything of special interest to report.

Mr. Taylor was for a time working in the back 'townships of the county of
Lennox. During part of September and October he was occupied .at th e
Agricultural Shows, and he lias since then been engaged iii the -coutities of
Haldirnand and Brant. Hie has again been very successful both in Belling
Bibles and in awakening an interest in the Society's work arnong thelcrowds
attending, the Shows, and on several occasions people have said to lim. that
they thought the Society's case of Bibles in different languages the most
in1teresting thing to be seen. He lias received much kindness andIhelp froin
the oficers, of the Branches at Brantford, Peterborough, Ingersoli, lNorwich
and Simcoo, which have been ýiisited in this way during the year, a.nd he has
also, experienced much courtesy from the managers of the various Exhibi-
tions. The Directors would take this opportunity of publicly expressing their
tlianks to these gentlemen. C

Mr. Badgerwas flot able to begin so early in the past winter asle usually
does ; but he-has been working faithfully for two months in the new town-
ships to the n6rth eust of Parry Sound anà around Maganeta.wan ; and con-
siderimg how scattered and how poor the settiers are as yet, he lias succeeded
in selling a good many copies of the Scriptures, and has of course also given
tliem where he jîdged lie could wisely do so.

SISTER SOCIETIES.

T'ho Directors regret that they are unable to give any account of the pro-
gress of several of the Sister Societies in the Dominion, not having received
their 'reports as usuaL The report of thie Montreal Bible Society shews that
tliougli their free contributions have decreased, their ipncome stands at about
-the saine figure as before. They have, after careful inquiry and correspond-
ence with thé Parent Society ini England, undertaken a most important and
interesting work, tlie publication of the four gospels in tlie Iroquois language.
They have ascertained that there are several tliousand of this tribe in both
Quebec and Ontario, and that Chief Josepli, of Oka, the transistor, is quite
competent thus to, give, with their help, a good and useful version of the
gospels- to his owin people.

The Quebec Bible Society lias been feeling the inconvenience of a strait-
ened -income, and the Secretary writes ini one of his letters :-" We have,
tlirough the pressure- of the times, been obliged to, suspend our English work
-altogetiier ini the paut year, and were it not for your Sbtiety's grant we could
~do nihing -for the French." In another, he says :-'" Were it not for the
generous gift of the Upper Canada Bible Sqciety the Frenchi here would be
left without God's word.> The Secretary has at times sent up their Ë'rench "

Colportebrs' reporta, which are very interesting, and a few extracts are given
with thseèof ôur 'own Colporteurs, ini &andtler part of thiàsreport.

The Diirectors are glad to report that they have, witbin thé lust few days,
-- ieed gratifying ne.ws of the returning prosperity of our noble neiglibour,

the Amerioan Bible Society. The Rev. Dr. Gilinan write,:-" We have
not yet ascertaindd ail the -figure whicli enter into the aggregate of our cir-
culation abroad. The issues from thia flouse were larger than in any year
since 1865, anmd reaohed the high mark of 1,130,345 copies. The distzibution
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of books xnanufactured or purchased in foreign lands will make the total
more than one million and a third. -0 *ing to an exceptionally large amount
received froni legacies, our aggregate receipts greatly exceeded those of last
year, and .amounted to, $608,342. Our colportage work has yielded very gra-
tifyindg rest;Its, and has reached the people who most needed to be sought
out and supplied. We shall prosecute it this year with renewed confidence."

BL{ITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY.-

During.the pa.st Bible Society year, very important changes have been
made in the staff at the great centre of operations in England, which, though
inevitable,- cannot but' bB reg(,retted by those in correspondence with the head
office, and must be' feit for somne time especially by the Cornrittee of the
Parent Society. The two experienced secreta3ies, the Rev. C. Jackson, and
the Rev. S. B. Bergne -have both teen obliged by failing health to retire from
the active duties of their office. The latter is to contin.ue to hold a consulta-
tive secretaryship, in which we trust he may long be spared to advance the
cause by his experience and wisdoni.

The last Report of our Parent Society begins by impressing upon us that
"there are few thoughts that neêd to'.e çherished more constaxitly than that

of the infinite preciousnes-f man. .t God. Whený Vâzing on ttre sublime
works of nature, and stire-when pondering on humnan sin, 'one ie con-

straine o ask, ta sense of abasernent, ' What is'malà that thouat
mnindful of him V EfQt thlé Gospel reveale the high value. set upon him'by
his Maker. The death of the Son of God jupon the cross, gave the measure
of the costly sacrifice wbich the Father -was- ready to make for man's salva-
tion. To rememnber this as regards oveselfeïs, to gain new impulse, and to be
possessed wil.h thýat sense of privilege and responsibility which belongs to
those who know them8elves to have been made in the Divine image and
redeemed with the precious blood of Christ."

"This saine thougrht muet form the mainspring of effort for the good of
others. God'will have ail men to be saved. làà la the Saviour of al
men, apeclailly to those that bplieve. Ail Christian missions are based on
the thecretical acceptance of tixis doctrine; but, oh! what accesa of power
and enthusiasm would be theirs if it were vividly present to the nkds of
'their promoters !

IlYour Comm ittee would eeek to deepen in their own hearts and in those of
their suppôrterm the impression of this great truth. Their work bas no found-
ation or defenco, unless men of every tribe are capable of receiviug the glad
news. This is the faith in which they and their predecessors have laboureii
for three-quarters of a century, maklng translations for Bushmen and Gipsies,
(Jlrcassians and- American Indiabs, and sparing no pains to, circqlate them.
May the present R eport, containini as, it does instances -of men in vax:ious
lanids who, have been raised and purified by the Truth, impart'fresh courage,
and awaken a stronger desire to àpeed the Bibleon its way 1"

The Report then goes on to give its usuel interesting account of the world-
wide work of the Society.

PR.OGRESS IN TUE WORK OF TRAYNSLÂTION ÂND LEVISION.

Translations and Revisions have been advanced with various degrees of
progreas in the following languages and dialecte: Albanian Toisk, Âmbarie,
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Aneityumese, Aniwa, Arabio for the Blind, Ararat-Armenian, Balinese,
Basque (Spanish), Batta, (Mandailing Di'aleet), Blatta (Tuba Dialect), Efatese,.
Eromangan, Eskimo, Ethiopic, Ewe, Flemish, French, Georgian, Greek
(Modern), Hebrew (New Testament), Blungarian, Iaian, Jaggatai-Taitar, Ja-
panese, Judeo-Polishb, Kaffir, Khassi, Kirghese-Tartar, Lapp (Russ), Lapp
(Swedish), Lifui and'Maré, Livese, Malagasy, Malayalim, Mondari, MongoIiap,
Nania, Nicobarese, iNiuean, Otji-Herero, Persian, Polish, Portiuguese, Push-
to, Sanguirese, Swahili, Santali, Sindhi, Syryenian, Tahitiaj, Tamili, Tchu-
vash, Telugu, Turkish, Wotjak, Yoruba, Zulu.

We'give a few extracts of this part of the report, some because of -theit
special interest, and others as shewing some of the difficulties of the transla-ý
tors and the Society.

Arnharic.-Tlie second liaif of the New Testament, revised and edited by

the Rev. Dr. Krapf, has been printed for the Society at St. Clirischotta, and
pbli8hed with the Ethiopic ini diglot forni. Dr. Krapf says: The Lord be

praised for having permitted me to live to see this great, work carrîed out by
your Society !" -

Aiteit'yumese.-The 01(1 Testamenti has j ust beem published by this Society
under the supârintendence of the transiator, the 11ev. John Inglis, fqrmerly

'mnissionary at Aneityum. T1he edition consists of 2,500 copies ; and the
people, who have now, for the first time, the whole Bible in their own tongue,
have subscribed nearly j 1. each to pay for the books.

Eskino.-At the request of the ]Rev.'Hi. E. Shawe, of the Moravian
Mission, the Committee have printed the second haif of the New Testament
upiformnwith the first hialf. The translation was made by the 11ev. T
Bouzguin, at Nain, in Labrador, and was carried through the press at
Sfo]pen, by the Rev. A. Ribbach. The edition consists,of 2,500 copies. 0f
ttiese 500 are to, be bound up separately, and the remainder with the sheets

ofhe firat part of the New Testament, so as to, makè the book complete in
oné volume.

French.-An edition of De Sacy's version with alternative readings is now
inpress.
Hebrew. -Dr. Delitzsch's second edition of. the New Testament, based on

the Textu Rec.-ptiis, -bilt xnarking the rendings of older MSS., bas been ex-
hausted, and a third edition,_ something larger in size, and with clearer type,
is in progress. The author has put the Christian Chiurch under a deep debt
of obligation by this great' monument of his mature, scholarship. The Jews
ùiow, for the lirst time, have got the New Testament in classic and idiomatic
Hebrew. Dr. Delitzscli has spared no-,pains to makè the translation worthy
of the message which it bears. He bas revised bis work in the light of a very
extensive criticism, andhle is afiil labourihg to niake it. more perfect. flaa
given ail his labour freely, and he has neow executed a legal dôcumnent, g.1vmg
the work over formally and entiroly to-this Society.

Ja»pincse.-A Convention of Protestant Mi * sionaries, met in Tokio in -May,
1878, and nôéminated a translation committee, compose4l of o ne dé legà%te froni
each of the Missiônaxy Societies, and to, these wus 6 mimitted ail the respon.
sibility of the translation of the Seriptures in Japan. These delegates were
instructeà to nominate a Re4ision Committee, with a viow to harmonisi9g
new t>ranslatioims of the New Testament, which, it is hopad, will be finislied
about July. The Old Te6tament lias been distributed among twelve or thir-
teencommittees at the différent ports.

iMumgolia?.-Tbe Mongolian New Testament of Swan and Sta1y&ass iâ.
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now passing through the press of the Academy of Science at St. Petersburg, ,'
under the care of M., Schiefner. The printing of the boqk with Mongoliau
type instead of Manchu will reduce the size by two-thirds.
* Persian.-The Rev. R. Bruce, of the Ch1urch Missionary Society, and the
-Revs. J. Basset't and J. L. Putter, of the American Presbytèrian Mission,
have fornied themselves ilito a Coinmittee for the revision of thé Persian
Soriptitrea. Ur. Bruce had already revised Henry Martyn's New Testament,
and conmqieuced the revision of the Old Testament. The difl'erent books of

*the bOld Testament are now distributed among the different revisers, and each.
will carefully examine the work of the others. The revised New Testament
wifl also be subjected to a joint revision.

Polish.-The Warsaw Coinmittee. are engaged on a revision of the New
Testanlent fur this Society, and they hope to complete the work in three
years.

Pushto .- The Rev. T. P. Hughes, of Peshaw ur, lias been engaged for the-
last four years in trafsating the Pentateuch for the Afghans. Hie lias comt
pleted Genesis and Exodus, and is now engaged on Leviticus.

Sanguirese.-The Rev. Mr. Kefling, who lias been labourin g twenty years-
on the island of Taguilandang, where he lias formed a churcli, lias completed.
the New Testament,' and is giving it a final revision. As yet no one lias been.
found in this country to read the proofs,,And it takes almnost a year to com-
municate with Tagulandang.

Swahili.-The Gospel of St. John, revised by Bishop Steere, has been
paased through the press by the Rey<. T. H. Sparshot, who roe some need-
fui coriectiojps in the proofs. Bishop Steere lias been working bard on the
translation of the New Testament, which, he prints in portions at Zanzibar,
with a view to having them reprinted ini England ini one volume. The trans-
lation of the New Testament isà'x'ow completed-the Apocalypse is in the
press, and the Gospel of St. Mark alone remains in man uscript. The Rev.
W. P. Johnson is transîlating the Pentateucli from the'Hebrew.

Turkish.-'The revision of the Turk<ish Scriptures bas been c9mpleted, and
the version niay be fairly considered. a new translation. The Committee be-

*gan their work in June, 1873, and the last words of éthe (bld Testament were
writteti at eleven o'clock on May 25th, 1878. The object of the Committee
wds to produce a.complete Bible .for týý Turks, which would be simple in lan-%

*guage and idiom, intelligible to, the uneducated, and acceptable to, the learned.
The Committee was composed of the Rev. Dr. Schauffler (who soon retired

* from the Oonimittee), Dr. Rigg, the Rev. R. Il. Weakley, and the Rev. G.
F. Herrick, and these called to their help the Bey. Avedis Constantian, pas-
tor of Marash, and two Turkisli acholars, one of whom. soon withdrew, and
wau replaced by a very learned man, from the bankspf the Tigris. One of
these Turkish assistants becanie a first-fruit of the new version. The New
Testament wau first printed, and a second edition in smaller form was ready-
ini time to 8end to Russia for the Turkish. prisoners, and -the printing of the
Old Testamaent was comapleted lu December, 187'8. The Turkish Governimept,
to prevent the publication of the. version, insisted that each copy 'should bear
the imprirnair of the ;1 peri1 Council of Publie Inistruction, so that the
copies go forth with the qerrnission of the Turkish Goverument, and what
was meant for.a hindrance lias turned out to be the furtherAnce of the work.,
The Amrnican Bible Society has sharSd with thisa Sociiety the labours and ex-
penses of this great work.

Dr. Schauffler h *as completed the final revision of hig manuscripte. The-
parts were* not ready in time to be u'sed by the -ReviBi'on'Copimittee, as hadl
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beeti intend3d. The mandscripts of -the 'O1d Testament (except the Penta-
teuch and'Isaiah, already published) are no7w deposited ini the 8trong-room. of
the American Bible Blouse, New York, to the joint account of the Britishi
and Foreign and the Axnerican Bible Societies.

Zulu. -An-edition of 5,000 copies of theNew Testament, slightly revised
but conforming to the Society's rules, has been issued by the Ainerican Zulu
Mission, and this Society has shared in the work to tle extent of binding the
edition, as on a former occasion.

ENGLAND.

In giving account of home operations, the Report shows3how broad, both
locafly and ecclesiastically, is the ground covered by the Society. It records
niaiiy losses by death among old friends during the year, and then goes on tio
show how the serioius deficiency in the funds had beeli brought about by the
special efforts connected with the Russo-Turkish war. It *ports that the
special appeal for extra support on this account had been very liberally *
sponded to, both by individuals and auxiliaries, at home and in the colonies,
which took it upin the heartiest way and made special efforts tu nieet it, and
says further that 1' thanks are scarcely less due to other auxiliary committees

,.which gave the appeal their bet consideration, but feit it would be unwise to
urge it upon their constituents lest the rmanent aid givon tu the Society
should thereby suifer." a

The Committee had alsu corresponded with their principal fireig,,n agents,
to see w~hat permanent saviAg coýý effected without serious detriment to
their work. TkQ close of the fin c year showed how necessa.ry these steps
had been. .;,iw4

The Expeiiditure turned out to be £223,4 '6. 15s. 2d., or £4,000 less than in
1877-8. The Receipts showed a considerablo"increase idi the contributions
from Auxiliaries;- but this gain was met by a corresponding falling off of
donations, 'while'in legacies there was a deflciency of nearly £11,000, not
only up<>n the previouà year, but upon the average of thiB last twenty years.

The General Frep Income amouinted to, £86,496. il s. 5d.; adding the pro-
ceeds of sales at home and abroad, and two smail amounts from the Rox-
burgh and Paris Exhibition Funds, a total Incunw£ was attained, of £203,630.
19s. M. Thus, but for the special appeal, there would have been a diffarencé

ontewrong side of £20,000 ; by its help, however, the receipts have been
brought up to £213,811. 3-Y 3d., reducing the deflciency to £9,665. Jils. 11d.
'Qr this resuit. at the close of a peculiarly anxious year, your Committee
cannot but feel thankffil, though they have stili to face the serious fact that
the pa.st three years have witnessed a reduction of their reservu tu the extent
of £30,000.

The Issues of the yeêmr shewed an increase under almost every head, save
that of English Bibles, iýhere the falling-off had been considerable. The
total had been 3,340,995,, or more by 400,000 than in any previoula year
except that of the Franco-German war, and bririging up the aggregate issues
of the Society since its formation to a grand total of 85,388,057 copies.

The past yoar had been 1'likp the opening of a fine day." A strong wave
of anti-clerical feeling was passîig over the land, and the result was seen in
a new willingness to, welcome the Gospel. Theatres had been opened to,
ovangeIiS~l pastors and laymen, and were thronged with eager liâteners ;
a.nd, ini perhaps ton Departments, a decilded, move towards Protestantism waa
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ap oný ourgfe the'exiistence of flourishing churches can be traced , .

z tlie labours o urcolpor4i#rs. One of'these, au oul and tried mlan, asked
Î ear before tu be sent into " the worst part of France" ; he waa dire.cted to a

district where not a singlé Protestant was to be found. His success was ha-
yond ail expectationj- ihquikers arose on every hand, and in one.village
alone -a congregation has been formed of 150 persons, who have quitted the.
Church of Rome. A

Already news had begun.4 to corne in, through the colporteurs in the pro-
vinces, of fruit appcaring from the seed sown at the Exhibition ; and it is laid
upon these workers as a duty tQ follow up any good impression they may flnd
to have ýeen made. Tliat this special effort has not interfered with the
regular 3r ork in France is shown by the gratifying fact tliat lhe ordinary sales
liad incrbssed froin 75,000 to 98,000.

* . HOLLAND.

Sigus ýwere not wanting, to, show that the intereat taken byts oty
in the Word of God wus on the iiicrease, and the circulation ofitue Scriptures
in the Dutch, Agency had steadily advanced to 40,640, or 3,277 more than in

-1877. Mucli of this success is due to the faithful labours of the six colpor-
teurs, who have sold 18,166 copies.'%

Good old Van Dorp, though in his eighty-seventh year, was carrying oi
his work at Rotterdam with energy, blessed with untiring, zeal and an iron
constitution, lis hand, indeed, had begun to tremble, but his heart was
iirm, and lie was confirming the faith of many who visited him and who re-
garded him as a fathier ini the Gospel.

Since the issue of the report, however, this venerablig servant of the Lord
lias entered into his reat. In the monthly Reporter of last February, we find
that lie dlied on Sunday, Decernber.28th, 1879.

The work that had beei done in Germany cannot be appreciated without
glancing fora& moment at the political background to which it presenta so
agreeable a contra.st. The description given by the Soeiety's Agent aYear
before, of the danger threatened to the StAte by the growth of the system, of
Social Democracy was thouglit by some too dark; but it was, not long ini re-

Sceiving painf ai confirmation. 4
The excitement caused by the attempts of the Socialista on the Emperor's

life had been followed by a calm; but the observant fear that beneath the
surface there still W~orks a ferment of anarchic and atheistie opinion ; and the
best hope for the future of Germany lies ini sowing among lier forty millions
of people the seed of that kingdom which is righteousness and peàce and joy
ini the H61y Ghost; and the Socialists tliemselves recognize that the work of
the Bible Society is une of the principal obstacles to their ýrogress. Won-
derful elaaticity stili marked the circulation in this Agency ; it lad risen by
another 20,000 to the very large total of 354,000 copies, of,whicl more than
100,000 were entire Bibles. The 66 colporteurs employed by the R.ev. G.
Palmer Davies are a body of men of whomn any society might feel proud.
Sorne of them are themselves the fruit of Bible work.- One often relates
how le himself owes his religious life indirectly to, the lab9urs of one of bis
bretliren. A colporteur entered lis mother's house, spokô seriously with her,
persuading lier to, buy a Bible; and the new religions life of the family, end-
ing in the conversion of several of its members, began with the entrance of
that Bible into the bouse, and they in turn are. the means of " cQflUittU3g
the Word to faithful men, who, shail be able to toach others also."
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"One day," writes Ône of their nuinher, IlI caine upon a carpenter tak-
ing hie afternoon nap. My first thought was not to disturb him. But 1
could not feel it riglit to leave him ; so, after a moment's hesitation, 1
touched him and said, ' Will you not buy a Bible' 1I arn a Cathoio,' ho
muttered, turning round to sleep on. ' That is what you say,' 1L replied,
' but' God says, 'A,%wake, thou that sleepest, and arise from, the dead, And
Christ shall givo thee light. ' ' But 1 cannot read a book which mny priest
forbide.' 'Obey God rather than man,' was my answer. At these words lie
Bat straight up and said, ' What you tell me recalis the time when 1 was
working at Harnbrg as a journeyman. A companion who lodged with
me used every day to read out of his Bible,.and whon I refused to do the
same, ho met me with that very sentence: ' Obey God iàther thon man.' To
think, that I should have been asleep ail these years, and that you should
*have- been sent to awake me before- it wus too late ! At any rate I will read
the book now.' ' If,' said an aged priest to a purchaser, 'one grain of what

* you reüd in that volume strike root in your heart, it will ho worth far more
than ail the prico you have paid for it."' Well may yonr aagent add :
IlWhat then shall bo said of the golden grains conltained in the many
thousand copies' which 46ur mon have again this year been permitted to,
circulate? "

AUSTRIA.

It is the share taken ýy your Alistrian Agency ini the War Work that has
brought it alike its chief labour and its clhief distinction. To miss such an
opportunity of circulating the Word of God would have been an unpardon-
able act of remissness. The best companion that could ho offçjred to the
soldier i'as the book that revealed a Saviour's love, and pointed-the.dying±o
heaven, and com manded the exercise of mercy. Nor would the value of the
work ceose with the war. The Scriptures would ho carried home by the men
at its close, and penýfrate to remote corners which years of costly colportage
would «otherw.ise ho 'required to reach. From the beginning of the war to the

* end of January there had been disseminiated aniong the troops in Roumania
and Bulgaria 242,000 copies, chiefly New Testaments, and amcng the army
of the Caucasus 194,000, maki 'ng a total of ail but haif a million of books
among the Russian forces. The cost to the Society in books, carriago, and
colportage cannot be estimated at leus thain £24,000. ?

When, in the autumu, the Austrian troops marched into Bosnia, three of
your col;orteuýrs went with them. That journey of twonty-six days was a
galiant"piece of work. The road was one mass of sticky mud. No shelter
was te ho had at night for man or boast, torrents of rain kept them, drenched
te the ekin, foyer laid its grip on twoof them, while ail suffered from inflamed
eyes. Howpver, the mon sold over 1,000 copies to the soldiers on the march,
and at last,4hey entered Seraievo, to the joy of your depositary, who had
been shut uùp in the city for weeks. God prosper the worlç of such stout
hearts.

* The ordinary work 'of Mr. Millard'a Agency, especially in Austria Proper
and Bohemia, has beeni beset by difficulties and a vexatious interferenco on
the part of the authorities, which ill-becomes a IPower that stands before
Europe as a guarantor of religious liberty to the oppressed provinces of
Turkey.

ITALY.

lui this laud a staff of nearly forty colporteurs continued te be employed;
the circulation, 50,900, was a trille above tha.t of the previous year. Among
niany instances given by the Agent at Rome of the power of the word of God
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je one in whiclh an inhabitant of a benighted town ini Apulia wasconverted
at Naples, and fient home to a friend a Bible tith these 'words: " This book
has bienefited my soul ; read it, and it will bring a blessing to yours."l Not
only was the advice taken, but neiglibours were gathered to join ini the read-
ing, and the resuit had been the formation of a Protestant~ Chuirch with
twenty-two inembers.

ýI SPAIN.

The law here etili forbi4s publie manifestations, auid leaves it to every localr
magistrate to give hie own defiuiition, so thàt iii m-iany parts great restrictions
are ixnposed on the colýorteure, some twenty in number. They had, howe
ever, quietly pursued their* way, and sold about as înany bookS as in the
previous year, the entire circulation being 30,147 copies.

IRUSSIÀ..

The operatiQus of the .North Ritisian Agecy stili. showed signe of develop-
ment, aided by the blessing of God and the favour of the authorities, who
recognise the benevolent aim of the Society and its complete independence of
politics. While the circulation had risen to 253,000, and much had been doue
for Turkish prisoners, it wvas in &rnt1oer>b RuiwU* that the greater activity had
been exhibited. The progress here ýwas unprecedented. For the decade end-
ing 1868 the annual circulation was 5,000; for the la *ten years it bas been
.57,000 ; and now, apart from war issues, thei ordinary demand lias increased
to 7'0,000. This, in a year when colporteurs were drawn off to special work,
and the resources of the country were severely taxed, is good proof of the
strong desire Pf the masses to possees the Wordocf God. Mr. JaxnesWatt,
had spent a part of the year iii making a journey through Persia, with. a view
to learu how the' Society might best disoharge its responsibility to that vast
but thinly populated and neglected'land.

TtTRKEY.

The year, as miglit be ànticipated, had been one of restricted oppnrtunity;
-the colporteurs hadl been confronted by a state of sufferimg and anarchy thWt
had well nigh paralysed their efforts, so that the circulation had dedlined from
ý21,000 to 17,000î. There seemed, however, to be a quieter etate of feeling
and a general expectation, of some renovation of the country. The revisers
of the Turkish Biblefhad completed their great work, and ithad been pub-
lished jointly by our Parent Society and the American...Bible Society, the two
Societies .working here, as it is their -desire ever and~ everywhere to do, in
sisterly harmony.

A worthy man liad been sent out to (Jypru8, where he had opened a depôt
anid received muchý encouragement. Special permission had been given to
import the Society's Scriptures free of duty, and the Archbishop of the island
had issued a commendatory letter, in which lie bade the people remember the
words of the Lord Jesus, how he sad: "Search the Seriptures, for ini them'
ye-think ye have eternal life."

GREECE.

*Greece is at present the only country lu Europe, with the exception of
Austria, in which the authorities throwv deliberate obstacles ini the way of the
free circulation of the Word of God in the vernacular tongue. The (4overn-
ment and the lloly Synod continue to oppose the spread cf the Scripturé8 ini
Modem Greek. Lt i.s cheering, therefore, to, 6ind a growing demand fbr the
Divine Word, the.sale of which, during the p)Mt year, lias been 2,242 copies,
as against 2,021 in 1877.-

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PALESTINE, SYRIA AND.EGYPT

The number of copies sold annually in these interestingy countries is stili
zm9ll. but there had beeri a slightly increaBed circulation ini the last two, ana
in the first it had been about the saine as in the previous year.

ABYSSINIA.
13y the completion of the Ne(v Testament in Ethiiopic and Amharic, -the

Abyssinian people are now iii possession of the wholei3jible corrected by the
Hebrew and the Greek texts. Dr. Krapf, in expressiuehis joy at this, Baya:
"May the -Lord granb iùs our ardent wish, that the printed copies May be
speedily disseminatedl and become instrumental iii proçlucing in the people's .
heart a saving knowledge of the only Mediator and Saviour Jesus Christ."
- The Swedish brethren have stood firm at their post of Massowa. One of

the;n writes : " I wish I could tell you how very thankf ul we are to, the
Society that makes us able to do anything for the poor people here ; " and
ho renders an account of 883 copies issued from the depôt during the past
year.

Your ommitee ave AST AFRICA. .

YourCommtteehavefollowed with keen intereet the heroie attempts miade
by the principal Missionary Societies to obtain a footing in Central Africa.
Grats have been made by yotir Committee of Swahili and Arabie Scriptures
to the S*ocieties engaged in this enterprise. The fârmer language has beeL
ascertained to be intelligible at the northern end of the Victoria Nyanza,
and rnay prove of extensive ujse in the whole Lake region, pending at least
the preparation of special version s, *which must be a matter of time.

WEST AFRICA.

The Baptiet Mission on the Congo is a bold endeavour to open a way for
the Gospel into the heart of Africa from the West Coast. Your Committee
have made, a grant of Arabie Soriptures, which the exploring party found to,
bevwidely understood.

1 INDIA.

The recent famine je being employed by God as* an instrurnent for incli-
ing thousands to Christiariity. Rich and poor alike were spéaking in grate-
fui ternis of the noble efforts miade by the Britjsh people to relieve them,
and -what is of higher moment--of the greater willingnesB of mariy to read
the Bible and listen to the truths it teaches.

The Calcutta Auxiliary had employed 36 colporteurs, and circulated
38,208 copies; the Madras Anxiliary had 41 colporteurs who had sold
45,784 copies, and ita total issues had been 77,683. The Allahabad, Lahore,
Bangalore and Bombay A&uxiliaries were alsro doing good work, and the last
named had despatched a colporteur, with Soriptures ini eight languages, for
the soldiers going to, the Afghan War.

CHINA.

The Province of Shantung, ini the north-east of China, je just now the
ucene of a remarkable awakening. The missionaries Who for four or five years
have bAn exposed to, the "1frosts of ecorn and hatred, " find, themeelves 4ud-
denly set down in.the "'warmi stinahine of respect, appreciation and love."
What is the cause'of.this change? The anewer of those W~ho have witneased
it is, without heaitation-The famine and the impre8sioinmade.-hy the relief
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organised in Europe and .4mericft, and administered by the Inissionarien.
The Society has been helping on thio movement.

The R.ev. G. Owen, of Peking, says :-" We have to express our deep ob-
ligations to the British and Foreign Bible Society for the'aid it affurds, us
year by year in carrying on our missionary 'work. This year that aid han

~'..been unusùally valuablè, to us on account of the awakening that has oc-
curred in Shantung. Without that assistance we should have been greatly
erippled in our efforts, and the movement therê must have been checked."

The Rev. J. Sadier, the Society's faithful correspondent at Amoy, reported,
that at the Autunai Meeting of the Congregationai Uni on of Churches in that
district, a vigorous paper had been read 0o1 the best methole for secu ring effi-
ciency in the work of Bible distributors. This was foilowed by,,a speech from.
the senior native pastor.

Re referred to his joy in listening to the statements of the Bible distribu.
tor. Then he dilated on What he had seen and heard of the. benefits of the,
Soriptures. "The dialects, differed, but the-character (Chines(3) was the saie,
for ail. Sometimes those who obtained the books had not been benefited ;
but others had. Thus a man who found himself in posisession of Luke and
Acte, left for him by good people who had cated for hlm in infancy, had been

-affected by the Truth, and sent to Amoy to know if he ha7d been baptized inf
infancy, and had thus a connexion with the Church."

Further; he said, "lthe book survives the preacher. I dare not say there
is no power in the Scriptures9. In f oreign lands their power is wonderf ul. In
23ina, too, the Spirit usina the Word, makes it pôworf ul." Suth arid siinilar
points were dwelt upon by this good and shrewd Chinaman. There was also,
referende mnade to well-known individual cases of men who are Bible distri-
butors, who were brought to the Saviour by the Book. .

.Mr. Dyer's report of the Society'si work in China la altogther very encour-
aging.

SOUTH AMERICA ANI) MEXICO.

Our Parent Society had been helping on the circulation of God's Word in
several parts of these lands, where, however, the bulk of the good work is
naturally donie by the American Bible Society.

CONCLUSION.

A few months, ago one of our colporteurs in Bohemia was coming to the end
of a long day's work, sorely discuuraged by the rebuffs with which he had
met. Thére remaixied in tuie amail town but one cluster of houses unvisited,
and lie wau disposed to pass these by, especially as he knew one of themn to
be occupied by a gentleman who, was an open enemy and m<icker of the Bible.
But his conscience was not easy. His instructions bade 1dm, except for suiffi-
cient reason, to cail at every liduse ; and besides this, to-day the words had
beeiL haunting hlm, "Behold, I stand at the door and knock." L a humble
senne those words, describeJ his own calling; and he felt he must be true to
it. Up, -faint heart, and .knock ; who knows but thy fears shall be
removed ? So lie plucked up courage to go to the door of this very man ; and
when it was opened, and the master of the house appeared, lie could think of
nothing to say but this, IlBe *hold 1 stand et the door and knock.» The owner
wau taken aback as the stranger added in a hurried, entreating tone, 6I a1
not a cominon hawker ; to-day Jesus lmnself le standing at the door of your
heart; you may turn me away, but, oh, do not rejeot Him : only believe BUa
Word ; I brlng it toyou ; lie will not cast*you out. " HRe paused, afraid at
hie own boldnese. But not a word of rebuke followed ; the ÏentUeman called
hie wife and daughter, saying: " 1We muet not let this good man go; let hira
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8up with us." He was led into the sittinig room,*Owhere they listened eagerly
to him as he poured out freely ail that was in bis heart towards them; and
when they sat down to the evening ineal, they looked to him to give thanks.

The words which, rang, in the ears of tbat simple worker inay reverently be
taken as expressing the ,pôsition this, Society assumes towards the world. She
goes to meii in aUliarids, and cries, 1'Behold, 1 stand at the door and knock,"
8eeking admittance, however, not for herseif but for the message of Divine
redemption. She is iiot content with wait.ing for people to corne to her stores,
but carries-the Bible to their own homes, translatingý it into their common
speech, presenting it in attractive forms, comrnending it hy men who can tell

1' from personal experience of its value, and seekingy in every way to overcome
the reluctance of the heart of man.

The efforts of another year have now been s3ketched ; there is seen, on the
one hand, the wide circle of supporters, and on the other, the manful army
of workers. Brethren, be of good cheer-you who are toiling in the transala-
tion or diffusion ef'he Word, as you find how inany there are who, honour
your labour and pray for its success ; and you who give time and advocacy
and substance to this enterprise, as you learn îÎts magnitude and the blessin'b(

* it confers. And may H1e who coinanded the ligIit tu shtine out of darknes
shine in ail hearta to give the light of the knuwledge of the glury of God Ii

* the face of Jesus Christ.

In conclusion, the Directors of the Upper Canada Bible Society would
repeat the expression of their hope that the remembrance of the good old
Rector of Lutterwnrth may stir up rnany pure minds to more earnest efforts
to disserni nate the word of God and make the prusent year one of xnarked

* progress ini the work of ail Bible societies, an d not least in thatlbf our own.

EXTRLACTS FROM AGENTS' REPORTS.

REVv. JoHN,ý ALEXANDER.-" Gaylega, South.-We had a splendid meeting.
The Church of the German Evangelical Association, a very tasty building,
capable of sea.ting about three hundred persons, being well filled-V. House-
berger, the President, in the chair. The Report was read by the Secretary,
A. Nash, Esa. The Rev. D. Morrison, Baptist, and R-ev. Mr. Longelbach,
Evangelical Association, both gave us good speeches, and were followed by
the Agent. 1 wus particularly struvk with the business-like way in which
everything was done by these good and trusty Dutchmien, for Presbyterian
Dutchmen they are, and not Gerinans. The plan adopted was to take up sub-
scriptions immediately at the close of the Agent's add.ress, while impressions,
if any were made, were stili warm and fresh. These are to, be supplemented
by the work of the Collectors.

"Nanticoke. -Business depresésion hias been severely complained of here,
but our friends seem determined thaf the Bible Society should not suifer if
possible.

"Stamford. -The annual meeting was held in the Canada Methodiat Church,
about a mile out of the village, one old and well-tried friend, Joel Smith,
Esq., presiding. 1 did my best to urge the- circulation of 'Gleanings for the
Young,' and arranged for specimen copies to be taken round by the Collec-
tors, who were to make an effort to, obtain subscribers. 1 think the wide cir-
culation of this admirable lIttle periodical will do mucli to foster an interest
in Bible work amongý the young. Though the meeting was not large, yet ail
present seemed deeply interested in what 1 had to say of the work both of the
Parent Society, and that of the U. C. B. Society. I gave the audience the
liberty of asking any questions bearing on the work either of the Parent or
Canadian Societies, which, if in my power, I wcqnld, answer.

-The officers were elected, and their
attention called to have the stock in the Depository replenished, both in
point of nunibers and vrariety; to which they assented. In concluding this
report, I beg to express the great pleasure it lias given me to work for suoh a
worthy cause, and al4o niy deep sense of the kindness and hospitality, with
-which 1 was everywhere received. The work lias been congenial, and I
*earnestly hope the returne from the Branches wiIl be worthy of themszelvesr,
.and the noble object of the Bible Society.")
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EXTRACTS FROM COLPORTEURS' JIEPOIIS>

MR. JOHN LowRy, Colporteur, Jitie, 1872.9- Notwithstanding the uni,~
versai cry' of the want of rnoney, I have sold ninety-two Bibles and one,
hundred and ninety-seven Testaments. 1Ifound three families without
either Bible or -Testamiestand they.were supplied, I have sold a large
number ôf the seventy cent Bibles and a large number of the five and fine cent
Testaments. Many havehou ght them, for distribution. I have also sold a
large number of the Pocket Bible to young people. 1 have prayed with
several families as I had opportunity.

"November, 1879.-1 spent a day li Dumdas and was most kindly received
hy the Rev. Wbr. Laing. 1 sold ten Bibles an& eighteen Testaments. The
univeréal complaint was the ç!pnt of money among the wprking classes whc>
asked why I did not conte in t he summer hefore they were out of work. I
hopp next year to commence my labours about the month of September. The
warni reception of many of nxy old fr.iends I can neyer forget. What a
glorious privilego to scatter abroad li one month two hundred and sixty-four
copies of the Sacred Scriptures. To God be aIl the glory."

MIR. JAMES BADGE> February, 1880.-Il Although 1 have flot heen'as suc-
ceseful this xnonth as 1 should wish, yet 1 feel thankful to my heavenly
Father that xny labour has not been ef~vain. God lias, I helieve, owned and.
hle ed my poor feeble efforts in distributing the precious truth.

The township of CJarling la thinly settled, and many -o the settlers are very
poor. There are some fami *lies of PRoman .Çatholics ini this township. The
priest has bought a farm, and they talk of putting up a chtirch for him. I
found one family of Roman Catholics that had not any Bible, but the womaa
expressed her desire to read., a iPtotestant 'Bible if she had one. Witli
the promise that she would read it, aný not allow it to he destroyed, I
gave lier one, but lier husband coming home did not, approve, of sucli a
Wk being li the houie. Hle started the next morning to, hie nêarest

*neiglibour and gave it to a little boy, telling hi m it miglit be of some use to
him.

I have travelled through McKellar and Spence townships to Chapinan,
selling a few copies as I passed alonIg the road to Maganetawan village, and

*through Chapman valley to, the boundary lime of Strong township.
"March -. -1 can assure you I have had some long j ourneys and a heavy

*load to carry to these back and new townships, ma there la no stage througli
them at present, and only by mere chance 1 got -my trunk through from,
Spence to Armour, having to travel over twenty miles to replenish my pack.
I am-sorry to say that the bettlers are in very low circumstances, both tem-
poral' a piritual. The froat last summer eut down the crops, and some of
them are entîrely destitute, and had not the Government lient them help,
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they must have starved. 1 found quite a number of familles destitute of the
Word of God, which you will see iin this month'8 repQ4t.- Had not the people
been no badly off, and moriey no scarce, 1 could have sol more than twice
the inmber -f books, but I feel tbankful that I have done the best 1 could
for your noble Society and my Divine Master.

"There is one circumstance *that 1 will mention here. 'When 1 was ini
Armour, calling on one family, and while they were standing round me ex-
:anhining my books, the floor gave way, and we werej ail, eight ini number,
precipitated into the cellar, seven feet deep, along with the stove, two boil-
ing pots and tea-kettie. I received a sharp blow on the head, and got my
'wrist burned, and one of t~he boys, 'who, was in front of me, was scalded on
the back. But thanks to a kind providence none of us were seriously hurt,

-though we might have been. burut Vo death. I sold them a Bible, and left,
spittig out ashes the remainder of the afternoon. "

MR. J. E. T.AYLOR, April, â79.-"1 Sold one Bible and one Testament to a
Roman Catholic family, and to anothor famnily 1 gave one Bible and one Tes-
tament. This family -neyer had a Bible in thoir house. The mother said she
was brought up a Roman Catholic, but Bhe had never readl the Bible in ber
111e, yet that she has given up the teachings of Rome and wus going Vo read

- - - theeible for herseif, and teaeh her children to read the Bible. This family
is very .poor, scv 1had to give themaBl1e _!jd Testament, and 1 find a grow-
ing desire on the part of Roman <Jatholics to read the, Bibte for-themolvzes.-
1 sold two Testaments to another Roman Cathoio who isa aschool-teacher.

".Tute, 1879. -Notwithstanding my weakness I havb been much encouraged
this month by the people being no thankful for the Bible Society' as the
best in the world in bringing the Word of Life to, their very doors, and so
cheap that every child can purchase a copy. Our Society bas got many
Iiearty friendg in this part of the country. One woman said that she gave
$1 a year Vu the Society, and 80, far as I can see by- visiting from bouse Vo,
house they are very poor, so that notwith8tanding their poverty Vhey do not
forget our Society. .1

"September, 1879.-This bas been a very busy month-to me at the Exhibi-
tion, held at Toronto, where we had our large caseof Bibles ini 100 languages.
There bas been a far greater interest taken in the different languages this

t year than luat. I had a great many inquiries about the different languagesj . and our Society, its work in this land and in al parts of theworld, and when
I told them that we bed the IBible i 225 different languages, they were aston-
ished, and said it wus the grandest sighV in the building. Others said that it
was the best society in the world ; but the mont interesting of ail wus a yonig
man who is fromi ?oland, and had been in this country about five years but could
z3ot find a book in bis own langu age. He had been looking for a Bible but oould
not flnd one. I saw bim. lookung at every volume in the case, at st hie found a
Polish Bible. fle came -to me and wanted Vo know the price of it, but 1 saad

vit was the only one 1had and I did not know if webhad any more in the
country; but he pressed me for the Bible so 1let hlm. have it, aud hie paid me
$1. 25, and 1 arn Bure Le would have paid $4~ that hie miglit take it witb him.
He put the Bible under bis arma and was very thankf ni. I told hlm tliat the
'Gospel of Jesus was to, bring un into one common brotherhood. The neit'I interesting young man wu8 a prient who took a deep interest in looking over
the different languages. I informed him abouir work lu ail parts of the
world snd gavé hlm the pamphlet containi]Qý7Ju 111. 16, the 134 Ian-
guages and hie thanked me for it. Another wus an Indian youzng woman,h she wanted a Bible in the Mohawk language. I looked ini the cmansd

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founà olié, one inali bbo'k which only contained the Book of Isaiali. 1 let
her see it and she said she had that but wanted'ail the Bible. She was very
poor and stood outoide the building selling fancy work in order to, get her
living. Boe is another proof that the poor are thir8ting for the Word of
Life.

"'November, 1879. -Township of Rainhiam. -This is the worBt county 1 have
heen in since 1 came to Canada, the roads are 80 bad. I visitéd a famnily
%vhere the wife related to me her religious life. When God at laut spoke
peace to her soul and gave her the witne8s of the Spirit, she joined the
M~ethodist Church, and thon she wished to work for lier Lord and Mauter, so
she bought a hive of bees, and prayed God to blssu them, and God lias multi-
plied them from one hive to forty. She sold lier firat, intrease for $5 and
sent it to the Missionary Society. She bought eight Bibles to qive to those wlio
had none. 'Ne have in this good sister-a true mis8ionary ; rnay God raise up
many such wornen who will take to, the raizing of bees for the spread of the
Gospel.

"'January, 1880.-mn one house I found 12 children. Most ùf tliem could
read. Tlhey were very poor s0 1 gave them. two fourteen cent Bibles and one
Bible at twenty-three cents for their mother to read, in lai'ger print, also two
nine cent Testaments. They wers very thankful, 80 that they ean now have
their Bible class every niglit in their own log shanty. The next family 1 found
dlestitute of the Seriptures was living in the worst log shanty I have seen, flot

~t-fran-humn-bingto-l~&i>i.gave thern a tweaty-three cent Bible for
.which they were very thankful."

F. E. Rou.LEAu, A pril, 187.-" On the Canada Pacifie ]Railway linq I
found about 150 men without Scriptures. I met with encouragement among
-the Frenchi and found some Testaments which I had sold. lust year 'which 1
-liave reason té believe liad done somé good.

"i(ay, 1879.-1 was speciaily glad to hear of one fanxily in which, a neigli-
bour uxsed to see the man hunting witli lus gun on Sunday and w"s destitute
of God's Word. This mani bouglit a 4ible frorn me luat ysar and read it
tliruugh. Hia neiglibour lias not seen hin\otsotn:nSna since. He
wus a Protestant but neyer read his Bible 'auch tili lately. 1 thouglut I had
supplied ail the people of Manitoba with Biles and Testaments, but every

-time that I go over the same ground I find ]\can always seII sorne.
a«d od f erma7.- Biblead testieand,. went among the Mennonites

and old fe Geran ible andTesamens.I would have sold more ifI
had more la large print. Among the French aiso 1 had, not enough in large
'prixit.I

"February, 1880. -In the firBt part of this month I wua on Pembina Moun-
tain, 1 did hot cail at every house as I liad been thers not long since. I called
àt every house in the Boyne SettIement and made good sales. 1 iuad not been
there for a long tâme. I also visited two Frenchi Protestant familles who were
converted in Lower Canada, and enjoyed myseif with tliem one evening and
then carne to Stinking.River cailing at nearly every houase but made no sales
there. 1 got back to Winnipeg on the ôth and wrote my reports and made a
few calls li the city and on the l6th 8taited for Lake Manitoba, visited around
the mission, and at Oak Point. On my way up 1 gave a few Testaments to,
sorne of the hlf-breeds. I liad a meeting one evening at Oak Point. Bere
was ngoed attendançe3 Two Ro man Catholics were present. I spoke toBorne
of those who, are the most interested in religiouis mattersand got them to, corn-
mnenoeaaSunday Sibool anid promised to son.d thein 12 Testaments. On my

r way biok I found that those who haï. got Testaments were reading them.
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'Ehey seemed* to appreuiate themt and took great interest ini lieariing tue read
to tlWem."

"Sold a Testament to Madame D-, No. - street. It was with
muclidifficultyI got an emtrance. After alittie, however,lIgob peroeission
to; shew some specimens ci the Holy Scripturee, and'ýook the libert~y to ex'-
plain soine of the.parables which seemned to -catch her at<tention. Takingstill
more liberty I opeîied a New Testament and read the parable of the Prodigal
Son, an~d made a short application. She appeared surprised at the beauty-of'
the book and'asked the price and then bought. Leét us hope that this lady,
receiving the good news, - vill recogniBe the Lord Jesus Christ as the oxi[y
Saviour.

«A~ visiting the familles on - Street, I fouxid a Bible, and diseovered
that the family read it in secret.' 1 compared 9 veral points of the Ohurcli
of Rotne with the'Holy Scriptures. I was at once recognised as being of a
different religion fromn them. Hôwever the conversation continued for soute
time and 1 encouraged them. to continue reading the Soriptures.

"Further on in St. - Street, -at No.-ý, I was denounced on my eii-
trance as a Protestant by a policeman. To my great atonialiment Madame

toid me she had a De Sacy New -Testament and a Bible, ',Ah, you
have a Bible-?' said the IPoliceman. 1I will go and tell our Curé, who will
corne and take it from you and hum it.' ' Neither Mun.siur le (Curé nor you
shail have it,ý answered Madame. II would not give mjFBible for two dollars.'
These books had been given lier by some French converta at Montreal, and

areottn rad A.L~, uingfAledfor somte time, Madame avowed to me
that she knew that the auricular cnfession wau i7tonLhOox1cii.
of Trent. This is great progress for (Jatholics still, Roman. As ~.wu pre-
paring to leave, the policeman, who lied been -listening to our conversation,

.1showed a desire'to possess a New Testament.' *I lent him one, and en-
couraged and advised him to read it attentively.

'(Mr. J , an old man of 84, who was converted at the geof 80 by
hearing the Gospel read (for lie cannot read himself), auked to be sometimes
vislted, as his son and daugliters, in accord with the ué fe esct
hlm.

Square Presbyterian-Church, on Wednesday evening, May l2th.

The former could be account-
ed for by the faiet that the good health of the friends of the Society prevented
s0 rany bequests being lef tto its funds. lie nquch preferred that the friends*
ahould be spared and should be stirred up to work with increased vigour in
the cause. The field is ever widening, both ait home and abroad. The great
North- West, that is in everybody's fhoughts and on everybody's lips, is rapid-
ly filling up with hardy and industrious settiers who are seeking to rnake
homes for theinselves ini it% broad valleys and fertileplains. We mnust keep
pace in oir Bible work with the increase of the population of this great
country. It is some eight years sixlce the &irst efforts were made to estahlish,
branches of the Bible Society in Manitoba, and the report speaks cheeringly
of tjmem.- We must ode that Bible distribution is vigorously pùshed on in
this new territory, arnd ive who have our churches and Sunday schools, and
Bibles in our houses, should do ail that we can to senUe word of life to our
less fortunate countrymen. let us also remeinher thJ'work of the great par-
ent society, which is really co-extensive with the world itself. It is the privi-
lege of the humblest members among us to aid, by their contributions. to the
British and Foreign Bible Society, through this, its largest auxiliary, in dis-
trîbuting among every nation under heaven, in their own tongue, the wonder-
fui story of God's nmercy and love in redemption.

Now, when we find a mo-vement, widespread and deep, whose aim is to un-
derinine the authority of sucli a Book, to paralyze its influence, to thrust it
from our schools, our collegeg, and froin our places of education and of
thought ; when we find a gtubborn effort being made to impress the mind of
nman with the-idea t1îat Nature is ail-sufficient for the moral illumination and
moral renovation of hunxanity, the time has corne for every thoughtful
Christian to look into the matter, to understand the nature of the issue, and

* take such steps as may resuit iiû coufeéacting a tendency s0 fatal to the hap-
piness and morals of the human family ; and it ie because that time has ar-
ived fliat 1 arn to-niglit earnest i my advocacy of the motion I have read.

In the lEgt work written b~y Mr. Strauss, entitled " The Old Faith and the
NewÇ" there iEr n effort made, almost from the beginning to the end, to croate
the finpression that.the Bible je superfinous-that Nature is aufficient for ail'
our ne îcessities. -Dr. Driper, in his "Science of -R.eligion," carrnes out the
very qaime thouglit. The books ol Sir John Lubbock contribute to, add vol-
ume to the sanie stream. ; âud were this ail we migh.t venture simplyto diseuse
in a private, quiet wai, the issues ; buý it is not ail. Magazines are inaugurated
whose spirit.* is anti-Christian and -anti-Biblical -and aimost wherever we
'look we find articfeié writtet' jud published, the dèsign of Svhich is 'to mag-
nifyNature at th&expense of the Scriptures. The tendenci le widespread';,

'it le not narrow. Science, so-called, lias popularized the theology of science.
These are two very distinct thing8-science and its theology. As a mile, thé

*theology of science is a caricature, a misrepresentation, and a most fatal
delusion and snare, corrupting the moirais and paralyzing the spiritual life of
the world. (Applause.)

Now I claim-and think 1 can prove what I assert-that we have littie to
hope for,-yea, we have everything to fear-from this present movenAent. I
think I know what Ntàture can do; I know she can exait. can elevate, can
thrill, can inspire, can inove and almost fill the soul with a nameless and
speechless exaltation; bnt Nature cannot, never did, neyer will, renovate a
,single soul, or change the spots of a leopard, or make à depraved heart pure,
and fil it with the love of God-ne ver. (Applause.) Nature can do mucli;
it can enchant the poet, it can be life to the meditative student, it can fil
the heart of the simple child with j oy ; but it 'canno pluck out one sin or
correct one vice. Ilhe sun that lias shone so beautif à to-day has failen not
only on ther good man's home, but it lias penetrated t*he crevice through the
shutter, and its raye have fallen upon the murderer's oeil and the wanton's
cliamber ; but it has carried no evangol of healing, no message of meroy, no'
renovating gospel. in ite beanis. The. ocean of water-as grand, almost, as
the ocean of fire--we know, who are familier with its tempestuous. and iia
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sunny moods, that it fails to renovate the men who are most familiar with
its storms and its calins.

SThose of us who have travelled much, and who, have visited mankind in
variouis portions of the world, must have been im]ýressed with the inade uacy
of scenery to create moral impressions and awaken moral aspirations. Z my
native country, old Scotland, whose vales I have tr'&tden, whose craga 1 have
scaled, wlose passes 1 arn familiar with, over yihose flinty rocks 1 have jour-
neyed barefoot many a time, over whose suin-reflecting lakes 1 have rowed
myself-I havat gone tlirough ail the scenery, and I have known no grander
type of character, in the fastnesses of nature, in the depth of lier valleys and.
glens, than I have in the citi'es and little villages dptted over a moniotonously
level plain. I have studied liumanity amid the wilderness of the Pyrenees,
have traversed the Simplon, and 1 have found amid 41 ,those wondrojrs'
scenes no nobler type of inanliood than you have laid to>-day in-the Bilent- -
grave beeath the grass>' sod. * (Applaufle.)

No, no, no: Nature can do much ; but Nature does not; renovaté. Byron
loved nature. Who ever sang more sweetly of lier varied charms ? And yet
Lord Byron was not -a model character; certainly Nature failed to impart
sensitive purity to his cj.nsciedice and to has life. Poor Robert Burna-who
ever sang more s1vèetly of Nature than Robert iBurns 1 Hia beautiffdl ýoeni
tothe daisy :-

Wee, modest, crîmson-tipped flower,
Thou'st met me in an evil hour,
For I maun crueli among the stour
Thy slender stem.
To spare thee noo is past my power,

.Thou bonnie gem."

You muet have in your ideals the element of authority ; you muet have

and change them ; hence it is, not the Bible from which has beon eliminated
the supernatural- it is not the Bible from, whicb you have throwu out every-
thing superhuman-it is not the Bible in which thore is no divine Christ, and
noatoning sacrifice, and nooeternaî justice, and no ever-loving fater-that will
savo the worid from sin. 'You may avowedly, professedly, beliove the Bible; i
but you may have thrust out ail of tiiese distinctions, and if they are thrust
out, your Bible is useless to the world i but when these elements are retained,
the authoritativeness and moral tone of the Holy Scriptitres lay hold upon a
mnan and change hm -in the nature of thinge they muet ren ovate and elevate.

Englaùil that hold India, so, much as it~ is the moral life brought.into..India
through'the preaching of the Word of God by the missionaries. (Applause.)

It ie the cross of Christ that holdB India so faithfully Wo the cross of St.
George, And so in America-whateve: vie baye that is worth having sprang
from th-ýble. Whatever we have of religions life or religious power has
emanated from the Bible-it is a matter of. fact, there is no question
about it ; io that such a writer as Castelar, in situdying the life of the West-
ern ifations in England and.Amorica, among the re8t, tolls ns their moral life
and so their great vigoiur, may be traced Wo an old Anglo-Saxon book called
the Bible.

Re;v. H. M. Parsons moved, seconded'by Warring Kennedy, Esq., that

the unsurpasBed privileges of the Mfiglo-Saxon race iii the long possession of
the Éible in its inother tongue ; ini the religions liberty it has enjoyed, and
in the wide-sjeread commercial power God lias given, impose upon it great
responsibility tu make must earnest efforts to give the LIoly Scriptures to those
who have them not...

Mr. Parsons said, the fact that we have taken and used that which God has
given, and have lived upon it, 1ays xs under obligation to, serve Him, toeV,
show Hum gratitude and thankfulness, to do that with Hia blessed word which
He yequires us tu do- to, preach Hia Gospel to every creature. The whoie
world lies waiting for the action of oach, and ýhe combined. action of aill 4

Chriatian people in ail lands. We find an uprising from the very civilization,
education, aud scientific knowledge that bua corne forth frorn this blessed
fountain of God. We iind currents arising that would lead us Wo suppose
that we have outgrown the need of the Bikie--that we have no longer any cail
for it. We 'are told by persons in higli position, who undertake to lead public
opinion, that the Bible is an o14 book-that we are now able to take care of
ourselves-that what we have gained is ail-sufficient. -The sanie sentiment
prevails in, the United States, and measurably so ali ini thi8 Dominion.
Among the middle classes there have been sown the seeds of perniciolle ma-
terialismn and infidelity which have dethroned the ides, of God. What shall
we do except to muitiply tiýose Scriptures and send them forth in the power
that GîW lias given themi everywhepe to, reacli and touch and mould and
transformn the masses?1 We hear the mutterings, the undertone, the fore-
'bodings of something about Wo break forth. What shahl we say Wo theni, but
this, that having centuries of liglit, having the power of the truth that we

t have gathered fromn this book, we ill not throw away our defence, we wili
not remove our corner-stone, we will not, take out the under-pinung from

*the-4wndation. We stand upz the sae ground 't-~hevery Chiristian
inan'and wuman, every patriot,<very fan of common sense. The word of
Gud, and that àlone, iz the fou ation of true liberty, of everything valuable
in soiety (applause), much more ili religion ; the oniy' foundation for our
churches la the whoie of the word di ÇPod without exception-4the yrord of
God as it is and has been Weceived. The great commercial pcM'er that has
gr(>wn up is a growing fruit from.tfi Bib4.eknowledge and Bible life ini the
nýtions derive4 frôm Anglo-Saxon descent: Just think of the. commerce of
England. ThThk of the commerce pf the United States-beiting the globe.
Wherever these s9ila have beon seen, the liglit ànd knowledge of Christianity
have been seen. Buft there la antather aide Wo tha4 Until within a very few
y%,rs, the pains have not been taken by Christian people to look after the
sailors who go down to the great waters ; but they themeelves have been
minister8 of evil, ministers of wrong, ministera of licentiounanees, to the tribes
and nations un the farther side of the globe. We therefore are under oblig&-
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tion because of the very seeds of riin that bave been 8oWUn among barbarouis
people by those who bear the name of ChristendQrn, while so iecreant to its
character ana its life. This work is so grand and gloriu that no one cau
avoid the impression that God has given a peculiar mi%sion to us of this age.
It ie to complete the evangelization of the globe. The responsibility that

estat upon us was never s0 great aB at present. There were probably about
tliree million Bibles in the worid before the foundation of the British and
Foreign Bible Society. There have since been circulatod by it, and kindred
societies, sorne 120 millions,, and yet the population is increasing with such
rapidity that there are nmure without the Bible on the globe than ever before.
We find, in our townB on the other aide, every ton *years, in- going around, a
lack of Bibles. We 8hail find ouraelves disppssessed unless we .push the Bi-
ble into every house, into every family, in io the hands of every person. A
religiuuB paper states that in the State of Massachusetts, where religion once
flourished, and where the type of New Englanid piety was like that of Scot-
land, in one of the bill towne of thât State where there wds a Christian
Church, and where every single family attendedcithat Christian Church, where
every single fam ily irn that t1>wn posessed,the Scriptures, and was found t>
be moral, and most of them Christians, to-day there je not a Christian family
there ; there je flot a Protestant Church there ; there je a Roman Catholic
and a Eloman Catholic population, and the appraisal of the town property
showa. adiffterence between land at .8200 an acre as it was; and $50 an acre as
it àe This teoUss a tory. In. those 1%hill towns the population je beiiag sup-
planted by a people who do o~ believe in the iËible unlese it je pad-locked
by the Church,.and, no one, je allowed.freely to iiterpret what God Baya to
him. (Applause.) Let us do with our niight what ourhands find to do, to
circulate the Scrij5tures until every nation and every being shall have the
word of Goj. -
