UNACCOUNTARLE CONCESSIONS.

The action taken by the City Council with reference to the Dry Dock
has, despite politics, formed one of the chief topics of conversation during
the pasi ten days ; and. so far as we € ascertail). the public are still at a
loss to know why our city fathers agread so cordady to make the co ces-
sions asked for by the company. Weare assured that there exists good
and sufficiens reasens for the Counci's actinm the marter, b Uihe public,
who have a right te kue w all the s and outs of the negouatt ns, are left
hopelessly in the dark as to what these goud and s fficicnt reasons are. As
an independent onlooker we have nothingto do with the comparative merits
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of concrete and granite in the construction of Dry Docks, but we are sur-
prised at the argument advanced by Alderman Stephen, in his speech sup-
porting the concessions to the company, Alderman Stephen said—‘ The
whole matter in dispute was narrowed down to & fine point, vis., that of
sidewalls. The company and the Council place diffesent constructions
upon a clause of the contract. But the company had entered into s con-
tract with the contractors for the work upon the understsnding of the
clause. To make any alterations in the contract now would open up a
large avenue for ‘extras’ The only difference between the two is this—
shall 2000 yards of the facing of the dock be built of granite, at a cost of
811 a yard, or of concrete at 86 a yard—a difference of $30,000."

As a matter of fact, the company had no right to enter into any con-
tract until the plans and specifications had been laid before and accepted
by the City Council of Halifax ; but, admitting that the exigencies of the
case required that the contract between the company and the city should not
be adhered to according to the strict letter of the law, it appears passing
strange that the Council should concede to the company the right of using
& cheap material in the construction of the dock without demanding on
behalf of our citizens either a deduction from: the bonus of $200,000
granted by the city, or improvewments equal in value to the difference in the
cost of siding with concrete or granite. Considering that the widening of
the dock will increase its cost by eight or ten thousand dollars, and that
the substitution of concrete for granite will diminish its cost by 835,000,
the Council should indeed have gnod and sufficient reasons for presenting
the company with the differ nce of $25.000.

Alderman Pearson said :—* The contract calls for the exnenditure in
this city of £198,000, which certain Aldermen, by their demagogic argu.
ments, wiil cause us to lose.”

Alderman Pearson is a member of the Board of Works, and should
know whereof he speaks; but if he has given the question of dock con-
struction and contract:letting the study it deserves, he muat kuow that there
15 not infrequently & wide margin between the contract price and the actual
expenditure on the work contracted for.

As a naval officer and a gentleman, Sir J. E. Commerel is respected by
all classes of our citizens, but in a business matter such as the construction
of a first-class graving dock, we are not called upon to make concessions on
this score. The company contracted with the city to carry out a certain
agreement ; by the cuncessions wade, the Council pfedges itself to pay the
company ten thousand dollars a year for twenty years, ag formerly agreed
upon, and at the same time releases it from an expenditure of $25,0z0. If
" there are good and sufficient reasons why this should have been done, the
Council should tske the public into its confidence ; otherwise suspicions,
which may be quite false, will be aroused ; and when the day for explanx-
g:ns is passed, some of our civic fathers may find themeelves in an awkward

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THE ROYAL COMMISSION ON TRADE—FINAL REPORT.

The final Report of the Royal Commission on the Depression of Trade
and Industry in Great Britain, over which the late Lord Iddesleigh presided,
has been published.  The result of the inquiry has been the presentation of
three reports. The first embodies the vicws of the majority of the Com-
mission, but to it are appended certain reservations and remarks by some
of the members, The second report is presented by Lord Dunraven and
three other members of the Commission, while the third report is
signed by Mr. Arthur Q'Connor, who differs from the entire body
of his colleagues.” Practically, the Commission divides on the ques-
tion of Free Trade, the chief minority report embodying the opinions
of the gentlemen who are recognized Fair Traders.  The first portion
of the report of the majurity deals with the method of enquiry. The
report states that the Commissioners selected four typical industries for
investigation, namely, the iron and coal trades, the textile industries, agri-
culture and shipping, these being in turn sub-divided into the various
minor trades that are associated with them. The report states—summariz-
ing very briefly the answers which we received to our questions, and the
moral ovidence given before us, there would appear to be a general agree-
ment among those whom we consulted :—

(a) That the trade and industry of the country are 1n a condition which
may be fairly described as depressed.

(3) That by this depression is meant a diminution, and in some casesan
absence of profit, with a corresponding diminution of employment for the
laboring classes.

(c) Chat neither the volume of trade nor the amount of capital invested
therein has materially fallen off, though the latter has in many cases depre-
ciated in value.

(d) That the depression above refesred to dates from about the year |

1875, and that, with the exception of a short period of presperity enjoyed
by certsin branches of trade wm the years 1880 to 1883, it ﬁi proceeded
with tolerable uniformity, and has affected the trade and industry of the
country generaliy, but more especially those branches which arc connected
with agriculture.

As regards the causes which have contributed to bring about this state
of things, there was, as might be expected, less unanimity of opinion ; but
the following ebumeration will, we think, include all those to which any
importance was attached :—(1) Over-production ; (2) a continuous fall of
prices, caused by an appreciation of the standard of value ; (3) the effect
of foreign tarifis and bounties, and the restrictive commercial policy of
. foreign cuuntries in limiting our markets ; (4) forciga competition, which
we are beginning to feel both in our own and in neutral markets; (5) an
increase in local taxation and thc burdens on indusiry generally; (6)

cheaper rates of carriage enjoyed by our forei titors ; (7) leglalation
an’ccs;g the employment of labor in indumﬂ)l utﬂu:ukinp; (8) superior
technical education of the workmen in foreign countries. After dealing at
length with the nature and extent of the depression, the authors of the
report, proceeding to the question of remedies, say they have but few
definite recommendations to make. They say :—* The great object to be
aimed at is, we need hardly say, the cheapening of the cost of production
20 far as it can be done consistently with the maintenance of sound quality
and good workmanship. In the competition for business, which has become
30 intense during the last few years, this will be the only means of securin
success, and we have natural advantages inthis respectsuch as are.ponenes
by 7 w of our rivals. We think also that the increasing severity of the
competition of foreign countries is a matter deserving more serious attention
than it has received at the hands of our commercial and industrial classes.
We cannot, perhaps, hope to maintain, to the same extent as heretofore,
the lead which we formerly held among_the manufacturing nations of the
world. Vagious causes contributed to give us & position far in advance of
other countries, which we were well able to hold for many years ; ut those
causes could not have been expected to operate permanentlr, and our
supremacy is now being assailed on all sides. In order to do so, however,
it 1s obvious that we must display greater activity in the sear:h for-new
markets, and ter readiness to accommodste our productions to local
tastes and peculiarities. In the matter of education we seem to he particu-
larly deficient as compared with some of our foreign competitois ; and this
remark applies not only to what is usually called fechnical education, but
to the ordinary commercial education which is required in mercantile
houses, and especially the knowledge of forcign languages. In the course
of our inquiry we have frequently evperienced the want of accurate
statistics with regard to the details of our home irade. We would strongly
recommend that steps should be taken to procure fuller information both 25
to the production of the leading industries of the country snd asto the distri.
bution of our industrial population. If annual returns on some or uli of
these points could not conveniently be prepared, they might be issued at
intervals of two, or at most three, years, In ition to the natural
result of an accumulation of capital, which is proceeding at a more rapid
rate than the demand which will alone enable it to be profitably employed,
one of the commonest explanations of the depression or abeence of profit
is that known under the name of over-production ; by which we understand
the production of commodities, or even the existence of s capacity for
production, at a time when the demand is not sufficiently brisk to maintain
a remunerative price to the producer, and to afford him an adequate return
on his capital. We think that such an over-production has been one of the
prominent features of the course of trade during recent years ; and that the
;I:praui?? under which we are now suffering may be partially explained by
18 fact.

Nova Scotians should take note of the fact that in England there is
an accumulatiop of capital seeking in_vain for profitable employment, aod
should make a determined effort to advertise the great natural rescurces of
this Province in that country. No part of the world presents a more invit-
ing field to the capitalist ; nowbere clse can money be invested to greater

vantage than here, and it is not creditable to our enterprise that the fact
remains unknown in the great financial centre of the world. .

BRITAIN'S NEW PROVINCE.

When, on New Year's Day, 1886, the annexation of Burmah was pro-
claimed, it was generally believed that a valuable possesmsion huad been
cheaply secured. But it must be confessed that the operations of 1386 have
shown the work of occupation to be more difficult than that of uest,
Among the mountains and jungles of Burmah, warlike tribés have inces-
santly our advancing troops. The plundering Dacoits have swept
like a pack of hungry wolves through all the unprotected parts of the
country. It wasonly at the very end of the year that the Ruby Mine
column reached the mines, which lie ov'y about sixty miles north-east of
Mandalsy. More recent despatches, ho yever, show that the resistance of
the native chiefs is almost at an end. Saveral bave already submitted;
some have accepted employment from the British government ; the priestly
authority, a very important power Burmah, has pronounced in favor of
British rule. General Roberts hascalied on the patriarch, and together
they have made conciliatory comments on thea ent between Buddhism
and Christianity on the aubjects of justice and mercy. All will be well in
that quarter.

A glance at the condition of Burmah will enable us to judge of the
importauce of its annexation to India. It opens & highway to trade with
China. Indeed the Chinese bave long had most intimate dealings with the
Burmese. Chinese customs and dress prevail in Burmah, The Chinese
work the Burmese mines and buy Burman raw cotion, ornamental feathers,
edible birds’ nests, ivory and precious stones. Tbe mineral wesalth of the
country, consisting in gold, silver, iron, copper, tin, lead, and precious
stones. is vast but undeveloped. This is also true of agriculture and the
other sources of wealth ; for the Burmese are a non-progressive race, and
their political institutions do not encourage pmﬁreu. It is high time that
some foreign power gave an impulse to their sluggish national lifs. The
ruby fields, covering about 108 re miles, are saxd to be worth 13,000 to
15,000 pounds sterling a year ; though, as they were regarded as the exclu.
sive property of the king, reliable information concerning them is scanty,
These will probably be taken over Ly the lndian government, and it is
likely that their productivencss will be largely increased. It'is expected
that Sir Charles Bernard or Sit Leppel Gnffin will receive the lieutenaat.
governorship of Burmah, with General White in military command.

Kentville, Digby and Bridgetown are now agitating for a proper water
service,  If the water supply can be abtained within reasonable distances,
the cost of giving the citizens aof these thriving western towns gond and
wholesome water, should not be excessive. Maoreover, with an efficient
water service, the fire insurance rates will be much reduced.

Tenders for the new City Hall were apened by the Biard of Works on
Monday last.  There were seven tenders in all, the lowest being George
Tanner, it being : Trimmed with freestone, 862.548 ; trimmed with granite,
868,052 The highest tender was: Trimmed with freestone, §97.634 ; and
with pranite, 299 634.  Some ather people differ besides doctors.

Nommation diy passed off quietly in most of the Nova Scotia constit-
uences, but in Dighy and Snelburne party feeling ran away with the
judgment of some individuals, and the audiences gathered to listen to the
speeches of the respective standa-d bedrers, were broken up by disgraceful
interruptions.  The elections on Tuesday nest will show which party has
the confidence of the people. - .

The Ontario Legislature, which met last week, has adjourned, the
members finding that vressing business required them to be at their homes
for 4 weck or more  When a memlier of the Dominion Parliament takes a
hand in provincial elections. the party howler howls, but he is dumb when
the members of provincial legislatures take an active part in a Dominion
election,  Why thais distinction ? .

At a political meeting at Tyne Valley, P.E. L, at which about threc
hundred electors were gathered, a part of the building collapsed and one
hundred of the electors were precipitated into the cellar. Several persons
sustaiped serious irjuries.

* An aged colored woman was recently found dead in her lodging on
Albermale Street in this city. Her death was probably due to want of
sufficient clothing and food during the prolonged cold snap. The old
woman Wwas peculiar, and as she was reputed to have money in the Savings’
Bank, none of her fellow-lodgers felt called upon to familiarize themselves
with her mnd~ of living ; hence her demise occurred many hours before the
discovery of her dead body, which was crouched in a sitting posture before
an extinct fire.

According to the agreement that one year’s notice should be given by
either party wishing 10 terminate the contract of carrying the mails, now
existing between the Newioundiand government and the Allan Steamship
Compauy, the former has votified the Messrs. Allan that unless they are
willing to accept a reducerl subsidy the contract will be annulled at the
closs of the present year. The Allans, it is said, will not listen to any such
reduction being made, and, if they hold out, the result will be a serious
matter for St. Johns’ merchants.

A Newfoundland correrpondent in writing of St. John's, says: “ It is
indeed a quaint city and in many respects is a century behind the age.

pin tyan anchor.  Priess are quated in pounds, shilings aud pence, and a
coin with_a hole in it 15 not legal teader.  Another curious fact is that
coutons, silks and vclvets are sold by the pound.”

A coating of ice an inch or more in thickness has covered the streets,
sidewalks, fences, houses and other buildings in Halifax for the past five or
six days. Pedestrians without creepers or ice-sticks have found it almost
impoasible to ascend some of the hills, and drivers of sleighs not provided
with icc-brakes have found the turning of corners well nigh impracticable.

call all citivens of the United States * Yankees,”” and when abrosd they
cheerfully acoept, and are generally proud of, the title, which, as we have
seen, means, and is only a corruption of the woid ¢ Euglish."”

SAFETY HEATING FOR CARS,

To the Editor of the Critic :

Six,—The attention given by Tax Critic to the momentous question of
the hesting of the passenger cars on the railways of Canada and other paits
of this cuntinent is praiseworthy, and the mcre especially as the press of
Canada, with one or two excsptions, hes, as yet, hardly interested itaelf
about the subject. ¢ The protection of life property is the firet duty of
States.,” 8o aays Mr. Gladatone, and we all know it to be trve. The
maxim is, however, much better acted upon in Eurype than here. In
Montresl—merely for pleasure’s sake—that is, in connection with the great
winter carnival, which has now so sad a calemity connected with it, the
ordinary citizen is beginning to study the mechanics of life, and to
remomber th.t while platitudes are valuable when they happen to be good,
we, readers of newspapers and voters at the polls, are human beings
furnishéd with bodies as well as souls, and that for the special needs of
those bodies we have to study the principles of mechanics, chemistry and
temperature, including heat and electricity. 1t is surprising how practical
questions of this vital order have “<en neglected amongst us in the puat.
1t is surprising alao, how the pr.ces really responeible for the well-being of
the travelling public have been the constant recipients of excuses for their
neglect, as well as foolish adulation, when the needed reforms ought 1o have
been strenuously pressed upon them. The railwsy companies know well
enough that they are responaible, s corposations, for all that concerns the
travel on thoeir lines, and the Government, so soon as it shall be urged to do
%0 by the constituancies, will be willing to undertske the oversight of that
responsibility of the compsniss—in plain terms, to see that it is falfilled,
Thne nailway companies have been making some ussful experiments of late,
'.l'hey have tried the heating of a whole train of cars by steam, by means of
iron pipes from the engine boiler, with rubber hose junetions between the
arm.  If any objections exist to that plan of warming a trsin, they have
never been put befors the public, s0 far as I am aware. The only danger
that oocors to me in connection with it, is that the stesm might be the
means of scalding the passengers in the case of an overset of the cars, but
there wonld not seem to be any great risk of that result, if the iron pipes
were strong in the joints and well embedded in the woodwork of the car,
ospecially as the first break—which would let out the steam—would proba-
bly be in the rubber joint outside the cars. Now, I would ask what is the
matler with this plan of steam heating, that the public should not insiet
upon ite being univereally practised ¥ Will the experts be pleased to reply
to this clear enquiry 1 >

But, supposing the plan of steam-pipes to bave certain defects which we
are mot just now reckoning upon, but which will need explanstion, thet
ie another plan that could be adopted without dificulty, nemcly heating the
cars by hot water. We have now in many of the cars, ecpecially the
slespers, hot water pipes, but thess receive their heat from a small furnace

or atove within the ear, which is placed in a compartment in the corner.
This Klun is not free from the danger of settivg fire to the car in a.break-up,
And here comes in the improvemunt I huve to offer :— At certain stations
along the line of the railway there should be eots of furnaces crected for
heating water, and a row of moveable tauks or builers placed above them,
all these boilers being of oue size, and being made to fit into the corner
compartment of the cars, where the heaters are now placed. When tho
cars stop, one of thess covered, but not sealed, tanks or boilers full of
weter raised to the boiling point, is lifted off the furmaca Ly tweans of a
small derrick and lowered in the cornor compartment of the car waiting
alongeide, into which compartment it is made to slide, fitting it completoly.
The boiler previously there, and in which tho water hias cooled bolow the
heating point, huving already been lifted out by a derrick sud placed nbove
one of the furnaces, for the process of reheating. In prinsiple, al} this is
nothing more thau the old hot-water foot- warwer on & larger scsle, and made
effective for the general heatiug of the car
This covered tank, being larger than the one attached to a heater as at
gmont in use, would make us abolish atovea or heaters in the cars, and
aving pipes under the seats connectsd with it, would kesp the temperaturo
sufficiently high and very pleasant during a cortain number of hours, at the
end of which period it would hava to be renswed from anuther tank and
furnace station as alreudy axplained. The disjunction aad juocticn of the
boiler or tank with tho circulating pipes under the car seats would be made
in s minute by means of wcrew joints with stop-cocks. Tho dauge: of
scalding in an oversst would ba avoided by the strength of the materiala
and the outlets contrived for the water in its double encasement. I trust
this plan will not be slighted by a public, already too long suffering, until it
has had a fair field aud been fully and satisfactorily discussed. As to
expense, we must not hear a word about it, after the true plan shall have
been den:onatrated and practically developed through the careful atiention
of expurts.

A winter trip from Halifax to Boston by the eca route could hardly be
rendered pleasant to tho ordinary traveller, although mado in the largest
and most comfortable stenmer that foate. 1t is, therefore, no reflection on
tho ¢ Cartoll* to stato that from the timo your correapondent boarded her
at Halifax on Wednesday last, until Boston was reached nt ahout 8 p. m on
Fiiday, the intervals that could hu enjoyed, wore fow and far betweon, The
gteamer was deeply Joaded with fish shipped in bond for Boston, New Yurk
and the West Indicg, nnd whila this provented hor rolling, it rather tended
to retard ner gpeed, and the «filuvin from tho bilgewaler was o noxtous.
that the very thought of it «till makps him sick. The upper cabin wan oot
#o0 bad, hut still it was close, whilo the wind was too biting to permit of
comfortable promenades on deck.

At starting tho wind was northerly, and soon after pamsing Sambro all
enil wna ret on tho steamer and wo went beunding over a rather choppy sea
at a vory fuir rate of spred, There were a few ludy pamsetigtera, but thev
had evidently made up their minds to be sick from the start, and disap-
peared in their cabins, wheto they romained until Boston was reached (the
word epelled in another way being approprin‘e to their coudition). Your
correspondent  walked the decks for a timo. amused at the sntics of a few
young men whu were on thoir way to the Statos in sesrch of employment.
Somo wero used to tho briny deep, but the mujority wete fighting a wain
fight against sen rickness and soon disappeared below, The decks wero
finally deserted by all but the crow, and then your correspoudrnt sought a
warin nook near the smuke-stack aud attempted to enj iy the pipe of peace,
The effect was magical and tho days of his youth, when hn had first been
tempted to tey tha weed, wora wo vividly recalled that he could alinoat hear the
swish of the birch. as it had then descended upon him in afern disapproval,

Onco more continuing nis walk on deck ho attempted to hecome sociible
with*an officer un watch, a typical “down east” Yankeo milor. with an
cvident contempt of everything British. * Your boats mnke remarkably
regular trips,” veptured your correspundent. * Yos, they dv very well for
old plugs.* was thoe laconic reply, and thon turning on his heol ho walked
away, Your correspondent is a amtive of the Statea, hut his countrymen
generally put him down as a * genuino Johnny Bull,” and their mistake
often ¢ uss him grat amusement, Oun one occasion on landing in New
York the customs officer met him with the pos:r—* have you sigued the
declaration 1"

“ What declaration. the decleration of independence1” was the (uery.

This was at once taken ng a Bsitish insult to American Inatitutions, and
the way tho customs officer tovk rovengn vt his bigsige, gave your cotres
pondent a warning to be more eireful in futum,

Finding tho old tar would have none of him, your rorrespondent was
forced into the cabin, and finally fur want of company was compelled to
“turn in" and join his woaus with tho chornses that came frum all the
state-rooms.

The ship, sided by wind and steam, mede good headway during the
pight, and in the morning wo wote off Capo Nable, and the stoamer's course
was lnid strejght across for Bostun  For an hour or two it was delightfully
wanm end pleasant on deck, aud tho malo passengers, a sorry-looking lot,
slowly eame up to sun themselves,

The steuner © Oregon" was sighted, and for atime followed in our wake,
but her courso was to the north aud she fiaally disappeared on the way to
Portland.  Just as we were congratulating ourselves that wo were bound to
have a quick pirsige, tha wind changed tead ahead and ro contivued all
duy and night, ut times blowing quite hard.  Friday morning we were in a
denre fog. but so exact hnd heen the captain’s caleulations, that when the
ship’s bendw 3 had heen stopped and tho fog hfte 1, wo were oft Thatcher's
Irlandd hiphis. Fiom bero it was only sixtecn miles to Buston light aud 24
to our wharf, anl wo expeeted 1o be in by three.  But the fog and the ran
came duwn and we were furced to lay too off the mouth of the harbor until
#iXx p. m.  Wo hers had a demonstration of tho great superionty of Halifix
over Boston haibor.  “Fho captain stated that had ho the samo bearings off
Halitax, he could have gone right up to the city, but the Bo-ton channel 1
tortuvus and shaliow, snd as wo drew 30 feet of watar he did not dare
sttempt to run in in the foz.  When we finally reached the city at about 8
p m, the tide was tuo luw to allow the ship to enter her horth and a tuy
had to he'p her to a position across the hoad of tho wharf. Wonld that
another Sir Samiuel Cunard could arise in Halifax, and by his hrains nud
cnergy pluco that city where it beloogr, in the foremost place cu thus
continent. 1 huve now been here a night and a day and have already had
my fill of sight-reeing.

The question of tho hour here is tho strike of the horse mailway
employees.  Severl lines, including the one to Cambridge, have not been
running for a few dayr, and thouxands of people have thus been put to
wmuch iuconvenicncr.  To-day n few cars have been running on ths block-
sded routes, all guarded by the nolice, who are also stationed along the way
to prevent violence. Tho crowd gathers quickly and as quickly disperses
on the approach of tho peelers. It secins a good-natured crowd, largely
composed of boys, and amuses iwself by yelling * ecab” at the drivers and
conductors, and * whoa' and * back" at the horses. The men uve green hands,
and the horses ars accustomed to the word of command, and back and stop,
much to the amusement of the crowd and the porplexity of the drivors.
Two cars on the sume track, ono going up and one down, met just opposite
the Boston and Albany depot. It was necessary to transfer one car to the
other tuek, and thic wit stiracted the largest erowd 1 have yet seen. Oane
of thocar wimndows had been smached in by a stonwe, and the pssengers
leoked unything but cumnfurtable. Twenty or thirty pulice were arvund,

with two ou each oar, but no one would lend & hand to help the driver and
conduector ahift the car off the metals.

The police pretended fo help, but their aympathies 2o evidently with
the strikers, and the car could not be budged. Al the time the crowd kept
inoreasing and yelling and the meeting at the drill-shed was forcibly ealled
to mind. Fivslly both oars had to go in the same direction, and then the
crowd yellrd itself hoarse with sxultation. A great conflict is now being
waged hetween capital and Iabor, and sensible men entertain grave fears of
the reault. They ahould go hand in hand, but designing leaders are widen.
the gap, and it is featod that the end will be a blondy civil war, which will
tevivo the horrors of the French revolution. Happy Nova Sootis. Yot
how little your people nnprecinte the substantial prosperity, paace and
comfort that reigun everywhers within hor borders, It is now believed that
the strikea are noarly at an end, but the past few days has seen the
resurrection of old and butared omnibuwes, that go lumbering along the
atroets filled with fashionahly dreased ladies, who a fow deys ago would not
hive railed their garments by taking s seat in them. .

The general state of trade has bren that of quirtude duriug the past
week A small, sluggish businees has been trauneacted, but wiat has heen
done has heen of a atisfactory nature, as a fair proportion of orders received
have been backed by spot cash. Paymauts of accounts are makivg ss well
as can be expected. Ripid changes of waather, causing the pablis highways
to bs in 8 very bad atato for lucomotion, serionsly interfers with the
operativns of commergin] travellers, bnt their reports so far are fuvorable,
and il anticipate doing a large apring buniuness,

The pending olectivus cootinus to exwrcine their influanca in emphasising
the current dullness of trade that naturally belongs to this sewon of the
year. Still a quietly confilant tone prevails in busioess circles, and more
uetivity is anticipated after the elections are over. Lno guneral tone has
coutinued healthy, and the feeling regirding future prospects is markedly
one of universal contidenco. Most merchants express a decided belief in s
continued satisfactory business.

The war-cloud, that for several weeks lowered over Europe, appeurs to
have passad away for the prosent, but many think that the pacific protests
tions of thoss who have it in their hands to make or to avert war, aro
essentislly hollow, and insist that early apring will sce Europe rot an
oheervant, but an active camp of immense armies in hostile array. This
lends a feverish interst to business speculations and gives a genersl air of
insecurity to lage transactions, because it unsettles prices, and makes oven
legitimate business often wear an appearance akin to gambling..

Dry Guops.—This trade has progressed satisfactorily, and the distribu-
tion of spring goods has beon large, while fresh ordors have been of full
volume. Travellers report that stocks in the country disiricts are generally
small, and that prospects are favorable. A good counsumptive domand is
oxpected soon to set in. Millinors here havo large and attractive stocks,
and they seem to oxpect a large movemunt 88 sovn as the spring opens.

IroN aND Harbware.—There is no change to report, but businées in this
line is fairly active, Pig iron is firm and stocks in Canada ave light., Tha
tecant ndvance in the nail trade has bean held and onders are coming in freely.

Breavstorps. —It has now hecoms certsin that the California crop of
early wheat is ubout ruined, but the decressed probuability of an European
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war has operated to provent avy advanco in prices. The British markets
have been weak, while that of Chicago was fairly active though (rregular.
In Canada the grain trade is dull with teade dull and insctive. The flour
markets have continued to be uninteresting. In order to sell in round lots
lower prices than have prevailild would have to he saccapted  As yet no
uotahle changs has ocourred, but tha situstion is critical, and prices may
either way suddenly for a very alight cause.

Corree.—The coffes market is very firm, and holders are not at all
apxious to sell. Stocks, both in New York and in Englsud, are reported

The Yarmoath Tintes is one of our newsiest and brightest exchapyes, and in
mibing matters, more especially those respecting Yarmuuth Co. mines, keeps
well abresst of the age. From it we clip the foliowing rexpecting the annual
meeting of the Cowan Gold Mining Co.:—* The annual meeting was held on
Thureday evening, Feb. 3rd.

M. PASTEUR AND HIS CHARLATANRY.

I regret having overlooked tho paragraph to which Miss Frances Power
Cobba refers in her letter of Gth ult. Had I seen it I should myself have
supplied the information from the papers of the Anti-Viviacction Sooiety,
which I receive. If aayone who keeps his files of Tus Critic will refer
back to June 9th of last year, folio 9, ho will see that I alluded to tha
it Pasteur Craze,” with the hope that if anyous here were bitten they would
think twice before undertaking a tiip to Paris, M. Pasteur's ussumptions
being haaty, ssnguine, and, to n very great oxteut, unscientific.

M. Pasteur hus been tho means of setting people off their heads about
hydrophobis, while trus rabies is rare ; and, undor tho scars aud excitement
he has produced, all sorts of ordinary brutalities have boen perpotrated on
dogs sssumed to be mad, and then hounded down and put to death with
various barbarities ; besides being answerable for the inetfable horror of the
new torture chambers called into existouce by his mothods.

I quote from two English writers in illustration of the extent of the

abominstions of this hideous naw depatturo of psuedo-scioncs :

« Let us, in particulsr, naderstand what Pusteurism iuvolves ; to wit, the
sacrifice, not of & ¢ few rabbits® nierely, but of n perpetual sories of mad
dogs, to he kept up for ever hy fresh trepanuings oud inoculations wherever
a Pasteur institute exists (the virus requiting to bo fresh and fresh, not
being available beyond a few days). And let it he oxplained what this siw-
ple fact involves in the way of accumulated torture as described, for exam-
ple, in Mayhew's simple little houk, from which those who have themselves
ever endured the pain of an internal influnmation may form a guess of
what must be the state which the experienced veterinavy thus describes frum

t-mortem examination of really rabid dogs (not the sham rabid dogs of
Loudon in 1886) :

*The entire glandular syatem seoms to be in tho highest degree inflamed.
Basides this, tho brain, the organs of deglutition, digestion, and oceasionally,
of respirtion, are acutely involvad. Tle entire animal ix inflamed. . . . '
Most frequently the eyes, which at first glow like live coals, turn green,
ulcerate. and perish, the rabid dog befure it dies becoming absolutely
sightless.”

“Let us go further, and take in the factsct forth by M, Crawford, in the
Furinightly Review for last July, that the artificially maddened dug suffers
even more dreadful torinent than the dog which has gone md ufter the bite
of another animal. She says:

 Pasteur holds that to have vaccinas always ready to hand of the requi-
site degrees of activity, there muat be a constant trepsaning of the animals,
whoso Jiving brains he wants for a virus-garden. The trepanned and inoc-
ulated Tabbit soon gets numb and paralyzed. The guinea-pig bucomes exas-
perated by its torture, and wants to bite everyone and evervthing near it.
In the case of the dog, mental anguish is the first symptom. The poor
brute appears conscious that it muat soon be dangerous, and as if wauting
1o bez pardon beforshand. Its effurts to propitiate indulgence for tho state
which it fesla is coming on ave heattrending to anyone who has any he.ihy
sensibility. Vetarinaries arsure me that natural rabies, or rabies caused by
bites, are mild compared to rabies induced through virus being let in on the
brain; and I believe them, since I saw how quiutly soine of the wolf-bitten
Russians died. The delirious period is fraught with meatal and physical
torture to the trepanved dog.”

Thess, then, are the conditions on which the supposcd henefits of Pus-
tearism may be acquired, This is the price in blood aud torturae to be puid
for that mysterious * broth” wherewith M. Pasteur inoculates the crowds
who flock to him, To some of your readers it may perhiaps appear that the
cost is not excessive. T others it will svemn tou wmonstrous to hs measured
in the talance at all. But for both patties it is only right that the question
should be truly stated, and that thay should not ba misled by delusive refe-
rences to the deaths of ¢ a few rabbits.”

HOW GENERAL GORDON SAVED MY LIFE.

Everyone has read Quida'’s * Under Two Flags” I bave served under
Jive flags in my tune—thres of them Imperial standatds and two of them
those of rebele. I have kuowr is commander or as foo some of thoss men
whom to this day heroes worship, as well as others less celebrated, but who
ill have carved their names with their swords on the pago of history.
Among these are Gordon, Garibaldi, Stuars, the Confederate raider ; Bolle
Boyd, the invincible scout ; the Cuuntess de la Turre, the lovely Garibaldisn
leader; Bargevine, the filibuster ; Turr, the Hungarisn, and a host of others.
Gordon, for instance, saved my life. It bappened in this way. I wasonly
a youngster, when, getting tired of the endleso routine of barrack life in
the —th Dragoon Guards, I went out to Chiaa to fight the Taepiugs, who
were then in full revolt, General Ward, who commended the “ Disciplined
Chinere Field Force,” had just * juined the majority,” and Burgeviue had
succeeded him in the command. General Burgevine, a litile d«rk mau, wlo
had come out to China as a ship's steward, but who had bean of Walker's
filibusters at Nicaragra, was 21 able soldier and as brave asa lion. He was
swarthy almost to blncknees, and wore little yold rings in his oirs. 1 joined
his brigade. His men were well armed with .irserican rifles and bayonets,
orefully drilled, and had about thirty of us—English and American
officers—to load them.

silver, which were thun in his palace, He ordered us tq storm the palace
and help ourselves. We dil a0, with the natural result that the next
morning placards were posted all over the place, offering 150,000 taels of
gilver for Burgevine's head, dead or alive. Wae atuck to vur commander ;
and the whole body, 3,000 strung, went over to tho Taepings. We were
pluced in the army commanded by © The Shicld King ;" and wo defeated
tho Imperial troops aa easily as wo had the patriots,

All went well until oue fine day we heard that the Imperial Government
had borrowed frum the English 200 officers and non coms., who had formed
ansther ¢ Disciplined Force ;' and, under the command of ono Major
Gordon, R. E, were then within threo days’ march to attack us. They duly
arrived, and whon we saw the pith helmets of the Euglish ofticors we

The experience and thought of the past year has sorved to confirm the
opinion proviously held, that AN QilgaN I3 AN ESSINTIAL PART OF THE
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Tux PouLtTrY Intanzat,—Mr, Feleh in the introduction to his book on
poultry culture makes mention of the great importince of this branch of
industry and of the probable demand that will continue to exist for poultry
prodacts. The ttutg of his proposition seens to find confirmation in resulls
that passing days develope. There is scarcely any farming neighborhood but
that cenm sbiow a very marked extemsion in the line of poultry products.
This has been brought about by an increase of the number of fowls and by
the adoption of improved facilities for the business, both in buildings and
convenient appliancea. . :

Where but fow fowls were kept a few yoars since, with auch slelter as
could be seeured by the animals themselves, they are now found to be
numerous snd provided with warm shelter. But the changed condition has
been as marked in tho products as in any otber direction. The surplus over
and above domestic consumption hes always been easily disposed of in the
market. Twenty years ago the traffic in eggs was confined largely to
country groceries, by whom the surplus was accumulated and by them for-
warded to the larger markets. It required a little time to accumulate only
a barrel of eggs ; now there is hardly ony community but that has a local
dealer who makes it a specisl business to pick up eggs and poultry for
matket, and every week takes many more to market than was the accumule-
tion of months in earlier times. 1t is difficult to estimate the value of the
poultry product and what is very sipgular is that as yet there has never been
any very decided over-production, or to such an extent as to greatly reduce
the price which with the increass of products has graduslly incressed. The
grout feeding value of eggs and the fowls themselves for the residents of
cities 28 well an the producers has made a growing and apparently permanent
demand that is likely to continue.

Those who have followed the business more thoroughly than farmers can
do, have made estimates of the net profit fiom each apimal, which vary
according to varying conditions, ranging from one doller to a little more
than four dollars per animsl. Even at tha very Jowest, there are no invest-
ments upon the farm that pay as well.  But it would hardly be advisable
for farmers to think of counting too much upon profits without more care
and attention than they are likely to give.

SaxD PAINT OR GARDEN STRUCTURES.—A correspondent of the london | f

Garden writes :- .
T obeerve that Mr. Peter Henderson recommends white-lead and eand as

a substitute for ordinary paints. I have never usad the mixture, but at one
* time we used a considerable quantity of what we termed sand paint. Tlis
was made with whitening and white-lead in equal parts, with about s fourth
of the whole of silver sand. Sufficient o0il wae added to render it workable,

and this was laid on as thickly as possible. When it dried, it {elt hard and Interi

gritty-=-almost like stone ; and my experience is that it is the most durable
and impervious to westher of any .paint I have ever employsd. About
fifteen years ago we painted the end of & building with it, and I noticed
the other day that, although no paint of any kind has been applied since,
there is atill a fair coat on the walls. Two or three coats of this sand paint
would render boards quite impervious to westher influences for years.
‘Whitelead is apt to peel off after a time, but this paint does not do so0. It
forms s solid body that nothiog but the weather-wear of many years can
affect. Another way that we have employed is to lay on the paiut first, and
then, before it commences to dry, sprinkle sand thickly over it. This gives

it s rather rough, stone-like appearance, which in certain situstious is
desirable,
